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undreds of Palestinians
H in northern Gaza have

staged a rare protest
against Hamas, demanding an
end to the war and chanting
“Hamas out,” according to
social media posts.

The demonstration reflects
growing frustration with the mili-
tant group that triggered the
conflict with its October 7, 2023,
attack on Israel.

Northern Gaza has been one

of the areas hardest hit by the
war, with most buildings reduced
to rubble and residents repeat-
edly displaced. Protesters, seen
in videos circulating online, mar-
ched through the war-ravaged
streets of Beit Lahiya on Tues-
day, chanting slogans against
Hamas.

Israeli Prime Minister Benja-
min Netanyahu seized on the pro-
tests as evidence that Israel’s re-
newed offensive was yielding

results, noting that Hamas police
forces, which had resurfaced
during a ceasefire, have once
again disappeared.

Social media posts from March
25 showed demonstrators car-
rying banners reading “Enough
wars” and chanting “We don’t want
war.” In response, senior Hamas
official Basem Naim acknowled-
ged people’s right to protest but
accused outside forces of ex-
ploiting the situation for political
gain.

Tensions between Palestinian
factions over Gaza’s future remain
high. Hours after the protests,
the rival Fatah movement urged
Hamas to “respond to the call of
the Palestinian people.” Fatah,
which controls the Palestinian
Authority (PA) in the West Bank,
has long clashed with Hamas
over governance in Gaza.

More than 50,000 Palestinians
have been killed by the Israeli
campaign in Gaza, launched after
thousands of Hamas-led gun-
men attacked communities in
southern Israel on October 7,
2023, killing 1,200 people and
abducting 251 as hostages.

Much of the narrow coastal
enclave has been reduced to
rubble, leaving hundreds of thou-

sands of people sheltering in
tents or bombed-out buildings.

Hundreds of thousands of
residents who had fled to the
south of Gaza earlier in the war
returned to their ruined homes
in the north after a ceasefire
took effect in January.

Now, Israeli evacuation orders
after the country relaunched its
offensive on March 18 have
shattered the two-month truce.

Since Israel resumed its strikes
on Gaza, saying its goal was to
completely dismantle Hamas,
nearly 700 people, mostly women
and children, have been killed,
according to Palestinian health
officials.

While official contacts aimed
at getting the ceasefire process
back on track have continued,
there has been little sign of a
breakthrough over central issues
including the future governance
of the Gaza Strip.

Hamas, which seized control
of the enclave in 2007 after
ousting Fatah, has shown little
tolerance for dissent. Though it
has signalled a willingness to
step back from direct govern-
ance, it insists on having a role
in shaping Gaza’s postwar ad-
ministration.

The United States reached
separate deals on Tuesday with
Ukraine and Russia to pause
their attacks over the Black Sea
and against each other’s energy
targets, but it was not clear when
and how the deals would come
into force.

The mayor of Mykolaiv said
there were emergency power
outages early on Wednesday in
the city, following a report by the

region’s governor that seven
drones were destroyed over-
night over the region.

It was not immediately clear
whether the power cuts were
precautionary or a result of the
overnight attack on Mykolaiv.

Russia also attacked the cen-
tral Ukrainian city of Kryvyi Rih,
spurring fires and damaging
buildings but causing no deaths,
the head of the city’s military
administration said.

“Apparently, this is how the oc-
cupiers ‘want peace’,” Oleksandr
Vilkul, the head of the military ad-
ministration, wrote on the Tele-

gram messaging app, describing
it as the war’s biggest drone at-
tack on the city. “ Most importantly,
there were no deaths or injuries.”

Vilkul had earlier reported
at least 15 explosions in Kryvyi
Rih, President Volodymyr Zelen-
skiy’s hometown and a frequent
target of Russian attacks.

There was no immediate com-
ment from Russia, but the Rus-
sian defence ministry said that
its air defence units desstroyed
nine Ukrainian drones overnight,
including two over the waters of
the Black Sea.

UK inflation slows
more than expected
in February

more than anticipated in

February, offering some
relief to consumers before
an expected resurgence in
price growth.

According to the Office for
National Statistics, consumer
prices rose by 2.8% year-on-
year in February, down from
3.0% in January. The decline
was driven in part by falling
clothing and footwear prices,
marking their first drop in over
three years.

Economists had forecast
a 2.9% inflation rate, while the
Bank of England had projec-
ted 2.8% in its early February
estimates. The unexpected
slowdown led to a dip in the
pound, which fell by more than
a third of a cent against the
US dollar.

Meanwhile, yields on two-
year British government bonds

I nflation in the UK eased

- closely linked to BoE interest
rate expectations - dropped
nearly seven basis points,
marking their sharpest daily
decline in almost two months.

Despite the slowdown, eco-
nomists caution that rising
energy costs could push infla-
tion higher again. The Bank of
England expects inflation to
peak at 3.75% in the third quar-
ter of the year - nearly double
its 2% target - due to surging
energy prices and increases in
regulated tariffs for utilities and
transport.

Last week, the BoE advised
investors against assuming a
swift reduction in borrowing
costs. Meanwhile, services in-
flation - a key metric for the cen-
tral bank - remained steady at
5.0%, defying expectations for
a slight dip to 4.9%. The BoE
had anticipated a slight uptick
t0 5.1%.

Israel strikes hit bases
in central Syria

ple in southern Syria on Tues-

day, according to Syria’s state
news agency, following clashes
between Israeli troops and mili-
tants who had reportedly opened
fire on them.

The escalation comes amid
growing tensions between Israel
and Syria, now under a new Isla-
mist-led government following
the ousting of former leader Ba-
shar al-Assad in December. Israel
has stated it will not tolerate the
presence of Islamist militants near
its border and has deployed for-
ces into Syria’s border region.
However, Syria’s new leadership
has said it does not intend to
engage in conflict with Israel.

According to the Israeli military,
militants in southern Syria fired
at Israeli forces, though it did not
clarify whether Israeli troops were
inside Syrian territory at the time.
The military said Israeli forces
returned fire, and an airstrike was

I sraeli shelling killed four peo-

carried out against the militants,
confirming "hits were identified"
but providing no casualty details.

Syria’s state media reported
that Israeli tank fire struck Koya,
a town in Daraa province, killing
four people and injuring others,
including a woman. Earlier, Israel
announced strikes on two military
bases in central Syria’s Homs
province.

During Assad’s rule, Israel fre-
quently carried out airstrikes in
Syria, targeting Iranian-linked
military sites and weapons ship-
ments bound for Hezbollah. Al-
though the arms route was dis-
rupted after Assad’s fall, Israel
has continued striking Syrian
military facilities.

European Union foreign policy
chief Kaja Kallas warned that
Israel’s actions could heighten
tensions in the region: “We feel
these strikes are unnecessary
because Syria is not currently
attacking Israel.”

P doulides expressed pride
and joy in participating in
celebrations for Greece’s national
holiday on March 25, 1821, along-
side government officials and the
wider Greek Cypriot community.

Speaking at the event, the
president conveyed the warmest
wishes and deepest gratitude of
the Cypriot people to Greeks
worldwide. He emphasised that
the Greek War of Independence
remains a universal symbol of the
struggle for freedom that conti-
nues to inspire generations.

“The 1821 revolution, which
ended nearly 400 years of Otto-
man rule, fulfilled the Greek peo-
ple’s longstanding aspiration for
liberty. The fighters of that time
remained true to the legacy of
their ancestors, just as their pre-
decessors had done at Marathon,
Thermopylae and Salamis,” he
stated.

He underscored the signifi-
cance of the revolutionary motto
“freedom or death,” which not
only defined the Greek nation’s
identity but also deeply resona-
ted with Greek Cypriots.

New HMO licensing scheme
to improve rental standards

in Multiple Occupation) Licensing Scheme for the
next five years, following approval on March 12 by
Enfield Council’s Cabinet.

This scheme means that landlords with HMOs — proper-
ties where three or four people from different households
live together and share facilities — will need to get a licence.

The aim of this scheme is to improve the quality and
management of shared housing in Enfield, ensuring that
private renters have safe and well-run homes. It will work
alongside the existing manda-tory HMO licensing system.

The scheme will help the Council maintain high property
standards, crackdown on bad landlords, and address issues
like antisocial behaviour and overcrowding, which will pro-
tect both tenants and the wider community.

The scheme started in September 2020, and since then,
it has made a real difference in improving housing condi-
tions and tenant safety in Enfield’s private rented sector.
Over 1,200 HMO licence applications have been received,
with more than 1,100 licences granted, making sure land-
lords follow key property standards.

Before a licence is granted, the Council inspects every
HMO. The inspections showed that 70% of the properties
needed help to meet safety and housing standards, inclu-
ding issues like fire and electrical safety, damp, and over-
crowding.

The Council has also served over 350 legal notices and
taken action against 13 landlords for licensing and housing
rule violations. They’ve also imposed fines to tackle poor
property conditions and management.

ClIr Susan Erbil, Cabinet Member for Licensing, Planning,
and Regulatory Services at Enfield Council, said: “Every-
one deserves a safe and decent home. Renewing the HMO
Licensing Scheme is a key step in continuing to improve
housing standards in Enfield.

"Licensing makes sure landlords are responsible for

their properties, and that tenants have secure, well-man-
aged homes. This scheme will help us keep up the progress
we've made in the past five years, protecting tenants and
the wider community.”

With more people renting privately in Enfield, the Council
is committed to ensuring everyone has access to good-
quality housing. The new scheme will start on 1 September
2025, and will apply to all areas in the borough.

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What would it cost to
rebuild your business
after a disaster?

Can you say with 100%
confidence that you have
accurately valued the
cost of rebuilding your business
in the event of a fire, flood or
other unexpected disaster?

Parking and traffic penalty
charges increasing in
London boroughs

ondon boroughs have
Lagreed to raise parking and

traffic penalty charges for
the first time since 2011.

The new penalty charges and
fees will come into effect from
Monday 7 April 2025.

Boroughs say the increase
is necessary to ensure penalty
charge notices (PCNs) remain
effective deterrents and properly
incentivise drivers to drive and
park safely.

Boroughs highlight that the
money raised by PCNs cannot
go into their general funds for any
purpose. Instead, local authori-
ties have a legal duty to ensure
any net revenue raised by PCNs
is reinvested in traffic and trans-
port schemes.

In London this includes paying
for the Freedom Pass providing
free public transport for 1.2 million
older and disabled Londoners.

With some PCN levels having
been unchanged for 14 years and
others for 18 years, boroughs were
concerned that charge levels were
not high enough to encourage
compliance.

The number of PCNs issued

in the capital has increased by
around 70% since 2010 (from 4.8
million in 2009-10 to 8.3 million
in 2023-24).

The impact of inflation on pen-
alty charge levels has meant a
reduction in the real value of these
charges and additional fees over
time. The costs to boroughs for
providing a parking and traffic man-
agement service have also in-
creased significantly since 2011.

Following a public consultation,
the decision was made by London
Councils’ Transport and Environ-
ment Committee, which is respon-
sible for setting parking, bus lane
and moving traffic penalty charges
on borough roads, plus additional
parking fees.

The increase brings the highest
level of boroughs’ PCNs in line
with the penalty charges on roads
managed by Transport for London,
which were raised in 2022. The
changes agreed by London Coun-
cils’ Transport and Environment
Committee have received the re-
quired approval from the Mayor
of London, and were not objected
to by the Secretary of State for
Transport.

Despite recent controversy and
negative comments especially
from people who haven’t even
seen the film, this is quite enjoy-
able with an engaging perform-
ance from Rachel Zegler as the
eponymous heroine. She sings
like an angel old familiar tunes
from the original like “Whistle
While You Work” as well as new
songs like “Princess Problems”
by THE GREATEST SHOWMAN
songwriters. The evil Queen is
portrayed with enough vitriol and
spice by the regally striking Gal
Gadot, while the prince is replaced
here by a young revolutionary
from the Robin Hood school of
acting called Jonathan (Andrew
Burnap), who shares an endear-
ing chemistry with Zegler. And the
less said about the seven dwarfs
the better - they are created by
CGl and their first entrance where
they return from the mine sing-
ing the classic “Heigh-Ho” is a
carbon copy of the original.

A lot of the charm and magic
has been lost along the way even

though Marc Webb directs with
flair and imagination.

War Paint -
Women At War

This is the final documentary
in Margy Knimoth’s “War Art
Trilogy” which began with ERIC
RAVILLIOUS - DRAWN TO WAR
and WAR ART WITH EDDIE
REDMAYNE. Now she paints a
clear picture on the role of wom-
an and looks at war from the
women’s point of view. Many fe-
male artists from across the globe
talk about their work including
Zhanna Kadyrova from the Uk-
raine, who makes great art from
the rubble of war and destruction,
while Linda Kitson, the British art-
ist is best known for her work as
an official artist during the Falk-
lands War.

The hauntingly beautiful work
of Iranian photographer and
visual artist Shirin Neshat also
highlights the horrors of war and
oppression in this brilliantly re-
searched film. It is essential and
illuminating and is very much
worth seeking out.

The original idea of Nicholas
Stoller’s film probably sounded

better on paper long before the
cameras began to roll. This mis-
conceived project is badly exe-
cuted and is loudly acted even
from the usually reliable Will Fer-
relland Reece Witherspoon. He
plays Jim, a proud father planning
for his daughter’s wedding and
she is Margot, also planning for
her best friend’s wedding, but
as fate would have it, their choice
of venue is mistakenly double
booked. It is a tiny, remote venue
on an idyllic island and inevitably
both parties are forced to share
the limited space...

It starts well but once the chaos
develops and goes totally out of
control, Stoller's muddled screen-
play and uneven direction make
this an utterly forgettable experi-
ence.

ago it was World Book
Day with the emphasis

on reading for pleasure and en-
couraging children to come to
school as a character/person
from a book they enjoy reading.
This year is also the 75th anni-
versary of C S Lewis’s portal fan-
tasy novel The Lion, The Witch
and The Wardrobe (New Vic-
toria Theatre, Woking), the
book which had the greatest
impression on me during child-
hood. | was drawn in by the story
of the four evacuee children —
Peter, Susan, Edmund and Lucy
Pevensie, escaping the Blitz of
World War Il being given sanc-
tuary in the home of a nutty pro-
fessor and then bewitched when
the plot moved into the magi-
cal kingdom of Narnia. And that
wardrobe has a lot to answer for
because once | became aware
that was their way into Narnia,
| tried every wardrobe | came
across. No doubt a therapist
would have a field day unlock-
ing that closet conundrum.
The question uppermost in
my mind last night was could a
stage version (there was a very
enjoyable 2005 film) come close
to recreating what had fired my
childhood imagination. Mike
Fentiman’s production (originally
created by Sally Cookson) is
very much about atmosphere
and spectacle setting the scene
with music of the era giving a
sense of nostalgia tempered
with the reality of war, and the
battle between good and evil in
Narnia. Lewis was a religious
man but denied any deliberate
connections to the Christian faith.
Though when you delve into
the story of a sacrificial Lion —
Aslan (who reincarnates) and
the wicked White Witch it is dif-
ficult not to draw comparisons.
This show certainly evoked
those childhood memories with
lovely puppetry, gorgeous cos-
tumes and set by Tom Paris,
illusional effects and magical
elements designed by Chris
Fisher, which combined with
Chris Knowles imaginative light-
ing take you on a journey from
a war battered country into the
mysterious and magical sur-
roundings of icy Narnia, inhabi-
ted by weird and wonderful
creatures. Mr and Mrs Beaver

are so cute but I've always had
a soft spot for the delightful faun
Mr Tumnus, cute in look and
deed. The whole company,
many of whom play several
roles, deserve credit for bring-
ing a story to life in a way that
feels fresh and vibrant and will
undoubtedly delight audiences,
young and old, as it continues
to tour.

Back to World Book Day, |
would have gone to school as
Aslan of course, a reincarna-
ting lion — the cat's whiskers
indeed.

Lyon Opera Ballet — Cun-
ningham Forever (Sadler’s
Wells) was a presentation of
two works by the late modern
dance master, Merce Cunning-
ham, whose choreography is
set to the inspired music of his
contemporaries John Cage and
Gavin Bryars. The first, ‘Beach
Birds’(1991) presented Cage’s
contemplative soundscape whilst
a flock of dancers awakenin a
rosy dawn, moving naturalisti-
cally but also with immaculate
precision in gestural motion sug-
gestive of the avian world. A
sense of purposeful yet grace-
ful moments is accentuated by
the costume design, and calcu-
lated mimicry bears witness to
bird colony interactions until the
quiet of evening.

Biped'(1999), the second per-
formance, draws the audience
into a primeval world, presenting
a deep-time perspective of the
trace of humans over millennia.
Bryars’ evocative, powerful com-
position haunts the ballet's per-
formance, which again is perfect
in execution.

The
dancers deserved the long, thun-
derous applause that greeted
them as it all came to a close.

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Why do we eat eggs at Easter?

Easter is the most important date in the
Christian calendar. Every year, Christians
around the world remember Jesus’ crucifixion
and celebrate his resurrection on Easter Sun-
day. In 2025, Easter falls on Sunday 20 April.
An important part of Easter celebrations today
is giving (and eating!) chocolate eggs, and in
the UK we buy about 80 million Easter eggs
each year!

Throughout history, people have given each
other eggs at spring festivals to celebrate the
new season. Eggs represent new life and
rebirth, and it's thought that this ancient custom
became a part of Easter celebrations.

In the medieval period, eating eggs was for-
bidden during Lent (the 40 days before Easter)
so on Easter Sunday, tucking into an egg was
a real treat! This was especially true for poorer
people who couldn’t afford to buy meat. Eggs
were given to the church as Good Friday offer-
ings, and villagers often gave eggs as gifts to
the lord of the manor at Easter. Even royals
gotinvolved —in 1290, Edward | purchased 450

eggs, which were decorated with colours or gold
leaf and given out to his household.

There were lots of superstitions about eggs
at Easter too. Eggs laid on Good Friday were
said to turn into diamonds if they were kept for
100 years, and if your egg had two yolks it was
a sign you would soon become rich. Some peo-
ple thought that eggs cooked on Good Friday
and eaten on Easter Sunday would improve
fertility and prevent sudden death, and it became
the custom for people to have their eggs
blessed before eating them.

In Lancashire in the 18th century, ‘pace eggs’
became very popular. Pace eggs were made
from hard boiled hen, duck or goose eggs, with
decorated shells dyed with bright colours — just
like in the medieval period. They were given as
presents at Easter.

Pace eggs were also rolled along the ground
in a race called an egg roll. Children would roll
a decorated pace egg down a hill, and see
whose egg rolled the furthest without breaking.
It's possible that these races started as a sym-

bol of the rolling away of the stone from Jesus’
tomb.

Egg rolling is a tradition that still continues
in some parts of England, although today it is
chocolate eggs being rolled down the hill!

While Easter eggs may once have been made
from decorated hen, duck or goose eggs, today
the eggs we give and receive at Easter are made
for people with a sweet tooth!

The first English chocolate egg was sold by
Fry’s in 1873, and Cadbury’s quickly followed
them, introducing their own chocolate egg in
1875. These early Easter eggs were made using
dark chocolate, and were smooth and plain,
but in 1897 the famous Cadbury’s Dairy Milk
Chocolate was first introduced. Chocolate eggs
made with this new recipe were very popular,
and soon became Easter bestsellers. Even
today, most Easter eggs are made using milk
chocolate. There is a huge range available
including milk, dark and white chocolate, and
even eggs with our favourite sweets and choco-
late bars included inside the packaging.

Powerful thinking for
possible solutions

ost problems have a
solution, but we need to
use our mind as a power-

ful tool. Thinking allows us to anal-
yse situations, identify problems
and then generate strategies to
create solutions. With technology
and external resources available
to assist, this often helps, how-
ever the real breakthrough comes
from deep intentional thought.
Often people worry and stress
over things, while others will say
don't worry, it won't solve anything.
| tend to differ, as depending on
what the problem is, sometimes
that intense thought will even-
tually find me a solution.
Understanding the problem
fully is first key; many people try
to jump to solutions too quickly
which can lead to ineffective or
temporary fixes. Instead, take time
to break the problem down. See
what the core issue is, what the

contributing factors are, who or
what is affected by it. By defining
the problem clearly, it creates a so-
lid foundation for finding a solution.

One of the best things to do is
to let your mind roam freely, this
is called "free thinking" or "brain-
storming". Then instead of trying
to force a solution, allow the mind
to explore different angles with-
out judgment.

Use journaling - write down a
lot of these thoughts and ideas
as they come, without over anal-
ysing them. Use mapping by wri-
ting the problem in the centre of
the page and branching out ideas
and possible results or solutions;
there may be an option of out-
comes to each of the branches,
depending on other people’s re-
action. Write down lists with two
panels, one for good and one for
the bad. See what must go out of
the bad list and eliminate these

where possible, or find other
compromising ways around it if
it is not working or makes you
miserable and unhappy.

Try some empathy in viewing
the problem from different angles
- "Reverse Thinking" - instead of
asking "how do | solve this?”, ask
"how could | make this problem
worse?" then do the totally op-
posite.

Role-play with another person’s
thought and reaction - how would
they approach the problem? Use
someone you value in good mind
for the right problem: a business
person, doctor, scientist, actor,
artist. Borrowing other people’s
ideas with similar problems and
how they have been solved in
other fields or industries.

Make sure you have some
genuine people that really sup-
port you mentally and physically
in time of need. People who are

not selfish and always have your
back when it comes to the crunch.
Don't focus real quality energy on
fair-weather friends or people,
instead ignore unfavourable com-
ments or actions, with simplistic
answers that blend well into their
simple one rail of thought. Look
at them as fools with minimum
intelligence or thought capability.
Use 'logical thinking' step by
step reasoning, cause and effect,
breaking a problem into parts. Use
creative thinking, coming up with
ideas, thinking "outside the box".
Alogical thinker may follow a
structured approach, while a cre-
ative thinker might experiment
with unusual methods. The com-
bination of the two methods is
where innovation happens.
Allow for daydreaming, it is fine.
Do things that allow your mind to
drift way into thought, be it clean-
ing, gardening, decorating, cook-

ing, exercise, weight training. My
best ideas and solutions have
come when | have been in the
gym on those weight machines.

With work, TV, people, friends
and family taking up time with
wants and needs, there may not
be much time for your own per-
sonal time to think freely.

The importance of patience
and persistence may sometimes
be essential, as some solutions
take time to develop. Sometimes
stepping away, doing something
else or sleeping on it, gives a
fresh perspective. Often the best
ideas or insights come when you
least expect them, something you
may see, hear, or do, may trigger
off that magical answer moment.

Face the challenges, don't
reach for Google for every prob-
lem. Live in the moment, go with
it, pace yourself, be patient and
work it out for yourself and in your

own time. Do not allow others
to bully you into anything you
feel really uncomfortable with. If
things don't work out, well maybe
it just wasn't meant to be. When
the timing is right, it may return
back to you, and possibly with a
better outcome.

Use the power of positive
thinking - top business people do
not enter into business with the
thought of failure, or they would
not bother embarking in any ven-
ture at all. Do not look at any out-
come as a failure, but merely as
a learning experience that you
can learn from and steer differ-
ently for future navigation.

You can train your mind to
create effective, lasting solutions.

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Thomas Tuchel England manager
wins first two competitive games

Q Ibania put the frighterners

on the England Interna-

tional team in front of sev-

eral thousand Albanian fans, at

Weebley who spured the away

team to put up a good perform-
ance.

New England head coach
Thomas Tuchel got his reign un-
der way with a scrappy win over
Albania in a World Cup 2026
qualifier at Wembley.

Tuchel promised to bring back
excitement after succeeding
Gareth Southgate - but it was in
short supply as the Three Lions
struggled for fluency against the
ultra-cautious visitors on Friday.

One player to impress was
Arsenal's gifted teenage full-
back Myles Lewis-Skelly, who
marked a dream debut by scor-
ing the first goal of the German
coach's era - sliding home a
composed finish from Jude Bel-
lingham's perfect pass after 20
minutes.

It made Lewis-Skelly the
youngest player to score on his
senior England bow - aged 18
years and 176 days - beating
Marcus Rashford's previous re-
cord, set against Australia in

May 2016, by 33 days.

Tuchel also gave a first cap to
Newcastle defender Dan Burn,
32, and the goal hero from Sun-
day's Carabao Cup final win
against Liverpool was almost on
target again at Wembley as he
headed against the bar in the
first half.

Albania posed more of a
threat after the break, with Ezri
Konsa doing superbly to deny
Jasir Asani who was racing in
towards keeper Jordan Pickford.

But England responded in-
stantly and put the game to bed
in the 77th minute, with captain
Harry Kane scoring his 70th goal
in 104 international appearances
from close range to seal a satis-
factory opening night for Tuchel.

England put up another solid
performanace three days later
again at home at Wembley Sta-
dium against Latvia.

But Latvia did give England
a hard time in the first half hour
and it took a Reece James goal
to set the ball rolling.

Thomas Tuchel secured a
second successive victory as
England head coach in their
World Cup qualifier against Lat-

via at Wembley - but it was a
slog rather than a thrill ride be-
fore they made their superiority
count.

England, as against Albania
in Tuchel's opening game, were
frustrated for long periods by
the country ranked 140th in the
world, before dominance was
transformed into goals.

Chelsea captain Reece James
celebrated his first England start
since September 2022 by cur-
ling in a superb free-kick from
20 yards seven minutes before
half-time.

England then struggled to add
to the scoreline in the face of
Latvia's stubborn resistance until
captain Harry Kane turned in his
71st goal in 105 international
appearances from Declan Rice's
cross after 68 minutes. As Latvia
finally ran out of steam and re-
sistance, substitute Eberechi
Eze scored his first England
goal with a deflected shot 14
minutes from time.

In picking up three points,
Tuchel became the first England
men's manager to win his first
two competitive games since
Fabio Capello in 2008.

Hit and miss for Cyprus

Cyprus National Football
Team achieved on Friday
a victorious start for the
2026 World Cup qualifiers.

According to the Cyprus Foot-
ball Association, they defeated
San Marino 2-0 at the AEK Arena,
in Larnaka, while missing seve-
ral clear opportunities for a bigger
scoreline in a game where the
Cypriot internationals were domi-
nant from the start until the final
whistle.

The match was part of Group
8 in the European Zone and
marked the first game for the
Cyprus National Team under
coach Apostolos Mantzios.

In the first half, the Cyprus
National Team maintained full
control, pressured the opponent,
and created chances to score,
with the highlight being a hit on
the crossbar by Tzionis in the
3rd minute, though they failed
to take the lead.

The Cypriot internationals
started the second half with the
same determination and Pittas

opened the score in the 54th
minute.

The Cyprus National Team
continued their offensive efforts,
and scored again in the 86th
minute with Kakkoulis.

The 2-0 scoreline was the final
result, with the Cyprus National
Team securing the desired vic-
tory, which creates favorable
conditions for the continuation
of the tournament.

Coach Apostolos Mantzios
expressed his satisfaction over
both the effort and the result of
the match against San Marino.

Following the match, Mantzios
stated that “we played a serious
game without underestimating
our opponent. If we had scored
an early goal, things might have
been easier for us. We showed
determination and passion, and
that was the most important
thing”.

He added that “we wanted to
win and put in a good perform-
ance, and | believe we achieved
our goals with a well-deserved

victory. There is always room
for improvement, but more time
is needed. We are taking things
step by step. We express our
thanks to the fans who came to
support us, and | hope that they
left satisfied with the team’s per-
formance”.

Cyprus did not do too well on
Monday evening losing 2-1 to
Bosnia, in the second round of
the 2026 World Cup qualifiers, at
the Bilino Polje stadium in Zenica,
Bosnia and Herzegovina.

According to a press release
from the Cyprus Football Asso-
ciation (CFA), "the great effort
and excellent performance of
the Cyprus national team, espe-
cially in the first half, was not trans-
lated into gains in the score."

loannis Pittas scored for Cyp-
rus in 45', the equalizing goal
after Demirovi¢ scored in 22'.
Hajradinovi¢ in 56' shaped the
final score 2-1.

In stoppage time loannis
Pittas was sent off with a second
yellow card.
