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Israel announces intention
to seize more Gaza territory

expansion of military ope-

rations in Gaza on Wednes-
day, saying large areas of the
enclave would be seized and
added to its security zones,
accompanied by large-scale
evacuations of the population.

In a statement, Defence
Minister Israel Katz said evacu-
ations would take place from
areas where there was fighting,
while urging Gazans to elimi-
nate Hamas and return Israeli
hostages as the only way to end
the war.

He said the operation would

Israel announced a major

clear out militants and infras-
tructure “and seize large areas
that will be added to the security
zones of the State of Israel.”
The Israeli military had already
issued evacuation warnings to
Gazans living around the south-
ern city of Rafah and towards the
city of Khan Younis, telling them
to move to the Al-Mawasi area
on the shore, previously desig-
nated a humanitarian zone.
Israel’s Army Radio said the
36th division, sent to the South-
ern Command area last month
to prepare for operations in Gaza,
would take part in the operation,

which came after a wave of
strikes was reported overnight.

The Palestinian civil defence
agency said at least 12 bodies
had been recovered by its teams
in Khan Younis and Palestinian
radio reported that the area
around Rafah was almost com-
pletely empty following the
evacuation orders.

Katz's statement did not make
clear how much land Israel
intends to seize or whether the
move represented a permanent
annexation of territory, which
would add further pressure on a
population in Gaza already living
in one of the most crowded
areas in the world.

According to the Israeli rights
group Gisha, Israel has already
taken control of some 62 square
kilometres or around 17% of the
total area of Gaza, as part of a
buffer zone around the edges
of the enclave.

Seizing the buffer zone, which
contains infrastructure including
wells, sewage pumping stations,
and wastewater treatment facili-
ties as well as a significant part
of Gaza’s agricultural land, would
also increase pressure on the
enclave’s ability to sustain itself.

At the same time, Israeli

leaders have said they plan to
facilitate voluntary departure of
Palestinians from the enclave,
after U.S. President Donald
Trump called for it to be perma-
nently evacuated and redevel-
oped as a coastal resort under
U.S. control.

Katz’s remarks came after
Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu repeated calls for

travel ban enforced

Hamas to disarm and said the
application of military pressure
was the best way to get back
the remaining 59 hostages.

Israeli leaders have been
encouraged by signs of protest
in Gaza against Hamas, the mili-
tant group which has controlled
the enclave since 2007, and the
expanded operation appeared
at least partly aimed at increas-
ing civilian pressure on its lea-
ders.

“I call on the residents of Gaza
to act now to eliminate Hamas
and return all the kidnapped,”
Katz said in his statement, which
added that the operation would
clear the area of militants and
their infrastructure.

“This is the only way to end
the war,” Katz said.

storm in the Aegean
Sea has triggered
flash flooding in parts

of Greece, with the island of
Paros experiencing severe
impacts.

Torrential rain has sent
floodwaters rushing through the
streets, with cars and debris
being swept past the island’s
iconic whitewashed buildings.

The nearby holiday destina-
tion of Mykonos was also affec-
ted, though flooding there was
reportedly less severe. Autho-
rities have imposed an emer-
gency travel ban on both is-
lands, restricting movement to
emergency vehicles only, while
schools have been closed as
a precaution.

On Paros, firefighters escor-
ted 13 people stranded by the

storm safely back to their
homes, according to local offi-
cials. Meanwhile, in Mykonos,
where the flooding was milder,
diggers were deployed to carve
channels for the floodwaters,
which surged past seafront
cafes and restaurants.

Authorities ordered schools
on Paros to remain closed on
Tuesday, while the civil protec-
tion service sent mobile phone
alerts urging residents to stay
indoors.

Municipal crews and private
contractors worked to clear
roads obstructed by fallen
rocks, while emergency res-
ponders rescued stranded
motorists.

Several other islands in the
Cyclades remain under severe
weather warnings.

Russia and Ukraine trade new accusations
on breaches of energy ceasefire

ussia and Ukraine
Raccused each other on

Wednesday of launch-
ing new attacks against each
other’s energy facilities, in vio-
lation of a U.S.-brokered mora-
torium.

Both sides said they were
providing details of the alleged
violations to the United States,
which got Moscow and Kyiv to
agree the limited truce last
month as a hoped-for stepping
stone towards a full ceasefire.

Russia’s defence ministry said

Ukraine had conducted drone
and shelling attacks in the west-
ern Kursk region that cut off
power to over 1,500 households.

Ukrainian President Volodymyr
Zelenskiy said a Russian drone
hit an energy substation in Sumy
region and artillery fire damaged
a power line in Dnipropetrovsk,
cutting off electricity to nearly
4,000 consumers.

The administration of U.S. Pre-
sident Donald Trump is impatient
with both sides to move faster
towards ending the three-year

war.

Kremlin spokesman Dmitry
Peskov said the fact that Presi-
dent Vladimir Putin had agreed
the energy truce was evidence
he was serious about engaging
in a peace process — something
that Kyiv and some of its Euro-
pean allies dispute.

Peskov said that Moscow
would keep working with the
Americans despite what he
called daily Ukrainian strikes on
Russian energy infrastructure.

Zelenskiy said on Tuesday
that Russia was breaking the
energy truce and called on the
U.S. to boost sanctions against
Moscow, as Trump has threat-
ened to do.

Ukraine said last month it was
willing to accept a full 30-day
ceasefire but Putin declined to
agree to that, raising a series of
questions about how it would be
monitored and concerns that
Ukraine would use the breathing
space to mobilise more soldiers
and acquire more weapons from
the West.

Leaders agree on Youth Committee,
demining talks and environmental initiatives

Nikos Christodoulides, and Turkish Cyp-
riot leader, Ersin Tatar, reached an agree-
ment on Wednesday to establish a Technical
Committee on Youth, initiate discussions on
demining at the level of the Greek Cypriot Nego-
tiator and Turkish Cypriot Special Representa-
tive, and collaborate on environmental and
cemetery restoration initiatives.
This marked their first meeting in Cyprus follow-
ing their broader informal discussions in Geneva.
Additionally, the leaders assigned their aides
to continue discussions on crossing points and
solar energy within the buffer zone.

The President of the Republic of Cyprus,

According to a joint statement issued by the
United Nations, the meeting was held at the initia-
tive of both leaders as a follow-up to the Geneva
discussions under the UN Secretary-General’s
auspices.

The statement confirmed that both sides agreed
to form a Technical Committee on Youth, with
each side submitting a list of 12 members - all
under 35 years old - to the UN by April 15, while
aiming for gender parity.

On demining efforts, the leaders agreed that
the issue would be addressed at the level of their
negotiators, with each side exchanging information
on a proportional number of suspected hazard-
ous areas.

The Technical Committee on Environment was
tasked with developing initiatives related to envi-
ronmental protection and climate change, particu-
larly concerning the impact of mining. Meanwhile,
the Technical Committee on Cultural Heritage will
focus on restoring cemeteries.

Regarding crossing points and solar energy in
the buffer zone, the leaders had a constructive
exchange and instructed their representatives to
continue working toward a mutually acceptable
solution.

The statement concluded by noting that both
leaders agreed to meet again soon.

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Doxology for the National Anniversaries
of 25th March 1821 and 1st April 1955

Doxology in celebration
Aof the national anniversa-
ries of 25th March 1821
and 1st April 1955, took place on
Sunday 30th March at St. John
the Baptist Church, in north Lon-
don, organised by the National
Federation of Cypriots in the UK.
Keynote speaker was His Ex-
cellency, the High Commissioner
of the Republic of Cyprus to the
UK, Mr. Kyriacos Kouros.

In his speech, he said, “Today,
we commemorate two signifi-
cant anniversaries in our history:
March 25, 1821, marking the
Greek uprising against the Otto-
man Empire that led to Greece’s
independence, and April 1, 1955,
the beginning of Cyprus’ struggle
for liberation. Both, serve as re-
minders that freedom is achieved
through sacrifice, courage, and
unwavering dedication to national
ideals.

“The Greek Revolution of 1821
sought to overthrow Ottoman rule
and establish an independent
state. Despite immense challen-
ges, the revolutionaries ultima-
tely triumphed, with international
support playing a crucial role.
Cyprus also became part of this
broader struggle, as the Filiki
Eteria attempted to extend the
revolution to the island. However,
Turkish authorities responded
with brutal crackdowns, includ-
ing the execution of Archbishop
Kyprianos and many other Cyp-
riot leaders in 1821.”

The High Commissioner
continued, “More than a century
later, Cypriot Greeks launched its
own independence movement
(1955-1959) to end British colo-
nial rule and re-unify the island
with Greece. After exhausting all
diplomatic efforts, our compatriots
resorted to demonstrations, civic

resistance and guerilla warfare
facing as an expected conse-
quence severe repression by the
colonial administration, including
public executions and collective
punishments.

“The resistance of Greek Cyp-
riot movement led to the estab-
lishment of the Republic of Cyp-
rus in 1960, in the attempt of the
colonial application of the divide
and rule doctrine, which brought
in the surface of the issue the
demands of Turkey for a two-state
solution. It was a compromised
outcome and the young Repub-
lic faced significant challenges
from its very first steps, high-
lighting the ongoing struggle for
stability, security and a unique
kind of national unity.”

He added, “Today's 70th anni-
versary of the beginning of the
anticolonial liberation struggle
should not be seen merely as a
reflection on the past but also as
a lesson for our leaders and our-
selves, as well as a reminder of
the collective responsibility we
bear today, to deliver to the
youngest generation a better and
a free from Turkish occupation
country.

“The most recent diplomatic
efforts, including the Geneva
meeting in extended format,
under UN auspices earlier this
month, reflect a renewed com-
mitment to resolving the Cyprus
problem. President Nikos Chris-
todoulides has reaffirmed his
dedication to a solution based on

a Bizonal Bicommunal Federation
with political equality, as outlined
in UN resolutions. The March 18,
2025, conference highlighted
that, despite ongoing challenges,
strategic diplomacy can foster
progress. Key developments in-
clude:

- The reappointment of a UN
Secretary-General’s personal
envoy.

- Implementation of four tar-
geted confidence-building mea-
sures to strengthen cooperation
between the two communities.

- Strong EU engagement,
emphasizing that Cyprus re-
mains a European issue.

The scheduled follow-up
meeting to be held in July 2025,
hopefully will be a crucial step
forward.”

The High Commissioner
concluded, “In a world burdened
by ongoing conflicts, peace and
freedom cannot be taken for
granted. Cyprus must continue
leveraging diplomatic channels
and mobilizing its diaspora, par-
ticularly in the UK, to keep its
cause on the international agen-
da. It is our duty to honour past
sacrifices by striving for a just and
lasting solution that guarantees
security, stability and national
dignity for us and for our children.”

Following the Divine Liturgy, the
Doxology service was officiated
by His Eminence, Archbishop
Nikitas.

Cyprus tourist season expected
to be at least as strong as 2024

yprus' tourism sector is
entering 2025 with in-
creased optimism, accor-

ding to Deputy Minister of Tour-
ism Kostas Koumis. Speaking in
Paphos, he highlighted that early
indicators suggest the new year
will have at least as good results
as 2024 - a landmark year for
Cyprus, as the country surpassed
4 million tourist arrivals and €3

billion in tourism revenue for the
first time.

Koumis said that a 6% increase
in arrivals compared to last year
is already recorded. He also
pointed out that the country’s air
connectivity has further improved,
fuelling hopes for an even greater
tourism flow.

The Deputy Minister empha-
sized the need to extend the tour-

ist season, stating that policies
and incentives have been intro-
duced to promote specific types
of tourism, such as sports tour-
ism.

Focusing on Paphos, Koumis

described it as one of the coun-
try's consistently strong tourism
destinations. He also noted that
Paphos Airport will be connected
to 58 different airports across
21 countries in 2025.

Paris meeting yields

concrete results

yprus President Nikos
‘ Christodoulides stated

that the recent meeting
held in Paris on Friday - attended
by representatives from France,
Cyprus, Greece, Lebanon, and
Syria’s interim government - pro-
duced tangible outcomes rather
than merely serving as a forum
for discussion.

President Christodoulides
highlighted that key messages
were conveyed to the President
of Syria’s interim government. In
the second session of the meet-
ing, which did not include Syrian
participation, discussions focused
on Lebanon and the urgent need
to support the country.

Additionally, Christodoulides
met with French President Em-
manuel Macron to discuss bila-
teral relations, agreeing to com-
mence efforts to update, strength-
en and expand the strategic
agreement between Cyprus and
France. He also addressed Tur-
key’s role in regional affairs, em-
phasizing that any future develop-
ments depend solely on Turkey’s
actions - particularly whether its
stated aspiration to enhance ties
with the EU is backed by concrete
steps, such as progress on the
Cyprus issue and adherence to
international law.

Describing the Paris meeting
as both significant and produc-
tive, Christodoulides reiterated
the importance of addressing
regional developments that im-
pact Cyprus, Lebanon, Greece,
and the EU.

The second part of the meeting
underscored Cyprus' efforts to

draw international attention to
Lebanon’s plight. Christodoulides
recalled his recent visit to Leba-
non alongside European Com-
mission President Ursula von der
Leyen, advocating for increased
EU support.

Regarding Cyprus’ upcoming
EU Council Presidency in the first
half of 2026, Christodoulides
affirmed that regional stability -
especially Lebanon’s situation
- would be a key priority.

Energy-related discussions
also took place, with Christodou-
lides recognising France’s vested
interest in the Eastern Mediter-
ranean due to the presence of
French energy giant TOTAL.

Additionally, Christodoulides
and Macron reviewed their coun-
tries' bilateral relations, agreeing
on the necessity of revising and
strengthening their strategic
agreement.

On Israel, Christodoulides re-
iterated the importance of im-
plementing UN Resolution 1701
concerning Lebanon’s borders
with Israel.

The issue of Turkey was also
addressed, with discussions fo-
cusing on its regional influence
and its publicly stated desire to
forge closer ties with the EU.

Clarifying Cyprus’ stance, he
emphasized that compliance with
international law is a universal
principle that applies to all na-
tions. “Respect for international
law is not selective - it must be
upheld by all countries,” Chris-
todoulides concluded.

Section 56, Housing Act 2004

The London Borough of Enfield (“The Council”) in exercise of its
powers under section 56 of the Housing Act 2004 (“the Act”) hereby
designates the entire area of its district, as subject to Additional
Licensing as described at paragraph 4. The designation applies to all
Houses in Multiple Occupation (“HMQOs”) that are occupied under a
tenancy, or a licence as described at paragraph 5.

CITATION, COMMENCEMENT AND DURATION

1. This designation will be known as The London Borough of Enfield
Designation of an Area for Additional Licensing of Houses in
Multiple Occupation 2025. The Designation is made on 12 March
2025 and shall come into force on 1 September 2025."

2. The designation shall cease to have effect on 31 August 2030 (not
more than five years) or earlier if the Authority revokes the scheme
under section 84 of the Act.

AREA TO WHICH THE DESIGNATION APPLIES

3. This designation shall apply to the entire area of the London
Borough of Enfield as delineated and edged red on the map annex
A below.

APPLICATION OF THE DESIGNATION

4. The designation applies to all Houses in Multiple Occupation
(“HMOs”) as defined by section 254 of the Act that are occupied by
3 or more persons comprising 2 or more households as defined in
Annex B, within the area described at paragraph 1 unless:

a. the house is an HMO that falls within the nationally prescribed
category of HMO that is required to be licensed as a ‘mandatory
HMO'’ under section 55(2)(a) Part 2 of the Act?;

b. the house is subject to an Interim or Final Management Order
under Part 4 of the Act;

c. the house is subject to a temporary exemption under section 62
of the Act;

d. the house is an HMO that is a building or part of a building that is
not an HMO for the purposes of licensing under Part 2 of the Act®
as defined in Annex C/Schedule 14 of the Act; or.

e. itis a building converted into self-contained flats but does not meet
the standards of conversion required by the Building Regulations
1991, and where less than two thirds of the flats are owner
occupied to which Section 257 of the Housing Act 2004 applies.

EFFECT OF THE DESIGNATION

5. Subject to sub paragraphs 4(a) to (e) above, every HMO of the
description specified in that paragraph in the area specified in
paragraph 3 shall be required to be licensed under section 61 of the
Act.

6. The designation falls within a description of designations in relation
to which the Secretary of State has issued a General Approval
under section 58 of the Act, namely, The Housing Act 2004:
Licensing of Houses of Multiple Occupation and Selective Licensing
of Other Residential Accommodation (England) General Approval
2024 which came into force on 23 December 2024.

7. The London Borough of Enfield will comply with the notification
requirements contained in Section 59 of the Act and shall maintain
a register of all houses registered under this designation, as
required under section 232 of the Act.*

Upon the designation coming into force a person commits an offence
under section 72(1)-(2) of the 2004 Act, if they are a person having
control of or managing a HMO which is required to be licensed under
this Additional Licensing Designation but is not so licensed or allows
a licensed property to be occupied by more households or persons
other than as authorised by a licence, is liable to prosecution and

on summary conviction is liable to an unlimited fine. A person who
breaches a condition of a licence (s72(3)) is liable upon on summary
conviction to an unlimited fine.

The Council may, as an alternative to prosecution, impose a financial
penalty of up to £30,000 per offence. Further, where an offence has
been committed, an application may also be made by the Council and/
or tenant under the provisions of section 73 and 74 of the Housing Act
2004 for a Rent Repayment Order. The Council may also make an
Interim Management Order, add any relevant offences on a database
of rogue landlords, or to a banning order.

The green sites will also serve
as a living laboratory for local
citizen scientists, coordinated by
Earthwatch, to harvest data and
investigate techniques to promote
faster tree growth. Each plot will
use a slightly different planting
system to improve understanding
of soil condition, carbon seques-
trations and drainage.

Hannah Davidson, Senior Pro-
gramme Manager at Earthwatch
Europe, said: “The planting of
these new Tiny Forests provides
an exciting opportunity to explore
a variety of elements that can
influence the health and growth
of the trees. We look forward to
monitoring these forests together
with citizen scientists and share
our findings.

“The three new Tiny Forests will
also add to the growing number
of Nature in Cities solutions in
North London, helping to create
greener, healthier cities and im-
prove access to nature-rich spa-
ces for local communities.”

The scheme has been part-
funded by Pure Data Centres and
its research subsidiary A Health-
ier Earth, which delivers sustain-
ability projects. A Healthier Earth
has supplied some of the saplings
for the planting from its Forest-
Factory at Blenheim Palace.

Philosophers of
Ancient Greece

he philosophers of ancient
I Greece laid the founda-
tional framework for much
of Western philosophy and in-
tellectual thought. Their inquiries
into ethics, politics, metaphy-
sics, epistemology, and natural
sciences shaped the develop-
ment of Western civilization and
continue to influence contem-
porary thought.

Ancient Greek philosophy
spanned roughly from the 6th
century BC to the 6th century AD,
encompassing a wide range of
thinkers and schools of thought.
This article provides a detailed
exploration of the major philo-
sophers, their contributions, and
the schools of philosophy that
emerged in ancient Greece.

1. THE PRE-SOCRATIC
PHILOSOPHERS

Before the time of Socrates,
a group of thinkers emerged
who sought to explain the natu-
ral world and human existence
through reason and observation,
rather than relying on mytholo-
gical accounts. These philoso-
phers are collectively referred
to as the Pre-Socratics.

Thales of Miletus (624-546
BC) - Thales, often regarded as
the first philosopher, was a math-
ematician and astronomer who
sought to identify the underlying
principle of all things. He pro-
posed that water is the funda-
mental substance (arche) of the
universe, as it is essential for life
and can exist in multiple forms
(solid, liquid, and gas). Thales'
work marked the shift from my-
thological explanations of the
world to rational inquiry.

Anaximander (610-546 BC) -
A student of Thales, Anaximan-
der argued that the arche was
not water but an indefinite and
boundless substance he called
the apeiron (the "infinite" or
"unlimited"). He also proposed
one of the earliest models of the
cosmos, suggesting that Earth
floats freely in space.

Heraclitus (535-475 BC) -
Heraclitus is best known for his
doctrine of change, encapsu-
lated in the phrase, "You cannot
step into the same river twice."
He believed that the universe is
in a constant state of flux and
that fire is the fundamental
element symbolising this trans-
formation. His famous notion of
logos refers to a universal prin-
ciple or order underlying the
€COSmMos.

Pythagoras (570-495 BC) -

Pythagoras was a mathematician
and philosopher who founded a
religious movement known as
Pythagoreanism. He emphasised
the role of numbers and mathe-
matical relationships in under-
standing the universe.

The Pythagorean theorem in
geometry is one of his enduring
legacies, though his contributions
also extended to metaphysics
and ethics.

Democritus (460-370 BC) -
Democritus developed one of
the first atomic theories, positing
that all matter is composed of in-
divisible particles called atoms,
which move through empty space.
His materialistic and mechanis-
tic approach to explaining the
universe was a precursor to mod-
ern scientific thought.

2. THE CLASSICAL PERIOD

The Classical Period of ancient
Greek philosophy (5th—4th cen-
turies BC) was dominated by
three towering figures: Socrates,
Plato, and Aristotle. Their inqui-
ries shifted from questions about
the natural world to ethics, politics,
and the nature of knowledge.

Socrates (469399 BC) - Soc-
rates is one of the most iconic
figures in Western philosophy,
though he left behind no written
works. Much of what we know
about him comes from the writ-
ings of his student Plato.

Socrates developed a method
of inquiry known as the Socratic
Method, a dialectical process of
questioning and answering de-
signed to expose contradictions
and clarify ideas.

Socrates focused on ethical
questions, famously stating that
"the unexamined life is not worth
living." He believed that virtue is
knowledge and that self-aware-
ness leads to moral improve-
ment.

Socrates was ultimately sen-
tenced to death for allegedly cor-
rupting the youth of Athens and
impiety, but his legacy shaped
the course of philosophy.

Plato (427-347 BC) - Plato,
a student of Socrates, founded
the Academy in Athens, one of
the earliest institutions of higher
learning. His works, written in
the form of dialogues, explore
a wide range of philosophical
topics, including ethics, politics,
metaphysics, and epistemology.

Plato's most famous contribu-
tion is his theory of Forms, which
posits that the physical world is
a shadow of a higher, unchang-
ing reality composed of abstract
entities called Forms or Ideas.

For example, the concept of a
perfect circle exists independ-
ently of any imperfect physical
representation of a circle.

In his dialogue The Republic,
Plato outlines his vision of an
ideal society ruled by philoso-
pher-kings, emphasising justice,
education, and the common
good.

Aristotle (384-322 BC) -
Aristotle, a student of Plato, de-
veloped a systematic approach
to philosophy that encompassed
nearly every field of inquiry, in-
cluding logic, biology, ethics,
politics, and metaphysics.

Unlike Plato, who emphasised
abstract Forms, Aristotle focused
on empirical observation and
the study of the natural world.

Aristotle's key contributions
include: Logic, Ethics, Politics
and Metaphysics.

3. THE HELLENISTIC
PHILOSOPHERS

Following the death of Alexan-
der the Great in 323 BC, Greek
philosophy entered the Helle-
nistic period, characterised by
the rise of several new schools
of thought. These schools fo-
cused on practical ethics and
the pursuit of a good life in a
tumultuous world.

Epicureanism: Epicurus
(341-270 BC) - Epicurus foun-
ded Epicureanism, a philosophy
centred on the pursuit of happi-
ness through the avoidance of
pain and the cultivation of simple
pleasures.

He argued that pleasure is the
highest good but distinguished
between physical pleasures and
intellectual or spiritual content-
ment. Epicurus also emphasised
the importance of friendship and
the need to overcome fear, par-
ticularly the fear of death and
divine intervention.

Stoicism: Zeno of Citium
(334-262 BC) - Stoicism, foun-
ded by Zeno of Citium, taught
that happiness is achieved by
living in harmony with nature and
accepting one's fate with equa-
nimity. Stoics emphasised the
importance of reason, self-con-
trol, and virtue in achieving inner
peace.

Key Stoic ideas include the
concept of logos (universal
reason) and the distinction bet-
ween things within our control
and those outside our control.

Notable Stoic philosophers
include Epictetus and Marcus
Aurelius, whose writings on Stoic
ethics continue to resonate with
readers today.

Skepticism: Pyrrho of Elis
(360-270 BC) - Skepticism,
founded by Pyrrho, questioned
the possibility of certain know-
ledge. Skeptics argued that
since our senses and reasoning
are fallible, we should suspend
judgment and maintain a state
of mental tranquility (ataraxia).
Later skeptics, such as Sextus
Empiricus, expanded on Pyrrho's
ideas, providing detailed argu-
ments against dogmatic claims.

4. THE ROMAN PERIOD AND
NEOPLATONISM

As Greece came under
Roman rule, Greek philosophy
continued to flourish, influencing
Roman thought and laying the
groundwork for early Christian
philosophy.

Plotinus (204-270 AD) and
Neoplatonism - Plotinus, the
founder of Neoplatonism, sought
to synthesise Plato's ideas with
religious and mystical elements.
His work, The Enneads, des-
cribes a metaphysical system
centred on the One, the ultimate
source of all existence.

According to Plotinus, the
soul seeks to return to the One
through contemplation and spir-
itual ascent.

Neoplatonism played a signi-
ficant role in shaping Christian
theology and medieval philoso-
phy, influencing thinkers such
as Augustine of Hippo.

5. LEGACY OF ANCIENT
GREEK PHILOSOPHY

The philosophers of ancient
Greece established a tradition
of critical inquiry and rational
thought that continues to inspire
modern philosophy, science, and
politics. Their emphasis on rea-
son, ethics, and the pursuit of
knowledge laid the intellectual
foundation for the Renaissance,
the Enlightenment, and beyond.

Key aspects of their legacy
include:

Rational Inquiry: The system-
atic methods of observation, rea-
soning, and debate developed
by Greek philosophers form the
basis of scientific and philosoph-
ical inquiry.

Ethical Thought: The ethical
teachings of Socrates, Plato, and
Aristotle remain central to con-
temporary discussions of mora-
lity and the good life.

Political Philosophy: The poli-
tical ideas of Plato and Aristotle
continue to influence modern
theories of justice, democracy,
and governance.

DEATH OF SOCRATES

On a day in 399 BC the philo-
sopher Socrates stood before a
jury of 500 of his fellow Athe-
nians accused of "refusing to
recognise the gods recognised
by the state" and of "corrupting
the youth." If found guilty; his
penalty could be death.

The trial took place in the heart
of the city, the jurors seated on
wooden benches surrounded by
a crowd of spectators. Socrates'
accusers (three Athenian citi-
zens) were allotted three hours
to present their case, after which,

the philosopher would have three
hours to defend himself.

Socrates was 70 years old and
familiar to most Athenians. His
anti-democratic views had turned
many in the city against him.
Two of his students, Alcibiades
and Critias, had twice briefly
overthrown the democratic gov-
ernment of the city, instituting
a reign of terror in which thou-
sands of citizens were deprived
of their property and either ban-
ished from the city or executed.

After hearing the arguments
of both Socrates and his accus-
ers, the jury was asked to vote
on his guilt. Under Athenian law
the jurors did not deliberate the
point. Instead, each juror regis-
tered his judgment by placing a
small disk into an urn marked
either "guilty" or "not guilty."
Socrates was found guilty by a
vote of 280 to 220.

The jurors were next asked
to determine Socrates' penalty.
His accusers argued for the death
penalty. Socrates was given the
opportunity to suggest his own
punishment and could probably
have avoided death by recom-
mending exile. Instead, the phi-
losopher initially offered the
sarcastic recommendation that
he be rewarded for his actions.
When pressed for a realistic pun-
ishment, he proposed that he be
fined a modest sum of money.
Faced with the two choices, the
jury selected death for Socrates.

The philosopher was taken
to the nearby jail where his sen-
tence would be carried out.
Athenian law prescribed death
by drinking a cup of poison hem-
lock. Socrates would be his own
executioner.

Restless

This brilliantly constructed
psychological thriller from the
talented Jed Hart boasts a re-
markable performance by Lynd-
sey Marshal. She plays Nicky,
a dedicated care home worker
who recently lost her beloved
mother and to make matters
worse, nasty new neighbours
move next door into her late
mother’s council house.

At first Nicky believes that the
loud music and endless house
warming parties would soon
come to an end, but in vain - they
get worse, lasting all night long
and keeping Nicky awake and
in desperate need for some
peace. When Nicky manages
to pluck enough courage and
asks kindly her new neighbour
Dean (Aston McAuley) to turn
the music down, things begin to
turn even nastier...

It is a deceptively simple
premise but with a complex
and multi-layered screenplay. It
opens with a nail biting climactic
sequence before the action
moves back a few days earlier
at the time when Nicky leads a

successful award-win-
ning play, featuring a
memorable performance

in the central role, now revived
with updates, sounds like a recipe
for failure, which may in fact
be a metaphor for the England
men'’s - the women are current
European champions - football
team in James Graham’s Dear
England (National Theatre).
While the government prose-
lytises about the increasingly
changed world in which we live,
Graham has written his own ver-
sion of that mantra by bringing
the story up to date following
England’s defeat by Spain in the
2024 Euros. Any proper football
fan will tell you that the “best
team won”, a painful admission
that this team for all their skill
and talent do not have what it
takes to make that final winning
step...yet. They have reached
semi-finals and finals but no
silverware. And the retirement of
their recently knighted manager
Gareth Southgate also means
their feted leader is no longer at
the helm. Over to you Thomas
Tuchel (new manager) ...

During his eight years as
manager, Southgate created
not just an excellent team, but
he also began conversations in
the country about the role and
power of football to catalyse
change in a fractured society.
Especially poignant now when
there is so much talk about the
toxic influences of the “manos-
phere” on young men. Although
there are obvious references
to that here, Graham'’s play is
essentially a celebration of the
highs and lows of the ‘beautiful
game’ and theatrical entertain-
ment that reaches well beyond
football fanatics. Yes, like being
at a football match itself that
goes to a penalty shootout.

In the original production,
Joseph Feinnes so inhabited
the Southgate role, beyond the
strictures of those ostentatious
waistcoats for which he became
famous, that following in his
footsteps would be like taking
a penalty. Miss and be damned
or score and become an instant
hero — not unlike the reaction
of some in this country when

Marcus Rashford, Bukayo Saka
and Jordan Sancho missed
penalties in the final of the 2020
Euros, which is touched upon
here. Gwilym Lee definitely
scores as Southgate, his por-
trayal gets the vocal intonation
spot on, the humorous side is
more contained but more impor-
tantly he captures the essence
of a man for whom respect and
integrity go far beyond football.

The ensemble of excellent
actors playing the various mem-
bers of the team, and other cast
members playing a plethora of
characters — Ryan Whittle’s in-
vocation of Harry Kane is hilar-
iously spot on — are put through
their paces by movement di-
rectors Ellen Kane and Hannes
Langolf creating scenes that
are sometimes militaristic in
their discipline and then imme-
diately pivot into moments of
sporting choreography. It is the
football equivalent of Gregory
Burke’s magnificent play, Black
Watch, which gave a human face
to those fighting the Iraq War.

Rupert Goold’s direction, re-
created here by revival direc-
tor Elin Schofield, is expressive
in every sense. Swathes of
sound and movement followed
by moments of absolute still-
ness and silence. Es Devlin’s
set is another example of her
ingenuity, the stage mirrored by
a brightly lit Wembley Arch halo,
penalty spot and centre circle.
Apposite symbols for this team
striving to get past those ob-
stacles and be the best and the
music is classic football nos-
talgia, including Vindaloo, Three
Lions and Sweet Caroline.

Some of the bit part charac-
ters probably need omitting,
the politicians are unnecessary
caricatures as are some of the
football characters outside the
team and management, but by
the end of the second half you
will have been swept away by a
production brimming with fan-
tastic theatricality, style and
heart, making this a must see
revival for all soccer fans...or
foes. Goal!

Aubergine parmigiana with
halloumi croutons

A comforting aubergine parmigiana topped with
crisp sesame-coated halloumi croltons for a little
cheesy twist.

Ingredients:

For the aubergine:
* 2 large aubergines, cut into 1cm/ 2z inch chunks
* 2 tbsp olive oil
* 100g / 320z Parmesan, grated (or an alterna-
tive vegetarian hard cheese)
* Sea salt and freshly ground black pepper

For the tomato sauce:
* 1 tbsp olive oil
* 1 red onion, finely chopped
* 4 garlic cloves, finely chopped
* 1 tsp chilli flakes
* 2 x 400g tins chopped tomatoes
« 1 sprig fresh basil, plus extra to garnish
« 2 tsp dried oregano
* 3 tsp red wine vinegar

* Parmesan rind (or an alternative vegetarian
hard cheese)

For the halloumi croutons:
» 200g / 70z halloumi, cutinto 1cm/ %z inch cubes
* Drizzle olive oil
5 tbsp sesame seeds

Method:

1. Preheat oven to 240C / 220C Fan / Gas 9.

2. Put the aubergines onto a large tray, drizzle
with olive oil and season with salt and pepper.
Roast for 20 minutes. Toss the aubergines and
roast for a further 10 minutes.

3. To make the tomato sauce, heat the olive oil
in a large pan over low heat. Gently fry the red
onion until softened. Then add the garlic and chilli
flakes and fry for another minute until fragrant.

4. Add the tomatoes, basil, oregano, vinegar,
salt and pepper and stir well to combine. Finally
add the Parmesan rind and leave to cook over a
low heat for 20—30 minutes until thickened.

5. Once the aubergines are roasted, remove
the Parmesan rind from the sauce and add the
aubergines to the pan, tossing well to coat.

6. Transfer to a baking dish and sprinkle over the
grated Parmesan. Bake in the oven for 15 minutes.

7. Meanwhile make the halloumi croGtons. Driz-
zle the halloumi chunks in olive oil, then roll them
in the sesame seeds to coat. Bake the halloumi

on a separate oven tray for 15-20 minutes until
crisp on the outside, turning halfway.

8. To serve, scatter the cro(tons over the
cooked parmigiana and garnish with a few fresh
basil leaves.

Emirates FA Cup

C rystal Palace are really hot at the moment
winning five games on the trot and now in
the semi finals of the Emirates FA Cup, to
play Aston Villa at Wembley in late April after
beating Fulham 3-0 away at Craven Cottage.

Fulham started off well and for the first 20 min-
utes but were very poor in fron of goal no creativity
and no chances produced. And out of the blue in
the 30th minute, Eberechi Eze scored for Crystal
Palace when he latched onto a loose ball and cut-
ting in from the left, he shot and beat the Fulham
keeper Leno and the shot come off the post and
straight into the back of the net.

Eze then played a big part when his cross was
headed into the back of the net by Ismaila Sarr just
before the half time break and going in half time
2-0 against a dillusioned Fulham.

The second half Fulham tried hard to get back
into the match and were close with a Willian effort
who had a good game.

Crystal Palace substitute Eddie Nketiah scored
a third goal and and set off the Crystal Palace
fans to sing “we are off to Wembley.”

Nottingham Forest won a third straight FA Cup
penalty shootout to beat Brighton and reach the

semi-finals for the first time in 34 years.

Forest, who beat Exeter City and Ipswich on
penalties in the previous rounds, now play Man-
chester City.

Marcus Rashford broke his four-month scoring
drought to send Aston Villa into the FA Cup semi-
finals with victory over Preston at Deepdale.
Rashford finally found the target when he tapped
home Lucas Digne’s 58th-minute cutback.

Five minutes later, Rashford kept his nerve to
send David Cornell the wrong way with his penalty
after Morgan Rogers had been fouled by Andrew
Hughes.

Rashford’s first goals since his double against
Everton on 1 December ensured Villa retain hopes
of winning the FA Cup for the first time since 1957,
if they can get past Crystal Palace in the semi-
finals.

Manchester City kept their trophy hopes for this
season alive by coming from behind at Bourne-
mouth to set up an FA Cup semi-final against
Nottingham Forest. Evanilson’s scrambled 21st-
minute finish put the Cherries ahead at half-time
and left City boss Pep Guardiola facing the pros-
pect of ending a campaign empty-handed for the
first time since 2016-17, his debut season at the
club.

Erling Haaland had a first-half penalty saved by
Kepa Arrizabalaga and wasted two other golden
opportunities as City struggled for rhythm in the
face of Bournemouth’s intensity. But Guardiola
worked his magic at the break by sending on Nico
O’Reilly for Abdukodir Khusanov, and four minutes
into the second half the 20-year-old — operating
at left-back — created the equaliser with a perfect
cross for Haaland to turn in at the far post.

Another change, this time enforced, allowed
City to go ahead after 63 minutes. O’Reilly played
in Omar Marmoush, just on for the injured Haaland,
and the Egypt attacker’s strike crept under Kepa
who should have done better.

ukayo Saka was the hero
B as Arsenal beat Fulham

2-1 midweek at the Emi-
rates Stadium. Bukayo came on
as substitute after being out for
over three months and within ten
minutes he scored with a header
to give Arsenal a two goal lead
assisted by Martinelliand help
Arsenal win.

Mikel Merino had given the
Gunners the lead in the 37th
minute when his shot was de-
flected into the corner after
Ethan Nwaneri's cut-back.

Rodrigo Muniz pulled a goal
back for Fulham in stoppage time
helped by a deflection off Saliba
past David Raya. The win moved
Arsenal to within nine points of
runaway leaders Liverpool.

Fulham nearly drew when
substitute Muniz headed wide
from six yards out with the goal
gaping.

Arsenal take on Everton on
Saturday in the Premier League
before preparing for the first leg
of their quarter-final against Real
Madrid at home on Tuesday.

Jorgen Strand Larsen made
it three goals in two games as
Wolverhampton = Wanderers
beat West Ham United to move
further away from the relegation
zone.

Nottingham forest got it right
again after beating Brighton to
to go into the Emirates FA Cup
Semi Finals against Manchester
City to be played at Wembley.

Nottingham Forest moved
closer to realising their Cham-
pions League dream as Anthony
Elanga's solo strike defeated his
former club Manchester United.

He joined Forest from United
for £15m in 2023, in search of
regular football, and continued
his excellent season against his
former club.

Murillo ensured the win with
a dramatic goalline clearance
from Harry Maguire in the final
seconds.

Forest remain third in the
Premier League with an eight-
point lead over fourth-placed
Chelsea, who host Tottenham
on Thursday, and it is hard to

see how they will fail to secure
Champions League football.

Manchester United remain
floundering in 13th before Sun-
day's derby with Manchester
City and there was little sugges-
tion at the City Ground their
position will improve.

David Moyes, manager of
Everton, who are 36 points be-
hind Liverpool, said: "We might
be further away from Liverpool
than we have ever been at the
moment.

"When we left here, we
were much closer to Liverpool,
we were competitive, competing
around the same areas in the
league.

“At the moment it is probably
the biggest gulf between the
two clubs."

Before this season, the big-
gest points gap before a Mer-
seyside derby that Moyes was
involved in was the 18 points
Everton trailed the Reds by back
in March 2006, and this will only
be the sixth time the difference
has been in double figures.

There has only been a bigger
points difference than this be-
fore any Merseyside derby twice
in Premier League history, with
Liverpool leading Everton by 47
points in April 2022 and by 45
in June 2020.

Everton also trailed Liverpool
by the same 36-point margin
in April last season.

In terms of finances, the gulf
is also pretty big, with Everton's
squad costing £200m compared
to Liverpool's circa £550m.
