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China retaliates against Trump
with 84% levy on US gootls

hina's finance ministry
‘ has announced an 84%

tariff on goods imported
from the US as it retaliates
against new levies imposed by
the White House.

The hike in tariffs, from 34%,
came as US President Donald
Trump's 104% tariff on Chinese
goods came into force.

Beijing says the new charges
will take effect from Thursday.

China has called for the world
to unite against Trump's tariffs
as the country's exporters reel
from the crippling new levies.

"Global unity can triumph over
trade tyranny," declared an edi-
torial in the state-run newspaper
China Daily, noting Beijing's col-
laborations with Japan, South

Korea and other Asian econo-
mies.

A separate piece called for
the European Union to work with
it to "uphold free trade and multi-
lateralism."

Beijing "firmly opposes and will
never accept such hegemonic
and bullying practices," foreign
ministry spokesperson Lin Jian
told reporters on Wednesday.

The tariffs come at a difficult
time for China's sluggish econo-
my: domestic consumption re-
mains weak and exports are still
a major driver of growth.

The sweeping nature of
Trump's tariffs has also left Chi-
nese businesses scrambling to
adjust their supply chains - with
most countries affected, firms

say it's hard to find a way out of
this uncertainty.

The tariffs will shrink "already
razor-thin profit margins", said
the owner of a Chinese business
that handles cross-border logis-
tics for e-commerce, as well as
air and sea freight.

"Higher tariffs raise costs for
freight forwarders like us, as well
as for factories, companies, and
sellers. It just means everyone
earns less."

Any tariff upwards of 35% will
wipe out all the profits that Chi-
nese businesses make when ex-
porting to the US or South East
Asia, said Dan Wang from the
Eurasia Group consultancy.

"Growth is going to be much
lower since exports contributed
to 20% to 50% of growth since
the Covid pandemic," she added.

The Chinese government has
not announced retaliatory mea-
sures but Beijing is reportedly
considering banning Hollywood
films and suspending fentanyl
cooperation with the US, accor-
ding to Chinese blogger Liu
Hong, who is a senior editor at
state-run Xinhua news.

But that would offer little com-
fort to firms like Fuling, a firm
that sells disposable tableware
to US fast food restaurants like

McDonald's and Wendy's, said
the additional tariffs will "signifi-
cantly impact" its business. It
noted that nearly two-thirds of
the company's revenue in 2023
and the first half of last year
came from the US.

To mitigate the impact of
tariffs, Fuling, which is head-
quartered in China's Zhejiang
province, started a new factory
in Indonesia late last year.

But Trump's new tariffs have
introduced more uncertainty for
Chinese exports from Indonesia
are now subject to a 32% levy,
the company said in a corporate
filing.

Indonesia was hit along with
much of the world in President
Trump's announcement of ex-
pansive tariffs last week, which
he claimed would allow the US
economy to flourish.

Trump's import taxes include
a 10% baseline tariff on almost
all foreign imports to the US, and
higher custom tariffs for what
he calls the "worst offenders".
These include Cambodia (49%),
Vietnam (46%) and Thailand
(36%), developing economies
that have benefited from strong
exports.

Greek Cypriot parties hail Turkish Cypriot mass protest

reek Cypriot political
G parties DISY and AKEL

on Wednesday hailed
the gathering of 13,000 Turkish
Cypriots on Tuesday night to
protest against the legalisa-
tion of hijabs in public schools
in the north.

DISY spoke of an attempt on
the part of the north’s ruling co-
alition to “Islamise the occupied
territories.”

“What has been happening in
the occupied territories in recent
days, which have provoked a
massive reaction from the Turkish
Cypriots, is worrying and should
concern us. It constitutes yet

another escalation of Turkey’s
ongoing effort to erode the Turk-
ish Cypriot community’s secular
character,” it said.

It added, “we have repeatedly
stressed that the Turkish Cypriots
are also victims of Turkey”, and
that Turkish Cypriots “can have
a European future in a united
Cyprus.”

“We must further intensify
efforts to resume substantive
negotiations for the liberation
and reunification of Cyprus on
the basis of the United Nations
resolutions and the principles and
values of the European Union,”
it said, referring to a bizonal, bi-

communal, federal solution to
the Cyprus problem.

AKEL, meanwhile, said it “wel-
comes the mass mobilisations of
our Turkish Cypriot compatriots,
which aim to express the will to
defend their democratic and
secular identity.”

“The demonstrations, which
are taking place under the lead-
ership of Turkish Cypriot trade
unions, are directed against any
efforts to assimilate and alter their
community’s identity caused by
external interventions on the
part of Turkey.”

It added, “our Turkish Cypriot
compatriots’ struggle constitutes
a hopeful part in the struggle of
all Cypriots to be masters of
their homeland.”

“The Greek Cypriots have an
obligation to walk together with
this proportion of Turkish Cyp-
riots on the path to building peace
and achieving a federal solution
which unites Cyprus and its
people.”

An estimated 13,000 Turkish
Cypriots took to the streets of
northern Nicosia to protest

against legalisation of the wea-
ring of hijabs in Turkish Cypriot
public schools on Tuesday night,
with high-profile figures from ac-
ross the Turkish Cypriot political
spectrum in attendance.

Cyprus Turkish secondary edu-
cation teachers’ union (KTOEOS)
leader Selma Eylem addressed
the crowds at the end of the pro-
test, telling demonstrators, “we
have filled the squares once
again to say ‘no way’ to the hands
which reach out to try to grab
our will, our secular society, our
schools, our girls, our women,
and our future.”

“Society’s will is here. To the
government which made this
decision, you no longer repre-
sent this society. Resign! ...We
will not recognise your regula-
tion or you! Go away, already,
go away!”

The ruling coalition nonethe-
less pressed ahead and legal-
ised the wearing of hijabs in
public schools later on Tuesday
evening.

Israeli strike kills 29
in Gaza City house

n Israeli airstrike killed
Aat least 29 Palestinians,

including children, in
a house in Shejaia in Gaza
City, local health authorities
said on Wednesday.

Medics said dozens of others
were wounded in the attack
that hit a multi-floor residential
building in the eastern suburb
of Gaza City. Many were still
believed to be missing and
trapped under the ruins of the
building. The strike damaged
several other houses nearby,
medics said.

The Israeli military said in a
statement it struck a senior
Hamas militant responsible for
planning and executing attacks
from Shejaia in northern Gaza,
whom it did not identify. The
military said several steps were
taken before the attack to miti-
gate harm to civilians.

Local health authorities said
nine other Palestinians were
killed in separate Israeli military
strikes in other parts of the en-
clave, raising Wednesday’s
death toll to 38.

Last week, the military ordered
Shejaia residents to evacuate,

saying forces intended to ope-
rate against militants in the
area.

Israel resumed its bombard-
ment of Gaza on March 18 after
a two-month truce and sent
troops back into the enclave.
In the three weeks since, the
health ministry in Hamas-run
Gaza says Israeli military strikes
have killed nearly 1,500 Pales-
tinians.

Since late March Israel has
ordered Gazans out of territory
around the edges of the en-
clave to create what it des-
cribes as a security zone; resi-
dents fear the aim is to perma-
nently depopulate swathes of
territory.

The armed wings of Hamas
and the Islamic Jihad have
meanwhile resumed firing
rockets into Israel.

Israel and Hamas have tra-
ded blame over the stalemate
in the ceasefire talks. Arab
mediators Qatar and Egypt,
backed by the United States,
have stepped up efforts to
restore calm but have so far
failed to bridge the gap bet-
ween the warring parties.

L ports in Cyprus welcomed

707,304 passengers during
March, recording an increase
of 5.91% compared to 2024, the
Transport Ministry announced
on Tuesday.

It also said that the high trend
in passenger traffic ever record-
ed for the January-March period
continues, with an increase of
6.79% compared to 2024.

The Ministry said that follow-
ing the 2024 positive trends, the
volume of passengers at Larna-
ca airport increased by 15.17%,
while at Paphos airport a decrease
of -11.45% was recorded, com-
pared to 2024.

The main tourist markets are

Greece, United Kingdom, Israel,
Poland and Germany and there
was an aircraft traffic increase
by 5.85% compared to 2024,
amounting to 5,921 flights.

The largest increase in
absolute numbers was seen at
Larnaca Airport on routes from
Israel, Greece, United Kingdom,
Poland, Armenia. In Paphos, the
largest increase was from Ger-
many, Israel, Sweden, Lithuania
and Ireland.

The largest decreases were
seen in Larnaca from Germany,
Austria, France, Lithuania and
Hungary, while in Paphos from
Greece, ltaly, France, Hungary
and Bulgaria.
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When it comes to US-Cyprus relations,
the sky is the limit, President says

hen it comes to US-
Cyprus relations, the
sky is the limit, Presi-

dent of the Republic of Cyprus,
Nikos Christodoulides, said Fri-
day in his keynote address at the
3rd Capital Link Cyprus Business
Forum, in New York.

Referring to bilateral relations,
he said that his visit to the US
comes at a moment when the
Cyprus and US relations are
thriving.

Cyprus, he stressed, has pro-
ven time and time again that it
is a stable, reliable, predictable,
trustworthy partner to the US, as
well as to the US’ closest allies in
the challenging, yet exceptionally
promising, region of the Eastern
Mediterranean and the greater
Middle East.

In addition, Cyprus has been a
consistent, reliable safe harbour
for its partners in the region —
including the US — at times of
security crises, he said.

"We are fully cognisant of the
geostrategic importance of our
region, of the Eastern Mediter-
ranean and the greater Middle
East. It is this potential and op-
portunity that we are determined
to harness, because we believe
in a very different narrative for our
region than the prevailing one
of a region in turmoil. It is up to
us to transform it — and economic
cooperation is the key compo-
nent — into a region of opportu-
nity and prosperity. This is our
vision, this is the vision of our

friends in the region. This is a
vision that can yield immense
benefits also for the US" the
President underlined.

President Christodoulides
stressed that since the beginning
of his Presidency, he has carried
a clear vision for Cyprus-US re-
lations, "a vision that the poten-
tial is limitless, that is under-
pinned by a clear and deliberate
foreign policy approach."

"It is guided by mutual trust,
strategic alignment, and a shared
understanding of the critical role
Cyprus can play in advancing
peace, security, and prosperity in
our region, always through co-
operation. And that this cooper-
ation yields tangible benefits, for
the US, for Cyprus, for the region,
and by extension, for our com-
mon partners in the region, such
as Israel," he noted.

Bilateral ties today, he said,
"are at a juncture when they can
be harnessed for remarkable
achievements for both our coun-
tries. We have deepened our
strategic partnership, covering
critical areas such as defence,
security, economy, investment,
energy, education, and more."

The Strategic Dialogue, he
added, launched has cemented
not only our enduring partner-
ship, but also our shared vision
of promoting peace, stability, and
security in our region. "It repre-
sents the culmination of long-
standing cooperation, and it is
only the beginning of a new

chapter in our relations."

In fact, President Christodou-
lides said, "it was during the first
Trump administration that there
was clarity of vision, on the US
side, on what this partnership
can deliver and that, in fact, can
be groundbreaking."

He expressed belief that "in
the second Trump administra-
tion, we can reach unpreceden-
ted, new historic milestones in
our relations. | really believe that
when it comes to US-Cyprus re-
lations, the sky is the limit" add-
ing that Cyprus is a fervent sup-
porter of transatlantic relations.
For Europe, the US is our great-
est, most valuable ally.

Stability, the President said, is
not just a matter of security. "It
is the foundation for sustainable
growth, investor confidence, and
long-term prosperity. Cyprus, po-
sitioned at the crossroads of con-
tinents, is not only navigating these
dynamics; it is leveraging them.
This is precisely what makes it
such a compelling hub for busi-
ness and investment today," he
stressed.

Through responsible govern-
ance, fiscal discipline, and the re-
silience of our people, | can state
with certainty and confidence that
we have turned the page, he said,
adding that today, Cyprus stands
not only as a symbol of resilience,
but as a European success story,
ready to embrace a new era of
sustainable growth and interna-
tional economic engagement.

The President, who presented
data of the Cypriot economy, said
that tourism achieved record-
breaking arrivals and revenue in
2024, adding that opportunities
expand in other sectors like en-
ergy, tertiary education, innova-
tion and technology. Over the
past decade, he said, Cyprus’
technology and fintech sectors
have expanded at an exceptional
pace, now accounting for more
than 13% of the country’s GDP.

Regarding energy, he said that
another critical opportunity lies
in Cyprus’ natural gas resources
in its Exclusive Economic Zone.

"Cyprus together with neigh-
bouring countries, especially Is-
rael and Egypt, aim to create the
Eastern Mediterranean Energy
Corridor, which could include the
transportation of natural gas, and
eventually hydrogen and green
energy from renewable sources.
Cyprus is also advancing its
efforts in Liquefied Natural Gas
(LNG) imports through the deve-
lopment of the LNG terminal, with
plans to regasify LNG for power
generation. This is expected to
drive further business opportuni-
ties in energy infrastructure and
contribute to regional energy
diversification," he pointed out.

These developments, he
added, combined with Cyprus’
strong push for renewable ener-
gy and storage, present a com-
pelling environment for investors
and energy companies to capita-
lise on emerging energy markets
and infrastructure projects in the
region. He also referred to ship-
ping, saying that it contributes
around 7% to GDP and supports
over 60,000 jobs, both onshore
and at sea.

Closing his speech, the Presi-
dent said that US companies are
already demonstrating strong
confidence in the potential of the
Cypriot market.

"Building on this solid founda-
tion, we are committed to further
expanding and deepening these
investment ties in the years
ahead," he said.

All UK visitors now

require ETA to enter

Il non-British passport
holders travelling to the
UK will now have to ob-

tain a visa called an Electronic
Travel Authorisation or ETA.

Applications are made online
or via an app and information
can be found at www.gov.uk/
guidance/apply-for-an-elec-
tronic-travel-authorisation-
eta

Travellers will need a valid
passport, a recent passport
photo and be able to pay by
card.

The visa will be valid for two
years, unless the applicant’s
passport expires sooner, in which
case they will need to obtain a
new ETA.

Those with valid ETAs can
travel to the UK as many times
as they like.

Currently, an ETA needs
three days to be issued, how-
ever the Foreign Office is mak-
ing efforts to issue the authori-
sation immediately.

Up until April 8, included, ETA
will cost £10 or about €12, and
as of April 9 it will cost £16 or
about €19.

ETA is compulsory for
anyone travelling to the country
for up to six months. It is also
necessary to obtain the autho-
risation if transiting in the UK and
passing through border control
before boarding their connect-
ing flight.

It is not necessary for those

with dual UK citizenship or peo-
ple legally residing in the UK,
including European citizens
legally living in the UK after
Brexit.

According to the Foreign
Office, over 30 million travellers
per year are expected to need
ETAs.

The Foreign Office website
explains that ETA allows one
to come to the UK for up to
six months for tourism, visiting
family and friends, business or
short-term study, come to the UK
for up to three months on the
Creative Worker visa conces-
sion, come to the UK for a per-
mitted paid engagement and
transit through a UK airport if
passing through border control.

If travelling to the UK for
another reason, the Foreign
Office advises people to check
if they need a visa instead.

It adds that ETA does not
guarantee entry to the UK.

With ETAs, travellers cannot
stay in the UK for longer than
six months, do paid or unpaid
work for a UK company or as a
self-employed person, unless
they are doing a permitted paid
engagement or event or work
on the Creative Worker visa
concession, claim public funds
(benefits), live in the UK through
frequent or successive visits or
marry or register a civil partner-
ship, or give notice of marriage
or civil partnership.

Kavazoglu - Misiaoulis documentary
screened in north London

n Wednesday 2 April,
the first screening of a
documentary commem-

orating 60 years since the death
of Dervis Ali Kavazoglu and
Kostas Misaouli, took place at
the Turkish Cypriot Community
Centre TCCA in Haringey, north
London.

The event was jointly organ-

ized by AKEL in Britain and the
Turkish Cypriot Association for
Democracy.

Kavazoglu and Misiaoulis, two
heroes of Greek-Turkish friend-
ship, were killed on April 11, 1965
in an ambush set up by the nation-
alist terrorist organization TMT
on the Athienou-Larnaca road
near the Turkish Cypriot village

of Louroutsina.

The documentary, with sub-
titles in Greek and Turkish, deals
with the relatively short lives of
the two heroes, with narratives
from Greek and Turkish Cypriots
who knew them.

It explains the political situa-
tion in the Turkish Cypriot com-
munity at the time of the murders

of journalists such as Ayhan
Hikmet and Ahmet Muraffer Gur-
kan of the Cumburiyet news-
paper and friends of Kavazoglou,
and how risky it was for him to
continue to be the main speaker
at Turkish Cypriot rallies, des-
pite AKEL's advice for his pro-
tection.

At the end of the presentation,
the panel, consisting of university
professors Neophytos Loizides
and Ahmet Hilmi, and General
Secretary of AKEL in Britain,
Andreas Gregoriou, made state-
ments and gave the audience
the opportunity to contribute to
the discussion.

The documentary ‘60 years
since the death of Kavazoglu &
Misaoulis: Those who became
light in the darkness’is part of the
history of Cyprus and is worth
watching by all Cypriots.

Val Kilmer, who starred in films such as Top Gun, The Doors, and Batman
Forever, while earning a reputation as a Hollywood bad boy, has died at the
age of 65. The cause of death was pneumonia.

The California-born, Juilliard-trained actor, made his film debut in the spy
spoof Top Secret! (1984). He rocketed to fame as Tom Cruise’s co-star in the
smash 1986 hit Top Gun. Other movies include Willow (1988), The Doors (1991)
Tombstone (1993), Heat (1995), Batman Forever (1995), The Saint (1997), Red
Planet (2000), Alexander (2004) and Kiss Kiss Bang Bang (2005).

Kilmer was diagnosed with throat cancer in 2014 and underwent radiation
and chemotherapy treatments, as well as a tracheostomy that permanently gave
him a raspy speaking voice. Post-cancer, his films included a Top Gun sequel,
The Snowman (2017) and Paydirt (2020).

icture the scene. You're
P sat in one of the UK’'s most
prestigious theatres, well
known for first rate productions,
some of which transfer to the
West End. Around you some
members of the audience are
making a horribly annoying noise,
the kind which would make even
the meek irate. They are playing
a kazoo, a cousin of the infamous
vuvuzela family - which caused
an absolute racket at football
matches during the 2010 World
Cup. It must be some disgruntled
folk who want to make a scene
or bring a cause to our attention.
No. In fact they have been given
the kazoos by members of the
cast. Welcome to the world of
Eugene lonesco’s Rhinoceros
(Almeida Theatre), a play, writ-
ten in 1959, which epitomises
Theatre of the Absurd, a genre
in which lonesco is considered
the godfather. Other prominent
writers include Samuel Beckett,
Jean Genet and Harold Pinter.
Itis a surreal world where noth-
ing is what it seems and yet
everything is at it seems, the
perfect metaphor for our world
in which absurdist behaviour
has become the norm and the
norm is beyond surreal and def-
initely absurd.

The play itself is essentially
about our conflicting desire to
conform with the status quo or
rail against it. Its staging could
not be timelier and Omar Ele-
rian’s production (which he has
translated and directs), perhaps
more than any other I've experi-
enced, makes the absurd genre
easy to understand and relevant,
and very funny. From the get-go,
when a chirpy narrator (Paul
Hunter) greets us with a lesson
in etiquette and conformity you
realise this is likely to be an “in-
teresting” evening. Jean (Joshua
McGuire) and Berenger (Sopé
Dirisu) are deep in conversation
in a café having a discussion
about the appropriateness, or
not, of setting the play in France.
Then, after a rhinoceros on the
rampage sighting, various cha-
racters shin to emerge - or are
they actors? — this deliberate
fuzz is integral to Elerian’s ap-
proach. This motley crew, all ac-
quaintances in one way or ano-
ther of Berenger, one by one
become another motley crew,
of rhinoceroses, as do some of

the audience along with being
handed a kazoo. Don’t ask.
The question of whether life is
better as a pachyderm or Homo
sapiens becomes the existen-
tial debate of the moment.
The production is so tongue
in cheek and mickey-taking that
it occasionally runs the risk of
becoming self-indulgent and
smarmy as when the actors pre-
tend to be confused by a diffe-
rence in stage design compared
to those described in the script
as read out by Hunter’s clown-
ing narrator. However, it works
really well when the actors who
are now rhinos, and afflicted
by “rhinoceritis”, create a caco-
phony of sound and movements
as if the pachyderms have been
militarily trained. Hats off, and
a big homns up, to both sound de-
signer Elena Pefia and lighting
designer Jackie Shemesh who
greatly enhance the show with
their efforts. At one point the on-
stage madness and lights and
sound were at once the perfect
storm of surrealism taking you
into an altogether otherworldly
place which is in fact a reality
which very much exists today.
| loved this and long may the
absurd continue to challenge
our settled “normal” views.
And Kyrie Cromeriou enjoyed
some big hair entertainment...
John Waters’ Hairspray (New
Victoria Theatre, Woking), a
movie set in 1962 Baltimore,
Maryland, about self-proclaimed
“pleasantly plump” teenager
Tracy Turnblad in pursuit of star-
dom and her advocacy for racial
integration, railing against the
overt discrimination of that time.

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Easter food traditions around the world

Easter food traditions, from giving Easter eggs
to eating hot cross buns, have been an important
part of Easter celebrations for years. But have you
ever wondered why these Easter food traditions
are so important this time of year? Is there a hidden
deeper meaning why Easter lunch comprises of
roast lamb and heaps of carrots? And why are there
eleven marzipan balls on top of a simnel cake?

Many Easter food traditions, like dyeing eggs in
bright colours, have been a part of Christianity for
centuries. Others, like eating roast lamb or cured
ham, are even older and can be traced back to
Jewish Passover traditions or pagan springtime
rituals.

1. CHOCOLATE EGGS

Symbolises: New life, rebirth, fertility, and the
brightness of spring.

History: Compared to many Easter traditions,
several of which pre-date Christianity, chocolate
eggs are relatively new. Eggs are an ancient sym-
bol of fertility, but making them from chocolate ori-
ginated in France and Germany in the early 1800s.
By 1875, a certain Mr. Cadbury was making them.
Originally they were dark chocolate, and some were
solid, while others were filled with sweets like sug-
ared almonds. In 1905, Cadbury Dairy Milk was
born and the Easter egg market began to boom.
Today they’re probably the most popular Easter
food traditions and a symbol of Easter indulgence.

2. HOT CROSS BUNS

Symbolises: The cross on top symbolises the
crucifixion, the spices may also symbolise spices
used to embalm Jesus after the crucifixion.

History: No one is quite sure where hot cross
buns originated. The first literary reference to them
is not until 1733 (from the rhyme ‘One a penny, two
a penny, hot cross buns'). But they were definitely
eaten before then. It's possible they originated in
St Albans in the 12th Century when a monk made
them on Good Friday to distribute to the poor. In
the 1500s, Queen Elizabeth | banned them except
at Easter, Christmas, and funerals because they
were thought to have magical healing powers.

3. SIMNEL CAKE

Symbolises: The eleven who went to heaven.
Simnel cake is usually topped with 11 balls of
marzipan, to represent the twelve apostles, minus

Judas Iscariot, who betrayed Jesus with a kiss.

History: The story is a little fuzzy, but it seems
simnel cake was originally more of a Mother’s Day
tradition - in fact, Mothering Sunday is sometimes
known as Simnel Sunday. In the UK, this falls on the
fourth Sunday in Lent, a day when servants would
return to their mother church (and see their fami-
lies). The fasting rules of Lent were relaxed and
simnel cake was made. Now it's usually eaten for
tea on Easter Sunday.

4. ROAST LAMB

Symbolises: Purity and goodness, and also
Jesus’ sacrifice.

History: Long before Easter was a Christian tra-
dition, the lamb was the main meal of the Jewish
Passover. This usually falls around Easter so when
Christianity was born, converting Jews brought the
tradition along. It's neat too since Jesus is the
‘Lamb of God’ and he sacrificed himself at Easter.

5. EASTER BREAD

Symbolises: The end of the Lenten fast, and
peace and good luck in the coming year.

History: Bread has always been important at
Easter, a symbol of Christ’s body during holy com-
munion, and The Last Supper. Easter bread varies
wildly by country but it's very common for people to
share and give traditional bakes as gifts. In Greece,
Turkey, and Eastern European countries there is
plaited wreath bread with brightly dyed eggs pushed
into the dough. In Germany and the Netherlands,
people eat Osterbrot or stol, which is like Christmas
stollen. Italian delis sell a version of panettone which
is usually shaped like a dove of peace.

6. EASTER BUNNY BAKES

Symbolises: Fertility, and possibly the virgin
birth.

History: The Easter bunny has been busy delive-
ring eggs to children since the 1600s, originally
in Germany. And just like Santa, he traditionally
decided whether children were naughty or nice first.
Rabbits are a symbol of fertility because they re-
produce prolifically. Hares were originally thought
to be hermaphrodites, which meant they were as-
sociated with virgin births.

7. CARROTS
Symbolises: Springtime, plenty and food for the

Easter bunny

History: It's probably not as common as leaving
them out for reindeer at Christmas, but traditionally
children would leave out carrots for the Easter
bunny. It makes much more sense, too. Reindeer
wouldn’t naturally eat carrots - but bunnies definitely
would. British carrots are available all year round,
so it also makes a handy side dish for your Easter
feast. And they’re not limited to savoury dishes.
Carrot cake became popular during the Second
World War, when sugar was rationed. In recent
years, carrot cake with white frosting, decorated with
mini eggs or little marzipan carrots, has become
one of the most popular Easter food traditions.

8. COOKED HAM

Symbolises: Feasting. There’s no deeper mean-
ing here - in some parts of Northern Europe ham
was the meat that was most readily available at
this time of year, so it became the Easter tradition.

History: Spring celebrations to celebrate new
seasons and rebirth predate Christianity, and eating
ham at this time probably does too. There is evi-
dence people were eating it in Germany as early
as the sixth century. In America it's now the most
popular choice for Easter Sunday lunch.

9. PRETZELS

Symbolises: Prayer

History: Originally pretzels were a Lenten snack,
which appeared on Ash Wednesday (the day after
Pancake Day) and were eaten up until Easter Sun-
day. Early Christians did not eat dairy products dur-
ing Lent, and pretzels were made simply from flour,
salt and water. The word means ‘little arms’ be-
cause it's meant to look like arms locked in prayer.

10. BOILED EGGS

Symbolises: Fertility, the tomb of the resurrec-
tion and, when dyed red, the blood of Christ.

History: Decorating eggs is an ancient craft.
Ostrich eggs from the palaeolithic era have been
discovered with engraving on them. Early Christians
used to paint chicken eggs red to symbolise Christ
on the cross. Over the years it has become an
Easter food tradition to paint emptied eggs as a fun
Easter craft for kids, and hang them on trees for
decoration. More recently, cracking the eggs open
has come to represent the opening of Jesus’ tomb
after the resurrection, which is why it's common

to eat hard or soft boiled eggs on Easter morning.
In the North of England, egg jarping is a traditional
Easter game that involves knocking the pointed
end of a hard-boiled egg against opponents eggs.
The last egg to crack is the winner.

11. SPICED EASTER BISCUITS

Symbolises: The crucifixion.

History: Special Easter biscuits are a common
Easter food tradition from the South-West of Eng-
land. Slightly-spiced, sultana currant biscuits are
made in the West Country to celebrate the festivi-
ties. Original recipes included cassia oil in the belief
that it was used to clean Jesus's body after his
crucifixion, and spices have the same connotation.
These Easter biscuits can be left as they are, but
often take on Easter-themed shapes or decorations
- like the Easter bunny.

12. DECORATED EASTER CAKES

Symbolises: New life and spring

History: Chicks, lambs and flowers are all popu-
lar motifs on easter cakes. Like many Easter tradi-
tions, these probably reflect the pre-Christian pagan
traditions of Eostre and the coming of spring. In
more recent times, flowers and baby animals like
chicks, ducks, rabbits and lambs have all become
important motifs for all kinds of Easter decorations
- including Easter food traditions.
