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Attack on tourists In india’s
Kashmir kills 26

Twenty-six people were
killed and 17 were injured
when suspected militants
opened fire at tourists in India’s
Jammu and Kashmir territory,
police said on Wednesday, the
worst such attack in the coun-
try in nearly two decades.

The attack took place on
Tuesday in the popular destina-
tion of Pahalgam in the scenic,
Himalayan federal territory that
has seen a resurgence in mass
tourism as insurgent violence
waned in recent years.

It was the worst attack on civi-
lians in India since the 2008

Mumbai shootings in which more
than 160 people were killed.
Prime Minister Narendra Modi
cut short his two-day visit to Saudi
Arabia and returned to New Delhi
on Wednesday momning. Finance
Minister Nirmala Sitharaman was
also cutting short her visit to the
United States and Peru “to be with
our people in this difficult and
tragic time”, her ministry said.
The attack occurred in an off-
the-road meadow and the dead
included 25 Indians and one
Nepalese national, police said.
A little-known militant group,
the “Kashmir Resistance,”

claimed responsibility for the at-
tack. It expressed discontent that
more than 85,000 “outsiders” had
been settled in the region, spur-
ring a “demographic change.”

On Wednesday, over a dozen
local organisations called for a
shutdown in the federal territory
to protest against the attack on
tourists, whose rising numbers
have helped the local economy.

Many schools also suspended
classes for the day in protest.

Airlines were operating extra
flights from Srinagar, the summer
capital of the territory, as visitors

were rushing out of the region.

Militant violence has afflicted
the Himalayan region, claimed in
full but ruled in part by both India
and Pakistan, since an anti-Indian
insurgency began in 1989. Tens
of thousands of people have
been killed, although violence
has tapered off in recent years.

India revoked Kashmir’s spe-
cial status in 2019, splitting the
state into two federally adminis-
tered territories — Jammu and
Kashmir, and Ladakh. The move
allowed local authorities to issue
domicile rights to outsiders, al-
lowing them to get jobs and buy
land in the territory. That led to
a deterioration of ties with Pakis-
tan, which also claims the region.
The dispute has spurred bitter
animosity and military conflict be-
tween the neighbours.

Attacks targeting tourists in
Kashmir have been rare. The last
deadly incident took place in June
2024 when at least nine people
were killed and 33 injured after a
militant attack caused a bus car-
rying Hindu pilgrims to plunge
into a deep gorge.

94 lambradjia-related
incidents over Easter

The fire brigade respon-
ded to 94 incidents re-
lated to the lighting of
Easter bonfires, known as
“lambradjies,” spokesman
Andreas Kettis said on Sun-
day.

Between midday Saturday
and midday Sunday, a total of
139 fires were recorded. Of
these, 42 occurred in the Nico-
sia district, 15 in Limassol, 29
in Larnaca, three in Paphos,
and two in Famagusta.

Additionally, Kettis reported
that the fire brigade was called
out in the early hours of Sun-
day morning to a fire caused by
a lit candle. The incident was
reported at approximately

2:43am, and firefighters arrived
to find a blaze in the kitchen
of a second-floor apartment.

The fire damaged kitchen
appliances and the rest of the
apartment was affected by
smoke. The resident was taken
to hospital for treatment due
to smoke inhalation.

Earlier on Saturday after-
noon, a tragic accident was
reported in the Nicosia suburb
of Strovolos, where a 22-year-
old man was fatally injured
while helping to build a lam-
bradjia.

Police said a “large pole” fell
from the pile of wood and other
materials, striking and killing
the man.

Israeli airstrikes kill 10 in Gaza school
housing displaced families

n Israeli airstrike on a
school sheltering dis-
placed families in north-

ern Gaza killed at least 10 peo-
ple, while another hit a chil-
dren’s hospital, local health
authorities said, taking Wed-
nesday’s death toll to 20.

Medics said the airstrike on
the Yaffa School in the Tuffah area
of Gaza City set fire to tents and
classrooms. There has been no
Israeli comment on the school
attack.

Some furniture was still in
flames several hours after the
strike as people sifted through
blackened classrooms and the

schoolyard in search of their
belongings.

Medics said at least 10 other
people were killed in separate
Israeli strikes across the enclave.

Since a January ceasefire
collapsed on March 18, Israeli
attacks have killed more than
1,600 Palestinians, according to
the Gaza health authorities, and
hundreds of thousands have
been forced from their homes
as Israel seized what it calls a
buffer zone of Gaza’s land.

On Wednesday, the Gaza
Health Ministry said an Israeli
missile also hit the upper build-
ing of the Durra Children’s Hos-

pital in Gaza City, damaging the
intensive care unit and destroy-
ing the solar panel system that
feeds the facility with power. No
one was killed in the hospital
strike.

Gaza’s healthcare system
is close to collapse due to an
Israeli blockade on all supplies
to Gaza, including fuel and elec-
tricity, since the beginning of
March, when it relaunched mili-
tary operations.

It says the blockade is aimed
at pressuring the Hamas mili-
tants who run Gaza to release
59 remaining Israeli hostages
captured in the October 2023
attacks that precipitated the war.
Hamas says it is prepared to
free them but only as part of a
deal that ends the war.

The health ministry said many
Palestinian victims of Israeli mili-
tary strikes remained trapped
under rubble and on the roads,
as rescue teams are unable to
reach them because of ongoing
bombardments.

The attacks have also hit
dozens of bulldozers and ma-
chinery used to clear roads,
remove debris and to carry out
rescue operations.

Cypriot dancer breaks Guinness World
Record for glass balancing dance

determination, Dinos Kkanti

shattered the Guinness
World Record for the traditio-
nal “glass dance” on Tuesday
night, balancing an astonish-
ing 416 glasses on his head.

The previous record stood at
319.

The emotional feat took place
in Apostolos Loukas square in
Aradippou, where a crowd gath-
ered to cheer him on amid live
Cypriot folk music.

Kkanti previously held the re-
cord in 2022 when he balanced
a total of 270 glasses on his

In a display of skill and

head while performing a tradi-
tional Cypriot dance.

He was honoured with a
plaque by Larnaca municipality
for his great achievement.

He described the latest chal-
lenge as “extremely difficult” but
dedicated his triumph to his late
brother, Zacharias.

“I've turned a dream into
reality,” Kkanti said.

“I wanted to break this record
in my hometown, in this square,
and | did it. Everything | achieve,
| dedicate to Zacharias’ memo-
ry. I'm proud because all of
Aradippou was here tonight, we

united our community.”

The record attempt was part
of an Easter event organised by
Aradippou municipality, featuring
live music, traditional dances,
and performances by artists in-
cluding Andri Karantoni, musi-
cian Michalis Hadjimichael, and
dance groups Omonoia and
Ermis.

Aradippou mayor Christo-
doulos Partos expressed his
joy, calling the achievement “a
double celebration.”

“This Guinness World Record
is a dream come true for Dinos,
and he has dedicated it to his
brother, so we rejoice twice
over,” Partos said.

“Aradippou is now on the
Guinness map, and we couldn’t
be prouder of a citizen like
Dinos.”

Organisers initially reported
that Kkanti may have balanced
468 glasses, but the final
number will be confirmed by
Guinness World Records after
reviewing video evidence.

This achievement highlights
the vibrant cultural and artistic
essence thriving in Cyprus.

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Pope Francis’ body to lie in state
before funeral on Saturday

ope Francis’ funeral will
P be held on Saturday in St.

Peter’'s Square, Roman
Catholic cardinals decided on
Tuesday, setting the stage for a
solemn ceremony that will draw
leaders from around the world.

Francis, 88, died on Monday
after suffering a stroke and car-
diac arrest, ending an often tur-
bulent reign in which he repeat-
edly clashed with traditionalists
and championed the poor and
marginalised.

The pontiff spent five weeks
in hospital earlier this year suf-
fering from double pneumonia
and had appeared to be slowly
recovering, but the Vatican on
Tuesday recounted his last
moments, saying death came
quickly and he had not suffered.

He started to feel unwell at
around 5:30am on Monday and
was promptly attended to by his
team. More than an hour later he
made a gesture of farewell to his
ever-present nurse, Massimiliano
Strappetti, and slipped into a
coma, the Vatican’s official media
channel said. His time of death

was given as 7:35am.

The Vatican released photo-
graphs of Francis dressed in his
vestments and holding a rosary,
lying in an open coffin placed in
the chapel of the Santa Marta
residence, where he lived during
his 12-year papacy.

Swiss Guards stood on either
side of the casket as dignitaries,
including ltalian President Sergio
Mattarella, paid homage to the
first Latin American pope.

His body was taken into the
adjacent St. Peter’s Basilica on
Wednesday morning, in a pro-
cession led by cardinals. He will
lie in state there until Friday
evening at 7:00pm.

His funeral service will be held
at 10:00am the following day in
St. Peter’s Square, in front of the
16th century basilica. It will be
presided over by Cardinal Gio-
vanni Battista Re, the 91-year-old
dean of the College of Cardinals.

U.S. President Donald Trump,
who clashed repeatedly with the
pope about immigration, said he
and his wife would attend.

Among other heads of state

set to attend were the presidents
of France, Brazil, Germany,
Poland, Ukraine the European
Commission and Argentina,
Francis’ home nation.

Britain’s Prime Minister Keir
Starmer and the king and queen
of Belgium will also fly in, as will
Cyprus President Nikos Chris-
todoulides.

Christodoulides had on Monday
expressed “deep sorrow” over
Pope Francis’ death, describing
him as a tireless advocate for
peace, dialogue and solidarity.

“On behalf of the government
of the Republic of Cyprus, the
Cypriot people, and myself per-
sonally, | extend sincere condo-
lences to Christians around the
world — especially the members
of the Roman Catholic Church,
including our Maronite and Latin
compatriots — as well as to the
officials, clergy and citizens of
the Vatican,” he said.

“We bid farewell to Pope
Francis with the utmost respect
and admiration. May his legacy
of love and justice continue to
inspire. His words and actions

consistently supported efforts
toward understanding and co-
operation among nations, reli-
gions and denominations.”

He added that Pope Francis
was a “steadfast champion of
peace and coexistence among
peoples and cultures.”

Christodoulides had travelled
to Rome to meet Pope Francis in
2023, with government spokes-
man Konstantinos Letymbiotis
describing the meeting as “a visit
of particular importance and
symbolism.”

Letymbiotis had also said at
the time that discussions between
the pair touched on regional
developments, and the matter
of Gaza and Cyprus’ Amalthea
humanitarian aid corridor to the
besieged strip, given Pope Fran-
cis’ keen interest in the region.

Pope Francis also visited
Cyprus in 2021, addressing the
congregation of the Holy Cross
catholic church in Nicosia’s old
town, near Paphos gate in addi-
tion to a mass at GSP.

In a break from tradition,
Francis confirmed in his final

testament released on Monday
that he wished to be buried in
Rome’s Basilica of Saint Mary
Major and not St. Peter’s, where
many of his predecessors were
laid to rest.

Francis’ death has set in motion
ancient rituals, as the 1.4-billion-
member Church started the tran-
sition from one pope to another,
including the breaking of the
pope’s “Fisherman’s Ring” and
lead seal, used in his lifetime to
seal documents, so they cannot
be used by anyone else.

As Catholics worldwide
mourned Francis, all cardinals
in Rome were summoned to a
meeting on Tuesday to decide
on the sequencing of events in

the coming days and review the
day-to-day running of the Church
in the period before a new pope
is elected.

A conclave to choose a new
pope normally takes place 15 to
20 days after the death of a pon-
tiff, meaning it should not start
before May 6. The exact date will
be decided by cardinals after
Francis’ funeral.

Some 135 cardinals are eligi-
ble to participate in the secretive
ballot, which can stretch over days
before white smoke pouring from
the chimney of the Sistine Chapel
tells the world that a new pope
has been picked.

There is no clear frontrunner
to succeed Francis.

Throughout Holy Week and Pascha, our
churches throughout London, the Paroikia
and the entire Archdiocese of Thyateira and
Great Britain were filled with the prayerful

presence of so many thousands of Orthodox
Christians - young and old - reliving the
voluntary and sacrificial passion of our Lord
Jesus Christ and rejoicing in His life-giving
Resurrection. For a moment, our churches
plunged into darkness, reminding us of the
tragedy of death, the fallenness of our human
condition and the reality of our imperfect
world. Yet the burning flame of faith was then
lit, igniting the very depths of our being with
Christ's defeat over death; His triumphal
Resurrection. ‘Christ is Risen from the
dead...trampling down death by death!” In
this spirit and the joy of the Resurrection,
let us briefly contemplate upon how we, as
Orthodox Christians, can actualise, activate,
experience and truly bear witness to the
Lord’s defeat over death?

‘The Lord has risen indeed, and has
appeared...he was known to them in the
breaking of the bread...” (Lk 24:35)

The Risen Lord is known ‘in the breaking
of the bread’ (év Tfj kA&oel 100 GpTou) for
after His resurrection, ascension and the
descent of the Holy Spirit, He leaves us with
His living body, His Church. In the life of the
Church, we are given the ability to partici-
pate in, experience, share in and live out,
His presence, within the very foretaste of
His kingdom, the Holy Eucharist, the Divine
Liturgy - Holy Communion. Just as Christ’s
disciples gathered round the Lord at the last
supper, we also approach the holy chalice
in order to unite with Him and one another
in the Holy Spirit. This is what makes us

active members of the Church; by becoming
partakers of His holy gifts, entering into
communion with our Creator and Saviour,
but also with one another in love and unity.
Our Orthodox Christian faith is, for this
reason, not an individual event, nor simply
a matter of personal piety, but above all a
communion of persons, a movement from
ourselves to the other. The late theologian
of the Ecumenical Patriarchate, Metropo-
litan John Zizioulas writes: ‘Nothing in exis-
tence is conceivable in itself, as an indivi-
dual. In this manner, it is communion which
makes things ‘be’.’

This change from the individualistic,
biological, self-centred ways of the human
being, to the spiritual, ecclesial, communal,
is a transformation of the heart, a movement
towards God and to one another. This,
essentially, is the calling of Christ to each
and every one of us to learn in this life to
love. Having rejoiced on the day of Pascha,
let us absorb the radiance of God’s love all
year round, absorbing our beings with His
transforming grace so that we may live out
and bear witness to His defeat over sin and
death in words, actions, decisions and way
of life, all the days of our lives. Come to church
with your families and friends, not simply as
an obligation, but as an expression of this
joy and human potential given to us through
the Resurrection, for Christ is Risen!

Saturday 12 April 2025, as the
only performer of Cypriot heri-
tage on stage out of 100 plus
artists at Garage Nation — The
Concert, which took place at
the O2 Arena.

The world’s biggest UK
Garage event was an unforget-
table night with non-stop an-
thems, live performances and
high-energy vibes from the
genre’s most iconic DJs, MCs,
and live performers.

The event also paid tribute to
one of the founders of Garage

Nation, the late Jason Kaye,
also of Cypriot origin.

Mike Delinquent is a staple
name in UK dance music history.
Following countless remixes, no-
tably Usher (Caught Up), Ciara
(1,2 Step) Timbaland ft Missy
(Cop That S**t), and a top 20 UK
chart hit with My Destiny feat
Kcat, Mike decided to go solo
and produce under the name
Mike Delinquent Project in 2010.

Having fore-fathered the
'bassline' sound which took the
UK by storm between 2003 and
2008, Mike began offering his
own take on the classic UK
Garage sound. His remix of

Wretch 32's Traktor in late 2010
received plaudits from industry
peers and DJs alike. Fittingly, it
was the first Garage record to
receive national radio attention
since his own My Destiny from
only a few years before.

Upon spinning various MDP
remixes on her Radio 1 show,
Annie Mac referenced Mike to
be “bringing garage back.” Con-
sequently, Mike had re-ignited
his reputation as one of the
industry's most sought after re-
mixers. Successful remixes of
Ms Dynamite's Neva Soft and
Sneakbo's The Wave amongst
others, raised his profile further

and later resulted in Mike
penning an album deal with
independent label Champion
Records.

Singles Out Of Control (ft Kcat
& Donae'o), Step In The Dance
ft Lady Leshurr, and Mama Said
ft Kcat & Mikill Pane, were re-
leased between 2011 and 2013.
Mike also linked up with U.S
RnB legend Usher for a second
time, remixing Numb which be-
came a Top 40 hit in several
countries across the world.

The MDP has also had the
honour of filling in for DJ EZ
several times on Kiss radio too.
These stints resulted in Mike
being the first specialist pre-
senter to be approached for the
Kiss Radio network’s newest
sister station Kiss Fresh.

2014 saw Mike expand his
remix repertoire to the interna-
tionally known J-Lo, Nicole
Scherzinger and Little Mix, while
releasing his final two singles
with Champion Records featur-
ing the Grime Godfather, Wiley
("Wiggle") and Terri Walker
("Tension").

A national CD compilation
Garage Nation was also re-
leased by Warner featuring Mike
in collaboration with Matt Lam
Lamont, peaking at No10 in the
iTunes Chart.

Mike launched own imprint
Zeus Sound in 2015 geared
towards pushing not only his
own material, but of other up
and coming producers too. It is

a monthly podcast, label and
club event focused 100% on
new music.

The Shadow EP was some of
Mike’s most honest Bass driven
work to date, created while he
was in a dark place, with music
sound tracking helping him
through that period of time. His
remix duties were sought after
once again by U.S group Fifth
Harmony (Worth ).

2016 saw Mike come firing
out of the blocks, working with
Formula Records at the legen-
dary Fabric nightclub, as well as
DJing at Eskimo Dance, and
firmly holding his own as a
leading Bass music Producer/
DJ.

An album release followed
via Champion Records entitled
Bridging The Gap seeing pre-
vious releases with Wiley, Lady
Leshurr and Donae'o being
re-issued with newer offerings
alongside Scrufizzer, C4 and
Daniel De Bourg.

Mike moved into 2017 re-
inventing the live DJ set as it is
known, claiming the title of being
"the only Guitar-Playing DJ in
the country."

What started simply as an
experiment, has turned into a
regular feature of Mike's live
performances, building a direct
close rapport with his audience
in the process.

Live gigs at sold out venues
in Amsterdam, Prague, London's
Scala and the 02, and the legen-
dary Rainbow Venues in Birming-
ham, have seen the MDP con-
tinue to solidify his main stage
status whilst bringing something
completely unique to each show.

Stelios (Yparxo)

The brilliant biopic on the life
and career of the legendary
singer Stelios Kazantzidis is one
of the most successful Greek
films ever made.

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How one woman's pregnancy craving
launched the Dubai chocolate craze

If you're on TikTok, you will have seen the bar, which combines
the flavours of chocolate, pistachio and tahini with filo pastry, and
is inspired by the Arab dessert Knafeh.

The original, called Can't Get Knafeh of It, by FIX Chocolatier,
has been sold exclusively in the UAE since 2022. It became so
popular on social media that it's only on sale for two hours a day
and often sells out within minutes.

But now imitations, known by the nickname "Dubai chocolate",
have hit UK supermarkets including Waitrose, Lidl and Morrisons,
with some supermarkets limiting the number of bars customers are
allowed to buy.

Yezen Alani, who co-owns FIX with his wife Sarah Hamouda,
told the BBC the global attention Dubai chocolate was getting was
"flattering and humbling."

The FIX chocolate bar was first imagined by Hamouda in 2021,
who craved the flavours while she was pregnant.

Alani and Hamouda started developing the bar a year later,
running the business alongside their corporate jobs.

"Sarah and | were brought up in the UK and we moved to Dubai
10 years ago, so we've got Western and Arab roots.

"We wanted to create flavours that were inspired by that," Alani
says.

Part of the appeal of the chocolate is its exclusivity - you can only
order it using a food delivery app, rather than walking into a shop
or grabbing it at the supermarket.

It costs around £15 per bar and can only be bought during
specific hours of the day to ensure the company can fulfil all their
orders.

| also saw similar bars sold in many shops in the region, dubbed
"Dubai chocolate" and adorned with pictures of pistachios and filo
pastry.

Alani says the "copycat" bars are "very frustrating because people
are trying knockoffs, which damages our brand."

One of the reasons for the bar's surge in popularity has been
social media - with a viral video by TikTok user Maria Vehera from
2023 being cited as one of the main reasons for its rise to promi-
nence.

It shows Vehera trying the Knafeh bar for the first time - along
with several others made by the same chocolatier - and has been
liked nearly seven million times.

The way the bar looks is made for social media - from the attrac-
tive orange and green spots on top of the smooth milk chocolate
to the crunch sound it makes when you break off a piece.

Chocolate combined with pistachio isn't new but the real standout
element is the crunchy nature of the filling, with the filo pastry add-
ing a texture and thickness to the bar.

Since the Can't Get Knafeh of It bar is only available in one country,
other brands have started to sell their versions in the UK, including
Swiss chocolate manufacturer Lindt whose Dubai chocolate is being
sold for £10 in supermarkets.

Since stocking the bar, Waitrose says they've had to introduce a
two-bar limit for customers in order to regulate stock levels.

Another version has also been sold by Home Bargains, while
supermarket Lidl has its own version for £4.99 and is also limiting
purchase numbers.

One influencer documented how the has bar been kept behind
tills for this reason.

Having tried the Lindt bar and a couple of other versions being
sold in corner shops, there is quite a contrast.

The FIX chocolate is billed as a "dessert bar" and needs to be kept
in the fridge, with a short expiry date like many dairy items. This isn't
the case for the others, which have been designed to have a
longer shelf life.

You can also see the difference in taste and texture - the original
bar is almost double the width of the Lindt bar, which is more aligned
to the size and shape of a standard chocolate bar.

When Alani and Hamouda first started out, they employed one
person to fulfil around six to seven orders a day. But since growing
in popularity, primarily thanks to TikTok, their business now employs
50 people, who fulfil 500 orders a day.

One big talking point has been the price of the product, which is
£15 per bar.

"It's all handmade, every single design is done by hand," Alani
says.

"We use premium ingredients and the process is not like making
other bars - you've got the baking, moulding the chocolate to the
design and with the filling itself, even the pistachios are hand-picked
and processed."

Speaking to Arabian Business last year, Hamouda said: "My
mother used to make Knafeh, and that's something | wanted to cap-

ture my own way.

"Knafeh was the first flavour we perfected. The crunch, the pista-
chio, it had to be just right," she added.

Despite the product's success, Alani says "it's been a tough jour-
ney" as the pair have been working together full time while also
raising their two children.

"There's been times where we've wanted to give up, but we said
to ourselves 'we'll keep going as long as we can pay the rent' and
now we have no regrets as its worked out."

Recipe: Cheese, courgette and honey pie

This comforting Greek cheese pie
made with kataifi pastry is served with
a tomato, rusk, and olive salad.

Ingredients:

For the cheese, courgette and
honey pie

* large knob of butter

» 200g/70z feta, crumbled

* 175g/60z kasseri (or gruyére), grated

* 759/2'>0z halloumi, grated

» 3509/120z courgettes, coarsely
grated

» 2 free-range eggs

« freshly ground white pepper

« few sprigs fresh thyme, leaves picked

* 300g/10%20z kataifi pastry

* 175ml/6fl oz double cream

* 175ml/6fl oz full-fat milk

» 50g/1%.0z walnuts, finely chopped

« olive oil, for drizzling

* 3 tbsp honey

For the tomato, rusk, and olive
salad:

* 2 red onion, thinly sliced

* 1 tbsp red wine vinegar

* 12 black olives, pitted and torn

» 400g/140z ripe tomatoes, cut into
different shapes and sizes

* 6 Cretan 'daxos' barley rusks (or
wholemeal crispbreads), crumbled

* 1 tbsp drained capers

* 2 tbsp extra virgin olive oil

« few sprigs basil, leaves picked and
roughly torn

« few sprigs flat-leaf parsley, roughly
chopped

« Y2 tsp dried oregano

* sea salt and freshly ground black

pepper
Method:

1. To make the cheese, courgette, and
honey pie, grease a 25x25cm/10x10in

baking dish with butter.

2. Combine the feta, kasseri (or
gruyere if using), halloumi and courgettes
in a large mixing bowl. In another small
bowl, whisk one of the eggs with a pinch
of white pepper and the thyme leaves
and add this to the cheese mixture, mix-
ing well.

3. Tease the kataifi pastry apart and
lay half of it in the greased baking dish,
easing it up the sides a little. Fill with the
cheese mixture. Drape the rest of the
kataifi pastry over the top, then whisk the
remaining egg with the cream and milk
and then pour this evenly over the entire
pie. Leave to one side for 30 minutes.
Preheat the oven to 200C/180C Fan/Gas
6.

4. Scatter the walnuts over the top of
the pie, drizzle everything with olive oil,
then put the baking dish directly on the
bottom of the oven and bake for 35 min-
utes, or until crisp and golden-brown.

5. Drizzle over the honey, then return
to the oven for 10—15 minutes, or until dark
golden-brown. Leave the pie in the tray
for 10 minutes before serving.

6. To make the tomato, rusk and olive
salad, combine the red onion and red
wine vinegar in a large mixing bowl and
leave to soften for 5 minutes.

7. Add the tomatoes, olives and rusks
(or crispbreads) to the bowl, then add
the capers, basil, parsley and extra virgin
olive oil. Season to taste with salt and
pepper. Scatter over the dried oregano
and serve with slices of the pie.

Watch those sugars

fter a weekend full of
AEaster celebrations, with

possibly an abundance of
chocolate or sugar laden treats
for many, | thought it would be
a good idea to look at under-
standing sugar intake and mak-
ing healthier choices.

We all know that diabetes, par-
ticularly type 2, is a growing health
concern globally, often linked
with lifestyle factors, especially
diet. One of the main culprits is
excessive sugar consumption,
and although a little may be okay
for energy, overconsumption can
lead to insulin resistance and ul-
timately diabetes. So understand-
ing how to manage sugar intake
and choosing the right types of
sugars can make a significant dif-
ference in maintaining long-term
health.

The basics of what we need to
know is that when we consume
sugar, it enters the bloodstream
as glucose, which is used by cells
for energy with the help of insulin,
a hormone produced by the pan-

creas. However, a consistently
high sugar intake can cause the
body to become resistant to in-
sulin, forcing the pancreas to
work harder, and over time, this
may lead to insulin resistance
and type 2 diabetes.

Many people reach out for the
readily available food and drinks
provided and packaged for quick
availability and convenience; as
everything is pre-cooked and with
just a little reheating required, it
can make life so much easier,
however, like so many things it
can have a downside, and in this
case, the fact of high amounts
of sugar in various forms.

Refined sugars found in sweets,
baked goods, drinks and many
processed foods, rapidly cause
quick spikes in blood glucose and
insulin levels. These spikes can
wear down the body's metabolic
system over time, increasing the
risk of diabetes.

The problem is that many peo-
ple unknowingly consume large
amounts of sugar through break-

fast cereals, sauces, drinks,
processed foods, health foods
and bars that have misleading
labelled packaging.

According to health guidelines,
added sugars should account
for no more than 10% of daily
calories - about 50 grams (around
12 teaspoons) on a 2,000 calorie
diet. However, the majority of
people far exceed this limit.

Not all sugars are the same,
so here is a breakdown of some
better options.

Natural sugars: Found in fruits
(fructose), vegetables, and dairy
(lactose), these come with vita-
mins and minerals which slow
down sugar absorption and re-
duce spikes in blood sugar.

Stevia: A plant based zero-
calorie sweetener that does not
affect blood sugar levels. Itis a
good alternative for people look-
ing to reduce sugar intake with-
out giving up sweetness.

Monk Fruit Extract: Another
natural, zero sweetener. It is
sweeter than sugar and does

not raise blood glucose.

Coconut sugar: Contains small
amounts of nutrients and has a
slightly lower glycemic index -
(Gl) measures how quickly a
carbohydrates containing food
raises blood sugar. The lower
Gl = slower rise in blood sugar.
Although it may be better than
refined sugar, it should still be
used in moderation.

Fructose: A naturally occur-
ring sugar found in fruits, vege-
tables and honey. In packaged
form, it can be used in cooking;
it is sweeter than refined sugar
so a little goes a long way. While
fructose can be a part of a healthy
diet, it should still be used in
moderation.

Sugar hides under many
names, so look carefully on food
labels - Dextrose, sucrose and
(HFCS) High-fructose corn syrup.

Swap those high sugar foods,
cook at home more and bake
your own cakes and desserts
where you can control what type
of sweetener you use and how
much is used. Limit even the
healthy sugars - they all add up
if consumed in large amounts.

Eat more fibre to stabilize blood
sugar and curb any cravings.
Fibre slows sugar absorption. In
whole foods, fibre slows down the
digestion of fructose, reducing
blood sugar spikes and promo-
ting stable energy levels. Eat
whole fruits rather than drinking
fruit juices to help retain the fibre
with the juice in them.

Use low Gl syrups like date or
agave nectar rather than refined
sugars, but still limit them. While
some syrups do not spike blood
sugars as quickly, excess fruc-
tose stresses the liver and can

increase insulin resistance, belly
fat and triglycerides over time.

Even too much fructose can be
bad for you as it can raise levels
of triglycerides in the blood, in-
creasing the risk of heart disease.
Excess fructose is processed in
the liver, where it is more likely
than other sugars to be turned to
fat, with a high intake contributing
to non-alcoholic fatty liver disease
(NAFD). So balance fructose in-
take, like everything, it should be
to a moderate level.

Cut down on those refined
sugars and watch your energy
increase.
