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Israeli intensifies Gaza
strikes as Trump Visits region

t least 50 Palestinians
Awere killed across Gaza
on Wednesday as Israel
intensified its airstrikes, accor-
ding to local health officials.
The escalation coincided with
U.S. President Donald Trump's
ongoing visit to the region.
Medical sources reported
that the majority of casualties -
including women and children -
occurred in northern Gaza's
Jabalia area, where lIsraeli air-

strikes targeted multiple resi-
dential buildings.

The Israeli military stated it is
investigating the reports.

Israeli media, citing security
sources, reported that Hamas
military commander Mohammad
Sinwar and several other senior
figures may have been killed in
a Tuesday strike on what was
described as a Hamas command
bunker beneath the European
Hospital in Khan Younis. These

claims have not been confirmed
by either Israel or Hamas.

On Wednesday, witnesses
and medical personnel said
an lIsraeli strike hit a bulldozer
approaching the hospital site,
injuring several individuals.

Late Tuesday, Islamic Jihad -
a Gaza-based militant group
backed by Iran and aligned with
Hamas - launched rocket attacks
into Israel. Prior to launching re-
taliatory strikes, the Israeli mili-
tary issued evacuation warnings
to residents in Jabalia and
nearby Beit Lahiya.

The intensifying violence
comes amid Palestinian hopes
that President Trump's visit
might lead to international pres-
sure for de-escalation.

On Monday, Hamas released
Edan Alexander, the last known
American hostage in Gaza,
ahead of Trump’s arrival.

During a speech in Riyadh on
Tuesday, Trump expressed hope
that more hostages would soon
be released and said the people
of Gaza deserved a better fu-

ture.

Ceasefire negotiations have
stalled in recent weeks, with both
sides blaming each other for
the deadlock. While Hamas has
been in contact with U.S., Egyp-
tian, and Qatari mediators to
discuss further hostage relea-
ses, Israel has dispatched a
delegation to Doha for renewed
talks.

U.S. envoys Steve Witkoff and
Adam Boehler met with hostage
families in Tel Aviv on Tuesday,
expressing cautious optimism
that the Alexander release could
pave the way for a broader
agreement.

The United States has also
proposed a plan to restart huma-
nitarian aid deliveries to Gaza
via private contractors. Israel,
which has enforced a full block-
ade on supplies entering Gaza
since March 2, has approved the
plan. However, it has been re-
jected by the United Nations,
international aid organizations,
and several donor countries, with
key details - such as funding
and logistics - still unresolved.

Tensions linger despite India-Pakistan ceasefire

ays after India and
D Pakistan unexpectedly

agreed to a ceasefire,
uncertainty persists over the
future of relations between
the two nuclear-armed South
Asian neighbours.

In the early hours of 7 May,
India launched airstrikes target-
ing locations in Pakistan and
Pakistan-administered Kashmir
in retaliation for a deadly militant
attack on tourists in Indian-
administered Kashmir - a strike
New Delhi blamed on Islamabad,
which denies involvement. This
triggered four days of heavy
shelling and aerial skirmishes,
culminating in a surprise cease-
fire announcement on Saturday.

While calm is gradually return-
ing to towns near the Line of Con-
trol (LoC) - the de facto border -
relations between the two nations

remain tense and far from normal.

In the days leading up to and
following the military operation,
both countries enacted a series
of retaliatory measures that
remain in place, even after the
ceasefire. Here’s where things
stand:

1. Indus Waters Treaty
Suspended

India has suspended the Indus
Waters Treaty (IWT) - a land-
mark 1960 agreement brokered
by the World Bank that governs
the sharing of six rivers in the
Indus basin. The treaty had en-
dured through two wars and was
praised for facilitating transboun-
dary water cooperation.

Pakistan, which relies heavily
on the Indus system for agricul-
ture and civilian water needs,

condemned the move.

2. Diplomatic Relations
Downgraded

India expelled all Pakistani
defence attachés, declared them
persona non grata, and pulled its
own defence advisers from Isla-
mabad. Pakistan responded in
kind, and both countries reduced
the staff at their respective high
commissions.

3. Visa Services Suspended

Both nations halted nearly
all visa services for each other's
citizens. The freeze affected
thousands of people, particular-
ly those with family across the
border.

The Attari-Wagah land cross-
ing - the only direct route for
civilians between India and Pa-
kistan - was also shut. While both
countries gave citizens about a
week to return, the deadline was
extended. Nonetheless, many
families were left separated, and
emotional scenes played out at
the closed border.

4. Kartarpur Corridor Closed

India shut access to the Kar-
tarpur Sahib Corridor, a visa-free
route that allows Indian pilgrims
to visit one of Sikhism’s holiest

sites in Pakistan. Between 2021
and 2023, nearly 200,000 Indian
citizens visited the shrine. Indian
Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri
confirmed that the suspension
remains in effect until further no-
tice.

5. Airspace and Trade
Shut Down

Pakistan closed its airspace to
Indian flights, prompting India to
impose reciprocal restrictions.
This has led to longer, costlier de-
tours for international flights, in-
creasing fuel costs and travel time.

Trade between the two coun-
tries - already limited - has been
completely suspended. While
India is less affected due to its
minimal reliance on Pakistani im-
ports, Pakistan faces economic
pressure. The loss of trade routes
and essential Indian goods, such
as raw materials and medicines,
compounds the economic chal-
lenges posed by inflation and a
struggling economy.

Although the ceasefire holds
for now, the broader India-Pakis-
tan relationship remains in a
state of deep freeze. With diplo-
matic, economic, and humani-
tarian channels still blocked, the
road to lasting peace remains
uncertain.

President ready to
work with EU Envoy
on Cyprus issue

yprus President Nikos
CChristodouIides has

expressed his readi-
ness to cooperate closely with
the EU Special Envoy for the
Cyprus problem, supporting
his efforts to resume nego-
tiations and reach a solution.

In a written statement, the
President emphasizes that re-
solving the Cyprus issue is not
just a Cypriot matter but a Eu-
ropean one, and he welcomes
"with great satisfaction" the
appointment of EU Special
Envoy Johannes Hahn by the
European Commission.

He calls it "a move of funda-
mental importance" that con-
firms the EU's determination
to play a leading role in resum-
ing talks based on the agreed
framework, EU principles,
values, and the acquis.

This development, he adds,
stems from the Conclusions of
the European Council in June
2023 and April 2024, as well as
a joint letter from the Presidents
of the European Commission

and Council to the UN Secre-
tary-General in March 2025.

He thanks the President of
the European Commission for
her decisive role in this “strate-
gically important” decision.

The EU’s engagement, he
notes, during complex geopoli-
tical times, shows the value it
places on resolving the Cyprus
issue in line with its core prin-
ciples.

“l am ready to work closely
with the new EU Special En-
voy, who will report directly to
the Commission President,”
he says, highlighting Hahn’s
deep knowledge of European
affairs and the region.

“Cyprus is part of Europe.
The EU is now taking a decisive
step toward playing its rightful
role - an active, strategic pre-
sence at the side of its Mem-
ber State...Because the Cyprus
problem is not only Cyprus’s
issue - is Europe’s too,” he con-
cludes.

Starmer pledges big drop
in immigration

rime Minister Keir Star-

P mer pledged to signifi-

cantly reduce net migra-

tion to the UK within four years,

warning that Britain risks be-

coming “an island of strangers”

without stronger social cohe-
sion.

Despite Brexit promises, mig-
ration has hit record highs - fuel-
ing support for Reform UK. The
government’s new plan includes
tougher English language re-
quirements, stricter rules for
permanent residency, a 10-year
minimum for citizenship, and
limits on overseas recruitment,
especially in care work.

“This plan will reduce migra-
tion - that is a promise,” Starmer

said, rejecting claims that lower
migration would hurt growth.

He declined to set a target,
citing past failures.
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President reaffirms commitment to
Cyprus reunification despite challenges

resident Nikos Christo-
Pdoulides reaffirmed Cyp-

rus’ unwavering commit-
ment to reunification on Saturday,
despite ongoing challenges and
Turkey'’s intransigent stance.

Speaking at the “Your Europe,
Your Future: A Dialogue with
Youth” event in Nicosia, held in
celebration of Europe Day, the
President addressed Greek Cyp-
riot and Turkish Cypriot students,
as well as youth organisation
representatives from across the
island.

“Despite the difficulties, we
remain fully committed and will
continue to do everything possi-
ble to reunify Cyprus,” said Chris-
todoulides, emphasizing that this
effort will be guided by UN Secu-
rity Council resolutions and the

core principles of the European
Union.

Highlighting the significance of
Europe Day, the President des-
cribed May 9 as a day symboli-
zing peace, democracy, and unity
across the continent - values that
are central to the EU: solidarity,
cooperation, mutual respect and
dialogue.

He welcomed the presence of
European Parliament President
Roberta Metsola, calling it a pow-
erful testament to the EU’s on-
going support and solidarity with
Cyprus. Christodoulides noted
that her visit came at a critical mo-
ment, as recent diplomatic efforts
- backed by the EU - have brought
renewed momentum to the Cyp-
rus issue after years of stagna-
tion.

The President expressed his
deep appreciation to Metsola
for her steadfast personal and
institutional support, saying her
presence in Cyprus serves as
a reminder that the EU remains
engaged, even at its geographi-
cal edges.

“From Brussels to Nicosia,
every voice matters -especially
that of young people,” he said.

Referring to the CYENS
Centre of Excellence - located
just metres from the Green Line
in Nicosia’s historic centre -
Christodoulides noted the cen-
tre’s role in revitalizing the area
and promoting innovation and
cooperation between commu-
nities through EU-funded initia-
tives. CYENS, he said, exempli-
fies the EU’s ability to build
bridges and foster unity.

The President underscored
the importance of youth in sha-
ping the future, noting the parti-
cipation of students from ten
universities across Cyprus and
stressing that the new genera-
tion lies at the heart of the gov-
ernment’s vision, especially as
Cyprus prepares to hold the
EU Council Presidency in 2026.

Reflecting on 21 years of EU
membership, Christodoulides
said Cyprus has undergone
transformative change - moder-
nizing its institutions, gaining in-
ternational standing, and enhan-

cing everyday life. As a confident
and mature member state, Cyp-
rus is now ready to lead, particu-
larly in reinforcing the EU’s ties
with the Southern Neighbourhood
and acting as a bridge between
Europe and the wider region.

Acknowledging the challen-
ges faced by youth - economic
security, employment, educa-
tion, housing, migration, and the
unresolved Cyprus issue - he
assured that these are central
to both national and EU policy
agendas. During its presidency,
Cyprus will work closely with the
European Parliament to deve-
lop solutions that serve the inte-
rests of all European citizens.

“Young people may represent
25% of the EU population, but
they embody 100% of its future,”
Christodoulides said, underlining
the need to listen to and em-
power them.

In her remarks, Metsola
called Cyprus "a central part of
Europe" and reaffirmed the EU’s
firm support for a resolution to
the Cyprus problem based on
UN resolutions.

She emphasized the EU’s
foundational goal of unity, born
from the ashes of war, and en-
couraged students to be bold,
curious, and active in shaping
Europe’s future.

Cyprus out of

Eurovision final

espite high hopes and a
Dcaptivating stage show

by Theo Evan, Cyprus did
not advance to the grand final
of the Eurovision Song Contest
2025.

The result surprised many
Eurovision fans and viewers.
Cyprus’ entry, “Shh,” had gained
considerable traction leading up
to the event, with strong predic-
tions from both fan polls and
bookmakers suggesting it would
comfortably qualify. However,
when the results of the first semi-
final were announced on Tues-
day evening, Cyprus was absent
from the list of finalists.

Theo’s performance was one
of the most visually memorable
of the night. Balancing on tall scaf-
folding and appearing to defy
gravity, he embodied a modern
take on Leonardo da Vinci’s Vit-
ruvian Man. The creative staging,
rich in symbolism, drew praise
for its artistic ambition.

Nonetheless, the outcome was
decided solely by public voting,
with international viewers - inclu-
ding those from pre-qualified
countries like Spain, Italy, and
host nation Switzerland - casting
their votes. Cyprus, performing
last in the semi-final, ultimately
placed 15th, falling short of the
top ten needed to qualify.

Advancing to Saturday’s final
are lceland, Poland, Slovenia,
Estonia, Norway, Portugal, the
Netherlands, San Marino, Swe-
den and Ukraine. Meanwhile,
Belgium, Croatia, and Azerbaijan
also failed to progress.

Cyprus’ early exit is especially
disheartening given its recent
efforts to elevate its presence
at Eurovision. “Shh”, written and
composed by Dimitris Kontopou-
los, Elke Tiel, Elsie Bay, Lasse
Nymann, and Linda Dale, had
been hailed as one of the con-
test’s most original and artisti-
cally bold entries this year.

Theo Evan, whose real name
is Vangelis Theodorou, is the
first Cyprus-born artist to repre-
sent the country at Eurovision
since 2017. Moments after the
conclusion of the first semi-final,
the 27-year-old from Nicosia,
shared his heartfelt response to
not qualifying for the grand final.
Despite the disappointment, he
conveyed a message of grati-
tude and hope.

“Believe it or not, I'm incredibly
touched by all that our team has
accomplished. We've been over-
whelmed with love and beautiful
messages - and that's what we'll
carry with us,” he said.

Looking ahead, Greece is set
to perform in the second semi-
final this evening (May 15) with
“Asteromata” by Klavdia. Co-
written by Arcade and Klavdia
and directed by renowned stage
director Fokas Evangelinos, the
performance explores emotional
distance and the path to healing.
Greece will appear seventh in
the running order.

The Eurovision 2025 Grand
Final will take place on Saturday
17 May on BBC One from 8pm.

NOTICE OF DESIGNATION OF AN AREA FOR ADDITIONAL LICENSING
Section 56, Housing Act 2004

The London Borough of Enfield (“The Council”) in exercise of its
powers under section 56 of the Housing Act 2004 (“the Act”) hereby
designates the entire area of its district, as subject to Additional
Licensing as described at paragraph 4. The designation applies to all
Houses in Multiple Occupation (“HMQOs”) that are occupied under a
tenancy, or a licence as described at paragraph 5.

CITATION, COMMENCEMENT AND DURATION

1. This designation will be known as The London Borough of Enfield
Designation of an Area for Additional Licensing of Houses in
Multiple Occupation 2025. The Designation is made on 12 March
2025 and shall come into force on 1 September 2025."

2. The designation shall cease to have effect on 31 August 2030 (not
more than five years) or earlier if the Authority revokes the scheme
under section 84 of the Act.

AREA TO WHICH THE DESIGNATION APPLIES

3. This designation shall apply to the entire area of the London
Borough of Enfield as delineated and edged red on the map annex
A below.

APPLICATION OF THE DESIGNATION

4. The designation applies to all Houses in Multiple Occupation
(“HMOs”) as defined by section 254 of the Act that are occupied by
3 or more persons comprising 2 or more households as defined in
Annex B, within the area described at paragraph 1 unless:

a. the house is an HMO that falls within the nationally prescribed
category of HMO that is required to be licensed as a ‘mandatory
HMO'’ under section 55(2)(a) Part 2 of the Act?;

b. the house is subject to an Interim or Final Management Order
under Part 4 of the Act;

c. the house is subject to a temporary exemption under section 62
of the Act;

d. the house is an HMO that is a building or part of a building that is
not an HMO for the purposes of licensing under Part 2 of the Act®
as defined in Annex C/Schedule 14 of the Act; or.

e. itis a building converted into self-contained flats but does not meet
the standards of conversion required by the Building Regulations
1991, and where less than two thirds of the flats are owner
occupied to which Section 257 of the Housing Act 2004 applies.

EFFECT OF THE DESIGNATION

5. Subject to sub paragraphs 4(a) to (e) above, every HMO of the
description specified in that paragraph in the area specified in
paragraph 3 shall be required to be licensed under section 61 of the
Act.

6. The designation falls within a description of designations in relation
to which the Secretary of State has issued a General Approval
under section 58 of the Act, namely, The Housing Act 2004:
Licensing of Houses of Multiple Occupation and Selective Licensing
of Other Residential Accommodation (England) General Approval
2024 which came into force on 23 December 2024.

7. The London Borough of Enfield will comply with the notification
requirements contained in Section 59 of the Act and shall maintain
a register of all houses registered under this designation, as
required under section 232 of the Act.*

Upon the designation coming into force a person commits an offence
under section 72(1)-(2) of the 2004 Act, if they are a person having
control of or managing a HMO which is required to be licensed under
this Additional Licensing Designation but is not so licensed or allows
a licensed property to be occupied by more households or persons
other than as authorised by a licence, is liable to prosecution and

on summary conviction is liable to an unlimited fine. A person who
breaches a condition of a licence (s72(3)) is liable upon on summary
conviction to an unlimited fine.

The Council may, as an alternative to prosecution, impose a financial
penalty of up to £30,000 per offence. Further, where an offence has
been committed, an application may also be made by the Council and/
or tenant under the provisions of section 73 and 74 of the Housing Act
2004 for a Rent Repayment Order.

Board of British Cypriots
meets with FCDO officers

n Wednesday 7th May,
Omembers of the Board
of British Cypriots - Doros
Partasides, George Hadjipavlis,
Spyros Papacharalambous,
Tatiana Der Avedissian and Elias
Dinenis - had lunch at a private
club in St James Square with
William Davies and Matthew
Osborne, Officers of the Cyprus
Desk from the Mediterranean
Department of Foreign Common-
wealth and Development Office.

veryone may come to
Rick's Café Américain,

over 80 years ago, no
one was happy to be there. And
they certainly didn’t think Casa-
blanca was a hit, much less an
iconic piece of cinema.

Humphrey Bogart - a heavy
drinker whose third marriage
was falling apart - got so grouchy
while staging the climactic scene
that the producer had to be
called in to break up a fight bet-
ween him and the director.

Ingrid Bergman - hungry for
Hollywood stardom after a shaky
start - fretted she didn’t know
which of her leading men she
would go off with at the end of
the picture. She also worried that
delays would cost her a plum
part in For Whom the Bells Tolls.

Paul Henreid - strong-armed
into accepting what he called a
“lousy, lousy script” - was con-
vinced he would be laughed off
the screen when his character
showed up wearing a perfectly
tailored, double-breasted, cream-
coloured suit after escaping from
a concentration camp.

No fewer than seven writers
struggled to balance the film’s
intoxicatingly irresistible blend
of suspense, romance, politics
and cynical humour - delivering
new pages to the set daily even
as the topical World War Il ro-
mantic thriller was being rushed
through at an unusually fast pace
for a production that ended up
costing just over $1 million ($19
million today).

Oh, and the film’s composer
hated As Time Goes By so much
that he wanted to replace it.

Shooting with an unfinished
script on a tight deadline with
much behind-the-scenes rancour
has sunk countless movies. But
Casablanca - which premiered
on Nov. 26, 1942 in New York
and went into national release
on Jan. 23, 1943 - somehow be-
came a masterwork that not only
went on to the box office and
Oscar glory in its era, but over the
decades achieved a rare status
as one of the most beloved and
most quoted films ever.

Casablanca was based on an
unproduced play called Every-
body Comes to Rick’s by Murray
Burnett, a New York City high
school teacher, and a divorced
mother named Joan Allison. It
fortuitously landed on the desk
of a story analyst at Warner
Brothers on Dec. 8, 1941 - the
day after the Japanese attack
on Pearl Harbor.

The timely story was snapped
up by Hal Wallis, who had just
signed a new producing contract
that gave him unusual autonomy.
It was in theatres less than a year
later, a mind-boggling accom-
plishment even in an era when
movie studios were factories

with platoons of actors, director
and writers under contract. Cas-
ablanca went before the came-
ras with a far-from-completed
script on May 25, 1942 - after a
mad five-month scramble to
assemble what turned out to be
a perfect cast.

After first-choice director Wil-
liam Wyler didn’t respond to a
feeler, Wallis went with Warner’s
top director. Curtiz had a repu-
tation for ruthlessness and art-
istry, as well as the clout that
came from a long string of hits.
It was Curtiz who personally re-
cruited real-life refugee extras,
who shed genuine tears while
singing La Marseilles to drown
out the Nazis’ German anthem
in the most rousing of the film’s
many unforgettable scenes.

Studio chief Jack Warner sug-
gested George Raft to play the
romantically disillusioned Rick.
Instead, Wallis had the script
tailored specifically for Bogart.

The female lead in the play
was an American divorcee of
dubious morals until Casey Ro-
binson, one of the script writers,
made the inspired suggestion
she be turned into a more virtuous
European refugee. When MGM
refused to loan Hedy Lamarr out
for the part that became llsa Lund,
Wallis approached independent
producer David O. Selznick for
Bergman, a Swede he had under
contract. Selznick agreed be-
cause he felt Casablanca might
finally put her over with American
audiences after several false
starts - and it certainly didn’t hurt
for Bergman, who was not an
American citizen, to play in an
overtly patriotic movie.

When he was unable to se-
cure the services of Philip Dorn
- the Dutch actor who was Cur-
tiz’ first choice to play the under-
ground leader Victor Laszlo -
Wallis leaned on Henreid, an
Austrian Jew who had recently
scored a huge hit in the romantic
weepie Now, Voyager opposite
Bette Davis. In addition to disdain-
ing the script, Henreid scorned
the idea of playing a secondary
character, no matter how noble.
The actor’s ego was massaged
with the offer of co-star billing
with Bogart and Bergman.

As difficult as the casting was,
it was a piece of cake compared
to the script-writing process,
which continued by fits and starts
until the final scene was shot on
August 3rd - and even after.

The script was first assigned
to Julius and Philip Epstein, twin
wits credited with most of the
movie’s memorable lines. When
they were called to Washington
to work on war documentaries,
the project was taken over by
Howard Koch, an avowed liberal
who beefed up the film’s political
elements. The Epsteins returned

and tweaked some - but hardly
all - of Koch’s work. But Wallis
and Curtiz still felt the crucial love
story needed more heart, and
turned to Casey Robinson, the
studio’s top paid writer, who had
earlier written a story analysis.
Robinson joined the team - begin-
ning just five days before came-
ras started rolling - but thought
so little of the story he tumed down
a shared screen credit, which
would have eventually provided
his only Oscar.

Somehow, the seemingly
chaotic efforts of a disparate
group of writers managed to
produce what'’s still taught as a
model of cohesive storytelling
in screenwriting classes.

Conflicts continued to dog
Casablanca straight through the
shoot, and even after the came-
ras stopped rolling. There are so
many legends surrounding the
film’s chaotic genesis that not
all of them may be entirely true.

Take the famous story that As
Time Goes By only remained in
the picture because Ingrid Berg-
man’s hair was cut short for her
role in For Whom the Bell Tolls by
the time composer Max Steiner
wrote his own love theme to re-
place it. Rode and Isenberg point
to the absence of memos corro-
borating this.

“It's true that Steiner told his
wife he hated As Time Goes By,
but there’s probably no way they
could have gotten Bergman back
from location for retakes,” Isen-
berg says. “Steiner ended up
using no less than 14 different
arrangements of the song in his
score, which is one of his best
remembered."

Bergman insisted in her mem-
oirs that Curtiz told her to “play
it in between” when she asked
the director which man llsa would
leave Casablanca with. Yet Isen-
berg and Rode both point to evi-
dence that it was clear from the
outset that no matter what her
feelings for Rick, Victor would
have to be the ultimate romantic
victor. That's the way the play
ends, and Robinson had pointed
out in a memo before he officially
joined the screenwriting team
that the film just wouldn’t soar
without Rick sacrificing the love
of his life for the common good.

“The Production Code Autho-
rity would never have allowed a
married woman like llsa to go
off with Rick,” says Rode, refer-
ring to the studio’s self-censor-
ing system.

The PCA was unusually leni-
ent in other areas, though, notably
overlooking the sexual implica-
tions of Rick and llsa’s late-night
encounter where she threatens
to shoot him to obtain exit visas
and they fall into an embrace.
Curtiz cut to a shot of a phallic
airport tower and Rick smoking

what looks suspiciously like a
post-coital cigarette. Nobody,
then or now, doesn’t think that
they had a steamy reunion bet-
ween shots.

Even if it was a foregone con-
clusion that llsa would dutifully
leave for Lisbon with her husband,
the screenwriters were still strug-
gling about the exact plot machi-
nations necessary to get there.

Bogart - who may have ad-
libbed the “here’s looking at you
kid” and “of all the gin joints” lines
- was especially tense while
shooting the climactic sequence
at the airport, nearly coming to
blows with Curtiz over how his
lines should be delivered.

After Wallis calmed them down,
there were more last-minute re-
writes on the set - one of which
introduced the entirely new con-
cept that Rick would go off with
Renault and join the Free French
after llsa leaves with Victor and
Rick shoots Major Strasser. “And
that should just about cover our
expenses” was the final line
penciled into the much-revised
final shooting script.

But Wallis still wasn’t totally
happy, and a couple of weeks
later he personally came up with
Rick’s immortal rejoinder after
that: “Louis, | think this is the be-
ginning of a beautiful friendship."

Rains was 3,000 miles away
from Burbank by this point. For-
tunately, he and Bogart had tumed
their backs to the camera after the
“expenses” line, so they merely had
to call back Bogart to dub the new
line over the existing footage.

The producer was tempted to
further tinker after some audi-
ence members at a sneak pre-
view suggested a coda. He was
all set to shoot a brief new scene
with Rick and Renault fighting
with a garrison of Free French
when Selznick persuasively
argued that Casablanca was an
already perfect movie.

Jack Warner agreed. Though
planned for a summer 1943 re-
lease, he was eager to rush it out
after Allied forces invaded the
real-life Casablanca in early Nov-
ember 1942. The film opened on
Thanksgiving Day in New York,
and fuelled by the headlines and
rave reviews, was a smash hit.
There was more good luck: a
summit by Allied leaders in
Casablanca further bolstered
the film’s national opening two
months later. A year after that, it
was nominated for eight Oscars,
winning for picture, director and
screenplay.

But it took Bogart’s death on
Jan. 14, 1957 at the age of 57 -
prompting Casablanca to arrive
on TV the following year - to fully
launch a never-ending love affair
with moviegoers that is still going
strong after three-quarters of
century.

Book Review

We’ll always have
“Casablanca” - The Life,
Legend, and Afterlife of
Hollywood’s Most
Beloved Movie

Author: Noah Isenberg

Casablanca was first released
in 1942, just two weeks after the
city of Casablanca itself surren-
dered to American troops led by
General Patton. Featuring a pitch-
perfect screenplay, a classic
soundtrack, and unforgettable
performances by Humphrey Bo-
gart, Ingrid Bergman, and a deep
supporting cast, Casablanca was
hailed in the New York Times as
“a picture that makes the spine
tingle and the heart take a leap.”
The film won three Oscars, and
would go on to enjoy more revival
screenings than any other movie
in history. It became so firmly en-
sconced in the cultural imagina-
tion that, as Umberto Eco once
said, Casablanca is “not one
movie; it is movies.”

We'll Always Have Casablanca
is celebrated film historian Noah
Isenberg’s rich account of this
most beloved movie’s origins.
Through extensive research and
interviews with filmmakers, film
critics, family members of the cast
and crew, and diehard fans,
Isenberg reveals the myths and
realities behind Casablanca’s
production, exploring the trans-
formation of the unproduced stage
play into the classic screenplay,
the controversial casting deci-
sions, the battles with Production
Code censors, and the effect of
the war’s progress on the movie’s
reception. Isenberg particularly
focuses on the central role refu-
gees from Hitler's Europe played

in the production (nearly all of
the actors and actresses cast in
Casablanca were immigrants).

Finally, Isenberg turns to
Casablanca’s long afterlife and
the reasons it remains so revered.
From the Marx Brothers’ 1946
spoof hit, A Night in Casablanca,
to loving parodies in New Yorker
cartoons, Saturday Night Live
skits, and Simpsons episodes,
Isenberg delves into the ways
the movie has lodged itself in the
American psyche.

Filled with fresh insights into
Casablanca’s creation, production,
and legacy, We'll Always Have
Casablanca is a magnificent
account of what made the movie
so popular and why it continues
to dazzle audiences eighty years
after its release.

Music

The music was written by Max
Steiner, who wrote scores for King
Kong (1933) and Gone with the
Wind (1939). The song As Time
Goes By by Herman Hupfeld had
been part of the story from the
original play; Steiner wanted to
write his own composition to re-
place it, but Bergman had already
cut her hair short for her next role
and could not reshoot the scenes
that incorporated the song, so
Steiner based the entire score on
it and La Marseillais, the French
national anthem, transforming
them as leitmotifs to reflect chang-
ing moods.

Final Destination:
Bloodlines
in IMAX

Who would have thought that
a little horror movie from 2000
would still be going strong after
all these years? The original was
a genuine delight - a totally un-
predictable disaster/horror about
a young man’s premonition that
the plane that he is about to board
for a flight to Paris is about to
explode. It sprung two sequels
with a similar premise where its
young protagonists attempt in
vain to cheat death.

In 2009, the fourth in the
series is now called THE FINAL
DESTINATION, which makes
great use of 3D effects. Even
though FINAL DESTINATION 5
was not that memorable, it played
like a prequel and brought the
series full circle and now 14
years later, the latest chapter of
this superior horror boasts a
brilliant opening which is set at
the top of a newly constructed
rotating tower.

There is music, dancing and
joy before disaster of epic pro-
portions destroys everything and
years later college student Ste-
fanie (Kaitlyn Santa Juana) is
plagued by this violent recur-
ring nightmare...

This long-awaited sequel
plays with the regular format and
introduces its new characters as
the action develops. Unlike the
previous chapters they are not
featured in the prologue, which
makes it harder to identify with.
But on the plus side, it includes
effective touches, themes and
gimmicks from the previous
movies.

It may lose some of its mo-
mentum towards the end, but it
is a worthwhile trip and looks
spectacular on the giant IMAX
screen.

The Marching
Band

Emmanuel Courcol’s wonder-
ful film is one of the most cele-
brated French movies of the
year. His multi-layered screen-
play, co-written with Irene Mus-
cari, follows the story of Thibaut
(Benjamin Lavernhe), a well re-
nowned conductor, who, as fate
would have it, discovers he is
adopted and has also a brother.
He manages to track down his
younger brother Jimmy (Pierre
Lottin), who works in a factory
cafeteria and enjoys playing the
trombone for the factory’s mar-
ching band. The two brothers
have practically nothing in com-
mon apart from their passion-
ate love for music, which brings
them together in the most unex-
pected way...

This is much more than a
French BRASSED OFF - it cele-
brates music, brotherly love and
sacrifice that will touch even the
coldest of hearts.

The acting and direction are
of the highest order and are
delivered without a hint of sen-
timentality. See it before the
inevitable Hollywood remake.

Eileen Gray
And The House
By The Sea

This ambitious drama docu-
mentary by avant-garde film-
makers Beatrice Minger and
Christoph Schaub, brings to life
the story of innovative Irish
architect Eileen Gray.

E.1027 is the name of her mod-
emist villa which was built in the
1920s on the French Riviera -
the envy of Le Corbusier as well
as the whole architectural world.
Certain scenes which are filmed
on location at E.1027 in Roque-
brune-Cap-Martin work remark-
ably well, but the ones reconstruc-
ted in the studio feel stagey and
awkward.

Towards the end of the movie
there is some terrific archive
material with the real Eileen Gray
which makes one want to know
more about this unique and
groundbreaking artist.

Crossing

Swedish/Georgian director
Levan Akin follows his brilliant
AND THEN WE DANCED with
another compelling piece of
filmmaking. The action opens in
Georgia and follows the story of

Lia (Mzia Arabuli), a retired
schoolteacher who, along with
her young neighbour Achi (Lucas
Kankava), embarks on a journey
to Istanbul hoping to track down
her long-lost niece Tekla, a trans-
gender woman...

We begin this week with Terezou
Galogeri...

Yeehaw! Sean Holmes’s produc-
tion of Romeo and Juliet (Shakes-
peare’s Globe) gets the season off
to a rip-roaring start. Verona is now
cowboy country and instead of knee
breeches and beautiful dresses in
rich fabrics the two lovers have a
more Bonnie and Clyde look, and
all around them there are stetsons
and pretty petticoats. Thankfully they
don’t have Wild West accents as
that would have been a step too far.
Despite this being a tragedy, the
show brings a smile to the face and
the live musical accompaniment
featuring Polly Bolton on the banjo,
mandolin and autoharp create a ter-
rific atmosphere which goes up a
couple of notches with exuberant
line dancing at the Capulet’s ball,
during which we were half expecting
an appearance by Clint Eastwood
with a snippet of Ennio Morricone’s
unforgettable music being played.
That whistle has gone down in film
score history.

The young ebullient cast are a
winning bunch led by Lola Shalam’s
feisty Juliet, a gal of her time and
place, smitten but certainly not sub-
servient, and Rawaed Asde as a boy-
ish and playful Romeo whose topsy
turvy hormones make him bounce
with alacrity and sexual desire. In the
comedy stakes, two particular char-
acters battle to steal the comic lime-
light, beginning with Michael Elcock’s
Mercutio. Although his over the top
camp act does begin to grate - that
affected voice can be tiresome when
overplayed — he is still a scream
moving around manically as though
under the influence of energy drinks
or something far less legal. Similarly,
Jamie-Rose Monk’s Nurse is a hoot
in her own right but when in tandem
with Asde, they take the biscuit, a
real cookie couple.

And just when you're thinking that
Holmes will rein it in and bring us
back to something more akin to the
Bard and the original, he chucks ina
balcony scene that had this audience
in stitches, so much so that my com-
panion slipped off her very comfy
cushion. This craziness — Juliet ends
up in the audience — which always
pleases the Globe Groundlings — is
in complete contrast to the gruesome
ending, which is a timely reminder,
in this world of war and death, that
dying is horrid, even if these deaths
have more in common with a resur-
rection (don’t want to spoil this sur-

prise). This is a Romeo and Juliet
brimful with creativity and fun but
always mindful of that inevitable
gory ending. Just like life in the Wild
West. A big yeehaw from me!

Meanwhile, | invited myself (sign of
the times) to another “stellar” varia-
tion on a theme West End produc-
tion. Reimaginings are as ubiquitous
as Melania Trump isn't. Henrik Ibsen
doesn't strike me as an easy option
but playwright Lila Raicek takes on
My Master Builder (Wyndhams
Theatre) with passion and unflinch-
ing honesty making Michael Gran-
dage’s somewhat uneven production
an engaging watch.

It revolves around affluent architect
Henry Solness (Ewan McGregor),
a man whose grief and uncontrolla-
ble libido create a toxic situation for
Elena (Kate Fleetwood) his publisher
wife. They lost their son ten years
previously. Suspicion and intrigue
are never far away from these two
especially as she secretly lusts after
architect Ragnar (David Ajala), who
is at a party hosted by her and Henry,
another guest being Matilde, aka
‘Hilda’ (Elizabeth Debicki) who she
suspects her libidinous hubby of
sleeping with. Making up the complex
quintet is Elena’s PA Kaia (Mirren
Mack). It's a spider's web of human
entanglement.

The architectural connection is
vibrantly captured by designer Rich-
ard Kent with a gorgeous house in
the Hamptons (a summer seaside
destination for affluent New Yorkers),
which has beautiful views over the
inviting cerulean water and the 1800
Whaling Chapel, renovated by Sol-
ness, a brilliant white timber crea-
tion which is both vanity project and
metaphor for all the sexual, real or
otherwise, shenanigans. Raicek’s
writing ebbs and flows and is at its
sharpest with the women, especially
Fleetwood whose character is the
most developed and she makes full
use of the material. McGregor and
Debicki are huge talents but their
relationship at times feels implausi-
ble. They are the headline acts, so
jobs done and tickets sold. The two
lessons learned are Ibsen’s original
is far superior, though Raicek is a
fine writer, and next time I'll be more
discerning when next inviting myself
to a show.

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Filing an Application with the Immovable Property
Commission (IPC) — Conditions and Procedure

Maria Kyriacou,

The Immovable Property Commission (IPC) was established to address
property claims resulting from the Cyprus conflict of 1974. The IPC serves as a
mechanism for Greek Cypriots and other affected individuals who lost the right
to use and occupy of their properties due to the Turkish invasion. It aims to offer
a solution either through the restitution of property or compensation for the
loss or exchange.

The application to the IPC may be filed until 21 December 2025.

Conditions to File an Application with the
Immovable Property Commission (IPC)

1 The applicant must prove ownership of the property before 20th July 1974.
This can be achieved through documents such as land deeds, registration
certificates, or any other legal records demonstrating ownership.

2 No other persons have a claim in the property.

3 The property was not subject to mortgage and/or seizure
before 20th July 1974.

Procedure to File an Application with the
Immovable Property Commission (IPC)

1. Preparation of Documents:

The first step in filing an application with the IPC is to gather all the necessary
documentation. This may include:

Advocate — Senior Manager at Pyrgou Vakis Law Firm

O Certified copy of the title deed for the property
O Certified copy of the applicant’s passport or ID

O In case the applicant is a company, certified copies of the incorporation
certificate, as well as certificates of directors, shareholders, and registered
address, must be provided.

O Where the property is in the name of a deceased person, the application can
be submitted by the legal heirs of the deceased. A certified declaration listing
the names of the legal heirs must be obtained from the village chief (Muhtar)
of the village where the deceased resided. In some cases, the property must
first be transferred to the heirs before they can apply..

O Where the affidavit is sworn by a representative, a power of attorney
authorizing the representative to swear the affidavit must be provided, along
with a certified copy of the representative’s passport or identity card.

O Where the application is being made by an advocate a retainer form signed by
the applicant appointing the advocate.

2. Notification of the Decision:

Once a decision is made, the applicant will be notified in writing. The decision
may involve one of three outcomes:

O Restitution: If the property can be returned to the applicant, the IPC will
facilitate the process of transferring the title back to the original owner or
their heirs.

O Compensation: If the property cannot be returned, the applicant will receive
compensation based on the assessed value of the property at the time of
loss or its current market value.

O Alternative Compensation (Exchange): In some cases, the IPC may offer
alternative compensation, such as an exchange for another property that
may be located within the Turkish-controlled areas of Cyprus.

Conclusion

The Immovable Property Commission (IPC) provides a legal avenue for Greek
Cypriots and others who lost property during the 1974 to seek restitution or
compensation. The procedure for filing a claim requires the applicant to meet
specific eligibility criteria, prepare the necessary documents, and follow a
structured application process. By adhering to the prescribed conditions and
procedures, applicants can seek redress for their property losses, either
through the return of theirimmovable property or through compensation.

West Ham United won a Pre-
mier League game at Old Trafford
for the first time in 18 years with
a 2-0 victory over Europa League
finalists Manchester United on
Sunday thanks to goals in each
half from Tomas Soucek and
Jarrod Bowen.

While Manchester United boss
Ruben Amorim has said the May
21 Europa League final against
Tottenham Hotspur - with the
victors qualifying for the Cham-
pions League - is the team’s
focus, Sunday’s ugly loss was a
big blow in their build-up for that
game in Spain.

Eze double gives Palace

victory at ailing Tottenham
Eberechi Eze scored on

either side of halftime to give

Crystal Palace a 2-0 win at
Tottenham Hotspur on Sunday
and condemn the hosts to their
20th Premier League defeat of
the season.

Forest’s Champions League
hopes hit by draw with
Leicester

Nottingham Forest’s hopes of
securing a Champions League
spot took a massive hit when they
were held to a 2-2 draw by rele-
gated Leicester City on Sunday,
as Nuno Espirito Santo’s side fell
to seventh in the Premier League
standings.

Forest started the game slowly
and Leicester went 1-0 up when
Conor Coady reacted quickly to
score from a rebound, but their
lead lasted only nine minutes
when Morgan Gibbs-White equal-
ised with a towering header from
a free kick.

Forest stepped on the gas
after the restart and Chris Wood
gave them the lead with his 20th
league goal of the season when
he connected with a header at
the far post to make it 2-1.

But Jamie Vardy set up Facun-
do Buonanotte for a late equal-
iser and Forest could not find a
winner, leaving the home side a
point behind fifth-placed Chelsea.
Leicester remain 19th.

English teams in Europe

Tottenham will face Manchester United
in the Europa League final in hunt for
a first European title in 41 years.

Ange Postecoglou’s men navigated a tricky
semi-final second leg in Norway to reach
their sixth European final Dominic Solanke
and Pedro Porro struck in the second half to
seal a 5-1 aggregate success and confirm
an all-English showdown with United in
Bilbao on 21 May.

Postecoglou’s bold statement in Septem-
ber that he always wins silverware in his
second season. Now they are one game
away from ending their barren spell to prove
the Australian right, despite tha bad domes-
tic season.

Mason Mount ended 20 months of torment
with a brilliant second half double as Man-
chester United booked an all-English Europa
League final with Tottenham.

Mount chose exactly the right time to step
up. Beset by a succession of injuries that

have limited the England man to just 10
Premier League starts since his £55m move
from Chelsea in 2023, Mount had only been
on the pitch 10 minutes when he turned onto
Yoro’s short pass inside the Bilbao penalty
area.

It was his third United goal but there was
more to come.

After Casemiro and Rasmus Hojlund had
steered United into a winning lead, Mount
pounced on a loose ball 45 yards out and
floated a superb shot into an empty net.
The goal capped a memorable Old Trafford
night and maintained United’s unbeaten
record in the competition.

Chelsea will face Real Betis in the Confe-
rence League final after sealing a comfort-
able semi-final triumph against Djurgarden
at Stamford Bridge.

In the title clash, to be played in the Polish
city of Wroclaw on 28 May, they will meet
Manuel Pellegrini’s Betis, who beat Fioren-

tina 4-3 on aggregate after extra-time in
the other match.

It will be the eighth European final in
Chelsea’s history and a first since beating
Manchester City 1-0 to win the Champions
League in 2021.

And for current boss Maresca, it will be a
chance to secure a first trophy in his Blues
reign but also the club’s during the post-
Roman Abramovich era.

Arsenal’s bid to reach the Champions
League final ended in failure as they were
beaten by Paris St-Germain on a night of
drama at Parc des Princes.

The Gunners’ attempt to overturn a 1-0
first-leg deficit ran aground on another mag-
nificent display by PSG’s goalkeeper Gian-
luigi Donnarumma.

The ltalian, outstanding in the first leg
at Emirates Stadium, delivered a repeat
performance with a series of stunning saves
to keep Arsenal at bay early on.

He made an outstanding stop from Gabriel
Martinelli, then an even better save from
Martin Odegaard’s low long-range drive as
PSG were rocked back.

PSG cashed in to take the lead on the
night when Fabian Ruiz collected Thomas
Partey’s headed clearance to flash a 20-yard
finish past Arsenal keeper David Raya with
the help of a slight deflection after 27 min-
utes.

In thrilling encounter, Donnarumma
produced another stunning save to deny
Bukayo Saka, before Raya got in on the act
by saving Vitinha’s poor spot-kick after
Myles Lewis-Skelly was penalised for hand-
ball.

Partey was the culprit when PSG exten-
ded their lead after 72 minutes, losing pos-
session before Achraf Hakimi scored on
the turn.

Saka did finally beat Donnarumma with
an angled finish four minutes later, but it was
not enough to spark a comeback, although
he then shot over an open goal, and PSG
will now meet Inter Milan in the Champions
League final in Munich.
