Q t least 20 people were

killed and dozens more

injured on Monday in

an Israeli airstrike on a school

sheltering displaced civilians
in Gaza.

The strike targeted a school
in Gaza City’s Daraj neighbour-
hood, with medics reporting that
the victims included women and
children.

On Sunday, at least 23 Pales-
tinians were killed across the
Gaza Strip, including a local jour-
nalist and a senior rescue ser-
vice official.

The latest deaths in the Israeli
campaign resulted from sepa-
rate Israeli strikes in Khan Younis
in the south, Jabalia in the north

and Nuseirat in the central
Gaza Strip.

In Jabalia, local journalist
Hassan Majdi Abu Warda and
several family members were
killed by an airstrike that hit his
house earlier on Sunday.

On Friday, the Israeli military
said it had conducted more strikes
in Gaza overnight, hitting 75 tar-
gets including weapons storage
facilities and rocket launchers.

Israel intensified its military
campaign in Gaza in early May,
stating its objective is to disman-
tle Hamas’ military and governing
structures and secure the release
of hostages taken during the
October 7, 2023, attack.

Despite international pressure

and growing humanitarian con-
cerns - including warnings of
imminent famine that led to the
easing of some aid restrictions
- Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu said last week that
Israel intends to maintain con-
trol over all of Gaza.

According to Gaza’s media
office, Israel has seized control
of approximately 77% of the en-
clave through ground operations
and bombardments that have dri-
ven residents from their homes.

The conflict has caused wide-
spread devastation across Gaza.
More than 53,900 people - many
of them civilians - have been
killed, according to Gaza health
authorities. Nearly the entire pop-
ulation of over two million has
been displaced. Aid groups say
signs of severe malnutrition are
widespread.

Meanwhile, criticism has been
growing over Cyprus’ President
Nikos Christodoulides’ mealy-
mouthed response to the Gaza
crisis.

Commenting on criticism over
his relationship with Israel, Chris-
todoulides said “not everything
lends itself to an election cam-
paign.”

“The continuous transfer of hu-

manitarian aid to Gaza is some-
thing that cannot be obstructed
by anyone and anyone who
obstructs it is condemnable and
this is the position of the Republic
of Cyprus,” he said, adding that
Cyprus was the first country to
take a specific initiative through
Amalthia to provide humanitarian
aid to the Palestinians living in
Gaza.

The President said that he had
been accused of collaborating
with “criminals, murderers” over
his recent visit to Israel.

“Not everything lends itself to
an election campaign,” he said.

Christodoulides’ recent visit
to Israel to meet with Prime
Minister Netanyahu and footage
of him referring to the latter as
his “dear friend” with whom the
island “shares common values”
has been widely criticised at
grassroots levels.

The criticisms grew after
Cyprus failed to sign a state-
ment by 22 nations last week
urging Israel to permit full, un-
impeded flow of humanitarian
aid to Gaza, and its objection,
during an EU discussion on the
topic, to the motion to review the
bloc’s political and economic
ties with Israel.

President receives UK Parliament delegation

resident of the Republic
Pof Cyprus Nikos Chris-

todoulides received on
Tuesday a delegation of the
All-party Parliamentary Group
(APPG) for Cyprus in the UK
Parliament during which they
discussed the Cyprus issue,
the Cyprus-UK ties, the priori-
ties of the Cyprus Presidency
of the Council of the EU, as well
as EU-Turkey relations.

The delegation included Bam-
bos Charalambous, MP (Labour
— Chair APPG for Cyprus — Dele-
gation Leader) Dan Tomlinson,

MP (Labour — Vice President
APPG for Cyprus), Sir Roger
Gale, MP (Conservative — Hon-
orary President APPG for Cyp-
rus), Wendy Morton, MP (Con-
servative), Bob Blackman, MP
(Conservative), Martin Vickers,
MP (Conservative) and Christos
Karaolis, President, National Fed-
eration of Cypriots in the UK.
Government Spokesman,
Konstantinos Letymbiotis said
that "a constructive dialogue"
took place and that issues con-
cerning the Cyprus—United King-
dom relations were developed

in depth. He added that the ex-
cellent relations between the
two countries "are also demon-
strated by the fact that three
meetings have taken place bet-
ween the President of the Repub-
lic and the British Prime Minis-
ter, Keir Starmer, to date."

Referring to the discussion
with the British MPs, he said that
President Christodoulides in-
formed them about the priorities
of the Cyprus Presidency of the
Council of the EU in the first half
of 2026. He also talked about the
efforts made by the Greek Cyp-
riot side to resume the Cyprus
negotiations, the contacts of the
UN Secretary General’s envoy in
Cyprus and about “the important,
pivotal development of the ap-
pointment of Johannes Hahn as
EU Special Envoy for the Cyprus
problem.”

He added that the EU-Turkey
relations were also discussed,
as well as the interconnection of
any progress in those relations
with how it can act as a catalyst
for the resumption of negotiations
on the Cyprus issue.

Later in the day, the APPG for

Cyprus delegation had a meet-
ing with the Chairman of the
Parliamentary Committee on For-
eign and European Affairs, Har-
ris Georgiades, Committee mem-
bers Averof Neophytou, Marina
Nicolaou, Chrisis Pantelides and
Kostis Efstathiou, as well as non-
member Alexandra Attalidou.

Bambos Charalambous MP
referred to Cyprus' role as a link
between Europe and the Middle
East, while sir Roger Gale, des-
cribed Turkey's invasion and con-
tinued occupation of Cyprus as
unacceptable and referred to
opportunities for intensifying ef-
forts to resolve the Cyprus issue
through diplomatic pressure on
Turkey.

On Wednesday morning, the
delegation met with House of
Representatives President An-
nita Demetriou, followed by a
meeting in the afternoon with the
Mayor of Famagusta, Dr. Simos
loannou, and members of the
municipal council in Dherynia.

The delegation is also sche-
duled to meet with Foreign Min-
ister Dr. Constantinos Kombos
on Thursday.

Protest in solidarity
with Palestine outside
Presidential Palace

undreds gathered out-

H side the presidential
palace to express soli-

darity with the Palestinian
people and condemn both Is-
rael’s military operations in
Gaza and the Cypriot govern-
ment’s silence on the matter.
Organised by the Cyprus
Peace Council and other civil
society groups, the demonstra-
tion featured powerful symbol-
ism and impassioned speeches.
Protesters wore red-stained
clothing to represent the blood-
shed in Gaza and chanted slo-
gans like “Freedom for Pales-
tine” and “Stop the genocide.”
Tasos Costeas, president of
the Cyprus Peace Council, led
the protest, sharply criticising
Cypriot authorities for failing to
denounce what he described
as Israel’'s “monstrous crimes.”
He cited recent attacks, includ-
ing the killing of ten children in
a single family and an airstrike
on a school sheltering refugees.
Addressing President Nikos
Christodoulides, Costeas urged

him to “at least listen to the
sound of bombs raining down
on starving children in Gaza.”

Former Foreign Minister
Erato Kozakou Marcoullis ac-
cused the government of be-
traying Cyprus’ values by stay-
ing neutral. She warned that
Cyprus risks losing credibility
on human rights and intern-
ational law.”

A representative of the Pal-
estinian community in Cyprus
urged governments to stop sup-
porting Israel militarily and po-
litically, labelling the war on
Gaza “the largest genocide of
the 21st century.”

An Israeli doctor representing
the NGO “Physicians for Human
Rights — Israel” said: “The mas-
sacre of 8 October was used as
a pretext for crimes that shame
us all,” she said.

The protest concluded with
calls for immediate humanitar-
ian aid to Gaza and renewed
demands for Cyprus to adopt a
clear stance in line with interna-
tional human rights standards.

Four people injured in
Liverpool parade crash

our people remain in
F critical condition after a

car drove into a crowd of
Liverpool fans during a Premier
League title celebration in the
city centre, Mayor Steve Rothe-
ram confirmed on Tuesday.

The incident occurred on
Monday in a packed area of
central Liverpool as supporters
gathered to celebrate the team’s
league triumph. Police said the
event appeared to be isolated
and not terror-related but have
yet to explain how the driver
managed to access the res-
tricted parade route.

Dramatic footage shared
online shows a grey people
carrier moving through the
crowded, vehicle-free street,

striking several people - some
of whom were thrown into the
air or trapped beneath the
vehicle.

When the car eventually
stopped, onlookers surrounded
it, smashing its windows as
police rushed in to shield the
driver from the angry crowd.

Authorities  reported that
20 people were treated at the
scene, while 27 - among them
children - were taken to hospi-
tal for further care.

Prime Minister Keir Starmer
condemned the incident, say-
ing: “Scenes of joy turned to
utter horror and devastation. My
thoughts, and the thoughts of
the entire country, are with those
affected.”
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President presents action plan for
repatriation of Cypriots in London

C yprus President Nikos
Christodoulides presen-
ted last Wednesday eve-
ning, during an event in London,
an action plan for the repatriation
of Cypriots who excel abroad
that focuses on four key areas.

Over 750 people, mainly
young Cypriots living and work-
ing in the UK, including scien-
tists, students and professionals,
participated in person, while more
than 2,000 people followed the
event online.

The event was co-organised
by the Presidency of the Repub-
lic, Invest Cyprus, and the Cyprus
Chamber of Commerce and In-
dustry (CCCI).

The President underlined that
“Cyprus is changing and it needs
all of you,” noting that “whether
you choose to return or to con-
tribute from wherever you are,
your contribution holds special
significance for us and for Cyp-
rus.”

The action plan for the repatri-
ation of Cypriots who excel
abroad has been developed in
collaboration with the relevant
ministries and focuses on four key
areas, aiming to facilitate the
return and reintegration of Cyp-
riots living overseas.

The four main pillars of the
plan include enhancing tax incen-
tives, creating a digital informa-
tion portal, developing a talent
and job-matching platform and
implementing holistic support for

family reintegration including
faster naturalisation processes,
access to education for children,
Greek language lessons, and
tools for social integration.

As regards the tax incentives,
it concerns expanding criteria and
increasing the tax exemption
cap for those who have remained
abroad for seven years after
completing their studies, thereby
broadening the pool of beneficia-
ries. These new provisions will
operate alongside the existing
50% exemption scheme for those
who have lived outside Cyprus
for 15 years or more.

In his speech, the President of
the Republic mentioned, among
other things, that Cyprus has
already become a destination
for talented people.

“More than 35,000 highly
qualified professionals from third
countries and of course thousands
of our compatriots live and work
in Cyprus today - many in sectors
such as Information and Commu-
nication Technologies, financial
technology, the pharmaceutical
industry and clean technology.
They are in our country because
Cyprus (beyond the sun and sea)
offers a competitive, stable, qua-
lity and safe environment for a
professional to live, work and
grow,” he noted.

He said that “our productive
model has now become dynamic,
has expanded and is oriented
towards the future”, adding that

it is founded on a strong re-
search and innovation ecosys-
tem and that universities,
Centres of Excellence and other
research centres, start-ups and
multinational companies coope-
rate with each other.

Cyprus, he added, is already
among the strong innovators
according to the European
Innovation Scoreboard, while it
ranks 40th worldwide in the
start-up ecosystem, according
to the latest global ranking by
StartupBlink, with a growth rate
of 28%.

“At the same time, Cyprus is
increasing its diplomatic foot-
print both regionally and interna-
tionally. We are a reliable partner
in the European Union with a
role and say in what is happening
in Brussels. A pillar of security
and stability in the Eastern Medi-
terranean and the wider Middle
East. A country that builds, with
actions and not words, bridges
of cooperation”, Christodoulides
also said.

The President also cited spe-
cific data demonstrating the pos-
itive outlook of the Cypriot econ-
omy, namely a 3.4% growth in
2024, one of the highest in the
EU.

“‘Unemployment has de-
creased to 4.9%, real wages are
increasing, public debt is now
below 66% of the GDP, while the
country has been upgraded to
Category A by all international

rating agencies,” he noted.

During the event, two themed
roundtable discussions took
place. Later, the President of the
Republic responded to questions
from participants.

The event was attended by
senior executives from 20 major
companies, which presented
employment opportunities avail-
able in Cyprus.

In a press release, the CCCI
referred to a “remarkable suc-
cess” of the inaugural event of
the national Brain Gain Initiative
“Minds in Cyprus”, noting that
more than 600 Cypriot profes-
sionals based in the United King-
dom attended in response to
the joint invitation of the Presi-
dency of the Republic of Cyprus,
the CCCI and Invest Cyprus
“underscoring both their keen
interest in returning home and
the strength of the Cypriot eco-
nomy in attracting high calibre
talent.”

“The success of this landmark
event marks the launch of a con-
certed effort to turn Brain Drain
into Brain Gain, laying a strong
foundation for the initiative’s
forthcoming actions,” the CCCI
said.

It added that opening remarks
were delivered by Evgenios Ev-
geniou, Chairman of Invest Cyp-
rus, and Phanos Theofanous,
President of the «Cypriots in the
City» network. “Both speakers
highlighted Cyprus’ sustained
economic growth and the strate-
gic importance of attracting top
tier professionals to establish
the island as a leading regional
business hub,” it noted.

The press release further
added that the programme con-
cluded with the panel “Why |
Went Back: Stories of Return,
Belonging and Impact,” during
which six successful returnees
shared their personal journeys of
reintegration into the Cypriot busi-
ness ecosystem, offering practi-
cal insights and advice to pros-
pective repatriates.

Christodoulides meets

with UK Prime Minister

yprus President Nikos
C Christodoulides met with

Prime Minister Sir Keir
Starmer last Wednesday at the
latter’s official residence at 10
Downing Street in London.

According to a statement from
the presidential office, the two
leaders engaged in discussions
on “issues related to relations
between Cyprus and the UK” as
well as on “current regional and
international developments.”

They also addressed the
broader context of UK-Euro-
pean Union relations, especially
in light of the “historic summit”
held last Monday, and in antici-
pation of Cyprus assuming the
rotating presidency of the Coun-
cil of the European Union during
the first half of next year.

Last Monday’s summit marked
a significant moment in UK-EU
relations, as the UK began taking
initial steps toward renewed co-
operation with the bloc following
its 2020 departure. Agreements
were signed focusing on defence
and trade matters.

President Christodoulides also
updated Prime Minister Starmer
on the European Union’s recent
appointment of Austrian diplomat
Johannes Hahn as special envoy
for the Cyprus issue, as well as
his upcoming meeting with the
UN envoy, Maria Angela Hol-
guin.

This meeting was the third
between Christodoulides and

Starmer within the past nine
months. Christodoulides had
previously visited Starmer in
London in October, while in Dec-
ember, Starmer became the
first sitting British Prime Minister
since Ted Heath in 1971 to visit
the Republic of Cyprus and
meet the president.

Christodoulides described
Starmer’s visit as “historic” and a
“clear proof of our strong will to
work together, to enhance our
bilateral relationship in defence,
security, investments, trade, edu-
cation, technology and on all
levels.”

Hahn’s appointment was offi-
cially announced last week, with
the European Commission stat-
ing that he will “report to Presi-
dent (Ursula) von der Leyen and
contribute to the settlement pro-
cess within the UN framework
in close cooperation with the
UN secretary-general (Antonio
Guterres’) personal envoy on
Cyprus, Maria Angela Holguin.”

The Commission emphasized
that this appointment “under-
lines the commission’s commit-
ment to the reunification of
Cyprus, with the aim of ensuring
a functional and viable compre-
hensive settlement in accordance
with the relevant UN Security
Council resolutions and in line
with the principles, values, and
legislation of the EU.”

NOTICE OF DESIGNATION OF AN AREA FOR ADDITIONAL LICENSING
Section 56, Housing Act 2004

The London Borough of Enfield (“The Council”) in exercise of its
powers under section 56 of the Housing Act 2004 (“the Act”) hereby
designates the entire area of its district, as subject to Additional
Licensing as described at paragraph 4. The designation applies to all
Houses in Multiple Occupation (“HMQOs”) that are occupied under a
tenancy, or a licence as described at paragraph 5.

CITATION, COMMENCEMENT AND DURATION

1. This designation will be known as The London Borough of Enfield
Designation of an Area for Additional Licensing of Houses in
Multiple Occupation 2025. The Designation is made on 12 March
2025 and shall come into force on 1 September 2025."

2. The designation shall cease to have effect on 31 August 2030 (not
more than five years) or earlier if the Authority revokes the scheme
under section 84 of the Act.

AREA TO WHICH THE DESIGNATION APPLIES

3. This designation shall apply to the entire area of the London
Borough of Enfield as delineated and edged red on the map annex
A below.

APPLICATION OF THE DESIGNATION

4. The designation applies to all Houses in Multiple Occupation
(“HMOs”) as defined by section 254 of the Act that are occupied by
3 or more persons comprising 2 or more households as defined in
Annex B, within the area described at paragraph 1 unless:

a. the house is an HMO that falls within the nationally prescribed
category of HMO that is required to be licensed as a ‘mandatory
HMO'’ under section 55(2)(a) Part 2 of the Act?;

b. the house is subject to an Interim or Final Management Order
under Part 4 of the Act;

c. the house is subject to a temporary exemption under section 62
of the Act;

d. the house is an HMO that is a building or part of a building that is
not an HMO for the purposes of licensing under Part 2 of the Act®
as defined in Annex C/Schedule 14 of the Act; or.

e. itis a building converted into self-contained flats but does not meet
the standards of conversion required by the Building Regulations
1991, and where less than two thirds of the flats are owner
occupied to which Section 257 of the Housing Act 2004 applies.

EFFECT OF THE DESIGNATION

5. Subject to sub paragraphs 4(a) to (e) above, every HMO of the
description specified in that paragraph in the area specified in
paragraph 3 shall be required to be licensed under section 61 of the
Act.

6. The designation falls within a description of designations in relation
to which the Secretary of State has issued a General Approval
under section 58 of the Act, namely, The Housing Act 2004:
Licensing of Houses of Multiple Occupation and Selective Licensing
of Other Residential Accommodation (England) General Approval
2024 which came into force on 23 December 2024.

7. The London Borough of Enfield will comply with the notification
requirements contained in Section 59 of the Act and shall maintain
a register of all houses registered under this designation, as
required under section 232 of the Act.*

All landlords, managing agents or tenants within the designated area
should obtain advice to ascertain whether their property is affected by
the Designation.

Upon the designation coming into force a person commits an offence
under section 72(1)-(2) of the 2004 Act, if they are a person having
control of or managing a HMO which is required to be licensed under
this Additional Licensing Designation but is not so licensed or allows
a licensed property to be occupied by more households or persons
other than as authorised by a licence, is liable to prosecution and

on summary conviction is liable to an unlimited fine. A person who
breaches a condition of a licence (s72(3)) is liable upon on summary
conviction to an unlimited fine.

The Council may, as an alternative to prosecution, impose a financial
penalty of up to £30,000 per offence. Further, where an offence has
been committed, an application may also be made by the Council and/
or tenant under the provisions of section 73 and 74 of the Housing Act
2004 for a Rent Repayment Order. The Council may also make an
Interim Management Order, add any relevant offences on a database
of rogue landlords, or to a banning order.

Republic of Cyprus in Europe
where its citizens can enjoy their
homes and rebuild the trust
between its people - This is the
main message of the letter sent
by the Board of British Cypriots
to the Personal Envoy of the UN
Secretary-General on Cyprus,
Ms. Maria Angela Holguin Cuél-
lar, ahead of her meetings with
President Christodoulides and
Turkish Cypriot leader Ersin
Tatar.

In this context, the Board calls
on Ms. Holguin Cuéllar to inten-
sify her efforts in line with the UN
resolutions - namely, a bizonal,

bicommunal federation, so that
the path toward a sustainable
and just solution may open, as
they characteristically emphasize.

The members of the Board,
most of whom, as they underline,
live as refugees following the
Turkish invasion of 1974, express
cautious optimism about the
prospect of reunification of their
suffering homeland. At the same
time, they highlight the sacrifices
they made, leaving behind their
properties and lives in cities such
as Kyrenia, Morphou, Karpasia,
and Famagusta. As they stress,
despite the passing years, the
desire for return and reunifica-
tion remains alive.

The letter concludes with a

symbolic wish: that the UN envoy
herself will be the first to visit a
free and reunited Cyprus after
decades of division.

The Board of British Cypriots
is an organisation that promotes
Cypriot interests in the decision-
making centres of London and
aims to deepen bilateral rela-
tions. It has occasionally addres-
sed similar letters to high-rank-
ing officials of the British govern-
ment, such as Foreign Secretary
David Lammy, as well as others
involved in the issue, such as the
Chair of the House of Commons
Foreign Affairs Committee, MP
Emily Thornberry.

The letters are accompanied
by historic photographs by Doros
Partasides, depicting the tragedy
of the missing persons, the Green
Line, Famagusta, and Nicosia
Airport.

Who we are

Since the very beginning, we have had the best for Cyprus and
the Cypriot diaspora at our core. Our actions are and always will
be for the interest of Cyprus and its people.

It is second nature for us to promote ‘Cypriotness’ as we live
and breathe it day in day out. Geographically, Cyprus is in itself an
area of outstanding beauty; almost any district, town and village
has its own charming aesthetic. The island also produces products
of outstanding quality and it is our mission to ensure that it is seen
by the rest of the world. We do our utmost to educate all in the
field to consider themselves ambassadors of Cyprus, wherever
they may be! Our aim is to push the field of ‘Cypriology’ and realign
Cyprus’ rightful place on the gastronomical map, as well as under-
standing the sensitive cultural landscape.

Understanding the importance of this progression, but ultimately
never giving up the cultural traditions that have made us who we
are as a people.

Background

The festival was born out of the necessity of the Cypriot com-
munity in London to be able to share a piece of the motherland
with their fellow Cypriots and as a way of sharing their culture with
the communities of London. Known then as the Great Bazaar,
held in the car park of the Cypriot Community Centre, Wood Green,
somewhat resembling the market places of Cyprus. Unsurprisingly,
the popularity of this event grew, with more and more companies
participating, providing a greater variety representing the diversity
of Cypriot businesses of the times.

The Great Bazaar expanded into the building of the Cypriot
Community Centre, slowly developing with the industry and pro-
fessions of the community and eventually outgrew the centre. The
pioneering spirit of the committee made the bold decision to relo-
cate the event to the monumental Alexandra Palace.

Firmly established at Alexandra Palace's West Hall, the event
became a favourite with British Cypriots nationwide and developed
with the demands of the community moving into the field of enter-
tainment. It began forging a new identity, as the community pros-
pered, so too did the event, combining business acumen with live
entertainment. Performers from Cyprus and Greece began to en-
tertain audiences creating a duality of purpose, daytime became
an exhibition and the evenings morphed into a concert.

With links to Cyprus growing, more and more wine and associ-
ated products were produced and imported on a large scale and
British Cypriot companies grew, many becoming household names.

As the event grew, so did the popularity of the performing artists,
drawing much attention both in London and the wider Cypriot com-
munities of the UK, but also on the international stage.

The event grew from strength to strength, even outgrowing the
West Hall. In 2002, we hosted Michalis Violaris and Dimitris Fanis
and the security of Alexandra Palace had to shut the box office for
health and safety because the crowd exited the amount allowed.
As a result, we had no choice but to move to the Great Hall in
2003, with bigger crowd capacity.

The Great Hall of Alexandra Palace hosted a list of top singers:
Pantelis Thalassinos in 2003, Constantia 2004, Zig Zag 2005,
Glykeria & 4Tune 2006, Evi Kapatai 2007, Sarbel in 2008 (box
office shut), Stelios Dionysiou in 2009, Glykeria and Sarbel in
2010, Evi Kapatai and Stavros Konstantinou in 2011, Keti Garbi in
2012, Eurovision winner Helena Paparizou in 2013, Despina Vandi
in 2014, Anna Vissi in 2015 with the final act at Alexandra Palace
being the legendary maestro George Dalaras in 2016!

Demand from the exhibitors grew and outdoor space became a
desired element, but with changing legislation limiting further de-
velopment, the Cyprus Wine Festival and Business Exhibition
began to look for a new home.

The new home had to be a place the community felt a connection
to, something still accessible with equal indoor and outdoor spaces.
Having researched many locations in and around the fringes of
London, it became evident that there was only one option that
possessed all of those qualities and that would be the old Pickets
Lock, now known as the Lee Valley Athletics Centre.

This was the first time the event moved outside the London Bo-
rough of Haringey, moving to its new home in Enfield. Thus in
2017, the newly rebranded Cypriot Wine Festival & Business Expo
was hosted at the then state-of-the-art Lee Valley Athletics Centre.
Although it took some adjusting and a very strong from ‘Ally Pally
to Lee Valley’ marketing campaign, we had an 11,000 strong at-
tendance, with some of our festival goers listing it as the best fes-
tival we've ever hosted, having one of the community's favourite
Greek singers, ‘To Kalitero Pedi' Yannis Ploutarchos!

With the new branding, new home and the success of the pre-
vious year, Konstantinos Argiros made his London debut in 2018,
with Peggy Zina performing centre stage in 2019. All the necessary
preparations were made and the plan was underway to host the
2020 event, but unfortunately due to the Coronavirus pandemic,
we had no choice but to cancel the event. From 2019, we have
been keeping up to date with the latest trends, trying to adjust and
adapt the event as best we can. It is of course difficult to prepare
for the unknown and despite our contingency plans, 2020 and
2021’s event was not permitted to take place.

The community embraced the Cypriot Wine Festival & Business
Expo (CWF & BE) and made it the biggest event organised by
Cypriots outside Cyprus. What helps is low entrance fee that gives
the opportunity to all the community to participate, providing an in-
dividual with the opportunity to see and enjoy a top recording artist
and on top of that, to go home with a goody bag!

Although it has been a struggle to carry on doing that, we some-
how managed it. To achieve that financially has not been easy,
sometimes with a little profit, sometimes with a little loss. Even
though we have paid exhibitors and entrance tickets, that is not
enough; it is made possible by the donations/sponsorships that
we get from various ministries of the Cypriot Government, from
companies and individuals in the UK, and the untold contribution
that the volunteers make year in, year out.

Our last event at Lee Valley Athletics Centre took place in 2022

where we hosted both Nikos Kourkoullis and Kelly Kellekidou over
the Queen’s Platinum Jubilee Bank Holiday, but unfortunately other
factors came into the equation and the search began for a new
venue. Thankfully we rediscovered The Decorium, and in 2024,
different sections of the venue hosted different elements of the
festival in all the indoor suites, and maximising the outdoor space
to include a food court and kids zone area. This year promises to
be very exhibiting, having the event open for three days, from
Friday 6th until Sunday 8th June, launching with an exclusive tra-
ditional Cypriot evening featuring Antri Karantoni! On top of this,
we have an exciting lineup for both Saturday and Sunday with
Christos Menidiatis back in the capital by popular demand, and
Marianna Papamakariou making her debut UK performance!

This truly does promise to bring back the community to its heart
and showcase our ‘Cypriotness’ to the ever growing inhabitants of
the Wood Green area.

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Inventions and
Innovations

ncient Greek civilization contributed signifi-
Acantly to human progress through various in-
wventions and innovations across multiple fields.

The ancient Greeks are often credited with building
the foundations upon which all western cultures are
built, and this impressive accolade stems from their
innovative contributions to a wide range of human
activities, from sports to medicine, architecture to
democracy.

Like any other culture before or since, the Greeks
learnt from the past, adapted good ideas they came
across when they met other cultures, and developed
their own brand new ideas. Here are just some of
the ways ancient Greeks inventions have uniquely
contributed to world culture, many of which are still
going strong today.

Columns & Stadiums

Just about any city in the western world today has
examples of Greek architecture on its streets, espe-
cially in its biggest and most important public build-
ings. Perhaps the most common features invented
by the Greeks still around today are the Doric, lonic,
and Corinthian columns which hold up roofs and adorn
facades in theatres, courthouses, and government
buildings across the globe. The Greeks used these
architectural orders primarily for their temples, many
of which are still standing today despite earthquake,
fire, and cannon shots - the Parthenon, completed in
432 BC, is the biggest and most famous example. The
colonnaded stoa to protect walkers from the elements,
the gymnasium with baths and training fields, the
semi-circular theatre with rising rows of seats, and
the banked rectangular stadium for sports, are just
some of the features of Greek architecture that any
modern city would seem strange indeed without.

Human Sculpture in Art

Greek innovations in art are perhaps seen most
clearly in figure sculpture. Previous and contemporary
ancient cultures had represented the human figure in
a simple standing and rather static pose so that the
people represented often looked as lifeless as the
stone from which they were carved. Greek sculptors,
though, inched towards a more dynamic result. In the
Archaic period, the stance becomes a little more re-
laxed, the elbows a little more bent and both tension
and movement are thus suggested. By the Classical
period statues have broken away from all convention
and become sensuous, writhing figures that seem
about to jump off the plinth. Greek sculpture and art,
in general, began a preoccupation with proportion,
poise, and the idealised perfection of the human
body that was continued by the Romans and would
go on to influence Renaissance art and many sculp-
tors thereafter.

Democracy & Jury System in Law

One of the big ideas of the Greeks was that ordinary
citizens should have an equal say in not just who
governed them but also how they governed. Even
more importantly, that input was to be direct and in
person. Consequently, in some Greek city-states,
5th-4th-century BC Athens being the most famous
example, citizens could actively participate in govern-
ment by attending the public assembly to speak,
listen, and vote on issues of the day. The Athenian
assembly had a physical capacity of 6,000 people,
and one can imagine that on many days only the most
enthusiastic of the demos (people) would have tumed
up but when the big issues were on the table the
place was packed. A simple majority vote won the
day and was calculated by a show of hands.

On top of this already startling idea of direct demo-
cracy, all citizens could, and indeed were expected
to, participate in government by serving as magis-
trates, jurors, and any official post they were capable

of holding. Further, anyone seen to abuse their public
position, which was usually only for a temporary term
anyway, could be kicked out of the city in the secret
vote known as ostracism.

Part and parcel of the democratic apparatus was
the jury system - the idea that those accused of crimes
were judged by their peers. Nowadays a jury system
usually consists of twelve people but in ancient Athens,
it was the entire assembly and each member was
picked at random using a machine known as the
kleroterion. This device randomly dispensed tokens
and if you got a black one then you had to do jury
service that day. The system made sure that nobody
knew who would be the jurors that day and so could
not bribe anyone to influence their decision.

Engineering & Mechanical devices

The Romans might have grabbed all the accolades
for best ancient engineers but the Greeks did have
their own mechanical devices which allowed them to
move massive chunks of marble using the block and
tackle, winch, and crane for their huge temples and
city walls. They created tunnels in mountains such as
the one-kilometre tunnel in Samos, built in the 6th
century BC. Aqueducts was another area the Greeks
were not lacking in imagination and design, and so
they shifted water to where it was most needed; wa-
termills, too, were used to harness nature's power.

Perhaps the area of greatest innovation, though,
was in the small-scale production of mechanical de-
vices. The legendary figure of Daedalus, architect of
King Minos' labyrinth, was credited with creating life-
like automata and all manner of mechanical wonders.

Handy Greek devices included the portable sundial
of Parmenion made from rings, the water alarm clock
credited to Plato which used water dropping through
various clay vessels which eventually caused air pres-
sure to sound off a whistle-hole, Timosthenes' anemo-
scope to measure the wind direction, and the hydraulic
organ of Ktesibios. Then there was the odometer which
measured land distances using a wheel and cogs,
the suspended battering ram to provide more punch
when breaking down enemy gates, and the flame-
thrower with a bellows at one end and a cauldron of
flammable liquid at the other which the Boeotians
used to such good effect in the Peloponnesian War.

Mathematical Reasoning & Geometry

The subject of maths for the Greeks was insepa-
rable from philosophy, geometry, astronomy, and
science in general. The great achievement in the field
was the emphasis on deductive reasoning, that is
forming a logically certain conclusion based on the
reasoning of a chain of statements. Thales of Miletus,
for example, crunched his numbers to accurately pre-
dict the solar eclipse of May 28, 585 BC, and he is
credited with calculating the height of the pyramids
based on the length of their shadow. Undoubtedly, the
most famous Greek mathematician is Pythagoras with
his geometric theorem which still carries his name -
that in a right triangle the square of the hypotenuse is
equal to the squares of the short sides added together.

Medicine

The early Greeks considered iliness a divine punish-
ment, but from the 5th century BC a more scientific
approach was taken, and both diagnosis and cure be-
came a lot more useful to the patient. Symptoms and
cures were carefully observed, tested, and recorded.
Diet, lifestyle, and constitution were all recognised as
contributing factors to disease. Treatises were written,
most famously by the 5th-4th-century BC founder of
western medicine Hippocrates. A better understand-
ing of the human body was achieved. Observation of
badly wounded soldiers showed, for example, the
differences between arteries and veins, although dis-
section of humans would only come in Hellenistic as

times. Medicines were perfected using herbs; celery
was known to have anti-inflammatory properties,
egg-white was good for sealing wounds, while opium
could provide pain relief or work as an anaesthetic.
While it is true that surgery was avoided, Greek doctors
had begun the long road of medical enquiry which
is still being pursued to this day.

Olympic Games

Sporting competitions had already been seen in
the Minoan and Mycenaean civilisations of the Bronze
Age Aegean, but it was in Archaic Greece that a
sporting event would be born which became so pop-
ular and so important that it was even used a refer-
ence for the calendar. The first Olympic Games were
held in mid-July in 776 BC at Olympia in honour of
the Greek god Zeus. Every four years, thereafter,
athletes and spectators gathered from across the
Greek world to perform great sporting deeds and
win favour with the gods. The last ancient Olympics
would be in 393 AD, after an incredible run of 293
consecutive Olympiads.

There was a widely respected truce in all conflicts
to allow participants and spectators to travel in safety
to Olympia. At first, there was only one event, the
stadion - a foot race of one circuit of the stadium in
which some 45,000 all-male spectators gathered to
cheer on their favourite. The event got bigger and
bigger over the years with longer footraces added to
the repertoire and new events held such as the dis-
cus, boxing, pentathlon, wrestling, chariot racing,
and even competitions for trumpeters and heralds.

Specially trained judges supervised the events
and dished out fines to anyone breaking the rules.
The winners received a crown of olive leaves, instant
glory, perhaps some cash put up by their hometown,
and even immortality, especially for the winners of
the stadion whose name was given to that particular
games. The Olympic Games were revived in 1896 AD
and, of course, are still going strong, even if they have
another thousand years to go to match the longevity
of their ancient version.

Philosophy

The great Greek thinkers attacked all of the ques-
tions that have ever puzzled humanity. Figures such
as Socrates, Plato, and Aristotle in the 5th and 4th
century BC endlessly questioned and debated where
we come from, how we have developed, where we
are going to, and should we even be bothering to
think about it all in the first place. The Greeks had a
branch of philosophy to suit all tastes from the grin-
and-bear-it Stoics to the live for the minute, live simply
and live happily Epicureans. In the 6th century BC,
Anaximander provides the first surviving textual refe-
rence of western philosophy and he considered that
“the boundless” was responsible for the elements -
so we have still not made very much progress since
that statement.

Collectively, all of these thinkers illustrate one com-
mon factor: the Greek's desire to answer all questions
no matter their difficulty. Neither were Greek philoso-
phers limited to theoretical answers as many were
also physicists, biologists, astronomers, and mathe-
maticians. Perhaps the Greek approach and contri-
bution to philosophy, in general, is best summarised
by Parmenides and his belief that as the senses can-
not be trusted, we must apply our minds to cut through
the haze of superstition and myth and use whatever
tools at our disposal to find the answers we are look-
ing for.

Science & Astronomy

As in the field of philosophy, Greek scientists were
keen to find solutions which explained the world
around them. All manner of theories were proposed,
tested and debated, even rejected by many. That the
earth was a globe, that the world revolved around
the sun and not vice versa, that the Milky Way was
composed of stars, that humanity had evolved from
other animals were just some of the ideas the Greek
thinkers floated around for contemplation. Archime-
des in his bath discovered displacement and cried
“Eureka!”, Aristotle developed logic and classified
the natural world, and Eratosthenes calculated the
circumference of the globe from the shadows cast by
objects at two different latitudes. Once again, though,
it was not the individual discoveries that were im-
portant, it was the general belief that all things can
be explained by deductive reasoning and the careful
examination of available evidence.

Theatre

It was the ancient Athenians who invented theatre
performance in the 6th century BC. Perhaps origina-
ting from either the recital of epic poems set to music
or rituals involving music, dance and masks to honour
the god of wine Dionysos, Greek tragedies were first
performed at religious festivals, and from these came
the spin-off genre of Greek comedy plays. Performed
by professional actors in purpose-built open-air thea-
tres, Greek plays were popular and free. Not only a
fleeting pastime performance, many of the classic
plays were studied as a staple part of the education
curriculum.

In the tragedies, people were engrossed in the
twists presented on familiar tales from Greek mytho-
logy and the no-win situations for the heroic but
doomed characters. The cast might have been very
limited but the chorus group added some musical
oomph to the proceedings. When comedy came
along, there was fun in seeing familiar politicians,
philosophers, and foreigners lampooned, and play-
wrights became ever more ambitious in their pre-
sentations, with all-singing, all-dancing chorus lines,
outlandish costumes, and special effects such as ac-
tors dangling from hidden wires above the beautifully
crafted sets. As in many other fields, the entertainment
industry of today owes a great debt to the ancient
Greeks.

This remarkable true story fol-
lows Raynor (Gillian Anderson)
and Moth (Jason Isaacs), a mar-
ried couple, who embark on a
630-mile trek along the striking
Comnish, Devon and Dorset coast-
line following some devastating
news. Moth is diagnosed with a
terminal illness and soon after
they lose their home which forces
them to begin this challenging
but healing adventure...

It is beautifully performed by
Gillian Anderson in one of her best
roles of recent years and Jason
Isaacs playing against type the
fragile Moth. Their performances
are perfectly complemented by
the stunning scenery, which also
acts as a major character in this
inspirational true story superbly
photographed by Helene Louvart,

the MOTEL DESTINO cinema-
tographer.

It is a touching film about the
fighting spirit and the unbending
instinct for survival and is sensi-
tively directed by Marianne El-
liott.

he Royal Philharmonic
I Orchestra (RPO), con-
ducted by Vasily Petren-
ko, continued their ‘Lights in
the Dark’ season at The Royal
Albert Hall on Sunday afternoon
with an eclectic programme of
Strauss, Sibelius and Stravinsky,
a programme of firsts. Petrenko
is a tall and athletic figure con-
ducting in an effusive and dem-
onstrative style, and it became
a totemic feature of the concert.
First up on a blustery afternoon
in Kensington, Richard Strauss’
epic tone poem Don Juan. The
RPO gave a convincing reading
of this work of dazzling brilliance,
immense tenderness gradually
fading away before Don Juan
willingly puts himself in the way
of his adversary’s sword finish-
ing with three pianissimo chords.
Such romantic melodies and
19th century romanticism leav-
ing the audience fighting back
the tears and noticeably moved.
Next up, the Violin Concerto in
D minor op 47, Sibelius’s tribute
to his love affair with the violin
- his wife recounted him playing
delightful melodies through the
night. The world is awash with
talented musicians and award-
winning violinist Maxim Venge-
rov stood and played like the vir-
tuoso that he is, honouring Sibe-
lius’ inventiveness and creative
quality with a tone and colour
making an exquisite sound in
the acoustics of the Hall.
After the interval, a vibrant and
energetic rendering of Stravin-
sky’s Firebird saw Petrenko
ablaze with emotion, shoulders
shimmying for cross rhythms,
hands like claws to depict the
Firebird and almost begging to
get a surge of volume from the
RPO in the final chord. He drew
out sound right to the very last
chord surely reminiscent of the
opening in 1910, the year in which
this work became an overnight
sensation. For this, the orchestra
had swelled to include 3 harps,
a celeste and brass players dot-
ted around the choir area for
dramatic effect. Awonderful and
inspiring concert of firsts — a first
ballet for Stravinsky, a first (and
only) violin concerto for Sibelius
and a first hit for Richard Strauss.
With the BBC Proms around the
corner this has whetted the ap-
petite for the RPO’s two perfor-
mances there in August and
September.

Equally strong and
giving the dominant male coun-
terpoint include the always im-
pressive Robert Glenister as
Sir George Crofts, a malevolent
schemer who is a picture of pri-
vileged arrogance. Kevin Doyle is
a hoot as the blunderbuss Rev-
erend Samuel Garner and both
Reuben Joseph (Frank Gardner)
and Sid Sagar (Mr Praed) deliver
excellent cameos.

| was slightly confused by

The story behind the Frappé (Greek iced coffee)

Frappé dates back to the 1957 International Trade Fair in Thessa-
loniki, Greece. The representative of the Nestlé company, Yannis
Dritsas, was exhibiting a new product for children, a chocolate bev-
erage produced instantly by mixing it with milk and shaking it in a
shaker. Dritsas' employee Dimitris Vakondios was looking for a way
to have his usual instant coffee during his break but he could not find
any hot water, so he mixed the coffee with cold water and a shaker.
This improvised experiment established this popular Greek bever-

age.

Frappé has been marketed chiefly by Nestlé and is among the
most popular drinks in Greece. However, Freddo espresso and
Freddo cappuccino have replaced it as the top selling iced coffees.

Frappe is available in three degrees of sweetness, determined
by the amount of sugar and coffee used.

1) "Glykos” - SWEET, 2 teaspoons of coffee and 3 teaspoons of

sugar.

2) “Métrios” - MEDIUM, 2 teaspoons of coffee and 2 teaspoons

of sugar.

3) “Skétos” - PLAIN, 2 teaspoons of coffee and no sugar.

Know your nutrients - Part 2

e previously covered
the topic on how eat-
ing natural and whole-

some, without preservatives,
sugars and fats, can help main-
tain a healthy body weight with-
out the need of counting calories,
providing one remembers to eat
when actually feeling hungry and
stop when feeling near full.

We also stated the importance
of exercise and keeping fit in order
to speed up the metabolism so
you can enjoy more food without
worrying about gaining weight,
and how eating a balanced diet
ensures we get all the nutrients
(protein, carbohydrates and fats)
needed.

This article looks at the impor-
tance of minerals and then we
will follow with the complexity of
vitamins.

The name 'minerals' is given to
the elements which are found in
the body apart from hydrogen,
carbon, hydrogen, oxygen and
nitrogen. Those most present
are calcium and phosphorus;

other minerals that are necessary
are potassium, sulphur, chlorine,
magnesium, fluorine, iron, sodium,
manganese, copper and iodine.
The body uses minerals for nor-
mal working of the body, as body
building material for bones and
teeth, for making the cells of the
body for muscles, liver, nerves,
brain etc. They are also used for
making body fluids, blood, diges-
tive juices, perspiration and the
clotting of blood during bleeding.

Calcium is needed for strong
bones and teeth, keeping mus-
cles in good working order and
the clotting of blood. It is found in
milk, yoghurt, cheese, bones of
sardines and salmon, hard water,
eggs and green vegetables, in
some calcium-fortified foods like
cereals, fortified plant based milks,
almond, soy, rice milks, firm and
extra firm tofu made with calcium
sulphate, nuts and seeds. Bread
and other baked products made
with fortified flour can contribute
to calcium intake.

Calcium depletion in the body

can be caused by a very low
body weight, excessive alcohol,
more than 4 glasses a day of caf-
feine-containing drinks like cola,
energy drinks, coffee, and to a
lesser extent, tea.

Phosphorous is used for
making strong bones and teeth;
it enables the body to obtain en-
ergy from food and helps in the
making of cells of the body and
especially of nerves of the brain.
It is found in most foods, espe-
cially milk, cheese, liver, kidney,
fish, meat, eggs and bread.

Phosphorous deficiency can
lead to loss of appetite, muscle
weakness, bone pain and risk of
infection, brittle bones and gum/
tooth problems, and kidney prob-
lems. Excessive calcium can hin-
der phosphorus absorption, while
a deficiency in magnesium or
vitamin D can also affect phos-
phorus.

Iron is used for making Hae-
moglobin, the red colour in blood.
Haemoglobin is needed to carry
oxygen in the blood to the tissues

so that fuel foods can be burnt
to provide energy.

Special needs will be expec-
tant and nursing mothers, babies
over 6 months, and girls/women
when they are losing blood dur-
ing their menstrual cycle.

Iron is found in foods like beef,
lamb, pork, chicken, turkey, egg
yolk, watercress, kidney, liver,
dried fruit, bread, red kidney
beans, chickpeas, peas, pista-
chios, cashews and cherries.

Iron deficiency can result in
feeling tired or faint, getting
anaemia, pale skin and heart
problems.

lodine is used for the proper
working of the thyroid gland
which controls physical and men-
tal growth. It is found in water,
sea fish, onions, watercress and
iodised salt.

Too little iodine and babies

can be deformed physically and
mentally. People may have an
enlarged thyroid gland (Goitre).

Sodium is used for all body
fluids to enable muscles to work
properly. Itis found in salt, bacon,
kippers and cheese.

Sodium deficiency can result in
muscle cramps, headache, tired-
ness and sickness. Salt is lost
from the body through perspira-
tion and urine, therefore in hot
weather and intense physical
activity, replenishing this sodium
is essential for the extremely
active.

Fluorine is used for forming
healthy teeth and bones. It pre-
vents and reverses early tooth
decay and remineralizes and
strengthens tooth enamel. It is
found in some fluoridated drink-
ing water, fish and shellfish
(particularly those eaten with

bones), shrimp, crab, canned
salmon, sardines, gelatine,
black tea, fruit such as apples,
watermelon, strawberries, ba-
nanas, cherries and grapes,
raisins, spinach, potatoes and
nuts.

Fluoride deficiency can result
in tooth decay, cavities leading to
tooth pain, infections and loss.
Excessive fluoride can cause a
condition called skeletal fluoro-
sis in which fluoride builds up in
the bones. This can eventually re-
sult in joint stiffness, pain, weak
bones or fractures in older adults.

Find a good balance and watch
what you eat for a great working
body!

win from pole position on
Sunday and slashed McLaren
team mate Oscar Piastri’s For-
mula One lead to three points in
a race without overtaking and
more strategy than speed.
Ferrari's Charles Leclerc
finished runner-up in the home
race he won last year, with
Piastri third and Red Bull’'s Max
Verstappen fourth — all four fin-

ishing in the order they started.

“This is what | dreamed of
when | was a kid, so | achieved
one of my dreams,” said Norris
of his first win in the principality.

Drivers played a waiting game,
with Verstappen holding off his
final stop until giving up the lead
on the penultimate lap and those
behind biding their time while
keeping out of trouble.

Norris held his nerve, knowing
victory would come to him with-

out any overtaking required if he
just stayed in line, and lapped all
but four cars.

The win was the Briton’s
second in eight races - the other
coming in the Australian sea-
son-opener in March - as well
as McLaren’s first in the sport’s
blue-riband race since Lewis
Hamilton in 2008.

“Monaco baby!,” Norris shouted
over the radio as the chequered
flag finally fell.

“The last quarter was stress-
ful with Leclerc behind and Max
ahead but we won in Monaco,”
said the McLaren driver, who
provided a frisson of excitement
at the start when he locked up
slightly at the first corner in a puff
of tyre smoke.

Ferrari’s Hamilton was fifth,
the seven-times world champion
claiming back two of the three
places he lost in a post-qualifying
demotion, with Racing Bulls’ Isack
Hadjar sixth and Haas’s Esteban
Ocon seventh. A great event.

Licensing successful
for all First Division
clubs in Cyprus

ccording to a statement
Aby the Cyprus Football

Association, the clubs
which have successfully passed
the review process and secured
their licenses for the 2025-2026
season are: AEK Larnaca, AEL
Limassol, Anorthosis Famagusta,
APOEL , Apollon Limassol, Aris
Limassol, Ethnikos Achna, Omo-
noia Nicosia, Paphos FC, Omo-
noia Aradippou, E.N. Paralimni,
Olympiakos Nicosia, FREEDOM
24 E.N. Ypsonas, and Akritas
Chlorakas, which will compete

in the 2025-2026 First Division
Championship.

Similarly, the women’s teams
Apollon. Lakatamia FC, Omonia
Nicosia and Aris Limassol have
secured licenses.

The information submitted by
the clubs regarding legal, social
responsibility, sporting criteria,
financial, administrative, and
infrastructure were examined.

At the request of UEFA, the
expenses of the players’ repre-
sentatives and the financial in-
formation of each First Division
club for the year 2024 were pub-
lished for purposes of full trans-
parency and information.

Regarding the stadiums that
have been declared by the First
Division clubs, it is added that
they have been approved, pro-
vided that their operating license
is renewed by the Stadium Licen-
sing Authority, which expires on
June 30, 2025.
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anchester City and
Chelsea both secured
their Champions League

places with victories on the final
day of the Premier League sea-
son and Newcastle United joined
them despite stumbling to a de-
feat at home to Everton on Sun-
day.

Outgoing champions City,
whose season has been one to
forget, only really required a draw
at Fulham but cruised to a 2-0
victory which meant they fin-
ished in third place.

Enzo Maresca's Chelsea, who
began the day in fifth place - the
last spot for Champions League
qualification - won 1-0 at seventh-
placed Nottingham Forest to fin-
ish fourth.

Newcastle will be breathing a
sigh of relief as their 1-0 defeat
by Everton could have opened
the door for Aston Villa to climb
above them. But Villa went down
2-0 at Manchester United to end
in sixth place and take a spot in
the Europa League.

Villa, who would have nudged
out Newcastle with a draw, had
goalkeeper Emiliano Martinez
sent off when it was 0-0 and
were furious at having a Morgan
Rogers goal disallowed shortly
before Amad Diallo gave the
hosts the lead.

City ended up with 71 points,
Chelsea on 69 and Newcastle on
66 points, the same as Villa, but
with a better goal difference.

Villa will have to content them-
selves with a Europa League
spot while Forest, who still had

hopes of a top-five finish going
into the last day, will go into the
UEFA Conference League.

Champions Liverpool signed
off a memorable campaign with
a 1-1 home draw against Crystal
Palace in a party atmosphere
at Anfield with Mohamed Salah
equalising after Ismaila Sarr had
given FA Cup winners Palace an
early lead. Salah’s 84th-minute
effort was his 29th league goal
of the season to equal Andy Cole
and Alan Shearer’s record of 47
goal involvements in a Premier
League campaign.

Runners-up Arsenal, who end-
ed 10 points behind Liverpool,
beat bottom club Southampton
2-1 away thanks to a late winner
by captain Martin Odegaard.
Southampton set an unwanted
Premier League record of 30
defeats in a season.

Brighton brought Europa
League winners Tottenham down
to earth with a bump as they won
4-1in north London to finish eighth,
but that will not be good enough
to secure a European place.Tot-
tenham finished the league sea-
son in 17th place, their worst per-
formance since being relegated
in 1977.

Manchester City have failed
to win a major trophy for the first
time since 2017. llkay Gundo-
gan’s overhead kick put them in
front and an Erling Haaland
penalty sealed the victory.

Itis the first time City have fin-
ished outside the top two in the
Premier League since the 2016-
17 season.

Chelsea faced a daunting trip
to Forest’s City Ground but got
the job done to put the club back
into the Champions League for
the first time in three seasons.
Levi Colwill broke the deadlock
in the 50th minute when Forest
defender Neco Williams strug-
gled to head the ball clear and
Pedro Neto was there to poke
the ball across goal for Colwill
to tap into the empty net.

It proved enough as Forest,
who won only one of their last
five games, struggled to find a
reply.

Newcastle, who ended a 70-
year domestic trophy drought
by beating Liverpool to win the
League Cup earlier in the sea-
son, went down to a Carlos Al-
caraz goal at St James’ Park.
They were spared though by
Villa’s result.

A final day largely devoid of
drama had loads of it at Old Traf-
ford as Villa missed out on a re-
turn to the Champions League
after reaching the quarter-finals
this season.

Villa’s cause was not helped
when Martinez charged out of his
goal in first-half injury time and
barged striker Rasmus Hojlund
to the ground and was sent off.
Against the run of play, Rogers
appeared to have netted Villa a
crucial goal 18 minutes from time,
but referee Thomas Bramall
ruled that he had fouled United
goalkeeper Altay Bayindir before
slotting home.

Furious Villa’s mood worsened
after Diallo immediately headed
the hosts in front down the other
end, before Christian Eriksen’s
penalty, in his last game for Uni-
ted, ensured they ended the sea-
son on a high.

Ruben Amorim’s side ended
the season in 15th place, their
lowest finish since they were
relegated in 1974.

West Ham finished above Uni-
ted after ending campaign with
a 3-1 win at Ipswich Town.

Victory means under-fire
head coach Ange Postecoglou
has fulfilled a promise to deliver
silverware in his second season
at Spurs. Postecoglou, who said
he would “never be a clown” in
his pre-match address, brought
smiles and unbridled joy to the
faces of the 15,000 official, and
many unofficial, Tottenham fans
in Bilbao’s San Mames Stadium.

Victory may not save Poste-
coglou from a Spurs exit in the
coming weeks. But the Australian
will leave as a hero after joining
Bill Nicholson and Keith Burkin-

In addition to following the
lead of Newcastle and Crystal
Palace in making this a season
of glory for clubs who rarely win
trophies, Tottenham are also set
to benefit from a £100m windfall
after qualifying for next season’s
Champions League.

As had to happen in a battle
between the two lowest-placed
teams ever to contest a Euro-
pean final, for the losers, there
was no silver lining.

coach Ruben Amorim will send
his side into the final Premier
League game of the season
against Aston Villa on Sunday
with huge questions over his
ability to make them competitive
following their worst season
since the 1973-74 relegation
campaign.

Amorim enjoys the backing of
the ownership but his decision
to pick Mason Mount ahead of
Alejandro Garnacho in an attack-
ing role did not work. And with
skipper Bruno Fernandes un-
usually subdued, United lacked

back into the game once they
had fallen behind.

They came close to an equa-
liser with a Rasmus Hojlund
header, following Guglielmo Vi-
cario’s error, that was acrobati-
cally cleared off the line by
Micky van de Ven.

Vicario then made a dramatic
late save to keep out Luke
Shaw’s header.

Arsenal win Womens UEFA
Champions League trophy

tina Blackstenius scored the winner as
SArsenaI stunned European giants Barce-

lona to win their first Women’s Champions
League title in 18 years.

The Sweden international took one touch before
firing the ball past goalkeeper Cata Coll from 10
yards after being played in by a superb pass from
fellow substitute Beth Mead.

Arsenal had been pitted as underdogs going
into the match, with Barcelona having won three
of the past four European titles.

The victory reaffirms Arsenal’s status as one of
Europe’s elite, echoing the achievements of those
in 2007 when the Gunners enjoyed countless
glory days.

Barcelona, boasting two-time Ballon d’Or
winners Aitana Bonmati and Alexia Putellas
in their line-up, have dominated club football in
recent years but struggled to make their mark in
a pulsating final in Lisbon.

The defending champions were rattled initially
when defender Irene Paredes poked the ball into
the back of her own net in the first half, only for
Frida Maanum to be ruled offside in the build-up
after a video assistant referee (VAR) check.

Further chances came and went for Arsenal with
Maanum again causing problems, testing goal-
keeper Coll with a fierce effort from the edge of
the box.

Barcelona began to find more space and Ewa
Pajor’s cross-shot was deflected onto the cross-
bar shortly after the break.

Ona Batlle hit a powerful strike from distance
and Pajor had efforts inside the box but the
Arsenal defence held firm, throwing every part
of their bodies in front of goalbound shots and
quietening the vociferous Barcelona support in
Portugal.

This will go down as one of the greatest nights
in Arsenal’s illustrious history — and perhaps the
first of many successes under manager Renee
Slegers’ tenure.
