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t least 24 Palestinians
Awere killed and dozens

more injured by Israeli
fire near a food distribution
site in southern Gaza on Tues-
day, according to local health
officials, in a tragic escalation
of violence around humani-
tarian operations.

The lIsraeli military said its
troops fired at individuals who had
strayed from designated access
routes near the Rafah distribu-
tion centre, adding that an inves-
tigation into the incident is on-
going.

The deaths occurred just
hours after Israel reported three
soldiers killed in combat in north-
ern Gaza, part of a prolonged
military campaign against Hamas
that has devastated large parts
of the territory.

The U.S.-supported Gaza
Humanitarian Foundation (GHF),
which began distributing aid last

week in an effort to ease severe
hunger across the war-torn en-
clave, said it delivered 21 truck-
loads of food on Tuesday and
claimed the operation at the
Rafah site was carried out
"safely and without incident."

However, the situation on the
ground paints a different picture.
Tuesday's casualties follow a
series of deadly incidents near
aid sites. On Sunday, at least 31
people were reportedly killed,
and on Monday, three more were
fatally shot while seeking aid, ac-
cording to Palestinian and inter-
national officials.

Israel has denied targeting
civilians and labelled some ca-
sualty reports as "fabrications"
by Hamas. On Tuesday, the IDF
said its forces encountered "a
number of suspects" approaching
them outside approved routes.
Troops fired warning shots, then
fired again when the individuals

did not retreat.

U.N. Secretary-General Anto-
nio Guterres said he was "ap-
palled" by the reports and called
for an independent investigation.
The UN human rights office
stated Tuesday that intentionally
obstructing access to food or aid
in Gaza could amount to a war
crime, describing attacks on civi-
lians seeking aid as “unconscio-
nable.”

The GHF suspended opera-
tions on Wednesday, citing secu-
rity concerns, and urged Israel
to take further steps to ensure
civilian safety beyond the im-
mediate vicinity of its distribution
centres. The group requested
clearer guidance for civilians, bet-
ter foot traffic control near mili-
tary perimeters, and enhanced
training to prevent escalation.

“Our top priority remains
ensuring the safety and dignity
of civilians receiving aid,” said a
GHF spokesperson. Meanwhile,
an Israeli military representative
warned civilians to avoid areas
around GHF sites, labelling them
“‘combat zones.”

The U.N. Security Council
was expected to vote Wednes-
day on a resolution demanding
a ceasefire and expanded hu-
manitarian access across Gaza,
where aid has only trickled in
following Israel’s lifting of an 11-
week blockade.

“It is unacceptable. Civilians
are risking - and in many cases
losing - their lives just trying to
get food,” said UN spokesperson
Stéphane Dujarric, condemning

the current aid model supported
by the U.S. and Israel as “a recipe
for disaster.”

The GHF, established just a
week ago, claims to have distri-
buted over seven million meals
from three so-called secure sites.
Its interim executive director,
John Acree, urged other humani-
tarian actors to collaborate with
the group, saying, “Work with us
and we will get your aid delivered
to those who are depending on
it.”

However, the UN and major
humanitarian organisations have
refused to engage with the GHF,
arguing its approach lacks neu-
trality and effectively militarizes
aid. The GHF relies on private
American security and logistics
firms to run its operations.

This latest episode under-
scores the growing desperation
in Gaza, where all 2.1 million res-
idents are believed to be at risk
of famine. The UN has repeatedly
blamed both Israeli restrictions
and rampant lawlessness for ob-
structing aid efforts, while Israel
accuses Hamas of diverting sup-
plies - a claim the group denies.

The war, now in its second
year, erupted after Hamas mili-
tants killed around 1,200 people
and kidnapped 250 during an
October 7, 2023 attack on Israel.
In response, Israel launched a
military campaign that has so far
claimed the lives of over 54,000
Palestinians, according to Gaza
health authorities, who do not
differentiate between civilians
and combatants.

More pensioners to receive winter fuel payments this year

ritish Chancellor Rachel
B Reeves announced on
Wednesday that a greater
number of pensioners will re-
ceive winter fuel payments
starting this winter, following
a government reversal on ear-
lier plans to cut the benefit.
The payments, valued bet-

ween £200 and £300, help older
citizens cover heating costs
during the colder months.

Cuts to the scheme were
introduced shortly after Prime
Minister Keir Starmer’s Labour
government took office in July
2024. The move was widely cri-
ticised and seen as a contribu-

ting factor to the party’s recent
losses to Nigel Farage’s Reform
UK in local elections, where
Reform also overtook Labour in
national polling.

Starmer signalled a reversal
of the cuts last month, but there
had been uncertainty over the
timeline.

Speaking at a press conference
in northwest England, Reeves
confirmed, “People should be in
no doubt that... more people
will get winter fuel payment this
winter.”

She added that the govern-
ment’'s improved handling of pub-
lic finances and stronger eco-
nomic conditions had made the
change possible.

“But we have also listened to
the concerns that people had,”

she said.

Reeves had previously defe-
nded the cuts as necessary to
stabilise the economy and target
support more effectively, avoid-
ing payouts to wealthier indivi-
duals who didn’t need them.

Under the revised policy, more
pensioners will now qualify for the
payments. However, Pensions
Minister Torsten Bell clarified that
the benefit would not be made
universal.

“Is there any prospect of a
universal winter fuel payment?
The answer is no,” Bell told a
parliamentary committee, stres-
sing that extending payments
to millionaires “wasn’t a good
idea.”

“But we will be looking at
making more pensioners eligi-
ble,” he added.

July meeting aims to
restart Cyprus talks

he upcoming informal

I meeting on Cyprus, set

for July, is intended to

mark a decisive step toward

resuming negotiations, Gov-

ernment Spokesperson Kon-

stantinos Letymbiotis said on
Tuesday.

He also condemned Turkish
Cypriot leader Ersin Tatar’s at-
tempt to politicize criminal pro-
secutions related to the usurpa-
tion of Greek Cypriot property
in the occupied north, calling
such efforts “unfounded and
dangerous.”

Speaking at the Presidential
Palace, Letymbiotis empha-
sized the importance of ongo-
ing diplomacy by UN Secretary-
General's Personal Envoy Maria
Angela Holguin Cuellar. He re-
ferred to her meetings with
Greek Foreign Minister George
Gerapetritis and Turkish For-
eign Minister Hakan Fidan, and
noted she will also travel to
London and Brussels before re-
tuming to Cyprus. He said Nico-
sia remains in contact with
Athens and EU Special Envoy
Johannes Hahn, whose role he
described as potentially “deci-
sive and catalytic.”

Letymbiotis reiterated that
property usurpation is a criminal

offense under Cypriot law and
that prosecutions are handled
independently by the judiciary.
Linking such legal actions to
political dialogue, he said, un-
dermines human rights and dis-
tracts from efforts to restart ne-
gotiations. Calls for halting pro-
secutions, he added, were both
“‘unfounded and dangerous,”
and the executive branch does
not interfere in judicial matters.

Letymbiotis stressed that dia-
logue is vital for resolving the
Cyprus issue, provided there
is sincere political will from the
Turkish Cypriot side. He ac-
knowledged the October “elec-
tions” in the north are a factor
but insisted there is no time to
waste. The Greek Cypriot side,
he said, is preparing intensively
for the July multilateral meeting,
which offers an opportunity to
address core issues.

“There is a shared objective
across the international commu-
nity - substantive progress,”
Letymbiotis said, emphasizing
that any return to negotiations
must be grounded in interna-
tional law, human rights, and the
principles of democratic gover-
nance.

Tourists urged

to follow

warnings after Etna eruption

uthorities are urging
tourists to pay close
attention to safety advi-

sories before attempting to
ascend Mount Etna, following
an eruption that forced hikers
to flee.

Footage from Monday cap-
tured dozens of people quickly
descending a trail as a thick
plume of ash billowed from the
volcano on Sicily’s eastern side.

Despite warnings issued ear-
lier that day due to signs of in-
creased volcanic activity, many
hikers still ventured up the moun-
tain, according to Salvo Cocina,
head of Sicily’s Civil Protection

Department.

“There was a major explosion
and a crater collapse, but fortu-
nately it occurred in an uninhab-
ited area,” Cocina said.

He noted the challenges of
restricting access to the volcano,
saying, “You can’t fence it off.”

The hikers, who had climbed
to around 2,700 meters, ap-
peared well-equipped, and Co-
cina acknowledged the need to
balance safety with visitors' in-
terest in exploring the site.

No injuries were reported, and
by Tuesday, the volcano’s acti-
vity level had been reduced to
the standard “yellow” alert.

resentatives of the Guarantor

Powers".

"During my visit to Cyprus, |
had positive meetings with both
leaders who expressed their will-
ingness to making progress on
the concrete initiatives, agreed
in Geneva, that they considered
feasible and to the benefit of all
Cypriots. We also discussed the
broader developments on the
island, including the question of
property. | believe that by building
genuine trust we can pave the
way for a positive outcome from
the informal broader meeting in
July," she stressed.

She noted that in a trilateral
format, she also reviewed "in
greater details the progress
made thus far with the represen-
tatives of the two leaders, Mr.

"Being able to discuss these
issues jointly represents a con-
structive way to start building
trust. | look forward to continuing
with these engagements to find
common and workable solutions
to the issues that affect the lives
of all Cypriots," she pointed out.

She also met with the co-chairs
of the Environment and the Cul-
tural Heritage Technical Commit-
tees. "l wish to highlight the great
value of their efforts to implement
meaningful initiatives such as the
restoration of cemeteries, which
represent a significant humani-
tarian effort that will touch the soul
and hearts of so many affected
families throughout the island,"
she said.

Holguin continued noting that
she also had the opportunity of
meeting with the presidents of
the Chambers of Commerce
"which represent an example of
joint work to find practical ways
to address common challenges
and to identify new opportunities
for the benefit of all Cypriots."

Portuguese police begin new
search for Madeleine McCann

ortuguese authorities
P have launched a renewed

search for Madeleine
McCann in the Algarve, the re-
gion where the British toddler
vanished in 2007. The operation,
which began at the request of
German investigators, was an-
nounced Monday by Portugal’s
Judicial Police (PJ).

In an official statement, the PJ
said the search is being con-
ducted under a European Inves-
tigation Order issued by prosecu-
tors in Braunschweig, Germany.
In 2022, German officials formally
named Christian Brueckner, a
German national, as a suspectin
McCann'’s disappearance.

The PJ confirmed that a broad

range of investigative actions,
including the execution of search
warrants, would take place bet-
ween June 2 and 6 in the Muni-
cipality of Lagos. Any evidence
collected during this period will be
handed over to Germany’s Fede-
ral Criminal Police Office (BKA).

According to reports from CNN
Portugal and Germany’s Bild, the
search is centred on an area bet-
ween Praia da Luz - a civil parish
within Lagos - and a residence
previously occupied by Brueck-
ner at the time of McCann’s dis-
appearance 18 years ago.

The UK’s Metropolitan Police
stated it is aware of the BKA-led
operations in Portugal, noting that
while its officers are not on the

ground, they stand ready to sup-
port international partners if
needed.

In June 2020, German autho-
rities declared that Madeleine
McCann was presumed dead
and identified Brueckner as
the primary suspect. Brueckner,
however, denies any involve-
ment and has not been formally
charged in connection with the
case.

Currently imprisoned in Ger-
many, Brueckner is serving a sen-
tence for the rape of a 72-year-
old woman in the same Algarve
region. He also has prior convic-
tions for child abuse and drug
trafficking.

The last major search for
McCann occurred in May 2023,
when police examined an inland
reservoir in the Algarve, but no
evidence was found.

Russia and Ukraine
reach deal on new

POW swap

R ussia and Ukraine an-
nounced on Monday that
they had reached an
agreement during peace talks to
carry out another exchange of
prisoners of war and to return the
remains of 12,000 fallen soldiers.
The two sides held discussions
in Istanbul, Turkey, in what marked
only the second round of such
negotiations since March 2022.
The meeting lasted less than
an hour.

Turkish President Tayyip Erdo-
gan described the encounter as
highly positive and expressed
hope of facilitating a summit in
Turkey that would bring together
Russian President Vladimir Putin,
Ukrainian President Volodymyr
Zelenskiy, and former U.S. Presi-
dent Donald Trump. However, no
progress was made toward se-
curing a ceasefire, which Ukraine,
its European allies, and the United
States have all urged Russia to
accept.

Russia has reiterated its desire
for a long-term resolution rather
than a temporary halt to the con-
flict, while Ukraine insists that
Putin has no genuine interest in
peace.

Kremlin aide Vladimir Medin-
sky, who leads the Russian dele-
gation, said Moscow had pre-
sented Kyiv with a detailed me-
morandum outlining conditions
for a full ceasefire. He also noted
that Russia had proposed a limi-
ted ceasefire lasting two to three

days in specific areas of the
front lines to allow for the retrie-
val of fallen soldiers' remains.

Both countries agreed to return
the bodies of 6,000 dead soldiers
to each other. Additionally, they
confirmed plans for another large-
scale prisoner exchange, follow-
ing a previous swap on May 15
in which 1,000 captives from each
side were released.

Ukrainian Defence Minister
Rustem Umerov, who led Uk-
raine’s delegation, said that the
upcoming prisoner exchange
would prioritize severely wound-
ed individuals and young people.
He also confirmed that Russia
had submitted a draft peace
agreement to Ukraine, which
Kyiv would examine alongside
its own proposed terms.

Umerov stated that Ukraine
hopes to hold further talks before
the end of June, but believes that
only a direct meeting between
Zelenskiy and Putin can address
the core issues dividing the two
countries.

Meanwhile, Andriy Yermak,
Zelenskiy’s chief of staff, said
Ukraine had requested the return
of a list of children it claims were
forcibly deported to Russia. Mos-
cow insists the children were
evacuated for their safety and
not taken unlawfully. Medinsky
acknowledged that Ukraine’s list
includes 339 names, but claimed
the children were "rescued," not
abducted.

Dangerous
Animals

Just when you thought it was
safe to go back to the cinema and
watch another shark movie, here
comes Sean Byrne’s brilliant sur-
vival horror which turns the genre
on its head and defies all expec-
tations.

ondon’s annual Flamenco
LFestivaI is back, marking

its 20th anniversary with a
two-week celebration of dance
and music. Last night Sotira Ky-
riakides witnessed something
very special...

The work of Andalusian dan-
cer and choreographer Manuel
Linan (Sadler’s Wells) has been
highly praised for some time,
often in language so superlative
that | thought it impossible the
performance of Muerta de Amore'
could match my expectations. It
turned out to be the most extra-
ordinary, sustained flamenco
performance of over one and a
half hours! From the moment the
lights came on and flamboyant-
ly dressed male dancers in black
exploded across the stage -
accompanied by fast, wild, song
and guitar - | became immersed
in the big emotions and sponta-
neity that inspires the art of
flamenco. Anticipation overwhel-
med, the pleasure immense.

The choreography and cos-
tume in this performance sub-
verted the male/female drama
that is at the core of traditional
flamenco, expressing instead ‘a
homage to love and its conse-
quences’, rewarding in its en-
compassing breadth of desire
and passion. The dancers used
their breath as rhythm, linking in
with that of guitar and percus-
sion, their shadows cast across
the luminous rose-pink back-
drop. | was overwhelmed by the
cantaora’s voice, weighty, chok-
ingly emotional, shaking me up,
her physical presence a match
for her penetrating vocals

‘Muerta de Amore'transformed
into a flamenco opera, as the very
human story of love and lust un-
folded in a dramatic combination
of cante, dance and theatre. Com-
pafnia Manuel Linan possess the
inner force, the soul of flamenco.
This is their artistic heritage from
Andalucia and one they wholly
possess. Be quick to see some
of this remarkable festival, the
best annual showcase for fla-
menco in London.

Meanwhile | uncovered a
musical story of a different type.
The essence of Elephant (Me-
nier Chocolate Factory) is a
love story. At the tender age of
seven, Lylah is swept off her feet
when a piano came “through the
sky...swinging like some kind
of pirate ship” and landed in her

council flat. She was smitten.
Years later as she becomes more
aware of how her working-class
background and mixed-race roots
have impacted her life the piano
becomes an instrument of sol-
ace and historical importance
coming to represent a symbol of
colonialism and empire. Where
did she come from? Why is she
here? This may sound like a
cliché and a well trodden path but
the play, written and performed
by Anoushka Lucas, is anything
but. It is a no-nonsense tale of
a shared history full of passion
and she is a wonderfully engag-
ing storyteller.

Her stage presence and char-
isma draw us in and her descrip-
tion of the first time she set eyes
on her musical lover, which re-
volves as Lucas plays (Lucas is
also a singer/composer), set the
scene for ensuing relationships,
including Leo, a drummer drip-
ping in privilege and meeting
record company bigwigs to talk
about an album deal. Nothing
really goes according to plan and
reflections on life at a posh lycée
and gaining an Oxford degree
seem to have been a blessing
and curse in equal measure.
Opportunities aplenty but con-
flicted by what she is and what
they expect her to be.

Accentuating these key
moments in her life are videos
by Gillian Tan which project a
childlike scribble on the floor,
and some superbly effective
lighting (Laura Howard) and
sound (Xana) which react to her
words, be they spoken or sung,
all of which create an ethereal
and enchanting atmosphere.

Explore Cyprus’ seven glorious wine routes

making needs no further proof than its claim

to the world’s oldest named wine still in
production - that of Commandaria, proclaimed by
Richard the Lionheart as the “wine of the kings and
the king of the wines.” And whilst the same ancient
grape varieties are still cultivated; and the same
villages produce wine in the old, traditional ways,
the island’s wine industry has also vastly modern-
ised, progressed and expanded. Whether you're
a connoisseur, or a simple lover of the drink that
locals once worshipped as the ‘nectar of the Gods’,
you will delight in discovering a host of charming
wineries and wine growing regions along seven
glorious wine routes.

The island’s longstanding tradition of wine-

Commandaria Wine Route

The route through 14 Commandaria villages
goes back to 1192 AD when the knights of St. John
were perfecting the production of the world’s first
named wine. The sweet wine took its identity from
the place it was mainly produced — ‘La Grande
Commanderie’ — which is the area now known as
Kolossi. So famed was Commandaria that it even
won in the first recorded wine tasting competition
— the ‘Battle of the Wines’ — which took place in the
13th century, and was held by the French king
Philip Augustus.

Indigenous Mavro (red) and Xynisteri (white)
grapes are picked late in the season and dried in
the sun to intensify their natural sweet flavours, giv-
ing the drink its distinctive taste. The dried grapes
are then pressed, with the run-off collected and
fermented in tanks or huge earthenware jars —
much like those used in bygone times.

There are four wineries on this route, and a visit
to the region is not complete without stopping by
the refurbished wine press of Laneia, which has
been maintained throughout the centuries, and
serves as a reminder of the land’s glorious wine-
making past.

Diarizos Valley Wine Route
Unassuming in status, but breathtakingly lush, the

Diarizos Valley wine route passes 14 hilly villages,
with an opportunity to visit just two — yet significant
— wineries that are placing the area firmly on the
island’s wine-producing map.

Situated at a lower altitude than the other main
winegrowing areas, the wines produced in the area
are remarkable. Climbing upwards, you will come
across 18 different types of vines, with the predo-
minant being that of the local Mavro (red) grape
variety.

Krasochoria of Limassol Wine Route

Located on the southern slopes of the Troodos
mountain range, nowhere else in Cyprus can such
a great presence of wineries be found! Collectively,
the villages are known as ‘Krasochoria’, which is
comprised of the two Greek words for ‘wine’ and
‘villages’ — a name that tells the story of its rich
winemaking history in itself.

The route is outstanding; a dry climate combined
with a unique geology results in first-rate wines,
made mostly from the local grape varieties Xynisteri
(white) and Mavro (red), as well as some imported
varieties, including Cabernet Sauvignon, Mataro,
Grenache and Syrah among a total of 23 different
varieties.

Atotal of 20 charming, unspoilt villages comprise
this route with 16 wineries between them.

Laona — Akamas Wine Route

Situated in the north-western shores of Cyprus,
quaint villages and wineries invite you to visit their
windswept vineyards, where you will discover the
indigenous Xynisteri (white) grape variety that grows
in a climate tempered by the sea breeze.

The wines produced here are cool yet solid, with
a fine aroma and among the best white wines pro-
duced on the island. When it comes to red wine, the
region also produces some of the best, thanks to
the rare and ancient grape variety of Maratheftiko.

Mountainous Larnaca —Nicosia Wine Route
Passing through 10 villages, the route takes in

three wineries, quaint museums and workshops.

Even though it is outside of the traditional wine re-

gions, there are active winemakers here who have
planted vineyards with the white varieties of Assyr-
tiko, Malvasia Aromatica, Chardonnay Xynisteri and
Sauvignon blanc, and the red varieties of Marathef-
tiko, Cabernet and Merlot — ensuring their fast
integration into the island’s winemaking portfolio.

Pitsilia Wine Route (Routes)

A cluster of 11 villages and two of the most well-
known wineries (in Pelendri) are included in the
‘Nom d’Origine’ Pitsilia — an area that spreads
around the mountain peaks of Madari, Papoutsa,
and the north-western part of Machairas. Here, the
altitude secures a more slow and effortless grape
maturity, whilst the arid and sloping earth forces
the vines to huddle together and produce richer
wines.

Classic local grape varieties continue to have
a dominant presence amongst the vineyards of
Pitsilia, with smatterings of the rare and ancient red
variety of Maratheftiko. The grapes grown at these
highest points are taken to two local winemakers
for the production of excellent vintages.

Vouni Panagias — Ambelitis Wine Route

In the western part of the island, east of the
Paphos mountainous area, the route unfolds at an
altitude of 800 metres to offer an unparalleled
wine experience.

The 10 wineries of the route are diverse and
produce white wines of particular fineness in
aroma and lightness of body, thanks to the local
Xynisteri (white) grape variety that predominantly
grows here. Hints of green apple, peach and apri-
cot characterise the white wines of the area, whilst
the ancient — and rare — red Maratheftiko grapes
are enriched by red fruit, violets and roses.

You will also discover 27 varieties of grape vine,
of which there is an impressive showing of Carig-
nan Noir and Cabernet Sauvignon. The villages on
this route also produce some of the best wines of
the indigenous Mavro (red) variety, thanks to the
relatively high altitude and a mild climate, which
benefit the vines and combine to produce pleasant
dark and rose wines.

Know your vitamins

itamins are nutrients re-
quired in small amounts
to function correctly. They

play a critical role in maintaining
health, supporting growth, boost-
ing the immune system and pre-
venting chronic diseases. As the
body cannot produce them all, it
must obtain the necessary through
the diet or supplementation.

Vitamin C is necessary for
general health, vitality, skin, teeth,
growth, healing wounds and bro-
ken bones. Itis good for immune
boosting properties, great for white
blood cells and as a powerful
antioxidant.

Vitamin C is required daily. It
is found in citrus fruits such as
oranges, lemons and grapefruit,
in blackcurrants, strawberries
and gooseberries, in vegetables
like leafy greens, cabbages and
sprouts, and in dried and frozen
fruits and vegetables.

Too little vitamin C may result
in sore mouth and gums, a dis-
ease called scurvy, feeling tired

and achy, and wounds and bro-
ken bones may heal slowly.

Vitamin D is often produced
in the skin through sun exposure,
enhancing pathogen fighting ef-
fects of immune cells. It is known
as the sunshine vitamin and used
for making strong bones and teeth.
The body can store vitamin D in
body fats.

The best sources of vitamin D
are oily fish such as salmon,
sardines and mackerel, eggs,
liver and vitaminised margarine.

Too little vitamin D may result
in poor teeth and bones, and
rickets in children.

Vitamin A is needed for bones
and teeth, supports skin produc-
tion and good skin, eye health and
good sight, keeping the linings of
the stomach and bronchial tubes
moist, and the growth of children.

It is found in the fatty parts of
food, in fish liver oils, liver, kidneys,
butter, milk and cheese.

Too little vitamin A may result
in poor sight in dim light, eyes

easily susceptible to infection,
skin can be rough and sore,
bones and teeth may not form

properly.

Vitamin B group - There are
many vitamins in this group; B
vitamins, especially B6, B12, and
folic acid, help produce brain
chemicals that affect mood and
other brain functions. The body re-
quires these vitamins for general
health and growth, for strength-
ening the nervous system, for
helping the body use carbohy-
drate for energy and doing heavy
work, for helping the body use
food fats and amino acids and
for healthy hair and skin.

The best sources of vitamin B,
required daily, are lean meat such
as beef, liver, pork, bacon, fish and
fish roe, eggs, beans, lentils, pul-
ses, nuts, oatmeal, whole grain
cereals, yeast and yeast extracts.

Too little can result in feeling
miserable and mental health dis-
orders, feeling tired, achy, loss
of appetite, poor digestion, diar-
rhoea and Beriberi disease.

Vitamin E neutralizes free ra-
dicals which are unstable mole-
cules that can damage cells,
proteins and DNA, helps maintain
the immune response, especially
in older people; the protection is
important in reducing the risk of
chronic diseases such as heart
disease, cancer and age-related
conditions, and promotes healthy
skin by preventing oxidative dam-
age to skin cells which contrib-
utes to aging and inflammation.
Itis used topically to heal wounds
and help reduce scarring.

Vitamin E is found in sun-
flower seeds, safflower, olive olil,
almonds, hazelnuts, spinach,
leafy greens and avocados.

Too little can result in muscle
weakness, vision problems, numb-

ness or tingling nerve damage,
poor coordination and balance
issues, and poor immune func-
tion.

Vitamin K helps with bone
mineralization strength and den-
sity - it helps the body use calcium
effectively to prevent osteopo-
rosis, especially in older adults.
Vitamin K is required for blood
clotting and helps produce pro-
teins such as prothrombin that
are needed for blood coagulation;
without enough vitamin K, even
a minor injury could lead to ex-
cessive bleeding.

It is found in leafy green vege-
tables such as spinach, kale, bro-
ccoli and lettuce, in fermented
foods like natto (fermented soy

beans), miso, tempeh dairy, yog-
hurt and kefir, sauerkraut, meat
and eggs.

Even a minor deficiency in vita-
min K can increase a bleeding
risk during surgery or injury, may
result in excessive bleeding or
bruising, bruising may occur easily,
nose bleeding or bleeding gums,
and in severe cases, blood in stools
or urine.

A Luis Enrique PSG tribute

eenager Desire Doue
Tscored twice to inspire

Paris St Germain to their
first European Cup triumph with
a crushing 5-0 victory over Inter
Milan on Saturday, the biggest
winning margin in the final of the
continent’s premier club compe-
tition.

After losing the 2020 final to
Bayern Munich, Luis Enrique’s
PSG side, who teetered on the
brink of elimination in the league
phase, finally claimed the trophy
their Qatari owners have craved
since taking over the French
capital club in 2011.

PSG’s young team achieved

what the likes of Lionel Messi,
Neymar and Kylian Mbappe
could not do in their colours as
they became only the second
French side to win the trophy
after Olympique de Marseille in
1993.

“Making history was a goal
from the start of last season,”
Luis Enrique said.

“I really felt a connection with
the players and the fans, a very
strong connection that we saw
throughout the season. We were
able to handle the tension and
excitement in the best possible
way.”

PSG put on a masterclass

which the more experienced
Inter team had no answer to,
scoring twice in the opening 20
minutes through former Inter
defender Achraf Hakimi and
Doue.

The 19-year-old Doue was on
target again in the 63rd minute,
Khvicha Kvaratskhelia scored
10 minutes later and substitute
Senny Mayulu netted three min-
utes from time to complete the
rout in Munich.

Before kickoff the Italian fans
sang “There’s Only Inter”, the
club’s anthem, but on the pitch
their side went missing and
PSG ran riot to secure a richly

deserved win.

PSG bossed the game from
the start, maintaining posses-
sion with their slick passing,
every player constantly search-
ing for an opening, which they
found in the 12th minute when
Vitinha played a pass into Doue
in the box.

Inter defenders appealed for
offside but Federico Dimarco
played the PSG man onside
and the youngster kept his cool
to roll the ball across goal and
hand Hakimi the simplest of
tap-ins.

“We have made history, we
have written our names in the

history of this club,” Hakimi said.

“For a long time this club
deserved it, we are very happy.
We have created a great
family.”

The second came eight min-
utes later from a quick PSG
counter which found Ousmane
Dembele on the left wing.

Coach Luis Enrique thrown
into the air by his players

Dembele drove forward
before floating the ball to the
far side and Doue had time to
control the ball on his chest and
his shot took a deflection off
Dimarco to beat the wrong-
footed Yann Sommer.

Inter had to try to attack in the
second half but PSG killed off
the game with a third goal when
Vitinha slid the ball through to
Doue in the area and the 19-
year-old coolly slipped the ball
past Sommer.

Inter were shell-shocked but
things only got worse.

Dembele’s defence-splitting
pass from his own half sent
Kvaratskhelia haring away be-
fore beating Sommer at his
near post, a goal which brought
the PSG bench, including Luis
Enrqiue, onto the pitch.

Luis Enrique became the
second manager, after his for-
mer Barcelona teammate Pep
Guardiola, to win the continental
treble of League, Cup and
Champions League in one sea-
son twice, both winning their
first with Barca and their second
by beating Inter.

“He is the man who has
changed everything at PSG.

Since he came here, he has
changed the way football is
seen. He is a loyal man, he de-
serves it more than anyone
else,” Hakimi said.

PSG still had time for a fifth
as Mayulu fired past Sommer
from close range after a pass
from substitute Bradley Barcola
and the final whistle was
greeted with huge roars from
the French fans who had been
singing loudly all game.

Inter had high hopes of
making up for their defeat two
years ago by Manchester City
in Istanbul but finished the sea-
son trophyless.

“It absolutely didn't feel like
my Inter out there, and the
players are the first to know it,
but I'm proud of the journey
we’'ve taken,” Inter manager Si-
mone Inzaghi said.

Luis Enrique, visibly emotional
after the final whistle and wea-
ring a T-shirt with a tribute to
his daughter Xana who died in
2019, has turned PSG from a
side of superstars into a group
of humble players finally playing
as a team.

Enrique said: “I'm very happy.
It was very emotional at the end
with the banner from the fans
for my family. But | always think
about my daughter.”

Enrique joined PSG last July
and has overseen the develop-
ment of a brilliant young team
following the departure of star
striker Kylian Mbappe to Real
Madrid.

The Cypriot national an-
them was played a total
of 36 times at the 2025
Games of the Small States of
Europe held in Andorra, putting
the Cypriot team of the Cyprus
Olympic Committee at the top
of the nine participating coun-
tries.

Cyprus finished at the top of
the Games after 14 years. It se-
cured a total of 108 medals: 36
gold, 30 silver, and 42 bronze.

The association of Cyprus
Sports Journalists (EAK) repor-
ted that winning the gold medals
after 14 years at the Games in
Liechtenstein highlights the ex-
cellent work done by the athletes,
as well as the coaches, both be-
fore the event and during the

competitions.

Although there were absen-
ces in the main delegation, the
remaining athletes who were
selected provided great moments
for Cyprus and brought most of
the medals for the Cyprus team,
with Maria Avgousti standing
out among them as the athlete
who collected the most medals
(six in total).

Avgousti participated in inter-
national rhythmic gymnastics
competitions and represented
Cyprus in the best possible way.

The same applies to judo,
while swimming also contributed
significantly, performing at quite
a good level, with the impres-
sive participation of Kalia Anto-
niou.

The cycling team also impres-
sed, winning medals in all three
disciplines of the Games.

Track and Field athletes also
played a role, especially in the
final competitions, helping Cyp-
rus to secure medals and top
positions.

The Cypriot delegation parti-
cipated in all 16 sports of the
Games of the Small States of
Europe in Andorra, managing to
win at least one medal in 14 of
them.

The only sports where no
medals were won were rugby
7s, which was played for the
second time at the Games, and
synchronised swimming, with
only one Cypriot athlete partici-
pating in her first event.

Cyprus football chief resigns
after corruption allegations

Cyprus Football Association (CFA) Presi-
dent Giorgos Koumas resigned on Tuesday
after nearly two decades in Cypriot football
administration and seven years leading the fede-
ration, marking the end of a tenure defined by
mounting controversies.

Koumas informed the CFA Executive Committee
of his decision to step down from the presidency
after months of consideration, according to a written
statement released by his office. The resignation,
whilst not directly linked to an ongoing criminal
investigation into potential conflicts of interest re-
garding television rights, appeared influenced by
mounting pressure and personal considerations.

“I have become a target and inevitably, along
with me, the CFA and Cypriot football in general
are being targeted,” Koumas said in his statement.
“With my departure, | wish to protect the sport.”

The resignation follows years of corruption alle-
gations and investigations. In October 2023, Cyp-

rus’ sports ethics committee recommended crimi-
nal proceedings against Koumas, with findings
submitted to the attorney-general for potential
prosecution.

The outgoing president said he had been consi-
dering the decision for several months and felt the
time was appropriate to implement it immediately
after the completion of the current football season.

Koumas will continue his international roles, main-
taining his position as a FIFA Council member,
where he was recently re-elected for a third term,
and as a member of UEFA's Executive Committee.

The allegations against Koumas include accusa-
tions of manipulating television rights payments to
create unfair advantages for certain clubs. Investi-
gators alleged that money paid by broadcaster
CytaVision for domestic football rights was distri-
buted according to Koumas’s personal decisions
rather than agreed protocols.

The sports ethics committee also found Koumas
had a conflict of interest through ownership of
companies trading football broadcasting rights,
violating Cypriot law that prohibits officials from
having business interests in sports they oversee.

Additional accusations include granting an un-
authorised €200,000 bonus to a club during matches
surrounded by suspicious betting activity, and
concealing UEFA notices regarding match-fixing
concerns.

Despite the investigations, Koumas was re-
elected unopposed as CFA president in July 2023.
