Before the evening’s entertain-
ment, the festival’s official open-
ing welcomed dignitaries includ-
ing: His Grace Bishop lakovos of
Claudiopolis, Kyriacos Kouros,
Cyprus High Commissioner to
the UK, Christos Karaolis,
President of the National Fed-
eration of Cypriots in the UK,
Christos Tuton, President of
NEPOMAK and Andreas Gre-
goriou, District Secretary of

AKEL in Britain.

Amid a mini exhibition of Cyp-
riot artefacts and festival memo-
rabilia, Parikiaki Managing Direc-
tor Bambos Charalambous gave
a heartfelt welcome speech.

Reflecting on the event’s ori-
gins, he said: “The Cypriot Wine
Festival began in 1982 in the car
park of the Cypriot Community
Centre, then known as the Great
Bazaar. It was a way for London’s
Cypriots to reconnect, enjoy
the tastes of home, and support
small Cypriot-owned businesses.
There, one could find not just
food and drink, but fabrics,
clothing and household goods.”

He detailed the festival's re-
markable growth - from the Cyp-
riot Community Centre to Alex-
andra Palace’s West Hall, and
eventually to the Great Hall, as
demand increased. He spoke of
introducing live performances,
culminating in welcoming Cypriot
star Michalis Violaris in 2002,
which brought a taste of Athens
nightlife to North London.

After 30+ years and over
70,000 guests, the festival moved
in 2017 to the larger Lee Valley
Athletics Centre, where sporting
events were added. However,
the Covid pandemic forced can-

cellations in 2020 and 2023. Last
year, the festival found its new
home at The Decorium, close
to its original roots and easily
accessible via public transport.

Charalambous expressed gra-
titude to the Cypriot Govern-
ment, the Cyprus High Commis-
sion, Cyprus Tourism Office
UK, Cyprus Press & Information
Office, the evening’s sponsor
John Christodoulou and the
Yianis Christodoulou Founda-
tion, and the festival’s principal
sponsors Stef & Philips.

He also acknowledged
sponsors such as: Alpha Bank,
Boulter & Co, Atlantic Lodge,
Show Time Promotions, Argo
Management, C. Michael & Co,
Babinondas Restaurant, NN
Accountancy Services Ltd,
Aspris & Son, G. Volt Master,
Zivana Loel, Ayia Nectaria,
KEO, Southern Territory and
Sewardstone Park Cemetery.

Addressing attendees, Cyprus
High Commissioner Dr Kyria-
cos Kouros praised the event

as a “testament to the enduring
tradition of Cypriot winemaking.”
He highlighted Cyprus’ ancient
wine history, dynamic wineries,
and internationally awarded
varietals, including the legendary
Commandaria - the oldest
named wine still in production.

“As we raise our glasses this
evening,” he said, “we not only
celebrate our culture, but also
foster stronger trade ties between
Cyprus and the UK. With over
€200 million in exports, of which
more than 80% are food and
drink products, the UK remains
Cyprus’ largest export market.”

Dr Kouros drew a meaningful
parallel between CyWineFest
and the famous Limassol Wine
Festival, underlining the shared
traditions that connect Cypriots
across the world.

“Wine brings people together,
sparks joy, and creates lasting
memories,” he concluded. “Con-
gratulations to the organisers for
sharing Cyprus’ rich culture with
the wider UK community.”

As night turned to day, the
venue came alive with the Cyp-
riot Wine Festival & Business
Expo, where attendees, includ-
ing Labour MP for Southgate &
Wood Green Bambos Chara-

lambous, and Leader of Harin-
gey Council Peray Ahmet, had
the opportunity to sample Cyp-
riot wines, explore a variety of
business stands, and indulge
in traditional Cypriot food and
delicacies throughout the week-
end.

Cypriots from across London

to experience all things Cypriot,
from soutziouko and KEO beer
to souviakia and the legendary
Commandaria.

Israel accused of 'extermination’ in Gaza

the crime against humanity of "extermination" through

l | nited Nations experts have accused Israel of committing

attacks on civilians sheltering in schools and religious
sites in Gaza, calling it part of a broader effort to “obliterate

Palestinian life.”

The findings come from the United Nations Independent Interna-

tional Commission of Inquiry on the Occupied Palestinian Territory,
including East Jerusalem and Israel.

“We are seeing mounting evidence that Israel is carrying out a

systematic campaign to erase Palestinian life in Gaza,” said Navi

Pillay, former UN High Commissioner for Human Rights and chair

of the commission. She added that Israel’s targeting of educational,
cultural, and religious institutions would have long-term consequences,

severely undermining Palestinians’ right to self-determination.

The commission focused on whether Israeli actions violated
international law, particularly through the destruction of schools,
universities, religious, and cultural sites.

The report found that Israeli forces destroyed more than 90%
of educational buildings and over half of religious and cultural sites
in Gaza. It stated Israeli military actions constituted war crimes,
including targeting civilians and deliberate killings. The commission
concluded that attacking civilians sheltering in schools and religious
sites amounts to the crime against humanity of extermination.

The damage to the Palestinian education system extends beyond
Gaza, with increased Israeli military activity in the West Bank and East
Jerusalem, alongside settler violence and harassment of students.
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Cypriots to participate in global
solidarity march for Gaza

number of Cypriots are
Aset to join an international

solidarity march for Gaza,
currently in its final stages of
preparation.

The initiative, known as the
Global March to Gaza, brings to-
gether thousands of participants
from 36 countries, many of whom
have already begun assembling
in Cairo. Convoys are expected
to gather in the Egyptian capital
on Thursday before heading to
the northeastern city of Al Arish.
From there, marchers plan to pro-
ceed on foot to the Rafah border
crossing, where protest camps

will be established, according to
organisers.

It remains uncertain whether
Egyptian authorities - often wary
of public demonstrations - will
allow the march to proceed. Re-
gardless, participants are sche-
duled to arrive in Cairo on June
12, staying at accommodation
arranged by their respective del-
egations. On June 13, they will
travel by bus to Al Arish and
then begin a 48-kilometre march
toward Gaza’s border.

The march aims to spotlight the
dire humanitarian crisis in Gaza,
where nearly all aid has been

blocked for close to three months.
The organisers hope to draw in-
ternational attention to the situa-
tion and press for the opening
of aid routes.

Participants will arrive in Egypt
via air and overland routes.
Around 2,500 are expected to
fly in, while the 'Sumud' land
convoy - originating in Tunisia -
has already seen over 6,000 par-
ticipants join, according to the
latest count.

The Global March to Gaza
describes itself as a non-parti-
san, independent, and peaceful
civilian movement. According to
its website, the group does not
seek to force entry into Gaza, but
rather to negotiate with Egyptian
authorities - alongside NGOs,
diplomats, and humanitarian or-
ganisations - for the opening of
the Rafah border crossing.

The marchers will be accom-
panied by medical personnel,
with legal support teams also on
hand. Participants are covering
their own costs, with no external
fundraising involved.

The Greek delegation, one of

the largest with around 200 parti-
cipants, includes five Cypriots. A
representative noted that roughly
3,000 aid trucks - carrying essen-
tial supplies such as food, water,
and medicine - remain stalled at
the Rafah crossing.

“We want to apply pressure on
Israeli authorities to allow the aid
through, and urge our own gov-
ernments to do more,” the dele-
gate said.

The grassroots initiative began
to take shape roughly a month
ago. Prominent figures expected
to join include Zwelivelile Mande-
la, grandson of Nelson Mandela;
Aleida Guevara, daughter of Che
Guevara; and former Greek fi-
nance minister Yanis Varoufakis.

“This is a basic act of solida-
rity with the people of Gaza,” the
source emphasized.

The United Nations has re-
cently warned that continued re-
strictions on humanitarian aid by
Israel are pushing large segments
of Gaza'’s population to the brink
of starvation, with daily caloric
intake falling far below survival
levels.

Trump’s travel ban on 12 nations takes effect on Monday

go into effect at 12:01 a.m. Eastern Time on Monday, barring

Q new travel ban ordered by U.S. President Donald Trump will

entry to citizens from 12 countries in what the administration
claims is a move to protect the nation from “foreign terrorists.”

The countries facing a full travel ban include Afghanistan, Myanmar,
Chad, the Republic of the Congo, Equatorial Guinea, Eritrea, Haiti,
Iran, Libya, Somalia, Sudan, and Yemen. In addition, partial travel
restrictions will apply to citizens of Burundi, Cuba, Laos, Sierra Leone,
Togo, Turkmenistan, and Venezuela.

Trump, a Republican, said the most heavily affected countries
were selected based on several criteria: the presence of terrorist
groups, poor cooperation on visa security, failure to adequately verify
travellers’ identities, insufficient criminal background documentation,
and high levels of visa overstays in the U.S.

He cited a recent incident in Boulder, Colorado - where an Egyptian
national allegedly threw a gasoline bomb into a crowd of pro-Israel
demonstrators - as an example of the kind of threat the policy aims
to prevent. Notably, Egypt is not included in the list of banned coun-
tries.

The travel restrictions are part of Trump’s broader immigration
agenda and echo a controversial ban from his first term, which
barred citizens from several Muslim-majority countries.

The announcement has sparked strong reactions both domesti-
cally and abroad. Chad's President Mahamat Deby responded by

instructing his government to stop issuing visas to American citi-
zens. “Chad may not have planes or billions to offer, but we have
our dignity and pride,” he wrote on Facebook, referencing other
nations that have provided the U.S. with financial or material gifts.

Afghans who had worked for U.S. projects and were seeking re-
location now fear being forced to return to Afghanistan, where they
may face Taliban retaliation.

The policy has also drawn criticism from U.S. lawmakers. Repre-
sentative Ro Khanna, a Democrat, called the travel ban “draconian
and unconstitutional,” arguing on social media that “people have a
right to seek asylum.”

ECHR orders Turkey
to pay €18,000 to

Cypriot company

he European Court of

I Human Rights on Tues-
day ordered Turkey to

pay €18,000 in non-pecuniary
damages, costs, and expenses
to the Greek Cypriot company
K.V. Mediterranean Tours Limi-
ted, which owns property in the
fenced-off area of Famagusta.

In K.V. Mediterranean Tours
Limited v. Turkiye, the Court un-
animously held that Turkey vio-
lated Article 1 of Protocol No. 1,
concerning peaceful enjoyment
of possessions, awarding €7,000
for non-pecuniary damage and
€11,000 for costs. By five votes
to two, the Court found the issue
of pecuniary damage not ready
for decision and reserved it.

The company owns a building
complex in Famagusta, sealed
off after the 1974 Turkish inter-
vention. In July 2010, it applied to
the Turkish-controlled "Immov-
able Property Commission (IPC)"
for compensation, restitution, in-
terest, and legal costs.

With no result and after ex-
hausting remedies in the Turk-
ish-occupied north, the company
filed an application against Tur-
key with the ECHR. Based on
official certificates, the Court
recognised K.V. Mediterranean
Tours as the legal owner.

The case focused on the ef-
fectiveness of the IPC as a legal
channel for Greek Cypriot claims
in the 'trnc' - the Court’s term for
the regime Turkey set up in occu-
pied areas - and the role of the
Evkaf religious foundation, along
with concerns about the impar-

tiality of the High Administrative
Court, which hears IPC appeals.
Evkaf oversees vakif (founda-
tion) properties in Cyprus.

While noting IPC progress and
its remedies - compensation,
exchange, and restitution - the
Court found delays in this case
stemmed from the IPC’s passive
stance and procrastination by
'trnc' authorities in gathering evi-
dence. It concluded the IPC had
not acted with sufficient cohe-
rence, diligence, or urgency.

Under Article 46 (binding force
of judgments), the Court stressed
the need to expedite IPC pro-
ceedings and ensure effective
redress for delays.

The Court also rejected the
company’s claim that Evkaf’s
involvement compromised a fair
hearing. Evkaf claims the prop-
erty belonged to an Islamic foun-
dation it manages.

The Court found Evkaf’s parti-
cipation necessary for a fair trial
and said the company had not
shown how its involvement made
proceedings unfair. The IPC did
not automatically assign owner-
ship to Evkaf, and the company
could challenge its claims.

Judges Yiksel (Turkey) and
Paczolay (Hungary) issued par-
tial dissents, arguing the violation
was procedural and due to de-
lays. As the case remains pend-
ing before the IPC, they saw no
reason to depart from the Court's
earlier approach in Joannou,
which allowed for possible re-
dress through ongoing IPC pro-
ceedings.
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Chrissy’s Family Law Corner

Dear Chrissy

My son and his wife recently
separated and things have
turned very bitter. The children
(aged 6 and 8) are currently
living with their mother.

Before all this happened, |
was a regular part of their lives
- school runs, Sunday lunches,
sleepovers, the lot. But ever
since the split, my daughter-in-
law has completely cut me off.
She won'’t reply to messages
and the children haven’t been
allowed to visit me at all.

My son is too emotionally
wrung out to fight this battle and
says it's best not to “stir the pot”
right now. But I'm heartbroken
- it feels like I've lost my grand-
children overnight.

Do I have any rights here? Or
am | powerless until my son
decides to assert himself?

Granny in Barnet

Dear Granny in Barnet,

First, | want to say how sorry
| am that you're going through
this. Being suddenly cut off from
grandchildren you’ve loved and
helped raise is deeply painful -
especially at a time when the
whole family is already naviga-
ting a lot of emotional upheaval.

Situations like this are, sadly,
not uncommon after a separa-
tion. And while it's understand-
able that tensions run high, it's
rarely in the children’s best inte-
rests to lose those stable, loving
relationships with extended fam-
ily members.

Now, to the legal bit. Grand-
parents don’t have an automatic
right to see their grandchildren,
only parents and others with
parental responsibility do but
that doesn’t mean you'’re power-
less. Under the Children Act
1989, you can apply to the court
for leave (permission) to make
a Child Arrangements Order so
you can spend time with your
grandchildren. This is essen-

tially a filtering stage, but in prac-
tice, leave is usually granted,
particularly where there’s clear
evidence of a meaningful rela-
tionship.

Once you have leave, you can
apply for an order for regular
contact. The court’s central focus
is always the children’s welfare.
It will look at the nature of your
bond with them, the reasons be-
hind the current difficulties, and
whether ongoing contact would
support the children’s emotional
and developmental needs.

That said, court should really
be a last resort. It can be expen-
sive, emotionally draining, and
often ends up deepening the
conflict. A better first step may
be to explore family mediation.
This offers a more neutral, less
adversarial setting where every-
one can speak and be heard. You
can start by requesting a MIAM
(Mediation Information and As-
sessment Meeting), which is often
the first step before making any
court application anyway.

Sometimes, a calm and res-
pectful approach, especially
through a third party like a media-
tor, can help soften the situation.
Reaching out with empathy rather
than frustration may help your
daughter-in-law see you not as
a source of pressure, but as
another safe, loving figure in the
children’s lives.

And if your son hasn’t yet
taken legal advice, I'd gently
encourage him to do so. Even if
he’s trying to keep the peace,
under-standing his rights and

the options available to him
could help make sure the chil-
dren stay connected to both
sides of their family.

Hang in there. These situations
are messy, especially in the early
stages, but the law does recog-
nise the vital role grandparents
can play. With patience, under-
standing, and a bit of legal guid-
ance, there’s every chance your
bond with your grandchildren
can be restored!

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Dances with Wolves in Concert

evin  Costner’'s 1990
Kmasterpiece, which won

seven Oscars including
Best Picture and Best Original
Score, continues to captivate
audiences more than three dec-
ades after its release.

In honour of its 35th anniversary,
audiences got to experience a
one-off screening of the film, with
its classic score performed by a
live orchestra at London’s Royal
Festival Hall on 5th June 2025.

When Dances With Wolves
premiered in 1990, few believed
in the success of a Western
drama. However Kevin Costner’s
passion and vision brought the
film to life, overcoming Hollywood
skepticism to become a surprise
box-office hit. With its stunning
cinematography, historical depth,
and deeply moving storytelling,
Dances With Wolves earned
widespread acclaim, cementing
its place in film history.

The score for the western epic
was written by Academy Award
winning composer John Barry,
capturing both the sweeping ma-
jesty and deep emotional reso-
nance of John Dunbar’s journey.
His music, both grand and inti-
mate, evokes the beauty of the
untamed frontier and the dignity
of the Sioux people, earning
Barry his fifth Oscar.

The film follows Union Lieu-
tenant John Dunbar (Costner),
who, after a near-fatal Civil War
battle, is stationed at a remote
outpost on the frontier. There, he
forms an unexpected bond with
a wolf and forges a deep connec-
tion with the Sioux people, lead-
ing to a profound journey of self-
discovery and cultural under-
standing.

Much of the dialogue is spo-
ken in Lakota with English sub-
titles. It was shot from July to
November 1989 in South Dakota
and Wyoming, and translated
by Doris Leader Charge, of the
Lakota Studies department at
Sinte Gleska University.

The film earned favourable re-
views from critics and audiences,
who praised Costner's directing,
the performances, screenplay,
score, cinematography, and pro-
duction values. It was a box office
hit, grossing $424.2 million world-
wide, making it the fourth-high-
est-grossing film of 1990.

The film was nominated for
12 awards at the 63rd Academy
Awards and won 7, including Best
Picture, Best Director for Costner,
Best Adapted Screenplay, Best
Film Editing, Best Cinematogra-
phy, Best Original Score, and
Best Sound Mixing.

Itis one of only four Westerns
to win the Oscar for Best Picture.

It is credited as a leading in-
fluence for the revitalisation of
the Western genre of filmmak-
ing in Hollywood.

Production

Originally written as a specu-
lative script by Michael Blake, it
went unsold in the mid-1980s.
However, Costner had starred in
Blake's only previous film, Stacy's
Knights (1983) and encouraged
Blake in early 1986 to turn the
Western screenplay into a novel
to improve its chances of being
produced. The novel was rejec-
ted by numerous publishers, but
finally was published in paper-
back in 1988. The rights were
purchased by Costner, with an
eye on directing it.

Costner and his producing part-
ner, Jim Wilson, had difficulty in
raising money for the film. The
project was turned down by sev-
eral studios due to the Western
genre no longer being popular,
following the disastrous box office
of Heaven's Gate (1980), as well
as the length of the script. After
the project languished, Costner
and Wilson sold the foreign rights
in several countries and obtained
enough money to go into pre-pro-
duction. The two then made a
deal with Orion Pictures, which
gave Costner final cut rights.

Most of the movie was filmed
on location in South Dakota,
mainly on private ranches near
Pierre and Rapid City, with a few
scenes filmed in Wyoming. Spe-
cific locations included the Bad-
lands National Park, the Black
Hills, the Sage Creek Wilderness
Area, and the Belle Fourche
River area. The bison hunt scenes
were filmed at the Triple U Buf-
falo Ranch outside Fort Pierre,
South Dakota, as were the Fort
Sedgewick scenes on a custom
set.

To prevent any possible ani-
mal cruelty, $250,000 was spent
on animatronic buffalo to be used
in the climactic buffalo hunt.

Wolf

The wolf, nicknamed Two
Socks by Lieutenant John Dun-
bar, is a key character, and his
bond with Dunbar is a central
theme, leading to Dunbar's Sioux
name, Dances with Wolves.

Dunbar befriends a wolf he
calls Two Socks because of its
white paws. The wolf and the bond
between Dunbar and the Sioux
tribe become central to the story's
themes of friendship, respect,
and cultural understanding.

The wolf in the movie was
portrayed by two wolves named
Buck and Teddy. After the filming
of the movie, the wolves were
kept in Ventura County, Califor-
nia's animal sanctuary Working
Wildlife.

Reception

Because of the film's popularity
and lasting impact on the image
of Native Americans, members
of the Lakota Sioux Nation held
a ceremony in Washington, D.C.,

"to honour Kevin Costner and
Mary McDonnell and Jim Wilson
on behalf of the Indian Lakota
nation", explained Floyd Wester-
man (who plays Chief Ten Bears
in the movie). Albert Whitehat,
a Lakota elder who served as a
cultural adviser on the film,
adopted Costner into his family,
and two other families adopted
McDonnell and Wilson.

Soundtrack

The original score and songs
were composed and conducted
by John Barry.

The score has what he consi-
dered his interpretation of what
Indian themes would be like. He
prepared by listening to Native
American Indian music, but didn't
incorporate it into score, believing
it should be seen through the
protagonist's eyes. Barry and
Costner both envisioned a large
and romantic score due to the
"feeling of space" in the film.

Kevin Costner

Costner achieved movie star
status in 1987, when he starred
as federal agent Eliot Ness in
The Untouchables and in the
leading role of the thriller No
Way Out. He solidified his A-list
status in the baseball-themed
films Bull Durham (1988) and
Field of Dreams (1989). In 1990,
he partnered with producer Jim
Wilson to form the production
company Tig Productions. Tig's
first film was the epic Dances with
Wolves which Costner directed
and starred in.

The same year saw the re-
lease of Revenge, in which he
starred along with Anthony Quinn
and Madeleine Stowe, directed
by Tony Scott.

Costner portrayed Robin Hood
in the action-adventure film Robin
Hood: Prince of Thieves (1991)
where he also served as a pro-
ducer. Costner starred alongside
Alan Rickman, Morgan Freeman,
and Christian Slater. The film
received mixed reviews but was
an immense box-office success.

He then starred as District
Attorney Jim Garrison in the
Oliver Stone-directed political
epic thriller JFK (1991). The film
gained significant controversy
for its historical inaccuracies but
was also praised for its style,
direction, and performances.

He then starred opposite
Whitney Houston in the romantic
drama The Bodyguard (1992)
where he also served as a pro-
ducer. The film was a pop-culture
sensation and financial success.

The next year he starred as a
criminal on the run in Clint East-
wood's drama A Perfect World
(1993).

He took the title role in the
Western biopic Wyatt Earp (1994),
directed by Lawrence Kasdan,
where he also served as a pro-

ducer.

Since 2018, he has starred in
and produced the television se-
ries Yellowstone, a neo-Western
drama (Paramount+) marking
the first regular TV series role
of his career.

Kicking Bird

Graham Greene is a Canadian
First Nations (Oneida) actor and
recording artist, active in film, tele-
vision, and theatre. He achieved
international fame for his role
as Kicking Bird in Dances with
Wolves, which earned him an
Academy Award nomination for
Best Supporting Actor.

He appeared in the contem-
porary action-mystery film, Thun-
derheart (1992), playing Walter
Crow Horse, a gruff, savvy local
cop living on an Indian reserva-
tion.

In 1994's Maverick, Greene
elicited good reviews as the
sidekick to Mel Gibson.

Revisionist Westerns

Revisionist Westerns reframe
Native Americans not as faceless
enemies, but as complex, sympa-
thetic characters with rich cultures.
These films challenge traditional
Western myths, exposing injus-
tices like land theft and violence.
By offering more nuanced portra-
yals, they highlight the brutality
of colonisation and give Native
perspectives a voice often miss-
ing in classic Westerns.

Hombre (1967)

Paul Newman as John Russell,
a white man raised by Apaches.
When a stagecoach filled with
passengers is hijacked by ruth-
less bandits in the Arizona desert,
Russell's survival skills and
Apache upbringing become es-
sential. The film explores themes

of identity, honour, and the clash
of cultures in the American West.
It highlights Russell’s internal
struggle between his Apache heri-
tage and the expectations of the
society he’s been thrust into.

Soldier Blue (1970)

A controversial and unflinching
Western that portrays the brutal
massacre of a peaceful Native
American tribe by U.S. soldiers.
The story follows Cresta, a
woman who survives the attack,
and Honus, a soldier escorting
her to safety. As they journey
through the desert, the film cri-
tiques the violent history of the
American West, exposing the
atrocities committed against Na-
tive Americans and highlighting
themes of racial injustice, war,
and the loss of innocence.

Little Big Man (1970)

A satirical Western that follows
the life of Jack Crabb (Dustin
Hoffman), who survives the Battle
of Little Bighorn. The film blends
humour with tragedy as it explores
Jack's unusual upbringing, inclu-
ding his time as a young boy
raised by Cheyenne Indians and
his later interactions with histo-
rical figures like General Custer.

A Man Called Horse (1970)

The story of an Englishman,
John Morgan (Richard Harris), who
is captured by the Sioux after a
failed hunting expedition. Over
time, Morgan earns the tribe's
respect and undergoes a gruel-
ling ritual to prove his worth, even-
tually becoming a respected mem-
ber. The film explores themes of
survival, transformation, and cul-
tural assimilation, highlighting the
harsh realities of frontier life and
the bond between Native Ameri-
cans and their way of life.

Jeremiah Johnson (1972)

Robert Redford as the title char-
acter, a man seeking solitude in
the Rocky Mountains after the
Civil War. Jeremiah becomes a
skilled mountain man, battling
both the wilderness and hostile
Native American tribes. The film
explores themes of isolation, self-
reliance, and the harshness of
frontier life.

Buffalo Bill and the Indians
(1976)

A satirical Western that exa-
mines the myth of Buffalo Bill
Cody (Paul Newman). The film
deconstructs the spectacle of
his Wild West Show, blending
fact with fiction and highlighting
the manipulation of public per-
ception. It critiques the commer-
cialisation of Native American
culture, with a focus on the ex-
ploitation of both real and fabri-
cated histories.

The Revenant (2015)

The film portrays Native Ame-
ricans with a mix of reverence
and complexity. The film features
the Arikara tribe, whose members
are shown as resilient and re-
sourceful, caught in the violent
conflict between white settlers
and fur traders. While some Na-
tive characters are depicted as
antagonistic, the film primarily
emphasises their deep connec-
tion to nature and their struggle
for survival. The portrayal reflects
a more nuanced view, showca-
sing both the brutality of coloni-
sation and the dignity of Native
cultures.

Tornado

John Maclean follows his im-
pressive feature film debut SLOW
WEST made in 2015 with ano-
ther remarkable adventure su-
perbly written and sharply edited.
This is one of the most original
and exciting films | have seen for
a long time - a cross between
Sergio Leone with Samurai.

The action is set in 1790’s
Britain and follows the story of
Tornado (Koki), a young woman
working with her father Fujin’s
(Takehiro Hira) travelling puppet
show. In the opening sequence
we see Tornado being hunted
by a ruthless criminal gang led
by Sugarman (Tim Roth) and
his even more corrupt son Little
Sugar (Jack Lowden). Itis a flash-
back sequence, and the pieces
of the jigsaw are put carefully
together before the action comes
full circle leading to a thrilling
climactic sequence...

Maclean is a graceful writer/
director - his screenplay is eco-
nomical and sparse with clever
dialogue that offers his eclectic
cast smart dialogue to chew and
relish. The harsh yet beautiful
landscape is also a key charac-
ter in this unforgiving adventure.

Japanese fashion model and
songwriter Koki is a magnetic
presence and delivers a spell-
binding performance. She is well
supported by Hira as her digni-
fied father, an expert samurai
warrior, while Roth and Lowden
are perfectly cast as the brutal
criminals.

It is also good to see Joanne
Whaley in a rare cinematic ap-
pearance in one of the most en-
joyable films of the year!

How To Train
Your Dragon
in IMAX

Writer/producer/director
Dean DeBlois believes that if
Disney can do it, he can do better,
as he now turns his Dreamworks
2010 award winning animated
feature into live action.

The original film, which he
co-directed with Chris Sanders,
was based on Cressida Cowell’'s
New York Times book series
and subsequently inspired two
sequels. DeBlois now goes back
to the original and reimagines
the story that takes place long
time ago on the island of Berk,
where Vikings continue their fight
against the dragons.

Hiccup (Mason Thames), is a
sensitive young Viking and is
reluctant to join the battle against
the raiding dragons but instead
he befriends Toothless, the ado-
rable Night Fury dragon...

This is truly spectacular, and
it looks splendid on the giant
IMAX screen.

Life is good and peaceful in this
serene environment until Tampha
(Kiranmala), the young, gentle
wife and mother of a little girl, is
overpowered by wild visions that
transform her into a violent crea-
ture. She believes she has been
chosen and after leaving her
family behind goes in search of
the priestess Maibi Guru to be
initiated...

The strength of Sharma’s en-
tertaining film is its simplicity as
well as its ability to combine rit-
ual drama with traditional music
and dance. Good storytelling
executed with clarity and style!

la Ince’s production of
The Crucible (Shake-
speare’s Globe), set

in the 17th century as written,
presents like a portrait of purita-
nical asceticism on Amelia Jane
Hankin’s unadorned all wooden
design. It simmers with suppo-
sition and imputation drawing
the audience in as three young
women, Abigail Williams (Han-
nah Saxby), Betty Parris (Scar-
lett Nunes) and Mary Warren
(Bethany Wooding) make witch-
craft accusations. At its heart is
the character of John Proctor
(Gavin Drea), a man whose in-
tegrity is put to the ultimate test;
he chooses to die rather than
lie and save himself. The cruel
irony is that during the climactic
act two trial scene cynical judge,
Deputy Governor Danforth (Ga-
reth Snook) sniggeringly quips
“The pure in heart need no law-
yers.” He later condemns Proc-
tor, who has represented him-
self, to the gallows. Perversely
their behaviour is not dissimilar
to that of the three witches in
Macbeth scheming for when
they would meet again to con-
coct the latest version of their
yarn leading to the execution
of several villagers.

The cast use a variety of ac-
cents, presumably their own,
which brings a richness and
contemporary vibrancy to pro-
ceedings, especially during a
eventful first half. Accusations
against Reverend Parris’s (Steve
Furst) forlorn Barbadian slave
Tituba (Sarah Merrifield) — en-
slavement was widespread at
this time — the three plotters
singing about satanic influences
and behaving in ways that are
laughable yet plausible in the
context of the times. As ever with
this play, and | have seen many
productions over the years, it is
the nuanced underplaying, not
melodramatic, acting that carries
the day allowing Miller’s corus-
cating script to speak for itself.
Saxby’s portrayal of ringleader
Abigail, the one-time spurned
lover of Proctor is compelling as
is Phoebe Pryce’s Elizabeth
Proctor, wife of John, a woman
devoted to her husband despite
his sexual misjudgement. Al-
though the second half, domi-
nated by the court scene, does
not have the same vigour and
passion of part one, there is
excellent work by both Joanne
Howarth as Rebecca Nurse, a
local woman of substance and

integrity and Howard Ward as the
farmer Giles Corey, another who
will not be swayed by the absur-
dity and injustice. Bloodied and
exhausted Drea delivers Proc-
tor’s “Because it is my name”
speech with rage, borne of con-
viction and truth. He renounces
his confession, ripping up the
signed document resulting in his
hanging, integrity intact. Arthur
Miller at The Globe is both wel-
come and daring.

While last Wednesday Andrew
Lloyd Webber (music) and Tim
Rice’s (lyrics) Joseph and the
Amazing Technicolor Dream-
coat (New Victoria, Woking)
arrived on another leg of its cur-
rent UK tour and the atmos-
phere inside the packed theatre
was buzzing. Faux biblical en-
tertainment (“based on Joseph
from the Book of Genesis”) that
is colourful, camp and an al-
mighty send up. Director Lau-
rence Connor has adopted an
approach with a formula that
joins each dot of the story with
a series of, occasionally over-
long, set piece show numbers
which are mini spectaculars in
their own right. They include hi-
larious and OTT choreography
by Joann M. Hunter that begins
with tap, ends with calypso and
has cowboy boot, high school
and can can sequences in bet-
ween. This is a classic showbiz
production that wants us to love
it as much as it loves itself with
performers who fit the bill per-
fectly. Christina Bianco (Narrator)
has the pizazz of an all singing
all dancing American theatre pro
and Adam Filipe is a very likeable
Joseph with a fine voice who
delivers excellent interpretations
of the show’s two hit numbers
Any Dream Will Do and Close
Every Door. And Joe McElderry
has a ball as ‘Elvis’ Pharoah
adorned in gold while perform-
ing underneath a Vegas “Wel-
come to Fabulous Egypt” sign.
The eleven brothers are a
sprightly and vivacious eleven
who give it their all as do the
energetic children The finale
encore megamix takes the self
indulgence to a whole new level
but most of the audience were
now on their feet and singing
along. Despite my misgivings it
is a fun night out.

out to settle a frantic final
in Munich and win their second
Nations League trophy.

Cristiano Ronaldo pulled
Portugal level at 2-2 in the 61st
minute, but there was nothing else
to separate the two sides when
the referee signalled the end of
normal time.

Subbed off before extra time,
Portugal captain Ronaldo drop-
ped to the turf and sobbed tears
of joy on the sidelines after Ruben
Neves slotted home the winning
penalty following Diogo Costa’s
save from Alvaro Morata’s spot-
kick.

Winners of the 2023 edition,
Spain had opened the scoring
in the 21st minute when Martin
Zubimendi poked home after
Portugal failed to clear their
lines.

Their lead was short-lived as

Nuno Mendes slammed a low,
angled strike past Unai Simon
and into the far corner of the net
five minutes later.

Mikel Oyarzabal, who netted a
late winner in last summer’s Eu-
ropean Championship final against
England, restored La Roja’s ad-
vantage before the break.

But Ronaldo came to Portu-
gal’s rescue as he shrugged off
Marc Cucurella to reach Mendes’
deflected cross and hook a vol-
ley in from close range.

Goncalo Ramos, Vitinha, Bruno
Fernandes and Nuno Mendes
all calmly fired their penalties
home before Morata’s weak ef-
fort was stopped by Costa.

And as Neves converted the
final spot-kick, Portugal became
the first team to win two Nations
League titles — denying Spain,
who were vying for the same
honour.

What kind of prize money is
involved? Quite a lot. The total
prize pool for the tournament is
$1bn. Yes, with a B. Just over
half of that total goes to the clubs
just for being there, and different
teams have received differently-
sized payouts for their participa-
tion, depending on where they
hail from.

Oceania’s representative gets
$3.58m just for showing up. Afri-
can, Asian, and North American
clubs $9.55m. South American
sides get $15.21m, while Euro-
pean teams will get anywhere
from $12.81m to $38.19m, de-
pending on what Fifa calls “sport-
ing and commercial criteria” (in
other words: how famous and
good they are).

The remaining $425m is dis-
tributed based on performance
in the tournament. Teams earn
$2m for a win and $1m for a draw
in the group stage, $7.5m for
making the round of 16, $13.1m
for making a quarter-final, $21m
for making a semi-final, $30m
for making the final, and ano-
ther $40m for winning.
