States becomes directly
involved in Israel’s military
campaign, the Iranian ambas-
sador to the United Nations
in Geneva said on Wednes-
day.

Ali Bahreini, Iran’s represen-
tative to the UN in Geneva, told
reporters that Tehran views the
United States as “complicit in
what Israel is doing.”

Israel launched what it des-
cribed as its largest-ever air
campaign against Iran on Friday,
stating it had determined the
Islamic Republic was close to de-
veloping a nuclear weapon. Iran

I ran has warned it will res-

has repeatedly denied any inten-
tion to build nuclear weapons.

Up to this point, the United
States has limited its involve-
ment to indirect measures, such
as assisting in the interception
of missiles launched toward Is-
rael. Additionally, it is deploying
more fighter aircraft to the region
and extending the presence of
other military assets already sta-
tioned there.

Bahreini also emphasized that
Iran will respond with force to
continued Israeli strikes.

“We will not hesitate in defend-
ing our people, our sovereignty,
and our territory. Our response
will be serious, strong, and with-

out restraint,” Bahreini told re-
porters.

On Wednesday, Iranian state
media reported that thousands
of residents were fleeing Tehran
and other major cities as Iran and
Israel exchanged new missile
strikes. This escalation came
despite U.S. President Donald
Trump calling for Iran’s uncondi-
tional surrender.

According to Israeli military
officials, two rounds of Iranian
missile attacks were launched
toward Israel in the early hours
of Wednesday morning, with ex-
plosions reported over Tel Aviv.

For the second night in a row
on Saturday, missiles were visi-
ble from Cyprus.

As on the previous night,
Cypriot social media channels
were filled with images of mis-
siles in the night sky. This time,
the missiles were reportedly visi-
ble from as far as Paphos and
Kioneli.

Both Israel and Iran are suf-
fering mounting casualties. Ira-
nian officials said on Sunday that
a missile strike brought down a
14-story apartment building in
Tehran, killing 60 people.

Iranian authorities also con-
firmed that Tehran’s Shahran oil
depot had been targeted in ano-
ther attack but claimed the situ-

ation was “under control.”

In Israel, missiles struck the
northern city of Haifa on Satur-
day night. According to local me-
dia, four individuals were killed
in the nearby town of Tamra.

Haifa, located in the north-
west of Israel, is geographically
closer to Cyprus than either Tel
Aviv or Jerusalem.

On Saturday, Iran reportedly
issued warnings to the United
States, the United Kingdom, and
France, stating their bases and
naval assets in the region would
be targeted if they attempted to
interfere with Iran’s missile at-
tacks on Israel.

Reuters cited Iranian state
media as the source of these re-
ports, which were widely circu-
lated by global news outlets.
However, the UK, which operates
two sovereign base areas in
Cyprus, strongly denied any in-
volvement in Israeli strikes orin
defending against Iranian retali-
ation.

“Let me state clearly and un-
equivocally that Russian claims
about British sovereign bases
in Cyprus being involved are
false,” said Barbara Woodward,
the UK’s permanent represen-
tative to the United Nations.

“At a time like this, it is deeply
irresponsible for Russia to
spread such disinformation.”

As in every AKEL congress,
the delegates will co-determine
the course that the party will
take in the next five years, the
party’s Secretary General, Ste-
fanos Stefanou, said, adding
that the slogan “Strength for the
Future”, was chosen because it
combines two facts; the first has
to do with the fact that AKEL is

It became a force through
the many difficult struggles it
gave in its hundred-year history
to shake off colonialism and
subsequently to establish the
newly established bi-communal
independent state.

We do
not remain trapped in the past.
However, we borrow every valu-
able and timeless element from
the historical course of our party.
And what is the most valuable
element? It is a fact that in all
historical periods, in all important
moments, in every call of history,

AKEL has always come forward
to solve problems and to positi-
vely address challenges. This
is how the perspective for the
future is created.”

The AKEL general secretary
underlined, “We are leaders in
addressing the major challenges
facing our country with an eye
always on the future.”

He added, "We want and are
attempting to create more space
for our volunteer cadres and to
give them more say and role.
Through fermentation and col-
lective work, we try to make the
best possible decisions for the
party, the people and our coun-
try.”

He concluded that, “The pres-
ence and contribution of the
members of the Social Alliance
in the dialogue, discussion and
reflection that develops before
the conference and during the
conference is very important.

Israeli air strikes kill
thirty in Gaza

t least 30 people were
Akilled across the Gaza
Strip on Wednesday by

Israeli gunfire and airstrikes,
according to local health au-
thorities. Some Palestinians
voiced growing concern that
their suffering is being over-
looked as global focus shifts
toward the escalating con-
flict between Israel and Iran.
The fatalities included Pales-
tinians seeking food aid - part
of a disturbing pattern in recent
weeks since Israel partially
eased a nearly three-month
total blockade on the enclave.
Medical personnel reported
that separate airstrikes hit resi-
dential areas in the Maghazi
refugee camp and the Zeitoun
neighbourhood, located in cen-
tral and northern Gaza, killing
at least 14 people. An additional
five people were reported dead
following an airstrike on a tent

encampment in Khan Younis
in southern Gaza.

In another incident, Israeli fire
targeted crowds of displaced
civilians waiting for humanitar-
ian aid delivered by the United
Nations along the Salahuddin
road in central Gaza, killing 11,
medics said.

The Israel Defense Forces
(IDF) said it was investigating
the deaths of those waiting for
food assistance. Conceming the
other airstrikes, the military sta-
ted it was conducting opera-
tions aimed at “dismantling
Hamas military capabilities”
and that it was taking “feasible
precautions to mitigate civilian
harm.”

Gaza’s health ministry said
Tuesday that 397 Palestinians
have been killed and over 3,000
wounded while attempting to
receive food aid since deliver-
ies resumed in late May.

Cyprus is gateway for
India-EU trade deal

free trade agreement with

the European Union by the
end of the year, Prime Minis-
ter Narendra Modi said Mon-
day during an official visit to
Cyprus. Cyprus, which will as-
sume the EU’s rotating presi-
dency in 2026, said strengthe-
ning ties with India would be
a top priority.

Modi highlighted the potential
for deepening economic relations
with Cyprus as part of India’s
global trade agenda.

“We are working to conclude
a mutually beneficial India-EU
trade agreement by year’s end,”
Modi said during joint remarks
with Cypriot President Nikos
Christodoulides.

India is also advancing the
India-Middle East-Europe Corri-
dor (IMEC), a strategic sea and
rail trade link, though the visit
comes amid tensions in the
Middle East.

“We agree that the India—Mid-

I ndia expects to finalise a

dle East—-Europe Corridor will
open new paths to peace and
prosperity,” Modi said.

Cyprus, a Commonwealth
member with close ties to India,
is offering itself as a gateway to
Europe and a regional transship-
ment hub, Christodoulides noted.
“Strengthening EU-India relations
will be a key priority during Cyp-
rus’s EU presidency,” he said.

“Your visit shows a shared will
to strengthen our relations across
trade, defence, technology, tou-
rism, and connectivity,” he added.

Modi announced a new five-
year “roadmap” to enhance co-
operation, particularly in defence
and security.

The leaders signed a joint dec-
laration launching a “compre-
hensive partnership” to deepen
cooperation in trade, security,
and strategic affairs. It reaffirmed
shared values such as sove-
reignty, peace, crisis response,
regional cooperation, and stra-
tegic engagement.

A minute's silence
was also held.

As The Sovereign wears the
uniform of whichever Regi-
ment’s Colour is being trooped,
The King, Colonel in Chief of
the Household Division, wore
the Uniform of the Coldstream
Guards.

In addition, and at the request
of His Majesty, members of the
Royal Family taking part in the
parade wore black armbands as
a mark of respect following the
Air India incident in Ahmedabad
this week.

Departing from Buckingham
Palace in the Ascot Landau car-
riage, The King and Queen led
the procession to Horse Guards
Parade, followed by The Prin-
cess of Wales, who travelled
with Prince George, Princess
Charlotte and Prince Louis in
the second Ascot Landau.

The Prince of Wales, The
Duke of Edinburgh and The

Princess Royal attended the
parade on horseback, and wea-
ring the uniforms of the Regi-
ments in which they are Royal
Colonels: the Welsh Guards,
the Scots Guards and the Blues
and Royals.

The Duchess of Edinburgh,
Vice Admiral Sir Tim Laurence
and The Duke and Duchess of
Gloucester travelled in the
Barouche carriages.

The Royal Procession
was accompanied by the Sove-
reign’s Escort of the Household
Cavalry Mounted Regiment and
the sounds of the Band of the
Household Cavalry, led by two
shire drum horses bearing solid
silver kettle drums.

Senior officers taking part in
Trooping also wore black arm
bands as a mark of respect for
the aviation victims, as did the
coachmen and women from the
Royal Mews, driving carriages
carrying members of the royal
family or riding on a coach’s
lead horse as a postilion.

In Horse Guards Parade, a
minute’s silence was held after
the King inspected the guards-
men on the parade ground. It
was signalled by a bugler sound-
ing the Last Post and ended
with the Reveille.

Foreign secretary says

he United Kingdom’s

I bases in Cyprus are

“hugely important at this

time”, British Foreign Secretary

David Lammy said on Monday

night, amid an escalating con-
flict between Iran and Israel.

Addressing parliament, he
stressed that the UK is “not
involved in Israel’s strikes”, but
highlighted the UK’s role in fight-
ing against terrorist insurgen-
cies such as the Islamic State,
and added that the UK has
“important relationships in the
Gulf and the wider region.”

“That is why the defence sec-
retary [John Healey] has, as a
precautionary step, sent further
military aid to the area,” he said.

He then said again that “it is
important to state that the UK
did not participate and is not
participating in Israeli strikes,
but we do have a proper role to
play in regional security,” before
answering a question from MP
Bell Ribeiro-Addy on the matter
of the UK’s actions in the region
by saying he “would not expect
me to comment on operational
defence and intelligence mat-
ters.”

Then asked by Green party
co-leader Adrian Ramsay to
clarify the purpose behind the
UK sending further Royal Air
Force jets to the region, he said
the decision was a “precaution-
ary measure.”

“The government would be

irresponsible if we did not
account for all possibilities at
this time,” he added.

He then went on to say that
“this is a very tense time if you
are in Jordan, the United Arab
Emirates, Saudi Arabia, Bah-
rain, or Cyprus.”

It is for this reason, he said,
that “it is hugely important that
the UK meets its obligation, and
that is why [Healey] made the
decision he did to deploy certain
assets to the region.”

British Prime Minister Keir
Starmer had on Sunday con-
firmed the country would in-
crease its presence in the Mid-
dle East, with the BBC reporting
this increased presence will
include Typhoon fighter jets and
air-to-air refueler aircraft.

In addition to its two sove-
reign base areas in Akrotiri
and Dhekelia, the UK also has
access to the Al Minhad airbase
in the United Arab Emirates
and the Al Udeid airbase in
Qatar.

Starmer had announced the
aircraft’'s deployment while en
route to the Group of Seven
meeting in Canada.

“We are moving assets to
the region, including jets, and
that is for contingency support
in the region. | will be clear-eyed
in relation to our duties and
obligations, and my duties as
the prime minister of the United
Kingdom,” he said.

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Get insurance before
you start construction

ust a few months ago, |
J came across a developer

who was, to say the very
least, down in the dumps. Let’s
call him Alan.

At first glance, Alan had noth-
ing to be miserable about. He'd
just completed a development of
high end apartments and was
taking them to market. With pro-
perty prices continuing to acce-
lerate like Lewis Hamilton from
the pits, surely he should have
had a smile on his face that
stretched from ear to ear. Well
he didn’t. The properties weren’t
selling; he’d made a critical error
and not purchased Latent De-
fects insurance (LDI). His pros-
pective purchasers were unable
to secure a mortgage on the pro-
perties, leaving them unsellable.

It led me to think that perhaps
not everyone is aware of LDI and
why it is such a fundamentally
important part of the property
process. So, | thought I'd better
share a brief overview of what
it is.

LDl is a type of insurance that
provides cover for the cost of
remedying and rectifying dam-
age arising from faults in design,
construction, installation, work-
manship, materials and overall
supervision. It also normally
covers structural defects such
as subsidence landslip or heave,
or the ingress (that's getting in
to you and |) of water. Sounds
important right?

But here’s the real kicker: The
Council of Mortgage Lenders now
insists on a 10-year LDI policy
before lending any money on
newly built residential proper-
ties. So, if you don’t have one,
you are left up a certain creak,
without a paddle.

As you would expect, LDI is
suitable for developers, property
owners, contractors and private
finance initiatives and can also
be purchased for completed re-
novation projects. It's first party
cover, which means there’s no
reliance on suing any profes-
sional before receiving a pay-out.

The insurance company pays
and then settles with the relevant
professional further down the
line. LDI should be sourced prior
to construction starting, and the
policy should run between 10
and 12 years from the date of
practical completion.

Lollipop

This compelling film marks
the remarkable feature film
debut of writer/director Daisy-
May Hudson, who tells the story
of Molly (Posy Sterling), a young
mother just released from serv-
ing four months in prison. She is
excited to be reunited with her
two children and can’t wait to
pick them up from foster care,
but things are not as simple as
she thinks. She lost her home
while in prison and can’t get her
kids back until she has accom-
modation and can’t get housing
because she doesn’'t have her
children living with her. It is an
appalling bureaucratic situation
that can drive anyone insane...

Hudson is the new Ken Loach
on the block and in Sterling she
has found an amazing leading
actor perfect to play Molly.

Deep Cover

A preposterous premise for
this amiable action comedy,
which follows the story of Kat
(Bryce Dallas Howard), an Ame-
rican actress now teaching im-
prov at the West End’s Comedy
Club. Marlon (Orlando Bloom)
is an actor aspiring to make his
mark as the new Al Pacino but
instead, in similar fashion to
Dustin Hoffman in TOOTSIE, he
is also pissed off with his agent
for only putting him up for silly
commercials.

It
being an incredible rock concert
in 1985, organised by Bob Gel-
dof and Midge Ure, held simulta-
neously at Wembley Stadium
and JFK Stadium in Philadelphia
to raise money for the famine in
Ethiopia. Luke Sheppard’s ener-
gised production, which sets off
at pace and keeps rolling out hit
after jukebox hit, lets the music
do the talking and, in doing so,
probably has more impact on
those who know nothing about
it, rather than the old rockers
who were out in force, proudly
wearing their Live Aid T-shirts.

The youthful cast bang out the
numbers with massive enthusi-
asm and passion and the set by
Soutra Gilmour is like a simple
aide-mémoire, spelling out each
artiste that performs. More im-
portant is the story behind how
it all happened, the catalyst being
Geldof watching the BBC report
by Michael Buerk, during which
he described a “...biblical fam-
ine....”

The relationship between the
unyielding Geldof (Craige Els)
and legendary concert promoter
Harvey Goldsmith (Tim Mahen-
dran), an equally intransigent
and pugnacious character, bring
fireworks and fun and are a wel-
come and entertaining antidote
to some of the more earnest in-
terjections from the younger char-
acters who, while not rewriting
history, present arguments that
are soaked in retrospective and
hindsight. Ironically, and I'm sure
she must be rolling in her grave,
the lady who was not for turning”,
turns a lot here and steals every
scene she is in, a side-splitting
performance by Julie Atherton
who not only sounds like Mar-
garet Thatcher — she refers to
Geldof as “Mr G” and has one
whisky too many - but also cap-
tures the essence of her char-
acter, almost like Geldof and
Goldsmith wrapped in one.

The story of Live Aid is one of
creativity and utter determina-
tion, the music world coming to-
gether in a way like they had
never done before,” a huge col-
lective effort inspired by Geldof
and Ure to do something that

seemed impossible. In two and
a half hours these talented actor
singers and fantastic musicians
bring it all to life but also capture
the spirit and zeitgeist of that
time and as a jukebox musical
it has enough hits for another two
hours. Just for one day maybe
but its legacy still rocks around
the world.

Meanwhile my foray into the-
atre-land last week took me into
82-year-old Miss Myrtle’s Gar-
den (Bush Theatre), written by
Danny James King. She lives her
life in an overgrown yard that be-
comes the metaphor for a play,
creatively directed by Taio Law-
son, that encapsulates her com-
plex and chaotic life, a woman
begins a descent into amnesia
and worse. Lawson’s direction
portrays that with a rollercoaster
of presentational emotion, using
the discombobulating technique
effectively and poignantly to pre-
sent her predicament. At one
moment we are plunged into ab-
solute darkness and as we sit
and wonder what's happening
the void is penetrated by the type
of sounds you may hear in a
horror movie suggesting death is
imminent. Other scenes are far
more straightforward, like a kit-
chen sink drama but in a garden
with her husband and grandson
who has a “close friend”. Homo-
sexuality in some parts of the
black community remains con-
tentious and divisive, played out
sensitively with fine performances
by Elander Moore (Jason) and
Michael Ahomka-Lindsay (Rudy).

Diveen Henry is in top form as
Myrtle, her acerbic wit a joy to
behold, but below that comedic
veneer is a woman in need of
help and as the spiral of amne-
sia descends ever further down-
wards memories from the past
bloom in the present which gives
her hope but no certainty. A lot
happens in a short space of time
as though King wants to cram it
full with little room to breathe. In
doing so he grabs the attention
but nothing is fully explored and
so we are left with engrossing
fragments of the play that it could
become. Nevertheless, the Bush
stays a venue of encouraging
and nurturing fresh writing and
long may it continue.

Cyprus region well worth looking at for wine

Your next great bottle of wine might
come from the under-the-radar region
in Cyprus of mountainous Larnaca, or
more specifically the Symeon winery.
Larnaca’s mountainous region marries
the old viticultural history of the island
with the new, modern face of the wine-
making industry. A wineries route
through it passes through 10 villages,
quaint museums and workshops plus
three wineries in Farmakas, Kato Drys
and Lefkara. In Odou village is the rela-
tively new Symeon Winery, established
last year by Nicosia dentist Symeon
Symeou.

It started with Santa Irini in Farmakas,
Christoudia in Kato Drys and Dafermo
near Lefkara, and with the addition of
Symeon there are clear signs that the
region might finally be emerging from
behind the shadows of Limassol and
Paphos.

Symeon is small, currently barely mak-
ing 15,000 bottles but Symeon and his
team — Evangelos Bakalexis and Sotiris
Pavlis and consultant winemaker Spyros
Zoumboulis — are ambitious newcomers
reviving the legacy of the of the region,
bringing fresh perspective to their work
in both vineyard and the cellar.

The team has maintained its ability
to yield good wines, and these young
producers are harnessing that potential
to produce them with minimal interven-
tion and great elegance.

The winery is compact and mostly
built underground; as a result, it is very

energy efficient. The team is trying not
to intervene much during the winemak-
ing while using both classic and modern
methods in the winery. Symeon sources
fruit both locally and from other regions,
mainly the vineyards in Vouni Panayias
in Paphos. The winery focuses on the
indigenous Xynisteri, Maratheftiko and
Mavro grapes as well the cosmopolitan
Cabernet Sauvignon. It uses concrete
tanks and egg-shaped fermenter vessels
as well as oak barrels of various sizes.

Symeon is aiming to produce PDO
wines and plans to add Giannoudi and
Morokanella indigenous varieties to its
portfolio. The team also plans to show-
case the terroir with imported varieties
too.

2024 Symeon Winery, Xynisteri, ABV
13.5%

The fruit is sourced from vineyards on
Vouni Panayias. They are fermented in
600! oak tanks and kept for three months
on its fine lees. The wine has a brilliant
pale straw yellow colour with a beautiful
depth. Round notes, with green and yel-
low apples, white peach, hawthorn, and
subtle notes of apricot purée mixed with
herbs, a slight undertone of fresh thyme
and salty minerals. Rounded in the mouth,
it has a tingling medium-bodied palate,
deep with good supporting acidity and
beautifully flavourful with stone fruit and
herbs along with a linear, mineral finish.
Pair it with seafood. Its varietal typicity
makes it extremely versatile and food-
friendly.

2024 Symeon Winery, OMG! Xynisteri,
Orange Wine, ABV 12.5%

The grapes are from Farmakas and
Odou villages and are fermented using
indigenous yeast with long skin contact
and daily punch down. Golden yellow in
colour, this wine stands out for its floral
aromas and notes of tropical white fruit,
bergamont, beeswax and orange peel
on the nose. On the palate, it offers fresh
acidity. Arefreshing and bold wine, nicely
tannic, medium to full body, saline and
mineral long aftertaste with lasting im-
pact. Excellent with halloumi recipes,
its high minerality balances out the salt-
iness of the cheese, bringing out flavours
of pure umami. Also try with aged hard
cheeses, baked salmon, white beans or
black-eyed beans with smoked herring,
as well as fried chicken.

2024 Symeon Winery, Mavro, ABV
14%

Refreshing and fruity red, fermented
in concrete tanks. The Mavro grape is
from Vouni Panayias in Paphos, Farma-
kas and Odou villages. An exciting cherry
colour with notes of raspberry and
blueberry, crushed berries, mint with a
smoky undertone on the nose. Excellent
with grilled Cyprus sausage, ratatouille,
grilled chicken with black olives and to-
mato, caper sauce or Moroccan lamb.

2023 Symeon Winery, Topos, ABV
14.5%
This red dry is a blend of Mavro 55%

and Maratheftiko 45% from Odou, Farma-
kas and Vouni Panayias. Skin contact
in concrete vats, aged in oak barrels of
both French and Slovenian oak. Garnet
red colour, aromas of red fruits and a
touch of cooking spices, toasted hazel-
nuts. Balanced and persistent on the
palate, flavours of red plum, cherry and
spice are showcased with light toast
notes and garden-fresh herbs. Medium-
bodied with soft tannins which follow
through to a long, savoury finish. It is a
beautifully balanced wine. Try with char-
cuterie platter or mild cheese, fillet mig-
non or grilled chicken, pork chops.

2023 Symeon Winery, Cabernet Sau-
vignon, ABV 14.5%
A monovarietal from a single vineyard

owned by the family. Made in stainless
steel followed by 15 months ageing in
French oak barrels. Deep purple black
in colour with vibrant, expressive aro-
mas of green pepper, blackcurrant,
crushed blueberry and blackberry, forest
floor and dried mint. The wine is full-
bodied with wonderful richness and
depth on the palate and firm, grinding
tannins featuring a lively backbone cut-
ting through the black fruit layers. The
long, savoury flavours provide genero-
sity to the persistent minty finish. A
must for steak or blue cheeseburgers,
roast lamb with mint, and local lamb
tavas.

hampions Liverpool will
‘ host Bournemouth on
the opening weekend of
the 2025-26 Premier League
season, with Manchester United
playing Arsenal at Old Trafford.
Liverpool, who won the league
in Arne Slot's first season in
charge, will begin their title de-
fence at Anfield in the curtain-
raiser on Friday, 15 August.
Newly promoted Sunderland,
back in the top flight for the first
time since 2016-17, start their
campaign at home against West
Ham the following day.
Championship winners Leeds
welcome Everton to Elland Road
for the Monday night game,
while Burnley - promoted back
to the top flight at the first time
of asking - travel to Europa

League holders Tottenham, who
will be led by Thomas Frank in
a league match for the first time.

Everton fans will have to wait
until the second round of fix-
tures for their first league game
at the Hill Dickinson Stadium,
when they will face Brighton.

Pep Guardiola's Manchester
City will hope to bounce back
from a rare trophyless season
with a strong start against
Wolverhampton Wanderers at
Molineux.

The season, which consists
of 380 games over 33 week-
ends and five midweek rounds,
will conclude on Sunday, 24
May.

The Premier League has said
the start date of 15 August - 82
days on from the end of the

2024-25 season - "allows for the
maximum player rest time avail-
able".

During the festive period,
clubs will not be asked to play
twice in less than 60 hours.

It will be the first season with
the new Premier League TV
deal in place, with every game
outside of the Saturday 3pm
blackout to be broadcast live by
either Sky Sports or TNT.

The Fifa Club World Cup

hen the FIFA Club
World Cup (CWC)
opened on Saturday,

Lionel Messi, arguably the world’s
greatest footballer, weaved his
magic on the field as a cluster
of former stars — David Beckham,
Ronaldo, Kaka, Bebeto, Rober-
to Baggio and Javier Zanetti —
watched on from their VIP seats
at the Hard Rock Stadium in
Miami.

While Messi was unable to
score any goals in Inter Miami’s
0-0 draw against Egyptian club
Al Ahly, football fans turned up
in their thousands to watch the
Argentinian lead his team in what
could have been a goal-fest for
the home side.

From Inter Miami’s inclusion
in the CWC under a special ‘host
nation’ spot for the regular-sea-
son winners of MLS (other foot-
ball continents had different entry
criteria for qualification), to Infan-
tino’s widely-reported comment
that Portugal superstar Cristiano
Ronaldo “might play in the Club

World Cup”, and increasing the
winner’s prize money by a whop-
ping $35m, the FIFA chief has
pulled out all the stops to support
his claim that this competition is
“the start of something historic
that will change our sport for the
better,” as he said earlier this
week.

Every team at the FIFA Club
World Cup plays three group
matches in the space on nine
days.

While that schedule in itself is
not unusual for an international
competition, the CWC has been
subject to criticism from players’
unions long before the first kick
of the opening game, as it comes
off the back of a long domestic
and international season in
Europe and the Middle East for
many clubs, while others — from
the US, South America and
Oceania — have hit pause on
their regular seasons and will
return to their respective leagues
after the Club World Cup.

While Messi-mania brought

the crowds in the tournament
opener in Miami on June 14,
and European champions PSG
thrashed Atletico Madrid in front
of 80,000 Los Angeles fans at
the famous Rose Bowl.

Monday’s Chelsea vs LAFC
encounter at the Mercedes-Benz
Stadium in Atlanta was played
out in front of 22,137 spectators
— less than one-third of the sta-
dium’s 75,000 seat capacity.

The Chelsea-LAFC encounter
was not the only fixture to expe-
rience low attendance.

On Monday, a Group C match
between Flamengo and Esper-
ance de Tunis attracted 25,797
fans to Philadelphia’s 69,000-
seat Lincoln Financial Field, rep-
resenting a 37.4% attendance
rate.

A Group B match on Sunday
between Botafogo and Seattle
Sounders, played at the 69,000-
seat Lumens Field in Seattle,
drew 30,151 spectators, or 43.7%
of maximum spectator capacity,
according to official match fig-
ures.

Also on Sunday, the 82,500-
capacity MetLife Stadium, the
venue for the FIFA Club World
Cup final, was filled with 46,275
fans for the Group A clash bet-
ween Palmeiras and Porto, rep-
resenting 56.1% of the arena’s
maximum spectator capacity.

Alexander Tofalides — European Championships Preview

ondon-based UK-Cypriot
LAIex Tofalides is the sole

representative of Cyprus at
the European Fencing Cham-
pionships, which began this
week June in Genoa, Italy.

Tofalides, 32, will compete in
the Foil category, which in-
cludes 77 participants.

The competition will start
with preliminary group rounds
before moving on to the knock-
out stage, beginning with the
Round of 64.

This is Tofalides’ first major
event since the Paris 2024 Olym-
pic Games, where he won his
opening bout and advanced to
the Round of 32. He is Cyprus’
first Olympic fencer.

Before departing for Genoa,
Tofalides made the following
statement: “I'm very excited to be
back in action. It's the first major
event since the Olympic Games,
and I'll be competing against
some of the very best — Olympic
and World medalists, and over

50% of the current top 10 fencers
in the world.

“Training has been going well.
Since Paris, I've been adapting
and refining my strategies, and
this event marks my first real test
of the new Olympic cycle. I've just
returned from a two-week train-
ing camp in ltaly, where | sparred
with elite fencers from around
the globe. It gave me a real fla-
vour of the intensity I'll face next
week. Of course, nothing truly
replicates competition, but | feel
sharpened and ready.”

He added, “I be travelling with
key members of my Olympic
team — Raffi Rhys Pollitt, who
supports me as both Video
Analyst and Sparring Partner,
and Maria Goriup, my long-time
Physio.

“My goal is to give everything
— to fight for every point, defeat
every opponent in front of me,
and proudly represent Cyprus,
as always, with the flag on my
mask.”

Now he must solve the seem-

ingly never-ending puzzle that
is Tottenham Hotspur.

The dysfunctional nature of
Spurs was graphically illustrated
by chairman Daniel Levy’s deci-
sion to follow his long-term habit
of sacking managers who do not
win trophies by sacking the one
who finally did.

Ange Postecoglou may have
ended the club’s 17-year wait
for success by winning the
Europa League, but that was
still not enough for Levy after a
17th-place finish in the Premier
League.

Into this conundrum walks
51-year-old Frank (pictured above

with our Michael Yiakoumi) - the
charismatic and warm Dane
who will swap the structure and
stability of Brentford for the pre-
carious, unwieldy beast that is
Spurs.

The new Spurs manager the
Dane Thomas Frank is expect-
ing our Michael Yiakoumi to
treat him to Danish pastries and
not Kourapiedes like he did with
Ange Postecoglou.

It is a move laced with risk
for Frank, because this is Spurs
and his chairman will be Levy,
but it is one his naturally confi-
dent nature will embrace and is
a step up in profile his impres-
sive work at Brentford has
earned.

Frank has been hugely suc-
cessful in establishing the Bees
in the Premier League while

playing high-intensity, entertain-
ing football — catching the eye
of hard-to-please Levy.

Other managers regularly
speak in admiring tones about
Frank’s work, with the belief
being that eventually he would
leave Brentford to take on a
high-pressure, high-profile job.
Even six-time Premier League
winner Pep Guardiola said it
was “just a question of time.”
The time is now.

The Champions League
awaits, and so does a mission
to revive Spurs as a Premier
League force.

What is clear is they have
turned to a man whose career
remains on an upwards curve.

Frank’s playing career may
have only taken in the Danish
amateur game — he even spent
time working in a kindergarten
— but he progressed success-
fully as a coach through the
Denmark national youth teams
to Brondby, before joining Brent-
ford as an assistant in 2016,
then succeeding Dean Smith
as head coach two years later
when Smith moved to Aston
Villa.

That enabled Frank to build
the body of work that attracted
admiring glances before Spurs
and Levy were finally in the po-
sition to lure him from Brentford,
where he was such a beloved
figure and where supporters will
be heartbroken, even if they
had guessed this day would
eventually come.

We wish Thomas Frank all
the best at Tottenham.

Brighton sign 18-year-old
forward Charalampos Kostoulas
for £29.78m from Greek side

Olympiakos

righton have signed
B 18-year-old forward Cha-

ralampos Kostoulas for
£29.78m (35m euros) from Greek
side Olympiakos.

The teenager has signed a
five-year contract that will start
on 1 July.

The deal represents by some
distance the highest fee ever
received by a Greek club, beat-
ing the £16.6m Wolves paid to
sign Daniel Podence from Olym-
piakos in 2020.

Brighton manager Fabian
Hurzeler said: “He wants to play
in the Premier League and we
are excited about what he can
bring to the team.

“He will give us different at-
tacking options and we’re look-

ing forward to helping him adapt
to his new environment.”
Should an add-on of £1.7m
for Kostoulas be paid during his
time at Brighton, it would make
the transfer a record deal for a
Greek player — topping the
£30.63m Napoli paid Roma for
Kostas Manolas in 2019.
Greece Under-21 international
Kostoulas made his first-team
debut in 2024, having come
through Olympiakos’ academy.
Kostoulas was a regular
starter as Olympiakos won the
prestigious UEFA Youth League
in 2024, beating Inter Milan and
Bayern Munich on their way to
the final, where they defeated
AC Milan.
The forward netted seven

goals in 22 first-team league
appearances last season.

Kostoulas is guided by an
ex-basketball coach

Greek agent Giorgos Panou
is credited with launching the
career of superstar Milwaukee
Bucks basketball player Giannis
Antetokounmpo and is now
doing the same in football with
Brighton’s new striker Kostou-
las.

Just as he spotted Anteto-
kounmpo, then a second divi-
sion Greek basketball player in
2013, he noticed Kostoulas,
nicknamed ‘Babis’, aged 15.

When asked how the two
talents compare, Panou replied:
“| felt the same way when | first
saw Babis playing three years
ago in an under-19s game, aged
15, to how | felt when [ first saw
Giannis.

“| got the feeling immediately
that he is cold-blooded, immense
talent, with great body language
and ready to take on older, big-
ger guys without feeling pressure.
| saw a potential to grow.”

“So we feel very comfortable,
and I'm really sure that Babis
will adapt really fast in this en-
vironment. It was a no-brainer
for me.”

The former Greece basketball
assistant coach, now brokering
deals across two sports, believes
this is a golden era of Greek
football — with Stefanos Tzimas
also joining Brighton this sum-
mer, and PAOK star Giannis
Konstantelias expected to soon
move to a top five European
league.

Over 1,000 residents sign for Barnet’s low-cost tennis membership

ore than 1,000 Barnet
residents have signed
up for the council’s

affordable tennis membership
scheme, as part of a major
transformation of the borough’s
tennis facilities that has seen
court bookings surge to over
60,000 annually.

The success follows a £1.3
million investment — £700,000
from the Lawn Tennis Associa-
tion and £600,000 match fund-
ing from Barnet Council — to re-
furbish 41 courts across 21 parks
to a high standard.

introduced a new online book-
ing system, low-cost member-
ship options, and professional
coaching sessions, making ten-
nis more accessible and afford-
able for all.

The membership scheme
allows adults to play for just
£36.15 a year — or £15.50 for
concessions — enabling two one-
hour bookings per week at no
extra cost.

Clir Anne Clarke, Cabinet
Member for Environment and
Climate Change, said: “It's fan-
tastic to see over 1,000 resi-
dents already taking advantage

of our low-cost tennis member-
ship.

In total, more than 120,000
people have played tennis in
Barnet parks over the past year.
Free-to-play sessions run every
weekday from 10am-11am and
4pm-6pm, and coaching is now
available in eight parks, gener-
ating an additional £20,000.

Annual income from tennis
has jumped to £173,000, with
£46,000 ring-fenced each year
to maintain the courts.
