fragile ceasefire began
Ato take effect between

Iran and Israel on Tues-
day, spurred by pressure from
US President Donald Trump,
raising hopes of ending the
most intense military clash
between the Middle East arch-
foes.

Both nations indicated the 12-
day aerial conflict had paused,
at least temporarily, following
Trump’s public reprimand for
breaching a ceasefire he an-

nounced at 5am GMT.

Israel lifted nationwide res-
trictions at 8pm local time, with
officials confirming that Ben
Gurion Airport near Tel Aviv had
reopened. Iran’s airspace was
also set to reopen, according to
state-linked Nournews.

Iranian President Masoud
Pezeshkian declared a “great
victory,” stating Iran had suc-
cessfully concluded the war, as
reported by Iranian media. He
also informed Saudi Crown

Prince Mohammed bin Salman
that Tehran was open to resolv-
ing issues with the US.

Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu likewise declared a
historic achievement.

The truce, seen as vital to end-
ing the most intense Iran-Israel
fighting in decades, got off to an
uncertain start. Both sides de-
layed confirming the ceasefire
and accused each other of vio-
lations, highlighting how delicate
and tentative the agreement
remains.

Trump chastised both coun-
tries but reserved harsher words
for Israel, urging the US ally to
“calm down now.” He later said
Israel had halted further attacks
at his urging.

Israeli Defense Minister
Israel Katz told US counterpart
Pete Hegseth that Israel would
observe the truce unless Iran
broke it. Pezeshkian similarly
said Iran would abide by it if
Israel did, according to Iranian
sources.

The ceasefire’s durability re-

mains uncertain due to the deep
mistrust between the countries.
Still, Trump’s role in halting hos-
tilities showed Washington’s on-
going influence in the unstable
region.

Israeli military chief Eyal Zamir
said a “significant chapter” had
ended, though the broader cam-
paign against Iran was not fin-
ished. He noted the army would
now shift focus back to fighting
Iran-backed Hamas in Gaza.

Iran’s military command
warned both Israel and the US to
heed the “crushing blows” deli-
vered in the conflict.

Iran reported 610 fatalities
and 4,746 injuries from Israeli
strikes. Iran’s retaliatory missile
attacks killed 28 people in Israel,
marking the first time Iranian
missiles breached lIsrael’s air
defences in large numbers.

Global oil prices dropped and
stock markets surged in res-
ponse to the truce, reflecting
optimism that Gulf oil flows
would remain uninterrupted.

Stefanos Stefanou re-elected as AKEL General Secretary

tefanos Stefanou was re-
S elected as General Sec-

retary of AKEL on Sunday
during the final day of the party’s
Pancyprian Congress in Nico-
sia. In his address, he said the
party was entering the battle for
a strong and combative AKEL
that will pave the way for the
progressive change the coun-
try and its people need.

The voting took place on Sun-
day morning. 810 delegates cast
ballots, with 781 supporting Ste-
fanou - a 96.4% majority - and
29 voting against.

“We are builders of life, always
committed to the struggle for
peace in Cyprus and across the
world,” Stefanou said, thanking
delegates for their trust and des-

cribing the responsibility as
enormous.

“At AKEL, we turn responsibi-
lity into struggle and demands -
opening the way to progress,
expanding our horizons, reviving
hope for a people that suffers
from the consequences of the
Turkish invasion and occupation
but refuses to surrender,” he
added.

He also voiced concern over
rising tensions in the region, fol-
lowing a U.S. strike on Iran.

“After the U.S. hit Iran, the situ-
ation is escalating dangerously,”
he said, adding that AKEL stands
with the millions worldwide de-
fending peace and international
law.

Stefanou said that solving the

Cyprus problem remains AKEL's
top priority.

“So that our country is freed
from occupation. So that Greek
Cypriots and Turkish Cypriots
can live together peacefully, in
a common, bicommunal state
without barbed wire and check-
points.”

He reaffirmed AKEL’'s commit-
ment to a federal solution, say-
ing, “Cyprus belongs to all its
people: Greek Cypriots, Turkish
Cypriots, Maronites, Armenians
and Latins.”

On the economy, Stefanou
said the party would continue
fighting to protect society from
rising prices and anti-social poli-
cies.

“Social justice is not just a
slogan - it is the soul of the Left,”
he said, adding that AKEL would
always fight for the dignity of
workers and citizens.

He also warned of the threat
posed by the far right.

“We will not allow our country
to relive the tragedies brought by
the far right. We will continue to
remind people what the fascists
and tanks did to this country.”

Addressing youth issues, Ste-
fanou said that creating genuine
prospects for young people re-
mains a core goal - “so that no
one needs to emigrate, so they

can have housing, start families,
and feel that their dreams have
a place in this country.”

The 24th Congress, he said,
was rich in ideas, criticism and
determination.

“One hundred and three dele-
gates spoke - this is real demo-
cratic participation,” he said.

“This is a true celebration of
democracy and collectivity. We
asked questions. We sought
answers. We set goals. We took
decisions - not for paper, but for
action. For engagement with
society. For participation in peo-
ple’s daily struggles,” he added.

Stefanou said the party would
now move forward in a more co-
ordinated and dynamic way, with
deeper presence in workplaces,
neighbourhoods, youth spaces
and mass organisations - “with
modern tools, but the same class-
based compass.”

“AKEL was born of need and
of the people’s struggle against
injustice,” he said. “But it is also
the mother of hope - the hope to
build a peaceful Cyprus, to shape
tomorrow, to bring change. This
hope is in our hands.”

The Congress, he concluded,
sent a clear message: “AKEL is
here - united, strong and ready
for the battles ahead. Now and
always.”

UN condemns Gaza
aid 'death trap' amid
ongoing killings

L\ t least 46 Palestinians
waiting for food aid
have been killed by
Israeli fire in two separate in-
cidents in central and south-
ern Gaza, according to rescue
teams and hospital sources.
UN agencies have harshly
criticized the US-and Israel-
backed food distribution sys-
tem, with one official describing
it as “an abomination” and “a
death trap.”

These fatal incidents have
become an almost daily occur-
rence but have drawn little
international attention since
Israel's strikes on Iran over a
week ago.

Excluding the most recent
deaths, the UN reports that
more than 410 Palestinians
have been killed by Israeli
gunfire or shelling since the
Gaza Humanitarian Founda-
tion (GHF) began operations
in late May.

Footage from al-Awda Hos-
pital in Nuseirat showed scenes
of chaos as young men with
gunshot wounds were carried
in, many soaked in blood and
crying out in pain. The hospital
quickly became overwhelmed,
with patients covering the
floors as beds filled.

Officials from the hospital
and Hamas-run Civil Defence
said at least 21 people were
killed and around 150 injured.

Eyewitnesses reported that
thousands had gathered near
a GHF-operated distribution
point located inside an Israeli
military zone when Israeli troops
opened fire.

The Israel Defense Forces
(IDF) acknowledged that a ga-
thering had been “identified in
an area adjacent to IDF troops
operating in the Netzarim cor-
ridor,” and said reports of ca-
sualties were “under review.”

The GHF, however, denied
that any incidents occurred
near its sites on Tuesday mor-
ning.

In a separate incident that

same morning, paramedics
said another 25 people were
killed near a GHF facility in
southern Gaza.

Israel partially lifted its total
blockade on Gaza just over a
month ago, and the GHF began
distributing aid shortly there-
after. It claims to have deliv-
ered 41 million meals to date.

Although officially designated
as a private organization, the
GHF is backed by the US and
Israel, and employs armed pri-
vate security contractors. Its
opaque funding and operations
have led major aid groups and
UN agencies to refuse collabo-
ration, accusing the foundation
of aligning with Israeli military
objectives in ways that breach
humanitarian norms.

Israel, however, views the
GHF as central to a new aid
strategy aimed at weakening
Hamas’s hold on Gaza.

In response to the latest
violence, UN human rights of-
fice spokesperson Thameen
al-Kheetan condemned Israel’'s
aid approach during a press
briefing in Geneva.

“Israel’s militarised aid
mechanism contradicts inter-
national standards for humani-
tarian relief,” he said, adding:
“Using food as a weapon and
denying civilians access to es-
sential services amounts to a
war crime.” He noted that whe-
ther war crimes were committed
would be for courts to determine.

Despite the crisis, Israel con-
tinues to permit some aid trucks
into Gaza for UN and select
NGOs.

On Saturday, World Central
Kitchen confirmed that aid lor-
ries had reached its teams in
Gaza for the first time in over
12 weeks, allowing them to re-
sume operations at several
kitchens.

Still, aid experts warn that the
amount of food reaching the
population is insufficient, and
that Gaza remains perilously
close to famine.
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Greece holds Georgian suspected of
fuelling Chios fire with cigarette

reece has arrested a
Georgian woman sus-
pected of discarding a

cigarette that helped trigger one
of several wildfires razing land
and threatening homes on the
island of Chios.

Blazes broke out on Chios in
the Aegean Sea on Sunday and
tore through 10,000 acres of
mainly bush and pasture land
in three days, Greece’s climate
crisis and civil protection mini-
stry said on Wednesday.

The Georgian was charged
with unintentional arson. Witnes-
ses saw her drop a cigarette, a
fire brigade official said.

There was no official confir-
mation of the arrest or identity
of the suspect.

Though the wildfires were lar-
gely contained by Wednesday,
hundreds of firefighters remained
on Chios to prevent rekindling
and bring all fronts under control,
the Greek fire brigade said.

A state of emergency was de-

clared on the island earlier this
week, after five wildfires raged,
driven by strong winds. Evacu-
ation orders were issued for 17
communities.

The fires began in the areas of
Kofinas, Agia Anna, and Agios
Makarios. A fourth blaze broke
out just after midnight in Agios
Markos, followed by a fifth on
Monday morning in Agiasmata.

The wildfires destroyed
homes, farmland, and critical
infrastructure.

By Tuesday morning, more
than 444 firefighters, 85 fire
trucks, 11 helicopters, and two
firefighting planes had been de-
ployed. Reinforcements arrived
from Athens, Thessaloniki and
Lesbos.

Images from the island
showed desperate locals aiding
fire crews, tossing buckets of
water and using clothing to
smother small fires as flames
approached their homes.

Extensive damage was re-
ported to at least one distillery,
with residents expressing frus-
tration at being unable to return

and assess damage to their
properties.

The fires also damaged the
local power grid, leading to out-
ages in the Vrontados area.

Crews from the Hellenic
Electricity Distribution Network
(HEDNO) were sent from Les-
bos to restore power.

Authorities reported additional
issues with the island’s water
supply and other infrastructure.

At Europe’s southernmost tip,
Greece is often hit by wildfires
during its hot and dry summers,
but authorities say the fast-chang-
ing climate is fuelling more des-
tructive blazes.

The Greek government has
paid hundreds of millions of euros
in damages related to extreme
weather to households and far-
mers and to update firefighting
equipment.

It has upped firefighter num-
bers to a record 18,000 this year
in anticipation of a challenging
fire season. They will be assis-
ted by 294 firefighters from five
European countries from July 1
to Sept. 15.

Amazon to invest £40bn in UK
with thousands of new jobs

mazon has announced it
Awill invest £40bn in the UK

over the next three years,
creating thousands of jobs and
expanding its operations with
four new warehouses.

The online retail giant plans to
build two major fulfilment centres
in the East Midlands, expected to
open in 2027. The exact locations
have not yet been confirmed.
Two other sites — in Hull and
Northampton — were previously
announced and are scheduled
for completion in 2025 and 2026
respectively, with around 2,000
jobs to be created at each.

Amazon is already one of the
UK’s largest private sector em-
ployers, with about 75,000 staff.
As part of the new investment,
the company will also construct

two additional buildings at its
east London headquarters, open
new delivery stations, upgrade its
transport network, and redevelop
Bray Film Studios in Berkshire,
which it acquired last year.

The £40bn investment includes
much of the £8bn committed in
2024 to UK data centre construc-
tion and maintenance, as well as
spending on employee wages
and benefits.

Prime Minister Sir Keir Starmer
described the investment as a
“massive vote of confidence in the
UK as the best place to do busi-
ness,” highlighting the creation
of “real opportunities” for people
across the country. Chancellor
Rachel Reeves called it a “pow-
erful endorsement of Britain’s
economic strengths.”

Amazon chief executive Andy
Jassy said the expansion would
benefit communities across all
four nations of the UK. “When
Amazon invests, it's not only in
London and the South East,” he
said.

“We’re bringing innovation
and job creation to communities
throughout England, Wales,
Scotland and Northern Ireland.”

Despite the positive economic
news, Amazon continues to face
criticism from some regulators,
unions and campaigners. Con-
cerns remain over working con-
ditions in its warehouses — which
the company denies — while the
UK’s grocery regulator has re-
cently launched a probe into
Amazon’s compliance with sup-
plier payment rules.

Grocery inflation hits

4.7%, highest since
February 2023

ritish grocery price infla-
Btion rose to 4.7 per cent

for the four weeks to June
15, its highest level since Feb-
ruary last year, dealing another
blow for low-income households,
data from market researcher
Kantar showed on Tuesday.

The figure, which compared
to 4.1 per cent in last month’s
report, was driven by price rises
in products such as chocolate,
butter and meat, Kantar said,
with everyday staples becoming
less affordable.

Market leader Tesco said
earlier this month that new em-
ployer taxes and regulatory
costs were adding to inflation-
ary pressure at a time when
commodity prices were rising,
squeezing both businesses and
shoppers alike.

Industry researcher the Insti-
tute of Grocery Distribution has
forecast that food inflation could
hit nearly 5 per cent this year,
warning that ongoing global
supply chain issues may con-
tribute to further volatility.

Data from Asda and the
Centre for Economics and Busi-
ness Research, published on
Monday, showed that while
average real disposable income
is rising in the UK, the lowest-
earning 40 per cent now have
less spending power than they
did in 2021.

“Consumer concerns over

price are continuing, and this is
reflected in the figures. Sales
of own label ranges grew at
4.2 per cent this month, ahead
of branded lines, as shoppers
looked to balance their budgets,”
Fraser McKevitt, head of retail
and consumer insight at Kantar,
said.

Kantar said grocery sales in
value terms increased 4.1 per
cent year-on-year over the four
weeks, helped by warm weather,
which typically encourages more
seasonal food and drink pur-
chases.

However, it said when inflation
was taken into account grocery
volumes fell 0.4 per cent — the
first year-on-year decline this
year.

Tesco, number two player
Sainsbury’s, discounter Lidl and
online supermarket Ocado were
the standout performers over
the 12 weeks to June 15 with
year-on-year sales gains of 7.0
per cent, 5.7 per cent, 11.2 per
cent and 12.2 per cent respec-
tively.

Number three player Asda
remained the industry laggard
with a sales decline of 1.7 per
cent, though its performance is
on an improving trend.

Kantar said spending on gro-
ceries at cyberattack-hit Marks
& Spencer rose 12.0 per cent,
though the retailer is not inclu-
ded in its market share data set.

this month, there’s no doubt you too

would have been mesmerised by a
new dance group making noise in our
community... I'm talking about Spasta,
who formed only three months ago but
are already bringing pure vibes to every
performance!

Like a scene out of a classic Greek
movie, they bring rhythm, passion and
tradition with every step, spin and foot-
slap. From the first beat of the music to
the final cheer, their energy is infectious
and their presence unforgettable.

| caught up with founder Ellis Chara-
lambous, who told me all about how
the group came together, the meaning
behind the name Spasta, and why he
believes dance is more than just a
movement...

If you attended CyWineFest earlier

When and why was Spasta formed?

The idea of Spasta actually started a
year and a half ago. | was on crutches
after blowing out my knee playing foot-
ball, and it was driving me mad - going
out to all these Greek nights with friends
and not being able to dance. In that

moment, | told myself: when | can walk
and dance again, I'm going to start my
own Greek dance school. And honestly,
that's where it all began. After that, |
started thinking about names and logo
ideas, which took around four months.

Why Spasta?

| played around with lots of different
names, but Spasta - which means
“break it” or “let loose” - perfectly cap-
tures everything | feel about Greek dan-
cing. It's a word that doesn’t translate
easily, and | think that’s a good way to
describe Spasta too. We're not just a
dance group - we love performing, and
we represent the spirit of release, ener-
gy, and passion that defines Greek and
Cypriot dance. At the same time, we’re
bringing together people who share a
love of dancing, creating space to so-
cialise, connect, and make new friends.

My dad used to tell me stories about
hanging out at Greek social clubs when
he was younger. For our generation, the
closest we've had is Greek school - but
it's just not the same. Spasta is our way
to break free from life’s stresses and

reconnect with culture and tradition.

Tell us about the members of the
group.

| obviously could not do all of this by
myself so | thought long and hard about
who to get involved — people | can trust
and who | feel embody my love and
passion for Greek dancing.

The first person that came to mind
was my friend Chris (Yiannitsarou) who
I've known for many years. | didn’t have
to ask him twice - he was there straight
away. Then there's my brother, Rico —
he’s involved whether he likes it or not!
He's quite new to performing but has
taken it all in his stride. When he danced
the tatsia at the wine festival, you
wouldn’t have guessed it was only his
second time. He’s been practising a lot
and now loves it more than ever. And
finally we have Michael (Miltiadous) and
Christo (Michaelides), our two youngest
members. We need young blood - they
can do the big kicks and quick moves
because my knees can't anymore! But
more importantly, we want to give back
to the younger generation and bring
new people in. They're good boys, hard

workers, and eventually they'll become
teachers too.

Besides performing at events, you
hold Greek dancing lessons every
Monday evening at Hadley Wood
tennis club.

Yes, we run both beginner and
advanced classes and right now we're
focusing on zeibekika. The beginner’s
class runs from 7-8pm and the advan-
ced from 8-9pm. We also teach the
hasapiko, tsamiko, and a few group
dances that are really fun.

We encourage everyone to learn a
bit of everything. We don't just teach a
routine and send you on your way, our
classes are designed to uplift, inspire
and give people the confidence to go
out there and dance.

At the moment it's adults only (16+),
but in September, we’ll be launching
kids classes, ranging from ages 4 to 15,
depending on interest.

What can someone expect by taking
part in these lessons?

They’ll be stepping into a community
- and | really want to emphasise that
community is at the heart of Spasta.
That's what sets us apart. We're here
week in, week out, having fun, and we're
also planning regular events where our
students can practise what they've been
learning in class. Our first event will be
at Odos in High Barnet on Sunday 21st
September.

Tell us about your previous dancing
experience.

I've been dancing professionally for
the last seven years; I've performed in
groups, taught privately and genuinely
loved every minute of it. One thing I've
learned is that there’s good Greek danc-
ing - and then there’s good teaching. |
focus on both. I've developed the ability
to break things down so that even the
most complicated steps are easy for my
students to pick up. And | like to think
I'm a decent dancer too!

Spasta stole the show at CyWineFest
- where else have you performed?

Our first performance was at the Opa
Opa Greek Indoor Festival at Scala,
King’s Cross, back in March, which was
a great way to get exposure, and more
recently at the Nepomak Boat Party.
And of course, earlier this month, we
performed both days of the wine festival
— it was incredible, and we’ve had lots
of enquiries since.

What do you love most about per-
forming?

Having the power to get people up
and dancing. We're not just performers,
we create an atmosphere, even when
there isn’t one to begin with. Wherever
we go, it becomes a Spasta party! | love
seeing people smiling and having a good
time, especially when it's our students.
Watching them work hard, improve, and
then light up the dance floor — that’s the
best feeling.

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The 10 Greatest
Ancient Greeks

ncient Greece produced

A an astonishing number of
individuals who pro-
foundly shaped philosophy, pol-
itics, art, science, and warfare.
Their lega-cies still influence the
modern world. Selecting the
"greatest" is difficult, but here
are ten towering figures whose
contributions were exceptional.

1. Homer (c. 8th Century BC)

The legendary poet traditionally
credited with composing two of the
greatest epic poems of all time,
The lliad and The Odyssey. Thought
to have lived sometime between
the 8th and 7th centuries BC, little
is known about Homer's life. The
lliad recounts key events of the
Trojan War, focusing on the hero
Achilles, while The Odyssey fol-
lows the adventurous journey of
Odysseus as he strives to return
home after the war. Both epics are
foundational works of Western
literature, celebrated for their rich
language, vivid imagery, and deep
exploration of themes such as
heroism, honour, fate, and the hu-
man condition. Homer’s influence
on later literature, philosophy, and
artis immense, shaping the Greek
identity and inspiring countless
adaptations and interpretations
across cultures.

2. Pythagoras (c. 570-495 BC)
A philosopher and mathemati-
cian best known for the Pythago-
rean Theorem, a fundamental
principle in geometry. Born on the
island of Samos, he later founded
a religious and philosophical
school in Croton, in southern Italy,
where mathematics, philosophy,
and spiritual teachings were deeply
intertwined. Pythagoras and his
followers, known as Pythagoreans,
believed that numbers and math-
ematical relationships were the
underlying principles of the uni-
verse. They saw mathematics not
merely as a tool but as a path to
understanding the cosmos and
achieving spiritual purity. Beyond
mathematics, Pythagoras contri-
buted ideas to music theory.

3. Pericles (c. 495-429 BC)

A prominent and influential
statesman, orator, and general
during Athens' Golden Age. Often
called "the first citizen of Athens,"
he led the city for more than three
decades, helping to shape its de-
mocracy and expand its power
and cultural influence. Under Peri-
cles’ leadership, Athens experi-
enced a flourishing of the arts,
architecture, and philosophy, lay-
ing foundations that would define
Western civilization. He cham-
pioned democracy, making politi-
cal participation more accessible
to the common citizen, and sup-

ported policies that strengthened
the navy and the economy. Peri-
cles also initiated the ambitious
building projects that transformed
Athens, including the construction
of the Parthenon, a symbol of
Athenian glory and artistic achieve-
ment. Although his policies also
contributed to the tensions lead-
ing to the Peloponnesian War, his
vision and leadership left an en-
during legacy.

4. Herodotus (c. 484-425 BC)

Often called the "Father of His-
tory" for his groundbreaking work
in recording historical events sys-
tematically and critically. Born in
Halicarnassus, in what is now
modern-day Turkey, Herodotus
travelled extensively throughout
the ancient world, gathering infor-
mation about the cultures, customs,
and conflicts of various peoples.
His most famous work, The His-
tories, focuses largely on the Greco-
Persian Wars, blending historical
narrative with cultural, geograph-
ical, and ethnographical observa-
tions. While Herodotus aimed to
explain the causes and events of
conflicts, he also sought to pre-
serve the stories and traditions of
different civilizations.

5. Socrates (c. 470-399 BC)

Socrates is often considered
the father of Western philosophy.
Despite writing no books himself,
his method of questioning - the
"Socratic Method" - is still founda-
tional to critical thinking today. In
the crowded markets and sunlit
squares of ancient Athens, a bare-
foot man with a rugged face and
piercing gaze wove among the
citizens, armed only with questions.
This was Socrates - philosopher,
gadfly, and martyr of free thought.
He claimed to know nothing, yet
through relentless questioning, he
exposed the ignorance of the most
powerful men in the city. His method
- the Socratic Dialogue - sought
truth not through lecture, but through
conversation, leading others to
uncover wisdom within themselves.

He cared little for wealth, fame,
or comfort. He believed virtue was
the highest good, and that an un-
examined life was not worth living.
Yet this devotion to truth and rea-
son unsettled the fragile politics of
Athens. Accused of corrupting the
youth and impiety, he stood trial
before ajury of his peers. Offered
exile, he refused. Instead, he drank
the hemlock calmly, choosing death
over abandoning his ideals. So-
crates' body perished, but his spirit
lived on - through Plato, Aristotle,
and countless others.

6. Hippocrates (c. 460-370 BC)
Often referred to as the "Father
of Medicine" for his lasting contri-

butions to the field of healthcare.
Born on the Greek island of Kos,
he revolutionised medicine by re-
jecting supernatural explanations
for disease and emphasising nat-
ural causes and observations. He
believed that health depended on
a balance among bodily fluids,
known as humours, and he promo-
ted careful clinical observation and
documentation of patients' symp-
toms. His ethical approach to med-
ical practice is immortalised in the
Hippocratic Oath, a code of ethics
still referenced in medical tradi-
tions today. Although it is unclear
which works he personally au-
thored, the Hippocratic Corpus -
a collection of medical texts asso-
ciated with him - greatly influ-
enced later medical practice and
education.

7. Plato (c. 427-347 BC)

A pivotal figure in Western phi-
losophy, a student of Socrates
and the teacher of Aristotle. He
founded the Academy in Athens,
one of the first institutions of higher
learning in the Western world.
Plato’s writings, mostly in the form
of dialogues, explore a wide range
of topics, including ethics, politics,
metaphysics, and epistemology.
Central to his philosophy is the
theory of Forms, which asserts
that the material world is only a
shadow of a higher, unchanging
reality. In works like The Republic,
Plato discusses justice, the nature
of the ideal state, and the role of
philosophers as rulers. He was
deeply concerned with how know-
ledge is possible and how humans
can attain true understanding.
Plato also contributed significantly
to the development of logic and
mathematics. His influence has
been profound and enduring, sha-
ping Christian thought, Islamic
philosophy, and countless West-
ern intellectual traditions.

8. Aristotle (384-322 BC)

A philosopher and scientist,
one of the most influential figures
in Western intellectual history. A
student of Plato and tutor to Alex-
ander the Great, Aristotle devel-
oped a comprehensive system of
thought that spanned ethics, poli-
tics, metaphysics, logic, biology,
and more. Unlike Plato, who em-
phasised abstract Forms, Aristotle
focused on empirical observation
and concrete reality. He believed
that knowledge comes from sen-
sory experience and that under-
standing the natural world is key
to understanding existence. Aris-
totle’s Nicomachean Ethics ex-
plores the concept of virtue and
the idea of living a "good life"
through balance and reason. His
Politics analyses the structure of
societies and governments, advo-

cating for a constitutional govern-
ment as the best form. Aristotle
also made lasting contributions to
formal logic, particularly through
his system of syllogism, and his
biological studies were remark-
ably advanced for his time.

9. Alexander the Great (356—
323 BC)

One of history’s most extraor-
dinary military leaders and empire
builders. Born in Pella, the capital
of Macedonia, he was the son of
King Philip Il and Queen Olympias.
Tutored by Aristotle, Alexander
developed a love for learning, phi-
losophy, and science, along with
a sharp strategic mind. After his
father’s assassination, Alexander
ascended to the throne at the age
of 20 and swiftly consolidated
power, quelling rebellions across
Greece.

He then launched an ambitious
campaign against the Persian Em-
pire, achieving stunning victories
at battles such as Issus and Gau-
gamela. Over the course of a dec-
ade, Alexander conquered vast
territories, creating an empire that
stretched from Greece and Egypt
to India. His military genius lay in
his bold tactics, swift movements,
and ability to adapt to diverse chal-
lenges. Alexander also sought to
blend Greek and local cultures,
founding cities like Alexandria and
encouraging cultural exchanges,
an era now known as the Helle-
nistic Age.

Despite his remarkable achieve-
ments, Alexander’s life was cut
short at age 32, under mysterious
circumstances in Babylon. His
empire fragmented soon after his
death, but his legacy endured.

10. Archimedes (c. 287-212 BC)

A brilliant mathematician, phy-
sicist, engineer, inventor, and
astronomer. Born in the city of
Syracuse on the island of Sicily,
he made groundbreaking contri-
butions to a wide range of fields.
In mathematics, Archimedes de-
veloped methods for calculating

areas, volumes, and surface areas,
anticipating concepts of integral
calculus. He is famous for formu-
lating the principle of buoyancy,
now known as Archimedes'
Principle, reportedly discovered
while he was taking a bath, lead-
ing to his legendary exclamation,
"Eureka!" In addition to his theo-
retical work, Archimedes invented
practical devices, such as the
Archimedean screw, used for rais-
ing water for irrigation. He also
designed innovative war machines
to defend Syracuse against Roman
attacks during the Second Punic
War. Despite his efforts, Syracuse
eventually fell, and Archimedes
was Killed, reportedly against or-
ders to spare him.

Other Greats

Aeschylus - tragedian, known
as the father of tragedy, who intro-
duced dialogue and expanded
the dramatic structure of plays.

Sophocles - tragedian who
introduced a third actor and com-
plex characters. His surviving
plays, including Oedipus Rex and
Antigone, deeply explore fate,
morality, and human suffering.

Euripides - tragedian known
for exploring psychological depth,
strong female characters, and
challenging traditional myths and
societal norms.

Aristophanes - playwright
famed for his sharp political satire
and comedic plays like Lysistrata
and The Clouds.

Aesop - his fables were known
for both talking animals as well as
teaching a moral. Historians aren't
100% sure if he really existed or
was just a fable himself.

Hesiod - poet, often considered
alongside Homer. He authored
Theogony and Works and Days,
offering insights into mythology,
divine genealogy, agriculture, jus-
tice, and human labor.

Pindar - considered the great-
est of the nine lyric poets of
Ancient Greece. He is most
known today for his odes.

Sappho - poet from Lesbos,

renowned for her lyrical poetry
expressing love, passion, and deep
emotional insight.

Thucydides - historian who
wrote a detailed, critical account
of the Peloponnesian War, empha-
sising realism and political analy-
sis.

Aristarchus - astronomer and
mathematician, was the first to put
the sun at the centre of the known
universe rather than the Earth.

Euclid - the father of Geome-
try, wrote a book called Elements,
arguably the most famous math-
ematical textbook in history.

Cleisthenes - the father of
Athenian Democracy, helped to
reform the constitution so the de-
mocracy could work for all.

Demosthenes - brilliant Athe-
nian orator and statesman, famous
for speeches opposing Macedo-
nian king Philip II's rising power.

Draco - Athenian lawmaker
known for harsh laws, where even
minor offences were punishable
by death - hence "draconian."

Solon - usually credited with
laying the foundations and ideas
for democracy.

Conclusion

The figures listed here repre-
sent only a fraction of the genius
that ancient Greece produced.
Together, they forged paths in phi-
losophy, politics, art, science, his-
tory, and medicine, leaving an in-
delible mark on human civilization.

Ancient Greece’s emphasis on
inquiry, debate, and innovation pro-
vided fertile ground for these indi-
viduals to thrive. Their lives and
works embody the spirit of arete
- the pursuit of excellence - and
continue to inspire modem thought,
governance, education, and cul-
ture.

The collective achievements of
these extraordinary individuals
affirm why Ancient Greece is often
regarded as the cradle of West-
ern civilization.

Andrea Dresen’s compelling
film boasts a remarkable central
performance from Liv Lisa Fries
as the eponymous heroine.

Learning from the past

ome talk about learning
S from past mistakes, when

really, we should look at
those mistakes more as learning
experiences than actual mis-
takes. Great established busi-
nesspeople can go through quite
a few learning experiences along
the way before they make it to
where they want to be.

The learning experiences that
were not as one hoped for, may
often be uncomfortable, some-
times painful, but always packed
with potential. The real tragedy
is not in making an error, itis in not
learning from it. If we are willing
to reflect honestly, the past can
become one of our greatest tea-
chers. Learning from the past
experiences and avoiding repe-
tition of the same missteps is a
powerful way to grow personally
and emotionally.

The value of experience good
or bad carries a lesson. The key
lies in the willingness to extract
the learning. When we face
failure or regret, our first instinct

might be to forget, to move on,
or to shift blame. However, by
doing so, we forfeit the oppor-
tunity to understand what went
wrong and how we might handle
situations differently. Learning
from the experience involves tak-
ing a pause to analyze the situa-
tion, it is like baking a cake that
keeps ending up flat, but you just
keep putting in the same ingre-
dients, the same pan and even
on the same heat. If you do not
change one of those things, then
how can you expect a different
result.

So, whether it is a work project,
business venture, relationship, or
friendship, if something has not
been working, then some part
needs to have a change in the
dynamic, be it the approach or
negotiation tactic.

Looking at what led to the mis-
take, what role did my actual
choices make, where there any
warning signs that | may have
missed, what could | have done
differently?

This kind of reflection can turn
painful memories into insightful
guidance. Looking back and re-
cognizing when we are falling
into a similar pattern, should be
key; people often repeat beha-
viours out of habit, fear or com-
fort, even when those behaviours
are destructive. By identifying
those recurring themed patterns,
we gain the power to break the
cycles that are keeping us stuck.

Whether it is procrastinating
on important goals, mishandling
a financial state, with friendships
or ending up in relationships that
are not good for your mental or
physical wellbeing, look at the
pattern - is it one sided, do you
overspend financially, do you
over invest with own self, do you
give all of you, while others only
give some, be it money, time,
caring kindness or emotional? If
the scales tip heavily, then there
is no balance and eventually
something gives and a problem
of bitterness and resentment
occurs.

Itis only when we take a long
hard look at our history, we see
the truth, be it talking to profes-
sionals, trusted friends, or even
journaling can we look in and to
bring clarity to these patterns.

Taking accountability is where
real growth begins, it is not about
shaming ourselves, it is more
about owning our part so we can
change our future. Admitting an
error requires humility and just
by taking responsibility it shifts
us from being the victim of cir-
cumstance to active participant
to our own story. Blaming or
sweeping it all under the carpet
with denial, as though it doesn't
exist, will just lead to you wonder-
ing in bewilderment why it just
keeps happening all over again
in a slightly different way - the
different way may just be a varia-
tion of response to the same
action applied.

When we have learned from

the past, the next step is to act
differently, the knowledge of the
previous lesson is only powerful
when applied and acted on with
caution and a different approach
and response. This may mean
setting better boundaries in
place, making different choices,
or walking away for what no
longer serves us, be it people,
home, or life, work situations.

Growth in life situations is not
a straight line, we may slip, but
if we apply what we have learned
each time, even in small ways,
we can build great strength in
resilience and wisdom.

The past does not have to
define us, but it can shape us,
if we allow it. Errors do not have
to be a source of shame and re-
gret, they can be the raw mate-
rial for a stronger, wiser self. We
don't have to be perfect in our
goal, but merely open to keep
on learning, growing and make

each misstep a step forward for
a finer improvement.

As we learn from each experi-
ence we should be essentially
smarter, and as life continues to
challenge us, with the toolkit of
our past lessons, we are far better
equipped to face the future like
a warrior at the ready with firm
strategies set in place to remain
protected as much as possible,
remain upstanding, whilst having
your vision on anything can hap-
pen if unaware, so don't enter
blindly with a blindfold, when you
are quite capable of taking it off.

Face the future with a clear
insight to each action, as each
action has a consequence!

Brandy Sour - Cyprus’ royal cocktail

The Brandy Sour is a mixed alco-
holic cocktail considered the unoffi-
cial national cocktail of Cyprus. While
other forms of the Brandy Sour cock-
tail exist, the Cypriot variety is a
distinct mixture, which only shares
the basic brandy and lemon flavour-
ings with other variants. Both brandy
and lemons are among Cyprus' major
exports, and both have distinctive
Cypriot characteristics.

Brandy sour was created during
early post WWII times at the moun-
tain village Platres, which was at the
time a prominent holiday resort that
attracted both European and Middle-
Eastern elite: Kings and Queens,
heirs of thrones, aristocrats, politi-
cians and artists.

In Platres, at the time a secluded
village, members of this high society
felt free to enjoy the cool summer
breeze, the fresh air and the beauty
of the surrounding forest, away
from the curious eyes of their com-
patriots.

One of the resort’'s frequent
guests was King Farouk of Egypt,
who, occasionally, loved to enjoy a
drink. At one of his visits in August
1946, the King asked Stelios Sour-
melis, the hotel bartender to make
him a drink that would have alcohol
but it wouldn’t show. The barman
put together all his knowledge and

experience in mixology and he cre-
ated a drink that looked like ice-tea
but was not! This was the birth of
the Brandy sour. The king loved it,
and the cocktail instantly became a
trend thanks to its refreshing bitter-
sweet flavour.

Brandy sour is made from locally
produced brandy which is milder than
Cognac or Armagnac, fresh Cyprus
lemons or lemon cordial that give it
both a sour and a slightly bitter taste,
Angostura which adds intensity and
moderates the acidity of the lemons,
and soda water.

You can order a Brandy sour at
any hotel and bar in Cyprus, or you
can make your own at home and
impress your guests with its unique
royal story.

Ingredients:

2 measures of Cyprus brandy
(typically KEO VSOP or Hadjipav-
lou Anglias brands)

1 measure of lemon juice (fresh
or squash)

2-4 drops of Angostura or any
other bitter

Soda water (or lemonade)

Fill a tall glass with ice and add
2-4 drops of Angostura. Add the
Cyprus brandy and the lemon juice.
Stir to mix and finally top up with

soda water or lemonade. Serve gar-
nished with a cocktail cherry and a
slice of lemon.

Cocktail brandy produced in
Cyprus is typically less strongly fla-
voured than cognac or Armagnac,
and most brands have a caramel-
biased aftertaste balance.

Cyprus also produces distinctive,
yellow-green coloured, bitter lemons
— used by British author Lawrence
Durrell for the title for his autobiogra-
phical novel Bitter Lemons of Cyp-
rus. These lemons are used locally
to produce a bitter-sweet lemon cor-
dial, which forms the sour and bitter
base for the brandy sour cocktail.
Bitters are added to taste, and while
the locally produced Cock Drops
brand is widely available on the is-
land, the internationally recognised
Angostura brand is increasingly
used.

These ingredients are added to
a tall glass and stirred, before the
glass is topped up with lemonade
(for a classic, slightly sweeter drink)
or soda water (for less sweetness
and a more pronounced brandy fla-
vour), and plenty of ice.

It is quite common to decorate the
Brandy Sour cocktail with sugar on
the rim of the highball glass and a
Maraschino cherry.

ionel Messi is set for a re-
Lunion with former team

Paris Saint-Germain after
Inter Miami drew 2-2 with Brazi-
lian club Palmeiras to reach the
Club World Cup round of 16.

Goals from Tadeo Allende and
Luis Suarez appeared to have
earned Miami its second win of
the group stage, but Paulinho
and Mauricio struck for Palmei-
ras inside the final 10 minutes to
earn a vital draw that also sent
the Verdao into the knockout
stages.

Palmeiras now faces an all-
Brazilian clash against Botafogo
in the round of 16.

Miami and Palmeiras both
finished on five points, with the
Brazilians topping the group on
goal difference. Portuguese
club Porto and Egypt’s Al Ahly
were eliminated.

“Before the start of the tour-
nament, if someone told me that
we were going to have this kind
of performance against these
kinds of teams, I'd sign on,”
Miami head coach Javier Mas-

cherano told DAZN.

“So | appreciate the team, the
guys, all the players, because
they gave more than 100 per-
cent. | think it's a historic night
for MLS because we are into
the best 16 teams in the world.
So | think all of MLS has to be
proud of Inter Miami.”

Miami is the only MLS team
to make it through to the knock-
out stages, with the Seattle
Sounders and Los Angeles FC
being eliminated, European
champion PSG, where Messi
spent two seasons between
2021-23, reached the knock-
outs with a comfortable 2-0 win
over the Sounders thanks to
goals from Khvicha Kvaratsk-
helia and Achraf Hakimi.

There will be another reunion
at the round of 16 as Miami
contingent Messi, Suarez, Mas-
cherano, Sergio Busquets and
Jordi Albi face off against former
coach Luis Enrique, who led
them to a historic treble at
Barcelona in 2015.

Meanwhile, Atlético Madrid

was eliminated despite a 1-0
win over Botafogo. The Spanish
side finished on six points along
with the Brazilians and PSG in
but lost out on goal difference.

In Group A, Porto and Al Ahly
played out an enthralling 4-4
draw in a game both sides
needed to win to have any hope
of progressing.

Al Ahly looked on course to
earn a historic win over its Euro-
pean opponent, but Pepé
equalized for Porto with a min-
ute remaining.

PSG faces Inter Miami in the
round of 16 on Sunday.

Chelsea have navigated
extreme heat, weather warnings
and given debuts to four players
in reaching the knockout stages
of the Club World Cup.

The Blues have earned £28m
thus far and will soon cover the
£30m fee paid to sign striker
Liam Delap from Ipswich earlier
this month.

The new striker has impres-
sed with a goal and an assist in
his first three matches for the
club on US soil while midfielders
Andrey Santos and Dario Es-
sugo have made their debuts in
the competition - along with
defender Mamadou Sarr.

But Chelsea also suffered a
disappointing 3-1 defeat when
manager Enzo Maresca experi-
mented tactically against Brazi-
lian giants Flamengo.

However, they comfortably
beat weaker Group D duo Los
Angeles FC and ES Tunis.

After finishing second, Chel-
sea will face Portuguese side
Benfica, who defeated Bayern
Munich 1-0 in their final group
game.

"Benfica is a top club, with a
top manager and top players. It
will be tough but we are in the
16 from 32 and we hope to be
in the last eight," said Maresca.

Chelsea were well-beaten by
Flamengo with one source des-
cribing it as a "wake up call"
about the level of South Ameri-
can opposition, who arrive at
Club World Cup mid-season.

How much money have
Chelsea made?

Chelsea qualified for the
Champions League - which is
worth between £80m and
£100m and should attract a new
lucrative front-of-shirt sponsor-
ship deal - before the Club
World Cup.

But they are on for a double
windfall, given the Club World
Cup is the most lucrative com-
petition in club football on a per
match basis, according to Fifa.

The Blues made just under
$38m (£28m) for qualifying for
the tournament.

They earned another $2m for
each win in the group stage,
beating LAFC and ES Tunis.
They will also earn $7.5m when
facing Benfica in the round of
16, which takes their total to
$49.5m.

There is a further $13.1m on
offer for reaching the quarter-
final, $21m for the semi-final
and $30m for reaching the final.
A further $40m is reserved for
the winner.

That all adds up to an extra
$104m for the victorious team.

ngland are just two games
Efrom making it back-to-

back European Under-21
Championship triumphs.

Lee Carsley's side, who won
the tournament in 2023, face the
Netherlands in the semi-final of
this year's competition on Wed-
nesday (17:00 BST).

Germany play France in the
other semi at 20:00.

But how important is winning
the competition?

What do the winners usually
go on to do?

Do the winners go on to have
senior success?

Of the 24 teams to win the
European Under-21 Champion-
ship, 10 of them have gone on
to win either the World Cup or
the senior Euros in the next 12
years. Nine of those have fea-
tured players from that success-
ful U21 squad.

Of course there is still time for
Germany, winners in 2017 and

2021, and England in 2023 to
do so.

Another five have reached a
final in that time frame but lost.

The teams to win the U21
Euros and a major tournament
are:

1988 France (1998 World
Cup)

1998 Spain (Euro 2008)

1994, 1996, 2000 and 2004
Italy (2006 World Cup)

2009 Germany (2014 World
Cup)

2011 Spain (Euro 2012)

2013, 2019 Spain (Euro
2024)

Of those, Spain, in Euro 2008,
were the only team not to have
any members of their success-
ful U21 squad.

29 players have won the U21
Euros and then a major senior
tournament - including Laurent
Blanc, Fabio Cannavaro, Gian-
luigi Buffon, Francesco Totti and
Manuel Neuer.

However, there are a few
outliers. Renato Buso and the
late Francesc Arnau never won
a senior cap for Italy or Spain
respectively, while R. Arsenal's
Fabio Vieira, 25, has yet to fea-
ture for the Portugal senior team.

Many of the world's best pla-
yers have impressed at Euro
U21 Championships. Players to
win best player of the tournament
were Voller, Blanc, Suker, Figo,
Cannavaro,Pirlo, Petr CecMata,
Thiago and Fabian Ruiz.

Cypriot swimmer Karolina
Pelendritou wins gold and silver
medals at the IDM in Berlin

C ypriot Paralympic Cham-
pion, Karolina Pelendritou,
added two more medals
to her rich collection, winning a
gold and a silver one at the IDM
Berlin, in her first competition
for 2025.

The three-time Paralympic gold
medalist, in her first participation
in an event after the “Paris 2024”
Paralympic Games, reached the
finals in both the 50m freestyle
and the 50m breaststroke, win-

ning gold and silver respectively.

Pelendritou first entered the
pool for the 50m freestyle final,
where she clocked 30.63 - while
her morning preliminary time
was 30.77 - to secure first place
and clinch the gold medal.

Just a few minutes later, she
returned to the pool for the 50m
breaststroke.

Once again, she improved her
preliminary time (37.44), finish-
ing with 37.12 to claim the silver

medal.

Karolina Pelendritou also
competed at the IDM Berlin in
the 100m breaststroke prelimi-
naries, where she finished first
with a time of 1:24.06.

However, she did not take part
in the final, as it had been pre-
decided in consultation with her
coach that she would compete
in the event for training purposes
only.

Lyon relegated over finances
and what that means for
Palace's European hopes

rench club Lyon have
F been demoted to Ligue 2

because of the poor state
of their finances.

The club were provisionally
demoted by the DNGC, the body
which oversees the accounts of
French professional football
clubs, in November.

Lyon officials including owner
John Textor, met with the DNGC
on Tuesday but failed to convince
the body that the club had suffi-
ciently improved their financial
situation to lift the punishment.

Last October, his Eagle Foot-
ball Group, which owns a 77%
stake in Lyon, announced debts
of £422m.

In a statement, Lyon said the
DNGC's decision was "incom-
prehensible" and confirmed they
would appeal.

Lyon's relegation could prove
significant to Crystal Palace's
hopes of playing in the Europa
League next season.

Their participation is currently
in doubt because of Uefa rules,

which prevent multiple teams
under one multi-club ownership
structure competing in the same
European competition.

Textor owns stakes in both
clubs although he agreed a deal
to sell his 43% share in Palace on
Monday."With proven funds and
sporting success that has earned
us a place in European compe-
tition for two consecutive years,
we sincerely do not understand
how an administrative decision
could relegate such a major
French club," Lyon's statement
said.

"We will appeal to demon-
strate our ability to provide the
necessary financial resources to
guarantee our place in Ligue 1."

Seven-time French cham-
pions Lyon raised around £45m
with the sales of Maxence Ca-
queret to Como in January and
Rayan Cherki to Manchester
City in June in an attempt to
improve their finances.

High earners such as Alexan-
dre Lacazette and Anthony Lopes

have also been released.

Lyon have the right to appeal
against the decision. Should it
stand, Lyon will be replaced in
the top flight by Reims, who
were beaten in the relegation
play-off by Metz.

Only five teams have lifted
more French titles than Lyon's
seven, which they won in succes-
sive seasons between 2002 and
2008. The club reached the
Champions League semi-finals
as recently as 2020 and have not
played in the second tier since
1989.

When the provisional punish-
ment was handed down in Nov-
ember, Textor said that there
was "no chance" the club would
be relegated and reiterated his
confidence before Tuesday's
meeting. "We have made invest-
ments in recent weeks," he said.
"Every-thing is good financially."

Textor is also the largest
shareholder of Brazilian club
Botafogo and currently co-owner
of Palace.
