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Federation hosts annual
Gyprus Parliamentary meeting

he National Federation of

Cypriots in the UK and the

All-Party Parliamentary
Group for Cyprus hosted their
annual parliamentary meeting
and reception on Tuesday 8th
July.

The event's Guest Speaker
was Cyprus’ Minister for Euro-
pean Affairs Marilena Raouna,
who was followed by a Foreign
Office Minister as well as speak-
ers from the UK’s major political
parties.

Attendees of the event inclu-
ded 25 UK Ministers, Shadow
Ministers, Parliamentarians from
both Houses of Parliament, and
150 representatives of the Cyp-
riot diaspora.

Europe Minister Marilena
Raouna’s briefing highlighted
Cyprus’ upcoming Presidency of
the European Union, where “Cy-
prus will represent and negotiate
on behalf of the 27 member
states, charged with shaping a
stronger, safer, more strategic
EU.

The Minister also spoke about
Cyprus’ role in the Middle East
where it is “an enabler of secu-
rity and stability, a safe harbour
and a lighthouse, always a solu-
tion to the region’s challenges.”

The Minister also briefed
attendees on the recent deve-
lopments on the Cyprus issue.
She said that, “tonight’s meet-
ing comes just days before the
tragic anniversary of the Turkish
invasion and continuous occu-
pation of part of the territory of
the Republic of Cyprus now per-
sisting for over half a century.”

“And it also comes ahead,” she
said, “of the expanded meeting
on Cyprus in New York set to
take place on the 16th and 17th
of July.”

She commented that these
“are tangible steps that demon-

strate our commitment to resume
negotiations from where they
were left at Crans Montana.”

In her remarks, the Minister
also emphasised the further
improving ties between the UK
and Cyprus, as shown by recent
official meetings between UK
Prime Minister Keir Starmer,
Foreign Secretary David Lammy
and Cypriot President Nikos
Christodoulides.

She said that, “we are forging
mutually beneficial strategic part-
nerships with like-minded coun-
tries, with key allies and partners
and the UK is one such partner.”

In her speech, Foreign Com-
monwealth and Development
Office Minister, Catherine West
MP, said that “tonight is a real
celebration of friendship between
Cyprus and the UK against the
backdrop of an increasingly vola-
tile world.”

This was clear she said
“when the Prime Minister made
his historic trip to Cyprus at the
end of last year — the first in 50
years.”

Ms West went on to say that
the “UK supports the UN and its
vision [...] as it works to bring
Cypriots together.” She added
that “we are ready to play our
part in ushering in unity, support-
ing the UN.”

“Cyprus has shown real lead-
ership in encouraging dialogue
in the Middle East,” she conti-
nued, “and we hope the same
spirit will continue to guide efforts
towards a settlement that im-
proves life for all Cypriots.”

Speaking on behalf of the UK
Opposition was Shadow Europe
Minister Wendy Morton MP. She
reiterated the “longstanding prin-
cipled support of the Conserva-
tive Party for the reunification of
Cyprus and for a just and last-

ing solution to the Cyprus issue.”

The “comprehensive settle-
ment based on the bizonal, bi-
communal federation with poli-
tical equality as set out in UN
resolutions,” she said, “is the
only viable and internationally
accepted framework to resolve
the Cyprus issue.”

Ms Morton said that this
month “we will mark the 51st
anniversary of the Turkish inva-
sion of Cyprus, an anniversary
that brings sorrow and urgency.”

She continued that “over five
decades on, the continued divi-
sion of the island and the occu-
pation of more than a third of its
territory remain a stark reminder
that peace, reconciliation and
reunification are long overdue.”

Liberal Democrat Spokesper-
son for Women and Equalities
and Scotland, Christine Jardine
MP, spoke at the event, reinforc-
ing that UK and Cyprus’ “friend-
ship, interdependence and our
trade links that make our rela-
tionship special.”

This was “why,” she added,
“each of the political parties | be-
lieve will continue to support the
United Nations resolutions and
the endeavour of recreating a
reunited Cyprus.”

Stephen Gethins MP, the SNP
Spokesperson for International
Affairs, also gave an address.

He said that “we are lucky
enough in Scotland to have 3000
Cypriots who call Scotland their
home and they make Scotland
—and | think it goes for the rest
of the UK — a better place in
which to live and work.”

“Let me just reaffirm,” he sta-
ted, “that we stand by the inter-
national rule of law and we stand
by territorial integrity and we
thank [Cyprus] for your friend-
ship.”

Honorary President of the

APPG for Cyprus Sir Roger Gale
MP, stated that he had “addres-
sed these meetings for many
years and this is the first time |
have done so as an Honorary
Citizen of Cyprus.”

Sir Roger said that “we can-
not have a member-state of the
Council of Europe land belong-
ing to another member-state of
the Council of Europe, this is
wrong and there has to be a
settlement.”

Sir Roger also noted the “de-
gree of trust that has been placed
in Cyprus by the international
community in their humanitarian
role in the Middle East.”

He continued that Cyprus’
President Nikos Christodoulides
“has gone the extra mile in trying
to make facilities, humanitarian
aid, medicine and food available
to those suffering in Gaza.”

Bambos Charalambous MP,
the Chairman of the APPG for
Cyprus, chaired the evening’s
reception. He welcomed the main
speakers and attendees of the
event and also said that it shows
the “support that Cyprus has in
Parliament” and that “the issue
of Cyprus transcends the main
political parties.”

In his opening remarks at
the event, Federation President
Christos Karaolis, said that, “in
recent years especially, the bi-
lateral relations between the UK
and Cyprus have gone from
strength to strength, so there is
much to celebrate.”

This was shown, he said, by
the fact that “Prime Minister Keir
Starmer and President Nikos
Christodoulides have now met
three times in a span of only nine
months.”

Mr Karaolis also welcomed
the upcoming UN-facilitated 5+1
informal meeting on the Cyprus
issue.

“The UK,” he said, “must con-
tinue to be unequivocal that the
only basis for a solution is the
agreed UN framework.”

He continued that the “UK
must do its utmost to urge Turkey
to return to negotiations within
this framework and drop its un-
realistic and illegal demands for
permanent partition.”

Following the main addresses,
a reception was held where
community representatives had
the chance to meet with the
Parliamentarians and Minister
Raouna.

he UK is working hand-
I in-glove with Cyprus on
defence, security and
foreign policy, keeping both
Cypriot and British people
safe at home and overseas,
British Secretary of State for
Foreign, Commonwealth and
Development Affairs, David
Lammy stressed Saturday
on a post on X.

Lammy, who was received
on Friday by President of Cyp-
rus Nikos Christodoulides and
held a meeting with his Cypriot
counterpart Constantinos Kom-
bos, posted a video on X.

In the video, that was shot
in Cyprus, Lammy says that
Cyprus “has a unique position
in the Eastern Mediterranean
and is vital to regional security
and stability.”

Here, he adds, “on the Green

Line, British troops are proudly
participating in the long running
UN peacekeeping mission.”

Lammy notes that he is “very
grateful for the support offered
by the Cypriot authorities in
helping to repatriate British na-
tionals from Israel recently.”

Cyprus and the UK, he notes,
are cooperating more on areas
like foreign policy, defence,
security, and climate.

He says he looks forward to
deepening UK - Cyprus colla-
boration during the upcoming
Cypriot EU Council Presiden-
cy.

“Our continued support and
cooperation is helping to keep
both Cypriot people here and
British nationals safe and se-
cure overseas,” he concludes.

Netanyahu and Trump focus
on hostage crisis

min Netanyahu said on Wed-

nesday that his latest meet-
ing with U.S. President Donald
Trump centred on efforts to
secure the release of hostages
held in Gaza, as Israel’s mili-
tary operations in the territory
pressed on amid ongoing
ceasefire negotiations.

In a post on X, Netanyahu said
the two leaders also discussed
the aftermath and implications
of what he called “the great vic-
tory we achieved over Iran,” re-
ferring to last month’s joint aerial
strikes by the U.S. and Israel on
Iranian nuclear facilities.

This marks Netanyahu'’s third
visit to the U.S. since Trump
assumed office on January 20.
Speaking to reporters earlier,
Netanyahu acknowledged that
Israel’'s campaign in Gaza was
not over, but confirmed that
ceasefire talks were actively
underway.

Trump and Netanyahu met

I sraeli Prime Minister Benja-

on Tuesday for the second time
in as many days to address the
Gaza crisis. Trump’s Middle East
envoy, Steve Witkoff, indicated
that negotiations between Israel
and Hamas were close to reach-
ing a deal after nearly two years
of war.

Witkoff stated at a Cabinet
meeting that only one major issue
remained unresolved between
Israel and Hamas, down from
four, and expressed confidence
that a temporary ceasefire could
be reached by the end of the
week. The proposed deal repor-
tedly includes a 60-day truce
and the release of 10 living and
9 deceased hostages.

Before heading to the U.S.
Capitol on Tuesday, Netanyahu
met with Vice President JD
Vance.

“We still have to finish the job
in Gaza - free all our hostages
and dismantle Hamas’ military
and governing capabilities,”
Netanyahu told reporters.

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Vietham War Films

pril 30, 2025, marked the
ASOth anniversary of the

fall of Saigon, the capital
of South Vietnam, to North Viet-
namese forces, effectively end-
ing the Vietnam War.

Hollywood would go on to pro-
duce numerous films about the
Vietnam War, exploring various
aspects of the conflict, including
its impact on American soldiers,
the war's political and social con-
text, and the lives of those af-
fected. These films offer diverse
perspectives on the war, ranging
from the psychological impact
on soldiers to the political turmoil
at home.

Hollywood films on the Viet-
nam War have played a signifi-
cant role in shaping public per-
ception of the conflict, often re-
flecting the evolving American
attitudes toward the war and its
aftermath. Unlike earlier patriotic
war films, Vietham War movies
frequently present a more critical
and complex portrayal, empha-
sising the psychological trauma,
moral ambiguity, and political con-
troversy surrounding the conflict.

One of the earliest and most
influential films was The Deer
Hunter, which focused on the
emotional and psychological toll
of the war on a group of friends
from a small American town. It was
followed by Apocalypse Now, a
surreal, allegorical journey that
explored the madness and moral
collapse of war. These films marked
a departure from traditional war
narratives, offering instead an
introspective and often disturb-
ing perspective.

In the 1980s, films like Platoon,
directed by Vietnam veteran Oliver
Stone, presented the war from
the viewpoint of soldiers on the
ground, highlighting the internal
conflicts, racism, and brutality
within the U.S. military itself. Full
Metal Jacket by Stanley Kubrick
further emphasized the dehuma-
nisation of soldiers through harsh
training and the chaos of combat.

Later films such as Born on the
Fourth of July shifted focus to the
post-war experiences of vete-
rans, dealing with issues like
PTSD, disability, and disillusion-
ment with the U.S. government.

Collectively, these films chal-
lenged the glorified image of
war often seen in earlier cinema.
They portrayed Vietnam not as
a triumph but as a tragic, divisive,
and morally uncertain event.
Hollywood’s Vietnam War films
serve both as cultural critiques
and as a means for American
society to process the legacy of
one of its most contentious mili-
tary engagements.

Coming Home (1978)

A powerful and emotionally
charged drama, directed by Hal
Ashby, that explores the impact

of the Vietnam War on soldiers
and those they leave behind.
Jane Fonda stars as Sally Hyde,
the wife of a Marine deployed to
Vietnam, who begins volunteer-
ing at a veterans hospital. There,
she meets Luke (Jon Voight), a
paraplegic veteran whose out-
look on the war challenges her
beliefs and ultimately changes
her life. As Sally and Luke grow
closer, the film delves into themes
of love, disillusionment, trauma,
and the search for identity in a
world reshaped by conflict. Bruce
Dern delivers a gripping perfor-
mance as Sally’s husband, re-
turning home deeply scarred.
Coming Home is notable for
its raw honesty and emotional
depth, offering a deeply human
perspective on war’s aftermath.

The Deer Hunter (1978)

A haunting war drama directed
by Michael Cimino, explores the
psychological and emotional toll
of the Vietnam War on a group of
working-class friends from a small
steel town in Pennsylvania. The
film is structured in three acts:
life before the war, the traumatic
experiences during combat, and
the aftermath as the survivors
struggle to reintegrate into civil-
ian life. Robert De Niro leads a
powerful cast that includes Chris-
topher Walken and Meryl Streep,
with Walken earning an Acade-
my Award for Best Supporting
Actor.

What sets the film apart is its
unflinching depiction of friend-
ship, loyalty, and the deep scars
left by war.

The infamous Russian rou-
lette scenes serve as a chilling
metaphor for the randomness
and brutality of combat.

Rather than focusing solely
on action, the film emphasizes
character development and emo-
tional depth, highlighting the con-
trast between the innocence of
pre-war life and the devastation
that follows. With its raw perfor-
mances, evocative cinematog-
raphy, and somber score, The
Deer Hunter remains a landmark
in American cinema - a poignant
reflection on loss, trauma, and
the enduring bonds of brother-
hood.

Apocalypse Now (1979)

“My film is not about Vietnam.
It is Vietnam... We were in the
jungle, there were too many of
us, we had access to too much
money, too much equipment, and
little by little we went insane.”

Francis Ford Coppola’s des-
cription of the making of Apoca-
lypse Now.

A haunting and surreal explo-
ration of the Vietnam War, ins-
pired by Joseph Conrad’s novella
Heart of Darkness. The film fol-
lows Captain Benjamin Willard,

played by Martin Sheen, who is
sent on a secret mission to as-
sassinate Colonel Kurtz (Marlon
Brando), a rogue officer who has
gone insane and established a
cult-like following deep in the
Cambodian jungle. As Willard
journeys upriver, he encounters
the chaos, madness, and moral
ambiguity of the war, each stop
revealing the psychological toll
it takes on soldiers. The film is
renowned for its striking cinema-
tography, eerie atmosphere, and
powerful performances, especially
Brando’s portrayal of the enig-
matic Kurtz. With its iconic use
of music - such as Wagner’s Ride
of the Valkyries and The Doors’
The End - the film blends psy-
chedelic visuals and philosophi-
cal themes to critique the bruta-
lity and futility of war. The film’s
troubled production and epic
scale have become legendary,
adding to its mystique. Ultima-
tely, Apocalypse Now is not just
a war film, but a profound medita-
tion on human nature, power,
and the descent into darkness,
solidifying its place as one of
cinema’s greatest achievements.

Platoon (1986)

Drawing from Oliver Stone's
own experiences as a soldier, the
film follows Chris Taylor (Charlie
Sheen), a young American who
volunteers for combat duty in
Vietnam. As Taylor is thrust into
the chaos of war, he becomes
caught in a moral conflict bet-
ween two sergeants - Sgt. Elias
(Willem Dafoe), who shows com-
passion and humanity, and Sgt.
Barnes (Tom Berenger), a ruth-
less and hardened leader.

The film stands out for its un-
flinching depiction of the psycho-
logical toll of war, exploring the
internal and external battles sol-
diers face. Rather than glorifying
combat, Platoon delves into the
horrors, confusion, and moral
ambiguity of the battlefield. Its
cinematography, sound design,
and use of Samuel Barber’s
Ada-gio for Strings add emotio-
nal depth, reinforcing the film’s
somber tone.

Platoon received critical
acclaim and won four Academy
Awards, including Best Picture
and Best Director. It remains a
landmark in war cinema, not only
for its technical and narrative
strengths but also for its honest
exploration of the Vietham War’s
devastating impact on individuals
and society.

Stone was compelled to
make Platoon in part to counter
the flattering portrayal of the
US army in John Wayne’s The
Green Berets (1968).

Good Morning, Vietnam (1987)
Directed by Barry Levinson,
the film is a unique blend of

comedy and drama set during
the Vietnam War. Robin Williams
stars as Adrian Cronauer, a char-
ismatic and unorthodox radio DJ
for the Armed Forces Radio Ser-
vice. His energetic broadcasts
and irreverent humour bring joy
to American troops but clash with
military superiors. As Cronauer’s
popularity grows, he begins to
confront the darker realities of
the war and censorship. The film
masterfully balances hilarious
improvisation - showcasing Wil-
liams’s comedic brilliance - with
poignant moments that reveal the
human cost of conflict. Through
Cronauer’s eyes, the film explores
themes of free speech, truth,
and the emotional toll of war. It
remains a memorable and im-
pactful film that mixes laughter
with sobering insight.

Hamburger Hill (1987)

The film had the misfortune
of being released the same year
as Good Morning, Vietnam and
Full Metal Jacket. A gritty and
intense war film directed by John
Irvin, that recounts the brutal
1969 assault on Hill 937 during
the Vietnam War. Based on true
events, the movie follows a pla-
toon of American soldiers as
they endure relentless combat,
harsh terrain, and mounting casu-
alties over ten days of fighting.
The film focuses on the camara-
derie, fear, and emotional strain
experienced by young soldiers
facing a seemingly pointless mis-
sion. Unlike more stylized war
movies, Hamburger Hill empha-
sizes realism and the physical
and psychological toll of battle.
It also explores issues of racial
tension, public opposition to the
war, and the alienation felt by
soldiers both during and after
combat.

Full Metal Jacket (1987)

Of all the major films made
about the war, Stanley Kubrick’s
remains in many ways the har-
dest to fathom. Like almost all of
the director’s work, it was greeted
on initial release with a certain
amount of critical hostility. But as
is usually the case with Kubrick,
these dissenting voices have fa-
ded over time, to the extent that
the film is now generally regarded
as a fascinating and singular riff
on the familiar ‘war is hell’ refrain.

The very things that troubled
those early detractors — its un-
even structure; its atmosphere
of artificiality, heightened by the
fact that it was filmed entirely in
east London —are in fact the film’s
greatest strengths. The widely
praised opening sequence, in
which a group of new recruits
are brutalised at boot camp by
the unhinged Gunnery Sergeant
Hartman (R. Lee Ermey), remains
an abrasively funny skewering

of macho military culture. But it's
only over the course of the am-
bling, surreal second act that we
come to see just how pathetically
pointless it is to try and ‘prepare’
a young man for the disorient-
ing unreality and nihilistic sava-
gery of warfare.

Born of the Fourth of July
(1989)

A powerful biographical war
drama directed by Oliver Stone,
based on the life of Vietnam War
veteran Ron Kovic. Starring Tom
Cruise in a career-defining role,
the film traces Kovic’s journey
from a patriotic young man eager
to serve his country to a para-
lysed veteran disillusioned by
the war and its aftermath. After
returning home, Kovic faces phy-
sical and emotional trauma, ulti-
mately becoming an outspoken
anti-war activist. The film explores
themes of patriotism, loss, guilt,
and redemption, offering a deeply
personal perspective on the cost
of war. With its intense perform-
ances and raw portrayal of the
Vietnam War's impact on indivi-
duals, Born on the Fourth of July
is a poignant, thought-provoking
film that challenges viewers to
confront the true consequences
of conflict.

We Were Soldiers (2002)

A powerful war film directed by
Randall Wallace, based on the
true story of the first major battle
between American and North
Vietnamese forces during the
Vietnam War. Centred on Lieute-
nant Colonel Hal Moore, played
by Mel Gibson, the film follows
the 1965 Battle of la Drang, show-
casing the bravery, brotherhood,
and brutal realities of combat.

Unlike many war films, it human-
ises both American and Vietna-
mese soldiers, offering a balanced
and emotional perspective. The
movie highlights the chaos of
battle, the pain of loss, and the
strength of the families left be-
hind. With intense action, heart-
felt performances, and historical
depth, We Were Soldiers serves
as both a gripping war drama and
a tribute to the sacrifices made
by soldiers and their loved ones.

The Vietnam War (2017)

The Vietnam War is a gripping
10-part documentary series that
offers a comprehensive, emo-
tionally charged look at one of
America’s most controversial
conflicts. Through powerful archi-
val footage, intimate interviews
with soldiers, civilians, and poli-
cymakers from all sides, and a
haunting soundtrack, the series
captures the complexity and
human cost of the war.

all of which are integral to the may-
hem. As are the array of props,
especially the constantly ringing
phones on which Sybil has nume-
rous inane gossips with a friend.

Danny Bayne’s goose-step-
ping Basil and Mia Austen’s Sybil)
reproduce the unhinged spousal
relationship brilliantly. His faux
man in control fagade is contin-
ually shot down by Austen’s aus-
tere and domineering matriarch
who has an ice cream cone hairdo
and is still as acerbic as aspic,
stuck in the past and determined
to rule the roost. Naturally, Bayne
succumbs, playing up to it, while
muttering his own spiky commen-
tary about her and his dislike of
the guests. A misanthropic hotel
owner, the perfect comic creation.
Meanwhile Paul Nicholas’s eld-
erly Major is a picture of English
colonialism and unreconstructed
xenophobia while Hemi Yeroham'’s
Manuel has all the right manner-
isms and linguistic difficulties of
waiter Manuel without falling into
the trap of a send up.

Doukissa recipe

Doukissa is a Greek and
Greek Cypriot no bake chocolate
and biscuit dessert or fridge
cake. Itis also known as kormos,
mosaiko and duchess cake.

Ingredients:

100g Petit Beurre / Butter Bis-
cuits (or rich tea biscuits)

759 Butter (room temperature)

4 tbsp Cacao Powder

50 g Icing Sugar

175 ml Condensed Milk

1 tsp Vanilla

For the Chocolate Ganache:
150g Condensed Milk
60g 70% Dark Chocolate

Method:

1. Break 100g of biscuits into
small pieces and put to one side.

2. In another bowl add 75g
room temperature butter and
4 tbsp cacao powder and beat

until silky smooth.

3. Add 50g icing sugar and
beat until it has all been incor-
porated.

4. Add 175ml condensed milk
and 1 tsp vanilla and mix until
silky smooth like melted choco-
late cream.

5. Add in your crushed biscuits
and stir them in so they are all
covered with chocolate.

6. Line your baking pan with
clingfilm then add your chocolate
biscuit mixture to it and push it
into your pan to get rid of any air
pockets and take the shape of
your pan.

7. Cover the top of your dou-
kissa with more cling film then
put into the fridge for at least 5
hours or leave overnight.

To make the
chocolate ganache:
1. In a small pot or briki add

1509 of condensed milk and 60g
of 70% dark chocolate and heat
on a low heat until the chocolate
melts. Take off of the heat and
give your ganache a good stir
so everything is mixed in well.

2. Take the doukissa out of the
fridge, unwrap the clingfilm and
place it on to a wire rack that is
sitting on top of a plate to catch
any drips.

3. Make sure your ganache
is cool, then pour it all over your
dessert. This ganache is a little
thick and because the dessert
is cold, it will set the ganache
quickly so get a spoon and help
the ganache along a bit.

4. Put the doukissa back in the
fridge for 1-2 hours. When you
are ready to eat it, slice a piece
and enjoy.

Fear of the unknown

tasks we don't want to do, whe-

ther it is cleaning the home,
making that difficult phone call,
going to the gym after a long day
or completing that work assign-
ment or project that keeps get-
ting put off. These may be every-
day examples, yet they often
come with an emotional price
which is of stress, and although
we know a little amount of stress
is normal, when it gets tied to
consistently avoiding or forcing
ourselves through undesired
tasks, it can quietly chip at our
wellbeing.

Avoiding the unwanted tasks
is human, and often it is not the
actual task itself, but what it rep-
resents: confrontation, discom-
fort, boredom, fear of failure, or
even just a lack of meaning. Pro-
crastination is not always lazi-
ness or avoidance; it is often self-
protection. Our brains are natu-
rally wired to avoid pain, and doing
something we dislike feels like
a form of pain.

I n life, we often have to face

When we avoid something, it
gives us momentary relief, but
it is however short lived. As the
task approaches, it creates back-
ground tension, like an open app
draining our battery. All this men-
tal clutter leads to stress, which
makes the task seem even more
daunting, creating a feedback
loop: of avoidance, guilt, stress,
repeat.

Alternatively, when we force
ourselves through something
with dread, we may still complete
it - but at the cost of increased
anxiety and even physical symp-
toms like tension headaches or
poor sleep.

It is said to manage the stress
of doing those things we don't
want to do - we should 'name it'
acknowledging what you are feel-
ing and why. Saying "l don't want
to do this because it makes me
feel overwhelmed", then name
the emotions, this naming of emo-
tions gives them less power.

Break down the task; some-
times the task may seem bigger

than it really is, break it into
smaller, more manageable steps.
Cleaning the house, maybe one
room each day, or vacuum today
and do the washing tomorrow -
of course these may seem light
tasks, but for someone who may
have just had surgery, an injury,
or lack of sleep, what may have
been a simple task is now over-
whelming.

What may have once been
easy, may no longer be the same,
not every moment is meant to
be productive. If you are stressed
or going through something
deeper, forcing yourself might
backfire. Give yourself a little
grace and learn to discern when
its resistance and when its burn-
out physically or mentally.

If a task is lacking intrinsic
value, add external motivation,
often setting a timer and promi-
sing ourselves a little reward
afterwards can help, or remind-
ing ourselves the rewarding pur-
pose behind the task, such as not
wanting to do a course and or

exam, but the result will deter-
mine the desired career path for
the future.

Do things to a satisfactory
level; nobody is or even must be
perfect. Trying to be perfect can
actually paralyze us, so by giving
ourselves permission to do the
task without great expectation,
reduces the emotional stakes
helps get you moving.

If there is constant dread of
daily responsibilities, it may sig-
nal something deeper, chronic
stress, anxiety, depression or
burnout. If a person feels it's hard
to function, or that constant feel-
ing of overwhelmed, then it may
not just be about a to do list. It
may be time to reach out for some
support from friends, profession-
als, or a mental health provider.

Doing the things we don't
want to do is a part of life, but it
shouldn't define our lives, and

with the right mindset and tools,
we can reduce the stress these
tasks bring and even find small
ways to take back our sense of
control and peace.

Not every task will become en-
joyable, but it can become man-
ageable, well that's a victory in
itself. The importance of doing
what is right for ourselves and
not for others, a little gentle push
may be great sometimes, but
being bullied into action, whether
by others or our own inner critic
can get things done short term,
but overtime it can come with
serious downsides, both psycho-
logically and emotionally.

Facing the unknown with ac-
ceptance, life doesn't offer guar-
antees, we cannot always control
it, and we don't even have to
like it, but our attitude and pro-
ceeding with caution is what we
can control. How we treat our-

selves, others, or manage our
time give us a sense of agency
and that reduces anxiety.

Regulate the nervous system
to think clearly and with better
response, by calming the body
by deep breathing, journaling,
walking, stretching, meditation
or just stepping outside whatever
works for you that helps shift
your mental state from panic to
presence.

Look back and think of your
worst experiences, can it really
be worse than what you have
been through in the past? Be
fearless and you can conquer
all. It is in your control!

Paris St-Germain edged past

overshadowed by a serious ankle
injury to Jamal Musiala and fea-
turing two red cards for the
French side.

Desire Doue, who scored twice
in PSG's Champions League
final win over Inter Milan, sent
a 78th-minute low, left-footed
drive into the corner for the
opening goal.

And despite having Willian
Pacho and Lucas Hernandez
sent off, Ousmane Dembele

added a second in injury time
to set up a last-four date with
Real Madrid, who beat Dort-
mund 3-2 in New Jersey. At the
end of an entertaining but goal-
less first half in Atlanta, Musiala
making his first start of the tour-
nament after injury was caught
by PSG goalkeeper Gianluigi
Donnarumma while chasing
down Michael Olise's loose
pass near the byeline.

Four minutes after Doue's
strike, PSG had defender Pacho
dismissed for a high lunge on
Leon Goretzka, while full-back
Hernandez was also given his
marching orders in added time
for catching Raphael Guerreiro
with an elbow.

England captain Harry Kane
also had an effort ruled out for
offside, while the video assistant
referee (VAR) overturned a Bay-
ern penalty just before the end.

Referee Anthony Taylor ini-
tially penalised Nuno Mendes
for a high challenge on Thomas
Muller but, after reviewing the
incident on his pitchside moni-
tor, the Englishman changed his
initial decision.

Wimbledon Tennis

even-time champion
SNovak Djokovic sealed

his 100th victory at Wim-
bledon with 3rd round win over
Kecmanovic.

Serb Djokovic was in no mood
to delay his near-fated century
at the All England Club and
secured the 6-3 6-0 6-4 victory
in just one hour and 50 minutes.

Itis a feat achieved in singles
only by nine-time women's win-
ner Martina Navratilova and
eight-time champion Roger Fed-
erer, who holds the men's record
with 105.

Djokovic celebrated by perfor-
ming a 'pumping’ dance which
has become a tradition between
him and his children after each
win this tournament.

Two-time defending champion
Carlos Alcaraz produced an im-
pressive fightback to overcome
Andrey Rublev and set up a
Wimbledon quarter-final against
Britain's Cameron Norrie.

Alcaraz edged a step closer
to becoming only the fifth man in
the Open era to win three conse-
cutive Wimbledon titles with a
6-7 (5-7) 6-3 6-4 6-4 victory over
the Russian 14th seed under
the Centre Court roof.

The 22-year-old Spaniard
clinched his only break point in
both the second and third sets
to turn the match around, before
a single break of serve again
proved enough to end Rublev's
admirable resistance in the
fourth.

Alcaraz will face Norrie for a
semi-final place after the British
number three withstood a fight-
back from Chilean qualifier Nico-
las Jarry to win in five sets.

On executing his comeback,
world number two Alcaraz said
in his on-court interview: "It is
just about belief in yourself. It
doesn't matter you are set down.

"Tennis can change in one
point. One point can change a
match completely. You have to
stay there all the time, be strong
mentally."

On meeting home favourite
Norrie in the next round, he
added: "Every time | can turn up
on this beautiful court is a gift,
so | have to make the most of
it”.

"It will be really difficult. Cam
is playing great, | know him well.
It will be interesting but I'm just
excited about playing the quarter-
final here."

Alcaraz continues
career-best streak

While expected title rivals Jan-
nik Sinner and Novak Djokovic
continue their serene progress

through the draw, Alcaraz has
certainly not had everything his
own way.

Given a scare by Italian vete-
ran Fabio Fognini before coming
through his opener in five sets
and almost five hours, he also
lost a set in what he described as
a "stressful" third-round victory
over the 125th-ranked Jan-Len-
nard Struff.

The ebbs and flows of Alca-
raz's matches are quite the con-
trast to the near-robotic consis-
tency of world number one Sin-
ner, although the Spaniard tends
to save his best for the biggest
moments - as evidenced in their
blockbuster French Open final.

It soon became apparent that
this match - a first meeting bet-
ween two top-20 men in this year's
draw - would be no different.

Rublev, renowned for his
on-court outbursts but who has
been working on controlling his
emotions to help bridge the gap
to the world's best, settled quickly
and seized the first break of
serve - to love.

Alcaraz recovered from a 4-1
deficit, and whipped the crowd
into a frenzy after taking a 5-3
lead in the tie-break, but Rublev
demonstrated the progress he
has made by regrouping impres-
sively to close out with four
straight points.

World number one Aryna Sa-
balenka overcame a battling Elise
Mertens to reach the quarter-
finals and stay on course for a
first Wimbledon title.

The 27-year-old, who reached
the semi-finals in 2021 and 2023,
won 6-4 7-6 (7-4) and will next
face world number 104 Laura
Siegemund for a place in the
last four.

This has been a tournament
in which many seeds have tum-
bled and Sabalenka was the only
top six seed remaining in the

women's draw.

It hasn't been plain sailing for
Sabalenka as she came through
a tough match against British
number one Emma Raducanu to
set up her meeting with Mertens.

This again was perhaps
tougher than expected, particu-
larly as Sabalenka had beaten
24th seed Mertens nine times in
a row prior to meeting at Wim-
bledon.

"l am super happy with the per-
formance. It was a battle. | was
happy to get this win," said Sa-
balenka.

"She is a great player and
great person. | know how smart
she is and | knew she would fight
until the very end. She really
challenged me today."

It did initially look like being a
comfortable win for Sabalenka as
she got an early break on her way
to racing into a 4-1 lead, but
Mertens got a break back as she
started to move her opponent
around the court more. Sabalen-
ka broke Mertens again to take
the opening set - but the Belgian
continued to cause problems
with her aggressive tennis.

She was rewarded for her
brave play when she got her first
break of the match early in the
second set, taking advantage as
Sabalenka struggled to get her
first serve working before thump-
ing down a backhand winner, and
then holding to lead 3-1. Saba-
lenka broke back two games later
but Mertens was undeterred, the
two going toe-to-toe all the way
to a tie-break.

But there Sabalenka showed
her quality, fighting back from
2-0 down to win and progress.

"Everything is possible," Sa-
balenka said of winning Wim-
bledon.

"I am just trying to give my
best and hope for the best."
