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Fifty-one years since the
coup d'état

uesday (15th July) com-
T memorated fifty-one years

since the tragic events in
Cyprus that ultimately led to its
division and occupation by
Turkey.

The Greek military junta, rul-
ing Greece at the time, over-
threw the democratically elec-
ted President of Cyprus, the late
Archbishop Makarios IlI.

Sirens sounded at 0820 local
time (0520 GMT) as a solemn
reminder of the moment the coup
d’état took place.

The President of the Republic,
Nikos Christodoulides, along with
government Ministers, attended
the traditional memorial service
honouring those who sacrificed
their lives to defend legality and
democracy, at the Holy Church

of Saints Constantine and Helen.
The House of Representatives
also convened a special session
to condemn the coup and the
Turkish invasion, paying tribute
to those who lost their lives.
The military junta took control
of Greece in 1967. On the morn-
ing of 15 July 1974, the Greek
military regime, together with
their Greek Cypriot collabora-
tors (EOKA B), launched a coup
against the legitimately elected
President of Cyprus, Makarios lIl.
At the time, he had just returned
to the Presidential Palace from
a weekend retreat in the Troodos
Mountains. While the coup was
underway in central Nicosia, the
President was receiving a group
of Greek children from Egypt.
As the shooting intensified

and the Presidential Palace was
bombarded by the National
Guard, Makarios protected
the children and then escaped
through an unguarded passage
on the west side of the Palace.
He fled to Kykkos Monastery
and later to Paphos.

While state radio announced
his death, Makarios addressed
the nation from a local radio sta-
tion, reassuring the people that
he was alive and urging them to
resist the military junta. As the
coup forces took control, he fled
the country, traveling to London
and the United States, where he
called on the international com-
munity to support Cyprus's inde-
pendence.

The coup gave Turkey a justi-
fication to launch an invasion of
the defenceless island. In a two-
phase military operation in July
and August, despite UN Security
Council Resolution 353 (1974),
which called for the swift restor-
ation of constitutional order, Tur-
kish troops advanced and occu-
pied 36.2% of the Republic’s
territory, forcibly expelling around
200,000 Greek Cypriots from
their homes. To this day, Cyprus
remains divided.

Repeated attempts at UN-led
peace negotiations have so
far failed to produce results.
The latest round of talks in July
2017, held at the Swiss resort

of Crans-Montana, ended with-
out an agreement. The UN Sec-
retary-General announced in
early May the appointment of
Maria Angela Holguin Cuellar
of Colombia as his Personal
Envoy on Cyprus, who is tasked
to reengage with the parties in
order to work on next steps on
the Cyprus issue and advise
him. Holguin completed a pre-
vious assignment as Personal
Envoy of the Secretary-General
on Cyprus from January to July
2024.

The UN Secretary General
announced that an informal
meeting on Cyprus in a broader
format will be held on 16-17 July
in New York, following a similar
meeting in Geneva, on March
17-18. The two sides agreed to
proceed with a number of initia-
tives, involving the opening of
crossing points, the creation of
a Technical Committee on Youth
and other initiatives in the buffer
zone and throughout the island.
The meeting is taking place on
July 16-17.

The European Commission
designated Johannes Hahn, a
former European Commissioner,
as Special Envoy for Cyprus to
contribute to the settlement pro-
cess, in close cooperation with
Holguin.

Crush at Gaza aid site kills at least 20

t least 20 Palestinians
A died on Wednesday at
a Gaza Humanitarian
Foundation (GHF) aid distribu-
tion site, in what the U.S.-backed
group called a crowd surge
provoked by armed instigators.
Supported by Israel, the GHF
reported that 19 were trampled
and one stabbed to death at a
Khan Younis centre in southern
Gaza.
“We have credible reason to

believe that elements within the
crowd —armed and affiliated with
Hamas — deliberately fomented
the unrest,” said GHF in a state-
ment.

Palestinian health officials re-
ported 21 deaths due to suffoca-
tion. One medic said the crowd
was densely packed into a con-
fined space, causing fatal crush
injuries.

On Tuesday, the U.N. rights of-
fice in Geneva said at least 875

people had been killed near aid
sites and food convoys in Gaza
over six weeks — most near GHF
locations. Locals have blamed
Israeli forces for much of the
gunfire-related deaths.

GHF operates with private
U.S. security and logistics firms,
bypassing a U.N.-led aid system
Israel accuses Hamas of exploi-
ting.

Hamas denies looting allega-
tions.

The U.N. has criticized GHF’s
model as unsafe and a violation
of humanitarian neutrality, a
charge GHF denies.

Amjad Al-Shawa, head of
the Palestinian NGOs Network,
blamed GHF’s mismanagement
for the fatal chaos, citing poor
crowd control and failure to fol-
low humanitarian norms.

The war in Gaza has devasta-
ted the enclave, displacing nearly
all its residents and causing se-
vere hunger.

Earlier Wednesday, Israel an-

nounced the completion of a new
road in southern Gaza, isolating
towns east of Khan Younis, aim-
ing to hinder Hamas activity.
Palestinians view the road as
Israeli leverage in ongoing U.S.-
backed ceasefire talks mediated
by Egypt and Qatar since July 6.
Negotiators say no breakthrough
has yet been reached.

Hamas claims Israel seeks
to retain control of 40% of Gaza
as part of any deal and demands
the dismantling of GHF and re-
turn of a U.N.-led aid system.

Senior Hamas official Basem
Naim said the new road showed
Israel wasn't serious about peace,
accusing it of planning to stay
in Gaza.

Israeli Prime Minister Benja-
min Netanyahu insists the war
will only end once Hamas is dis-
armed and removed.

Over 58,000 Palestinians
have been killed in Israel’s Gaza
campaign, according to local
health officials.

Clashes resume in
Syria’s Druze city

of Sweida

C lashes between Syrian
government forces and
local Druze fighters re-
sumed early Wednesday inthe
southern city of Sweida, shat-
tering a ceasefire declared just
hours earlier that aimed to halt
several days of deadly secta-
rian violence.

The renewed fighting in the
Druze-majority province under-
scores ongoing tensions among
Syria’s diverse communities,
with many minorities harbouring
deep mistrust of the Islamist-
led government.

Syrian troops were sent to the
region on Monday to suppress
violence between Druze militias
and Bedouin gunmen but soon
found themselves in direct con-
flict with the Druze fighters.

The situation escalated fur-
ther when Israel launched air-
strikes on government posi-
tions on both Monday and Tues-
day, citing protection of the
Druze population as its objec-
tive.

The ceasefire, announced
late Tuesday by Syria’s defence
ministry, quickly collapsed.

Local news outlet Sweida24
reported that Sweida city and
surrounding villages came under
intense artillery and mortar fire
early Wednesday.

Syria’s defence ministry,
through the state news agency
SANA, blamed “outlaw groups”
in Sweida for breaking the truce
and urged residents to remain
indoors.

Since the violence began on
Sunday, dozens of Druze fight-
ers, civilians, and government
troops have been killed.

Residents and journalists re-
ported that Syrian government
forces looted and torched homes
on Tuesday, stealing vehicles
and household items.

On Wednesday, Israeli
Defence Minister Yoav Gallant
warned the Syrian government
to “leave the Druze alone,”
vowing continued Israeli strikes
on Syrian forces until they with-
drew.

U.S. Syria envoy Tom Barrack
stated on Tuesday that Wash-
ington was engaging with all
parties involved “to navigate
towards calm and integration.”

UK inflation climbs to 3.6%

ritain’s annual consumer
B price inflation rose un-

expectedly to 3.6% in
June - its highest level in over
a year - slightly tempering ex-
pectations of further Bank of
England interest rate cuts, offi-
cial data showed Wednesday.

The Office for National Sta-
tistics reported that June’s CPI
reading was the highest since
January 2024.

Since reaching a three-year
low of 1.7% in September, in-
flation in the UK has steadily
climbed. The BoE predicted in
May that inflation would peak at
3.7% in September - almost dou-
ble its 2% target.

Britain currently has the high-
est inflation rate among major
advanced economies, running
about one percentage point

higher than in the U.S. or the
eurozone.

Following the data release,
sterling edged up against the
dollar, five-year gilt yields hit a
one-month high, and market ex-
pectations for an August quarter-
point rate cut by the BoE
declined slightly - along with the
likelihood of another cut later in
the year.

Deutsche Bank’s Chief UK
Economist, Sanjay Raja, said he
still expected a rate cut in August
but warned that the pace of
further reductions was now less
certain.

Last week’s GDP data showed
a surprise contraction in May,
while upcoming wage data due
Thursday is expected to show
only a modest easing from wage
growth rates just above 5%.
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Buckingham Palace confirms
dates for Trump’s state visit

onald Trump’s upcoming

D state visit to the UK has
been officially confirmed

by Buckingham Palace, with the
US president set to be welcomed
by King Charles from 17 to 19
September. During the visit, Pre-
sident Trump and First Lady
Melania will be hosted by the King
and Queen at Windsor Castle.
While the visit had long been
anticipated for September - espe-
cially after Trump hinted in April
that a second “fest” was in the
works - its formal announcement
brings clarity. Windsor Castle
had also been widely expected
as the venue after Trump men-

tioned that a letter from the King
referred to Windsor as the loca-
tion. Ongoing refurbishment work
at Buckingham Palace further
reinforced this, as Windsor was
used to host French President
Emmanuel Macron’s state visit
just last week.

This marks Trump’s second
official state visit to the UK, a rare
distinction for a US president.
He previously attended a state
banquet at Buckingham Palace
in 2019 and visited Windsor
Castle in 2018 for tea with
Queen Elizabeth II. That earlier
visit, while ceremonial, was not
a formal state occasion.

Details of the events planned
for the September visit are yet
to be released.

Despite the usual honour of
addressing Parliament during a
state visit, Trump is not expected
to speak at Westminster, as the
House of Commons will be in
recess for the party conference
season starting 16 September.
While the House of Lords will still
be in session, no parliamentary
address is scheduled. Some MPs
had also voiced objections to
granting the former president
such a platform.

Earlier this year, during a
February meeting at the White
House, Prime Minister Sir Keir
Starmer delivered the King’s for-
mal invitation to Trump. Upon
reading it, the former president
described the invitation as a
“great, great honour,” especially
noting, “that says at Windsor —
that’s really something.”

The King had initially floated
the idea of meeting at Balmoral
or Dumfries House in Scotland,
but scheduling conflicts on both
sides made that unfeasible. Tra-
ditionally, second-term US presi-

dents making a return visit to the
UK are hosted for tea or lunch
at Windsor Castle, as was the
case with Presidents George W.
Bush and Barack Obama.

In a separate development,
Police Scotland are preparing
for a private summer visit by
Trump, which is expected to in-
clude stops at his golf resorts
in Aberdeenshire and Ayrshire.
The visit will require substantial
policing efforts, possibly involving
reinforcements from other parts
of the UK.

Downing Street confirmed on
Monday that Trump will meet
Prime Minister Starmer during
his Scottish visit later in July, al-
though no formal bilateral meet-
ing is planned due to the private
nature of the trip.

A spokesperson stated: “The
White House has confirmed that
President Trump will be making
a private visit to Scotland later
this month. Given he is visiting
in a private capacity, there will
not be a formal bilateral, but the
prime minister is pleased to take
up the president's invite to meet
during his stay.”

Investigation into Air India
crash raises new questions

preliminary investigation
Ainto last month’s crash of

an Air India passenger jet
that killed 260 people has raised
further questions about the inci-
dent, and the inquiry is far from
complete, Air India CEO Camp-
bell Wilson said in a staff memo
on Monday.

The initial findings, released
Saturday by India’s Aircraft Acci-
dent Investigation Bureau, des-
cribed confusion in the cockpit
shortly before the crash of the
Boeing BA.N Dreamliner.

In the memo, Wilson said the
report “triggered a new round of
speculation in the media ... Un-
surprisingly, it provided both
greater clarity and opened addi-
tional questions.”

He added: “The preliminary
report identified no cause nor
made any recommendations, so
| urge everyone to avoid drawing
premature conclusions as the in-
vestigation is far from over.”

The report found no mechani-
cal or maintenance issues, and
confirmed that all required checks
had been completed.

The Boeing 787 Dreamliner, en
route to London from Ahmed-
abad, lost thrust and began de-
scending shortly after take-off.
All but one of the 242 people
on board, as well as 19 on the
ground, died in the crash.

The AAIB report noted that, in
the aircraft’s final moments, one
pilot asked the other why he had
cut off the fuel. “The other pilot

responded that he did not do so,”
the report stated.

Both engine two fuel cut-off
switches had flipped almost si-
multaneously, though the report
did not explain how.

It made no recommendations
for Boeing or GE GE.N, the en-
gine manufacturer.

ALPA India, the group repre-
senting Indian pilots in the Mon-
treal-based International Feder-
ation of Air Line Pilots’ Associa-

tions, rejected assumptions of
pilot error and called for a “fair,
fact-based inquiry.”

Campbell’'s memo noted the
pilots had passed their pre-flight
breathalyzer tests and showed
no concerning medical signs.

The flight's captain, Sumeet
Sabharwal, 56, had logged
15,638 flight hours and was also
an instructor. His co-pilot, Clive
Kunder, 32, had 3,403 hours of
total experience.

Macron to visit Cyprus,

Christodoulides says

rench President Emma-
F nuel Macron will soon visit

Cyprus, Cyprus President
Nikos Christodoulides said on
Monday evening.

Addressing an event at the
Franco-Cypriot school to mark
Bastille Day, he said Macron will
be in Cyprus “to sign a renewed,
upgraded strategic cooperation
which will further upgrade and
broaden our close ties.”

As such, he said, French For-
eign Minister Jean-Noel Barrot
is expected to visit the island
before the end of this month “to
prepare for Macron’s visit.”

He described France as a
“strategic partner” for Cyprus, and
that cooperation between the
two countries “extends to critical
areas, such as defence, security,
energy, and education.”

He also pointed out that during
last month’s conflict between
Israel and Iran, Cyprus hosted
“more than 400” French citizens
who fled the Middle East through
the island’s ‘Estia plan’, wherein
the island acts as a hub for EU
and third country nationals eva-
cuated from conflict zones.

Then, he moved on to the
matter of defence and security,
saying that it “constitutes a cen-
tral pillar of our bilateral, but also
regional agenda”, and pointing
out that France is Cyprus’ “main
defence partner.”

“In turbulent times, this coope-
ration is emerging as both es-
sential and strategically decisive,
inside and outside our region.
Both Cyprus and France share

the goal of making the European
Union more strategically auto-
nomous, including in the field of
defence, and | am pleased that
in recent months, we have seen
concrete steps towards achie-
ving this goal,” he said.

Moving onto the issue of
wider international relations, he
stressed his “unwavering sup-
port” for Ukraine in its war to re-
pel a Russian invasion, and also
speaking of EU enlargement,
which he described as a “geo-
political investment for the EU”,
and which he said “will be ex-
ploited.”

“It has never been clearer that
our security, as the European
Union, is linked to the security
of our neighbours, our partners.
This region ... is a region in which
the EU must engage and invest
more, not only for its geostrate-
gic importance, but also because
it is an integral part of our strate-
gic autonomy,” he said.

On the matter of the Cyprus
problem, he praised France for
“standing firmly in solidarity in
supporting our efforts for reuni-
fication, firmly adhering to inter-
national law, to United Nations
resolutions as the only basis for
a comprehensive settlement.”

“As we look to the future of
relations between Cyprus and
France, we stand together with
ambition and confidence in the
enduring bonds which unite us
— our countries and, of course,
our peoples,” he said.

Board of British Cypriots delivers
letters to Prime Minister Keir Starmer

embers of the Board of
M British Cypriots delivered

five official letters to
10 Downing Street, addressed
to Prime Minister Keir Starmer,
marking 51 years since the
Turkish invasion and continued
occupation of the Republic of
Cyprus.

The delegation - comprised of
Doros Partasides, Marie Nichols-
by, Spyros Neophytou, Stella
Dinenis, Spyros Papacharalam-
bous, and Elias Dinenis - pre-
sented letters covering five criti-
cal areas:

1. The Cyprus Problem —
Calling for renewed diplomatic
leadership from the UK in achiev-
ing a lasting and just solution,
in a united Cyprus.

2. Famagusta — Addressing
the ongoing illegal occupation
and the urgent need for the
return of the city to its lawful
inhabitants.

3. Human Rights — Highlight-
ing ongoing violations of funda-
mental freedoms and appeals
for accountability.

4. East Mediterranean Sta-
bility — Stressing the importance
of regional cooperation, energy
security, and international law.

5. Alkionides UK — Present-
ing the humanitarian work of the
UK-based charitable team aiding

Cypriot patients and vulnerable
families.

Before delivering the docu-
ments, the delegation visited the
Cenotaph on Whitehall to lay a
symbolic tribute and pay respects
to the Cypriot soldiers of the Cyp-
rus Regiment who served and
died heroically during the First
and Second World Wars, stand-
ing shoulder to shoulder with
British forces.

Photographs of the occasion

were captured by a Metropolitan
Police officer and a French jour-
nalist affiliated with the Foreign
Press Association.

This act underscores the on-
going commitment of the Board

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Unoccupied property -
Do | need insurance?

n important responsibility
Aexecutors have is to en-

sure that the deceased’s
estate is protected during the
estate administration until it is
distributed to beneficiaries.

An executor who fails to do this
could be held personally liable
for any losses suffered by the
estate if its felt they failed to take
the necessary care by making
sure the property was adequa-
tely insured.

When an estate includes a
house, which later become un-
occupied, this changes the in-
surance position and you should
be wary of relying on any exist-
ing policy. Whilst the deceased
would have had adequate in-
surance on the property, for an
unoccupied property, insurers
will require that the policy is
either updated or a new policy
is purchased.

Even if an insurer does con-
tinue to provide insurance, it is
likely that the premium will be
higher and it is possible that the

coverage may be restricted; in-
surers are known to restrict dam-
age to an unoccupied property
to only damage caused by fire,
lightning, aircraft and explosion.

What this could mean for you.
If the property was, for example
broken into and vandalised,
there would be no cover in place
to rectify the damages. In such
circumstances, as an executor
you may be held liable for the
cost of repairs or any difference
in the property valuation.

Any amended or new policy
should be in the name of the ex-
ecutors. Having the executor’s
interest ‘noted’ does not neces-
sarily entitle them to make a
claim or receive the benefit of
any claim proceeds payable un-
der the policy; it may only mean
that they are notified if a policy
cover is cancelled or lapsed.

The risks of working
from home

You may be aware of the po-

tential problems with staff work-
ing from home and the increas-
ing issues of cyber-crimes with
criminals taking advantage of
the lack of Firewalls and launch-
ing various fraud and phishing
campaigns etc at this present
time.

They have also received
over 200 reports of coronavirus
themed phishing emails attemp-
ting to trick people into opening
malicious attachments or re-
vealing sensitive personal and
financial information.

Make sure you protect your-
self, do not click on the links
or attachments in suspicious
emails, and never respond to
unsolicited messages and calls

that ask for your personal or
financial details. Always install
the latest software and app up-
dates to protect your devices
from the latest threats.

When we think of ‘cyber-
crime’, we might imagine so-
phisticated plots by highly skilled
computer experts, designed to
wreak havoc against the state
and big business. We may as-
sume it is something that hap-
pens to other people and that
we, as individuals or small busi-
nesses, are unlikely to attract
the interest of a cyber-criminal.

However, the reality is that

cybercrime is not the preserve
of the technical expert. Many
attacks are unsophisticated and
are carried out by people with
only basic technical knowledge.
It only takes a hacker, virus or
system glitch to cause a cyber
event or data breach to diminish
a company’s financial results or
potentially shut a business.
Cyber insurance can help
protect your business against a
range of cyber threats, including
Ransomware, which is malicious
software designed to block ac-
cess to your computer system
until a ransom is paid (the most

prominent issue being faced
today). The average cost of the
worst security breach in the UK
for small businesses is between
£65,000 and £115,000. This in-
cludes cleaning up affected
systems and date breach fines.

Harvest

| had the pleasure of meeting
the brilliant Greek director Athina
Rachel Tsangari when her break-
through movie ATTENBURG was
first released in the UK back in
2010. The film was internationally
recognised and was a key addi-
tion to the Greek Weird Wave
that began a year earlier with
Yorgos Lanthimos’ DOGTOOTH,
which Tsangari also produced.
She received further acclaim and
more awards for her tremendous
CHEVALIER in 2015, so expec-
tations were high for her latest
feature which premiered at last
October’s London Film Festival.

Itis based on Jim Crace’s novel
which takes place in a remote
village in an undefined time and
place. The action follows the
story of Walter (Caleb Landry-
Jones), a farmer who, along with
his childhood friend, the lord of
the manor Charles Kent (Harry
Melling), are facing an invasion
from the outside world. The map-
maker (Arinze Kene), the com-
pany man (Frank Dillane) and
other migrants are all arriving
and bringing their own destruc-
tive energy to this serene, ritua-
listic society...

Itis a strong central idea full of
atmosphere and is well-acted
particularly from Landry-Jones,
the exciting young actor who first
came to prominence in GET OUT
and whose career blossomed
following award-winning perfor-
mances in NITRAM and DOG-
MAN. It all sounds good, but the
narrative of the story is not al-
ways coherent, and it is far too
long. It may not by one of Tsan-
gari’s strongest, but it is still worth
seeking out.

Human Traffic

Justin Kerrigan’s enjoyable
1999 feature captures splendidly
the spirit of the rave culture of
the late 90’s in Wales. It is back
in cinemas in a sparkling new
4K restoration, and it is worth
catching especially if you have
never seen it before on the big
screen. It introduced many ex-
citing young actors, who have
since become household names
like John Simm, Danny Dyer and
Lorraine Pilkington. These young-
sters leave their troubles behind
on Friday night and begin party-

ing in Cardiff’'s night clubs like
there is no tomorrow and conti-
nue the rave until Monday morn-
ing before they must return to
their mundane jobs...
Kerrigan’s energetic script and
sharp direction allows his lumi-
nous cast to deliver memorable
performances that are as rele-
vant today as the day it was
first released back in 1999.

Smurfs

Everything seems to be getting
a reboot these days; this is the
fourth of the animated feature
franchise based on the comic
book series created by the Bel-
gian comics artist Peyo. They
have assembled a strong cast
for the first musical fantasy ad-
venture that includes Rihanna
as the voice of Smurfette, a nat-
ural born leader who leads a
troupe of Smurfs into the real
world in search of Papa Smurf
(John Goodman) after he is mys-
teriously kidnapped...

The songs work well with the
action - Rihanna’s French fries
loving Smurfette sings like an
angel and is successfully paired
with James Corden’s No Name
Smurf. The impressive cast list
also includes Nick Offerman as
Ken, Papa’s brother and Dan
Levy as Joel, the evil wizards’
henchman. It is way over the top
but fun!

Divine Love
(Divino Amor)
Gabriel Mascaro, the brilliant

Brazilian director of NEON BULL,
brings to the screen another

compelling film - a futuristic story
set in 2027 and narrated by a
child. The country is overtaken
by a strict conservative bureau-
cracy and a new religion is on
the rise, where divorce is dis-
couraged by the fanatical and
nationalistic society.

Joana is a deeply religious
and hard-working notary, who
believes that has a gift in discour-
aging people from divorce by sim-
ply inviting them to join her reli-
gious group Divine Love. Even
though she is happily married
she begins to question her faith
following continuous attempts
to get pregnant...

Itis a visual treat superbly pho-
tographed and perfectly compli-
mented by a fabulous score. Itis
a daring, provocative film imagi-
natively directed by Mascaro, who
elicits tremendous performances
from his cast.

Gracie Otto’s award-winning
documentary, which celebrates
the life and career of her father
Barry Otto, was the highlight of
this year’s London Australian Film
Festival. Barry Otto is a lovable
Australian actor who first began
his career on stage performing
many classical roles before he
found fame in such modern
cinema classics as BLISS (1985)
and STRICTLY BALLROOM
(1998). Gracie has unearthed a
treasure of material - stills from
his early-stage roles, rare home
footage and videos of Barry act-
ing on stage. Many colleagues
and collaborators share their
thoughts about the value of work-
ing with Barry, including Cate
Blanchett, who played opposite

Depression of the 1930’s live
Nick Laine’s (Colin Connor) fam-
ily, including his delightfully de-
mented wife Elizabeth (Katie
Brayben) adopted black daugh-
ter Marianne (Justina Kehinde),
and out of work alcoholic poet
son Gene (Colin Bates), who are
fighting off debt and eking out a
living. That is the simple story of
Girl From the North Country
(Old Vic), written and directed by
Conor McPherson, who had been
contacted by Bob Dylan’s man-
agement to write a musical using
his songs.

The various residents and new
arrivals all have their own story of
social and economic hardship;
an ex-con boxer falsely accused
and recently escaped from prison,
the untrustworthy travelling prea-
cher, the shoe mender, the widow
awaiting her inheritance follow-
ing the death of her husband, and
the couple and their grown son
with a learning disability.

As the plot slowly unfolds,
a superb live band and talented
chorus (creating a picture of gloo-
my silhouettes) perform beauti-
ful, atmospheric arrangements
of the Dylan songs. They are not
however the ones that you would
expect to feature, and McPher-
son has carefully chosen those
which mesh the story together
creating a doleful, Dylanesque
feel. The musical arrangement
is equally nuanced and occa-
sionally you may hear snippets of
asong thatis not sung— Lay Lady
Lay is definitely in that bracket.
Brayben’s performance is heroic
and her renditions of Forever
Young and Like a Rolling Stone
are melancholic and memorable.
Similarly, Kehinde is outstanding
as the pregnant teenager Mari-
anne, about to elope with ex-
boxer Joe, another fine portrayal
by Sifiso Mazibuko. Rae Smith’s
set design recalled the emotional
solitude of an Edward Hopper
painting and combined with Mark
Henderson’s doom-laden light-
ing they create a tomb of human
emotion.

Till the Stars Come Down
(Theatre Royal Haymarket), Beth
Steel’s play, is set in a wedding
reception in a Nottinghamshire
mining town, the town of her birth.
The wedding gets going and ev-
erybody is on their best behaviour
and in high spirits, then alcohol,
vodka specifically because it is
a local lass marrying a Polish lad,
loosens tongues and suddenly
the family fissures are exposed.
In this case Brexit lights the fuse.
What Steel does is expose the
frayed edges of a community that
believe, following the decimation
of the mines and a belief that
politicians have ignored them for
decades, they have been left
behind.

But this is most certainly not an
in-your-face political polemic, far
from it, this is real life - funny, sad,
very messy and a whole load of
working-class humour that is too
often missing from our theatres.
That vulnerability and difficulty
with life is so well expressed here.
The brilliant cast buzz with energy
and ebullience and director Bijan
Shiebani milks it in the manic and
hilarious first act which then un-
ravels and segways unceremoni-
ously into the eruption of human
emotion in act two. The first act
especially has the feel of an Al-
modovar film where the charac-
ters are so real and recognisable
you want to step into the scene
yourself and join in the fun.

It almost seems churlish to
single out performances as they
are all terrific, but Dorothy Atkin-
son’s Aunty Carol is a walking
dichotomy of wit and loneliness
with comic timing that is incorri-
gible. Outwardly the life and soul
and inwardly alone it is a beau-
tiful portrayal as is Lucy Black’s
Hazel, a furnace of pride and un-
controlled eruptions. We must
mention the bride of course - it
would be remiss not too - and
Sinéad Matthews is spot on as
Sylvia, a woman coping with a
megaton of irrational madness
on the biggest day of her life.

A wonderful celebration of
working-class culture and a must
see.

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Watermelon and feta...the summer combo you need

Some pairings feel inevitable — tomatoes and basil, bread and butter, strawberries and cream.
Others feel surprising, even slightly odd, until you take that first bite. Watermelon and feta is one of
those combinations. Sweet and salty, crisp and creamy, this unlikely salad has become a summer
classic across the Mediterranean and beyond — a dish that seems to embody the heat of July in
every mouthful.

The origins of this salad are difficult to pin down. Versions of it appear in Greece, Cyprus, Turkey
and parts of the Middle East, where watermelon and white cheese have long been eaten side by
side, often with nothing more than a chunk of bread and a splash of olive oil. In Cyprus, cold wedges
of watermelon with slices of salty anari, halloumi or feta are a staple summer snack, when the heat
demands refreshment but not effort.

The genius of the combination lies in contrast. Watermelon — especially when it’s at its peak — is
icy, floral and full of juice. Feta is dense, briny and savoury. Together, they create a sort of flavour
alchemy — one enhances the other, the salt sharpening the sweetness, the sugar softening the
sharpness. Add a few sprigs of fresh mint, a drizzle of olive oil, or a handful of black olives, and the
whole thing takes on depth and dimension — still simple, still refreshing, but undeniably layered.

While this pairing may have grown up in village kitchens, it's found a new life on modern tables.
Chefs across Europe and the US have embraced it, elevating it with balsamic glazes, toasted nuts,
herbs like basil or coriander, and even chilli flakes. Some versions use grilled watermelon for a
smoky edge, while others toss in cucumber or rocket for crunch and bite. But at its heart, the dish
remains about balance — hot weather, cool flavours and the beauty of what's in season.

July is peak watermelon season in Cyprus, when roadside stalls overflow with huge, striped fruit.
Sliced and chilled, watermelon is the island’s antidote to long, blazing afternoons. And with halloumi,
or even feta and mint just as easy to find, it makes sense that this salad has become a favourite.

There’s no cooking required, no need to measure or time anything precisely. It's the kind of dish
that's tossed together in a few minutes and eaten in the shade — a plate of contrasts that cools,
revives and satisfies all at once. It works as a starter, a side dish, or even as a meal.

The best summer food is often the simplest — a few ingredients, a bit of freshness, and a willingness
to be surprised. What seems unlikely at first becomes, with one bite, completely obvious — a pairing
made for the sun.

TOP HEALTH BENEFITS OF WATERMELON

Supports hydration - Maintaining hydration is essential for health with even modest levels of
dehydration likely to manifest as tiredness, headaches, muscle cramps and possible blood pressure
problems. Watermelon is largely made up of water (92%), with 20% of our water needs acquired
from food, including watermelon can make a useful contribution.

May support weight management - Thanks to its high-water content watermelon has a low-calorie
density, this means a large slice of watermelon has a relatively small calorie contribution. Eating
foods, like this, which are both filling but low in calories appears to help promote fullness and reduce
appetite.

Rich source of lycopene - Another carotenoid found in watermelon is lycopene which is believed to
be effective in reducing the risk of certain cancers, supporting heart and eye health and reducing the
potential of chronic conditions such as type 2 diabetes.

May support blood pressure and exercise performance - Recent findings suggest phytonutrients
found in watermelon, specifically L-citrulline may help lower blood pressure and improve exercise
performance in young healthy adults.

Triantafillo (rose) sorbet recipe

Triantafillo literally translates to “thirty petals.”  pan from the heat and add 200mI more cold water

The aromatic Damask Rose (Rosa Damascena)
is cultivated in the village of Agros in Cyprus,
nestled in a valley between Nicosia and Limassol,
near the Troodos mountains.

These rose bushes are used to create a variety
of fragrant and flavourful products, including rose-
water, rose cordial, rose liqueur, rose jam, rose
chocolates, and much more.

Triantafillo / rose sorbet is a traditional Cypriot
ice cream flavour that’s especially popular during
the summer months - and what better time of
year to give it a try?

Ingredients:
2259 caster sugar
169 dried rose petals
6 tbsp rosewater
1 tbsp glycerine
Juice of 1 lemon

Method:

The day before, put the sugar and 225ml cold
water in a pan and heat gently for around 4 min-
utes until the sugar has dissolved. Add the rose
petals to the syrup just to wilt, then remove the

with the rosewater and glycerine and allow to
cool for 30 minutes.

Add the lemon juice and leave the petals to
macerate for a few hours (until the colour looks nice
and pink), giving the petals a squeeze from time
to time. Strain the mixture through a sieve set
over a bowl and discard the petals.

Churn the mixture in an ice cream machine fol-
lowing the manufacturer’s instructions until frozen.
Transfer to a freezer-proof container, cover and
freeze for around 12 hours, or longer if necessary,
until nicely scoop-able.

If you don’t have a machine, use the still-freeze
method: pour the mixture into a freezer-proof
container, and put, uncovered, in the freezer.

After 1% hours, use a fork to break up the ice
crystals around the edges. Bring those into the
middle and whisk until broken up and slushy. Re-
freeze, repeat the freezing and whisking process
again, then re-freeze until evenly firm but not solid.
Transfer to a processor and blitz to a smooth,
lighter mixture. Transfer to the container, cover,
and freeze until needed.

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Chelsea FIFA Club World Cup Winners

Chelsea become the first club in the history of football to win all major trophies now available

ole Palmer inspired a stunning
‘ Chelsea performance as they
downed European champions
Paris St-Germain to win the first edition

of the newly expanded Club World
Cup.

The England attacking midfielder
scored twice and set up a brilliant third

goal for new signing Joao Pedro in a
comprehensive 3-0 win over in-form
PSG at the MetLife Stadium in New
Jersey.

Palmer placed a low shot past goal-
keeper Gianluigi Donnarumma in the
22nd minute after Malo Gusto ran in
behind Nuno Mendes, adding a second
with a neat dummy and identical shot
from the edge of the box just eight
minutes later.

His defence-splitting pass allowed
Joao Pedro to lob Donnarumma just
before half-time to stun a team branded
"the best in the world" by Chelsea man-
ager Enzo Maresca before kick-off.

In the second half Khvicha Kvaratsk-
helia immediately tested Blues goal-
keeper Robert Sanchez, while his close-
range save minutes later from Ousmane

Dembele was even more impressive.

Substitute Liam Delap also had a
good shot saved as PSG were left with
too much of a mountain to climb after
missed opportunities by Joao Neves
and Desire Doue when the scores were
level in the first half.

The game was all but over on 85
minutes when matters got worse for
the Parisians, as midfielder Neves was
sent off after a brief VAR check for
pulling defender Marc Cucurella's hair.

PSG manager Luis Enrique will also
face questions after appearing to slap
Chelsea forward Joao Pedro in ugly
post-match scenes, with unused sub-
stitute Presnel Kimpembe having to
pull away his coach.

Enrique later said he was trying to
separate fighting players "to avoid a

situation getting worse", adding: "It was
a result of the pressure at the end of
the match."

Among the 81,118 people in atten-
dance - the biggest of the tournament
- was US President Donald Trump, who
sat alongside Fifa president Gianni
Infantino as Chelsea took their earnings
to about £90m as they became world
champions.

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Barnet FC New Underhill Planning
Committee Update

arnet Council’s Strategic
B Planning Committee voted
to refuse the application
for the proposed 7,000 capacity
stadium and ancillary community
facilities on Barnet Playing Fields.

The Committee room was well
attended by Barnet fans, with
many standing at the back during
the proceedings and even filling
a second overflow room. There
were also members of Save Bar-
net Playing Fields who opposed
the application.

The focus of the debate came
down to development on the
green belt and in a local park.
Planning Officers do not agree
that the site is grey belt and sta-
ted that the proposed develop-
ment is unacceptable in princi-
ple and take the view that itis a
significant development in both
scale and footprint and the sub-
stantial harm caused is not out-
weighed by the benefits put for-
ward.

Following the presentation
from the Officer, Councillors and
representatives from Community
Groups spoke against and in sup-
port of the scheme and answered
questions from Members of the
Committee.

Councillor Edwards, Councillor
Longstaff, Councillor Beg and
Councillor Clarke spoke against
the scheme. All four of the Coun-
cillors expressed that they wished
to see the Club return to the Bo-
rough but cited the loss of Green
Belt and protected open space,
noise impacts, on Ravenscroft

Cottages and Northway Primary
School, traffic disruption and
land ownership as reasons for
objection.

Councillor Roberts spoke in
support of the scheme and em-
phasised the overwhelmingly
positive response in bringing
Barnet back to Underhill when
speaking to residents. Clir Rob-
erts carefully explained the Very
Special Circumstances (VSC)
and benefits that returning the
club would bring to his Underhill
ward and Barnet as a whole.

CliIr Roberts stated that the site
is not visible from Wood Street
or the High Street and the only
historic value of the site is from
the link with the football club.

Chair of Save Barnet Playing
Fields, Mr Verill, spoke of the ir-
reparable damage to a vital com-
munity asset and claimed vast
majority of local people opposed
the development.

lain Botterill of the Bring Back
Barnet campaign spoke passion-
ately about the public benefits
the stadium would bring and re-
iterated that this is the only rea-
listic site for the Club to return,
questioning Councillors to clarify
where other potential sites might
be.

Mr Botterill highlighted that
Love Barnet and Barnet's Resi-
dents Association both support
the application and stated that
Councillors are responsible for
what happens next. The 2002
planning application for the sta-
dium at Underhill was supported

by Members because of Very
Special Circumstances which
are still applicable today.

Sean McGrath, Planning Di-
rector at WSP, emphasised the
broad agreement that the Club
needs to return to Barnet and that
the site should be viewed as grey
belt rather than Green Belt. He
set out the compelling VSC case
and stated that the site is the only
realistic location for the Club. In
addition, Mr McGrath highlighted
that the principle of building in
this location is accepted by the
Council with the allocation of the
14,000 square foot destination
sports hub which is, in any case,
incorporated in the stadium’s
north stand.

Following the presentations,
Members directed questions to
Officers which largely focused on
the relevance of the 2018 Green
Belt study, the effect on the en-
vironment and progress of the
investment in the Destination
Sports Hub.

Clir Gordon picked up on the
point that objectors had made,
that they wanted the Club back
in Barnet but that this was the
wrong site. He requested to defer
the item as the key consideration
of the case and Members’ as-
sessment of the VSC case, is
whether South Underhill is the
only realistic site for the Club to
relocate to. He quoted the Coun-
cil Leader’s claim that the Club
have been sent “three or four” al-
ternative sites. The Legal Repre-
sentative from the Council refer-

red to the Officers Assessment
which stated that there are no
alternative sites in the Borough.
However, the Committee Chair,
CliIr Young, stated that the alter-
native site analysis had already
been undertaken and that the
focus should be on the site pre-
sented in this application.

ClIr Young said that on this basis
there was no benefit in deferring
as, despite all Committee Mem-
bers agreeing that they wished
to see the Club return, this loca-
tion was deemed to be inappro-
priate. Overall, six members re-
fused the application and three
Members abstained.

The Club is currently review-
ing the outcome and will publish
another update in due course.

Needless to say, we are extre-
mely disappointed but wish to put
on record our thanks to the tire-
less work of everyone who has
given their time, passion and ef-
forts in our quest to bring the Club
back to the Borough of Barnet;
back home.

Commenting on the decision of
Barnet Council’s Strategic Plan-
ning Committee to refuse the Bar-
net Playing Fields Application
24/5650/0UT, at a meeting on
14th July 2025, which was sub-
mitted by Barnet Football Club,
Underhill ward councillor, La-
bour’s Zahra Beg, said: “It's been
wonderful hearing so much pas-
sion about this and | thank resi-
dents for taking the time to get
in touch with me over the past
few weeks and months.

“What's clear is that there is a
genuine desire to see Barnet FC
back in the borough, a desire that
| share.

“The playing fields are not for
lease or sale, and they are well-
loved playing fields within the
green belt. To approve this appli-
cation would have gone against
local, regional and national plan-
ning policy. It would have also
been against the wishes of local
residents. | wish Barnet FC every
success in finding a new site
within the borough.”

Wimbledon Final
week sees Baghdatis
make an appearance

orld number one Jan-
nik Sinner won his
first Wimbledon title

by beating Carlos Alcaraz in
another high-quality Grand Slam
final between the dominant for-
ces of the men’s game.

ltaly’s Sinner claimed a
4-6 6-4 6-4 6-4 victory at the
All England Club, avenging his
brutal French Open defeat by
Spanish world number two Al-
caraz.

Then, Sinner led by two sets
—and held three championship
points — before Alcaraz roared
back to win a five-set classic
lasting more than five hours.

Now, the 23-year-old has
responded by taking two-time
defending champion Alcaraz’s
crown on the Centre Court grass,
following another gripping con-
test which again showcased the
pair’s shot-making, athleticism
and star power.

Sinne claimed fourth Grand
Slam title of his career and a first
major not on a hard court.

A clinical performance from
the top seed ended Alcaraz’s
24-match winning streak.

In the Women’s Wimbledon
Singles Final Iga Swiatek was
not on many people’s radar to
win Wimbledon — including her
own.

The 24-year-old’s two-year
reign as world number one —
ended by Aryna Sabalenka
last year — was underpinned by
dominance on the clay and con-
sistency on the hard courts.

Swiatek became known as
the ‘Queen of Clay’ after winning
four French Open titles in five
years, while she also won the
US Open in 2022.

But she now leaves Wimble-
don as the champion, thanks
to an astonishing 6-0 6-0 vic-
tory in just 57 minutes over
Amanda Anisimova in Satur-

day’s final.

Not only was this Swiatek’s
first Wimbledon title, it was her
first Tour-level title on grass,
having previously won the girls’
compe-tition at SW19.

It was great seeing Marcos
Baghdatis playing in the Mens
invitational Doubles where Aus-
tralian Mark Philippoussis and
his partner Lleyton Hewitt had
just taken a 3-1 lead in the first
set of their clash with Xavier
Malisse and Marco Baghdatis in
the Men’s Invitational Doubles
match on Tuesday.

But when Philippoussis was
forced into a short break with the
fifth game tied at deuce, Malisse
could be seen wandering over
to the side of the court, before
asking a nearby ball girl “do you
want to play for a bit?”

Despite the apparent confi-
dence, her first serve went
straight into the net, while her
second was intercepted by
Malisse before it could bounce.
The Al line judge, which has
been the subject of some con-
troversy in this tournament,
called the second attempt as
‘out’ but play continued.

The ball girl then traded some
really impressive shots with
Baghdatis before then landing
a well-placed lob over Malisse
and inside the baseline, much
to the delight of the crowd — and
indeed temporary partner Hewitt,
who duly gave her a hearty high
five.

The umpire, getting into the
spirit of the moment, then humo-
rously called “advantage, ball
girl.”

Then after a brief rally, came a
stunning forehand down the line
that left Malisse wrong-footed.
The Belgian dropping is racket in
apparent disbelief as the crowd
erupted.

Advantage ball girl again, but
sadly the makeshift partnership
couldn’t see it out, with Malisse
and Baghdatis eventually com-
ing back to win the game.

Then again, the ball girl still
managed to delight the crowd,
narrowly missing one of her col-
leagues who had dashed out to
retrieve a ball off the court seem-
ingly not realising play was going
to continue, before then produc-
ing a vicious backhand nearly
took out Hewitt.

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Rafael Pagonis,
a new rising
Greek tennis star

ising Greek tennis player
RRafaeI Pagonis has ad-

vanced to the final of the
Wimbledon U14 boys’ tourna-
ment, marking a major milestone
in his young career.

The 13-year-old, currently
ranked No 1 in Europe in the U14
category, defeated Russia’s
Nikita Berdin, ranked 20th, in a
three-set semifinal on Friday,
winning 4-6, 6-2, 10-5.

After dropping the first set,
Pagonis bounced back with a
dominant second set and carried
his momentum into the decisive
10-point tiebreak to clinch the
match.

He faced Austria’s Moritz Frei-
tag, the European No 2, in Sat-
urday’s final but fell to Moritz
Freitag in a thrilling upset, 6-4,
1-6, 4-10 (match tiebreak). Both
players showcased immense
potential, signaling bright futures
ahead.

Pagonis started strong, break-

ing Freitag’s serve to lead 1-0. In
the second game, he saved
three break points to hold serve,
extending his lead to 2-0. Des-
pite Freitag fending off a second
break point to make it 2-1, Pago-
nis stayed composed. He nearly
sealed the first set in the ninth
game, but Freitag erased a set
point to hold for 5-4. Undeterred,
Pagonis clinched the set 6-4 in
the tenth game.

The second set saw Freitag
dominate. After Pagonis leveled
the score at 1-1, Freitag won five
consecutive games, including
two breaks, to take the set 6-1,
forcing a match tiebreak.

There, Freitag surged to a 4-0
lead. Pagonis fought back to
4-1 and 6-2, but Freitag’s momen-
tum was unstoppable. He earned
seven championship points at
9-2, and despite Pagonis narrow-
ing the gap to 9-4, Freitag sealed
the title 10-4. It is still a great
achievement.
