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UK Cypriots mark 51years
of Turkish occupation

n Sunday 20 July 2025,
O the National Federation

of Cypriots in the UK
coordinated a series of events
to mark 51 tragic years of con-
tinued occupation by Turkey of
the northern third of the island
of Cyprus.

The Federation and the Arch-
diocese of Thyateira and Great
Britain organised the annual me-
morial services in all Churches
to commemorate those who sac-
rificed their lives defending Cyp-
rus in 1974 and prayers for our
Missing Persons on Sunday July
20th.

The Official Archiepiscopal
memorial service took place at
the Greek Orthodox Cathedral
of the Dormition of the Mother of
God, Wood Green, with memo-

rials also being held in all the
Churches of the Greek Orthodox
Archdiocese.

Bishop lakovos of Claudiopo-
lis officiated the Divine Liturgy
on behalf of Archbishop Nikitas.
The official memorial address
was delivered by Cyprus High
Commissioner Kyriacos Kouros,
alongside a speech by the Fed-
eration's President Christos Ka-
raolis.

In his address, High Commis-
sioner Kouros said that “Today
we are called to honour all those
who resisted the events of that
dark summer.” These include
“those who stood against the
attempts to overthrow demo-
cracy, those who stood against
the invader with bravery, self-
denial and a deep sense of duty”

and “the heroes who sacrificed
for the freedom of the homeland,
leaving us a legacy of dignity and
the historical responsibility to
continue.”

Speaking about recent pro-
gress on the Cyprus issue, the
High Commissioner said that
“On 16 and 17 July, the President
of the Republic, in his capacity
as leader of the Greek commu-
nity in Cyprus, attended the sec-
ond extended meeting on the
Cyprus problem in New York.”

“The President,” he added “was
there to demonstrate that we
want a resumption of negotiations
for a solution to the Cyprus issue
from where we left off in 2017.”
He continued that “we demand
a solution of a bicommunal, bi-
zonal federation, with one sove-

reignty, one citizenship and one
international personality.”

The High Commissioner also
emphasised that “the action of
the Cypriot diaspora in the United
Kingdom is extremely important.”

He said, “Your presence in the
public affairs of the host country
is essential,” and that with even
more active political participation,
with targeted action, with a strong
Cypriot voice in the British Parlia-
ment, we can keep the Cyprus
problem alive on the agenda of
every British government.”

In his remarks, Bishop lakovos
recalled his memories of the
horrific moments in the summer
of 1974 when Turkey invaded
Cyprus. He said “On this day, we
pray for all those who lost their
lives defending Cyprus against
the coup and Turkish invasion,
as well as those who are still mis-
sing. Itis our duty to continue the
campaign, so that one day the
whole of Cyprus will be free and
reunited.” Urging members of the
congregation not to forget the
continued occupation, he said,
“We must be active citizens in this
country and remind the Govern-
ment and public that one-third of
Cyprus remains under occupa-
tion by Turkey.”

15 Palestinians starve to death as Gaza hunger crisis worsens

six-week-old baby was
Aamong 15 people who

died from starvation in
Gaza within the past 24 hours,
local health officials said, with
malnutrition now killing Pales-
tinians faster than at any time
in the 21-month war.

The baby, identified as Yousef
al-Safadi, died in a northern
Gaza hospital, officials reported.
Three other victims were also

children, including 13-year-old
Abdulhamid al-Ghalban, who
died in a hospital in Khan You-
nis. The names of the other two
children were not released.

Palestinian officials say at
least 101 people, including 80
children, have died of hunger
during the war, most in recent
weeks.

Israel controls all aid entering
the devastated enclave, where

most residents have been dis-
placed multiple times and face
severe shortages of basic neces-
sities.

The head of the U.N. Palesti-
nian refugee agency said Tues-
day that staff, doctors and aid
workers in Gaza are collapsing
from hunger and exhaustion.
Despite widespread condemna-
tion of civilian deaths and acute
aid shortages, no action has
halted the war or significantly
increased supplies.

European Commission Presi-
dent Ursula von der Leyen said
Tuesday that images of civilians
killed while collecting aid were
“unbearable” and urged Israel
to honour its pledges to improve
conditions, though she gave no
details on European action.

Israel’s military said it “views
the transfer of humanitarian aid
into Gaza as a matter of utmost
importance” and works with in-
ternational partners to facilitate
deliveries. It denies blocking aid
and accuses Hamas of stealing

food, an allegation Hamas re-
jects.

Health ministry spokesperson
Khalil al-Degran said about
600,000 people are suffering
from malnutrition, including at
least 60,000 pregnant women,
with dehydration and anaemia
widespread.

Baby formula is critically
scarce, according to aid groups,
doctors and residents.

Israeli strikes and gunfire have
killed nearly 60,000 people in
Gaza since October 7, 2023,
local authorities report.

Tank shelling killed another
16 people living in tents in Gaza
City on Tuesday, as Israeli troops
launched attacks across the
strip, health officials said. The
Israeli military said it wasn’t
aware of any incident, or artillery
in the area at that time.

The health ministry said at
least 72 Palestinians were killed
by Israeli gunfire and military
strikes in the past 24 hours.

Republic of Cyprus
co-signs joint
statement on Gaza

The Republic of Cyprus
has co-signed a British
initiative on a joint
statement on Gaza, along with
around 20 European Union
member states and other
countries, choosing to stand
in favour of a declaration of
broad support and institu-
tional validity, the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs said in a
statement on Tuesday.

The statement, it said, is “in
complete harmony with our own
initiatives to provide humani-
tarian aid through the sea cor-
ridor.”

According to the Foreign
Ministry, the escalation of the
humanitarian crisis in Gaza in
recent days, “makes it impera-
tive to strengthen the interna-
tional community’s political and
diplomatic messages to all
sides, and this statement is

part of this collective effort.”

“The timing of the signing
is linked to the formation of a
strong majority of states that
support its content, an element
that strengthens its institutional
weight and increases the pos-
sibility of a substantial impact
at this juncture,” it adds.

Noting that Cyprus “system-
atically evaluates” the manner
and timing of its interventions,
so that they are substantive,
effective and supported by a
broad international coalition, it
said that the decision to sup-
port this statement “reflects the
deterioration of the situation on
the ground, the need to stren-
gthen the collective influence
of the international community
and the pursuit of coordinated
action”, noting “the overwhel-
ming majority” of the states
that signed it.

UK role in Cyprus talks

Is supportive

he UK’s role at this stage
I of the Cyprus talks is a
supportive one, a source
from the British Foreign Office
has told the Cyprus News Agen-
cy (CNA), following the infor-
mal five-party meeting in New
York last week, where the UK was
represented by the Minister for
Europe, Stephen Doughty, who
was accompanied by the Brit-
ish High Commissioner to Cyp-
rus, Michael Tatham.

Doughty had a brief meeting
with President Christodoulides,
but as in the previous five-party
meeting held at Geneva in March,
the Foreign Office did not issue
a statement.

After the talks concluded,
Doughty posted the following
message on platform X: “At the
UN in New York, | attended in-

formal talks with all parties to
work towards progress which
benefits all Cypriots. As a guar-
antor power, the UK is committed
to UN process on settlement. |
welcome commitment from all
sides to continue discussions &
work with envoy Holguin.”

In any case, the UK’s official
position on the Cyprus issue re-
mains consistently firm and un-
changed.

“It strongly supports UN reso-
lutions for a solution based on
a bi-zonal, bi-communal federa-
tion with political equality,” as
the Foreign Office routinely em-
phasizes when asked. It also
stresses that the United King-
dom is fully committed to a so-
lution “by Cypriots, for Cypriots,”
which will result in a stable, pros-
perous, and united Cyprus.

Federation President Christos
Karaolis also addressed the au-
dience. He began saying that
“today, here and across the UK,
Greek Orthodox Churches are
marking the 51 tragic years since
the Coup d’etat and Turkey’s ille-
gal invasion and on-going occu-
pation of Cyprus.”

He added that “we must also
remember our strength and our
steadfast efforts since 1974 to
build Cyprus and campaign for its
freedom and reunification,” which
has led Cyprus to becoming a sta-
ble, reliable and predictable ally

in what is otherwise a troubled
part of the world.”

Mr Karaolis highlighted that
“the people of Cyprus and its di-
aspora have never wavered from
the campaign to end the occupa-
tion.”

Showing this, he said “this year’s
#HandsOffCyprus e-campaign
resulted in over 65% of MPs in
the UK being contacted by their
constituents about the Cyprus
issue.” He added that because of
the e-campaign, MPs from across
the UK “reaffirmed their support
for a solution to the Cyprus issue,
based on the agreed UN frame-
work, EU acquis and international

law.

In closing, Mr Karaolis stated to
the audience “please rest assured
that for as long as it is necessary
we will continue to do our utmost
to lead the UK Cypriot campaign
for a free, united Cyprus.”

He added that “the Geneva
and New York Meetings show that
the Cyprus issue is still alive, and
itis on each and every one of us
to ensure that this remains the
case.”

Also in attendance was Am-
bassador of Greece Yannis Tsao-
usis, members of the Cypriot and
Greek Diplomatic Services, Offi-
cers of the National Federation
of Cypriots and representatives
of community associations.

Following the Memorial Service,
Federation Executive members
delivered resolutions to Prime
Minister Sir Keir Starmer MP and
the Turkish Ambassador in the
UK. These resolutions marked
the 51 years since the illegal in-
vasion and occupation of Cyprus
began in 1974. They also re-
affirmed the UK Cypriot commu-
nity's commitment to achieving
a free, united Cyprus. The repre-
sentatives also laid a wreath at
the Cenotaph to commemorate
those who lost their lives in 1974.

The Federation's resolution to
the Prime Minister highlighted
that "In a period of less than nine
months, you and President Nikos

Christodoulides have met three
times," which "included your his-
toric visit to Cyprus in December,
when you became the first UK
Prime Minister in over 50 years to
visit Cyprus for a bilateral meet-
ing."

The resolution added that,
"While encouraging, the UK must
continue its ministerial presence
at all high-level meetings to en-
sure that Turkey engages con-
structively and returns to nego-
tiations based on the agreed UN
framework."

In the resolution to the Turkish
Ambassador, the Federation re-
minded him of the "forced dis-
placement of over 200,000 refu-
gees from their homes and com-
munities, the murder and disap-
pearance of thousands of victims
and the deprivation of basic human
rights and welfare for the enclaved
communities."

The letter continued that "the
clear illegality and immorality of
these acts has rendered Turkey’s
attempts to push the illegal per-
manent partition of Cyprus an
abject failure."

In conclusion, "the only path
forward then to the benefit of all
Cypriots is Turkey’s return to the
negotiating table for a solution
based on the internationally
agreed framework."

We, the younger generation, must
take ownership of this fight.

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Sparrow: A Life in Six Acts by UK Cypriot
Des Ttoouli at Theatro Technis

es Ttoouli is a second
D generation Cypriot living

in London. Her parents
are from the village of Akanthou,
known as the village of teachers.
She has been writing for children
and adults for many years and
is currently finishing a Masters
in ‘Writing for Performance’ at
the University of Cambridge.

Her work Sparrow: A Life in
Six Acts, to be read at Theatro
Technis, was born out of her stu-
dies for the Masters. Sparrow, a
young girl, leads us through the
six most important events of her
life, from her youth to her arran-
ged marriage and beyond. As
she fights to protect herself and
her family from abuse, sickness,
poverty and loss, Sparrow learns
to empower herself despite the
trials of womanhood and the limi-
tations set by her Cypriot culture
in England. Duty, loyalty and
love can be a force for good or
a means of imprisonment. In six
emotional acts will Sparrow un-
fold her wings and fly?

Des has taken certain events
and fictionalised them in order
to make the work resonant and
viscerally engaging.

The first monologue, Little

Sparrow, was produced as a
short play at the Judith Wilson
Studio in Cambridge to great
success. She has followed up
the work with five other mono-
logues, hence, ‘a life in six acts’,
and is hoping to take it to the
Edinburgh Fringe in August 2026.

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Violence Against Women and Girls (VAWG) | One Stop Shop Event

Violence Against Women and Girls encompasses a range of
abusive behaviours, including physical, sexual and psychological
harm that disproportionately affects females. This type of behaviour
includes Domestic Violence incidents, unwelcomed sexual ad-
vances in a public place, online or technology facilitated violence,
and sexual exploitation.

VAWG requires a multi-faceted approach, including raising
awareness on the topic, prevention and protection, and support
for survivors as well as targeting offenders and holding them ac-
countable for their actions.

On Tuesday 15th July 2025 a VAWG event was held at Ed-
monton Police Station N9 to a selective audience which consisted
of active community members, representatives of charities that
advocate for the safety of females, partner agencies and those
representing Haringey and Enfield Council.

PC Demetriou led the event as the VAWG SPOC for Haringey
and Enfield. Her role is to reduce non DV related offences in
VAWG hotspot areas of the borough command unit, primarily work-
ing to help prevent and reduce sexual, violent and robbery of-
fences. PC Demetriou organises Project Vigilant Operations which
aim to prevent sexual offences carried out by perpetrators. This is
done by proactively identifying sexual behaviour and intervening
to prevent this behaviour escalating into an offence.

It is an initiative that uses a combination of uniformed and spe-
cially trained plain clothed Officers to carry out patrols in hot spot
areas of wards, in particular where there is a night time economy.

Pairs of plain clothed Officers (Spotters) will be deployed in hot
spots to help identify individuals displaying unwanted sexual be-
haviour towards females. The Officers will pass this information
discreetly to the uniformed intervention teams, and those Officers
will engage with individuals before offences are committed to per-
suade them to disperse and leave the area.

Several guest speakers from departments across Haringey and
Enfield were asked to deliver a short presentation on the roles
they each carry out to reduce VAWG offences across the board.
Guest speakers were:

VAWG HQ - discussed how they oversee, plan and co-ordinate
the Policing response in relation to reducing VAWG offences across
the MET, and how they provide support to various Policing depart-
ments across the board.

Their work includes overlooking VAWG 100, which refers to the
MET’s programme that identifies the 100 most dangerous VAWG
offenders in London, and Op Rana which is a campaign aimed at
improving the public’s awareness around spiking offences.

Chief Inspector from the Public Protection unit discussed
his teams’ responsibilities for investigating and prosecuting do-

mestic abuse crimes, including safeguarding victims by imple-
menting stalking prevention orders (SPO’S).

Inspector Kneebone overlooks Project Adder which is na-
tional programme funded via the Home Office. The name stands
for Addiction, Diversion, Disruption, Enforcement and Recovery.

Inspector Kneebone is responsible for raising awareness on
drug-related deaths, reduce drug-related offending, and reducing
the prevalence of drug use across Haringey and Enfield. She dis-
cussed her team’s involvement with helping to reduce VAWG re-
lated crimes whilst working alongside our various Policing depart-

ments and partner agencies.

PS Ganidagli and PC Palmer discussed their perspective Com-
munity Liaisons roles, and their involvement with the young vul-
nerable people in Enfield. They work together to help build trust,
confidence and a positive relationship between young people and
the Police. They do this by organising work shops focusing on
crime prevention and safeguarding. They are involved in com-
munity engagements, along with various initiatives aimed at re-
ducing youth and violent offences and highlighting the dangers of
drugs use. They also offer support and guidance to parents and
carers of young people that had been involved offending.

PS Claydon discussed her role as the Sgt responsible for the
Upper Edmonton ward, which includes Fore Street N18 and the
difficulties her team are facing in tackling prostitution in the sur-
rounding areas.

She discussed the Clear, Hold Build Scheme which is multi-
agency tactic developed by the Home Office to tackle serious and
organised crimes in hot spot areas.

It involves a three-phase plan:

CLEAR out criminal elements by organising operations to disrupt
and arrest offenders and carrying out high visibility patrols at peak
times of the day and night.

HOLD phase focuses on maintaining a presence and stability in
the area. This includes a heavy Policing presence, and support
from partner agencies.

BUILD phase aims to build community resilience. This can in-
clude community-led initiatives and addressing local issues that
contribute to crime.

Most importantly the objective is to build and maintain positive
relationships between residents, businesses, members of the com-
munity, and the Police.

PS Claydon is also the SPOC for the Women’s Night time
Charter in Enfield, which is part of the Mayor of London’s strategy
to reduce VAWG offences in London.

The charter aims to reduce violence and harassment against
females, making public spaces and green areas safer places to
be.

The charter is a set of pledges that organisations can voluntarily
sign to demonstrate their commitment to making London a safer
place for Women and Girls. This can simply be promoting a wel-
coming and safer area and encouraging the reporting of incidents.

This was a well-received event which gave the audience an op-
portunity to hear first hand what Police are collectively working on
to reduce violent VAWG offences behind the scenes. Positive
feedback received by the attendees.

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Cyprus in the
Hellenistic Period

following the death of Alexander the Great, to

31 BC, marked by the Roman conquest after
the Battle of Actium. This era saw the widespread
diffusion of Greek culture, language, art and science
across the Eastern Mediterranean, Egypt, and parts
of Asia due to Alexander’s earlier conquests. Major
centres like Alexandria in Egypt and Antioch flour-
ished in philosophy, astronomy, and mathematics.
The period was characterised by the blending of
Greek and Eastern influences, creating a unique
cultural and artistic synthesis. It ended as Rome
absorbed Ptolemaic Egypt, the last Hellenistic king-
dom into its expanding empire.

Cyprus, an island of immense strategic and eco-
nomic significance in the eastern Mediterranean,
underwent significant transformations during the
Hellenistic period. The conquest of Alexander the
Great in 333 BC and the subsequent rule of the
Ptolemaic dynasty reshaped the island’s political
landscape, economy, and culture. We examine the
profound impact of Alexander’s conquest and the
Ptolemaic administration on Cyprus, exploring its
shifting political affiliations, economic developments,
and cultural Hellenisation.

The Hellenistic Period spanned from 323 BC,

Conquest of Cyprus

The campaign of Alexander against the Persian
Empire in the late fourth century BC had direct con-
sequences for Cyprus. At the time, the island was
divided into several city-kingdoms, including Sala-
mis, Kition, and Paphos, which had been under Per-
sian suzerainty. In 333 BC, as Alexander advanced
through the Near East, the Cypriot kings saw an
opportunity to shift their allegiance to the Macedo-
nian conqueror. Their decision to support Alexander
proved pivotal in his successful siege of Tyre in 332 BC,
as Cypriot ships played a crucial role in the naval
blockade of the Phoenician city.

With the fall of Tyre, Cyprus was effectively libe-
rated from Persian control and became integrated
into Alexander’s growing empire. Although Alexan-
der did not impose direct rule over the island, Cypriot
city-kingdoms were granted a degree of autonomy
under Macedonian hegemony. This period marked
the beginning of significant Greek influence on Cyp-
riot governance and culture, laying the groundwork
for the later Ptolemaic administration.

The Ptolemaic Rule

Following Alexander’s death in 323 BC, his empire
fragmented as his generals, the Diadochi, fought for
control. Cyprus became a contested territory among
these successor states, but ultimately fell under the
influence of Ptolemy I, one of Alexander’s most
trusted generals and the founder of the Ptolemaic
dynasty in Egypt.

Ptolemy | initially secured Cyprus by defeating rival
forces, and by the early third century BC, the island
was fully integrated into the Ptolemaic realm. The
Ptolemies abolished the independent city-kingdoms
and centralised authority under a single governor,
directly appointed from Alexandria. This shift in gov-
ernance ensured tighter control over the island,
which played a crucial role in Ptolemaic military and
naval strategies.

Economic Impact

Under Ptolemaic rule, Cyprus became a vital eco-
nomic asset. The island was rich in natural resources,
particularly copper, which had been a cornerstone
of its economy since the Bronze Age. The Ptolemies
exploited these resources extensively, using Cypriot
copper for their war efforts and trade networks. Addi-
tionally, Cyprus became an important hub for agri-
cultural production, supplying Egypt with timber,

grain, wine, and olive oil.

Trade flourished under the Ptolemies, as Cyprus
occupied a strategic position linking the Aegean,
Levant, and North Africa. The island's harbours, parti-
cularly those of Salamis and Paphos, became essen-
tial nodes in the Ptolemaic maritime network. The
introduction of standardised coinage further facili-
tated trade and economic stability.

Culture and Religion

One of the most lasting impacts of Ptolemaic rule
was the acceleration of Hellenisation on the island.
Greek became the dominant language of adminis-
tration, literature, and daily life, replacing earlier
scripts such as the Cypriot syllabary. This linguistic
shift reinforced Cyprus’s integration into the Helle-
nistic world and fostered closer cultural ties with the
Greek mainland and Alexandria in Egypt.

Religious practices in Cyprus also evolved under
the Ptolemies. While traditional Cypriot deities, such
as Aphrodite, remained prominent, there was an in-
creasing amalgamation with Greek religious tradi-
tions. Egyptian deities like Isis and Serapis, promoted
by the Ptolemies, also found a place in Cypriot reli-
gious life, reflecting the multicultural nature of the Helle-
nistic era.

Architecturally, the influence of Greek styles be-
came more pronounced. Cities saw the construction
of grand temples, theatres, and public buildings
modelled after those in mainland Greece and Egypt.

Military and Strategic Importance

Cyprus’ location made it a valuable military asset
for the Ptolemaic dynasty, particularly in their conflicts
against the Seleucid Empire. The Ptolemies estab-
lished naval bases on the island, using Cypriot ports
as launching points for campaigns in the eastern
Mediterranean. The island's strategic importance
meant that it was frequently contested, especially
during the Syrian Wars between the Ptolemies and
Seleucids.

Despite periods of instability, Cyprus remained a
crucial part of the Ptolemaic realm until the second
century BC, when Ptolemaic influence began to
wane. By the mid-second century BC, Rome’s grow-
ing power in the eastern Mediterranean signalled a
shift in Cyprus’s political future.

Transition to Rome

By the late Hellenistic period, Ptolemaic control
over Cyprus weakened due to internal strife and ex-
ternal pressures. The Seleucids briefly occupied the
island during the second century BC, though the
Ptolemies later regained control. However, the is-
land's autonomy diminished as Rome increasingly
intervened in Hellenistic affairs.

In 58 BC, Cyprus was officially annexed by the
Roman Republic. The transition from Ptolemaic to
Roman rule marked the end of the island’s Hellenis-
tic era but did not erase the profound Greek influ-
ences that had shaped Cyprus over the previous
centuries. Many aspects of Hellenistic administration,
culture, and religious practices persisted well into
the Roman period, underscoring the lasting impact
of Alexander’s conquest and Ptolemaic governance.

Hellenistic Architecture

Cyprus experienced significant architectural
transformations due to the influence of Greek and
Ptolemaic rule. The island, previously shaped by
Phoenician, Egyptian, and indigenous Cypriot tradi-
tions, became increasingly Hellenised, adopting
Greek urban planning, building techniques, and ar-
tistic styles.

One of the most prominent aspects of Hellenistic
architecture in Cyprus was the construction of grand
temples, theatres, and public buildings modelled after
those in mainland Greece and Egypt. The Temple of
Aphrodite at Paphos, which had been a major reli-
gious centre since the Bronze Age, was expanded
and incorporated more Greek architectural elements,
including columned facades and decorative friezes.
Similarly, the sanctuary of Apollo Hylates at Kourion
featured classical Greek temple designs with Doric
and lonic columns, reflecting mainland influences.

Theatres became a hallmark of Hellenistic urban
culture. The Kourion Theatre, built in the 2nd century
BC, followed a semi-circular design typical of Greek
theatres, with tiered seating and an orchestra pit for
performances. Other cities, such as Salamis, also saw
the construction of grand public buildings, including
gymnasiums, agoras, and baths.

Conclusion

The Hellenistic period was a transformative era
for Cyprus, shaped by the conquests of Alexander
and the administration of the Ptolemies. The island’s
political landscape shifted from Persian rule to Mace-
donian influence and later Ptolemaic centralisation.
Economically, Cyprus flourished as a vital hub in the
eastern Mediterranean, while cultural and religious
Hellenisation reinforced its connections to the wider
Greek world. Militarily, Cyprus played a crucial role in
the Ptolemaic defence strategy, underscoring its
strategic significance. Although Ptolemaic rule even-
tually declined, the Hellenistic legacy endured, leav-
ing a profound and lasting mark on Cypriot history.

Alexander the Great

Alexander’s campaign against the Persian Empire
(334-330 BC) was one of the most significant mili-
tary conquests in history. Alexander, the young king
of Macedon, launched his invasion in 334 BC, seek-
ing to fulfil his father Philip II's vision of conquering
Persia and uniting the Greek world under his rule.

His campaign began with a decisive victory at the
Battle of the Granicus (334 BC), which secured Asia
Minor. He then advanced south, capturing key cities
and defeating Darius IIl at the Battle of Issus (333 BC).
Following this victory, Alexander turned toward the
eastern Mediterranean, systematically dismantling
Persian naval power. The Siege of Tyre (332 BC) and
the conquest of Egypt further solidified his dominance.

In 331 BC, Alexander dealt a final blow to the Per-
sian Empire at the Battle of Gaugamela, where his
superior tactics and leadership led to the collapse
of Persian resistance. Darius Ill was later assassina-
ted by his own men, and Alexander assumed the title
of "King of Asia," marking the end of the Persian
Empire and the beginning of Hellenistic rule.

The Siege of Tyre in 332 BC was one of Alexan-
der’s most challenging military campaigns during his
conquest of the Persian Empire. Tyre, a heavily for-
tified island city off the coast of modem-day Lebanon,
was a major naval and trade center of the Phoeni-
cian world. Its strong walls and powerful fleet made
a direct assault nearly impossible. To overcome this
obstacle, Alexander devised a dual strategy: con-
structing a massive causeway to connect the island
to the mainland while simultaneously enforcing a naval
blockade to cut off supplies and reinforcements.

Cypriot ships played a crucial role in this blockade,
significantly contributing to Alexander’s eventual
success. At the time, Cyprus was home to several city-
kingdoms that had previously been under Persian
influence but switched allegiance to Alexander as
his campaign progressed. Their fleets joined Alexan-
der’s growing naval force, working alongside Phoe-
nician ships that had defected from Persian control.
The Cypriot navy helped neutralise Tyre’s fleet, en-
suring that the city was completely surrounded and
unable to receive aid. With the blockade in place, Al-
exander’s forces completed the causeway, breached
Tyre’s defences, and captured the city. This victory
demonstrated the strategic importance of Cypriot
naval power.

Following the death of Alexander in 323 BC, his
vast empire was divided among his generals, the
Diadochi. Cyprus became a contested territory, but

it ultimately fell under the control of Ptolemy | Soter,
one of Alexander’s most trusted commanders. By
the early third century BC, the Ptolemies had fully
integrated Cyprus into their expanding realm.
Under Ptolemaic rule, Cyprus saw significant
administrative, military, and economic changes. The
independent city-kingdoms that had previously gov-
erned the island were abolished, and Cyprus was
placed under a single Ptolemaic governor, appoin-
ted directly from Alexandria. This centralised control
allowed the Ptolemies to effectively manage Cyprus
as a key military and naval base. Its harbours, parti-
cularly Salamis and Paphos, played a vital role in
securing Ptolemaic dominance against rival Helle-
nistic powers, particularly the Seleucid Empire.
Economically, Cyprus flourished under the Ptole-
mies. The island was rich in copper, which was cru-
cial for coinage and weapon production. Additionally,
it supplied Egypt with essential resources like timber,
grain, wine, and olive oil. Trade networks expanded,
connecting Cyprus to the wider Hellenistic world, and
a standardised Ptolemaic currency was introduced.
Culturally, Hellenisation accelerated as Greek
became the administrative and common language.
Greek architecture, religious practices, and artistic
styles became dominant, although traditional Cypriot
and Egyptian influences persisted. The worship of
Aphrodite at Paphos continued, but Egyptian deities
like Isis and Serapis also gained popularity.
Cyprus remained a crucial Ptolemaic stronghold
until 58 BC, when it was annexed by Rome, marking
the end of Ptolemaic rule on the island.

Cleopatra

During the late Ptolemaic period, Cyprus played a
significant role in the power struggles between Cleo-
patra VII, Marc Antony, and Rome. As the last ruler
of the Ptolemaic dynasty, Cleopatra sought to main-
tain Egypt’s influence over Cyprus, recognising its
strategic value in controlling Mediterranean trade
and naval operations.

After Julius Caesar’s assassination in 44 BC,
Cleopatra aligned herself with Marc Antony. Antony,
in his efforts to strengthen Cleopatra’s position, granted
Cyprus to her in 40 BC, restoring the island to Ptole-
maic control. This move solidified Cleopatra’s power
and provided her with essential resources, including
naval forces, wealth, and grain supplies, which were
crucial for her ambitions in the eastern Mediterranean.

Cyprus became an important naval base for Cleo-
patra and Antony during their conflict with Octavian.
However, their fortunes declined after their defeat at
the Battle of Actium in 31 BC. As Octavian pursued
them, both fled to Egypt, where they ultimately took
their own lives in 30 BC. With their deaths, Cyprus
was permanently absorbed into the Roman Empire,
marking the definitive end of Ptolemaic rule in the
Mediterranean.

FILM OF THE WEEK
Dying

The prospect of watching a
three-hour German film about
DYING may not sound such an
attractive prospect but Matthias
Glasner’s expertly written and
directed dark comedy defies ex-
pectations.

The film opens in the apart-
ment of an elderly couple who
live an isolated life away from
their grown-up children. Lissy
Lunies (Corinna Harfouch) is suf-
fering from incontinence while
her ailing husband Gerd (Hans-
Uwe Bauer) is rapidly sinking
into dementia. Their son Tom (Lar
Eidinger) is busy conducting a
new orchestral piece struggling
to find time to support his ex and
her newborn baby. Meanwhile,
the free-spirited daughter Ellen
(Lilith Stangenberg) is nowhere
to be seen.

The first chapter of Glasner’s
intelligent, award-winning screen-
play is seen from the parents’
point of view before the action
moves to Tom and subsequently
to Ellen, an attractive young
woman addicted to alcohol and
to a doomed love affair with a
married colleague. She works
as a dentist’s assistant and the
scenes where she is heavily ine-
briated while working are truly
horrifying as well as very funny.
The scenes where Tom is re-
hearsing the new symphony by
a temperamental composer re-
calls TAR.

A compelling piece of filmma-
king superbly directed and lumi-
nously acted by an ace German
cast. Do yourself a favour and
see this important film on the
big screen and don’t be put off
by its long running time.

First Steps

Amadeus

Milos Forman’s masterful film,

It is adapted from
Peter Shaffer’s stage play and
follows the story of Wolfgang
Amadeus Mozart (Tom Hulce),
a young Viennese composer
whose fame and talent eclipses
everyone around him including
his jealous rival Antonio Salieri
(F. Murray Abraham).

The story is told from Salieri’'s
point of view - a man obsessed
with Mozart’'s fame and is pre-
pared to do everything in his
power to bring his downfall. In-
evitably this has major repercus-
sions on the life of both men.

This is epic cinema at its best,
truly cinematic and wonderfully
theatrical in the best sense of
the word. Abraham is a worthy
winner of the Best Actor Oscar
and in Hulce, Forman has found
the perfect actor to portray Salie-
ri's nemesis-silly and irritating
but a true genius. It is worth see-
ing just for Mozart’'s magnificent
music alone!

Zero

Willem Dafoe’s commanding
narration opens Jean Luc Herbu-
lot’s intriguing thriller, which fol-
lows the story of an American
man (Hus Miller) who after he
wakes up on a bus in Dakar,
Senegal, finds out he is strapped
to a time bomb. He follows the

narrator’s instructions and soon
finds out that another man (Cam
McHarg) is also strapped to a
similar time bomb. They both
have 10 hours before the bombs
blow up...

It is a strong premise but cu-
riously it lacks tension and sus-
pense especially for a film where
the clock is ticking. On the posi-
tive side Herbulot makes great
use of the Senegal locations not
often exploited in American ci-
nema. Miller, who also co-wrote
the screenplay with Herbulot,
makes a credible hero even
though his character is not fully
realised.

Jurassic World:
Rebirth

Here is yet another rebirth of
the Jurassic World that first
began with Steven Spielberg’s
JURASSIC PARK back in 1993.
Many sequels and reboots fol-
lowed which recycled old ideas
but miraculously Gareth Ed-
wards’ new version is not as tired
and repetitive as recent outings
thanks to a well-constructed
screenplay by David Koepp.

Zora Bennett (Scarlett Johans-
son) is assigned to lead a group
of scientists, corporate workers
and adventurers for a top-secret
mission to extract samples from
the beasts in an abandoned
Jurassic Park for scientific ex-
periments. Inevitably things fail
to go according to plan but what
makes the film so engaging is its
parallel story where a stranded
Latino family ends up in this
mysterious world. It has an old-
fashioned feel like those Tarzan
movies in the jungle where the
opportunists get what they de-
serve unlike the kind-hearted
folk who survive the ordeal.

It is an enjoyable summer
blockbuster with a very credible
action hero in Scarlett Johans-
son.

| was happy to be wet. The First Night
of the (BBC) Proms (Royal Albert
Hall) was upon us once more, to the
obvious delight of a packed audience.
The atmosphere was jolly and expec-
tant although the gentleman next door
expressed concern about the pro-
gramme which he described as as-
sorté. Ooh la la monsieur, let us wait
and see | thought...

It began with Arthur Bliss’s Birthday
Fanfare for Sir Henry Wood (founder
of the Proms), two minutes of a lively
and celebratory nature, written for
brass, woodwind and percussion. An
ideal opening piece with sparkling
orchestration setting the scene for
the more cerebral and reflective Heb-
rides Overture by Felix Mendelssohn
inspired by one of his trips to Britain.
Anybody who has visited that beau-
tiful and bleak landscape, character-
ised by peat bogs and rugged coast-
line will have been moved by how the
BBC Symphony Orchestra, conduc-
ted by Sakari Oramo, with some sub-
lime playing by the woodwind and
strings, evoked the sights and sounds
of those isles and their mosaic of
contrasts.

What happened next was visceral
virtuosity. Georgian violinist Lisa
Batiashvili (whisper it gently — looks
like a younger version of Melania
Trump) is an extraordinary musician
who | had heard play once before. |
remember it being an “experience”
rather than a performance. A diminu-
tive, petite figure, dressed in a pretty
party frock, from the opening note of
Sibelius’s Violin Concerto in D Minor
to the exhilarating finale she appeared
to be totally lost and absorbed in the
moment resulting in violin playing
that was spellbinding. Her technical
brilliance is mesmerising but in the
first two movements which include a
delicate and passionate melody and
shimmering expressiveness, Batiash-
vili demonstrated superb control and
intensity. During the third movement
my notes included the following — “a
whirling dervish violinist.” The act of
whirling has a deep symbolism, rep-
resenting our journey towards unity
with the universe and when you ex-
perience musicianship of this quality
that is where they take you, and them-
selves. The audience wanted more but
she had already given absolutely
everything.

By contrast the premiere of
Elements, a new piece by Errollyn

Wallen, Master of the Kings Music,
which she describes as “the funda-
mentals of music, life and love” in one
movement, is an eclectic piece which
appears to borrow from classical
masters without ever bringing it all
together into something that is musi-
cally coherent or original. That said
Oramo and the orchestra did pull out
all the stops, including some cute, if
slightly embarrassed finger clicking,
and their playing brought a certainty
and jouissance to what are three var-
ied sections of that movement. They
are fragments of musical modernism
which | confess left me more wanting
to hear the work of those she is influ-
enced by. Her curtain call was polite
and appreciative.

Part two featured the rarely per-
formed Vaughan Williams oratorio,
Sancta Civitas (The Holy City), in-
spired by the Book of Revelation,
which is strange for an atheist who
evolved into a nuanced agnostic.
Nevertheless, his personal spiritual
quest, distanced from organised re-
ligion, saw him writing hymns, the
opera Pilgrim’s Progress inspired by
John Bunyan’s allegory, and this dis-
tinctive work scored for a full orches-
tra and three choruses, made up here
of the BBC Symphony Chorus, the
BBC Singers and a select group
from the London Youth Choirs. Des-
criptions of Williams’ compositions
expressing movingly the contrast of
darkness and light, doubt and faith,
are encapsulated in this work and
Oramo'’s interpretation was to dig deep
into its gravitas and grandeur, elicit-
ing superb choral work, a sound which
soared heavenwards. The baritone
part was sung by Gerald Finley, an
understated and assured performer
with excellent tonal quality, who pro-
vided perfect balance to the raptur-
ous choirs. Meanwhile tenor Caspar
Singh, a soloist of deserved repute
with a delightful timbre and clarity,
made the most of what is essentially
a cameo role.

Concert over, the gentleman next
door looked pleased. | smiled and
thought “oh ye of little faith.” Assorté
indeed, something for everyone.
Those of you yet to experience the
Proms will be familiar with the Last
Night and all its fervent flag waving
and party atmosphere. This First Night
was a tremendous start to the season,
worthy of those season end plaudits,
now taking us all the way through to
Saturday 13th September. Go, enjoy,
remember.

Samsara

Why you should cry

C rying is often seen as a
sign of emotional vulnera-
bility and considered to
be a sign of weakness — due to
this stereotype, men have been
discouraged to express their
emotion. Many still believe men
should be stoic and show little or
no emotion, and specially so in
showing sadness through crying
which leads to long standing leg-
acy of unresolved emotional con-
flicts if ignored for a long period
of time.

Men needed to show excep-
tional strength, endurance to do
their daily work; they may have
been obliged to hide their feel-
ings of fear, sadness and vulner-
ability, and the result of ancestral
men evolving the capacity to in-
ternalize their feelings and keep-
ing them to themselves. All this
choosing to hide emotions is not
so great for some relationships
as it gives the signs of not caring.
Not crying is not good for mental
health and well-being as the pent-
up emotions are not expressed

in nature's way and then a mad
explosion outburst may occur in
a different way.

In the Bible, many of the
heroes, male and female, have
their tears recorded. So, for those
who believe in their faith, that
alone should give the okay and
comfort in feeling and express-
ing any natural emotional tears.

From a biological perspective,
it actually serves important pur-
poses, it is a safety valve for both
mind and body.

It is however, far from being a
mere emotional reaction - crying
is a complex physiological res-
ponse with clear health benefits.

Biologically, crying is a key
mechanism for emotional re-
gulation. When experiencing in-
tense emotions such as sad-
ness, frustration or joy, the brain
releases stress hormones such
as cortisol and adrenaline. The
emotional tears assist to flush out
some of these excess hormones
and then effectively reducing the
body's stress load.

Crying helps the parasympa-
thetic nervous system which then
helps calm the body down after
a period of heightened stress.
This is why people feel a sense
of relief or calm after a good cry,
as it acts as a physiological reset
for the nervous system.

Crying is related to the release
of oxytocin and endorphins, the
chemicals that promote feelings
of well-being and even physical
pain relief. This biochemical pro-
cess helps regulate mood and
makes emotional burdens feel
lighter.

Crying can help in bonding
people together, as crying sig-
nals distress to others, it fosters
caring social support of feelings
and empathy. It is this that sep-
arates the people that we can
especially rely on in times of emo-
tional need. It is for this reason,
unfortunately, that many people
use this negatively with false ad-
ministration of putting on the false
tears to manipulate and control
others, even when it is indeed

unnecessary and only for per-
sonal gain. Being able to differ-
entiate the real tears of course
should be an acquired skill, so
that we are not all taken for fools
by others devious endeavours
in order to get what they want
out of us.

Crying can help facilitate deep-
er emotional processing, as it
forces a moment of pause, allow-
ing one to connect with feelings
more consciously. This period of
reflection can aid in problem
solving, emotional growth and
better understanding of personal
triggers and needs.

Crying is so much more than
just an emotional outburst, it is
a biological process that aids in
stress reduction, chemical bal-
ance and physical health. It is far
from weakness, shedding a tear
is a natural way for the body and

mind to heal and reset. By em-
bracing the science of crying, it
can help us view it as a sign of
not fragility but more as an es-
sential part of human resilience.

It is best not to hold back the
tears, but sometimes it may be
important to hold back the tears.
Should you need to control a cry,
try to hold back the tears just
until you are in a better place to
do so. This way you won't sup-
press your emotions altogether.
As we get older, we are better
at regulating negative feelings
and situations, they are not so
intense as they were when we
were younger, so may have less
need to diffuse them, but that
doesn't mean they should be sup-
pressed entirely.

Holding back the tears may
be essential at times, such as
professional settings or when

trying to maintain composure; In
some workplaces, particularly
those requiring leadership or a
strong public image; In public
places, as it may be uncomfort-
able or embarrassing for some
individuals. Holding back the tears
when engaging in difficult con-
versations can help maintain a
clear head to effectively com-
municate thoughts and feelings.

This should not become a
habit of never allowing oneself
to cry at all, as we were not de-
signed to be robots. We are here
to be beautiful human beings
full of pure heart and soul!

Lucy Bronze England player

eigning champions Eng-
Rland produced yet another

Teenage striker Michelle
Agyemang kept England in the
tournament when she came off
the bench to equalise in the
96th minute of normal time.

And, with a minute left in the
extra period, fellow substitute
Chloe Kelly drilled home the re-
bound after her penalty was
saved to send a delirious Eng-

land into the final.

It was a thrilling ending to ano-
ther dramatic evening in Switz-
erland as England's substitutes
stole the show once again and
Sarina Wiegman's side refused
to give up the defence of their
title.

Agyemang's fairytale story
continues as the 19-year-old
scored her second goal of the
tournament - both from the
bench - drilling the ball past
goalkeeper Laura Giuliani with
precision and composure.

Barbara Bonansea put ltaly

ahead in the first half, before
Wiegman turned to her trusted
bench for inspiration and they
delivered.

Wiegman will attempt to win
an incredible third straight Euros
title as a manager, while her
England side are into a third suc-
cessive major final - and they
have taken the scenic route to
get there.

They will play the winner of
Wednesday's semi-final tie bet-
ween Euro 2022 runners-up
Germany and world champions
Spain in Basel on Sunday at
17:00 BST.

They were 2-0 down against
Sweden in the quarter-finals,
written off following their defeat
in the opening game by France,
and heading out of Euro 2025
in the 95th minute against Italy.

But their substitutes have
delivered throughout the tourna-
ment and it was Agyemang who
inspired the comeback, and
Kelly who completed it.

Kelly, the hero who scored the
winner in extra time of the Euro
2022 final, has got a knack of
producing key moments for
England and it is no wonder she
is trusted by Wiegman to come
on and deliver when needed to.

Meanwhile, Agyemang has
exploded on to the international
scene having only made her
senior debut in April but she
already has three goals in four
caps and is quickly becoming a
fan favourite. England's resilience
will undoubtedly be talked about
in the build-up to Sunday's final,
along with their considerable
squad depth, but they were for-
tunate yet again.

They will not want to do it the
hard way again, knowing the
world's elite are up next with
either Germany or Spain provi-
ding the toughest of tests.

Agyemang is the first teen-
ager to score twice at a Euros
since Cecilie Pedersen for Nor-
way in 2009.

Kelly's winning strike in the
119th minute was the latest goal
ever scored at the women's
Euros.
