pite mounting international
pressure for a ceasefire to ease
famine and dire humanitarian
conditions in the blockaded
Palestinian territory.

Gaza'’s health ministry reported
eight additional deaths from
starvation or malnutrition in the
past 24 hours, alongside 79 fata-
lities from Israeli strikes.

Prime Minister Benjamin Ne-
tanyahu was scheduled to meet
with Defence Minister Israel Katz
and military Chief of Staff Eyal

Zamir to discuss a strategy for
cabinet approval later this week,
according to an lIsraeli official.
Strategic Affairs Minister Rob
Dermer, a close Netanyahu ally,
was also expected to attend.

Israel’s Channel 12 reported,
citing a source from Netanyahu’s
office, that the prime minister is
leaning toward taking full control
of Gaza - a reversal of the 2005
withdrawal of settlers and military
forces, a move critics say allowed
Hamas to rise to power.

It remains unclear whether
Netanyahu envisions a long-term
occupation or a short-term mis-

sion aimed at dismantling Hamas
and securing the release of Israeli
hostages.

A Palestinian official suggested
the move could be a negotiating
tactic to pressure Hamas, while
the Palestinian Foreign Ministry
urged the international commu-
nity to take the reports seriously
and act swiftly to prevent their
implementation.

“Countries and the international
community must urgently inter-
vene to stop these plans - whe-
ther intended as pressure tactics,
tests of international response,
or genuine intentions,” the mini-
stry said.

Israel’s ruling coalition - the
most right-wing and religiously
conservative in its history - in-
cludes far-right ministers advo-
cating for annexing Gaza and
the West Bank and encouraging
Palestinians to leave.

Nearly two years of war have
stretched Israel’s military, forcing
repeated reservist call-ups. Mili-
tary officials have consistently
opposed a full re-occupation of
Gaza under direct Israeli rule.

Israel's campaign has displaced
nearly all of Gaza’s more than

2 million residents and triggered
what international hunger moni-
tors describe as a rapidly esca-
lating famine.

Since the war began, 188
Palestinians - including 94 chil-
dren - have died from hunger,
Gaza officials said. An Israeli
security official admitted there
are areas experiencing hunger
but denied the existence of
widespread famine.

Growing international outrage
over Gaza’s suffering has promp-
ted several countries to recog-
nise or signal recognition of Pal-
estine as an independent state.

On Tuesday, Israeli tanks ad-
vanced into central Gaza, though
it was unclear if the move marked
the start of a broader ground of-
fensive.

Palestinians in the last remain-
ing area outside Israeli military
control warned of catastrophic
consequences.

The failed Doha talks aimed
to finalise a U.S.-backed 60-day
truce proposal, which would have
allowed increased humanitarian
aid deliveries and the release of
half the hostages in exchange
for Palestinian prisoners.

US experts in Cyprus to bolster fire response strateqy

sense of very cautious
Aoptimism is returning to

Cyprus as authorities
move swiftly to strengthen the
island’s wildfire response mech-
anisms.

Following a deadly blaze that
swept through a wide swathe of
Limassol villages last month, the
government has stepped up its
efforts with international assis-
tance and a renewed commitment
to implementing long-overdue
reforms.

Speaking on Wednesday,
President Nikos Christodoulides
confirmed the arrival of a highly
specialised team of ten American
fire experts, who are in Cyprus
to assist in the investigation and
evaluation of the country’s recent

fire management efforts.

“Their mission is to conduct a
full evaluation, from the origin and
spread of the fire, to how it was
extinguished and how overall co-
ordination was handled,” the pre-
sident said, stressing that all mini-
stries and relevant services must
fully cooperate with the team.

Christodoulides made it clear
that the US experts, who handled
major fires in California and Hawaii,
will submit a comprehensive re-
port with data-driven recommen-
dations for improvements.

“It is your responsibility to
ensure the immediate implemen-
tation of what is proposed in their
reports and to regularly monitor
the progress,” he told Cypriot
officials, urging full cooperation

to ensure nothing is overlooked.

The president also confirmed
he will personally meet with the
team during their 10-day stay, un-
derlining the importance placed
on this investigation.

“They are here to help us,” he
stated, expressing confidence
that their findings will help address
any weaknesses in the country’s
response systems.

The American team, officially
known as the Arson and Explo-
sives Task Force of the US Bureau
of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and
Explosives (ATF), arrived in Cyp-
rus on Wednesday afternoon and
is expected to begin fieldwork on
Thursday.

Their role includes pinpointing
the origin and causes of the fire,
as well as evaluating emergency
response procedures such as
evacuations, aerial support and
ground coordination.

The move follows the president's
recent review of internal reports
submitted by Cyprus’ police, fire
service, forestry department and
Civil Defence. These reports not
only analysed the July 23 fire,
which claimed two lives and des-
troyed vast forested areas, but
also revealed that several recom-
mendations made after previous

wildfires had still not been imple-
mented.

The ATF experts — a mix of
special agents, forensic analysts
and fire investigators — will carry
out on-site inspections, particu-
larly in the area where smoke was
first detected. Their final written
report, once submitted to Christo-
doulides, is expected to provide
targeted recommendations to
close existing operational gaps,
improve coordination, and stren-
gthen Cyprus’ overall prepared-
ness for future wildfires.

Mountain commissioner Cha-
ralambos Christofinas — who has
been charged with overseeing
the compensation efforts — also
referred to the team of experts
from the US that would be visit-
ing affected communities.

“The team will visit the com-
munities. They will conduct an ex-
pert assessment on the ground
—they already have some data,
they have collected some infor-
mation from satellites. They will
go to the areas, analyse the en-
tire area, give their preliminary
opinions before departing from
Cyprus and will send their final
report in the immediate future,”
Christofinas explained.

First Channel migrants
reach UK as new
returns deal begins

he first group of mig-

I rants to cross the Eng-

lish Channel arrived in

the UK on Wednesday, coin-

ciding with the launch of a

new “one in, one out” returns
agreement with France.

Images showed a UK Border
Force vessel docking in Dover,
carrying migrants - including
children - wearing orange life
jackets and carrying their be-
longings. They were escorted
off the boat for processing be-
fore leaving the port. A second
Border Force boat carrying ad-
ditional migrants from northern
France arrived shortly after-
wards.

The pilot scheme allows, for
the first time, adults arriving on
small boats to be detained and
returned to France, while an ap-
proved asylum seeker already
in France is brought to the UK
through a safe and legal route.
The move is part of the govern-

ment’'s wider strategy to disrupt
people-smuggling networks
amid record Channel crossings.

Home Office data shows
25,436 migrants have crossed
so far this year - a record high
for this point since records be-
ganin 2018. This represents a
47% increase on last year and
a 69% rise from 2023.

Under the agreement, arrivals
are first processed at the Man-
ston centre in Kent, with some
selected for return. UK autho-
rities have 14 days to request
deportation, and France must
respond within 14 days - or 28
in exceptional cases. Returned
migrants will be held in immi-
gration removal centres before
being flown to France.

The treaty, laid before Par-
liament on Tuesday, requires all
returns to be completed within
three months. Migrants can
appeal removals under excep-
tional circumstances.

Majority of Cypriots want a
mutually acceptable solution

ublic opinion polling has
Pshown that a majority
of Turkish Cypriots and
a majority of Greek Cypriots
would like to see a successfully
negotiated, mutually acceptable
solution, whatever that might
be, outgoing Special Represen-
tative of UNSG in Cyprus, Colin
Stewart said Tuesday after a
farewell meeting with Turkish
Cypriot leader Ersin Tatar.

"I have been making a number
of statements publicly and there's
been some reaction to some of
the things that I've said. | want to
be clear that the United Nations,
of course, is guided by Security
Council resolutions."

But that said, he added, "the
Secretary General has led the way
in he saying that for there to be a
freely negotiated solution, there
needs to be a mutual acceptance
of some solution and it's not for
the United Nations to impose."

Stewart said that in the context
of a mutually acceptable solu-
tion, "there are some options that
are more realistic than others and
our public opinion polling has
shown that a majority of Turkish
Cypriots and a majority of Greek
Cypriots would like to see a suc-
cessfully negotiated, mutually ac-
ceptable solution, whatever that
might be."

Referring to his meeting with
Tatar, he said he thanked him for
the cooperation and constructive,
as he said, approach. "And, you
know, | know that he's a man who
cares deeply about the Turkish
Cypriots and wants their best
interests. And | think he has al-
ways tried to be constructive in
his pursuit of that."

We talked about a wide
range of issues. As | say, it was
very friendly courteous meeting
and and | thanked him for his
cooperation, he concluded.
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Labour loses first councillor
to Corbyn’s new party

abour has lost its first elec-
Lted councillor to the newly

formed hard-left party
launched by Jeremy Corbyn and
Zarah Sultana.

Grace Lewis, 22, who repre-
sents Westwood on Coventry City
Council, announced on Friday
she was resigning from Sir Keir
Starmer’s Labour Party to join
the fledgling movement.

Corbyn and Sultana, both sit-
ting as independent MPs, estab-
lished their party last month as
a national challenge to Labour.
Currently operating under the
temporary name Your Party, it
positions itself to the left of Labour
on taxation, welfare, and the
Israel-Palestine conflict, with its
inaugural conference scheduled
for November.

In a statement, Clir Lewis said:

“Today, after five and a half years,
| resigned my Labour Party mem-
bership. | will now serve West-
wood residents as an independ-
ent councillor.

The Labour Party promised
‘change’, but since coming into
government it has cut support
for disabled people, retained the
Tory two-child benefit cap, and
reduced winter fuel payments -
pushing record numbers into
poverty.

“It has joined Reform in target-
ing minorities, including migrants
and trans people, while aiding
what | view as genocide in Gaza,
increasing military spending, and
supplying arms to Israel - all
while criminalising peaceful pro-
testers.”

She voiced strong support for
the Corbyn-Sultana project, des-

cribing it as “rooted in working-
class communities” and offering
‘real change”: “When Zarah
Sultana and Jeremy Corbyn an-
nounced the party, | felt political
hope for the first time in years.
From picket lines to the council
chamber, | will keep fighting for
peace, justice, and a society that
puts wealth and power in the
hands of the many, not the few.
Together, let’s build the alterna-
tive. Join us at YourParty.UK.”

Lewis, elected as a Labour
councillor in May 2024 - two
months before Starmer’s land-
slide general election win - has
been vocal on Palestinian issues.
In December, she accused Israel
of a “genocidal assault on Gaza”
and called for the West Midlands
Pension Fund to divest from arms-
linked companies. Last summer,
she posed at her Warwick Uni-
versity graduation with a “Free
Palestine” banner and Palesti-
nian flag badge, sharing on Insta-
gram: “My degree may be over,
but Warwick’s complicity is not
— free Palestine.”

Welcoming her defection,
Zarah Sultana, MP for Coventry
South, said: “Grace is a formida-
ble force in local government and
I’'m proud to welcome her to the
new political party we’re build-
ing. Across the country, millions
feel politically homeless. Labour

is dead. To councillors every-
where - are you really delivering
the change Keir Starmer pro-
mised?”

Labour has dismissed the new
party’s potential impact, noting
voters “twice gave their verdict”
on Corbyn’s leadership in the
2017 and 2019 general elections.

However, polls suggest the
Corbyn-Sultana party could se-
cure 10—18% of the vote nation-
ally, threatening Labour’s ability
to retain power by splitting the
left-wing vote, similar to how
Reform UK has impacted Con-
servative support.

In an email to supporters on
Friday, Your Party revealed de-
tails of its first conference, con-
firming it will take place “before
the end of the year” in a hybrid
format, allowing both in-person
and online participation. The email
stressed: “This conference will
be where we decide the party’s
direction, structure, and platform.
Whatever the final name, it will
always be your party.”

The founders will work closely
with four pro-Gaza independent
MPs elected alongside Corbyn
in the last general election, who
will assist in “kickstarting the
founding process” and shaping
the party through collaboration
with trade unions, campaigners,
and social movements.

Decision on G/c illegally

detained in occupied
areas is illegal and fascist

resident of the Republic
P of Cyprus, Nikos Christo-

doulides, has stressed
that the decision of the so called
"military court" in the Turkish oc-
cupied territories regarding the
five Greek Cypriots who have
been abducted and are being il-
legally detained, is "an illegal and
fascist decision" by the occupa-
tion regime, which in the end will
harm mostly the Turkish Cypriots.

He also urged those Greek
Cypriots who consider it neces-
sary to travel to the occupied
areas to be very cautious.

In statements to journalists
Saturday evening before attend-
ing the Famagusta Antioccupa-
tion event, the President said
"we are here at a very important
event to honour all those who
fought to confront the Turkish in-

vasion, but at the same time, and
this is the most important thing,
to send the message that we are
here and we will do everything
possible to reunite our homeland
and Famagusta is the symbol of
our struggle."

Asked about the decision of
the so-called military court in the
occupied areas regarding the five
Greek Cypriots, the President
said that “this is an illegal, a pirate,
a fascist decision by the occupa-
tion regime that at the end of the
day those that will hurt the most
is our Turkish Cypriot compatriots
and this is indicative of the fact
that Tatar is not interested in our
Turkish Cypriot compatriots”.

The five Greek Cypriots, all
over the age of 60, were illegally
arrested on July 19, near Turkish-
occupied Trikomo.

No evidence deadly Limassol fire was arson

olice chief Themistos Ar-
Pnaoutis on Tuesday said

he has “no evidence” that
the wildfire which tore through the
Limassol district and killed two
people last month was started
“maliciously.”

Addressing a joint session of
the House agriculture, environ-
ment, and interior committees,
he said the police are currently
examining satellite data as part
of efforts to determine the cause
of the fire.

He added that the police have
already taken 65 statements and
that they have launched a “crimi-

nal investigation” regarding the
fire.

In addition, he said, postmor-
tem examinations on Demetris
and Maro Philippides, the elderly
couple who died in the wildfire,
are expected in due course.

Fire brigade chief Nikos Longi-
nos had said within hours of the
fire breaking out that he believed
it was arson, telling CyBC radio
that eyewitnesses had informed
the authorities that the fire was
started deliberately at two sepa-
rate points, 100 metres apart,
near the village of Malia.

Yiannakis Yiannaki, the mukhtar

of the nearby village of Arsos, said
at the time that he also believed
the fire had been started inten-
tionally, pointing out that other
fires had broken out near Malia
in recent days, but that those fires
had been “dealt with by the means
available to village councils.”
Two days later, Malia mukhtar
Marilena Athini had said the fire
“did not start by chance” and was
keen to stress the fire broke out
on the road connecting her village
with Arsos, and “not in the riverbed
orin an illegal fly tipping area.”
This location, she suggested,
indicates more direct human in-

tervention to start the fire.

On the same day, Longinos
had said there were “crooks” in
the countryside attempting to
start new fires.

He added that all the informa-
tion he had available to him has
been handed over to the police,
who have “taken charge of the
matter.”

“All actions now belong to the
police,” he added, before urging
the public to not engage in beha-
viours which may cause fires.

“Everyone must be careful.
They must give us information
immediately. Any activities by

people who use power tools or
anything else should stop, and
people must keep in mind that
unfortunately, there are crooks
out there who are trying, even
after this fire, to commit malicious
acts,” he said.

“This is just the information
we have, and it is not just infor-
mation. Fires are starting in other
areas of Cyprus, and an imme-
diate response is being coordi-
nated to try to contain these fires
that these crooks are starting.”

Nigel Farage and the
Reform UK party

he above represent a pop-
I ulist, right-wing strain of
British politics that has pro-
foundly shaped public discourse
in recent years. While their rheto-
ric is often framed as giving a
"voice to the people," their poli-
cies and political strategies raise
significant concerns about nation-
alism, xenophobia, and a dange-
rous oversimplification of com-
plex societal problems.

Farage rose to prominence as
the face of UKIP and later the
Brexit Party, championing the UK's
departure from the European
Union. His brand of politics is
rooted in nativism and the notion
that Britain's sovereignty was
being undermined by foreign in-
fluence - particularly the EU and
immigration. This narrative ap-
pealed to disenfranchised voters,
especially in post-industrial areas,
but it relied heavily on scapegoat-
ing immigrants and Brussels bu-
reaucrats rather than addressing
the structural causes of inequal-
ity, such as austerity, deregula-
tion, and privatization.

Reform UK, under Farage's
revived leadership in 2024, has
extended this ideology beyond
Brexit. Their platform now includes
opposition to net-zero climate
targets, strict anti-immigration
policies, and a tough-on-crime
stance that veers into authorita-
rian territory. These positions are
often presented in simplistic, bi-
nary terms: "the people vs. the
elite," "the British vs. the mig-
rants," "freedom vs. woke tyran-
ny." Such black-and-white think-
ing undermines nuanced policy-
making and fuels division rather
than cohesion.

One of the most troubling as-
pects of Reform’s politics is the
normalization of xenophobic and

anti-immigrant rhetoric. Farage
has consistently targeted asylum
seekers, especially those arriving
by boat, in dehumanizing terms,
framing them as a threat rather
than as vulnerable individuals
fleeing conflict or persecution. His
language contributes to a toxic
political climate, legitimizing big-
otry and emboldening far-right
extremists.

Furthermore, Reform UK's at-
tacks on climate policies reflect
a denial of scientific consensus
and a reckless disregard for fu-
ture generations. By rejecting net-
zero goals, the party panders to
short-term economic anxieties at
the expense of long-term environ-
mental sustainability. This popu-
list approach to climate change
- casting it as a “woke” agenda
rather than a planetary emergency
- is irresponsible and dangerous.

The party’s stance on law and
order also raises civil liberty con-
cerns. Their call for harsher poli-
cing, more surveillance, and re-
duced protections for protest
threatens democratic rights. Cou-
pled with inflammatory language
about "leftist mobs" or "trans
ideology," Reform UK cultivates
a culture war environment that
distracts from real policy solu-
tions and erodes public trust in
democratic institutions.

In short, Farage and Reform
UK embody a brand of reaction-
ary politics that exploits public
frustration for political gain. They
offer simplistic answers to com-
plex questions, while their poli-
cies often exacerbate the very
problems they claim to solve. By
stirring fear and division, they
risk dragging Britain down a path
of intolerance and authoritarian-
ism. The country deserves lead-
ership that unites rather than
polarizes, and that engages with
reality rather than retreating into
nationalist myth-making.

Beware of their empty promi-
ses as they will destroy Great
Britain.

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Elvis Presley’s 10 Best Films

“They weren't real movies,
they were Elvis Presley
movies.”

Quentin Tarantino

Tarantino explaining in his book Cin-
ema Speculation that during the period
when Warren Beatty, Paul Newman,
and Steve McQueen reigned as the
three biggest names in the industry - in
his eyes, “the young movie star lead-
ing man who could have truly given the
three actors at the top a run for their
money was Elvis Presley.”

Starting with Elvis’ first movie, Love
Me Tender, Elvis starred in 32 feature
films as an actor and two theatrically
released concert documentary films,
all of which enjoyed financial success.
For a number of years he was one of
Hollywood'’s top box office draws and
one of its highest-paid actors.

Some films were instant classics,
others for die-hard fans only. In honour
of Elvis’ prolific film career, here is the
King’s Top 10 films in date order.

1: Love Me Tender (1956)

A romantic Western drama directed
by Robert D. Webb and marks the film
debut of Elvis. Set in post-Civil War
Texas, the story follows Clint Reno
(Elvis), the youngest of four brothers.
While his older brothers fight for the
Confederacy, Clint remains home, help-
ing the family and eventually marrying
his brother Vance’s sweetheart, Cathy,
believing Vance to have died in the war.
When Vance returns unexpectedly, ten-
sions arise between the brothers over
love, loyalty, and betrayal. The film blends
drama, romance, and Western action,
while also featuring Elvis’s musical per-
formances, including the chart-topping
titte song “Love Me Tender.” Although
Elvis’s role was originally non-singing,
the film was adapted to showcase his
rising popularity, launching his success-
ful Hollywood film career.

2: Jailhouse Rock (1957)

A classic musical drama directed by
Richard Thorpe and starring Elvis in
one of his most defining film roles. The
story centres on Vince, a hot-headed
young man who is sentenced to prison
for accidental manslaughter. While in-
carcerated, Vince discovers a talent for
singing, encouraged by a former country
singer and fellow inmate. After his re-
lease, Vince struggles to adjust to fame,
wealth, and success in the ruthless
music industry. His arrogance and self-
ishness threaten his personal relation-
ships, especially with Peggy, a music
promoter who helped him rise to star-
dom. The film is best known for its fa-
mous "Jailhouse Rock" musical number,
considered one of the greatest moments
in rock 'n' roll cinema. It remains a land-
mark in Elvis’s Hollywood career.

3: Loving You (1957)

Elvis’s first film in which he gets top
billing. Directed by Hal Kanter, the movie

follows the story of Deke Rivers, a truck
driver discovered by a music promoter
who helps launch his singing career.
Set against the backdrop of the 1950s
rock ‘n’ roll craze, the film features seve-
ral iconic Elvis songs like “Teddy Bear,”
“Loving You,” and “Got a Lot 0’ Livin’ to
Do!” The story combines romance,
comedy, and musical performances,
capturing the excitement around Elvis’
rise to fame. Loving You helped estab-
lish Elvis as a major movie star while
showcasing his unique charisma and
musical talent. The film played a signi-
ficant role in popularising rock ‘n’ roll in
mainstream culture and remains a clas-
sic for fans of Elvis and early music
cinema.

4: King Creole (1958)

Directed by Michael Curtiz (Casa-
blanca), and starring Elvis in one of his
most praised acting roles. Set in New
Orleans, the story follows Danny, a
troubled teenager who dreams of be-
coming a singer while struggling with
poverty and family problems. Torn bet-
ween the temptation of crime and the
promise of success in the music world,
Danny becomes involved with a local
gangster, Maxie Fields, and falls for two
women with very different influences
on his life. The film is notable for its dark,
gritty atmosphere, strong performances,
and memorable soundtrack, featuring
songs like "King Creole" and "Trouble."
It is often regarded as one of Elvis’s
finest and most serious film efforts.

5: G.I. Blues (1960)

A musical romantic comedy directed
by Norman Taurog, starring Elvis in his
first film after returning from military
service in the U.S. Army. Elvis plays
Tulsa McLean, an American soldier sta-
tioned in West Germany who dreams
of opening his own nightclub after his
army discharge. To raise money, Tulsa
bets his friends that he can win the heart
of Lili, a beautiful but aloof local night-
club dancer. However, as Tulsa genui-
nely falls for her, complications arise
between duty, friendship, and love. The
film features lively humour, catchy musi-
cal numbers, and scenic views of post-
war Europe. Songs like “Wooden Heart”
and “Blue Suede Shoes” contribute to
its charm. G.l. Blues was a huge box
office hit, cementing Elvis’s image as
a clean-cut, all-American screen star.

6: Flaming Star (1960)

A Western drama directed by Don
Siegel, starring Elvis in one of his most
serious and critically praised acting
roles. Elvis plays Pacer Burton, the
mixed-race son of a white rancher father
and a Kiowa mother, caught between
two cultures as tensions between set-
tlers and Native Americans rise. The film
explores themes of identity, loyalty, and
racial conflict, offering a more thought-
ful and somber portrayal compared to
Elvis’ usual musical comedies. Notably,
Flaming Star inspired pop artist Andy
Warhol, who created a famous silkscreen

series in 1963 based on publicity stills
from the film. Warhol’s artwork featuring
Elvis as a gunslinger blurred the lines
between celebrity, art, and commercial
imagery, cementing both Elvis’ and the
film’s lasting impact on American pop
culture.

7: Blue Hawaii (1961)

Aromantic musical comedy directed
by Norman Taurog, starring Elvis at the
height of his film career. Elvis plays Chad,
a young man returning home to Hawaii
after serving in the U.S. Army. Rather
than join his wealthy family’s pineapple
business, Chad decides to work as a
tour guide, embracing the island’s laid-
back lifestyle. The film features stunning
Hawaiian scenery, colourful costumes,
and a lighthearted story filled with ro-
mance and humour. A highlight of Blue
Hawaii is its memorable soundtrack,
including the classic ballad “Can’t Help
Falling in Love,” which became one of
Elvis’ most beloved songs. The film was
a box office success and solidified Elvis’
image as both a musical and screen
icon.

8: Wild in the Country (1961)

Showcasing Elvis in a rare, serious
acting role. Elvis plays Glenn, a troubled
young man from a poor, rural back-
ground who struggles with family conflict,
violence, and personal insecurity. After
a fight lands him in legal trouble, Glenn
is sent to live with relatives and begins
therapy with a sympathetic counsellor
who recognises his hidden talent for
writing. Torn between his artistic poten-
tial and the pressures of his environment,
Glenn must choose a path for his future.
The film explores themes of redemp-
tion, creativity, and self-worth. Although
not as commercially successful as Elvis’
musicals, Wild in the Country is often
noted for its emotional depth and Elvis’
strong performance.

9: Viva Las Vegas (1964)

Alively musical romantic comedy di-
rected by George Sidney, starring Elvis
and Ann-Margret. The film follows race
car driver Lucky Jackson, who travels to
Las Vegas to compete in the city’s Grand
Prix. After losing his money needed for
a new engine, he takes a job as a hotel
waiter, where he meets the spirited
swimming instructor Rusty Martin. Sparks
fly between them, blending romance
with energetic musical performances.
The film is famous for its chemistry bet-
ween the leads, stylish dance numbers,
and catchy soundtrack, including the
iconic title song "Viva Las Vegas." Widely
considered one of Elvis’s most enter-
taining films, it captures the glamour
and excitement of 1960s Las Vegas
perfectly.

10: Elvis on Tour (1972)

The King'’s final film made lightning
strike a second time for MGM two years
after the studio’s success with another
celebratory musical documentary, Elvis:

That’s the Way It Is. Praised by critics
and embraced by fans, the '72 follow-
up follows Elvis on a 15-city tour just
five years before his death at age 42,
and showcases his showmanship as
he performs a song list that runs the
gamut from credible covers (Bridge Over
Troubled Water) to his own greatest
hits (Love Me Tender, Burning Love). No
less a notable than Martin Scorsese
served as montage supervisor for the
movie, which has the distinction of being
the only Elvis movie ever to receive a
significant award: A Golden Globe for
Best Documentary.

Weapons

Writer/director Zack Cregger
cements his reputation as an ex-
citing new voice in horror cinema
following his tremendous debut
with BARBARIAN made a couple
of years ago.

The opening of his intriguing
new film feels like the aftermath
of Pied Piper - all the children
from the same class disappear
one night except for one boy. The
common denominator to this
tragedy is their teacher Justine
Gandy (Julia Garner), who is
accused by the grieving parents
that she is hiding vital clues to
what has happened. But she is
equally baffled by the mystery
and wants to talk to Alex (Cary
Christopher) - the only boy left
behind...

This is the kind of movie that
the less one knows about the
plot the better. The strength of
Cregger’s brilliant film is his mul-
tilayered screenplay and inven-
tive narrative which like PULP
FICTION it defies expectations
and shows the story from differ-
ent perspectives.

Cregger has assembled an
ace cast who deliver remarkable
performances. Garner is excel-
lent and so is Josh Brolin as the
father of one of the missing chil-
dren who against the police’s
advice decides to take matters
into his own hands and lead his
own investigation. Amy Madigan
delivers a standout performance
as Aunt Gladys while Benedict
Wong is very effective as the
school’s principal.

Another superior horror follow-
ing last week’s BRING HER

(Ghjuvanna Benedetti) point of
view - a young teenager whose
carefree summer vacation is
suddenly interrupted when a man
takes her to an isolated villa
where she is reunited with her
father Pierre-Paul (Severiu San-
tucci).

Colonna’s assured film feels
authentic and real even though
it is a work of fiction. The main
premise reminded of the Italian
film A CHIARA but overall, this
is a highly original piece of film-
making.

Colonna has gathered a strong
cast of mostly non-professionals
where every face tells a story and
in Benedetti, he has discovered
a luminous new talent. She is in
practically every scene and like
a young Nastassja Kinski carries
the film effortlessly on her shoul-
ders. A new star is born thanks
to a promising director!

The Naked Gun

Everything seems to be get-
ting a reboot or a remake these
days - now it is the turn of the
popular action-comedy franchise
from the eighties and nineties
that starred Leslie Nielsen as the
incompetent Detective Frank

Drebin.

Liam Neeson steps in and plays
Nielsen’s son Lt. Frank Drebin
Jr., an equally inept officer of the
law, who falls for Beth Daven-
port (Pamela Anderson), the
femme fatale of the piece. The
first half hour sets up the mood
and the characters most adequ-
ately and is genuinely funny, but
the fun and the jokes soon fizzle
out despite the valiant efforts of
the cast and a winning chemis-
try between Neeson and Ander-
son.

In a drought summer of decent
comedies, it is better to see a
half baked one rather than the
endless superhero blockbusters.

Dogspiracy

This essential documentary
follows British vet and activist
Marc Abraham on a journey ac-
ross America as he sets out to
investigate as well as expose the
vast money-making machines
at puppy mills, canine fertility
clinics and puppy smuggling. He
meets with politicians and cam-
paigners and tries to introduce
Victoria’s Law in many States

particularly in Pennsylvania.

Like Lucy’s Law in the UK,
this bill will protect puppies from
being traumatised following
the abrupt separation from their
mothers.

Abraham keeps his fellow UK
campaigners, including actor
Peter Egan, informed of his pro-
gress in the campaign and is
not disheartened when senators
claim that it may take an eter-
nity to change the law.

Elizabeth Sankey’s engaging
documentary examines the con-
nection between mental health
issues and the persecution of
witches throughout history.

Last Saturday night at The
Proms newly appointed princi-
pal conductor of the Manches-
ter-based Hallé Orchestra,
Kahchun Wong, brought toge-
ther huge orchestral and choral
forces for an electrifying rendi-
tion of Mahler's Second Sym-
phony, known as the "Resurrec-
tion". Although | have misgivings
about certain pieces in the vast-
ness of the Royal Albert Hall due
to the acoustics, this is one which
works extremely well on account
of the forces involved and the
visceral thrill which results.

Wong deployed an enlarged
Hallé here with the instruments
spread widely across the stage
and the huge choral forces wait-
ing silently either side. Offstage
brass and percussion were situ-
ated around the auditorium, to
be heard (not seen!) in the later
stages of the work. From the ri-
veting opening it was clear that
Wong found a masterful balance
between restraint and volcanic
orchestral heft. He skillfully ne-
gotiated the first movement's
solemnity but also found space
for light and shade, revelling in
solo and sectional highlights
while maintaining the inexora-
ble funeral march under-pinning
them. | was mesmerised by his
fluid left-hand gestures as they
sculpted the more intricate mo-
ments, while the right-hand kept
control of the dramatic tempo
changes with searing rigour.

The clarity continued in the
nostalgic second movement's
delicate pizzicati, while there
was renewed vigour in the sur-
ging climaxes of the third, taken
at a brisk, danceable pace, with
woodwinds particularly impres-
sive in their lyrical precision.
The fourth movement 'Urlicht"
(Primal Light) introduced the
lyrical voice of mezzo-soprano
Emily D'Angelo, making her
proms debut and offering a mo-
ment of radiant stillness.

The first entrance of the choir
— singing while still seated, and
without scores — seemed to
emerge from thin air, before
combining with haunting effect
with Mari Eriksmoen's exqui-
site soprano voice. As this final
movement unfolded, with "pos-
sibly one of the most unrivalled
climaxes of classical music his-
fory"according to Wong, we were
treated to an awesome sonic
experience. The massive roar
of approval and standing ova-
tion from the capacity audience
lasted several minutes before
we finally descended some of
the way back to earth and dis-
sipated into the balmy Kensing-
ton air, moist-eyed and feeling

we had been privileged to experi-
ence this masterful performance.

Meanwhile | was in Surrey for
Paul Hendy’s (he also directs)
The Last Laugh (Yvonne Ar-
naud, Guildford). Three actors
playing Tommy Cooper (Damian
Williams), Bob Monkhouse (Si-
mon Cartwright) and Eric More-
cambe (Bob Golding), in a fictio-
nal portrayal of the three men in
a grotty dressing room waiting
to go onstage. Men they admired,
whose comedy they loved, and
had played in other productions.
A thespians paradise one might
say.

As with all comedy there is
sadness beneath the comic fa-
gade and Hendy’s writing reveals,
with wit and pathos, how those
talents were honed and finely
tuned against a backdrop of fear
of failure. The worse case sce-
nario being no more audience
laughter. Fortunately, they were
blessed with enough talent to
have long and successful careers
and at one point Hendy uses a
clever device of all three telling
the same joke which works a
treat and had this audience in
stitches. Each style bringing
something different and unique
to this comedy party.

The three actors give extra-
ordinary performances. One look
at Golding and you see the be-
spectacled Morecambe, and his
body language, physically and
emotionally, is Eric in all his mad-
ness and geniality. Cartwright
meanwhile has Monkhouse’s
voice and faux self-deprecating
tone off to a tee along with that
slightly smirking knowing look
which belied the spirit of the
man off stage. And Damian Wil-
liams, who opens the play alone
in his underwear and fez, is so
frighteningly close to Cooper that
at various points | just closed
my eyes and listened, which is
a mistake because his facial ex-
pressions and hand gesturing
are a key part of the performance.
A trio at the top of their game,
all directed with the right amount
of fun and poignancy by Hendy.
As the marketing material says
—“Dying is easy, comedy is hard!”
and you'll love watching these
three comedy masters, posthu-
mously, at work. A theatrical gem.

Ingredients for the sauce:
1 large onion

6 garlic cloves

6 fresh tomatoes

3 red peppers

Salt

Pepper

1 tablespoon cumin

Method for the sauce:
1. Grate and sauté the onion.

2. Grind the tomatoes, peppers and garlic in a blender.
3. Add them to the sautéed onion, and add the spices.

2. Soak the rusks and add them to the minced meat, then

add the egg and spices and knead.

3. Shape the soutzoukakia into sausages and fry them. You

can bake them as a lighter option.

4. After frying or baking, add them to the sauce and let them

come to a boil - around 10 minutes.

Ingredients for the pilaf:

2 cups of yellow rice for pilaf
4 cups of water

1 white onion

2 garlic cloves

4. Let it boil over a medium heat until the sauce thickens a

little and then turn off the heat.

Method for the pilaf:

1. Wash the rice several times until the water runs clear.

Ingredients for the minced meat:
1kg minced meat

4 wheat rusks

2 large onions

6 garlic cloves

1egg

Salt

Pepper

1 tablespoon cumin

Method for the minced meat:
1. Grate the onions and garlic.

2. Grate the onion and garlic on a fine grater and sauté until
caramelized, then add the clean rice. Sauté the rice for a
while and add the 4 cups of water. Stir, cover and let it boil
without stirring for about 20 minutes.

3. Check because it may need another 2-3 minutes until it
absorbs all its liquid and is grainy.

4. Form and garnish with soutzoukakia.

Serve the dish with either strained yogurt or homemade
tzatziki.

Miyu Yamashita, but there has been no keeping Steph
Kyriacou out of the action at the Women'’s British Open.

On Friday, the 24-year-old from Sydney made the first hole-in-
one of the championship on the eighth at Royal Porthcawl, in
Wales. Then on Sunday, she unwittingly assisted with the second.

England’s Mimi Rhodes made a hole-in-one on the par-three
fifth, but only because her tee shot glanced off playing partner
Kyriacou’s ball, which had left a couple of inches from the hole.
Snooker-style, Rhodes’ ball ended up in the cup.

Her shot would certainly have rolled past had it not been for
Kyriacou’s golf ball being in the way. Kyriacou went first and
nearly made her second ace until her ball rolled just left of the
hole.

Asked if she was the luckiest person in golf, Kyriacou replied:
“I'am. We actually just watched the video, and it hit my ball, and
it went in. So I'm kind of claiming it, even though Mimi is probably
not going to say that.

“I had no clue she’d hit my ball. We just heard everyone shout.”

S he may have finished seven shots behind the champion,

Besides setting some sort of record for holes in one, Kyriacou
had a highly satisfactory final day, with five birdies in her 71. It
left her four-under and with a share of eighth place.

“| think I've learned a lot in majors,” she said, “which I'll take
into next year.”

Asked about probably being in the world top 10, and the top-
ranked Australian, she said; “There’s nothing wrong with friendly
competition, but | haven’t got the win just yet. So when | do that,
I'll be a little bit more arrogant, | think.”

Yamashita won by two shots to claim the first major of her
career after keeping England’s Charley Hull and Japan’s Minami
Katsu at bay.

Earlier, the third Australian, Grace Kim, ended her British Open
with a dispiriting 80 to slip to 12-over-par.

Lydia Ko, New Zealand’s defending champion, ended for a
share of 36th place, alongside world No.1 Nelly Korda, among
others.

Tsitsipas reappoints father after Ilvanisevic split

tefanos Tsitsipas has re-
S appointed his father Apos-

tolos as his coach follow-
ing a split with former Wimbledon
champion Goran Ivanisevic.

The Greek’s brief stint with
Ivanisevic came to an end last
week, less than two months after
the pair started working toge-
ther.

Ivanisevic, who guided Novak
Djokovic to nine of his 24 Grand
Slam titles, was critical of Tsitsi-
pas and said “l have never seen
such an unprepared player in my

life” following his first-round exit
at Wimbledon.

Tsitsipas reached number
three in the world under the gui-
dance of his father, who was his
full-time coach from an early age,
but has slipped to number 30
since their split in 2024.

“Some journeys have a way of
circling back to where they be-
gan,” Tsitsipas wrote on social
media after a second-round de-
feat to Christopher O’Connell at
the Canadian Open on Wednes-
day.

“After some time apart, I've
reunited with the person who first
believed in me — my father.

“Sometimes, coming home is
the boldest step forward.”

Tsitsipas parted ways with his
father in a coaching capacity last
August.

The 26-year-old said earlier
this week that his father “defini-
tely made me lost my control”
but that he regretted the messy
nature of their break-up.

“I think | have to be strict with
him,” Tsitsipas said.

OBITUARY BY A MEMBER OF THE FAMILY
30 July 2025

We are here to mourn and celebrate a man who led an epic life.
Angelo Costa, Angelos, uncle Loz.

In his day: restaurateur extraordinaire; a man of charisma and
glamour; the first to take an e-type Jaguar to Cyprus, the man with the
beautiful artist wife; a man of mischief; a man who made his mother
laugh like no-one else could; a very capable man, who had the talent
and the force of personality, not only to get things done, but to make a
success of them, and to provide for those around him in the process.

Angelo Costa was born in Larnaca, Cyprus, in 1938 to Maria and
Costas Sophocleus; the second of what was to become nine children,
after Ted, and followed by Irene, Vera, Robert, Dorothy, Louis, Klery
and Androulla.

Following a week long journey by boat from Cyprus to London, he
arrived here with his mother and elder siblings in 1947, at the age of 9,
to join his father.

These were tough times. Two adults and four children living in a
single room, which led the authorities to take the three eldest children,
Ted, Angelo and Irene, away to the cottage homes, where they lived
for 3 years.

Angelo left his parents speaking no English, he came back speaking
no Greek. He also came back able to take care of himself, and those
around him.

As his father’s business began to grow, the family moved into a larger
flat at No.4 Plender Street, and then to a larger house at No.7A Albert
Street, in Camden Town, where he lived until a lively difference of
opinion with his father led him to move out at the age of 17, and so he
had to fend for himself earlier than most. He began a small business
selling Italian shoes at first.

The birth of Phillip soon followed, and so he became a father at a
very young age.

He opened his first restaurant in Richmond on the river, La Lampara,
before buying a small coffee shop on a back street of Hampstead, and
turning it into the Villa Bianca, an icon of Hampstead.

One day, a beautiful young artist — Jane - walked into the Villa Bianca
and met Angelo, and a love affair began. Their glamorous wedding
took place in a regency house on Regent’s Park.

Alex was born and Angelo’s restaurant empire grew with the opening
of La Sopressa in Hampstead. Unbearable heartache followed, with
Phillip becoming ill and tragically passing away. Somehow life moved
on.

La Sopressa became a Hampstead institution, frequented by the rich

and famous - Peter Cook, John Conti, Terry Neill, and so many more.

As his own time in the restaurant business came to an end, Angelo
was there to advise his son, Alex, when he began his own journey in
the same trade, first in Islington, and now on Heath Street in
Hampstead.

Angelo was a father figure to many. He stepped up time and time
again to take care of those around him. Let me tell you my family’s
story.

When my mother moved to Cyprus at the age of 21, who would turn
up from London in his e-type Jaguar, just when she needed support?
Angelo.

When my parents needed help at the start of their married life, who
provided them with a flat in Cyprus and pine furniture? It was Angelo.

When Marianna was unwell at the age of 2, with a serious illness,
who swept her up in his arms and took her to his specialist doctor, who
rushed her to hospital that very same evening, possibly saving her life?
It was Angelo.

Who took me to my first ever football match, an Arsenal game, at
the age of 5? It was Uncle Loz.

He was a hero uncle. I looked up to him. And I know I wasn’t the
only one.

But at the centre of his life were his beloved Alex and jane. For those
who wanted to see uncle Loz happy in recent years, all you needed to
do was see him with Alex. The fulfilment he got from Alex’s first steps
in the restaurant trade, watching his son wrestle with the same
challenges he had all those years earlier.

The pride he felt as he saw Alex grow into the host that his father
had been, making customers feel special.

The joy he got from meeting Angela, and from Alex and Angela’s
wedding in Kephalonia. And the joy these last few years from getting
to know his granddaughter Sophia, who has a twinkle in her eye too.

And so we come to aunty Jane, his partner in life. Now you might
think that uncle Loz and aunty Jane prove the saying that
opposites attract. But what [ have noticed over the years
is that any differences on the surface, are belied by
the much more they had in common the deeper
down.

Both from Camden Town. Both with style, and
exceptional taste. Both great at what they chose to
do. Both devoted to Alex and to each other, to the
day he closed his eyes.

What more, of real importance, could you want?

An epic life.
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
