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The recent visit to the oc-
cupied areas of Cyprus by
the UK Prime Minister’s Trade
Envoy to Turkey, Labour MP
Afzal Khan, has sparked in-
tense reactions.

The National Federation of
Cypriots in the UK, which rep-
resents more than 300,000 Brit-
ish citizens of Cypriot origin,
sent a letter to the government
demanding his immediate re-
moval from the post, describing
the visit as a blatant violation of
international law and longstand-
ing UK policy.

According to the letter, Mr.

Khan travelled to Cyprus via the
illegal airport in Tymbou, met
with the Turkish Cypriot leader
Ersin Tatar, and was photo-
graphed with symbols of the il-
legal regime — the so-called
“Turkish Republic of Northern
Cyprus,” which, as emphasized,
is not recognized by any coun-
try except Turkey.

The Federation also points
out that the manner in which Mr.
Khan travelled to Cyprus vio-
lates the United Kingdom’s ob-
ligations under the 1944 Chi-
cago Convention. Furthermore,
it is emphasized that Mr. Khan’s

actions contradict UN Security
Council Resolutions 541 and
550, which call on member
states not to recognize any en-
tity in Cyprus other than the Re-
public of Cyprus.

As the letter underscores, the
visit by the Trade Envoy not
only violates international
norms but also directly under-
mines the UK’s longstanding
policy in support of a bizonal,
bicommunal federation with po-
litical equality as a solution to
the Cyprus issue. The visit is
reportedly already being used
by the occupying regime as ev-
idence of de facto recognition
and as an “opening” for direct
trade. This, it is noted, raises
concerns about the potential im-
pact on Nicosia’s negotiating
position.

The awarding of an honorary
doctorate to Mr. Khan by “Girne
American University” has also
provoked reactions. The insti-
tution operates without aca-
demic accreditation from Cyp-
riot authorities. The Federation
recalls that the university has
been at the center of investiga-
tions into human ftrafficking, a

matter covered extensively by
the Financial Times, which de-
scribed the institution as a “mi-
grant trap” to Europe.

The Federation asks the De-
partment for Business and
Trade whether it was aware of
or had approved Mr. Khan'’s visit
to the occupied areas in ad-
vance. If not, it demands a pub-
lic condemnation of his actions,
stressing that his continued
presence in the role of Trade
Envoy is now unthinkable.

At the same time, the Feder-
ation calls on the UK Govern-
ment to reaffirm its unwavering
policy of non-recognition of the
pseudo-state and to ensure that
state officials are held account-
able when their actions contra-
vene international law and the
country’s obligations under the
Treaty of Guarantee.

The Cyprus News Agency
(CNA) reached out to the UK
Foreign Office, which re-
sponded: “This visit was in a
personal capacity and not in the
role of UK Trade Envoy. HMG
was not informed about the visit
in advance”.

Tensions Escalate in Gaza Amid Renewed Military Operations

The situation in Gaza remains
extremely tense, as the Israeli
military has approved a new
"main operational plan," despite
recent internal disagreements
between military leadership and
the government. Bombardments
have intensified in areas such
as Zeitoun and Sabra, resulting
in dozens of deaths — many of
them civilians. According to local
sources, several families remain
trapped under the rubble, with

rescue teams unable to reach
them due to ongoing attacks.
At the same time, Hamas
leadership has sent a delegation
to Cairo in an effort to revive
talks on a ceasefire and hostage
exchange. Egypt and Qatar are
mediating negotiations, with Is-
raeli Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu signaling for the first
time that a comprehensive
agreement for the release of all
hostages may be considered,

rather than a phased approach.
The humanitarian situation
has become dire. More than 24
countries — including France,
Canada, and Japan — are urg-
ing Israel to allow full and un-
hindered access for humanitar-
ian aid. The United Nations has
issued warnings of widespread
famine, with deaths from mal-
nutrition exceeding 220, includ-
ing at least 103 children.
Despite announcements of in-

creased aid convoys, distribu-
tion remains insufficient and dis-
organized, leaving thousands of
families without access to basic
necessities.

Recent airstrikes have also
resulted in the deaths of jour-
nalists and  humanitarian
workers, sparking international
outrage. Food distribution points
have become targets of attacks,
with dozens of casualties re-
ported in a single night.

On the diplomatic front, Aus-
tralia has announced its inten-
tion to officially recognize the
State of Palestine, following in
the footsteps of France, the
United Kingdom, and other na-
tions. This move is part of
mounting international pressure
for the adoption of a two-state
solution as a lasting resolution
to the conflict.

What is emerging is a volatile
mix of military escalation, stalled
negotiations, and a deepening
humanitarian catastrophe. The
international community is cal-
ling for an immediate ceasefire,
warning that any further delay
could result in irreversible dev-
astation for Gaza’s civilian pop-
ulation.

Trump praises EU
leaders ahead of
US-Putin summit

Donald Trump described the
European leaders, with whom
he had a scheduled video con-
ference on Ukraine yesterday,
as "great people", two days be-
fore the US President's meet-
ing with his Russian counter-
part, Vladimir Putin.

“Will be speaking to Euro-
pean Leaders in a short while.
They are great people who
want to see a deal done” the
US President wrote on Truth
Social.

Ukrainian President Volody-
myr Zelensky arrived in Berlin
earlier yesterday to participate,
along with German Chancellor
Friedrich Merz, British Prime
Minister Keir Starmer and
French President Emmanuel
Macron, in the video confer-
ence with Donald Trump.

President Trump will meeting
President Vladimir V. Putin of
Russia face to face in Alaska
on Friday, to discuss the war in
Ukraine, but without the Ukrain-
ians being present, unless
there is a last-minute invitation.

It is no coincidence that for
the first time since 2007, the
Russian President has been in-
vited to the United States, to
once... Russian territory,

Alaska which was sold to the
United States in 1867 for $7.2
million.

Trump already told reporters
last Friday, that the Russians
had proposed, among other
things, "some land swaps to
the benefit of both countries".

Ukraine’s fear over the past
six months is that the “peace
pact” as Trump envisions it will
be an agreement directly be-
tween him and Putin — like
when Franklin Roosevelt, Jo-
seph Stalin, and Winston Chur-
chill divided Europe at Yalta in
1945. That meeting has be-
come synonymous with the di-
vision of the world by the Great
Powers, while the smaller ones
suffer the consequences.

Zelensky himself fueled such
parallels in a speech to his
people just hours after Trump
hinted that he would decide Uk-
raine's future at the Alaska
meeting.

Zelensky, according to the
New York Times, has every
reason to fear that Trump is at
best an unreliable partner and
at worst, susceptible to flattery
and manipulation by Putin.

Nicosia calls for inmediate EU
mobilisation for the release of
five Greek Cypriots

The issue of the ongoing ille-
gal detention of five Greek Cyp-
riot citizens in Cyprus' Turkish
occupied areas was raised by
the Republic of Cyprus during
an intervention at the informal
EU Foreign Affairs Council (FAC)
on Monday, stressing the need
for the immediate mobilisation of
both the EU institutions and
member states by exerting pres-
sure on Turkey for their release.

The informal FAC was held
following the initiative of the EU
High Representative for Foreign
Affairs and Security Policy, Kaja
Kallas.

According to a press release
issued by the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs, the Republic of Cyprus
was represented at the Council,
which was held via a video con-
ference, by the Permanent Sec-
retary of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs, Ambassador Theodora
Constantinidou.

“The ongoing Russian aggres-
sion against Ukraine in view of
the upcoming meeting of the US
President with the Russian Pres-
ident, as well as the latest de-
velopments in the Middle East

were the issues discussed at the
Council," the Ministry added.

During her intervention and
following the demarches that
took place during the previous
days, in addition to the issues
on the agenda, Constantinidou
‘urgently raised the issue of the
ongoing illegal detention of the
five Greek Cypriot citizens by the
occupying forces,” it said.

“The necessity was empha-
sised for the immediate mobili-
sation of both the EU institutions
and its member states by exert-
ing pressure on Turkey for the
release of our fellow citizens,”
the press release concluded.

Cyprus has been divided
since 1974, when Turkey in-
vaded and occupied its northern
third. Repeated rounds of UN-
led peace talks have so far failed
to yield results. The latest round
of negotiations, in July 2017 at
the Swiss resort of Crans-Mon-
tana ended inconclusively.

Government Spokesperson
Konstantinos Letymbiotis has
condemned the visit of British
MP Afzal Khan to the Turkish
occupied areas of Cyprus.

Invited by CNA to comment
on this, the Spokesperson said
that the Ministry of Foreign Af-
fairs of Cyprus has proceeded
from the very beginning with de-
marches to the British Govern-
ment, which underlined that the
visit was made in his personal
capacity, without any prior noti-
fication and that it is in no way
related to his duties. "The rel-
evant representations have
been made to him for his unac-
ceptable behaviour," he added.

Letymbiotis said that Khan's
presence in the Turkish occu-
pied territories and photographs
with the occupying leader in the
presence of symbols of the
pseudo-state "is absolutely con-
demnable and unacceptable".

Such actions by individuals,
he added, especially when they
hold official positions, "are ab-
solutely condemnable. They
constitute an attempt to create
false impressions, and are in
complete contradiction with the
established position of all British

Materialists

Writer/director Celine
Song’s previous film PAST
LIVES, was one of the most
acclaimed films of 2023- it pre-
miered at Sundance Film Fes-
tival and subsequently won a
plethora of awards.

American audiences were no
more familiar with Levant, and
playwright Doug Wright (nomi-
native determinism at its finest) is
no stranger to depicting troubled
libertines, as his earlier play
Quills paints a similarly tragic
portrait of De Sade.

In some ways De Sade and
Levant's lives have similar tragic
beats. Both were institutiona-
lised, both struggled to find ways
to express their artistic bent
under institution. Levant is let out
of hospital for one night only, to
appear on the then-ground-
breaking Tonight Show: Host
Jack Paar (Ben Rappaport)
paces, smokes, swears and then
recoils with horror when his wife
June (Rosalie Craig) admits
shortly before broadcast that Le-
vant needs picking up from a
“mental hospital” with frustrated
orderly Alvin (Daniel Adeosun) in
tow.

Wright's script condenses a
few key beats of Levant's life and
a boatload of television appear-
ances into a tight, zingy script —
the interview (when it does, to I'm
sure no-one's surprise, happen),
is something of a 'greatest hits' of
Levant's real-life one-liners,
which makes it clear that despite
certain artistic licenses being
taken, that this was written by
someone who thoroughly re-
searched his subject's life and
rather than create a bio of a well
known star, makes a broader
point about the truly rancid, ex-
ploitative nature of showbiz.

Of course, | couldn't finish this
review without talking about the
performance. Hayes is genuinely
unrecognisable as Levant, taking
on his physicality, his voice, his
mannerisms, the whole persona.
But the big bravura performance,
is the 7-minute live performance
of Gershwin's Rhapsody in Blue
which ends the play. There’s ten-

sion in the play about whether
he'll go through with it or not, but
this is the moment being tweeted
about, told to out-of-London rel-
atives, being  desperately
googled in case there's a live
recording by said relatives. It's
astonishing to watch Hayes as
Levant playing Rhapsody. He
doesn't just nail the piece (a clas-
sical pianist before his TV suc-
cess, that'd be no trick in itself),
he specifically captures Levant's
Rhapsody, and seeing it live is
the closest you'll ever get to see-
ing this tragic, complicated, for-
gotten figure perform it live.

Meanwhile here | am again in
the land of fake news backed by
eviscerated evidence. Averting
my eyes and ear plugging my
ears from political news | instead
headed to the Museum of Fine
Arts (MFA) in Boston. It opened
in 1870, moved in 1909 to its cur-
rent location and has over
500,000 objects dating from the
prehistoric to the present. | joined
two public tours led by very
knowledgable and personable
guides. The first focused on ex-
hibits connected to the history of
Boston and the other being an
eclectic highlights tour.

The first picked out some his-
torical and evocative works
which depicted Boston life start-
ing in the seventeenth century
ending in the nineteenth. The
second included some extraor-
dinary jewellery, including a
necklace inspired by Duke Elling-
ton and an astounding starfish
made of gold, rubies and ame-
thyst which actually moves to
embrace the contours of the
wearer. It may sound like fake
news but this is completely true.
Maybe Donald would consider
having one made for Melania.
The guide continued to educate
and entertain us with the stories
behind several other exhibits.
The standout being the tale of
Durga, a Hindu goddess and
warrior, who stayed the Buffalo
demon — something several men
could not achieve. She related
that tale with a smile and ended
by saying we may all need to get
together again soon to slay the
buffalo. | wonder what or who
she was referring to...

A wonderful museum that you
should ensure is on your itinerary
should you find yourself in this
history and culture rich city.

Lies and deceit.
