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The UK’s Trade Envoy to Turkey, Labour
MP Afzal Khan, has finally resigned from
his position following strong reactions pro-
voked by his recent visit to the occupied
areas.

“Mr. Khan has stepped down from his
position as Trade Envoy to the Republic of
Turkey,” confirmed a government spokes-
person. He had held the post since Janu-
ary.

According to British media, Mr. Khan had
not sought approval from the Prime Min-
ister’s office before his trip, a fact that was
confirmed a few days ago to CNA by the
UK Foreign Office. “The visit (by Khan) was
undertaken in a personal capacity and not
in his role as Trade Envoy. The Government
had not been informed in advance of the
visit,” a Foreign Office spokesperson told
CNA.

The Labour MP was photographed meet-
ing Turkish Cypriot leader Ersin Tatar at his
so-called “official residence” in Nicosia. This
initially provoked strong reactions from the
UK’s Greek Cypriot community, later
echoed by both government MPs and op-
position figures.

Sir Roger Gale, honorary president of
the All-Party Parliamentary Group on Cy-
prus and Conservative MP, was among the
first to react, calling for Khan’s immediate
removal from his position.

Shadow Foreign Minister Wendy Morton
said: “This visit risks undermining the UK’s
credibility as a guarantor power and as an
impartial mediator in the Cyprus settlement
talks. It also sends a troubling message to
British citizens of Cypriot descent, many of
whom were displaced from the areas Mr.

Khan visited.”

Shadow Foreign Minister Priti Patel, who
had been forced to resign as International
Development Secretary in Theresa May’s
government after unauthorized meetings
with Israeli officials, also called on Khan to
resign, adding that the Prime Minister “must
reaffirm Britain’s longstanding position on
the Cyprus issue.”

According to government sources speak-
ing to CNA, ‘the pressure on the British
Prime Minister, from Labour MPs, the op-
position, and above all from the Cypriot di-
aspora in London, was such that Khan’s
resignation became unavoidable.”

Speaking to CNA, Christos Karaolis,
President of the National Federation of
Cypriots in the UK and one of the key fig-
ures coordinating the reaction, welcomed
the MP’s resignation, calling his visit to the
occupied areas ‘highly inappropriate and
unacceptable.”

“The UK has a special role in Cyprus as
a guarantor power and permanent member
of the UN Security Council. Mr Khan’s ac-
tions compromised the UK’s long-standing
foreign policy on Cyprus, contravened in-
ternational law, undermined the sovereignty
of the Republic of Cyprus and disrespected
the lived experiences of the UK Cypriot
community - many of whom are refugees
or descendants of those displaced by Tur-
key’s 1974 invasion”, Karaolis emphasized
to CNA.

He also noted that Mr. Khan’s “presence
in the occupied areas through an illegal
port of entry and association with the sym-
bols of an unrecognised regime were an
attempt to normalise an occupation. As

such, it made his position as the UK Trade
Envoy to Turkey clearly untenable. His res-
ignation is therefore both necessary and
appropriate.”

Karaolis further stressed: “This outcome
reaffirms the UK Government’s longstand-
ing position: that it recognises only the Re-
public of Cyprus as the legitimate authority
on the island, and that it does not and will
not recognise the occupation regime in the
north. It also sends a clear message that
UK officials must uphold international law
and the principles of sovereignty, justice,
and reunification in Cyprus.”

Finally, Karaolis expressed his deep grat-
itude to the MPs and the British media who
stood by the UK Cypriot community
throughout these days.

Trump—Putin Alaska Summit Sparks Debate but Yields No Ceasefire

Donald Trump’s highly anticipated meet-
ing with Vladimir Putin in Alaska has been
described as a historic moment in global
diplomacy, bringing the Russian president
to American soil for the first time since Mos-
cow’s 2022 invasion of Ukraine.

The reception at EImendorf-Richardson
military base was carefully choreographed,
with red carpet treatment and displays of
U.S. military strength. Observers said the
event was designed both to elevate Trump’s

stature and to reintroduce Putin onto the
world stage.

Despite the spectacle, talks between the
two leaders produced no ceasefire. Trump
hailed “progress,” but no concrete deal
emerged. Responsibility for the next steps
was effectively pushed onto Kyiv, a move
that drew sharp criticism in Ukraine. Ana-
lysts noted that Putin walked away stronger,
having avoided fresh sanctions while posi-
tioning Russia at the center of negotiations

without offering major concessions.

Reports suggest Moscow floated a pro-
posal to withdraw from parts of Donetsk
and Luhansk in exchange for freezing front
lines elsewhere. Kyiv rejected the plan out-
right, calling it a violation of sovereignty and
a bid to legitimize Russian territorial gains.
“The ball is now in Zelensky’s court,” Trump
said, a comment that fuelled unease in Uk-
raine about mounting external pressure.

U.S. officials have not ruled out further
dialogue, including a possible Trump—-Ze-
lensky—Putin meeting. Such a move would
underscore Washington’s role as a power
broker but also highlight the delicate bal-
ance between diplomacy and battlefield re-
alities.

Fighting on the ground remains intense.
In one striking episode near Zaporizhzhia,
Russian troops who raised a U.S. flag on
an armored vehicle were killed under fire—
an incident symbolizing how fragile the line
is between negotiation and war.

The Alaska summit may not have deliv-
ered peace, but it shifted perceptions: Putin
looked reinvigorated, Trump cast himself
as the only Western leader able to engage
him, and Ukraine faced fresh concerns over
being pressured into unwanted compro-
mises.

EC does not recognise 'ju-
diciary’ | Concerned ahout
'‘prosecution’ of five G/C

The EU does not recognise
the self-declared state in the
northern part of Cyprus and its
so-called judiciary, a Spokes-
person of the European Com-
mission stated, adding that the
Commission is concerned
about the so-called prosecution
of five Greek Cypriot citizens.

Invited by CNA to comment
on the illegal detainment of five
Greek Cypriots, all over the age
of 60, since July 19, by the ille-
gal regime in Cyprus’ occupied
areas in suspicion of "espion-
age", the Spokesperson said
that the Commission has been
actively engaging with multiple
actors on the ground and is in
continuous contact with the
United Nations.

“The European Commission
is concerned about the so-
called prosecution of the five
Greek Cypriot citizens in the
northern part of Cyprus. The
Commission has been actively
engaging with multiple actors
on the ground and is in con-
tinuous contact with the United
Nations.

Moreover, he stressed that
the EU "recalls that disputes
over property, including related
criminal charges, are central to
the current political tensions.

Settling the issue of properties
constitutes a key element of the
comprehensive settlement pro-
cess".

Finally, the Spokesperson
stressed that the EU "remains
fully committed to a compre-
hensive settlement of the Cy-
prus problem, within the UN
framework, in accordance with
the relevant UN Security Coun-
cil resolutions and in line with
the principles on which the
Union is founded and the ac-
quis.”

The five Greek Cypriots were
illegally arrested on several
pretenses a month ago after
crossing to the Turkish occu-
pied part of the island and are
being held there since.

Cyprus has been divided
since 1974, when Turkey in-
vaded and occupied its north-
ern third. Repeated rounds of
UN-led peace talks have so far
failed to yield results. The latest
round of negotiations, in July
2017 at the Swiss resort of
Crans-Montana ended incon-
clusively.

An illegal breakaway entity
declared independence unilat-
erally, on November 15, 1983,
in the areas under Turkish oc-
cupation, an action condemned
by the UN Security Council and
the international community as
legally null and void.

UK inflation jumps to 3.8%

UK inflation rose more than
expected last month, driven by
higher air fares and climbing
food prices, according to official
data released yesterday.

The Consumer Prices Index
(CPI) increased to 3.8% in July,
up from 3.6% in June, the Office
for National Statistics (ONS) re-
ported. Economists had forecast
a smaller rise to 3.7%. The fig-
ure remains the highest since
January 2024, when inflation hit
4%.

Although well below the Oc-
tober 2022 peak of 11.1%, the
latest rate is almost double the
Bank of England’s 2% target.

Transport costs were the main

contributor, with air fares jump-
ing 30.2% between June and
July — the sharpest monthly in-
crease since records began in
2001 — as families booked holi-
days during the school break.

Fuel prices also edged higher,
with average petrol costs rising
by 2p per litre and diesel by
2.9p. Restaurant and hotel
prices climbed as well, largely
due to a surge in last-minute ho-
tel bookings.

Meanwhile, food and drink in-
flation accelerated to 4.9% in
July, up from 4.5% in June. This
marked the fourth consecutive
monthly rise and the highest rate
since February 2024.
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President Christodoulides calls for
respect of Ukraine’s territorial integrity

President of the Republic,
Nikos Christodoulides took part
in three video conferences on
Tuesday, regarding the meeting
European leaders had on Mon-
day with US President on Uk-
raine.

The President stressed dur-
ing the video calls the need for
full respect of Ukraine’s sov-
ereignty, independence, and
territorial integrity, underlining

Cyprus’ historical experience of
living under illegal Turkish oc-
cupation for 51 years, Govern-
ment Spokesman Konstantinos
Letymbiotis said in a written
statement.

Letymbiotis noted that during
the video conferences of the
European People’s Party, the
Alliance of the Willing, as a fol-
low-up to last Sunday’s video-
conference, and the meeting of

the EU leaders convened by
European Council President,
Antonio Costa, participants
were given a detailed briefing
on the meeting between the
President of Ukraine and the
President of the United States
on Monday, followed by a sub-
stantive exchange of views
among the leaders.

According to Letymbiotis, in
his intervention, President

Christodoulides highlighted the
critical importance of the issue
of the occupied Ukrainian terri-
tories, stressing that any solu-
tion should be based on full re-
spect for Ukraine’s sovereignty,
independence, and territorial in-
tegrity. He further noted that Cy-
prus' own historical experience,
with 37% of its territory remain-
ing under illegal Turkish occu-
pation for 51 years, clearly dem-
onstrates the need to defend
these principles without conces-
sions or exceptions.

At the same time, he assured
that the Republic of Cyprus will
continue to stand consistently
by Ukraine and its people, sup-
porting their just struggle for
freedom, independence, and
the restoration of their territorial
integrity.

Finally, he stressed that Cy-
prus, as an EU member state
experiencing the consequences
of occupation, closely links its
own experience with the Euro-
pean struggle against all pol-
icies of occupation and revision-
ism, which undermine peace,
security, and international order.

Councils prepare legal
challenges after landmark
ruling on asylum hotels

A High Court ruling ordering
the removal of asylum seekers
from a hotel in Essex has trig-
gered a wave of political and
legal fallout across England.

Earlier this week, judges
sided with Epping Forest District
Council, ruling that the Bell Ho-
tel in Epping had been used un-
lawfully to house asylum
seekers. The court ordered that
all residents be moved out by
12 September 2025, citing
breaches of planning law and
the heightened community ten-
sions that followed recent pro-
tests.

The Home Office’s appeal to

halt the injunction was rejected,
leaving ministers scrambling for
alternatives. Security Minister
Dan Jarvis admitted the govern-
ment is now working on “con-
tingency options” to rehouse
those affected, but insisted that
hotels were never intended to
be a long-term solution.

This ruling has sparked a
wave of interest from other local
councils—particularly those led
by Conservative or Reform UK
MPs—to challenge similar asy-
lum housing arrangements.
Councils like Broxbourne, Staf-
fordshire, and West Northamp-
tonshire are exploring legal op-

tions to replicate Epping’s ap-
proach.

Following the judgment, Se-
curity Minister Dan Jarvis con-
firmed the government is ex-
amining "contingency options"
for rehousing affected asylum
seekers and stressed they don’t
see hotels as a long-term solu-
tion. The Home Office had al-
ready committed to phasing out
asylum hotels by the end of the
current Parliament (2029), but
the injunction now pressures

them to accelerate those plans.

The Bell Hotel had become a
flashpoint after protests that in-
cluded arrests, injuries, and po-
litical tensions. Some groups
celebrated the court ruling as a
precedent for broader action;
Nigel Farage and Reform UK
encouraged peaceful protests
and legal challenges elsewhere.
Meanwhile, refugee advocates
warn of consequences for al-
ready vulnerable asylum
seekers.

Cyprus sends 1,200
tons of aid to Gaza via

"Amalthea" initiative

A humanitarian aid consign-
ment of 1,200 tons departed
from the port of Limassol on
Monday evening in the frame-
work of the Amalthea plan initia-
tive. "The Republic of Cyprus
continues the implementation of
the Amalthea plan initiative, con-
tributing to the response to the
humanitarian crisis in Gaza", the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs said.

The consignment, said the
Ministry, "falls under the UN-
2720 mechanism and UNOPS,
with the international humanitar-
ian organisation World Central
Kitchen as the final contractor
and distributor. The entire under-
taking is under the auspices of
the UN delivery mechanism".

It is noted that the cargo will
be transferred via the Port of
Ashdod, without additional secu-
rity checks at the point of arrival,
for distribution within Gaza on
the basis of arrangements that
have been made.

The aid, which includes food
items, particularly to cover the
nutritional needs of children,
originates from Cyprus (700
tons) through the CyprusAid
mechanism of the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs, while 500 tons
constitute a donation from the
Government of Malta, as well as
from international humanitarian
organisations based in the
United States, ltaly, the Sov-
ereign Order of Malta, and Ku-
wait, noting "the contribution of
the Government of the United
Arab Emirates to the entire effort
is instrumental.”

The Republic of Cyprus, said
the Foreign Ministry, "expresses
its gratitude to all states and

agencies involved in this collec-
tive effort, which is being imple-
mented in full respect of inter-
national humanitarian law and
within the framework of entities
operating under the United Na-
tions."

Moreover, it also underlined
"our consistent position is on the
urgent need for an increased,
safe, and unhindered flow of hu-
manitarian aid, on a massive
scale, to the civilian population
of Gaza."

It is further emphasised that
Cyprus’ facilities for the collec-
tion, secure inspection, and dis-
patch of aid remain at the dis-
posal of the international
community as an additional hu-
manitarian channel.

Within this framework, the
press release added, "Cyprus
will continue to contribute con-
structively, as a country of the
region and the closest EU
Member State, by promoting and
implementing humanitarian ini-
tiatives."

In a related post on "X", For-
eign Minister Constantinos Kom-
bos referred to the dispatch of
humanitarian aid, "in close co-
operation and coordination with
international partners and hu-
manitarian organizations, and
within the UN framework, " noting
that among the 1,200 tons sent
to Gaza, food items are included,
specifically to cover children's
nutritional needs.

"The Republic of Cyprus re-
mains active in the humanitarian
field, contributing to the inter-
national effort," the Minister
noted.

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The continued plight of the divided Parthenon Marbles, a novel solution
for the future of the British Museum's Western Range galleries

In the course of the Marbles debate, we've
spent a lot of time refuting the claim that the
sculptures being in London gives more people
the opportunity to see them. We've got the ri-
postes in our back pocket: only a third of British
Museum visitors go to Room 18; Athens is hardly
a tourist backwater; if they were to have the great-
est exposure, they’'d be in Shanghai &c &c. But
I've just been to the Cast Courts at the V&A and
had a moment of clarity about the exposure ar-
gument. There’s a subtext when it counters our
insistence that the Marbles shouldn’t be in the
BM. It's a good thing that so many people can
see them in London despite the iffy nature of their
acquisition.

The Cast Courts contain, well, plaster casts of
statuary and architectural wonders, altarpieces
&c. They were built in 1873 so, granted, a few
generations removed from the 7th Earl of Elgin’s
personal style of shopping, but it's clear enough
that cutting-edge copies were considered Good
Enough for edification and artistic study even at
the height of imperial pomp. The Courts were de-
signed to hold their biggest cast, Trajan’s Column,
which is displayed in two halves, the lower in-
cluding its pedestal. Let's weigh up the advan-
tages and disadvantages of this display over the
real thing in Rome.

PRO

-You can see more of the column up close than
in Rome.

-You can get closer to it than in Rome.

-Because of the first-floor walkway, you can
see some of the column on a level at height from
around 3m away.

-It doesn’t terminate in Pope Sixtus V’s incon-
gruous statue of St Peter.

CON

-The top of each half is still too far away for
close scrutiny.

-The very top is as far away from the viewer as
the halfway point is in Rome.

-You lose the sense of the whole — it's a film
shown on TV, with ad breaks.

-The halfway point is at ground level, closer
than the base atop its pedestal, making it likely
that the viewer begins the narrative — the con-
quest of Dacia in the early 100s CE — in media
res, in a way not intended by its creators.

-The base of the column is best viewed looking
down from the first-floor walkway, somewhere
you usually reach after entering the Cast Courts
at ground level.

-The very highest walkway is out of bounds
and is a long way from the column.

It's amusing to think of ways of increasing vis-
ibility of Trajan’s Column. The full height would
pierce the skylight, but the pedestal could sitin a
pit, or the upper half be raised a couple of metres.
There could be a staircase winding around it,
maybe a slide to get back down to earth. Perhaps

the ideal solution is to suspend each half parallel
to the ground like the blue whale in the Natural
History Museum. They could slowly rotate while
an airport-style travelator inches you along, ex-
periencing Trajan’s campaign like a spool of film.
For now, the ‘ideal’ route is to start on the first
floor, crane your neck to the halfway point, go
downstairs to start the upper half, then schlep
upstairs again. Not terribly accessible.

Remind you of anything? It's as skewiffy an ar-
rangement as the Marbles’ in Room 18 of the
BM. As far as I'm concerned, the fact that it's a
copy of Trajan’s Column doesn’t come into it, and

it doesn’t feel like a compromise, even though it
is. It’s still a magnificent thing, and amazing that
it's here at all, a copy | felt privileged to study. |
thought of the shed on Park Lane, the possible
arrangements in Elgin, and the Parthenon Mu-
seum’s uppermost gallery, ready and waiting. |
thought how it'd be such a better compromise
than their current display — in sight of their temple,
in that Attic light, and of course reunited with their
surviving counterparts. None of which undermines
a copy, made with 150 years’ more experience in
conservatorship, going into the BM. Food for
thought.

FILM OF THE WEEK
The Life of Chuck

Mike Flanagan’s terrific film is intelligently
scripted and superbly acted by a brilliant
ensemble. It is based on the novella by
Steven King from his compilation book “If It
Bleeds” and as the tile suggests it follows
the life of Charles Krantz (Tom Hiddleston).
The story is divided in three chapters but
this is the kind of movie that the less one
knows about the plot and its development
the better. It is safe to say that the film is al-
ready famous for Hiddleston’s extraordi-
nary dance sequence in the middle section
of the movie. It is a spontaneous act, and it
is joyous -the best of its kind since probably
the opening sequence of LA LA LAND.
Please note this is not a musical but an un-
predictable voyage into dark secrets of past
and present. This is Flanagan’s fourth
adaptation of a Steven King novel following
GERALD’S GAME, DOCTOR SLEEP and
the forthcoming DARK TOWER series. He
clearly has a deft hand in adapting King’s
novels, and this is probably his best work
to date. Hiddleston is excellent as the ep-
onymous hero, an ordinary man forced by
circumstances to exorcize his own demons
from the past. The strong ensemble also in-
cludes Chiwetel Ejiofor and Karen Gillan,
who are featured in the opening chapter
before Mark Hamill makes his scene steal-
ing appearance during the last chapter as
Albie Krantz, Chuck’s eccentric grand-
father. It is original, unpredictable and
needs to be seen!

Sorry, Baby

This marks the impressive feature film
debut of writer/director Eva Victor, who also
plays the leading role. She is Agnes, a lit-
erature professor at a liberal arts college in
rural New England and lives alone with her
cat until her friend Lydie Naomi Ackie)
comes to visit from New York. Lydie is over
the moon when she finds out she is preg-
nant via a sperm donor. Agnes finds Lydie’s
presence healing and reveals that she has
been raped by one of her colleagues, but
she is unable to press charges to the au-
thorities because Professor Decker (Louis
Cancelmi) had already resigned. Mean-
while, she begins a sexual relationship with
her neighbour Gavin (Lucas Hedges) ...
Eva Victor is a fresh new talent to be treas-
ured. Her sharply written screenplay is cen-
tred on fully fleshed characters and her
magnetic performance rate amongst the
best of the year.

Super Charlie

This charming, animated feature directed
and co-written by Jon Holmberg is based
on Camilla Lackberg’s popular children
book series with the same title. The action
follows the story of Willie, a 10-year-old boy
dreaming of becoming a superhero fighting
crime along with his policeman father. But
instead, Willie gets a baby brother called
Charlie and horror of horrors the baby is
the one born with actual superpowers. At
least the two brothers join forces when their
world is threatened by a megalomaniac
scientist and his supervillain’s evil plans...
It is quite refreshing to see this kind of
movie come from Scandinavia rather than

the usual rendition from America. The ani-
mation and characters are fun and delight-
ful. Try and take the family to see this
instead of the tired Disney films currently
on display.

Warfare

A powerful war film written and directed
by Ray Mendoza and Alex Garland based
on Mendoza’s experiences during the Iraq
War. The story is centred on the Battle of
Ramadi and the script is drawn from the
testimonies of the platoon members. The
time is the 19th November 2006 and Navy
Seal platoon Alpha One takes control of a
local two-story house. At first it appears to
be a straightforward assignment but soon
enough a group of snipers begin shooting
at them...The film feels very authentic and
plays in real time with great use of sound
which puts the audience right in the centre
of the action. It is powerful stuff superbly di-
rected with a strong ensemble of actors in-
cluding Will Poulter, Cosmo Jarvis, Kit
Connor and Joseph Quinn. There will be
awards!

Baby Reindeer

Richard Gadd originally wrote the story
of BABY REINDEER, which was based on
his own experiences, as a one-person play
before he turned it into this award-winning
television mini-series. He plays aspiring
comedian Donny Dunn who works as a
bartender at a London pub to make ends
meet. But his life is turned upside down
when he offers a free cup of tea to Martha
(Jessica Gunning) a distressed customer.
She appears to be nice and friendly until
she begins to stalk and harass him day and
night both in person and online...It is a
compelling series superbly acted and di-
rected and fully deserves all the awards
that it has already received.

The
score encapsulates Black
music history including gospel,
soul, pop, jazz, R&B and a par-
ody of rap with the most mem-
orable number being Ease on
Down the Road. It's a sweet
show and good fun and though
the long road to Oz and back
has a few songs too many,
especially anthems, the cast
win you over with their spirit,
talent and infectiousness. The
audience lapped it up, stood
and whoop whooped until they
could whoop no more. Outside
the theatre everyday life was
continuing with a plethora of
characters vying for our atten-
tion. This is everyday America
which today is more divided
than it has ever been and all
those who live on the street in-
habit their own personal worlds
of solitude and sadness. They
would love an opportunity to
get on down that road.

The next day | found myself
at the impressive John F. Ken-
nedy Presidential Library and
Museum, beautifully located on
a south Boston promontory. A
fascinating insight into the man
and his life and the president
who many still believe would
have been one of their best
ever had he not been assassi-
nated. It was not to be but | end
this my latest note from the
States with one of JFK’s most
salutary quotes...”

“All this will not be finished in
the first one hundred days. Nor
will it be finished in the first one
thousand days, nor in the life of
this Administration, nor even
perhaps in our lifetime on this
planet. But let us begin."

We've started getting on
down that road, but the end is
still out of sight.

PAFOS FC makes history, after win over Red Star and are

now one step away from the Champions League Group stages

Pafos FC achieved a big vic-
tory on Tuesday evening, beat-
ing Red Star 1-2 in Belgrade in
the first leg of the Champions
League playoffs.

The Cypriot champions
scored in the first minute of the
match with Correia, while Pepe
extended his team's lead in the
51st minute with a converted
penalty.

Red Star responded in the
58th minute with a goal by

Duarte, but failed to equalise be-
fore the end of the match.

The match was ignited before
the first minute was even over.
Correa's "goal" shocked the hot
stadium and turned things
around. Red Star found them-
selves chasing early on, and de-
spite gaining possession, press-
ing with crosses and long shots,
they were unable to break the
cool and disciplined blue team.
The disallowed Bruno's goal in

the 29th minute for a hand was
a turning point.

The Serbs got irritated, and
lost their rhythm and Pafos
gained valuable time to balance
and hold on. Even the forced in-
jury of Tankovic did not break
the plan.

The second leg will be played
next Tuesday in Limassol, with
Pafos FC looking to secure their
place in the main phase of the
competition.

Pafos were playing at a
venue where tradition leans re-
lentlessly towards the home
team, Red Star Belgrade where
they had not lost in the qual-
ifying phase since 2016 (in 22
home games), the blue team
made history, scoring a goal
each at the start of both halves
(to give them a famous win.

1-2 is not just a result; it is the
birth of a new reality for Cypriot
football, a night of triumph that

paves the way for Cypriots in
this top competition. And now,
in the second leg, Pafos is
called upon to finish the job...
Juan Carlos Carcedo's team,
with excellent management,
proved that they are not a pass-
ing fancy, but a team with stam-
ina, self-confidence and depth.
Pafos' third consecutive "dou-
ble" in the qualifying phase is
strong proof that Cypriot football
can stand up to historic oppo-

nents.

On Tuesday at the "Al-
phamega" Stadium (22:00) che
Pafos versus Red Star Belgrade
could turn out to be a landmark
night. There, Pafos will attempt
to seal their qualification to the
League Group Phase of the
UEFA Champions League and
write the most golden page in
their history.Only two Cypriot
teams have achieved this Anor-
thosis and Apoel.

Premier League

Liverpool struck twice late on
as they opened the defence of
their Premier League title with
a dramatic victory over Bourne-
mouth on an emotional night at
Anfield.

Tributes were paid before
and during the game to Diogo
Jota and his brother Andre
Silva, who died in a car crash
in July, with a minute's silence
observed before kick-off and
applause in the 20th minute -
the forward having worn Liver-
pool's number 20 jersey.

Liverpool head coach Arne
Slot gave first Premier League
starts to four of his summer re-

cruits, and it was Hugo Ekitike -
a £70m signing from Eintracht
Frankfurt - who broke Bourne-
mouth's stubborn resistance
with a composed finish eight mi-
nutes before the break.

And when Ekitike turned pro-
vider to set up Cody Gakpo for
a second four minutes after the
break, Liverpool looked on
course for a comfortable victory.

Referee Anthony Taylor
stopped play in the first half
when Bournemouth forward An-
toine Semenyo reported that he
had been racially abused by a
member of the crowd.

And it was Semenyo, sho-

wing great character and re-
solve, who put Bournemouth
back in contention when he
pulled a goal back from close
range after 64 minutes, before
crowning a swift break with the
equaliser 14 minutes from time.

The Cherries looked set to
snatch a point until the unlikely
figure of Federico Chiesa
steered home his first Premier
League goal for Liverpool two
minutes from time, Mohamed
Salah wrapping up the win with
a low finish in front of The Kop.

Arsenals Riccardo Calafiori
headed home an early corner,
aided by a weak challenge from

goalkeeper Altay Bayindir, to
earn a 1-0 victory at Man-
chester United in the Premier
League on Sunday, spoiling the
hosts’ season opener.

Despite a cast of new faces,
Mikel Arteta’s visitors proved
they are still lethal from set
pieces with Calafiori netting in
the 13th minute. Arsenal’s Wil-
liam Saliba backed into Turkish
keeper Bayindir, who feebly
batted the ball with one hand
into the path of Italian Calafiori
for an easy close-range header.

Chelsea survived an early
scare when Crystal Palace had
an Eberechi Eze goal contro-

versially disallowed in a scrappy
0-0 draw in the Premier League
on Sunday.

Chelsea, whose last compet-
itive outing was winning the
Club World Cup in the United
States last month, failed to
stamp their authority on the
game against the FA Cup
holders despite more than 70%
possession, in warm southwest
London sunshine.

Nottingham Forest piled more
misery on depleted Brentford as
new winger Dan Ndoye scored
his first goal for the club in Sun-
day’s 3-1 win in the Premier
League.

Keith Andrews, who took on
his first managerial role at
Brentford saw his team out-
played from the outset as Chris
Wood scored a first-half brace
which, along with Ndoye’s goal,
gave Forest a comfortable 3-0
lead at halftime.Brentford were
unable to mount a comeback in
the second half, with Igor
Thiago’s goal in the 78th minute
being their only consolation.

Aston Villa survived defender
Ezri Konsa’s dismissal to sal-
vage a 0-0 draw at home to
Newcastle United as they
created chances but failed to
finish.
