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World Conference of Cyprus
Diaspora hegins in Nicosia

nder the slogan “From
U the seas of the world...
to the land that unites
us,” the World Conference of
Cyprus Diaspora began on
Tuesday evening in Nicosia.

The event will run until August
29 and is organised by the Expa-
triates and Repatriates Service
of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
in collaboration with the leader-
ship of the World Federation
of Overseas Cypriots (POMAK),
the International Coordinating
Committee “Justice for Cyprus”
(PSEKA), and the World Organi-
sation for Young Overseas Cyp-
riots (NEPOMAK).

The conference proceedings
was officially opened by the Pre-
sident of the Republic of Cyprus,
Nikos Christodoulides, with Min-
ister of Foreign Affairs, Constan-
tinos Kombos, welcoming the
delegates.

Overseas Cypriots expressed
their support to efforts underway
to resume negotiations for a Cyp-
rus settlement, on the basis of a
bizonal bicommunal federation,
with the implementation of the
relevant UN resolutions.

President of the World Fede-
ration of Overseas Cypriots
(POMAK), Andreas Papaevripi-
des, said in his address that the
diaspora has always been the
voice of Cyprus across the globe,
as it never allowed the Cyprus
problem to be forgotten and re-
mains a constant supporter in
the struggle for liberation from
Turkish occupation.

He stressed that the President
of Turkey and the Turkish Cypriot
leader must realize “that their
dream of their own state will re-
main just a dream, and that only
one state will remain, the Repub-
lic of Cyprus.”

Referring to the work of dias-
pora federations, he said that in
the United Kingdom, the federa-

tion’s interventions are continu-
ous and targeted, highlighting
strong relations with the govern-
ment.

He also referred to the actions
of diaspora organisations in the
United States, France, Australia,
Greece, Canada, South Africa,
wider Africa, and the Middle East,
stressing that the prospects for
a solution remain alive “if we per-
sist and the struggle is relentless.”

Papaevripides announced that
he was stepping down from the
leadership of POMAK; noting, how-
ever, that he will continue to fight.

President of the International
Coordinating Committee “Justice
for Cyprus” (PSEKA), Philip Chris-
topher, noted that for the past
51 years, all Presidents agreed,
endorsed and embraced that a
Cyprus solution is a bizonal bi-
communal federation, a solution
that the United Nations and the
EU have endorsed.

"We endorse the UN resolu-
tions, and we work within them",
he said, highlighting the UN reso-
lution regarding Famagusta, that
calls for the return of the city to
all legal residents.”

He congratulated President
Christodoulides on bringing the
Republic of Cyprus closer to the
United States of America than
ever before. “You gave us some
objectives: lifting the embargo
and we lifted it. We are working
very hard on the visa waiver and
we have until September 30th
to accomplish that,” he added.

President of the World Organi-
sation for Young Overseas Cyp-
riots NEPOMAK), Christos Tuton,
said that, despite all historic
challenges, Cyprus in 2025 is a
stable democracy in a difficult re-
gion, an advanced and innova-
tive economy that has bounced
back from challenges, a valued
member of the European Union,
an important bridge between East

and West and a cosmopolitan
society with a higher standard
of living.

"These achievements are a
testament to the courage of the
Cypriot people and they point
to what more could be achieved
in a free and united Cyprus", he
highlighted.

Addressing President Christo-
doulides, he said that "as a dias-
pora, we say with one voice, the
status quo is unacceptable. We
support your extensive efforts to
resume negotiations from where
they were left to achieve the
peaceful reunification of the island
on the basis of the agreed UN
framework."

Mentioning NEPOMAK's mis-
sion to preserve Cypriot heritage
and identity among younger gen-
erations of the diaspora, Tuton re-
ferred to NDC program, a three-
week visit of young expatriate
Cypriots to the island that, as he
said, "awakens a flame inside
each participant".

The President of the Republic
of Cyprus, Nikos Christodoulides,
delivered the keynote address.
He stressed the need to bolster
all aspects of the Republic of Cy-
prus’ strength, both domestically
and internationally, to achieve a
resolution to the Cyprus issue.

“To achieve our number one
goal - the end of the occupation
and the reunification of our home-
land - we have a duty to strengthen
all factors of our country’s power
through actions, not just words,”
Christodoulides said.

He pointed out the importance
of both internal and external fac-
tors in this effort. Noting that Cyp-
rus has been under Turkish occu-
pation for 51 years, the President
reiterated that resolving the Cyp-
rus issue, achieving liberation,
and reunifying the island are his
administration’s highest priorities.

He acknowledged that Cyprus,

despite its geostrategic signifi-
cance, is not the centre of the
world, and international law often
fails to dictate the actions of
major powers.

Christodoulides stressed that
a resolution to the Cyprus issue
will not come solely from recog-
nising the illegality of the occu-
pation.

“We have an obligation to
strengthen our country’s deterrent
power, maintain a robust econo-
my, address migration, and im-
plement reforms,” he said.

Welcoming the conference
delegates, President Christodou-
lides expressed gratitude for the
diaspora’s decades-long contri-
butions to Cypriot Hellenism,
drawing from his personal expe-
riences as a student in the United
States, a diplomat in London and
Athens, and later as government
spokesperson and Foreign Min-
ister.

“No amount of thanks can fully
capture what you do daily, along-
side your family and professional
responsibilities,” he said, affirm-
ing the diaspora’s invaluable
role in advancing Cyprus’ cause
worldwide.

The World Conference of Cyp-
rus Diaspora aims to underscore
the vital role of the Cypriot dias-
pora as a bridge between Cyprus
and the countries where over-
seas Cypriots live and work.

One of the key highlights of the
conference will be a reception
hosted by the President of the
Republic, where he will honour
distinguished members of the
diaspora.

On August 29, a concert titled
“Nothing is over yet” will be held
at Skali Aglantzia, featuring per-
formances by Cypriot artists. The
concert will commemorate the
51st anniversary of the 1974 Turk-
ish invasion and occupation of
the northern part of the island.

Families leave
Gaza City after night
of bombardment

ore Palestinian fami-
lies fled Gaza City on
Tuesday after a night

of Israeli shelling on its out-
skirts, as Israelis staged na-
tionwide protests demanding
hostages be freed and the
Gaza war end.

Residents reported Israeli
aerial and tank fire persisted
through the night and into Tues-
day morning in the eastern Gaza
City suburbs of Sabra, Shejaia,
and Tuffah, as well as in north-
ern Jabalia, destroying houses
and roads.

The Israeli army stated its
troops were operating in the
area to uncover weapons and
demolish militant tunnels. Des-
pite mounting protests domes-
tically and global condemnation,
Israel is preparing a new assault
on Gaza City, calling it Hamas’
last stronghold.

Israeli strikes on Nasser Hos-
pital in southern Gaza on Mon-
day killed at least 20, including
journalists from Reuters, the

Associated Press, Al Jazeera,
and other outlets.

Local health officials said
at least 34 people were killed
overnight and Tuesday in Israeli
strikes across the enclave, in-
cluding 18 near Gaza City.

Roughly half the enclave’s
two million residents still live in
Gaza City, though thousands
have already moved westward,
crowding into central districts
and coastal areas.

Others have gone farther
south into central Gaza and the
coastal Al-Muwasi zone near
Khan Younis.

Monday’s strike on Nasser
Hospital in Khan Younis killed
cameraman Hussam al-Masri,
a Reuters contractor, close to a
live broadcast position run by
Reuters.

Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu said Israel deeply
regretted what he called a
“tragic mistake,” though the
Israeli army has yet to release
specifics about the incident.

A classical paean

Little Trouble
Girls

This engaging film from
Slovenia marks the remarkable
directorial debut of UrSka Djukic,
a fresh talent to be treasured.
She tells the story of Lucia (Jara
Sofija Ostan), a shy 16-year-old,
who after she joins her all girl’'s
Catholic school’s choir she be-
friends popular third year student
Ana-Maria (Mina Svaiger).

The choir is invited to a
countryside convent for a week-
end of intensive rehearsal where
Lucia and Ana-Maria become
inseparable until Lucia begins
to feel an instant attraction after
she observes an attractive male
worker swimming naked in the
river. The first time she notices
the restoration worker in the
river is from the train but soon
enough she plums up enough
courage and goes closer to the
river...

This beautiful, lyrical film is
much more than a story of self-
discovery and sexual awaken-
ing. Djuki¢’s assured direction
captures most splendidly the
young girl’s early desire as well
as confusion especially after
she begins to question her own
beliefs which causes conflict
amongst the group.

The cast is handpicked and
the two main protagonists are
both excellent and deliver com-
plex performances about love
and desire.

It is superbly photographed
and is the best of its kind since
probably Peter Weir's master-
work of PICNIC AT HANGING
ROCK.

The Ceremony

This highly original and com-
pelling film marks the impres-
sive feature film debut of Jack
King. He opens the action in a
Bradford car wash where immi-
grants from different ethnic back-
grounds struggle to make ends
meet. They cohabit and bicker
much about nothing until the body
of an illegal immigrant is found
on site, which prompts Christi
(Tudor Cucu-Dumitrescu), the
Romanian supervisor to embark
on a road trip across the York-
shire Dales in a search of a suit-
able burial ground. Yusuf (Erdal
Yildiz), a Kurdish worker agrees
to help bury the body but first
he wants to perform a religious
ceremony to his countryman...

King gives a voice to the immi-
grant experience and films this
intense road movie with urgency
and style. Robert Bryant’s strik-
ing black and white cinemato-
graphy compliments perfectly the
mood of the piece. King draws
natural performances from his
two protagonists and is certainly
a talent to watch.

Bambi:
A Tale Of Life
In The Woods

The story of BAMBI is better

known from the animated 1942
Disney adaptation of the Felix
Salten’s classic novel. Now Mi-
chel Fessler, the French film-
maker of MARCH OF THE PEN-
GUINS, brings Salten’s story
back to life in a beautifully pho-
tographed live-action feature.

From the moment Bambi is
born in the woods, he is a much
loved fawn protected by his
mother and other friendly animals
in the forest. There are dangers
of course, a snake is lurking be-
neath the grass, while an eagle
is flying above in search for his
next prey. The wolves are nor
far either but the biggest dan-
ger of them all are the huntsmen
and their dogs...

This is a milder version than
the Disney adaptation, which
subsequently traumatised many
generations of children from the
scene where Bambi loses his
mother and becomes an orphan.
Mylene Farmer’s gentle, over ex-
planatory narration is probably
aimed at smaller children but
overall this is good family enter-
tainment.

The Return

Uberto Pasolini’s remarkable
adaptation of Homer’s Odyssey

reunites two of the most compel-
ling actors working in cinema
today. Ralph Fiennes and Juliette
Binoche first worked together in
WUTHERING HEIGHTS before
the multi award winning THE
ENGLISH PATIENT.

He now plays Odysseus, the
King of Ithaca, who after a 20 year
absence returns to his home-
land. He spent 10 years fighting
the Trojan War and then another
10 stranded at sea but his loyal
wife Penelope waited patiently
all these years for his return des-
pite being hounded by a plethora
of suitors. Odysseus is worn from
his experiences and is totally un-
recognisable but his first priority
is to save his son Telemachus
(Charlie Plummer) from the sui-
tors...

This is one those rare films
that everything gels together
most satisfactory. It is thrilling,
deeply moving and a very excit-
ing adaptation of Homer’s epic
poem. Rachel Portman’s ele-
gant music is essential to the
story while Pasolini’s intelligent
direction enables his actors to
deliver tremendously powerful
performances. Do not miss!

Murderbot

This sci-fi television series is
based on Martha Wells’ book
series “The Murderbot Diaries”
and follows the story of Murder-
bot (Alexander Skarsgard), a
self-hacking security construct
who must hide its free will and
complete a dangerous assign-
ment...

The early episodes are intri-
guing with Skarsgard on fine form
as the humourless machine but
ten episodes of repetitive and
mostly incoherent action is enough
to test anyone’s patience. The
acting is overall below average
- the only redeeming feature is the
wonderful Noma Dumezweni, a
reliable actor unable to deliver
a bad performance but even her
strong presence fails to save
this. (Apple TV+)

e begin this week with
guest reviewer Willem
Flaviou at The Proms...

Beethoven’s Ninth, the mighty
“Choral” Symphony, has been heard
in nearly every Proms season since
1897. Its continuing scheduling is
more or less a guarantee of a capa-
city crowd, and Thursday evening
was no exception, with the vast audi-
torium filled to the rafters by a crowd
keenly anticipating the performance
by the Danish National Symphony
Orchestra and Concert Choir under
the direction of Fabio Luisi, their
chief conductor for nearly a decade.

The first half contained two con-
temporary pieces. "Evening Land"
by Danish composer Bent Sgrensen
contrasted the composer's pastoral
childhood memory on the island of
Zealand in Denmark with the sen-
sation 50 years later of standing on
a balcony overlooking the bustle of
Manhattan. For me this piece had
only partial success in the vast spa-
ces of the Albert Hall, with the quiet
opening folk melody on the violin
almost inaudible. However, | enjoyed
the development of these two oppo-
sing worlds as the piece progressed
and by the end | was impressed by
the delicately crafted aural vision.

British-born Anna Clyne’s “The
Years” followed. This was a reflec-
tion on the isolation enforced by the
Covid pandemic, setting a text by
Stephanie Fleichman, which Clyne
describes as "a meditation on the
mystery of time." Mostly consonant
and faintly reminiscent of Delius, it
was built on simple choral melodies
that developed into harmonically
richer orchestral clusters. Overall,
| found the piece a little repetitive
rather than hypnotic. However, the
quality of performance was high
throughout, with warm string tones
and clear singing.

The Beethoven opened impres-
sively, with a lively tempo. Luisi, con-
ducting from memory and without a
baton, shaped the music with pas-
sion. | did however find some instru-
mental details a little fluffy and
lacking in bite, with entries a little
rounded rather than decisive and
bold. But things looked up in the
final movement, with the 70-strong
choir and a fine line-up of soloists
steering the work to its rousing con-
clusion. The soloists, singing from
the back of the orchestra, cut through
the hall’'s vast spaces and brought

a wonderful sense of operatic en-
semble. The final choral sections
evoking the famous “Ode to Joy”
were fast, vigorous and full of vis-
ceral excitement, and any slight mis-
givings about earlier indistinctness
in the orchestral playing were ban-
ished by now. Luisi brought this
much-loved masterpiece, sometimes
described as “a paean to the human
spirit”, to a vivid and thrilling con-
clusion.

Meanwhile, having just returned
from the USA and on a whizz bang
tour of Edinburgh | had to check in
with Sam Jay performing We The
People (Pleasance Courtyard).
Those three words have serious
and poignant meaning to all Ame-
ricans as it is the preamble to their
constitution and over time has come
to symbolise a more inclusive vision
of that country. Jay takes it apart
with a wonderful sense of fun and
acerbic wit, comedy steeped in know-
ledge and feeling. A country so divi-
ded and polarised, she bravely comes
up with a potential healing salve,
taking on some of the most conten-
tious areas without fear or favour.
If like me you have little understand-
ing of the terminology around sex
and gender, she sets the record
straight (not intended) by pulling
apart “non-binary” arguing that it
too is divisive and not helpful to those
who identify in that way or those
who oppose it.

However, the real fun and games
come in one or two hilarious skits
on alien abduction, which is worth
the entrance money alone, and
equally a mocking rant on “f**ked
farmers”. So as not to be accused
of targeting particular groups — she
is a gay, black woman - Jay also
takes aim at the African American
community for being part of the
country’s decline, citing the OJ Simp-
son debacle as an example of self
harm. Her style could be described
as unassuming and self-depreca-
ting but inside that head sits a super
active mind with an ability to shift
subjects at will and put together a
train of thought with very smart and
observant stand-up comedy which
lands several blows to the solar
plexus of the culture wars currently
raging in the USA.

Association (PFA) team of the year for League Two

ickey Demetriou (pic-
tured above right with
our Michael Yiakoumi)

was selected for the League
Two team of the year.

He had trials with both Leices-
ter City and Fulham before
learning his trade with the Glenn
Hoddle Academy in Spain. From
there on he went to Kiddermin-
ster, Shrewsbury, Cambridge
United, Newport and now Crewe
Alexandra.

Mickey Demetriou was born
in Durrington near Brighton; his
grandfather is from Cyprus.

The 27-year-old made his
Football League debut with
Shrewsbury following his move
from Kidderminster.

Mickey’s dream is to play for
Cyprus at an international level.
He always follows their results.

Demetriou has previously
played for the England C non-
League side, making his debut
against Bermuda in June 2013,
but we believe that would not
affect his full international sta-
tus.

Liverpool winger Mohamed
Salah has won the Professional
Footballers’ Association men’s
player of the year award, with
Aston Villa midfielder Morgan
Rogers named young player of
the year.

Former England manager Sir
Gareth Southgate is the 2025
recipient of the PFA merit award

for his contributions to football
and achievements with the na-
tional side.

Salah, 33, is the first player to
win the accolade on three occa-
sions after playing a key role in
Liverpool’s title success last
sason.

Asked if he had ambitions to
win awards while growing up in
Egypt, he said: “Of course |
wanted to be a football player
and | wanted to be famous and
provide for my family, but you
don’t think about the big stuff
when you are still in Egypt.

“When you grow, you start to
see things differently and you
start to have ambition and you
start to the see the bigger pic-
ture.”

The Egypt international was
the Premier League’s top scorer
in 2024-25 — registering 29
times and providing 18 assists.

Reds team-mate Alexis Mac
Allister, Manchester United cap-
tain Bruno Fernandes, Newcas-
tle striker Alexander Isak, Chel-
sea forward Cole Palmer and
Arsenal midfielder Declan Rice
were also on the shortlist.

Salah also won the 2024-25
Premier League player of the
season award and was named
the Football Writers’ Association
(FWA) footballer of the year.

Rogers is the fifth Aston Villa

representative to be named
young player of the season, fol-
lowing in the footsteps of Andy
Gray, Gary Shaw, Ashley Young
and James Milner.

Other former winners of the
award include Steven Gerrard,
David Beckham, Wayne Rooney
and Gareth Bale. Rogers said
he wants to be one of the “incre-
dible players people speak
about”.

Southgate becomes the fifth
former England manager to win
the merit award since it was es-
tablished in 1974.

During his eight-year tenure,
which ran from 2016 to 2024,
Southgate took England to four
major tournaments — reaching
the finals at Euro 2020 and Euro
2024 and the semi-finals at the
2018 World Cup.

Prior to being appointed as
manager of England’s senior
side, Southgate spent three years
at the helm of the Under-21s,
developing future stars with the
Young Lions.

The Pafos football dream continues in Europe

ne city, one team, one
country. Those were the
words bellowed from the

blue-and-white stands of the
Limassol Stadium as Pafos FC,
a club from the small Mediterra-

nean island of Cyprus, completed
the impossible. Against all odds,
they toppled Champions League
regulars Red Star Belgrade — and
in doing so, wrote their name into
history.

For the first time, Pafos will com-
pete in the Champions League,
after edging the Serbian giants
3-2 on aggregate.

Their decisive night ended in
a 2—1 showdown, sealed by a late

strike that will forever be etched
in Cypriot football folklore.

The game had all the ingre-
dients of a classic. From the ope-
ning whistle, both sides played
with fire, knowing a place in the

Champions League was on the
line.

Limassol held its breath when
Mirko Ivani¢ struck on the hour
mark to pull Red Star level, silen-
cing the home crowd and swing-
ing the momentum back toward
the visitors.

But Pafos refused to be de-
nied. Tackles flew in, cards were
waved, set-pieces fizzled out —
yet belief never faded. Then, in
the dying seconds of normal time,
Jaja rose to the occasion.

His stunning goal ignited pan-
demonium. The stands emptied
as thousands in blue and white
swarmed the pitch, hailing their
new hero. For the first time in
over a decade, Cyprus had a
club marching into Europe’s elite.

For Pafos, this was more than
just a football match. It was vali-
dation, and a chance to stand
shoulder to shoulder with the
continent’s best.

Their triumph also forms part
of a larger story: the rare but re-
markable moments when Cypriot
football shines on the Champions
League stage.

Cypriot football has rarely
been centre stage in the UEFA

Champions League, but when its
clubs do break through, they
leave behind lasting stories of
resilience and ambition.

Since then, no other Cypriot
club has made it to the group
stage. Clubs such as AEK Lar-
naca and Apollon Limassol have
battled through qualifying rounds,
but only Apoel and Anorthosis
have carried the Cypriot flag into
the main draw.

Now, however, the spotlight
has shifted to Pafos FC. Founded
little more than a decade ago, the
club has risen rapidly, clinching
its first Cypriot league title in
2025.

Their reward has been a
place in the Champions League
qualifiers — where they've already
dispatched Maccabi Tel Aviv and
Dynamo Kyiv, before claiming
a historic first-leg win against
Red Star Belgrade in the play-
offs.

For Pafos, this is uncharted
territory. Unlike Anorthosis or
Apoel, they do not carry decades
of European pedigree, but what
they do have is the hope of an
entire island eager to see new
heroes on the continental stage.
