inety-five per cent of
N families displaced by

the wildfire which tore
through the Limassol district
in July have now received a
lump sum payment from the
government, Cyprus President
Nikos Christodoulides said
on Wednesday.

Speaking ahead of the day’s
cabinet meeting, he said that a
total of ten such cases are “pend-
ing”, with the approval process
having been completed, but the
awaiting families expected to
submit “necessary information”
before receiving the money.

Additionally, he said, the pro-
cess of providing rent subsidy to

115 applicants is underway, with
the payment for 85 of those cases
having been processed so far and
the money expected to arrive in
their bank accounts by Thursday.

He also said teams deployed
by the scientific and technical
chamber (ETEK) have assessed
615 of the 718 buildings which
were partially or completely dam-
aged by the fire, with compen-
sation payments for those build-
ings now being made at market
value rate.

Meanwhile, he said, the agri-
culture ministry has paid a total
of €3.2 million worth of compen-
sation for farmers’ and livestock
breeders’ lost earnings, with

that money being split between
1,311 people.

He then spoke about the matter
of compensation being paid to
workers, with all employees of
companies and self-employed
people whose businesses were
impacted by the fires and who
cannot return to work as a result
set to be paid the equivalent of
their salaries for a maximum of
three months.

Thus far, he said, 194 people
have been paid their salaries up
to the end of August.

Then, he turned his attention
to other measures the govern-
ment had brought in, pointing out
that residents and businesses in
fire-affected areas are now ex-
empt from annual village council
tax for the year, with the govern-
ment set to pay the amount for
them.

Concluding his remarks, he
stressed that the financial inter-
jections could only be made be-
cause of the strong state of Cyp-
rus’ economy.

“We can respond to this extent
precisely because of the econo-
mic situation, which allows us
both the growth observed in our
economy, which is among the
highest rates in Europe, especially
if we compare it to the strong eco-

nomies of EU member states,
especially in the midst of two wars,
which allows us not only to res-
pond immediately but to respond
to address the effects of these
fires in their entirety,” he said.

His comments come after Ag-
riculture Minister Maria Panayio-
tou had last week said the gov-
ernment has approved €23.5
million worth of funding for the
“rehabilitation” of fire-affected
farmers, while efforts are also un-
derway to begin replanting the
trees which were burned during
the fire.

“The environment department
has carried out a map assess-
ment of all the areas which were
burned and will carry out an on-
site study aiming at a compara-
tive assessment of the before and
after... This will be completed in
September,” she said.

She had also pointed out that
with the forestry college set to
open its doors later this month,
the government will soon begin
to be able to fill the “very large”
number of vacant positions within
the forestry department and thus
be able to better respond to fu-
ture wildfires.

Doughty responds to letter from Board of British Cypriots

The positions of the Uni-
ted Kingdom on peace
and energy security in
the Eastern Mediterranean, its
cooperation with Turkey, as well
as the situation in Ukraine, are
set out in a reply letter from
the Minister for Europe to the
Board of British Cypriots.
Stephen Doughty, while recog-
nizing the strategic importance
of the Eastern Mediterranean
for energy security, emphasizes
the importance of developing re-
newable energy sources. At the
same time, he states that London
respects the sovereign right of

the countries in the region to
exploit their natural resources,
stressing that it supports the in-
ternationally recognized borders
in the Eastern Mediterranean,
while also encouraging the reso-
lution of disputes in accordance
with international law.
Regarding UK-Turkey rela-
tions, the British official main-
tains that Ankara is a crucial pillar
of NATO'’s collective defence. At
the same time, he notes that the
strengthening of Turkey’s defence
capabilities contributes to the
overall strength and cohesion of
the Alliance. He nevertheless

reassures that London remains
committed to the stability of the
region, stressing that it continues
to work with all its partners to
promote peace and security.

On the war in Ukraine, Mr.
Doughty provides noteworthy
information.

He underlines that since 2022,
Moscow has achieved only very
marginal territorial gains, at enor-
mous human and economic cost.
This includes over one million
Russian soldiers killed or woun-
ded, while at the same time the
country’s state wealth has been
halved, inflation is in double digits,
and international sanctions have
deprived Russia of more than
$450 billion, as the British Minis-
ter for Europe characteristically
stresses.

It is worth noting that, in closing
his letter, Mr. Doughty thanks the
Board of British Cypriots for its
ongoing engagement with these
issues, as well as for its regular
communication with British offi-
cials.

Mr. Doughty responded to the
Board on behalf of the British

Prime Minister, to a letter had
sent on 24 April.

The Board of British Cypriots
is an organization that promotes
Cypriot interests in London’s
decision-making centres and
the deepening of bilateral rela-
tions.

From time to time, it has ad-
dressed letters to senior officials
of the British government, such
as the British Prime Minister Sir
Keir Starmer, Foreign Secretary
David Lammy, as well as other
international figures involved
in the resolution of the Cyprus
problem, such as UN Secretary-
General Antonio Guterres.

The letters of the Board are
usually signed by: Doros Parta-

Holguin postpones
visit to Cyprus

he UNSG's Personal En-

I voy Maria Angela Hol-

guin Cuéllar has post-

poned, "due to an unforeseen

issue", her scheduled visit to
Cyprus for meetings.

She was due to arrive on the
island on Monday 1 September,
and was set to have, among
others, separate meetings with
Cyprus President, Nikos Chris-
todoulides, and Turkish Cypriot
leader, Ersin Tatar.

The UN Spokesperson in
Cyprus, Aleem Siddique, said
in a written statement that "due
to an unforeseen issue, the
Personal Envoy of the Secre-
tary-General Ms. Maria Angela
Holguin is going to reschedule
her visit to Cyprus."

No fixed date has yet been
set for that meeting, though
the 80th session of the UN
general assembly is set to start
next Monday, and the “high-
level week” is due to begin two

weeks later, on September 23.
After this year’s general
assembly, a further enlarged
meeting, involving Cyprus’ two
sides, the UN, and the island’s
three guarantor powers,
Greece, Turkey, and the United
Kingdom, is set to take place
before the end of the year, likely
after the Turkish Cypriot lead-
ership election, which is set to
take place on October 19.

That election will see Tatar be
challenged by former Turkish
Cypriot ‘prime minister’ Tufan
Erhurman, who advocates for
a return to negotiations based
on a federal solution.

Holguin most recently visited
Cyprus in July, holding meet-
ings with both Christodoulides
and Tatar ahead of the most
recent enlarged meeting on
the Cyprus problem in New
York.

He has also served as Deputy
Special Representative of the
Secretary-General at UNOWAS,
Deputy Special Representative
at MONUSCO, and as Director
in the Executive Office of the
Secretary-General.

His career with UNHCR in-
cluded postings in the United
States and the Caribbean, Cam-
eroon, Liberia, Pakistan, Cote
d’lvoire, Rwanda, Kenya, and
Somalia.

2025 POMAK-PSEKA
Conference and NEPOMAK
Executive Council Meeting

The 22nd Conference of the
World Federation of Overseas
Cypriots (POMAK) — International
Coordinating Committee “Justice
for Cyprus” (PSEKA) and the Ex-
ecutive Council meeting of the
World Organisation for Young
Overseas Cypriots (NEPOMAK)
was held from 26 to 29 August
in Nicosia.

The UK Cypriot diaspora was
represented by delegates from
the National Federation of Cyp-
riots in the UK and its member
associations.

Delegates voted to elect
Christos Karaolis as the new
President of POMAK, alongside
an officer team representing the
global Cypriot diaspora.

Mr Karaolis succeeds Andreas
Papaevripides, who has served
as the President of POMAK
following his election in 2013.

Philip Christopher was re-

elected as President of PSEKA.
Opening Ceremony

President Nikos Christodou-
lides opened the 22nd World
Conference of Cyprus Diaspora
at the Nicosia Municipal Theatre.
The President addressed dele-
gates on the Government's efforts
to restart talks on the Cyprus issue
and thanked the global diaspora,
saying that "No amount of thanks
can fully capture what you do
daily, alongside your family and
professional responsibilities."

The President stressed the
need for Cyprus to be strong
internally so it can best achieve
freedom and reunification. He
said that, "To achieve our num-
ber one goal - the end of the
occupation and the reunification
of our homeland - we have a
duty to strengthen all factors of
our country’s power through ac-
tions, not just words."

The President also spoke
about the importance of building

the island's external presence
and credibility. These include
current Governmental initiatives
such as the Cyprus Maritime
Corridor and Cyprus’ upcoming
Presidency of the Council of the
European Union in January 2026.

Guests and delegates were
welcomed by the Presidents of
POMAK, PSEKA and NEPOMAK.
House of Representatives Presi-
dent Annita Demetriou, Foreign
Minister Constantinos Kombos,
Greek Deputy Foreign Minister
loannis Michail Loverdos and
Archbishop of Cyprus George Il
also addressed the opening
ceremony.

POMAK President Andreas
Papaevripides said that it is al-
ways emotional seeing "people
of all ages joining our historic
campaign for the liberation and
freedom of our homeland." He
continued that Cypriots will "never
accept the consequences of the
Turkish invasion" and that they
"will never forget our duties" to
end the occupation. In closing,

he announced that he would be
stepping down as POMAK Pres-
ident, saying the will "pass the
baton to a younger colleague"
but will continue to campaign
until Cyprus is reunited.

PSEKA President Philip Chris-
topher began by saying that the
belief that "injustice anywhere is
a threat to justice everywhere"
has not been applied to Cyprus.
He highlighted PSEKA's efforts
to bring the Cyprus issue to the
political agenda, such as by se-
curing U.S legislation for the mis-
sing persons. This campaign, he
said, is led by the promises to our
parents and missing relatives.

NEPOMAK President Christos
Tuton said that Cyprus has been
a stable and reliable democracy
and economy, which will only
achieve more when the illegal
occupation ends. He highlighted
NEPOMAK's vision to connect
young Cypriots to the island and
the campaign for a free, united
Cyprus. He also spoke about the
devastation caused by the recent
wildfires in Cyprus, stressing the
importance of tackling climate
change.

Also in attendance at the Open-
ing Ceremony were Archbishop
Nikitas of Thyateira and Great
Britain and Bambos Charalam-
bous MP, Chair of the All Party
Parliamentary Group for Cyprus.

Ministerial Briefings

Foreign Minister Costantinos
Kombos addressed delegates in
a closed briefing on the latest de-
velopments in the Eastern Medi-
terranean and the Cyprus issue.
He highlighted Cyprus’ positive
efforts as a bridge and safe-
harbour between Europe and the
Middle East. Delegates were
also updated on the Cyprus’ as-
sumption of the presidency of the
European Union on 1st January
2026.

Education Minister Athena
Michaelidou briefed delegates on
Cyprus’ efforts to support Greek
language teaching overseas in
community language schools
and online platforms. She also
updated delegates about the
Education Ministry’s role in pro-
viding education to the enclaved
Greek Cypriots in the illegally
occupied area of Cyprus.

Energy, Commerce and Indus-
try Minister George Papanasta-
siou updated delegates on the
novel approaches to the Cypriot
electricity grid and new develop-
ments regarding the island’s liqui-

fied natural gas resources. This
included the importance of natural
gases in supporting the island's
energy transition to renewable
sources.

Deputy Minister to the President
Irene Piki presented the ‘Minds
in Cyprus’ brain gain initiative.
She spoke about the initiative's
central aim of encouraging talen-
ted Cypriot professionals abroad
to return and contribute to the
country’s growth.

Deputy Europe Minister Maril-
ena Raouna provided an update
on Cyprus’ upcoming Presidency
of the Council of the European

Union in 2026. She said that Cy-
prus will be taking the opportunity
of the Presidency to promote the
geostrategic role of Cyprus as well
as the Cyprus issue as a problem
of invasion and occupation.

Meetings and Engagements

The Greek Cypriot Represen-
tative to the Committee on Mis-
sing Persons (CMP) of Cyprus,
Leonidas Pantelides, and his
team gave a briefing on the issue
of the Missing Persons. The team
presented maps and updates on
the current excavation sites

across the island and discussed
how foreign governments can
support the CMP efforts.

National Guard Chief Lt. Gen.
Georgios Tsitsikostas gave an
update on the island’s defence
policy. He spoke about Cyprus’
efforts when collaborating with
strategic partners, carrying out
evacuations from areas of crisis
and supporting the shipment of
humanitarian aid to Gaza.

Deputy Director of the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs Amb. Penelope
Erotokritou updated delegates
on the latest developments in
the Cyprus issue. She spoke
about current efforts to protect
the rights of refugees as legal
property owners.

UK Member of Parliament
Bambos Charalambous re-
marked on his entry into British
politics, as well as his work in the
House of Commons and with the
All-Party Parliamentary Group
for Cyprus.

Delegates also attended the
unveiling ceremony of the bust of
diaspora business and US com-
munity leader Nikos Mouyiaris in
Athienou. The ceremony was held
under the auspices of the Presi-
dent Christodoulides, with Agri-
culture, Rural Development and
Environment Minister Maria Pa-
nayiotou speaking on his behalf.

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The Greeks in Sicily:
Not Just a Footnote

"Western world," Sicily found itself caught in

a swirl of migration, ambition, and improvisa-
tion. The story of the ancient Greeks in Sicily - those
so-called colonists of Magna Graecia - is not one of
grand civilisational blueprinting but of pragmatism,
struggle, cultural negotiation, and, yes, extraordinary
creativity. It's not a sidebar to the glories of Athens
or the power of Rome. In many respects, it's where
the Greek world became something new.

Let's start with the name: Magna Graecia, or "Greater
Greece." ARoman label, retroactively applied, that's
come to define the cluster of city-states founded by
Greek settlers in southern Italy and Sicily. It sounds
impressive, imperial even. But these weren’t out-
posts of empire. They were fragments of necessity.
Driven by land shortages, population pressure, poli-
tical exile, and opportunity, Greeks from across the
Aegean world - Euboeans, Corinthians, Megarians,
Dorians and lonians alike - headed west in search of
space. What they found was a mosaic of peoples, a
landscape full of resources, and a future they couldn’t
entirely predict.

Sicily, at the western edge of this expansion, was
particularly alluring. It sat at the crossroads of east
and west, a fertile island already buzzing with trade.

The Greeks called it Sikelia, after one of the local
tribes, the Sicels. But they were not alone. The island
was home to the Elymians, who claimed Trojan an-
cestry; the Sicanians, who may have predated all the
others; and the Phoenicians, maritime traders who
had established their own settlements, particularly
in the west.

So when the Greeks arrived - first at Naxos in around
735 BC, then Syracuse, Zancle (modern Messina),
Katane, Megara Hyblaea, and others - they weren’t
settling virgin territory. They were inserting them-
selves into a complex and contested land. What
followed was not so much conquest as a gradual
process of negotiation, entanglement, and, in many
cases, assimilation. The term “Hellenisation” can be
misleading here. It wasn't simply a matter of Greeks
arriving and everyone else falling in line with Greek
ways. Influence flowed in multiple directions.

The Greek settlements were independent, fiercely
s0. Though often founded by a metropolis (mother-
city), such as Corinth or Megara, the colonies quickly
asserted their own identities. Syracuse, for example,
founded by Corinthians in the 730s, would within a
century become one of the most powerful cities in
the Mediterranean. It minted its own coins, built mas-
sive temples and theatres, developed its own tyrants,
and later rivalled even Athens in military might and
intellectual prestige.

These cities weren't replicas of their founders’
homes. They were experimental spaces. Being far
from mainland Greece forced adaptation. Urban plan-
ning took bold new forms - orthogonal grids, monu-
mental public buildings. In architecture, some temples
in Sicily, such as those at Selinus and Akragas
(modern Agrigento), were larger and more ambitious
than anything in Attica. The Temple of Concordia at
Agrigento still stands, one of the best-preserved
Doric temples in the Greek world, a striking testa-
ment to the wealth and confidence of its builders.

What about the locals? The picture isn't straight-
forward. The Elymians, in the northwest, were rap-
idly absorbed to the extent that archaeologists today
struggle to separate their material culture from that
of the Greeks. The Sicels and Sicanians, meanwhile,
adopted Greek writing, religion, and often political
forms, but not always passively. They adapted these
imports to local needs. Hellenisation here meant
mutual influence, not cultural erasure.

As ever, the politics of the Greek world were frac-
tious. The ideal of unity among the Hellenes is mostly

By 800 BC, long before anyone spoke of the

a later fiction. In reality, the Greek cities fought each
other, made alliances with Carthage when it suited
them, and displayed more rivalry than solidarity. Syr-
acuse went to war with Athens; Akragas cut deals with
the Phoenicians; and even the supposedly noble
democratic ideals were often realised through elite
dominance, military tyranny, and oligarchic control.

One of the defining features of these Sicilian Greek
cities was their tyrants - rulers who, unlike the later
connotations of the term, were often popular figures
who seized power through support from the people
against aristocratic dominance. Figures like Gelon of
Syracuse or Theron of Akragas were both feared
and admired. They built temples, supported the arts,
and played crucial roles in defending the island from
Carthaginian incursion.

That brings us to Carthage. The Carthaginians -
descendants of the Phoenicians - were never far from
the scene in Sicily. Based across the water in North
Africa, they had long-standing interests in the western
part of the island. Their clashes with the Greeks
were frequent and brutal. The Battle of Himera in
480 BC, where Gelon’s forces defeated a massive
Carthaginian army, was a turning point. It was seen
by Greek historians, retrospectively at least, as a
kind of parallel to the Persian Wars in the east. But
in truth, alliances in Sicily were often local, opportu-
nistic, and less ideologically charged than the myth
of East vs. West suggests.

Religion played a complex role too. The Greeks
brought their gods, of course - Zeus, Athena, Apollo
- but so did others. Syncretism was common. Tem-
ples to Demeter in Sicily, for example, often merged
Greek and native religious practices. Myths were
localised. Arethusa, the nymph of a spring in Syra-
cuse, became a local cult figure; Persephone, who
was said to have been abducted from Sicily, gained
special resonance here. Religious practice was as
much about local identity as pan-Hellenic unity.

And what of the intellectual life? Sicily was no pro-
vincial backwater. The philosopher Empedocles came
from Akragas. The great playwright Aeschylus died
in Gela. Plato himself made the ill-fated journey to
Syracuse in hopes of realising his political ideals
under the tyrant Dionysius. (It ended badly, as politi-
cal philosophy often does when it meets actual poli-
tics.) And Archimedes - Syracuse’s most famous
son - remains one of the greatest scientific minds of
antiquity.

Still, the island's prosperity and cultural richness
did not protect it from the wider forces reshaping the
Mediterranean. From the late 4th century BC, the
Macedonians, under Philip Il and then Alexander the
Great, transformed the Greek world. Sicily remained
somewhat on the margins of Alexander’s campaigns,
but the Hellenistic culture that spread in his wake had
echoes in the Sicilian cities. Meanwhile, Carthage
continued its tug-of-war over the island.

By the 3rd century BC, a new power was rising:
Rome. The Romans, initially wary of involving them-
selves in Greek affairs, were soon embroiled in Sicily
during the Punic Wars. Syracuse held out, allying
with Carthage at one point, but in 212 BC it fell to
Roman siege - Archimedes was killed during the
sack, despite Roman orders to spare him.

With that, Sicily became Rome’s first overseas
province. But this didn’t mean the end of Greek cul-
ture. Far from it. The Romans admired Greek learn-
ing, architecture, and art. Educated Romans read
Homer, not early Latin authors. Sicily became a vital
cultural conduit. Even under Roman rule, the Greek
language remained dominant in many areas. Cicero,
who served as quaestor in Sicily, famously delivered
speeches against the corrupt Roman govemnor Verres,
not just to defend the Sicilians, but to underline how
shamefully Rome was treating its own adopted

Greek subjects.

The long afterlife of Greek Sicily is a story of endur-
ance, not disappearance. The Eastern Roman (or
Byzantine) Empire maintained a Greek-speaking
presence in Sicily well into the early Middle Ages.
Even after the Islamic conquest of the island in the
9th century AD, Greek culture persisted in pockets.
Remarkably, as late as the 16th century, Greek-speak-
ing communities migrated to eastern Sicily from the
Peloponnese, fleeing Ottoman expansion. One such
group in Messina was officially recognised in 2012.

This long Greek presence - linguistic, architectural,
philosophical - is what makes Sicily so distinct within
the Italian cultural landscape. Walk through Agri-
gento, Selinunte, or the Ortygia district of Syracuse
today, and you’re not simply in a Roman province
with Greek remnants; you're in a landscape shaped,
in its bones, by Greek ideals and Greek contradic-
tions. Roman ruins are certainly there - but they share
the stage, not steal it.

So what does this tell us about the Greeks in Sicily?
That they were more than cultural ambassadors,
more than traders or warriors. They were migrants
and colonists, yes, but also adapters, experimenters,
and agents of cultural change. They arrived in a land
already inhabited, and what emerged was neither
wholly Greek nor entirely indigenous. It was, instead,
something new.

If we are to understand the history of the Greeks
in Sicily, we must resist the temptation to tell a trium-
phalist story. It's not a tale of Greeks civilising back-
ward locals, nor simply one of assimilation. It's a
story of contact zones: of negotiation, hybridity, and,
often, violence. It's about how identities are forged not
in purity, but in collision.

In a modern age that still wrestles with questions
of migration, integration, and cultural identity, the
Greeks of Sicily remind us of something essential:
that history is rarely tidy, and the past is rarely simple.
They also remind us that what we now think of as
“Western civilisation” was shaped as much in the
theatres of Syracuse and the battlefields of Himera
as in the agora of Athens or the forum of Rome.

Sicily wasn't't just an island on the edge of the
Greek world. For a time, it was the Greek world.

The Valley of the Temples

The Valley of the Temples in Agrigento is one of
the most extraordinary legacies of ancient Greek
civilisation outside mainland Greece - a kind of open-

air museum of ambition, piety, and stone. Despite
the name, itisn't a valley at all, but a ridge that once
marked the southern edge of Akragas, a prosperous
Greek city founded in the 6th century BC. The temples
- dedicated to gods like Hera, Heracles, and perhaps
most famously, Concordia - were constructed bet-
ween the 6th and 5th centuries BC, built from golden
limestone that still glows at sunset. These weren'’t
modest shrines. The scale is monumental, even
grandiose, reflecting the wealth and competitive pride
of a city intent on rivalling Athens or Corinth. The
Temple of Concordia is among the best-preserved
Doric temples in the world, surviving earthquakes,
invasions, and centuries of adaptation (it became a
Christian church in the 6th century AD). The ruins
stand not as relics of decline but as testaments to
how Greek religion, architecture, and civic identity
were rooted in place. Walking among the columns
today, with olive trees and wildflowers underfoot, you
glimpse not only what the ancient world built - but
what it believed was worth building for.

Syracuse

The archaeological site of Syracuse is a manuscript
of history, where layer upon layer of Greek, Roman,
and later civilisations have left their mark. Once one
of the most powerful cities of the Greek world, Syra-
cuse - founded by Corinthian settlers in 734 BC - was
no provincial outpost. It rivalled Athens in military
might and cultural prestige. The site today is domi-
nated by the Neapoalis, or “new city,” which houses
some of the finest remnants of antiquity. The Greek
theatre, hewn into the hillside, is vast and elegant -
its 15,000 seats a reminder of the city’s theatrical and
political ambitions. Aeschylus is said to have staged
plays here; the city’s drama was as much civic ritual
as entertainment. Just beside it stands the Latomia
del Paradiso, a former stone quarry whose dramatic
cliffs and echoing grottoes (including the so-called
“Ear of Dionysius”) suggest both beauty and brutality
- these were once prison pits. The nearby Roman
amphitheatre, built in the imperial period, is a later
reminder of continuity and conquest. The genius of
Syracuse lies in its hybridity: a city where Greek ideals
met the realities of empire. Today, the site is a haunt-
ing synthesis of cultural aspiration, political power,
and human endurance.

The Courageous

This intense and compelling
film marks the remarkable direc-
torial debut of Jasmin Gordon.
Her intelligent screenplay co-
written with Julien Bouissoux)
takes place in Switzerland’s stri-
king Valais region in the heart of
the Alps and follows the story of
Jule (Ophelia Kolb), a free spiri-
ted single mother with three chil-
dren.

In the opening sequence she
is driving her children across a
beautiful landscape and appears
to be without a care in the world
until she reaches a service sta-
tion. She drops them there and
promises to be back as soon as
possible but hours later she fails
to return. The children have no al-
ternative but to walk miles through
the countryside and make their
own way back home...

This brilliant sequence sets up
the tone of the film and introduces
its characters most adequately.
Jule struggles to make ends meet
but is in big denial about her pre-
dicament, her finances and her
family’s future prospects. Thank-
fully her children are strong, in-
telligent and self-sufficient.

The handpicked cast deliver

outstanding performances —
Ophelia Kolp is magnificent as
the fragile Jule and deserves
every award going. Gordon exa-
mines sensitively a burning issue
about poverty in a cruel and in-
human world that is happening
across the universe even in the
most prosperous countries like
Switzerland.

It is witty, unpredictable, cou-
rageous as well as deeply mov-
ing and is highly recommended!

The Cut

Orlando Bloom has never
been better in Sean Ellis’ origi-
nal film about boxing. He plays
a retired boxer in Justin Bull's
gutsy screenplay, who is lured
back into the ring for one last
chance to reclaim his title and
get a taste of his former glory.

He is isolated in a room in Las
Vegas and under the strict in-
structions of Boz (John Turturro)
he must go to hell and back in
order to lose weight and be eli-
gible for the fight...

Bloom has lost 52 pounds in

three months to prepare for the
role and like Christian Bale in
THE MACHINIST, he also looks
like hell. He delivers a mesmeri-
sing performance and is totally
committed to the role and gets
solid support from Turturro as
his tough trainer.

Even though this is a film about
boxing, its strength relies on the
fact that the action never enters
the ring - it is more about the
training and the sacrifices that
one has to endure.

Big Boys

This little gem of independent
American cinema follows the
story of Jamie (Isaac Krasner), an
awkward teenager who develops
an unexpected crush on his cou-
sin’s boyfriend.

Jamie is exciting about the
joining his cousin for a camping
trip but is deeply disappointed
when she brings along her new
boyfriend Dan (David Johnson
IIl).

Itis a charming coming-of age
comedy, totally unpretentious
and utterly endearing thanks to
Krasner’s sensitive portrayal.

Young Mothers

Another compelling film from
the tireless Dardennes Brothers,
whose social realist stories are
Belgian’s answer to Ken Loach.

In truth critics
the world over are prone to se-
mantic recidivism. So allow me
to extend an invitation to you
for a magnificent concert which
took place on Friday night, the
latest in what has been a mag-
nificent season so far at The
BBC Proms. It featured Proms
debutants, the Melbourne Sym-
phony Orchestra (MSO) under
Chief Conductor Jaime Martin.
The programme promised an
evening of magnificent classi-
cal work but it did not quite go
according to plan.

It began with Margaret
Sutherland’s Haunted Hills, an
evocative symphonic portrait
of Australia’s first Aboriginal
inhabitants. It starts with a solo
trumpet screaming out, which
could be interpreted as both joy
and despair, summarising the
experience of First Nation peo-
ple across the globe. Itis an in-
triguing and musically eclectic
piece and were it played along-
side the magnificent expres-
sionistic paintings of Aboriginal
artist Emily Kam Kngwarray
(showing currently at Tate Bri-
tain) it would have had an even
greater impact. This was fol-
lowed, a change in the order of
the listed programme, by Dvo-
fak's Symphony No. 6 in D.Major,
which has a playful opening few
bars that evolve into simple folk
melodies and then the drama
of sweeping symphonic state-
ments with some delightful play-
ing by the woodwind section in
particular. It was during this piece
that | noticed Martin’s distinc-
tive style of conducting. At key
moments during the symphony,
he paused for a few seconds
as though inviting in the next
soloist or section. It was momen-
tary as if acknowledging both
the magnificent composition
and the skilled playing of the
MSO.

After the interval we had a
truly magnificent and enchanting
performance of Tchaikovsky’s

I t has been said, by the great

Piano Concerto No. 1 in B-flat
minor, with Khatia Buniatishvili
at the piano. She walked onto
the historic stage, dressed in
arich purple dress and cape as
if she were attending the Met
Gala in New York. It shimmered
and sparkled. What followed
was a magnificent classical
composition played by a magni-
ficent pianist and former Radio
3 New Generation Artist.

Scored for woodwind, brass,
timpani and strings it opens with
the dramatic combination of a
horn clarion call and an explo-
sion of chords on the piano that
are perhaps some of the best
known in the classical piano
repertoire. This immediately
demonstrated both her magni-
ficent technique and virtuosity.
She swayed as she played and
matching the generous maestro
she too would look to him and
the orchestra when not playing,
a reciprocal invite for yet more
emotion and musical symbiosis.
The lyrical passages contained
moments of gorgeous beauty
and elegance, creating a capti-
vating intensity, most notably
during the melting lilts of the slow
movement. A magnificent art-
ist creating mesmerising sounds
and imagery which had the
Proms audience rapt.

The MSO, under their gene-
rous and amiable conductor,
responded accordingly. Even
when interrupted by protestors
during the opening piece (caus-
ing a stoppage and the subse-
quent programme order change)
they remained poised, perfor-
ming with passion and inspira-
tion as though determined to
be unshaken by the uninvited
guests. Together with Buniatish-
vili, they made the piece come
alive and feel anew, culminating
in the magnificent finale. The
audience was understandably
in raptures.

This was an invite that re-
sulted in a concert of a Roman-
tic classic which was nothing
less than musical magnificence.

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Loukoumia — Cyprus Delights

Cyprus is famous for its delicious sweets known
as ‘delights’, which have been produced on the
island for centuries.

Along with a number of other villages, Geroskipou
- in the Paphos district - still traditionally produces
these soft, chewy sweets made, without the use
of preservatives, simply with sugar, cornstarch and
flavouring or nuts, then dusted with icing sugar
to prevent them from sticking together.

You can find pretty boxes of delights in a
number of different flavours. The most traditional
is rose, followed by lemon, mastic and bergamot,
although you can also find more modern flavours
- including chocolate - with or without nuts.

It goes without saying that you shouldn’t leave
the island without at least a couple of boxes for
friends, or just all for yourself!

Loukoumia Recipe:
Ingredients:

1 cup cornstarch
2 cups sugar

1 % cups water

1 tsp lemon juice

1 tbsp rose water

Powdered sugar — for dusting

Method:

1. In a pot, combine sugar, water, and lemon
juice. Bring to boil and simmer 10 mins.

2. Mix cornstarch with 1 cup water separately,
then add to syrup.

3. Stir constantly over low heat for 45—60 mins
until thick and golden.

4. Add rose water, mix well.

5. Pour into greased pan and let set overnight.

6. Cut into cubes and dust with powdered
sugar.

If you're a loukoumi fan and happen to be visit-
ing Cyprus later this month, head to the Geroskipou
Loukoumi Festival, taking place on September 26
and 28 at Geroskipou Square, for a cultural tribute
to the village’s loukoumi, sharing flavours, enter-
tainment and also little-known truths about the

delicacy.

Through a fun-filled agenda, the festival will
share all kinds of loukoumi secrets, and in a spe-
cially-transformed festival ground, visitors will get
to enjoy Cypriot coffee brewed on hot sand like it
is traditionally made and, of course taste loukoumi
in its finest form.

The entertainment programme will feature tradi-
tional dances, live music, tastings and workshops

Ofto Kleftiko, a beloved summer meal for many Cypriots

If you want an immersive experience
in Cyprus’ culinary culture, try to eat
like locals. A very local dish that will
accentuate your food experience on
the island is Ofto Kleftiko: lamb or goat
meat slowly baked for a minimum of
8 hours in a sealed clay oven with
potatoes, oregano, bay leaf, salt and
pepper.

“Ofto” means baked, while “Kleftiko”
means stolen. Why stolen? Animal
stealing was an old custom observed
among shepherds throughout Cyprus.
A stolen animal every now and then was
often considered a case of “tolerated
theft” as such practices were perceived
as a form of “food sharing”.

Stolen lambs or goats were roasted
in makeshift ovens dug into the ground

to hide the wafting smell. The hole was
sealed with soil so that no steam could
escape to give them away. The lamb
or goat was cut into pieces, salted and
peppered, and then wrapped in either
animal skin or carob leaves.

Nowadays, ofto kleftiko is slowly
cooked in wood fired ovens, clay ovens
or modern kitchen ovens. A more mod-
ern adaptation of this dish is to cook
it wrapped in parchment paper over
aluminium foil or in a Dutch oven or a
covered casserole, and cook it for at
least four hours in low temperature.
This cooking method allows the meat
to cook completely in its own juice and
the result is just a melt-in-the-mouth
kleftiko.

Ofto Kleftiko was traditionally baked

on Sundays. Villagers used to heat the
oven early in the morning, before even
going to church, so that Kleftiko would
be ready for lunch.

Itis also served at family feasts after
long periods of fasting and on major
religious holidays. It can be accompa-
nied with “patates oftes” (baked pota-
toes), “pourgouri” (crushed wheat pilaf),
yogurt and village salad.

Ofto kleftiko is included in
UNESCO'’s Intangible Cultural Heri-
tage list.

It is the main dish at traditional fes-
tivals, family taverns and wedding
feasts. Thus, whenever you have the
chance, order ofto kleftiko and dig in.

Pimms - Britain’s summer in a glass

Some drinks are simply made for the season. In Britain,
where summer arrives like a guest you're never quite sure
will turn up, Pimm’s Cup is the faithful standby — a bright,
crisp concoction that appears the moment the sun does.

Served in tall glasses brimming with fruit, herbs and fizz,
it's more than just a cocktail — it’s a ritual, a tradition, and
a cheerful marker of short-lived warmth.

The story of Pimm’s begins in 1840s London, when
James Pimm, a former oyster bar owner, created a secret
blend of herbs, spices and fruit extracts to aid digestion.
He served it in small tankards to his clientele, calling it a
‘health tonic’ — and it quickly gained popularity. That original
blend is now known as Pimm’s No. 1 Cup, a gin-based
liqueur with a flavour that’s lightly spiced, citrusy and gently
herbal.

Though originally intended as a digestive, by the 20th
century, Pimm’s had become the drink of summer parties,
garden picnics and sporting events. Its transformation into
a national treasure was complete when it became the
official drink of Wimbledon — where, even today, thousands

of glasses are poured every year under white marquees
and beneath hopeful skies.

The traditional Pimm’s Cup is deceptively simple: Pimm’s
No. 1, lemonade (the clear, fizzy kind), and a medley of
fresh garnishes — usually cucumber, orange slices, straw-
berries, mint, and sometimes apple or borage. It's a drink
that encourages creativity, and everyone has their preferred
balance. Some add a splash of ginger ale or sparkling wine,
others keep it strictly classic. But always, it is served cold,
over plenty of ice, and meant to be sipped slowly in good
company.

Its appeal lies not just in taste, but in the atmosphere it
creates — light, informal and unmistakably summery. Unlike
stronger cocktails, it doesn’t overpower the palate or the
mood. It's designed to be social — served by the jug, not the
glass — and its fruit-laden appearance adds to the festive,
almost celebratory feeling it brings to the table.

In Cyprus, with its long, golden summers and growing
interest in global flavours, Pimm’s has started to find an
audience. The island’s abundance of summer fruit — sweet

oranges, crisp apples, and garden
cucumbers — means local versions of
the drink are easy to assemble, and
often beautifully colourful.

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Post-summer blues

or many of us, the summer
Fis a season of freedom,
longer days, outdoor ad-
ventures, travel and time spent
with loved ones. As the summer
fades into autumn, a sense of
sadness or low energy can set-
tle in. This phenomenon, often
called post-summer blues can
put people into a lull, and is more
common than we might think.
In hotter climate countries,
where the summer seems to last
longer, starting in March and
extending into November, coping
with a few months of mild winter
is not so bad. However, in those
other places or years, where the
winter seems longer and drags
on, it can be disheartening as
well as uncomfortable. It can
affect people’s moods greatly, it
can stir up emotions, signifying
the symbolic "end" of summer
relaxed schedules, vacations and
social activities. The return to
school, work and daily responsi-
bilities can feel overwhelming
and heavy in contrast.

Transitions in general may trig-
ger nostalgia, restlessness, or
even a sense of loss. Any unmet
expectations that didn’t materi-
alize - be it travel plans, days
outside, personal goals, or just
simply "making the most of it" -
can fuel disappointment.

What happens psychologically
and why? We know the gradual
shortening of daylight hours re-
duces exposure to natural sun-
light which influences serotonin
(a 'feel good' neurotransmitter)
and melatonin ( he sleep hor-
mone). This shift can affect mood,
sleep and energy, and sadness
lingers as autumn begins with
low motivation or energy levels,
and maybe difficulty adjusting to
a structured schedule, especially
with dark mornings and early eve-
nings. It may trigger cravings for
comfort foods, huddling up in the
home for more hours with mild
anxiety and restlessness. If the
systems are severe or persistent,
it may be a sign of Seasonal
Affective Disorder (SAD) which

requires professional support.
How to cope may vary for diffe-
rent people, but setting some
plans in motion can help. Some
basic changes can make all the
difference. Reframe autumn as
an opportunity for winter indoor
projects, be it clearing cupboards,
redesigning and decorating
around the home. Start new hob-
bies that can be done at home
with cosy evenings listening to
your favourite music, podcasts,
or watching some of those box
sets and movies you love. Shift-
ing the perspective can ease the
loss as you look forward to au-
tumn as a beginning, a chance
of scope rather than an ending.
Bring some elements of sum-
mer into the autumn - cook a fa-
voured summer dish, plan a mini
winter getaway for a few days of
sunshine if you can, or at least
start planning for the next one on
a vision board, giving you some-
thing to look forward to.
Establish new winter routines,
like enjoyable rituals, a weekly

stretch / fitness / martial arts /
dance class or healthy cake
bake day, followed by an after-
noon tea with family or friends.
Just pack out that diary with all
things you love to do, and the
winter months will breeze by, if
you pardon the pun!

Eat wholesome meals, have re-
gular physical activity and sleep
well. Seasonal foods like squash,
root vegetables and apples offer
grounding nutrients that support
energy and moods. Make sure
you get vitamin D, known as the
sunshine vitamin, when not hav-
ing adequate amount of sunshine.
It can be found in fatty fish like
salmon, mackerel, sardines, liver,
and egg yolks. As the cold salads

may lessen, start eating more
warm vegetables for those vita-
mins.

The post summer blues are a
natural response to seasonal
change. Instead of resisting the
transition, try embracing autumn
rhythm while carrying summers
light heartedness. As the winter
deepens, you may notice a shift
in your mood and energy. Shor-
ter days, colder weather and long
nights can leave you feeling slug-
gish, unmotivated, even a little
down. The cold can discourage
outdoor activity, reducing physi-
cal movement and fresh air, both
of which are vital for energy and
mental health. So if you don't want
to go and join a gym, try exerci-

sing at home by yourself or with
friends - that also is good for you
as you can inspire each other
with more social stimulation and
less self-isolation.

See friends and family when-
ever possible, especially the
ones that make you laugh. Get
out as much as you can for some
fresh air as you prepare for the
winter and that will be comfort-
able enough for you.
