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Israel attacks Hamas

Tuesday, widening its military
campaign that has stretched
across the Middle East to now
reach the Gulf state where the
Palestinian Islamist faction has
long maintained its political
headquarters.

Qatar, a vital US security ally
and host of al-Udeid Air Base, the
largest American facility in the
region, has mediated alongside
Egypt in ceasefire talks during
the nearly two-year Gaza war.

Doha denounced Tuesday’s
strike as “cowardly” and a blatant
breach of international law. The
attack threatens to cripple, if not
collapse, ceasefire negotiations,
which often took place in Qatar.

delegation survived the strike,
which came soon after an eva-
cuation order in Gaza City, where
Israel is pressing an offensive
aimed at eliminating Hamas and
its armed infrastructure in the
enclave.

Israeli sources confirmed the
strike targeted senior Hamas
leaders, including Khalil al-Hayya,
the exiled Gaza chief and chief
negotiator. His son was killed in
the strike.

Israel is still assessing the out-
come and has yet to verify whe-
ther any senior Hamas figures
were killed.

In Washington, a White House
spokesperson said Israel in-
formed the US of the strike in
advance. President Donald Trump

visited Qatar in May, staying at
a hotel about two kilometres
from where Tuesday’s assault
occurred.

The strike followed a Monday
attack claimed by Hamas’ mili-
tary wing, the al-Qassam Bri-
gades, in which six people died
at a bus stop outside Jerusalem.

The lIsraeli move triggered
sharp reactions.

The United Arab Emirates,
which normalized ties with Israel
in 2020 under the Abraham Ac-
cords, branded the Doha strike
“cowardly and blatant.”

Abu Dhabi was already in-
censed over an Israeli minister’s
proposal to annex occupied West
Bank land, calling it a red line
not to be crossed.

Saudi Arabia, the region’s
heavyweight, condemned what
it termed “brutal Israeli aggres-
sion” against Qatar’s sovereignty.
Egypt warned the strike set a
perilous precedent.

Pope Leo, usually cautious in
his remarks, voiced unusually
strong alarm on Tuesday over
the fallout of Israel’s Qatar strike.

“The entire situation is extre-
mely grave,” he told reporters
in Castel Gandolfo.

UN Secretary-General Antonio
Guterres also denounced the
strike, praising Qatar’s active
role in ceasefire mediation and

in seeking release of hostages.

Israeli Prime Minister Benja-
min Netanyahu said the strike was
“fully justified,” citing Monday’s
Jerusalem killings and the deaths
of four Israeli soldiers in Gaza.

In a later televised address, he
declared: “The era of terror lea-
ders enjoying immunity is over
... | will not permit such immu-
nity to exist.”

Meanwhile, Israel’s military
ordered further evacuations in
Gaza City. The city, once home
to one million Palestinians, has
braced for a major assault since
Israel announced plans to crush
Hamas in what it claims are the
group’s last bastions.

Fear spread among displaced
cancer patients sheltering in
tents in the city.

Critics abroad warn that Is-
rael's Gaza strategy - disarming
the entire Strip while assuming
security control - risks worsen-
ing the humanitarian catastrophe
for its 2.2 million residents.

The plan has stirred unease
in Israel too, with public backing
for the war weakening.

Families of hostages held by
Hamas fear the strike could en-
danger their loved ones. Neta-
nyahu insists his goal is to defeat
Hamas to shield Israel from fu-
ture assaults.

Curfew in Nepal after anti-corruption protests topple PM

oldiers  surrounded
S Nepal’s parliament and
patrolled empty streets
under curfew in Kathmandu
on Wednesday, after two days
of violent anti-corruption pro-
tests forced Prime Minister K.P.
Sharma Oli to step down.
The turmoil in the impover-
ished Himalayan nation was
triggered by a social media ban
announced last week, later with-

drawn after 19 people were
killed Monday when police used
tear gas and rubber bullets
against demonstrators.

Charred vehicles and mangled
metal lay scattered near parlia-
ment, where army firefighters
battled flames in the main hall.
The exterior of the building was
also blackened after protesters
torched it on Tuesday.

Other government sites, inclu-

ding the supreme court, ministers’
residences, and Oli’s private
home, were set on fire during
Tuesday’s unrest, which subsi-
ded only after his resignation.

Flights were affected, with
Kathmandu’s main airport closed
until 6pm (1215 GMT), an airport
official confirmed.

Armoured vehicles watched
over largely deserted streets,
shops and markets stayed shut,
and firefighters worked across
the city while road-clearing
began, army spokesman Raja
Ram Basnet said.

“We are working to restore
normalcy. We remain committed
to safeguarding people’s lives
and property,” Basnet added,
noting that inmates had torched
Kathmandu’s Dilli Bazar Jail be-
fore the army restored control.

In an appeal on X, the army
said the curfew would remain
until Thursday morning and that
agencies were coordinating
efforts to address the crisis and

find a resolution.

Media reports suggested pre-
parations were under way for dia-
logue between protesters and
authorities, though details were
scarce. Former Supreme Court
Judge Balaram K.C. urged dem-
onstrators to form a negotiation
team, backed fresh elections,
and said the army should focus
on maintaining order.

Most protesters were young
Nepalis frustrated with the gov-
ernment’s perceived failure to
curb corruption and create jobs.

Chronic unemployment has
pushed millions to seek work
abroad - in Malaysia, the Middle
East, and South Korea, mainly
on construction sites - sending
remittances home to sustain
families.

Wedged between India and
China, Nepal has faced political
and economic turbulence since
protests led to the monarchy’s
abolition in 2008.

Four killed in
Jerusalem shooting

wo Palestinian gunmen
I opened fire at a bus stop
on Jerusalem’s outskirts
Monday, killing six people in
what police called “a terrorist
attack,” one of the deadliest
incidents in the city in recent
years.

Dashcam footage from Ra-
mot Junction captured crowds
fleeing near a roadside bus as
gunshots rang out. Israel Police
said the assailants were killed
on site by a soldier and an
armed civilian.

Emergency services identi-
fied five of the victims: a man in
his fifties, a woman in her fifties,
and three men in their thirties.
Six others were reported in
critical condition with gunshot
wounds, while police said more
than 20 were injured overall.

Israeli Foreign Minister Gi-
deon Saar later confirmed a
sixth death, saying the shooters
were Palestinians from the
Israeli-occupied West Bank.

Spain’s foreign ministry

announced that one of its citi-
zens was among the dead and
condemned the assault.

France, the European Union,
and the United Arab Emirates
also issued denunciations.

The attack came amid almost
two years of war in Gaza, where
Israel’s offensive against Hamas
has devastated the enclave.
In the West Bank, Palestinians
face harsher military restrictions
and growing violence from
Jewish settlers.

Palestinian President Mah-
moud Abbas condemned “any
targeting of Palestinian and
Israeli civilians.”

Hamas, however, praised the
two Palestinian “resistance
fighters” it said carried out the
assault, while Islamic Jihad also
lauded the shooting. Neither
faction claimed direct respon-
sibility.

Poland downs Russian drones

oland intercepted drones
P in its airspace on Wed-

nesday with support from
NATO military aircraft, mark-
ing the first time a member of
the Western alliance is known
to have opened fire during
Russia’s war in Ukraine.

Polish Prime Minister Donald
Tusk told lawmakers it was “the
closest we have been to direct
conflict since World War Two,”
while also stressing he saw “no
reason to believe we're on the
brink of war.”

Moscow rejected any role in
the incident. European leaders,
who have been pressing U.S.
President Donald Trump to tough-
en sanctions on Russia and in-
crease aid for Kyiv, said the events
warranted a joint response.

According to Poland, 19 aerial
objects crossed into its airspace
during a major Russian strike on
Ukraine, and those deemed a
danger were shot down. Tusk
described the incursion as a

“major provocation” and said
he had invoked Article Four of
NATO's treaty, which allows mem-
bers to request consultations
with allies.

A NATO spokesperson said
Secretary-General Mark Rutte
was in contact with Polish leaders
and the alliance was coordina-
ting closely with Warsaw.

One source said NATO viewed
the incident not as an attack but
as a deliberate violation. Polish
F-16s, Dutch F-35s, Italian AWACS
surveillance planes and NATO-
operated refuelling aircraft all
participated in the overnight mis-
sion, the source added.

During the incident, Poland’s
Armed Forces Command urged
people to remain indoors, nam-
ing three eastern provinces as
particularly exposed.

Several airports were briefly
closed, including one that has
served as the main entry point
for Western officials and supplies
headed to Ukraine by land.
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Arrest of Greek Cypriots a “vivid reminder
of human rights violations’ in Cyprus

he arrest and continued
Tdetention of five Greek

Cypriots in the north is a
“vivid reminder of the ongoing
violation of human rights in our
country”, President Nikos Chris-
todoulides told the Council of
Europe’s secretary-general Alain
Berset on Monday.

He also stressed “the impor-
tance of the full implementation”
of rulings made by the European
Court of Human Rights during the
pair’s meeting at the presiden-
tial palace.

This, he said, applies “both in
relation to Ukraine and in relation
to Cyprus, where the Turkish
invasion and the ongoing illegal
occupation continue to flagrantly
violate international law and
human rights.”

Christodoulides also underlined
the importance that Cyprus atta-
ches to promoting a solution to
the Cyprus problem on the basis
of United Nations security council
resolutions, a bizonal, bicommunal
federal solution with political
equality.

Additionally, Christodoulides
highlighted the issue of displaced
persons, “the tragedy of the miss-
ing,” and the arrest and continued
detention of the five Greek Cyp-
riots in the north.

Earlier in the day, Christodou-
lides had referred to the five
Greek Cypriots arrested in the
north as “hostages.”

Christodoulides also told Ber-
set their meeting had “under-
lined the importance which Cyp-
rus attaches to the role of the

Council of Europe as the guard-
ian of international law, demo-
cracy and human rights”.

During the discussions, issues
of international and regional im-
portance were brought to the fore,
while the common commitment
to the peaceful resolution of con-
flicts and the maintenance of
European values was reaffirmed.

Reference was also made to
developments in the Middle East,
“where the Republic of Cyprus,
taking advantage of its geostra-
tegic position, has emerged as
a pillar of stability and a channel
for humanitarian aid.”

The pair had also discussed
Russia’s invasion of Ukraine and
relations between Armenia and
Azerbaijan.

Berset arrived in Cyprus on
Monday and met Christodoulides
at the presidential palace, where
he said the “rule of law must pre-
vail” in Europe and that “human
rights must be protected.”

The pair then went to the
Nicosia municipality before tak-
ing in the view of the city from
the building’s roof.

There, Berset said his visit
constitutes “a powerful reminder
of the importance of dialogue,
reconciliation and peace.”

He added that the Council of
Europe “supports all those who
work to overcome division and

to build bridges of understand-
ing, tolerance, and coexistence.

“I extend my warm thanks to
President Christodoulides for
his commitment to these values,”
he said.

The five Greek Cypriots were
arrested on July 19 and have
remained in custody in the north
since then. They currently face
two separate trials.

One of those trials is at a mili-
tary court, where the police and
the prosecution allege that when
the five crossed in one car from
the British Dhekelia base through
the Strovilia crossing point, near
Famagusta, only four identity cards
were handed over for inspection
on the Turkish Cypriot side of the
crossing point.

As such, one of the five Greek
Cypriots has been charged with
illegally entering the north, while
the other four are accused of aid-
ing and abetting the illegal entry.
Their next hearing at the military
court will be held on Wednesday.

They also face charges of pri-
vacy violations, trespassing, and
breaching the peace at a civilian
court in Trikomo. The next hear-
ing of that case has been set for
Friday.

The five Greek Cypriots deny
all charges.

London Underground

strike under way

everely disrupted London
S Underground services

spurred Londoners to turn
to bikes, buses and black cabs
to make their way through the
capital during the first working
day of a Tube workers’ strike.

London Underground staff star-
ted on Sunday a five-day walk-
out over pay and conditions.

Members of the Rail, Maritime
and Transport (RMT) union are
carrying out rolling action over
pay and “fatigue management”,
and have asked for a 32-hour
week.

There was limited service
until 18:00 BST on Sunday and
little or no service between Mon-
day and Thursday.

The Elizabeth line and the
Overground are operating but
are busier than usual.

Transport for London (TfL)
has offered a 3.4% pay rise and
said it “welcomes further en-
gagement with our unions”, but
said a reduction in the contrac-
tual 35-hour week “is neither
practical nor affordable.”

Any services that were run-
ning on Sunday finished early.

Between Monday and Thurs-
day, there will be little or no ser-
vice on all of the Tube as different
parts of RMT membership walk
out on different days.

On Sunday, TfL reported that
the Bakerloo and Circle line were
completely suspended, whilst the
Central, Metropolitan and Picca-
dilly lines were part suspended.

Overground and Elizabeth

line trains have been able to
stop at stations shared with the
Tube, but at times they may
not be able to from Monday to
Thursday, TfL said.

There is also a separate
dispute on the Docklands Light
Railway (DLR) on Tuesday and
Thursday, which mean there will
be no DLR services on those
days.

The Elizabeth line and Over-
ground will be much busier
throughout the strike action.

The Tube will open late on
Friday 12 September, at 08:00.

Meanwhile, a whopping 60
bus routes across west and
southwest London could face sig-
nificant disruption, as thousands
of bus drivers, engineers and
controllers in the area are plan-
ning to go on strike.

Bus workers belonging to
Unite union have voted to take
industrial action over a pay dis-
pute with their employers, Lon-
don United and London Transit.
The two companies are both
owned by First Bus, which union
members say is trying deny
workers hundreds of pounds in
back pay.

The industrial action is plan-
ned to take place from 5am on
Friday 12 September to 5am on
Monday 15 September.

The same workers previous
walked out on Friday 29 August
and Monday 1 September.

Easyjet founder loses legal
battle with Premier Inn
over ‘Rest easy’ branding

ir Stelios Haji-loannou’s
S easyGroup has lost a legal
battle with Premier Inn

after the High Court dismissed
his claim that the hotel chain’s
“Rest easy” branding infringed
its intellectual property rights.

Describing the company as a
“frequent litigator”, the judge in
the case said in a ruling on Friday
that easyGroup was “claiming
exclusivity of the word ‘easy’ in
the hotels sphere, contrary to the
interests of consumers.”

Haji-loannou said easyGroup
would appeal the judgment,
which he described as “ridicu-
lous.” EasyGroup’s lawsuit against
Premier Inn, Britain’s biggest
hotel chain, was the latest in
a series of intellectual property
cases it has brought against
companies using “easy” as part
of their corporate identities.

Lawyers for easyGroup argued
that the wide use of “Rest easy”
on Premier Inn signage and in mar-
keting campaigns risked confusing
consumers and eroding the value
of its brands, which include easy-
Jet, easyHotel and easyCruise.

Premier Inn’s legal team said
that easyGroup was trying to
monopolise an “ordinary English
word” and that the hotel chain
“never intended to imitate, copy,
or otherwise reference” its brands.
The court was told that Premier
Inn had adopted the words “Rest
easy” in its branding in 2021 to
convey a message of “safety and
reassurance” to consumers in the
wake of the pandemic.

In his judgment on Friday,
deputy High Court judge Lance

Ashworth KC dismissed all of
easyGroup’s claims that Premier
Inn infringed three registered
trademarks - easyHotel, easy and
Rest Easy Apartments. The judge
said easyGroup was seeking “il-
legitimately to prevent” competi-
tion. He said there was a lack of
evidence that Premier Inn’s “Rest
easy” branding had caused “any
actual confusion” among consu-
mers.

Ashworth added: “Easy’ and
‘Rest easy’ do not mean the same
thing and the average consumer
would not understand them to
mean the same thing, let alone
in the context in which they were
being used.”

EasyGroup lawyers had told
the court it was “nonsense” to
claim the company founded by
Haji-loannou was seeking to
“monopolise the ordinary diction-
ary or descriptive word”.

Haji-loannou said in a state-
ment: “This is clearly the wrong
decision. It contains clear errors
of law that | am confident will be
overturned on appeal.”

If the decision stands, he said
he would “start a new business
called Premier Hotels and get
away with it.”

Premier Inn, owned by London-
listed Whitbread with more than
800 hotels across the UK, is a
particularly high-profile target for
easyGroup in its wide-ranging
efforts to enforce trademarks
through the courts. Whitbread said
in a statement that the judge had
reached the right decision, given
that “Rest easy is a familiar and
widely-used phrase.”

This is Larnaka region’s lar-
gest traditional event, which takes
place at a different rural village
each year, landing in Anglisides
for this year’s edition with a theme
of ‘Tastes of Olives and Aromas
of Tradition’. The event this year
celebrates 20 years of the festival
being organised by the ‘Women’s
Association of Rural Larnaka’
(WARL); a collective of women
from Larnaka region’s rural and
mountainous communities who
preserve and promote traditional
gastronomy and folkloric customs.
Visitors can expect stalls laden
with homemade, handmade tra-
ditional products, folkloric enter-
tainment, gastronomy demonstra-
tions, and activities for children,
among other surprises in the
rich programme!

» 15 October — 28 November
2025, Larnaca Biennale. The 4th
edition of the Larnaca Biennale
is bigger than ever with the theme
‘Along Lines and Traces’ and
the participation of two world-
renowned artists alongside those
selected through an open call.
Italy/USA-based artist Ann Taran-
tino and UK artist Steve Messam
will visit Larnaka to create site-
specific installations that trans-
form the city’s public spaces and
“spark conversation between

residents, visitors, and the city
itself.” The major cultural event
features a main exhibition and
parallel events such as concerts,
dance, theatre, performances,
lectures, and workshops.

Experience the sweet
beekeeping tradition

Beekeeping is perhaps not
the first thing that comes to
mind when you think of Larnaka
region and its golden coastline,
but up in the mountainous com-
munities (known as ‘Orini’), it is
a longstanding tradition.

Leaving Larnaka city, the re-
gion’s countryside villages make
way for its mountainous ones
where the Rural Larnaka Honey
Villages nestle. The first beekeep-
ing experience can be found in
quaint Vavla, and a second in
petite Melini as you climb higher
into the Orini areas.

Ecophysis - Vavla

The popular ‘Become a Bee-
keeper for a Day’ activity gives
visitors the chance to inspect the
hives to learn all about the diffe-
rent ‘jobs’ the bees have (with
protective suit), combined with
other activities depending on the
season. For autumn, activities
focus on extraction of fresh bees-
wax and raw honey, honey bot-
tling and maintaining the bee

population in the hives, including
making repairs. A picnic in nature
with fresh, local produce and
honey treats can also be enjoyed.

Thematic workshops are held
throughout the year, with the next
ones, 'Trip in Nature with Honey-
bees' taking place on 14, 21 and
28 September (a day of bee-
keeping, honeypie baking, village
brunch and beeswax candle
making).

Director, Georgia Shoshilou's
story started with “a biologist
falling in love with a beekeeper”,
and she is devoted to promoting
the importance of bees: "Our
focus at Ecophysis is two-fold;
producing premium honey and
honey-based products, alongside
promoting environmental educa-
tion about the life of bees and the
flora of Cyprus through our var-
ious activities and workshops. By
creating something immersive
we are able to share our passion
for sustainability in an informative
and engaging way for all ages, set
in our nature lover’s paradise!"

Oros Maxaira - Melini

At Oros Maxaira, a guided
visit through the facilities passes
by the apitherapy (bee wellness)
hut and features short, inform-
ative videos and a fun quiz. Visi-
tors get to observe the live bot-
tling process at the honey pro-
duction unit as well as taste the
delicious honey and other hive
products.

‘Adventures in the Hives’is an
immersive beekeeping activity
where participants observe the
bee community up close, learn-
ing about their fascinating world
and the natural treasures they
produce for human health, com-
plete with protective suit. Seaso-
nal workshops are also available,
with bee hotel workshops taking
place this autumn.

Beekeeping has been in the
Fillipou family for generations.
As Maria Solomonidou explains:
"Quality, tradition and family are
our ethos, and we have been
beekeeping since 1983, produc-
ing multi-awarded raw honey.

We are also deeply committed
to raising awareness about bee
protection.

“The second generation con-
tinues to evolve our product line
and services, with the expan-
sion to new premises in 2020.
We are also dedicated to
spreading awareness about bee
protection through a programme
called ‘Adopt a Hive'.

Visitors are warmly welcomed
into our beautiful, natural set-
ting; a place where tradition, in-

Traditional touches enhance
village character

As the city and coastline trail
towards rural and mountainous
communities, a different side of
Larnaka region emerges; tran-
quil, traditional and dotted with
villages full of unique charm.

Part of the Larnaka Tourism
Board ‘Annual Action Plan’ is to
help maintain this authenticity
through projects that honour the
proud heritage of the local com-
munities, with the support of the
Deputy Ministry of Tourism.

Lefkara - Old Fountain

Choirokoitia - Landscaping of
Traditional Arches

Choirokoitia village's historic
arches have been spruced up
with landscaping and traditional
details, creating nostalgic focal
points.

— Mosaic Planters

Nine mosaic planters have
been handmade for the nine vil-
lages that collectively comprise
the Larnaka Rural Honey Villages:
Kato Drys, Kato Lefkara, Layia,
Melini, Odou, Ora, Vavla, Vavat-
sinia and Agioi Vavatsinias.

Each cheerful planter has a
different nature and bee theme
to reflect the identity of the village,
and has been placed at a key
point — see if you can spot them
all during a self-guided tour of
the area!

A second project for a bee-
themed covering for the annual
bee and honey festivals will be
completed shortly.

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Top 5 Household

Tip: Do a contents valuation

Mistake 2:

Damage

Dropped laptops, spilled wine,
or a child’s football through the
TV - these are among the most
common claims that catch peo-
ple out. Many standard policies
don’t include accidental dam-
age unless you pay extra.

Tip: If you have children, pets,
or expensive electronics, consi-
der adding accidental damage
cover.

Mistake 3:
Not Checking Exclusions

Many policies exclude certain
items unless you specifically list
them. Bicycles in the shed, tools
in the garage, or furniture in the
garden may have little or no
cover.

Tip: Read your policy care-

fully and add specified items if
needed.

Mistake 4:
Poor Maintenance

- such as leaky roofs or serviced
boilers - are often rejected.

Tip: Keep your property well
maintained and service key
systems annually.

Mistake 5:
Not Updating Renovations

If you're adding an extension,
converted a loft, or upgrading
your kitchen, your rebuilding cost
and contents value may have
increased. Failing to update
your insurer could mean you're
not covered due to undisclosed
information or underinsured.

Tip: Notify your insurer be-
fore any major home improve-
ments.

they did?

FILM OF THE WEEK

Island

This little gem is a fine exam-
ple of how brilliant a successful
European co-production can be
- but thanks to Brexit, it is now
a thing of the past for British
cinema.

German filmmaker Jan-Ole
Gerster tells a gripping story
co-written by him along with
Blaz Kutin and Lawrie Doran.

The action takes place on the
Canary lIslands and the story
follows Tom (Sam Riley), an Eng-
lish former professional tennis
player, who now works as a
couch in a hotel resort in Fuerte-
ventura. Tom has been working
there for years and is practically
part of the furniture by now. It is
a stunning place and he is well
known and respected by the
locals but the monotonous, re-
petitive rhythm of life drives Tom
into despair and alcohol.

He is often found collapsed
on the beach or in the desert
after a hard night’s drinking but
the locals or the traffic control
policeman fail to raise even an
eyebrow. But everything changes
when a mysterious woman called
Anne (Stacy Martin) checks into
the hotel with her husband Dave
(Jack Farthing) and their young
son...

Itis intriguing, atmospheric and
keeps one guessing till the end
in the best Hitchcock tradition.
It is expertly directed by Gerster,
who coaches a remarkable per-
formance from Riley in his best
role since his breakthrough film
CONTROL.

Martin is also effective as the
enigmatic Hitchcock blonde in
this satisfying thriller.

Christy

This marks the assured direc-
torial debut of Brendan Canty,
who has a deft hand in casting
Alan O’'Gorman'’s sharply written
and fully fleshed screenplay.

The action takes place on
Cork’s working class Northside
and the story follows Christy
(Danny Power), a 17-year-old
who moves with his estranged
older brother Shane (Diarmuid
Noyes) and his young family after
he is thrown out of his suburban
foster home. Shane wants to be-
lieve this is a temporary arrange-
ment but Christy begins to re-
connect with his past and to
make new friends in the commu-
nity...

Canty makes great use of the
Cork locations and elicits a per-
suasive performance from Power
as the eponymous hero and
strong performances from his
entire cast particularly from his
handpicked younger actors.

It feels authentic and real
thanks to Canty’s well observed
direction.

The Conjuring:
Last Rites

The last chapter of this suc-
cessful franchise, which is based

on real events, brings back ex-
pert paranormal investigators
Ed (Patrick Wilson) and Loraine
(Vera Farmiga) in a story that
comes full circle.

It opens in the mid-sixties when
a heavily pregnant Loraine nearly
loses her baby during a demonic
haunting and now twenty years
later her daughter Judy is still
haunted by horrible visions.

Meanwhile, the Warrens are
drawn back from retirement when
Father Gordon (Steve Coulter)
begs them to come and help a
family persecuted by evil spirits...

Michael Chaves sets up the
mood of the piece most satisfac-
tory in an otherwise overlong
horror that is in desperate need
of trimming. Still, there are some
brilliant sequences exploiting
mirror images and provides lots
of chills and thrills to satisfy the
aficionados of the genre.

The Thursday
Murder Club

This has to be one of the most
eagerly awaited and heavily pub-
licised projects of sometime,

which pleasantly lives up to its
hype.

Itis based on Richard Osman’s
international best-seller, which
follows the story of four amateur
sleuths in a picturesque country
retirement home. Elizabeth (Helen
Mirren), Ron (Pierce Brosnan)
and |brahim (Ben Kingsley) are
thrilled when Joyce (Celia Imrie),
an experienced nurse, becomes
the latest resident in their coun-
try home. They spend their time,
particularly their Thursdays, solv-
ing old murder cases for fun and
Joyce’s knowledge in medicine
is invaluable to the group. They
can'’t believe their luck when a
real murder happens on their
doorstep...

This eclectic group of actors led
by Mirren, who deliciously sends
up her THE QUEEN image in one
sequence, relish their opportu-
nity to interact amongst such a
prestigious company and their
enjoyment is infectious.

Chris Columbus, the director
of HOME ALONE and the first
couple of the HARRY POTTER
franchise, delivers the goods
aplenty and his enjoyable mur-
der mystery is perfectly compli-
mented with superb production
values. (Netflix)

The Assassin

An intriguing first part of a
six part television series set in
Greece which sadly falls flat in
subsequent episodes despite
the striking presence of Keeley
Hawes and its beautiful Greek
locations.

She plays Julie Green, a retired
assassin living in Greece, who
is reunited with her estranged
son Edward (Freddie Highmore),
desperate to know the identity of
his father and about his mother’s
past. But in the middle of this
reconciliation an assassin from
Julie’s past is lurking in the sha-
dows...

The premise is fun but the de-
velopment of the story becomes
so preposterous that it loses any
credibility and Freddie Highmore
is seriously miscast and is utterly
unconvincing as the son. (Prime)

o much has been said
S and written about two of

England’s most famous
playwrights, William Shakes-
peare (Edward Bluemel) and
Christopher ‘Kit’ Marlowe (Ncuti
Gatwa). To the extent that watch-
ing Liz Duffy Adams’ Born With
Teeth (Wyndhams Theatre)
has a sense of déja vu and déja
entendu about it. Nevertheless,
she brings a teasing perspec-
tive in exploring what the out-
come would have been if the two
of them had got it together, in
the literary and carnal sense. As
played out here, the former is far
more interesting which will pro-
bably not satisfy twenty first cen-
tury human prurience, though the
godly Elizabethans may have
turned a blind eye to such un-
godly thoughts.

This Royal Shakespeare
production, directed by Daniel
Evans, is a play of contrasts with
Adams throwing in a gamut of
ifs, buts and actualities. Religion
divides them, Kit being a non-
believer and ‘Will’ also in denial
of following anything formal
but of course swears by “There
are more things in heaven and
earth...” Then there is the idea
that Kit was the Kim Philby of
his day, making the royal court
his playground of gossip and
deceit. Perfect material for a
play perhaps, but it is used here
to highlight the trust or mistrust
that exists between them. Un-
surprisingly for two erudite and
driven men on an upward trajec-
tory, they eye each other with
great suspicion. And with all that
testosterone swishing around,
so their libidos would have been
heightened, perhaps. The ques-
tion arises of whether they went
any further than a literary bro-
mance, presented by Adams as
yet another tease with a flurry of
flirting like two wrestlers rolling
around in the mud of a medie-
val theatre.

“Ye shall know them by their
fruits” is more apt because in
the end, it is their unforgettably
brilliant writing that we remember
and it also here that both Blue-
mel and Gatwa have most fun,
quoting from their work, which
we hear in both evolution and
conclusion. The pen is most cer-
tainly mightier than the penis. It

is an intriguing production and
Evans uses all sorts of techno-
logical tools to give it a contem-
porary feel. Counterintuitive and
effective. These are two very
fine actors and Bluemel is the
perfect understated gawky foil
for Gatwa’s extrovert poet in
perpetual motion.

So, did they or didn’t they?
A modern, liberal audience will
not give a fiddlestick about that
but the other hypotheses thrown
up by Adams are tantalising
teases worth experiencing. After
all, “He that loves pleasure must
for pleasure fall.”

And Davit Bratliou wraps up
our Proms coverage...

The Classic Thriller Sound-
tracks Prom on Thursday lived
up to its thrilling billing of film
scores from the likes of Psycho,
North by Northwest and Shaft.
Such was the quality of the
playing by the BBC Concert
Orchestra under Principal Guest
Conductor and concert curator
Edwin Outwater, and the array
of outstanding singers, that
choosing highlights is nigh on
impossible. Outwater had “nuff
soul” and it shone through when
he put the orchestra through
their paces for Isaac Hayes’
Shaft and Quincy Jones’s Iron-
side. Jazz and soul that had me
wanting to get up and groove.

Ashton Jones gave a beauti-
ful rendition of In the Heat of the
Night — I've never heard it sung
so skilfully before and his is a
name | will be looking out for in
future. Lance Ellington on the
other hand is tried and tested
and his voice is still silky and
mellifluous. Another name to
look out for is cellist Sterling
Elliott who played Erich Wolf-
gang Korngold's Cello Concerto
in C major (from Deception) with
passion and beautiful contrast.
There was so much to savour and
applaud in the concert and Edith
Bowen did a grand job in present-
ing, giving us history and anec-
dotes about the composers and
directors. A wonderful evening.
