City on Tuesday, with Defence
Minister Israel Katz proclaiming
“Gaza is burning” as residents
described the heaviest bombard-
ment since the war began two
years ago.

An Israel Defence Forces (IDF)
official said troops were advan-
cing deeper into the enclave’s
main city and that reinforcements
would be deployed in the coming
days to confront an estimated
3,000 Hamas fighters.

“The IDF strikes with an iron
fist at the terrorist infrastructure,”
Katz wrote on X. “IDF soldiers are

I srael launched a long-threat-

fighting bravely to create the con-
ditions for the release of the hos-
tages and the defeat of Hamas.”

The offensive went ahead
despite warnings from European
leaders - who have threatened
sanctions - and from some Israeli
military commanders who fear
the move could backfire.

In Washington, President
Donald Trump backed Israel, war-
ning Hamas would have “hell to
pay” if it used hostages as hu-
man shields.

International criticism grew
louder on Tuesday after a UN
Commission of Inquiry accused
Israel of committing genocide in

Gaza, a claim Israel dismissed
as “scandalous” and “fake.”

The 72-page report cites mass
killings, blockades of humanita-
rian aid, forced displacement, and
the destruction of a fertility clinic
as evidence of genocide, echoing
similar conclusions reached by
rights groups.

The commission determined
that Israel’s actions met four of
the five criteria outlined in the
1948 UN Genocide Convention:
killing; causing serious bodily or
mental harm; deliberately inflict-
ing life-threatening conditions;
and imposing measures intended
to prevent births.

Its findings are based on victim
and witness interviews, medical
testimony, verified open-source
material, and satellite imagery
collected since the war began.

UN Secretary-General Anto-
nio Guterres described the situ-
ation as “horrendous,” calling the
war “morally, politically and legally
intolerable.”

Gaza health authorities repor-
ted at least 75 people killed on
Tuesday, most in Gaza City, in-
cluding victims of an Israeli strike
on a vehicle carrying displaced
families fleeing south.

Israel renewed calls for civilians

to evacuate, sending tens of
thousands streaming out of Gaza
City by donkey cart, rickshaw, car,
or on foot. The IDF estimated that
40% of residents had already
fled. Hamas said 350,000 people
had left the eastern districts for
shelters in central and western
Gaza, while another 175,000
had headed south.

But many remain trapped - too
poor to leave, unable to find shel-
ter, or with no safe destination.
Much of Gaza City was reduced
to rubble during the early weeks
of the 2023 war, yet nearly a mil-
lion Palestinians had returned
to live among the ruins. Forcing
them out now risks confining
most of Gaza’s population to
overcrowded camps in the south,
where food, medicine, and space
are scarce.

Three more people died from
malnutrition in the past 24 hours,
raising Gaza'’s official starvation
death toll to 428, according to the
health ministry. Israel disputes
those figures, saying the extent
of hunger has been exaggerated.

Since the start of its military
campaign against Hamas, Israel’'s
assault has killed more than
64,000 Palestinians, Gaza’s health
ministry said.

UK rolls out red carpet for US President Donald Trump

resident Donald Trump
Pon Wednesday began
his unprecedented sec-

ond state visit to Britain, with
royal pageantry serving as the
backdrop to high-stakes diplo-
matic talks, even as questions
surrounding Jeffrey Epstein cast
a shadow over the occasion.
King Charles and the royal
family welcomed the U.S. presi-
dent at Windsor Castle with a
lavish display of ceremony, inclu-
ding a carriage procession, gun
salutes, a military flypast and a
state banquet. British officials des-

cribed it as the most elaborate
military welcome for a visiting
head of state in living memory.

Trump, an enthusiastic admirer
of the monarchy, has made no
secret of his delight at being the
first U.S. president - and the first
elected politician - invited for two
state visits.

“I love King Charles,” he wrote
earlier this year on Truth Social.
On arrival, he described Britain
as “a very special place.”

Prime Minister Keir Starmer
sought to channel Trump’s good-
will into strengthening the so-

called “special relationship.” His
government used the visit to
deepen economic ties, secure
billions of dollars in investment,
advance trade discussions and
press Trump on Ukraine.

The trip has already yielded
results: a new technology pact
under which companies including
Microsoft, Nvidia, Google and
OpenAl pledged £31 billion ($42
billion) in investments in artificial
intelligence, quantum computing
and civil nuclear energy. Starmer
also pushed for further progress
on tariffs.

“Basically, I'm there also on
trade,” Trump said before de-
parting Washington on Tuesday.
“They’d like to see if they could
get a little bit better deal, so we’'ll
talk to them.”

Security was tight, with a major
police operation in Windsor and
1,600 officers deployed in London
to manage protests by the “Stop
the Trump Coalition.” Demonstra-
tors pulled off a stunt in Windsor,
projecting images of Trump and
the late sex offender Jeffrey
Epstein onto one of the castle’s
towers. Police said four people
were arrested for malicious

communications.

The Epstein issue also touched
the British government. Starmer
last week dismissed Peter Man-
delson as ambassador to Wash-
ington over his ties to Epstein,
an episode that could invite un-
comfortable questions for both
Starmer and Trump.

Public reaction in London was
divided. Some commuters ex-
pressed anger over the red-carpet
treatment, while others viewed
the visit as savvy politics and a
boost to Britain’s global influence.

Wednesday’s events were
dominated by ceremony. The
Trumps were greeted by Prince
William and Princess Kate before
joining King Charles and Queen
Camilla for a carriage procession
through the castle grounds, lined
by 1,300 service personnel. They
also viewed items from the Royal
Collection related to U.S. history
and visited St George’s Chapel,
where Trump laid a wreath at
Queen Elizabeth II's tomb.

The day concluded with a state
banquet at Windsor Castle, where
both the king and the president
delivered speeches, preceded
by a military flypast.

Federation hosts dinner
with Cypriot Deputy
Minister of Shipping

The Executive Committee
of the National Federa-
tion of Cypriots in the
UK hosted a working dinner
on Sunday 14th September in
honour of the Deputy Minis-
ter of Shipping of the Repub-
lic of Cyprus. Ms. Marina Had-
jimanolis attended the dinner
along with her associates as
part of her working visit to
London.

Welcoming the Minister, the
Federation’s President, Christos
Karaolis praised the Republic
of Cyprus’ “significant maritime
industry for its economic and
strategic importance.” He also
thanked the Minister for her on-
going support.

In turn, Ms. Hadjimanolis
emphasised that the presence
of the Cypriot diaspora in the
UK is invaluable. She notably
stated that the diaspora streng-
thens ties and acts as the best
ambassador of Cyprus, inclu-
ding the maritime industry.

Ms. Hadjimanolis also high-
lighted the excellent coopera-
tion between Cyprus and the
United Kingdom in the field of
shipping. She said “It is a rela-
tionship based on mutual trust
and strategic benefit for both
countries. Of particular impor-
tance is the Memorandum of
Understanding maintained bet-
ween Cyprus and the UK.”

Additionally, Ms. Hadjimano-

lis stressed the importance
of strengthening ties with the
Commonwealth, by implemen-
ting the Memorandum of Under-
standing signed for the estab-
lishment of a Commonwealth
Blue Charter Centre of Excel-
lence in Cyprus.

Furthermore, Ms. Hadjimano-
lis placed special emphasis on
the fact that “shipping is one of
the main pillars of the Cypriot
economy, with Cyprus holding
the 11th largest shipping fleet
in the world and the 3rd largest
in Europe.”

She went on to say that “Cyp-
rus has evolved into a modern,
efficient, and comprehensive
maritime centre, ranking as one
of the top three ship manage-
ment centres globally and the
largest in Europe. Revenue from
ship management in the second
half of 2024 totalled €916 mil-
lion, with the sector’s contribu-
tion from the UK amounting to
€27.5 million. Major shipping
companies based in the UK are
active in Limassol, choosing the
Cypriot flag for their vessels.”

The Deputy Minister of Ship-
ping was accompanied by
the High Commissioner of the
Republic of Cyprus to the Uni-
ted Kingdom, Dr. Kyriacos Kou-
ros, the Deputy High Commis-
sioner Mr. Spyros Miltiadis,
and the Consul Mr. Odysseas
Odysseos.

Concern over expansion of
Israel's military operations

C yprus Deputy Minister
for European Affairs,
Marilena Raouna, ex-
pressed serious concern over
the expansion of military ope-
rations by Israel, condemning
the violation of Qatar’s terri-
torial integrity, during her in-
tervention on Tuesday before
the General Affairs Council of

the EU in Brussels.

During the meeting, issues re-
garding the preparation for the
upcoming European Council (23-
24 October 2025), the legisla-
tive programming of the EU for
2026, and the Rule of Law in the
EU and candidate countries (Al-
bania, North Macedonia, Monte-
negro, Serbia) were discussed.
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Dozens of officers injured as up to
150,000 join Tommy Robinson rally

Twenty-six police officers
were injured during a mass
demonstration organised
by far-right activist Tommy Rob-
inson, which drew an estimated
150,000 people through central
London.

The Metropolitan Police said
violence broke out at the “Unite
the Kingdom” rally, with protes-
ters hurling bottles and other
objects at officers. Four officers
sustained serious injuries.

Tech billionaire Elon Musk
addressed the crowd via video-
link from Whitehall, while around
5,000 people joined a counter-
demonstration led by Stand Up
To Racism nearby.

Police initially reported 25

arrests for a range of offences
but later revised the figure to 24.
The Met described the violence
as “wholly unacceptable” and
warned further arrests are expec-
ted as investigators work to iden-
tify offenders.

To manage the unrest, the Met
deployed 1,000 officers, suppor-
ted by 500 reinforcements from
other forces including Leicester-
shire, Nottinghamshire, and Devon
and Cornwall.

Assistant Commissioner Matt
Twist praised officers for policing
“without fear or favour” under chal-
lenging conditions. He detailed
injuries suffered by officers, inclu-
ding broken teeth, concussion,
a prolapsed disc, a head wound,

and a suspected broken nose.

Home Secretary Shabana Mah-
mood condemned the attacks
on police, warning that “anyone
taking part in criminal activity
will face the full force of the law.”

The protests remained mostly
peaceful in the early stages, but
tensions rose as the two groups
clashed on Whitehall. With
crowds larger than organisers
had anticipated, many protesters
attempted to push into secure
areas and into spaces occupied
by counter-demonstrators.

When officers intervened, they
were met with punches and kicks.
Riot police, mounted units, and
dogs were deployed to separate
the opposing sides. At one point,
a glass bottle struck a police
horse, causing it and its rider to
stumble.

Scuffles later broke out as offi-
cers wielded batons to push back
Robinson’s supporters near Tra-
falgar Square and Whitehall.

Robinson, whose real name is
Stephen Yaxley-Lennon, used
the rally’s stage - branded as a
“freedom of speech festival” -
to accuse politicians of stealing
his rhetoric and to claim that
courts had prioritised the rights
of undocumented migrants over
those of local communities.

The rally also featured

speeches from TV presenter
Katie Hopkins, former actor Lau-
rence Fox, and TV personality
Ant Middleton, who had earlier
marched at the front of the pro-
cession from Waterloo station.

Musk, in his surprise appear-
ance, criticised “massive uncon-
trolled migration” and called for
a UK general election.

“Something’s got to be done,”
he told Robinson during a video-
link interview.

Meanwhile, at the Stand Up
To Racism counter-protest, in-
dependent MP Diane Abbott told
demonstrators: “We know racism
and violence and fascism are not
new. But we have always de-
feated them.”

Attendees said they had
travelled from across the UK to
stand against the rally. Some
described it as their duty, while
others expressed concern over
“the narrative of hate being ped-
dled.”

The event concluded around
6:30pm, with Robinson promis-
ing to stage another.

The 42-year-old was released
from prison earlier this year
after serving time for breaching
a court order by repeating false
claims about a Syrian refugee
who had successfully sued him
for libel.

Cyprus Government positive
on meeting on September 27

he Government of Cyprus
Thas responded positively
to a proposal by the United
Nations to hold a joint meeting
between President Nikos Chris-
todoulides and Turkish Cypriot
leader Ersin Tatar on September
27 in New York, with UN Secre-
tary-General Anténio Guterres,
Government Spokesperson Kon-
stantinos Letymbiotis said on
Friday.
Speaking to reporters at the
Presidential Palace, Letymbiotis
noted that Nicosia had been con-

sulted by the UN on the proposed
date and had given its positive
response. He added that official
announcements would be issued
by the UN once arrangements
are finalised.

Commenting on President
Christodoulides’ earlier meeting
with UN Secretary-General’s
Personal Envoy Maria Angela
Holguin, the Spokesperson said
that her presence ahead of the
President’s trip to New York points
out the Secretary-General’s per-
sonal commitment to restarting

negotiations, always within the
agreed framework.

The focus of the discussions,
Letymbiotis said, was preparation
for the meeting. “The President
of the Republic reiterated clearly
our side’s willingness to conti-

nue contributing in every possi-
ble way to the UN Secretary-
General’s efforts to restart nego-
tiations from the point at which
they were left, always in accor-
dance with the UN Security
Council resolutions,” he said.

Warning issued to

Brits in Cyprus

ritons are being warned
B they could end up in court

if they buy a house in
northern Cyprus where proper-
ties are up to 50% cheaper than
in the south.

Unsuspecting pensioners who
dream of a home in the sun for
their retirement may discover
that what they purchased was
not owned by the person who
sold it to them.

At the time of the invasion,
which divided the island in two,
the amount of private property
owned by Greek Cypriots in the
occupied north was 84%. More
than 160,000 of them were forced
to flee to the south, now the Re-
public of Cyprus, leaving behind
their homes and land.

Many of the 45,000 Turkish
Cypriots living in the south at
the time went the other way and
moved into some of the empty
properties, as did settlers arriv-
ing from mainland Turkey.

Now the Republic of Cyprus,
where 1.3m Brits go on holiday
every year, is getting tough on
criminals who are illegally sell-
ing off properties which the flee-
ing Greek Cypriots were forced
to leave behind.

In May, two Hungarian women
were jailed for advertising the
sale of Greek properties in the
north online. Now four more peo-
ple, a Ukrainian man, a German
national and two Israelis, are
awaiting trial on a variety of char-
ges, including advertising the
sale of a Greek Cypriot property
and illegal possession.

Warnings are being issued
about websites, such as ‘Live and

Invest Overseas’, which are en-
couraging expats to move to
Kyrenia, “the tourism capital of
North Cyprus.”

Avideo on the website entitled
‘8 Things You Should Know About
Cyprus’ does not even mention
the fact that the island has been
bitterly divided for half a century.
Instead, it says: “Discover Kyre-
nia, Cyprus — an ideal destina-
tion to live, invest or retire for ex-
pats. With affordable living costs,
quality healthcare and everything
you need to know about making
Kyrenia your next home.”

Property in northern Cyprus
is significantly cheaper than the
Republic of Cyprus, with prices
often being 30-50% lower, mainly
due to higher development and
tourism in the south as well as
different currencies which ope-
rate.

Menelaos Menelaou, the Chief
Negotiator for the Republic of
Cyprus, warned Brits not to be
fooled into buying a property in
the occupied north. He said:
“They should definitely be care-
ful because they are going to a
place where there is an occupa-
tion, anillegal occupation and an
illegal regime that cannot produce
any legal acts, including in the
field of the selling and buying of
properties.”

He added that “even if they
didn’t buy the property knowing-
ly, that does not constitute an
excuse because the buyer would
have to check whether the pro-
perty sale is of a legal nature.”

nfield Labour has launched

E a survey for Enfield resi-
dents to tell us about their

views on community safety in En-
field.

This follows the letter from Clir
Ergin Erbil, the leader of Enfield
Council to Sir Mark Rowley, the
Commissioner of the Metropoli-
tan Police.

In that letter, Clir Erbil called
on the Metropolitan Police to re-
examine their decision to close
the front counter at Edmonton
Police Station, which would leave
Enfield without a front counter
for residents to report crime in
person.

Clir Erbil said “We’re building
a safer Enfield thanks to support

and funding from the Labour gov-
ernment and the Labour Mayor
of London, and thanks to the hard
work of our council, volunteers
and community groups, and part-
ners. Thanks to more funding and
close partnership work, we're
cutting crime.

We're really proud of the work
we have done with the police re-
cently. Operation Pisces in Ed-
monton led to over 800 arrests
and counting as part of a Clear-
Hold-Build project. We've also
worked with the police and coun-
cil officers on our Weekend Park
and Town Centre Patrols over the
summer, which led to a reduction
in crime and antisocial behaviour
across our parks. Residents and
businesses told us they felt safer
because of the extra presence

and the high-visibility patrols in
parks and town centres, including
Pymmes Park, Jubilee Park, Town
Park, Albany Park, and others.

Over 60 local venues have
signed up to our Women'’s Safety
Charter, helping women and girls
feel safer when travelling, work-
ing, or socialising.

We secured £420,000 from
the Mayor of London’s Violence
Reduction Unit to expand youth
mentoring and diversion projects,
alongside our ongoing youth
clubs, Summer University, and
street work.

We are also tackling extremism
through staff training, school
workshops, close work with the
Police and Home Office, and
building stronger links between
local faith groups.

As Enfield’s Labour council
we've introduced funds like the
Opening Doors community fund,
for groups in Ponders End and
Edmonton to tackle serious vio-
lence. We've introduced security
patrols on our council-owned
housing estates.

We've also made sure that
every neighbourhood has a
named, contactable police ser-
geant, who is available to deal
with local issues, thanks to fund-
ing from the government and

our Mayor.

Community safety is one of En-
field Labour’s top priorities. By
working together, we are reduc-
ing crime, preventing harm, and
building a safer, stronger Enfield.

Fourteen years of Tory cuts to
police budgets and to the number
of police on our streets left La-
bour with a massive job to do, to
take back control of our streets.
The Tories left all public services
underfunded, undervalued, and
on their knees, including our front-
line police teams.

We believe that Police should
be closer to the communities they
serve, so we are calling for a new
Policing Hub for Enfield.

Free Parking at Forty Hall protected by Enfield Labour

aving listened to feedback

H from the local community
and local schools, busi-
nesses, and community groups,
Enfield’s Labour run council has
confirmed that the car park at
Forty Hall will remain free and
that the proposal for a Controlled
Parking Zone (CPZ) in the Forty
Hall area will no longer go ahead.
Clir Ergin Erbil, the leader of
Enfield Council said “As a council
that listens to our residents, we
have taken on the feedback from
the community that they want the

car park at Forty Hall to remain
free of charge. We recognise the
concerns around accessibility,
cost and public transport links
that were raised as part of the
consultation process, and have
listened to these concerns.
“We want to make sure that
the Forty Hall Estate is financially
secure going forward, so that
future generations of the com-
munity in Enfield can continue to
enjoy it and make use of it. We're
going to look at increasing the
use of Forty Hall for private func-

tions like weddings and other
community events. Our biodiver-
sity net gain policies will also
raise revenue for the estate, in-
cluding our tours of the famous
beaver enclosures.

“Enfield Council faced fourteen
years of Tory cuts to our funding,
which left us the seventh worst
funded local authority in the
country. We had to look at every
available option to continue to set
a balanced budget, whilst costs
to our services such as Adult
Social Care and SEND spiralled.

This isn’'t an Enfield problem, it
was a nationwide problem. Now
we have a government that is
tackling those issues and giving
councils like Enfield fairer fund-
ing. How dare the Enfield Tories
try to make political capital out
of Enfield Labour trying to deal
with the dreadful hand we were
dealt by the Tories in government.

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Robert Redford

obert Redford, who died
Ron September 16, 2025,
at the age of 89, lived the
kind of American life that be-
comes myth. He was a golden-
haired leading man whose looks
could have been enough. He was
a filmmaker who chose to direct
stories not about spectacle but
about pain, compassion, and
survival. He was an activist who
put his wealth and fame behind
environmental causes, truth in
journalism, and independent
voices in film.

Redford gleamed through
more than 80 movies, many of
them classics. His life included
decades of activism and found-
ing the Sundance Institute that
profoundly shaped decades of
independent film.

Early steps toward stardom

Born Charles Robert Redford
Jr. on August 18, 1936, in Santa
Monica, he was the child of
modest means. His father was
a milkman turned accountant;
his mother died when he was
only eighteen. Redford drifted
through youth: gifted at base-
ball, surfing, and drawing, but
restless, unsettled. He briefly at-
tended the University of Colora-
do, then studied art in Europe,
before settling on acting as the
pursuit that matched his restless
energy with purpose.

He began in theatre, on Broad-
way in Barefoot in the Park, and
on television in series like The
Untouchables and Alfred Hitch-
cock Presents, and he memo-
rably played Death in a classic
episode of The Twilight Zone.
His first films, such as War Hunt
(1962), hinted at his serious-
ness. But Hollywood did not quite
know what to do with him. He
was too beautiful to be just ano-
ther actor, and too thoughtful to
be content with lightweight parts.

His breakout came in the late
1960s, when the old studio sys-
tem was crumbling and Ameri-
can cinema was searching for
new heroes.

Redford’s starred in Barefoot
in the Park (1967), where he re-
prised his Broadway role as the
buttoned-up young lawyer oppo-
site Jane Fonda. His charm, wit,
and understated timing revealed
a natural screen presence. The
film showcased his ability to
balance humour with sincerity,
establishing him as a leading
man of effortless charisma.

The Sundance Kid

Butch Cassidy and the
Sundance Kid (1969) is where
Robert Redford became Robert
Redford. Paired with Paul New-
man, he played Harry Longa-
baugh - known to history as the
Sundance Kid. Newman had the
lines and the charm, but Red-

ford had the gaze, the wary intel-
ligence, the sense of inevitabili-
ty. Together they embodied a
dying West, outlaws on the run
not just from the law but from
the closing of possibilities.

The film was light on its sur-
face, filled with buddy banter
and the famous bicycle ride with
Katharine Ross. But it carried a
melancholy that deepened the
laughs. Redford understood that
this was a story about men who
could not survive in the modern
world. His Sundance was grace-
ful, funny, but also doomed. That
blend of humour and tragedy
would mark much of his career.

The partnership with Newman
would continue in The Sting
(1973), one of the great enter-
tainments of its decade. Redford
played Johnny Hooker, a small-
time grifter learning the ropes of
a con against a crime boss. The
joy of that film is its elegance -
how Newman and Redford dance
through the twists. Redford’s
performance is sly, understated,
and deeply appealing. The film
won the Oscar for Best Picture
and made him a superstar.

The Way We Were and
Gatsby

Redford could easily have
stayed in the outlaw-rogue niche.
But he was too ambitious for
that. In The Way We Were (1973),
opposite Barbra Streisand, he
played Hubbell Gardiner - a gol-
den college man, gifted with looks
and charm, but hollow at the
centre. Streisand’s Katie loves
him, but he cannot return the in-
tensity. The film is remembered
for Streisand’s voice and passion,
but Redford’s performance is
essential: he is the man we love
to look at, but cannot trust to stay.
It is perhaps the best use of
Redford’s beauty in his career,
to show how beauty can conceal
emptiness.

That same year, he played Jay
Gatsby in Jack Clayton’s adap-
tation of The Great Gatsby. Fitz-
gerald’s novel is nearly unfilm-
able, but Redford gave it an ear-
nest try. His Gatsby was digni-
fied, yearning, too polite to be
tragic. The movie falters, but in
Redford’s careful stillness we
see the ache of the American
dream. He may not have cap-
tured Fitzgerald’s lyricism, but he
embodied the paradox: a man
who can acquire everything ex-
cept the one thing he wants.

All the President’s Men

If one role defined Redford’s
seriousness, it was Bob Wood-
ward in All the President’'s Men
(1976). The Watergate scandal
was still fresh, Nixon only recently
resigned, when Redford decided
to tell the story of two young re-
porters - Woodward and Carl

Bernstein - who followed the
money and exposed the rot at
the highest level.

Redford was not interested in
playing a hero in the conven-
tional sense. There are no car
chases, no shootouts, no love
scenes. Instead, the drama is in
the details: notes scribbled,
phones dialed, doors knocked
upon. Redford’s Woodward is
cautious, dogged, respectful of
fact. Alongside Dustin Hoffman
as Bernstein, he created one of
the great procedural films, and
one of the most patriotic. In an age
when journalism itself is under
attack, All the President’'s Men
remains a beacon: truth can be
pursued, and truth matters.

Out of Africa

Redford’s career reached ano-
ther peak in Out of Africa (1985),
Sydney Pollack’s sweeping ro-
mance with Meryl Streep. He
played Denys Finch Hatton, the
great white hunter who woos
Streep’s Karen Blixen. The film
is lush, almost too beautiful, but
Redford and Streep ground it in
reality. Their chemistry is remark-
able: she intense, precise, year-
ning; he relaxed, enigmatic, elu-
sive. One can see why she loves
him, and why she cannot hold
him. Redford’s refusal to adopt a
British accent was controversial,
but it works: his Hatton is less a
historical figure than a projection
of freedom.

Behind the camera

In 1980, Redford directed his
first film, Ordinary People, and
won the Academy Award for Best
Director. The story of a suburban
family torn apart by the death of
one son and the survivor’s guilt
of another, it is a devastatingly
quiet film. Timothy Hutton, Don-
ald Sutherland, and Mary Tyler
Moore give career-defining per-
formances.

What is remarkable is how Red-
ford directs: without flash, with-
out vanity, with great patience.
He allows silence to speak. He
observes people failing to say
what they mean, and in those fail-
ures lies the truth. The Academy
rewarded him, but more impor-
tantly, audiences recognised that
Redford was not content to be
just a face. He was a storyteller.

Later directing projects, like
A River Runs Through It (1992)
and Quiz Show (1994), confirmed
his gift. A River Runs Through
It, based on Norman Maclean’s
memoir, is a love letter to family,
fishing, and the land. Quiz Show
is about the corruption of a tele-
vision game show in the 1950s,
but more deeply about the cor-
ruption of American innocence.
Both films show Redford’s belief
in morality, in the quiet choices
that reveal who we are.

The aging star

As Redford grew older, he
chose his roles carefully. In Snea-
kers (1992), he showed a play-
ful side, leading a team of misfit
hackers. In The Horse Whisperer
(1998), which he also directed,
he played a healer of horses and
people, opposite Kristin Scott
Thomas.

But his most remarkable later
performance may be All Is Lost
(2013). For nearly two hours,
Redford is alone on a boat in the
Indian Ocean, struggling to sur-
vive after his vessel is damaged.
There is almost no dialogue.
Every gesture, every look, carries
weight. It is a performance of
endurance, of dignity. Watching it,
one cannot help but see Redford
himself: older, weathered, still
fighting, still refusing to give up.

His final starring role came in
The Old Man & the Gun (2018),
where he played an aging bank
robber who cannot stop doing
what he loves. It was a fitting fare-
well: charming, sly, rueful, acknow-
ledging that even legends fade,
but they can fade with style.

Sundance and activism

Perhaps Redford’s greatest
contribution to cinema beyond
his own career was the Sundance
Institute and Film Festival. Foun-
ded in the early 1980s in Utah,
Sundance became the beating
heart of American independent
film. It gave space to voices out-
side the mainstream, directors
like Steven Soderbergh, Quentin
Tarantino, Kimberly Peirce, Kelly
Reichardt, Ryan Coogler. With-
out Redford, the indie boom of
the 1990s might not have hap-
pened.

Redford also spent decades
fighting for the environment. He
spoke for land conservation, clean
energy, the preservation of wil-
derness. He bought land in Utah
not to develop it, but to keep it
safe. He was not naive; he knew
the forces against him were vast.
But he believed that to do no-
thing was a betrayal.

Personal life and loss

Redford’s personal life was
marked by both joy and tragedy.
He married twice - first to Lola Van
Wagenen, with whom he had four
children, and later to German art-
ist Sibylle Szaggars, who survives
him. His son Scott died in infancy.
His son James, a filmmaker and
activist, died in 2020 at the age
of 58. These losses marked him
deeply, as did the death of close
collaborators like Sydney Pollack
and Paul Newman.

Redford never courted scan-
dal, never relished tabloid atten-
tion. He preferred the quiet of
Sundance, the company of family,
the solace of painting and nature.
He resisted the label of “legend,”

because legends are frozen,
and he believed in growth.

The meaning of
Robert Redford

What do we make of Robert
Redford? He was not the most
versatile actor of his generation,
nor the most daring. But he was
something rarer: a star who never
betrayed his intelligence. He un-
derstood his beauty, and he used
it - sometimes to lure us in, some-
times to show us its emptiness.
He trusted silence, trusted the
audience to lean in. He made choi-
ces that reflected conscience:
All the President’'s Men, Quiz
Show, Truth. He directed films
that asked us to feel deeply about
family, loss, morality.

Robert Redford is survived by
his wife, Sibylle, his daughters
Shauna and Amy, grandchildren,
and generations of filmmakers
and audiences who felt his influ-
ence.

He leaves behind films that
endure, a festival that changed
cinema, land that remains un-
spoiled, and an example of how
to live with purpose in a business
that too often rewards vanity.

Redford’s passing reminds us
that time wins, always. But mean-
ing survives. His meaning is clear:
that beauty can be deepened by
conscience, that fame can be
turned toward good, that stories
- whether told on a big screen,
in a mountain clearing, or by a
lone man at sea - can matter.

Butch Cassidy and the Sun-
dance Kid (1969) — His break-
out role as the Sundance Kid
opposite Paul Newman; the
perfect blend of charm, wit, and
melancholy.

The Candidate (1972) — A
sharp political satire where Red-
ford plays an idealistic lawyer
turned reluctant Senate candi-
date.

The Way We Were (1973) —
As Hubbell Gardiner opposite
Barbra Streisand, he embodied
the golden man whose beauty
masks emptiness.

The Sting (1973) — Another
legendary pairing with Paul New-
man, this time in a dazzling con-
man caper.

The Great Gatsby (1974) —
His interpretation of Fitzgerald’s
Jay Gatsby remains iconic, if
bittersweet.

All the President’s Men (1976)
— As Bob Woodward, Redford
helped create one of the defini-
tive films about journalism and
democracy.

Ordinary People (1980, direc-
tor) — His directorial debut, a
quietly devastating family drama
that won the Oscar for Best Pic-
ture and Best Director.

Out of Africa (1985) — As
Denys Finch Hatton, he brought
enigmatic charm and tragic
freedom opposite Meryl Streep.

A River Runs Through It
(1992, director) — A lyrical and
elegiac story of family and na-
ture, with Brad Pitt as the rest-
less younger brother.

All Is Lost (2013) — A late-ca-
reer triumph: nearly wordless,
just Redford alone at sea, fighting
for survival with pure presence.

Four women
on the verge...

FILM OF THE WEEK
Ghost Trail

French filmmaker Jonathan
Millet is well renowned for his
powerful work in documentaries
— this is his first non-fiction fea-
ture and is based on true events.

He has written and directed
this tense thriller which follows
the story of Hamid (Adam Bessa),
a Syrian refugee from Aleppo
now living in Strasbourg, Alsace
on the border between Germany
and France. He is still grieving for
the loss of his wife and daughter
and the marks on his body re-
mind him daily of the tortures he
had to endure during the war.
He joins a secret group hunting
Syrian regime’s former leaders
and soon enough finds himself
in close pursuit of one of his tor-
turers...

Millet's past experience in doc-
umentaries is put to great use
here, which makes this compel-
ling film feel even more authen-
tic and real. His intelligent film is
blessed with the striking pres-
ence of Bessa, a silent, lean, tall
figure of a man with sad eyes
and demeanour that betray trau-
mas from his past. His trail to
track down his torturer leads him
to France and to Harfaz (Twa-
feek Barhom), a charming man
posing as a student who may or
may not be the man of Hamid’s
nightmares.

The casting of Barhom, the
brilliant actor who made such
a strong impact in CAIRO

CONSPIRACY, makes Hamid’s
dilemma even stronger. A must-
see!

Solo

Sophie Dupuis’ daring film
follows the story of Simon (Theo-
dore Pellerin), a dedicated drag
artist working in a small bar in
Montreal. He gets solid support
from his family particularly from
his sister who makes his extra-
vagant costumes.

Simon is a loner until Olivier
(Felix Maritaud) enters the stage
at the bar he works. It is love at
first sight and the two performers
begin to share their life together
as well as inspire each other in
reaching new heights...

Both actors are terrific and
share a tremendous chemistry.
There are some brilliant drag
performances which are fun and
outrageous as well as some
tense moments especially when
Simon’s mother, a celebrated
opera singer, comes to the bar
to watch her son perform.

There have been many films
about the joys and sorrows
of drug artists but this French
Canadian production is direc-
ted with sensitivity, style and
originality and is very much
worth catching.

Dreaming Of
You: The Making
Of The Coral

Lwatching Karis Kelly’s

Consumed (Yvonne Ar-
naud), memories of my event-
ful childhood came gushing
back. One of those days when
our neurotic, dysfunctional fam-
ily would have an episode that
was EastEnders, Twin Peaks
and Empire Road all rolled into
one. But in the case of this play,
the Cypriot family is replaced
here by a bonkers Northern Irish
clan. Four generations of women
are gathered together in Bangor
for a 90th birthday party, satin
one of those homely country
kitchens full of cooking pots and
utensils, and wooden furniture
(that now sells for a fortune in
Camden Market) but there is a
feeling that all is not right, espe-
cially as the matriarch Eileen
(Julia Dearden) has the look on
her face, despite wearing a party
hat - it's her birthday - that sug-
gests she could either be a
sweet storytelling shanakee or
a grumpy, gruesome granny.
Also there are her daughter Gilly
(Andrea Irvine) who is mother
of Jenny (Caoimhe Farren) now
living in London, Jenny being the
mother of born and bred Lon-
doner Muireann (Muireann Ni
Fhaogain). The prefect human
recipe for emotional disaster
and this family certainly know
how that plays out.

Kelly’s writing is witty, incisive,
fearless and funny, exposing
the family fissures which range
from personal and political to
cultural and generational. At the
heart of this toxic black comedy
brew is Dearden whose bitter,
twisted and solipsistic portrayal
captures all her complexities.
Her perfectly executed guilt-trip-
ping emotional blackmail has
been honed over many years
and as she casts her spell so she
triggers the family feuds which
have been simmering for some
time. Gilly is almost certainly
OCD with ADHD rising and her
relationship with Jenny is fraught
and angry and is a microcosm
of any home that includes a
needy and selfish teenager, with
neurosis rising, and an obses-
sive mother. Meanwhile, and
perhaps most interestingly of
all to us BBC’s (British born
Cypriots), is Muireann, the child
of an inter faith marriage (that
being Catholic and Protestant)
whose upbringing in London is
the opposite of the women
whose warring genes she has
inherited.

The play moves at pace and
director Katie Posner carefully
balances the mayhemic sequen-
ces when the gloves are off with
telling moments of pause and
silence that say so much without
the need for words. Lily Arnold’s
set is both realistic and evoca-
tive - you can almost smell the
peat fire - as do the music (Beth
Duke) and subtle lighting (Guy
Hoare). The cast are excellent
and although this is a scene that
is hilariously familiar, it is also
disturbing and provokes a sense
of unease, especially in the con-
text of their location.

Meanwhile Sotira Kyriakides
revels in the absurd...

Charles Court Opera's Pa-
tience (Wilton’s Music Hall)
is a triumph of absurdity and
human foibles and failings. Si-
mon Bejer's one-set production
is setin The Castle pub - a nod
to the original setting of Castle
Bunthorne; Simon even received
donations of beer-pulls from
Fuller's to add to the authen-
ticity. It's a smashing set, com-
plete with dartboard.

As usual with Charles Court
Opera, the music, singing and
choreography are superb, under
John Savournin's inspired direc-
tion. The audience responded
enthusiastically to all the humour
and delighted in the delectable
performances. Clever and apt
references to Gucci loafers and
Frank Sinatra, for example, cle-
verly updated the original script.

Reginald Bunthorne, depicted
by CCO stalwart Matthew Kellett
as a cross-between Lord Byron
and Count Dracula, is a superb
singer, both in phrasing and
musicality. Matthew Siveter's
portrayal of Archibald Grosvenor
was fabulous, and the physical
contrasts between those two
characters added poignancy
and humour. Catrine Kirkman's
The Lady Jane was heart-rend-
ing in her thwarted love and
delightful in the happy ending.
Catriona Hewitson's Patience is
a moving and totally believable
realisation of love's irrationality.
As usual with Charles Court Ope-
ra, there was not a duff note or
miscasting. And David Eaton
is a brilliant pianist, who played
superbly and tirelessly.

A hilarious and entertaining
evening.

It also includes naturally occur-
ring sugars, like those found in honey, fruit juice and
vegetable juices.

Per the NHS:

* Adults should be consuming no more than 30g
of free sugars a day

» Kids aged seven to 10, meanwhile, should not
exceed 24g per day

« Children aged four to six should have no more than
199 per day

» Those between two and three have an upper limit
of 14g per day

* For infants aged one, the maximum daily intake of
free sugars is 10g

What too much sugar can do to your body

* Weight gain — One of the main ways sugar impacts
our bodies is that it can cause weight gain.

» Tooth decay — When sugar is consumed, it reacts
with the bacteria in plaque, creating an acid. In turn, this
acid can slowly decay the tooth, chipping away at the
enamel.

* Type 2 diabetes — If your blood sugar levels are too
high, your body is likely not producing enough insulin.
Over time, high blood sugar can cause other issues, such
as heart attacks, strokes and issues with the kidneys,
among other things.

* Heart disease — Evidence suggests that a high-sugar
diet can increase the risk of obesity and heart disease.
It also increases blood pressure levels.

He also noted that the hotel
that hosted the FIBA EuroBas-
ket teams in Limassol “is by far
the best all over the EuroBas-
ket.”

He then congratulated Cyprus,
saying that as a member of the
European Federation, Cyprus
had the right to apply to host
FIBA EuroBasket.

He added that “we were
aware before awarding about the
size of the Federation” and that
they asked the relevant autho-
rities for the plan, “knowing that
this event would be the biggest
ever hosted in the territory.”

He also said that FIBA's main
concern was the arena, noting
that a plan was presented and
that, unlike in other cases, “what
was delivered in Cyprus was
120% compared to what was
presented”.

“l would be surprised to hear
any word of complaint about
Cyprus from the players’ side. |
have also already heard many
positive comments from the
media”, he remarked, adding
that Cyprus has shown the way
and hopefully will take advan-
tage of the arena, “not only for
future basketball events, but also
for other sports”.

On his part, FIBA Europe
President Jorge Garbajosa noted
that, despite its small size, Cyp-
rus has shown that it can handle
such a large event.

“Cyprus is a small country, but
their organization was very big,”
he said.
