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Trump draws battie lines at UN
over Palestinian recognition

resident Donald Trump
Ptold the United Nations
on Tuesday that he op-
posed efforts by Western na-
tions to recognise a Palestinian
state, as Washington appeared
increasingly isolated in its
steadfast support for Israel.
Addressing the UN General
Assembly, Trump argued that
world leaders should prioritise
securing the release of hostages
still held in Gaza, nearly two years
after Hamas captured them dur-
ing the deadly assault on Israel
that sparked the Gaza war.
Israel has come under heavy
criticism for its military campaign
in Gaza, where local health au-
thorities say more than 65,000
Palestinians have been killed
and vast destruction left behind.
A global hunger monitor has
also reported famine in parts of
the territory.
In recent days, France, Britain,

Canada, Australia and Portugal
have formally recognised a Pales-
tinian state, citing frustration with
Israel’s offensive and a desire
to revive the two-state solution.

“We must pave the way for
peace,” French President Emma-
nuel Macron told delegates on
Monday at the start of a three-
hour UN session co-hosted by
France and Saudi Arabia.

“Today, France recognises the
state of Palestine,” he declared
to applause.

The decisions provoked strong
objections from Israel and its
closest ally, the United States.

“As if to encourage continued
conflict, some in this body are
attempting to unilaterally recog-
nise Palestine. Such rewards
would only embolden Hamas ter-
rorists for their atrocities,” Trump
said in his address.

He later met leaders and offi-
cials from Saudi Arabia, the UAE,

Qatar, Egypt, Jordan, Turkey,
Indonesia and Pakistan to discuss
Gaza.

“It was a very successful
meeting with all the big players
except Israel, which will come
next,” he said.

Axios reported Monday that
Trump was expected to raise
U.S. proposals for an Israeli with-
drawal and post-war governance
in Gaza without Hamas involve-
ment. Washington wants Arab and
Muslim states to provide military
forces to enable Israel’s pullout
and fund reconstruction and
transition efforts, the outlet said.

After Tuesday’s meeting, the
White House offered no imme-
diate comment. Turkish President
Tayyip Erdogan described the
talks as productive, saying a
joint declaration would be issued.

Meanwhile, Israeli Prime
Minister Benjamin Netanyahu’s
government has launched a
long-threatened ground opera-
tion in Gaza City, with little sign
of a ceasefire on the horizon.

Washington, however, remains
Israel’s staunchest backer. Both
countries boycotted a Monday
summit in New York, convened
by France and Saudi Arabia,
where dozens of leaders voiced
support for Palestinian recog-
nition.

Cyprus President Nikos Chris-
todoulides participated in the
High-Level International Confe-
rence on the Peaceful Settlement
of the Question of Palestine and

the Implementation of the Two-
State Solution,

The Republic of Cyprus, which
recognised the State of Pales-
tine back in 1988, has consistently
supported the two-state solution
as the only realistic and sustain-
able outcome.

In this context, Cyprus co-
signed the related Declaration
issued by France and Saudi Ara-
bia at the Ministerial Meeting in
July, together with 24 other EU
member states. The Declara-
tion was subsequently adopted
by the General Assembly on 12
September 2025, with 142 coun-
tries voting in favour.

Regardless of recognitions,
full UN membership for Pales-
tine requires Security Council
approval, where the United States
holds veto power and has often
blocked measures critical of
Israel.

UN Secretary-General Antonio
Guterres on Tuesday endorsed
the recognition efforts, calling
them “the clearest path” to a
two-state solution with “an inde-
pendent, sovereign, democratic,
viable and contiguous State of
Palestine.”

Separately, France and Britain
were due to meet Tuesday with
Germany, Italy, the UAE, Saudi
Arabia, Qatar, Egypt, Jordan,
Canada and Australia to discuss
the prospect of a UN-mandated
stabilisation force for Gaza,
which would only follow a cease-
fire.

Erdogan’s push for recognition of north ‘unlikely to succeed’

ormer Turkish Cypriot leader
F Mustafa Akinci said on Wednesday
that Turkish President Recep Tayyip
Erdogan’s call at the UN General Assembly
for international recognition of the north
of Cyprus as an independent state is “un-
likely to succeed.”
Akinci acknowledged that the collapse of
efforts to reach a federal settlement in Cyp-

rus also stems from the Greek Cypriot side,
pointing to the 2004 Annan Plan and the Crans-
Montana talks as examples. However, he
argued that Erdogan’s appeal would fail
because “almost everyone knows that even
Turkey, which is making this call, has not
met the conditions for recognition.”

He accused Ankara of undermining Turk-
ish Cypriot self-governance by blocking local
leaders from heading key institutions, pre-
venting sporting exchanges with Turkish Cyp-
riot teams, and interfering in the north’s inter-
nal affairs. As a result, Akinci said, “the inter-
national community sees the TRNC as a
subordinate administration of Turkey.”

He also noted that even the Organisation
of Turkic States - seen as the most likely to
offer recognition - has been opening embas-
sies in the south, not in the north. “This rheto-
ric,” Akinci said, “only serves one purpose:
to buy time until the idea of us becoming a
province of Turkey takes hold.”

Referring to the upcoming Turkish Cypriot
leadership elections, Akinci warned of demo-
graphic shifts and political interference sha-

ping the outcome, as he alleged happened
in 2020 when he lost to current leader Ersin
Tatar. At the time, Akinci accused Ankara of
openly backing Tatar, even using the Turkish
embassy in Nicosia as “an election head-
quarters” - claims denied by Turkish officials.

Meanwhile, Cyprus’ AKEL party condemned
Erdogan’s UN remarks as “unacceptable
demands against our homeland” and con-
trary to international law and UN resolutions.
It said recognition of the north would bring
only “new suffering for Cyprus and all Cyp-
riots.”

Instead, AKEL reiterated its support for a
bizonal, bicommunal federal solution with
political equality, stressing that reunification
is the only path to lasting peace and secu-
rity on the island.

Erdogan, however, dismissed the federal
model as unworkable, accusing the Greek
Cypriot side of intransigence. “There are two
separate states and two separate peoples
on the island,” he said, urging the international
community to end the “unjust isolation” of
Turkish Cypriots.

Solving the Cyprus problem
remains our number one
priority, President says

e will continue the
struggle for the libera-
tion and reunification

of Cyprus, as solving the Cyp-
rus issue is our number one pri-
ority, but we will not allow our
country and our future to be seen
merely as a problem, President
of the Republic, Nikos Christo-
doulides said on Sunday, ad-
dressing an annual memorial
and tribute event for Nikos Mou-
yiaris, organized by the Elytis
Chair of Modern Greek Studies
at Rutgers University in New
Jersey.

Referring to the Cyprus prob-
lem, the President underlined
the strong and ongoing efforts for
the reunification of the island
through a viable and lasting so-
lution, as well as the diaspora’s
struggles toward achieving this

goal.

He added that Cyprus is often
viewed solely through the prism
of the Cyprus problem, and this
image has kept it “hostage to
History,” as writer Christopher
Hitchens once wrote.

“Afew years ago, we decided
not to remain ‘hostages’ anymore.
Let me be clear: we will continue
the struggle for the liberation and
reunification of Cyprus, as solving
the Cyprus issue is our number
one priority. But we will not allow
our country and our future to be
seen merely as a problem,” the
President emphasized.

He said, “Cyprus is the natu-
ral and cultural bridge between
continents, a frontrunner of re-
gional cooperation that contri-
butes to stability in an area of
great geopolitical significance.”
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UK formally recognises Palestinian
State, Keir Starmer announces

he UK has formally recog-

I nised Palestine to protect

the viability of a two-state

solution and create a path towards

lasting peace for the Israeli and
Palestinian people.

The historic decision, announ-
ced alongside Canada and Aus-
tralia, comes as the situation on
the ground in Gaza continues to
worsen, Israel continues to ex-
pand its illegal settlements in the
West Bank, and Hamas conti-
nues to hold the hostages.

In July, the Prime Minister
pledged to act if the situation did
not change and firmly believes
that the UK has a moral respon-
sibility to do everything it can to
support a peaceful future for Is-
rael and Palestine — the prospect
of which is slipping further away.

A two-state solution, with a
safe and secure Israel alongside
a viable and sovereign Palesti-
nian state led by a reformed Pa-
lestinian Authority, is the only path
to a lasting peace for the Israeli
and Palestinian people — free

from the horrendous violence and
suffering of the last two years.

Recognising Palestine is a
historic decision, firmly grounded
in the Palestinian people’s inalien-
able right to self-determination,
which the government committed
to as part of its manifesto.

In a statement, the Prime Min-
ister was clear this decision is not
about Hamas. They are a brutal
terrorist organisation that wants
to see Israel destroyed. Israel and
Palestine living side by side in
peace with recognised borders is
the exact opposite of their hate-
ful vision.

The government's demands on
them have not changed. It must
release all hostages, agree to an
immediate ceasefire, accept it will
have no role in governing Gaza,
and commit to disarmament.

The UK is also expected to take
further action to sanction senior
figures in the Hamas leadership
in the coming weeks and keep
doing everything possible to bring
the hostages home.

Our support for Israel’s and the
security of its people remains
steadfast. But the Israeli govern-
ment must also change course
— halting their offensive in Gaza,
letting the desperately needed
humanitarian aid in, and stopping
their illegal settlement expansion
in the West Bank.

Foreign Secretary Yvette
Cooper said: Today’s historic
decision, taken alongside some
of our closest allies, to recognise
a Palestinian State, reflects our
unwavering commitment to a two-
state solution and affirms the in-
alienable right of the Palestinian
people to self-determination.

Recognition is an important
step to preserve the prospect of
a two-state solution, at a time
when it is now under unpreced-
ented threat. Two states is the
only way to safeguard long term
peace and security for Israelis
and Palestinians alike.

We are clear that Hamas can
have no role in Palestine’s future
—they are a barbaric terrorist or-
ganisation who oppose the very
idea of two states. They must re-
lease the hostages and relinquish
any hold on Gaza. But Hamas are
not the Palestinian people.

Recognition is only one part
of what must be a stronger and
wider push for peace. We need
to end the conflict in Gaza, se-
cure the release of all hostages
and get humanitarian aid to all
those who desperately need it.
That requires not just an immedi-
ate ceasefire, but a plan for a
durable peace, which will be a

key to my diplomatic drive at the
UN this week.

Having recognised the State of
Israel in 1950, the government
believes it can no longer credibly
continue to support the two-state
solution without recognising both
States.

The decision does not remove
the demands the government has
made of the Palestinian Authority
to conduct extensive reform. Pre-
sident Abbas has committed to
this reform, including organising
new elections within a year of a
ceasefire.

The UK will continue to provide
technical and financial support
to the PA as it delivers these re-
forms and builds the State of
Palestine, including through the
work of UK Envoy for Palestinian
Authority Governance Sir Michael
Barber, who is enhancing the
PA’s delivery and governance
capabilities.

The government has been
clear that recognition is not
enough to change the situation
on the ground on its own.

That's why the decision comes
as part of coordinated interna-
tional efforts to build consensus
around a Framework for Peace,
which addresses governance, se-
curity, humanitarian access, and
ceasefire monitoring in Gaza, and
the foundations of a two-state
solution.

The UK will continue working
closely with its allies to advance
this plan, which recognition forms
part of as the first, most urgent
step towards lasting peace.

Ecumenical Patriarch

meets with Trump

n Monday 15 September
02025, the Ecumenical

Patriarch Bartholomew
visited the White House to meet
with President Donald J. Trump,
marking the sixth U.S. president
he has met with.

The meeting took place in the
Oval Office and lasted more than
half an hour. It was held in a very
cordial atmosphere.

President Trump expressed
great interest in the Ecumenical
Throne’s diverse initiatives and
ministry, as well as in the lives of
Christians in Turkey.

During the discussion, the
Ecumenical Patriarch congratu-
lated the president on his initia-
tives and efforts to advance
peace worldwide, especially in
Ukraine.

They also discussed the situ-
ation of Christians in the Middle
East and the upcoming visit of
Pope Leo XIV of Rome to Turkey
to join the Ecumenical Patriarch
in celebrating the 1700th anni-
versary of the First Ecumenical

Council of Nicaea this year. Vice
President JD Vance, a Roman
Catholic, showed particular inte-
rest in the meeting.

The Patriarch offered his
condolences to the President for
the assassination of his friend,
Charlie Kirk, and thanked him for
the warm welcome and beauti-
ful gift.

Accompanying the Ecumeni-
cal Patriarch to the Oval Office
were Archbishop Elpidophoros
of America; Metropolitan Theo-
doritos of Laodicea; Metropoli-
tan Maximos of Silivria; Grand
Ecclesiarch Aetios, director of the
Patriarchal Private Office; and
Protopresbyter of the Ecumenical
Throne, Alexander Karloutsos.

Joining the president were the
vice president, as well as Reince
Priebus, a member of the presi-
dent’s advisory committee on in-
telligence services, and Michael
Kratsios, the president’s scien-
tific advisor.

Cyberattack disrupts major European airports

everal European airports,
S including London Heath-
row, Berlin Brandenburg,
and Brussels, faced flight delays
and cancellations on Saturday
following a cyberattack targeting
the company behind their check-
in technology.
Heathrow confirmed that Col-
lins Aerospace - responsible for
check-in and boarding systems

used by multiple airlines world-
wide - was dealing with a “techni-
cal issue” that could delay depart-
ing passengers. The airport, which
was forced to close for 24 hours
in March after a power substation
fire, urged travellers to verify flight
details before leaving for the air-
port. About a dozen inbound and
outbound flights had been can-
celled.

British Airways, Heathrow’s
largest carrier, reported no disrup-
tion thanks to a backup system.
Gatwick and Luton were also
unaffected.

In Brussels, 17 flights were
cancelled and four diverted after
staff were forced to manually
check in passengers and pro-
cess luggage. The airport asked
airlines to cancel half of their

Sunday departures.

Berlin Brandenburg also re-
ported longer queues at check-
in counters.

This marks the second known
cyber incident involving Collins.
In 2023, ransomware group Bian-
Lian claimed responsibility for an
attack that exposed the personal
details of pilots and staff linked
to the company’s partners.

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New campaign to prepare British travellers
for EU border changes

Cyprus exempt from new EU Entry/Exit System

ritish travellers are being
B advised to prepare for in-

coming EU border checks
as the government launched a
new awareness campaign around
the changes.

Messages advising the British
public about the introduction of
new Entry/Exit System (EES)
checks at the EU border will be
shared across government social
media channels, by transport op-
erators and on travel websites.
Up to date information can also
be found on GOV.UK and FCDQO'’s
Travel Aware pages.

From 12 October 2025, the EU
will introduce EES for UK and
non-EU nationals, travelling for

a short stay. EES is an automated
system that will require travellers
to register at the border by scan-
ning their passport and having
their fingerprints and photograph
taken.

EES will be a requirement when
entering Schengen area coun-
tries including Iceland, Liechten-
stein, Norway and Switzerland.
EES will not be required when
travelling to Ireland and Cyprus.

British travellers will need to re-
gister on their first visit to a parti-
cipating country after EES is in-
troduced. This registration is valid
for a rolling 3-year period or until
the passport expires. Children
under 12 will not be fingerprinted

but under the new EU rules. All
travellers, including babies, will
be photographed and have digi-
tal records created.

On exit, and for subsequent
entries and exits to or from a par-
ticipating country, travellers will
only need to scan their passport
and provide either their finger-
prints or a photograph at the
border.

European countries using EES
will phase this new system in over
6 months, meaning different ports
may have varying requirements
until April 2026. This should allow
for a gradual implementation that
minimises disruption, particularly
at peak periods.

For travellers using the Port of
Dover, Eurotunnel at Folkestone
or Eurostar at St Pancras Interna-
tional, the process will take place
at the border before they leave
the UK.

Last year, the government pro-
vided these juxtaposed ports
(Eurostar, St Pancras; Eurotun-
nel, Folkestone; and the Port of
Dover) with £10.5 million of fund-
ing to support the introduction of
border infrastructure. While EES

is an EU system, the government
have been working closely with
the travel industry, ports and trans-
port operators to help raise public
awareness and understanding
of the border changes.

The EU has introduced EES
to replace passport stamping for
all non-EU citizens, helping them
to track compliance with the
90-day visa-free travel rule and
strengthen their border control.

British citizens covered by
Withdrawal Agreement residence
documents and UK-EU dual citi-
zens using their EU passports will
be exempt from the new require-
ments.

Travellers do not need to take
any action before travelling and
EESregistration is free. EES
checks will take place upon arri-
val at the EU border and may take
slightly longer than previous bor-
der checks.

Whilst checks should only take
1-2 minutes for each person, they
may lead to longer wait times at
border control upon arrival in the
Schengen area. At the juxta-
posed ports, where checks are
completed in the UK, prior to de-
parture, there may be longer waits
at busy times. Eurotunnel, Euro-
star and the Port of Dover have
plans in place to minimise disrup-
tion as much as possible.

The UK government has rolled
out its own Electronic Travel Au-
thorisation (ETA) scheme, which
is a digital permission to travel for
visitors who do not need a visa for
short stays, or do not have ano-
ther valid UK immigration status
prior to travelling to the UK.

Greek heiress, 28, dies in
London from insect bite

28-year-old Greek hei-
Aress has died from an in-

sect bite after two hospi-
tals turned her away, her mum
has said.

Marissa Laimou, known as
Lemos, was found dead in bed
in her London flat by her house-
keeper on September 11.

The 28-year-old had been
showing several symptoms in-
cluding dizziness, itching, a
fever and signs of an infection
three days prior to her death,
according to Greek media.

A doctor visited her home and
prescribed her paracetamol, but
her condition didn’t change.

Laimou, who recently beat
breast cancer, is then under-
stood to have gone to her on-
cologist in a London hospital.

She was then sent to another
hospital by ambulance, her
mother said.

But her family and friends
said she was seen by nurses,
not doctors, at the second hos-
pital. They reportedly examined
her and decided she didn’t
need to be admitted for further
treatment.

She was given antibiotics and

a diagnosis that indicated an
insect bite, and sent home in
the early evening. The next day,
she was found dead in her bed.

Her mother Bessy told Greek
newspapers that the toxic
shock caused by an insect bite
caused her death, although it’s
currently not known if this was
the case, or what type of insect
bit her.

Bessy said: “My daughter
had survived cancer and died
from an insect.

“She was a girl with so many
gifts, all of England is crying, all
her doctors too.”

An autopsy hasn’t been car-
ried out yet, according to Lai-
mou’s family, with her aunt say-
ing they won’t have any
answers until after the post-
mortem examination is carried
out.

At the time of her death,
Ms Laimou was putting on a
production of Romeo and Juliet
in London with the company
she runs.

The Laimou family is a well-
known Greek shipping family,
with their business dating back
to the early 20th century.

Joanna A. Savvides passes away at 76

J oanna A. Savvides, a trailblazing business

can and Cypriot communities, passed away
on September 13, 2025, at the age of 76, following

complications from leukaemia.

Born in Cyprus in 1949, Joanna immigrated to

the United States in 1980 and built an extraordinary
career defined by vision, perseverance, and leader-
ship. She held prominent roles at IBM, Heinz,
Campbell Soup Company, and Vlasic Foods,
travelling to more than 70 countries for business.

As the founding president of the World Trade
Center of Greater Philadelphia, Joanna was in-
strumental in strengthening international trade and
building bridges between global business commu-
nities.

Her contributions were widely recognised. She
was named a “Woman of Distinction” by the Phila-
delphia Business Journal, received the Global
Leadership Award from the Consular Corps Asso-
ciation of Philadelphia, the International Women'’s
Day Award from the Society of Foreign Consuls
in New York City, and most recently, the Walt
D’Alessio Legacy Award in 2024.

Joanna'’s passion for education and mentorship
was a defining part of her life. She taught Interna-
tional Marketing and Global Business Strategy at
Saint Joseph’s University and served as a visiting

lecturer at Emirates Aviation University in Dubai.

Beyond her professional success, Joanna was
a dedicated advocate for Hellenic and Cypriot
causes. She worked tirelessly to raise awareness
of the Cypriot cause and promote Hellenic values.
A woman of deep faith, Joanna was an active
parishioner of St. Thomas Greek Orthodox Church
in Cherry Hill, NJ, and St. Katherine Greek Ortho-
dox Church in Naples, FL.

Remem-
ber, this is not a limit on your
total bill - your costs still depend
on how much gas and electricity
you use.

October 5 — Deadline to
register for self-assessment
If you've never submitted a
self-assessment tax return be-
fore, you must register with HMIRC
by this date for the 2024/25 tax
year. A tax return is normally re-
quired if you're self-employed or
have additional untaxed income.

You can check your eligibility on
GOV.UK.

October 13 — Winter Fuel
Payment phone lines open

Worth up to £300, Winter Fuel
Payments are sent automatically
to most eligible households.
However, some people need to
apply. Applications by phone
reopen on October 13.

October 22 - Inflation update

The Office for National Statis-
tics (ONS) will publish its latest
inflation figures. Inflation remained
at 3.8% in August, well below its
peak of 11.1% in October 2022.

October 31 — Paper tax return
deadline
If you're filing a self-assessment

tax return by post, it must reach
HMRC by October 31. Missing
the deadline triggers a £100 late-
filing penalty. Alternatively, you
can complete your return online
- the deadline for this is January
31, 2026, which is also the final
date for paying any tax owed.

From October 20 — Warm
Home Discount letters sent

Households eligible for the
Warm Home Discount will start
receiving confirmation letters
from October 20. The scheme
provides £150 off electricity bills
and applies automatically through
energy suppliers for qualifying
households, such as those re-
ceiving Pension Credit (quaran-
tee credit element) or Universal
Credit as of August 24.

This brilliant documentary by
Paul Sng celebrates the life and
career of Irvine Welsh, one of
UK’s most daring and controve-
rsial writers. His ground break-
ing work includes TRAIN-
SPOTTING, THE ACID HOUSE
and FILTH, all turned into award-
winning feature films which ex-
tended his popularity world-wide.

Liam Neeson narrates the

Swan Lake (New Vic-
toria Theatre, Woking),

a production that was as auda-
cious in performance as it was
conception, premiered in 1995.

Amarketing ploy perhaps
but be you cynic or fan it remains
a dance spectacle that is bold,
witty and thrilling, set off by Lez
Brotherston’s costumes that are
decadently camp and all played
out on scenic design that is
colourful and evocative moving
seamlessly from the ostentatious
to the dreamy.

Bourne plays with narrative
and style. The smitten Prince
falls in love with a male swan
resulting in a production that no
longer shocks but instead the
focus is on the inspired choreo-
graphy, which is performed with
great athleticism and grace by
a company of dancers who
could all be prima and primo
leads in their own right. The to-
temic image of the show is un-
doubtedly those 15 swans, rip-
pling torsos moving as one in
ebbs and flows of muscular ele-
gance, an intoxicating mix of
eroticism and avian aggression,
dressed below the waist in what
are best described as feathered
jodhpurs. Their presence is mag-
nificent and scene stealing.

Another memorable moment
is the gorgeous ballet within a
ballet in Act | where butterflies,
moths and trolls take centre stage
bringing joy to the entranced
royal family. In some ways the
variety and imagination brings
to mind the childlike dream se-
quences in The Nutcracker.
Tchaikovsky’s magnificent score
provides the beating heart and
soul for a show that still thrills
with its daring and supreme art-
istry. This next generation has
taken up the mantle and flown.
Bravo.

David Lan’s play, The Land of
the Living (National Theatre)
is based on a series of in-depth

interviews with distinguished
Austrian British journalist and
historian Gitta Sereny, who
worked for UNRRA (United Na-
tions Relief and Rehabilitation
Administration) in southern Ger-
many immediately after the end
of the war.

Germany 1945, and thousands
of children have been stolen by
the Nazis from Eastern Europe
during World War II. To be stolen
is one thing but what is uncov-
ered is horrific. The Nazis’ Le-
bensbom programme, Himmler's
plan to kidnap “racially pure”
children and rehouse them with
German families. One of them,
young Thomas (Artie Wilkinson-
Hunt), is under the care of UN
relief worker Ruth (Juliet Steven-
son). Wind forward to London
1990 and we see Ruth and Tho-
mas (Tom Wlaschiba) together
again as they begin to unravel
the past and discuss whether
the choices and decisions made
were the “right” ones. And so the
play switches back and forth,
director Stephen Daldry present-
ing a nuanced yet dynamic and
pulsating production with mo-
ments of high drama including
several unexpected gunshots
and visceral violence. All of that
is accentuated by Gareth Fry’s
captivating sound design, domi-
nated by the children’s voices
who were to be the innocent vic-
tims of this atrocious experiment.

Miriam Buether’s set design
is integral to how we respond
to the action. A long platform,
on which is painted the map of
Europe populated by filing cabi-
nets and box files that contain
all the sordid information about
those who have been displaced.
We are sat either side as though
both witness and juror to what
takes place and the setting con-
tributes to that sense of longing
and geographical displacement.

Juliet Stephenson’s Ruth be-
gins with a flicker and then grows
into a furnace of passion and
commitment but continually torn
between what is right and wrong.
Similarly, Wlaschiba finds his
inner core ripped to shreds as
he struggles to overcome his
psychological pain and Wilkinson-
Hunt as young Thomas gives a
performance that is utterly pro-
found. Displacement and human
carnage like this continue to im-
pact so many all over the world.
Must see theatre.

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Why soup is so good for you

Soup can be a simple snack, a filling mid-week meal or a great
dish to serve to family — the variations are endless. However, conve-
nient, canned, powdered or ready-made chilled soups can be high
in salt. So why not try making your own? It's easy, cheap and nutri-
tious, and soup can be stored in the fridge for three days or frozen for
up to three months. You can cook it straight from the freezer to give
you a meal in minutes.

Soup is perfect for using up leftovers and odds and ends of meat,
fish or vegetables. It can be thick and creamy or a warming hearty
broth. Hearty soups with vegetables and pulses can make for a filling
and nutritious meal. Some soups could keep you fuller for longer than
eating the same ingredients separately, such as those with lentils.
This makes soup a particularly good food if you have diabetes and
are trying to avoid snacking between meals.

Soups can provide lots of important nutrition. They are a useful way
to up your veg intake, which is a good source of fibre, vitamins and
minerals. You can add healthier carbohydrates like pulses or a hand-
ful of brown rice or small wholewheat pasta shapes. Sprinkling with
toasted nuts or seeds gives some healthy fats and added protein.

Soup and weight loss

With the right ingredients, soup can be useful if you're trying to
lose weight or maintain a healthy weight. A major ingredient of soup
is water, which means it can be a less ‘energy-dense’ food. Energy
density is the amount of energy or calories per gram of food. So you
can eat a filling amount of soup without consuming too many calories.

How to make soup

Unlike baking, where you need to follow a recipe, soup is very
flexible. You can adapt any soup to make it your own and it's almost
impossible to get it wrong, so it’s ideal for someone new to cooking.

Stock

The key to good soup is stock. Look for fresh or liquid versions,
they’re usually tastier and less salty than stock cubes. Do check the
label for salt content and try and go for green traffic lights as much
as possible. If using shop-bought stock cubes, go for reduced or low
salt ones, or try diluting them. You could also try making your own
homemade stock. A quick vegetable stock can be made in just under
30 minutes. However, if you're short of time, or need a more cost-
effective solution, just add water! You could make a big batch of
homemade stock and then freeze it in portions for later.

The base
This isn’t the main flavour but is the starting point for soup and

adds depth. It could just be a chopped onion, or a stick of celery and
a carrot. Finely chop and sauté in a little vegetable oil until soft, or
brown to add colour and a deeper flavour.

The heart of your soup

This is the key flavour of the soup — it could just be one ingredient,
like sweet potato soup or complementary ingredients, such as the
classic autumn combination of parsnip and apple.

Flavouring

Here you have the opportunity to make the soup your own. Simple
vegetable soup can be transformed — chilli, ginger and garlic will give
an Asian flavour or add shredded leftover chicken, pearl barley,
pulses or any herbs you like.

Curry powder or paste and fresh coriander provide an Indian
influence, a teaspoon of pesto gives an Italian twist, while a pinch of
harissa and a squeeze of lemon delivers Arabic essence.

Boosting flavour with herbs and spices enables you to use far less
salt, so add any that you like. You can also add a teaspoon of
mustard, it's up to you.

Add lentils or beans

Throw in a handful of red lentils with the stock to add fibre and
also thicken the soup. Or try tinned beans, chickpeas or lentils. These
ingredients have a low Gl (Glycaemic Index) so won't affect blood
glucose levels too much.

Garnish

For extra zing when serving, try a swirl of 0% fat Greek yogurt, a
sprinkle of toasted almonds, sunflower or pumpkin seeds, or freshly
chopped chives or basil. For healthy croutons roast small cubes of
sweet potato until crispy.

MORE TIPS FOR GREAT HOMEMADE SOUP

Using up leftovers

Soups can last in the fridge for up to three days. Leave them un-
covered for one to two hours until the liquid reaches room tempera-
ture, then cover and refrigerate until cold to preserve.

You can also make homemade soup in large batches and freeze
it for up to two months. So, for time-efficient, cost-effective meal plan-
ning, double up on your ingredients and you'll have dinners sorted
for the foreseeable future. When preparing to freeze, chill overnight
beforehand.

Ditch the fat

As your soup simmers away, you may notice a greasy film start to
develop on the top. This layer is formed of excess fat from any meat
used and residual oil used to cook any vegetables. Remove grease
completely before serving - you can skim the liquid periodically while
simmering. Also try to remove visible fat from your meat before cook-
ing and sauté vegetables in a small amount of vegetable oil to reduce
the amount of fat used.

Pot luck

Using the wrong pot can have a huge impact on the quality of your
soup. You'll need something durable to handle long cooking time
and low heat - a large pot with a round base and heavy bottom
works best. Additionally, make sure the pot has a tight-fitting lid to
allow you control when thickening or steaming.

Recipe: Squash, olive oil & fig cake

Late summer flavours roll into the early autumn harvest with this
gorgeous cake to mark the change in seasons.

Ingredients:

* 100 self-raising flour

* 100g wholemeal flour

* %2 tsp baking powder

* 2 tsp baking soda

* % tsp fine salt

* %2 tsp ground cinnamon

* Y5 tsp ground ginger

* %2 tsp mixed spice

* 2659 dark muscovado sugar

» 3 eggs

* 2559 extra virgin olive oil

» 2509 roasted squash (less watery varieties are best), blitzed
into a thick, smooth puree

» 150g dried fruit (figs, sultanas) soaked in 100ml amaretto,
brandy or orange juice

» 1009 coarsely chopped nuts, i.e. almonds, pistachios, walnuts,
pecans

» 100g sugar (for the meringue)

« 25g water (for the meringue)
» 50g egg white

* 4 ripe figs (to top)

* A handful of nuts (to finish)

Method (feeds 6):

Preheat your oven to 165C. Line a round baking tin or loaf tin with
baking parchment.

In a large bowl, mix the flours, baking soda, baking powder, salt
and spices. In a separate bowl, whisk the sugar, eggs and olive oil.
Use a hand-whisk to work some air into the mix and whip for about
2-3 minutes, until light and fluffy. Fold the squash puree, fruit (including
its soaking liquor) and nuts into the mix. Now fold in the dry ingredients
a couple of spoonfuls at a time, until completely combined. Add the
batter to the lined baking tin and bake for 60-80 minutes, until a
skewer or small knife inserted in the middle comes out clean.

Once baked, let cool for at least 30-45 minutes. Meanwhile, make
the meringue: add the sugar and water to a small pan and, over a
medium heat, heat up to 121C. When the sugar syrup is at 100C, start
whipping the egg whites in a deep bowl with an electric hand whisk
or in a stand-mixer on medium. Once the sugar syrup has reached the
right temperature, trickle the syrup into the bowl with the egg whites,

whilst whisking on high all the time. Pour in all of the syrup, then don’t
stop whisking until the bowl has cooled down to room temperature.

Now spoon the soft meringue onto the cake, swirl it around over
the top and lightly burn it using a blowtorch, if you'd like. Now add a
couple of sliced figs to decorate, a few toasted nuts and finish with
lashings of delicious olive oil.

Managing seasonal illness

s the winter settles in, so
does the yearly rise in
colds and flu cases. While

both ilinesses are viral infections
that affect the respiratory system,
they differ in intensity, duration and
potential complications. Knowing
how to recognise the symptoms
and care for yourself is essen-
tial for a healthier season.

The winter fuels iliness due to
several factors that contribute to
the increase in seasonal infec-
tions; Cool, dry air allows viruses
like flu to survive longer on sur-
faces and in the air; Indoor crowd-
ing increases exposure as people
gather in enclosed places; Dry,
indoor heating reduces the pro-
tective moisture in the nose and
throat, making it easier for viruses
to take hold.

Isita cold or flu? Although often
confused, colds and flu present
distinct symptoms.

The common cold symptoms:
- A gradual onset
- Runny or congested nose

- Sneezing or mild sore throat
- Fatigue that is manageable
- Occasional low-grade fever

Influenza (Flu):
- Sudden onset of symptoms
- High fever, chills, and sweats
- Body and muscle aches
- Severe fatigue and weakness
- Headache and cough, some-
times nausea

While colds are inconvenient
but generally mild, influenza can
be debilitating and, in some cases
dangerous, especially for young
children or older adults, and those
individuals with severe chronic
health conditions.

Evidence based-self-help care:
Although neither colds or flu
can be cured by antibiotics, sup-
portive care promotes recovery.
Prioritize rest - Adequate sleep
strengthens immune response;
the body makes new regenera-
tive cells while we sleep.
Hydrate well - Water, herbal

teas and broths help thin mucus
and prevent dehydration.
Nourish the body - Balance
meals with soups and stews rich
in protein and providing immune-
supporting nutrients. Chicken
soup has mild anti-inflammatory
qualities that can help clear nasal
congestion and body aches. Chi-
cken broth is packed with amino
acids like proline, glycine and
glutamine. These amino acids are
the building blocks of proteins
and play a vital role in repairing
tissues, reducing inflammation
and keeping your joints healthy.
Beef broth is also good for a cold
for the same reason and provides
lots of B vitamins and minerals
that support the immune system.
Beef has a stronger, richer fla-
vour, while chicken broth is typi-
cally milder. Beef broth contains
more collagen than chicken broth,
which is beneficial for gut health
and other bodily functions.
Soothe symptoms naturally
with honey together with some
squeezed lemon or orange juice;

the honey will help calm cough-
ing or throat, while the lemon or
orange helps make the honey
more liquid and provides all the
vitamin C required.

Herbal teas like chamomile,
ginger and peppermint, can help
ease congestion.

Steam inhalation helps loosen
the mucus and relieve conges-
tion. Adding a few drops of euca-
lyptus oil may provide extra relief.
Breathing in steam from a bowl
of hot water, or during a shower
or bath, may ease symptoms.

Saltwater Gargle - Gargling
with warm salt water (half a tea-
spoon of salt in a cup of water)
can reduce throat irritation and
swelling.

Our grandparents’ remedy
- Gargling with a little Zivania or
Ouzo, or adding a little to that
honey lemon mixture to help
ease any body aches.

Garlic contains compounds
with antiviral and immune-sup-
porting properties. Adding it to
meals can be beneficial.

Lozenges, saline sprays, de-
congestants, cough suppressants
or pain relievers may offer tem-
porary relief, but should always
be followed to dosing guidelines.

Prevention strategies:

- Frequent handwashing with
soap and water for at least 20
seconds reduces viral spread.

- Cover coughs and sneezes
with a tissue or elbow to protect
others.

- Support immune health with
regular exercise, adequate sleep,
and stress management.

- Eat a healthy balanced diet
with plenty of fresh fruit and vege-
tables rich in vitamin C, good fats
from olive oil, complex carbohy-
drates like bananas, potatoes,

wholegrain bread, pasta or rice,
and high protein from fish, meat,
dairy, and a variety of beans.

When to seek medical advice:

Most colds and flu resolve on
their own, but medical evaluation
is warranted if there is:

- Shortness of breath, whee-
zing or chest pain

- Severe sore throat or persist-
ent cough

- Severe or ongoing ear pain

- Fever above 39°C (102°F)

- Worsening iliness after initial
recovery
