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NY meeting demonstrated
UNSG's political will

resident of the Republic
PNikos Christodoulides

has said that the UN
Secretary General has demon-
strated his political will by
convening the trilateral meet-
ing that took place last week
in New York.

UNSG met with the two
leaders President Christodou-
lides and T/c leader Ersin Tatar
last week in New York city.

A new meeting will probably
take place in November. In the
meantime, his personal envoy
Maria Angela Holguin is expec-
ted in Cyprus the next weeks to

prepare the new meeting.

In statements to the media in
Limassol, before attending a
meeting of the European Invest-
ment Bank, and replying to ques-
tions, the President stressed that
taking into account the develop-
ments and the voting process
for a new leader of the Turkish
Cypriot community in the Turkish
occupied territories of Cyprus
(to take place in October) the
meeting in New York could not
have led to an outcome.

However, he noted that it is
important that the UN Secretary
General, "nevertheless, although

he was aware of this fact, pro-
ceeded with the organisation of
this meeting, demonstrating thus
his political will, something that
he mentioned in his introductory
comments."

President Christodoulides said
that they expect that afterwards
the UNSG's Personal Envoy on
Cyprus, Maria Angela Holguin,
will visit Cyprus, as the UN Sec-
retary General himself had told
them.

"It was something that we
also requested, and that she
visit both the guarantor powers
(Greece, Turkey, UK) and Brus-
sels, so that the ground can be
prepared for the meeting (infor-
mal meeting on broader format)
before the end of the year, with
the sole objective, to enter to the
essence of the Cyprus problem,
which is the resumption of talks,"
he underlined.

Meanwhile, invited to com-
ment on statements by Turkish
Cypriot leader Ersin Tatar that
the UN Secretary-General Anto-
nio Guterres, during their informal
trilateral meeting in New York
last week, had not said that the
Cyprus talks would resume from

the point where they had been
interrupted in Crans-Montana,
in 2017, the President of the
Republic said that "I heard the
statements of Mr. Tatar and all
those on the Greek Cypriot side
who consciously choose to be-
lieve Mr. Tatar and not the Pres-
ident of the Republic of Cyprus."

Fortunately, he added, there
were six people at the meeting.
"l was not alone, | was accom-
panied by the Negotiator and the
Permanent Representative," he
said.

Asked whether this should had
been mentioned in the UN Sec-
retary General's press release,
the President of the Republic said
that it was a general announce-
ment and reiterated that "we
were not alone at the meeting
and | am surprised, not by what
Mr. Tatar says, because | did not
expect him to say anything dif-
ferent, but by those on the Greek
Cypriot side who choose to be-
lieve Mr. Tatar and not the Presi-
dent of the Republic of Cyprus.

Cyprus celebrates 65th anniversary of independence

yprus President Nikos
‘ Christodoulides atten-

ded on Wednesday the
annual military parade in Nico-
sia commemorating the 65th
anniversary of the Republic of
Cyprus’ independence, stress-
ing that the country must en-
hance its strength “through
actions, not words” in the on-
going effort toward reunifica-
tion.

Following the parade on losif
Hadjiiosif Avenue, the president
outlined the day’s programme of
commemorations. Events began
at the “imprisoned graves,” the
small cemetery within Nicosia’s

central prison where 13 Eoka
fighters were executed, where
he laid a wreath in tribute to
those who sacrificed their lives
for Cyprus. This was followed by
ceremonies at the Presidential
Palace, where respects were
paid to the Republic’s first presi-
dent, Archbishop Makarios, and
at the Democracy and Resistance
Monument, honouring those who
fought during the intercommunal
conflicts of 1963, 1967, and 1974.
“Today we honour all those
who defended and continue to
defend the Republic of Cyprus,”
Christodoulides declared.
“Despite the heavy blow it suf-

fered in its infancy, the Republic
has endured and developed into
a member state of the European
Union. Our daily responsibility
is to further fortify the Republic
and to achieve our ultimate aim:
the liberation and reunification
of our homeland.”

The president underlined
that reaching this goal requires
strengthening every aspect of
the country’s capacity.

“Domestically, we need a
strong deterrent force, a resilient
economy, respect for the rule of
law, and an unwavering determi-
nation to combat corruption and
all other challenges,” he said.

“Internationally, we must pur-
sue an outward-looking foreign
policy, one that demonstrates
Cyprus is part of the solutions
to regional and global issues,
thereby enhancing our role even
further.”

Christodoulides also extended
congratulations to everyone who
took part in the parade, with
special mention of the National
Guard. “Its deterrent power de-
rives first and foremost from its
personnel, and we are constantly
striving to upgrade it,” he noted.

He added that new defence
equipment programmes have

already been secured, with
additional acquisitions planned
through EU mechanisms and
strategic partnerships, including
with the United States.

Responding to questions
about the participation of Greek
fighter jets in the parade, the
president said their presence
conveyed “a clear message of
the common struggle of Cyprus
and Greece, above all for libe-
ration and reunification, but also
that both countries, as EU mem-
ber states and regional actors,
serve as pillars of security and
stability.”

The parade was attended by
political, religious, and military
leaders.

Representing the Greek gov-
ernment were Deputy Defence
Minister Thanasis Davakis and
the President of the Greek Par-
liament, Nikitas Kaklamanis.

Cyprus formally gained inde-
pendence on August 16, 1960,
but national celebrations were
shifted to October 1 in the early
1960s to avoid the peak of the
summer holiday season. The
date was officially designated a
national holiday in 1979.

Federation hosts
working dinner with
G/c negotiator

The Officers of the Natio-
nal Federation of Cyp-
riots in the UK hosted
a working dinner on Tuesday
30 October at the premises
of the Brotherhood, with the
Greek Cypriot Negotiator for
the Cyprus problem, Mene-
laos Menelaou.

Menelaou was accompanied
by the High Commissioner of
Republic of Cyprus, Dr. Kyria-
cos Kouros, and the Consul
General, Odysseas Odysseos.

Welcoming the Negotiator at
the meeting, the Federation’s
President Christos Karaolis,
said “thank you for joining us
to discuss the ongoing UN-led
efforts to restart talks for a so-
lution to the Cyprus problem,
as well as the role of the UK
Government in the talks.”

In his remarks, Mr Menelaou
emphasised that the key chal-
lenge to restarting talks remains
the position of the Turkish Cyp-
riot leadership. He said that
whilst President Christodouli-

des continues to advocate for
a solution within the agreed
UN framework, unfortunately,
Mr Tatar continues to publicly
oppose the agreed framework
with his unacceptable position
for permanent partition.

Menelaou also exchanged
views with the Federation’s
Office on the potential implica-
tions of the vote for a new Turk-
ish Cypriot Leader in the occu-
pied areas on Sunday 19 Octo-
ber. He highlighted that the
Greek Cypriot side is ready for
any outcome, and immediately
ready to resume negotiations
within the agreed UN frame-
work and to commence nego-
tiations from where they stop-
ped in Crans Montana in July
2017.

Also in attendance were Fed-
eration Vice-Presidents Bam-
bos Charalambous and Michalis
Ellinas, Executive Secretary
Andreas Karaolis and Assistant
Executive Secretary George
Tsolakis.

Trump sets deadline on
Gaza peace plan

l | .S. President Donald
Trump on Tuesday gave
Hamas three to four

days to accept a U.S.-backed

Gaza peace plan, warning of “a

very sad end” if the group re-

jects the proposal he said was
close to resolving the two-year
conflict.

Mediators Qatar and Egypt
delivered the 20-point plan to
Hamas late Monday, shortly after
Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu appeared with Trump
at the White House and endorsed
the proposal, saying it met Israel’s
war objectives.

Hamas did not take part in the
talks that produced the plan, which
requires the group to disarm - a
condition it has long refused.
Speaking to reporters in Wash-
ington, Trump said Israeli and
Arab leaders had already given

their backing. “We're just wait-
ing for Hamas,” he said, adding
the group had “three or four days”
to reply.

The proposal calls for an im-
mediate ceasefire, the exchange
of all hostages held by Hamas for
Palestinian prisoners in Israel, a
phased Israeli pull-out from Gaza,
Hamas’ disarmament, and the cre-
ation of a transitional administra-
tion led by an international body.

Many of its provisions echo
past ceasefire frameworks float-
ed over the past two years - some
briefly accepted but later rejec-
ted by both sides.

Hamas has consistently de-
manded a full Israeli withdrawal
in return for releasing hostages.
While signalling willingness to
give up administrative control of
Gaza, it has repeatedly rejected
calls to disarm.
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New digital ID scheme to be rolled
out across UK

new digital ID scheme
will help combat illegal
working while making it

easier for the vast majority of
people to use vital government
services. Digital ID will be man-
datory for Right to Work checks
by the end of the Parliament.

The scheme will be available
to all UK citizens and legal resi-
dents, saving time by ending the
need for complicated identity
checks which often rely on co-
pies of paper records. Instead,
the roll-out will in time make it
simpler to apply for services like
driving licences, childcare and
welfare, while streamlining access
to tax records. The new digital ID
will be held on people’s phones,
just as millions already use the
NHS App or contactless mobile
payments.

There will be no requirement
for individuals to carry their ID
or be asked to produce it — but
digital ID will be mandatory as

a means of proving your Right
to Work. This will stop those with
no right to be here from being
able to find work, curbing their
prospect of earning money, one
of the key “pull factors” for peo-
ple who come to the UK illegally.

It will send a clear message
that if you come here illegally,
you will not be able to work, de-
terring people from making these
dangerous journeys.

This initiative builds on the
government’s crackdown on ille-
gal working and its mission to
control borders as part of the
Plan for Change. Under this gov-
ernment, illegal working arrests
have soared by 50%, and new
legislation is being brought for-
ward to help stop illegal working
in the gig economy. The propo-
sals also follow the government's
success in deporting the first
illegal migrants under the land-
mark UK-France returns deal
last week.

Prime Minister Keir Starmer
said: | know working people are
worried about the level of illegal
migration into this country. A se-
cure border and controlled migra-
tion are reasonable demands,
and this government is listening
and delivering.

Digital ID is an enormous
opportunity for the UK. It will
make it tougher to work illegally
in this country, making our bor-
ders more secure. And it will also
offer ordinary citizens countless
benefits, like being able to prove
your identity to access key ser-
vices swiftly — rather than hunt-
ing around for an old utility bill.

We are doing the hard graft to
deliver a fairer Britain for those
who want to see change, not
division. That is at the heart of
our Plan for Change, which is
focused on delivering for those
who want to see their communi-
ties thrive again.

The plan will combat criminal
gangs who promise access to
the UK labour market in order to
profit from dangerous, illegal
channel crossings. A new stream-
lined digital system to check
Right to Work will simplify the pro-
cess, drive up compliance, crack
down on forged documents and
create intelligence data on busi-
nesses that are conducting
checks to help the Home Office
take action on employers who
are hiring illegally.

Building on the work already
underway to roll out a GOV.UK
digital wallet, the digital ID will

sit on people’s phones, along-
side the digital driving licence
which the government has already
announced plans to introduce.

The government will listen
to a range of views on how the
service will be delivered, as part
of a public consultation to be
launched later this year.

In designing the digital 1D
scheme, the government will
ensure that it works for those
who aren’t able to use a smart-
phone, with inclusion at the heart
of its design. The public consul-
tation will engage with groups
who aren’t as experienced with
the digital world, like the home-
less and older people, learning
from other countries that have
done this well.

The scheme will be rolled
out alongside an outreach pro-
gramme, including face-to-face
support for citizens who are
struggling to access the scheme.

This will result in a service
that takes the best aspects of
the digital identification systems
that are already up and running
around the world:

The new plans will offer signi-
ficant benefits for reducing iden-
tity theft and preserving privacy,
with security at its core. Digital
ID limits personal details being
shared unnecessarily, by only
sharing the relevant information
for the specific scenario in ques-
tion. It will also use state-of-the-
art encryption and user auth-
entication to ensure data is held
and accessed securely.

Wizz Air launches 10

izz Air is celebrating
a major milestone in
Cyprus, having carried

over 10 million passengers to and
from the island since launching
operations in 2010. Coinciding

Labour’s first year in power yields more questions than cheer

cult hand. Just over a year after sweeping to

victory in a landslide election, few at its annual
gathering in the northern city of Liverpool are in a
celebratory mood: instead most are questioning how
things went so wrong.

With the populist Reform UK party pulling well
ahead in opinion surveys, a number of Labour law-
makers now fear they have forfeited the backing of
many Britons and worry they have little chance of
regaining that support before the next national vote,
scheduled to take place no later than 2029.

Power has dealt Britain’s Labour Party a diffi-

At least six lawmakers have openly criticised the
government’s communications, saying its message
has failed to connect with the public, while others
contend ministers should pursue far bolder policies
and take stronger steps to shake up the system in
order to blunt the growing appeal of Brexit figure-
head Nigel Farage’s Reform movement.

Starmer has already seen at least 15 ministers and
senior advisers depart his administration since the
end of last year, some lost in attempted resets of a
government still struggling to prove to voters that it
can rebuild the nation.

As Starmer faces difficulties, Reform has embarked
on a recruitment campaign, enlisting several former
Conservative politicians to strengthen the campaig-
ning and organisational experience of a party that
remained on the margins of politics for three years
until last year.

Farage has pushed the government’'s as-yet
unsuccessful attempts to stem illegal immigration to
the forefront of the political debate, forcing Starmer
to call on his party to close ranks and go on the offen-
sive against what he considers Labour’s primary
adversary, Reform.

In a bid for Cypriot
citizenship, she is undergoing
adoption by her stepfather and
wondering if she will have to adopt
a child one day herself. As this re-
ality sets in, Androulla’s marriage
unravels. Between migration de-
partments and doctors’ appoint-
ments, she must question what

it means to be from somewhere,
what it means to be a woman and,
when an impossible choice pre-
sents itself, which of those things
means the most to her.

Upon its release in March 2024,
the novel was named a NetGal-
ley Book of the Month, an Indie-
Reader Approved and Best Re-
viewed Book, and a Reedsy Dis-
covery Featured Recommenda-
tion.

Eva's debut novel, Love and
Only Water, was published in
September 2022.

Now, with Dan-
iela in the south and Beyza in the
north, everything is different. Faiths
conflict. Perceptions collide. The
divided island unravels alongside
a war-fractured family.

Eva’s third novel, Ghost Flight,
followed in May 2025, earning
a 'GET IT' Verdict from Kirkus
Reviews who call the story 'a
sharp and well-observed portrait
of lives at the crossroads'.

Beyond publishing three books,
Eva has appeared on various
podcasts and as a guest speaker
on the Literature Panel at the
2024 Cyprus Diaspora Forum.
Also in 2024, she ran a 'Writing
as Remedy' webinar for World
Childless Week and was named
by Ever-Growing as an Emerging
Author to Watch in 2025.

Her work has featured in pub-
lications including Cyprus Mail,
Greek City Times and The Pub-
lishing Post. She has served as
a judge for the 2025 Ink Book
Prize for Fiction and is a member
of the Technical Committee on
Culture in Cyprus.

K Cypriot Maria Georgiou is making her
writing and directing debut on Saturday

11th and Sunday 12th October at The
Broadway Theatre, Catford, with her show Strong.

Based on a true story, Strong is a powerful one
woman show following Elena, a 40 something
British Greek Cypriot single mother of two, whose
world is turned upside down when her 15-year-
old daughter Lia is diagnosed with cancer. Thrust
into a new and unfamiliar reality, Elena finds her-
self in a state of constant chaos as she navigates
caring for her children, endless hospital visits, hold-
ing down her spiralling career and keeping up with
friendships.

With a global pandemic in full force, the stress
of football results and trying to balance demands
of her well-intentioned but often overbearing big
Greek Cypriot family, Elena desperately tries to
maintain some sense of normality and identity.

To process these overwhelming events and
emotions Elena takes to walking. As she walks,
she shares and explores her fears and stories
sometimes through her thoughts and other times
through her heartbreakingly honest voice-notes
to her best friend Charoulla, a 35-year-old single
and ready to mingle recent divorcee.

As the story unfolds, Elena’s journey becomes
increasingly challenging. She is not only carrying
her own emotions but also the expectations, fears
and hopes of those around her. This weight is sym-
bolised by a growing collection of physical items
she carries which accumulate as the story progres-
ses. The objects serve as a powerful metaphor for
the mental, emotional and cultural pressures
placed on her.

Despite the heaviness of Elena’s circumstan-
ces, Strong is ultimately a celebration of the human
capacity to endure, adapt, and find hope even when
life feels unbearably heavy. Through her struggles
and triumphs, the show invites audiences to reflect
on their own experiences with loss and adversity,
and to find inspiration in the enduring power of the
human spirit. It reminds us that there is strength
to be found in vulnerability, love, laughter and the
simple act of putting one foot in front of the other.

Cypriots and Strong is part of the Lewisham SEEN
festival, a vibrant, multi-arts festival dedicated to
amplifying underrepresented voices and showcas-
ing incredible local creative artists.

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The Films of Billy Wilder: A Master of Cinema

illy Wilder (1906-2002)
B is widely regarded as

one of the greatest film-
makers in the history of cinema.
With a career spanning over five
decades, Wilder directed, wrote,
and produced an extraordinary
array of films that spanned genres,
tones, and themes.

Known for his wit, intelligence,
and ability to weave humour and
drama seamlessly, Wilder’s films
remain timeless works of art that
continue to captivate audiences.
From biting satires and poignant
dramas to laugh-out-loud come-
dies, Wilder’s oeuvre is a treas-
ure trove of cinematic excellence.

This article will provide an in-
depth exploration of Billy Wilder's
filmography, examining his most
iconic works, his unique story-
telling style, and the legacy he
left behind.

Early Career and Rise
in Hollywood

Billy Wilder was born in 1906
in what is now Poland, and he
started his career as a journalist
in Berlin. With the rise of the Nazi
regime, Wilder, a Jewish man,
fled Europe for Hollywood in
1934. There, he initially worked
as a screenwriter, quickly proving
himself with successful scripts
such as Ninotchka (1939), a ro-
mantic comedy starring Greta
Garbo.

His early collaborations with
fellow writer Charles Brackett laid
the groundwork for his later ca-
reer as a director. Wilder’s tran-
sition to directing began in the
early 1940s. His first directorial
effort was The Major and the
Minor (1942), a screwball com-
edy starring Ginger Rogers and
Ray Milland.

While it was a
modest success, it marked the
beginning of a career that would
redefine Hollywood filmmaking.

Breakthrough with Film Noir

One of Wilder’s earliest mas-
terpieces was Double Indemnity
(1944), a quintessential film noir.
Adapted from James M. Cain’s
novella and co-written with Ray-
mond Chandler, the film tells the
story of an insurance salesman
(Fred MacMurray) who conspires
with a femme fatale (Barbara
Stanwyck) to murder her husband
for the insurance money.

Double Indemnity is a landmark
in both Wilder’s career and the
film noir genre. The sharp, cynical
dialogue, dark moral undertones,
and atmospheric visuals set the
standard for noir films to follow.
Wilder’s direction emphasised the
tension and duplicity between

the characters, and his decision
to cast Stanwyck against type
as the seductive yet dangerous
femme fatale paid off brilliantly.
The film earned seven Acade-
my Award nominations and ce-
mented Wilder’s reputation as
a filmmaker willing to tackle
morally complex stories.

A Portrait of Addiction

Following the success of
Double Indemnity, Wilder turned
to a deeply personal and socially
significant topic with The Lost
Weekend (1945). Starring Ray
Milland as an alcoholic writer
whose life spirals out of control,
the film was a bold exploration
of addiction, a subject rarely ad-
dressed in Hollywood at the time.

Wilder’s unflinching depiction
of alcoholism was groundbreak-
ing, and his use of innovative
techniques - such as haunting
sound design to represent the
protagonist’s hallucinations -
heightened the emotional impact
of the story.

The Lost Weekend was both
a critical and commercial triumph,
winning four Academy Awards,
including Best Picture, Best Di-
rector for Wilder, and Best Actor
for Milland. This success solidi-
fied Wilder as a director unafraid
to tackle challenging and un-
conventional subjects.

Hollywood Satire

One of Wilder’'s crowning
achievements, Sunset Boulevard
(1950), is a scathing satire of
Hollywood and its treatment of
aging stars. The film follows a
struggling screenwriter, Joe Gillis
(William Holden), who becomes
entangled with Norma Desmond
(Gloria Swanson), a faded silent
film actress yearning for a come-
back.

From its famous opening scene
- narrated by a dead man floating
in @ swimming pool - to its haunt-
ing final line, "I'm ready for my
close-up, Mr. DeMille," Sunset
Boulevard is a masterpiece of
storytelling and character devel-
opment. Wilder's biting critique
of the film industry was ahead of
its time, exposing the darker side
of Hollywood's glamour.

The film received 11 Academy
Award nominations, winning three,
and remains one of the greatest
films ever made. Gloria Swan-
son’s portrayal of Norma Des-
mond is iconic, and the film’s
influence can be seen in count-
less subsequent works about
Hollywood.

Comedic Genius
While Wilder was a master of

drama and satire, he was equally
adept at comedy. Some Like It

Hot (1959) is often hailed as
one of the funniest films of all
time. Starring Marilyn Monroe,
Tony Curtis, and Jack Lemmon,
the film follows two musicians
who disguise themselves as
women to escape from mobsters
after witnessing a crime.

The film broke boundaries with
its gender-bending humour and
risqué subject matter, pushing
the limits of what was accept-
able in 1950s Hollywood.

A Romantic Comedy Classic

In 1960, Wilder directed The
Apartment, a romantic comedy-
drama that blended humour with
biting social commentary. Star-
ring Jack Lemmon as C.C. Bax-
ter, a hapless office worker who
lends his apartment to his boss
for extramarital affairs, and Shir-
ley MacLaine as Fran Kubelik,
the elevator operator he falls for,
the film examines themes of
loneliness, corporate culture, and
moral compromise.

Wilder’s ability to balance light-
hearted moments with serious
undertones made The Apartment
a critical and commercial suc-
cess. The film won five Academy
Awards, including Best Picture,
Best Director, and Best Original
Screenplay. It remains one of
Wilder’s most celebrated works.

Other Notable Films

Beyond his best-known works,
Billy Wilder directed a wide array
of films that showcased his ver-
satility:

The Seven Year ltch (1955):
A witty romantic comedy about
marital temptation.

Stalag 17 (1953): A darkly
comedic World War Il drama
about prisoners in a German
POW camp.

Ace in the Hole (1951): A
biting critique of media sensa-
tionalism, this film stars Kirk
Douglas as a ruthless journalist
who exploits a man trapped in
a cave for his own gain.

Sabrina (1954): A charming
romantic comedy starring Audrey
Hepburn, Humphrey Bogart, and
William Holden.

Witness for the Prosecution
(1957): A gripping courtroom
drama based on Agatha Chris-
tie’s play.

Irma la Douce (1963): A
romantic comedy starring Jack
Lemmon and Shirley MacLaine,
set in the underbelly of Paris.

The Front Page (1974): A
sharp, fast-paced comedy-drama
about journalism, adapted from
the play by Ben Hecht and
Charles MacArthur.

Themes and Style

Billy Wilder’s films are char-

acterised by several recurring
themes and stylistic elements:

Cynicism and Moral Com-
plexity - Wilder had a famously
cynical worldview, and his films
often explored the darker as-
pects of human nature, such as
greed (Double Indemnity), am-
bition (Ace in the Hole), and
vanity (Sunset Boulevard).

Sharp Dialogue - Wilder’s
screenplays are renowned for
their razor-sharp dialogue.

Well, here are some of Wilder's
screenwriting tips:

1. The audience is fickle.

2. Grab 'em by the throat and
never let 'em go.

3. Develop a clean line of ac-
tion for your leading character.

4. Know where you're going.

5. The more subtle and ele-
gant you are in hiding your plot
points, the better you are as a
writer.

6. If you have a problem with
the third act, the real problem is
in the first act.

7. Atip from Lubitsch: Let the
audience add up two plus two.
They'll love you forever.

8. In doing voice-overs, be
careful not to describe what the
audience already sees. Add to
what they're seeing.

9. The event that occurs at
the second act curtain triggers
the end of the movie.

10. The third act must build,
build, build in tempo and action
until the last event, and then -
that's it. Don't hang around.

10 quotes from Billy Wilder
on actors he directed, show-
casing his wit, humour, and
sometimes sharp opinions:

1. On Marilyn Monroe:

Strange Journey:
The Story Of
Rocky Horror

This wonderful documentary
celebrates the cult phenome-
non of “THE ROCKY HORROR
SHOW?” which began life as a
modest musical at the Royal
Court Theatre Upstairs in 1973.
It's phenomenal success led to
a transfer at a larger theatre in
King’'s Road and subsequently it
was turned into a movie in 1975
by Jim Sharman.

THE ROCKY HORROR
PICTURE SHOW opened at the
Rialto cinema in Leicester Square
to a lukewarm reception but a
couple of years later, it started
becoming the cult phenomenon
that it is today, thanks to midnight
screenings where the audience
turned up in droves dressed as
characters from the show and
singing along with the actors on
the screen.

This hugely enjoyable docu-
mentary is directed by Linus
O'Brien, the son of Richard O'Brien,
the creator and one of the stars
of the show. He speaks eloquen-
tly about his early days in New
Zealand before he travelled to
England searching for success
as an actor. His meeting with Jim
Sharman and the making of the
show is the stuff that dreams
are made of.

The original stage actors in-
cluding Tim Curry, Nell Campbell
and Patricia Quinn along with
Susan Sarandon and Barry Bost-
wick who joined them for the film
adaptation talk candidly about
their experiences.

Do not miss this documentary
and the original picture show

which is back in cinemas cele-
brating its 50th anniversary.

The Kitchen
Brigade

This little French delight by
Louis-Julien Petit follows the
story of Cathy Marie (Audrey
Lamy), a fiercely independent
sous-chef, who leaves her job
at a prestigious gourmet res-
taurant following a disagree-
ment with her pompous head
chef. Cathy has dreams of
opening her own restaurant but
first she needs to find another
job. Desperate times call for
desperate measures and she
reluctantly agrees to start work
running the cafeteria in a hostel
for migrants...

Lamy is terrific as the free
spirited protagonist and is well
supported by Francois Cluzet
as Lorenzo, the dedicated man
running the shelter. The strong
ensemble also includes a hand-
picked cast playing the mi-
grants.

It is an enjoyable and very
funny film with fully fleshed
characters and a strong mes-
sage about asylum seekers.

The Man In The
White Van

This well-crafted horror is
based on true events which

take place in Florida during the
seventies. The creepy, faceless
man of the title begins his killing
spree in 1970 and five years later,
a teenage girl called Annie Wil-
liams (Madison Wolfe) begins
to notice that a man in a white
van is stalking her and curiously
no one from her family believes
her...

Wolfe makes a very persua-
sive heroine and is well suppor-
ted by Sean Astin and Ali Larter
as her distanced parents.

Director Warren Skeels invests
enough time in developing his
characters before hell is let loose
on Halloween. It is not really that
scary but it is intense and atmos-
pheric.

Skammata

Danae Stylianou’s essential
documentary was made last year
in commemoration of the 50th
anniversary of the coup d’état
in Cyprus and the subsequent
Turkish invasion.

Foreign and Cypriot archaeo-
logists along with staff members
of the Department of Antiquities
share their memories and per-

sonal experiences during those
horrific days in the summer of
1974. Their valuable work was
suddenly stopped at the time and
some of their work especially
near Lapithos and on the Kyrenia
coast has never been recovered
since. But the most horrendous
experience of them all is when a
French archaeologist visits the
excavation site in Karpasia near
Apostolos Andreas Monastery
only to discover that the whole
site has been bulldozed by the
invaders in order to put their
Turkish flags on a rock. Horrific!

Our Souls
At Night

This 2017 movie is one of
Robert Redford’s last screen
appearances who sadly died a
couple of weeks ago and is the
fourth he acted opposite Jane
Fonda. They both made their
screen debut in TALL STORY in
1960, even though Redford was
uncredited. Then they starred
along with Marlon Brando in
Arthur Penn’s THE CHASE (1966)
before their most memorable
partnership in BAREFOOT IN
THE PARK in 1967. The last time
they shared the screen together
was in 1979 for Sydney Pollack’s
THE ELECTRIC HORSEMAN -
until now for this intimate study
of two elderly souls who find
compassion and tenderness in
the most unexpected places.

The action takes place in
Holt, a small Colorado town and
the story follows Addie Moore
(Fonda), a lonely widow who
pays a surprise visit to her neigh-
bour Louis Waters (Redford) and
makes him an offer he can’t re-
fuse...

The chemistry between these
two veteran actors is priceless
under Ritesh Batra’s sensitive
direction and are well supported
by Matthias Schoenaerts and
Judy Greer as their distanced
children.

This touching film also boasts
an early screen appearance by
lan Armitage as Addie’s grand-
son Jamie - long before he found
fame as YOUNG SHELDON.

The Harder They Come
(Stratford East), the cult Jamai-
can crime movie from 1972, is
known for having a killer sound-
track, one that more or less intro-
duced reggae to a lot of coun-
tries. Making it into a musical
was inevitable — so inevitable
that Suzan-Lori Parks’ adapta-
tion directed by Matthew Xia is
the second attempt to date. The
story follows Ivan Martin (Natey
Jones), a country boy deter-
mined to make it big in the bus-
tle of Kingston, first as a musi-
cian and later, as a gangster.
The fame and infamy are inse-
parable; anyone with even a
cursory knowledge of reggae
will know how important the fig-
ure of the outlaw is as a source
of lyrical inspiration, and The
Harder They Come highlights
this fixation by making the two
roles, rockstar and outlaw the
same man, not dissimilar from
Nicholas Roeg’s Performance,
from 1970.

Jones does a great job as
Ivan, his performance sees Ivan
transform over time from gullible
country boy to a self-assured
townie, and then that same self-
assuredness turns into some-
thing darker as he feels more
and more hard done by. The
songs, unsurprisingly, are incre-
dible: the soundtrack to the film
already serves as a primer to the
best reggae of the early 70s, it
was a jukebox musical in wait-
ing this whole time. Jones and
the supporting cast do a great
job, and the relative cosiness of
Stratford East means that the
musical numbers still feel small-
scale and intimate, taking place
as they do in the shantytown
setting of Kingston (A larger
scale, more bombastic, Broad-
way-esque musical version of
the same material would have
felt completely inappropriate,
fun as it is to imagine).

There's not a great deal to
say about this one — it's a simple
story that hits familiar beats,
performed brilliantly to a pheno-
menal soundtrack, which in-
clude the Jimmy CIliff hits, Many
Rivers to Cross and You Can
Get It If You Really Want, and
Rivers of Babylon, Sweet and
Dandy and of course the title
track. Strongly recommended.

Meanwhile | was in Guildford
for one of many productions,

globally, celebrating the 250th
anniversary of the birth of Jane
Austen. A couple of weeks ago
| went to Bath for a cemetery tour
and happened upon hundreds
of people of all genders and
ages dressed in an eclectic mix
of Georgian ouffits. It was a
splendid English gathering and
last week at The Yvonne Ar-
naud Theatre for Ryan Craig’s
adaptation of Emma, directed
by Stephen Unwin, there was
a smattering of suitably attired
Guilfordians, the sartorial zeit-
geist having inspired them. |
bowed and my companion curt-
sied, and it all felt very camp
and weirdly cute. That said the
production is also like a period
trinket on a set designed by
Ceci Caff that provides a gor-
geous backdrop for Austen’s
characters.

The production, enjoyable
as it is, reminds me of the film
versions of Downton Abbey,
stylish and ostentatious rather
than anything substantive. Then
again there is nowt wrong with
frothy fun once in a while and
this ticks all those boxes though
if you have read the book you
may need to be patient and use
your imagination.

India Shaw Smith’s Emma
will win you over with her spirit.
Feisty and bossy she is her
own woman, probably Austen
in another guise as she never
married. She struts around with
confidence and is also an art-
ful schemer, with Harriet Smith
being the poor girl on the recei-
ving end. An excellent portrayal
by Maiya Louise Thapar making
her professional debut. Socially
awkward she nervously giggles
and is prone to bursts of faux
excitement while always being
subject to Emma’s wit. The male
characters also add to the com-
edy which Unwin has chosen
to focus on and the mistaken
intentions of Oscar Batterham’s
Elton and Emma will make you
squirm such is the embarrass-
ment of their shenanigans.
William Chub also impresses
as Mr Woodhouse, the phleg-
matic father and Ed Sayer as
the aloof George Knightly.

A Georgian trinket perhaps
but far more enjoyable than the
cinematic Downton debacle.

ruit and vegetables contain
Fvitamins, minerals and fibre that
may help prevent cardiovascular
disease and some cancers. Making an
effort to eat a range of colours increases
variety — and don’t forget your greens.
Green leafy vegetables, such as spinach,
kale and watercress, are good sources
of iron, folic acid and nitrates.

Fruit and vegetables are the basis of
many affordable, tasty meals and snacks.
In reality, getting your 5-a-day is easy,
as these tips show.

1. Love your lentils

Beans and lentils count towards your
5-a-day. They are good sources of car-
bohydrate and protein, but also contain
essential vitamins and minerals. How-
ever, they only count as one portion, re-
gardless of the amount or type you eat
(a portion is 80g, or three heaped table-
spoons of cooked beans).

Even if your meal contains both chick-
peas and lentils, this only counts as one
portion. Baked beans also count, so
beans on toast or a jacket potato is a
portion, but make sure you opt for re-
duced-sugar and reduced-salt ver-
sions.

2. Jazz up rice

Adding vegetables such as peas or
sweetcorn to your rice is a great way to
increase your vegetable intake. You can
put frozen vegetables into the saucepan
halfway through the rice’s cooking time
or simply stir them through the rice for
a couple of minutes after it has cooked.

You can also add tinned vegetables
to couscous. Choose those tinned in
water, without added salt or sugar.

3. Fruity breakfasts

It's easy to get two portions of differ-
ent fruits with your porridge or muesli.
Fruit adds natural sweetness and is a
great source of vitamin C and fibre. Add
a combination of raisins, dried apricots,
sliced banana, a handful of blueberries,
strawberries or raspberries.

For a warming fruity porridge, stew
apples and blackberries and add them
to your porridge with a sprinkle of cin-
namon.

4. Love your fruit bowl

Having a well-stocked fruit bowl adds
colour to your home and may encourage
you to snack on fruit rather than grab-
bing biscuits or cake. Fruit is naturally
low in calories and also contains fibre,
which helps you feel fuller for longer.

5. Healthier snacks

Swap your mid-morning biscuits
for dried fruit. Raisins, sultanas, prunes
and apricots are easy, cheap, portable
snacks for people on the go. About a
tablespoon counts as a portion.

There is a great variety available at
most supermarkets, often including exo-
tic fruits like dried pineapple and mango.
Be careful to choose fruits without
added sugar (unsweetened) by check-
ing the ingredients list, and avoid those
coated in chocolate, yoghurt or honey.

6. Vegetable crisps

Make your own vegetable crisps from
beetroot, sweet potato and parsnip,
without added fat or salt. Slice the vege-
tables thinly, place on a lined tray and
place in the oven at 175°C/gas mark 4
for 20 minutes or until dry. Fruit takes
longer to bake.

For cinnamon-spiced apple chips,
sprinkle sliced apple with a teaspoon of
cinnamon and a quarter-teaspoon of
nutmeg and bake on the lowest setting
for about two hours.

7. Sandwich fillings

Making your own lunch to take into
work or putting together your own sand-
wich at lunchtime allows you to pack in
extra vegetables. Sliced cucumber, to-
matoes, peppers and lettuce comple-
ment many sandwich fillings.

Try the wholemeal versions of pitta
bread, wraps and bagels too, and try
to sample new vegetables every week
SO you never get bored.

8. Pie toppings

Standard potatoes don’t count as one
of your 5-a-day. As an alternative pie
topping, or to combine with potato, use
mashed swede, sweet potato, butternut
squash or carrot. These vegetables mash
very smoothly, which means you don't
need added bultter.

9. In a stew

Traditionally seen as a winter dish, stew
can be eaten all year round and is a fan-
tastic way to pack in extra vegetables.
Root vegetables (like carrots, butternut
squash, parsnips and sweet potato) hold
their shape well and add bulk.

Atin of tomatoes or some lentils intro-
duces yet another portion. Experiment
with summer flavours, such as fresh herbs
like basil, or use seasonal vegetables.

While all the vegetable additions help
you towards your 5-a-day, remember that
each portion must be 80g, so a stew for
four needs to contain 320g of fruit or veg
to provide one portion per serving.

10. Tinned tomatoes

For meals like spaghetti bolognese,
chilli, curry or pasta bakes, use tinned
tomatoes (or tomato passata) instead of

ready-made sauces. It will help you towards
your 5-a-day and can also help reduce
your salt and sugar intake.

If you want to make your tinned-tomato
sauce creamier, add a little low-fat Greek
yoghurt.

11. Toast toppings

Mashed avocado or banana make tasty
toppings for a slice of toast. Try them as
alternatives to your usual lunch or as a
substantial snack.

Bananas are a great source of energy
and nutrients, and avocadoes are rich in
monounsaturated fats, which can help to
maintain healthy cholesterol levels. Avo-
cadoes also contain fibre and a range of
essential vitamins.

12. Salad days

Salads aren’t just for summer; they’re
a healthy year-round accompaniment to
any dish. A hearty salad for cooler months
can be made using vegetables such as
carrot, butternut squash and sweet potato,
roasted in a small amount of olive oil.

Pulses (such as tinned kidney beans,
chickpeas or mixed beans) are great all
year round.

13. A cracking omelette

An omelette is a great way to boost
your vegetable count. Onion, tomatoes,
peppers, mushrooms, sweetcorn, peas
and spinach all work very well when
added to the egg mixture. Or you could
make a twist on a Spanish omelette,
using sweet potatoes instead of white
potatoes.

14. Vegetable soup

There are countless flavours of soup to
try, and soups are very simple to make.
Start by chopping up a variety of vege-
tables (onions, carrots, butternut squash,
radish, swede, parsnips, sweet potato,
mushrooms, sweetcorn and peppers all
work well) and sautéing them with a
little vegetable oil.

Then add homemade or low-salt stock
and allow your vegetables to simmer
until tender. Either leave soup chunky
(like a stew) or blend it to a smooth
texture.

15. Sweet potato

Sweet potatoes are a good source of
the antioxidant beta-carotene. To make
sweet potato wedges, cut it into equal-sized
chunks, brush with a little vegetable oil
and bake in the oven for around 20 min-
utes. For extra flavour, add a sprinkling
of paprika, cumin or chilli before baking.

16. Fruity desserts

Make a tasty, healthy dessert by
teaming fresh or stewed fruit with some
low-fat yoghurt. You can select fruit in
season or freeze prepared fruit to save
time when you next need them.

You could also try making your own
crumbles using fresh or stewed fruit or
frozen berries. For the topping, try add-
ing some oats to your standard mix.

17. Spice it up

Instead of just adding meat, onion
and peppers to your chilli or fajita mix
(as suggested in many standard reci-
pes), experiment with extra vegetables.
Consider mushrooms, sweetcorn and
broccoli, and don’t forget to add some
tinned kidney beans, as these also
count towards your 5-a-day.

You can even reduce the amount of
meat you would usually use and add
extra beans instead, as they are a great
source of protein and are cheaper than
meat.

18. Go beyond roast potatoes

When making your Sunday dinner,
why not roast a selection of vegetables
alongside your usual potatoes? Pars-
nips, butternut squash, swede, carrots,
peppers and mushrooms are all delicious
roasted. Be sparing when adding oil;
simply brushing oil on vegetables with
a pastry brush is enough.

Remember to cook your usual selec-
tion of steamed or lightly boiled vege-
tables along with this. A roast dinner is
a great occasion to get in some extra
greens too.

19. Simple stir fry

Pack out stir fries with vegetables.
Add chopped onion, garlic, peppers and
mushrooms when browning your chicken
or lean beef, and then broccoli, carrots,
sweetcorn, peas, curly kale, spinach and
beansprouts.

If you don’t want to prepare vegetables,
you can add frozen mixed vegetables
instead.

20. Healthy snacks

Planning your snacks will help you re-
sist the temptation of fatty or sugary foods
between meals. If you're going to work
or just out and about for the day, prepare
plastic boxes with carrot, pepper and
cucumber sticks, reduced-fat hummus,
unsalted nuts, sultanas and dried apple
rings to keep you going. These healthy
options all help you reach your 5-a-day.

Jackson, with the striker then
grabbing his first goal for Bayern
Kane made it 4-0 after only 34
minutes with a left-footed strike
from six yards, although the
hosts got a goal back just be-
fore half-time through Mislav
Orsic’s excellent curled 20-yard
effort.

But Bayern restored their four-
goal advantage midway through
the second half when Olise fired
into the roof of the net from a
tight angle to seal the convin-
cing victory.

The visitors almost added a
sixth in second-half injury-time
only for Serge Gnabry and Jack-

son to both hit the post in quick
succession.

Bayern, two points clear at
the top of the Bundesliga, have
now won all nine of their matches
this season, scoring 35 goals
in the process and have two
victories from two in the Cham-

pions League.

UEFA Champions League Chelsea beat Mourinho's Benfica

ose Mourinho's latest return
Jto Stamford Bridge ended

in frustration as Chelsea
secured a narrow Champions
League victory over his new club
Benfica thanks to Richard Rios'
first-half own goal.

Such is the affection Chelsea
fans have for Mourinho they
serenaded him before and dur-
ing the encounter, as Colombian
midfielder Rios could not get out
of the way when Alejandro Gar-
nacho sent Pedro Neto's-far post
cross fizzing back into the six-
yard area, giving goalkeeper
Anatoliy Trubin no chance of
keeping the ball out.

Spurs, who beat this team
home and away on their way to
winning the Europa League last
season, were second best for
large periods and fell behind
early in the second half when
Jens Petter Hauge curled a
strike into the far corner.

Things got even better for the
hosts when Hauge superbly
turned away from Pedro Porro
before hammering a strike into
the bottom corner to put the home
fans in dreamland.
