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Gaza ceasefire: Israel delays
ald and Hamas tightens grip

amas handed over
H additional bodies of

deceased hostages to
Israel on Tuesday, marking a
modest sign of progress fol-
lowing several apparent set-
backs in the days since U.S.
President Donald Trump pro-
moted his plan to bring an end
to the Gaza war.

The transfer of bodies came
after Israel announced it would
reduce by half the number of hu-
manitarian aid trucks permitted
to enter Gaza, a punitive meas-
ure against Hamas for what
Israel described as the group’s
breach of its agreement to hand
over remains under the cease-
fire accord reached last week.

At the same time, resurgent
Hamas fighters sought to dem-
onstrate renewed control over
Gaza by deploying hundreds of
security personnel throughout the
streets and executing several
individuals accused of collabo-
rating with Israel.

Prospects for Trump’s peace
initiative worsened when the

president threatened military ac-
tion against Hamas unless the
organisation disarmed.

“If they don’t disarm, we will
disarm them. And it will happen
quickly and perhaps violently,”
Trump declared at the White
House, one day after addressing
Israel’s parliament, the Knesset,
in Jerusalem.

Israeli Prime Minister Benja-
min Netanyahu has consistently
maintained that the conflict can-
not end until Hamas lays down
its weapons and relinquishes
authority over Gaza - conditions
the militant group has refused
to meet.

On Monday, Trump pro-
claimed a “historic dawn of a
new Middle East” before the
Knesset, as Israel and Hamas
completed the exchange of the
final 20 living Israeli hostages
in Gaza for roughly 2,000 Pales-
tinian detainees and prisoners.

However, the return of 28 de-
ceased hostages remains one
of the last unresolved elements
of the agreement to conclude

more than two years of hostilities
that began with Hamas’ attacks
on lIsrael on October 7, 2023.
Hamas has now delivered eight
coffins containing the bodies of
hostages, leaving at least 19
believed dead and one still un-
accounted for in Gaza.

On Tuesday, the Israeli military
reported receiving four coffins
from the Red Cross at a desig-
nated meeting point in northern
Gaza. The coffins, escorted by
Israeli forces, crossed into Israel
shortly before midnight and were
taken for forensic identification,
according to military officials.

Hamas also confirmed that
the transfer was proceeding.

“At this moment, our men are
continuing to oversee the imple-
mentation of what was agreed
upon concerning the handover
of bodies as part of the deal to end
the war in Gaza,” said Hamas
spokesperson Hazem Qassem.

It remained unclear whether
the latest handover would be
enough for Israel to reinstate the
full delivery of humanitarian aid.

Israeli officials stated that,
starting Wednesday, they would
limit aid deliveries to half the
previously agreed amount and
postpone reopening the south-
ern border crossing with Egypt,
citing Hamas'’ failure to fully com-
ply with the ceasefire agreement
by not returning all hostage re-
mains.

Israel’'s two-year campaign
has left much of Gaza in ruins,
and famine conditions have grip-
ped Gaza City and surrounding
regions, affecting over half a mil-
lion Palestinians. The ceasefire

agreement had called for 600
aid trucks per day to enter the
territory to alleviate the crisis.

Plans to reopen the crossing
with Egypt - intended in part to
allow the evacuation of wounded
Gazans for medical care - have
yet to be implemented.

Hamas, which seized control
of Gaza during a brief civil war
in 2007, has quickly reasserted
its presence in Gaza’s urban
centres following Israel’s partial
troop withdrawal last week. Re-
sidents reported that Hamas
fighters were increasingly visi-
ble on Tuesday, especially along
the routes designated for aid
deliveries.

Trump had previously signal-
led approval for Hamas to tem-
porarily resume some governing
functions in Gaza.

According to Palestinian se-
curity officials, dozens of people
have been killed in recent clashes
between Hamas forces and rival
factions.

Meanwhile, Israel continued
limited military operations. Using
aerial drones, Israeli forces killed
five Palestinians as they inspec-
ted damaged homes in a suburb
east of Gaza City, and an air-
strike near Khan Younis killed
one person and injured another,
according to Gaza health autho-
rities.

Hamas accused Israel of
violating the ceasefire, while the
Israeli military asserted that its
forces opened fire only after in-
dividuals crossed truce lines and
approached Israeli positions des-
pite repeated warnings to re-
treat.

Chancellor considering tax increases and spending cuts

hancellor Rachel Reeves
Csaid she is considering
both tax rises and spend-
ing cuts for her upcoming bud-
get on November 26, confirming
widespread expectations in light
of her commitment to balancing
the nation’s finances.
Economic forecasters predict

Reeves will need to raise appro-
ximately £30 billion through
tax increases in the budget, fol-
lowing higher-than-anticipated
government borrowing costs,
the abandonment of a plan to
cut welfare spending, and indi-
cations that growth forecasts
will have to be revised down-

ward.

“Challenges are being thrown
ourway... | won't duck those chal-
lenges,” Reeves told Sky News
on Wednesday.

“Of course, we’re looking at
tax and spending as well, but the
numbers will always add up with
me as chancellor.”

Reeves has consistently em-
phasized her commitment to eco-
nomic responsibility and adhe-
rence to her fiscal rules, the main
one being her target of balancing
day-to-day public spending with
tax revenues by 2030.

Before the July 2024 election,
Reeves’s Labour party pledged
not to raise value added tax
(VAT), national insurance contri-
butions, or income tax rates,

though speculation is now mount-
ing that those promises could be
reconsidered.

Speaking to broadcasters in
Washington, D.C., ahead of the
International Monetary Fund
(IMF) annual meeting, the chan-
cellor said: “I've always been very
clear that we will continue to prio-
ritise economic and fiscal stabi-
lity in the UK.”

In an earlier interview with Sky
News, Reeves said that austerity
policies and former Prime Minis-
ter Liz Truss’s mini-budget had
harmed the UK economy.

She also attributed part of the
country’s economic difficulties
to Brexit, describing its effects
as “severe and long-lasting.”

Christodoulides discussed
Cyprus problem with
Trump at Sharm El-Sheikh

resident of the Republic
P of Cyprus Nikos Chris-
todoulides said he dis-
cussed the Cyprus problem
with U.S. President Donald
Trump on the sidelines of the
Gaza Peace Summit in Sharm
El-Sheikh, which took place
on Monday.

Speaking to journalists on
Tuesday about his brief meeting
with the U.S. President, Christo-
doulides stated that “all | can say
is that the issue discussed was
the Cyprus problem.”

The President was also asked
about Cyprus’ participation in the
Gaza Peace Summit. He said
that, despite some objections to
the Republic of Cyprus taking
part, “we were invited by both the
U.S. President and the Presi-
dent of Egypt.”

“It is important,” he added,
“that we were very specific, as
we were in October 2023 in
Paris, when we first presented
the Amalthea initiative,” referring
to the sea corridor for humani-
tarian aid from Cyprus to Gaza.

He noted that Cyprus presen-
ted at the Peace Summit a de-
tailed plan, currently in progress,
comprising six initiatives that the
Republic of Cyprus could under-
take in the fields of security, re-
construction, and humanitarian
assistance, based on President
Trump’s 20-point plan.

President Christodoulides
said that this proposal had been
discussed in recent days during
telephone communications he
held, particularly with the Presi-
dent of the European Commis-
sion.

The document, he continued,
which is still under development,
has been sent to the European
Commission, EU Member States,
the U.S., and other interested
parties.

He added that “now is the
time to work so that what has
been agreed in the first stage
of the Trump plan is implemen-
ted, allowing us to move on to
the second stage.”

“It is important, especially

for us as a country in the region
with excellent relations with all
neighbouring states, as the only
EU member state in the area
and one directly affected by de-
velopments, to do everything
possible - within our capabili-
ties - to ensure that what was
agreed upon is implemented,”
he underlined.

President Christodoulides
described the Gaza Peace
Summit as a day of “hope and
promise” for the region.

In a post on X, he said he was
“privileged to have been part of
the Sharm EI-Sheikh Summit
for Peace in the Middle East.”

Government Spokesperson
Konstantinos Letymbiotis, in his
own post, recalled that two years
ago President Christodoulides
presented the Amalthea Plan
at the Paris Conference - “a
Cypriot initiative that turned
hope into action, establishing
a maritime humanitarian corri-
dor from Cyprus to Gaza.”

Since then, he added, Cyp-
rus has delivered over 25,000
tons of humanitarian aid to those
in need, “proving in practice its
role as a pillar of humanity and
stability in the region.”

U.S. President Donald Trump
and Egyptian President Abdel
Fattah al-Sisi hosted more than
20 world leaders at the Egyp-
tian resort of Sharm EI-Sheikh
on Monday for a summit inten-
ded to cement the truce.

At the opening of the summit,
Trump signed a document with
the leaders of Egypt, Qatar, and
Turkey welcoming the agree-
ments on Gaza and pledging to
“work collectively to implement
and sustain this legacy.”

Egypt’s presidency said dis-
cussions covered the govern-
ance, security, and reconstruc-
tion of Gaza.

Israel and Hamas were not
represented at the summit, while
the leaders of Saudi Arabia
and the United Arab Emirates
did not attend.

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Boris Johnson says facilitating the reunification of
the Parthenon Marbles would be a disaster

Economist Impact SE Europe

Events in Thessaloniki, former
UK Prime Minister Boris Johnson
explained why the Parthenon Mar-
bles cannot ever go back, saying
“it would be a disaster” for the
British Museum.

Stuart O’Hara, member of the
British Committee for the Reunifi-
cation of the Parthenon Marbles
(BCRPM) reflects on what Mr

I n an interview last month with

Johnson's current response to the
reunification of the Parthenon
Marbles means to the on-going
campaign:

There’s a short YouTube inter-
view doing the rounds right now.
It's between Boris Johnson and
journalist Vassilis Kostoulas, and
is brokered by the Economist's SE
European arm. Kostoulas saves
his questions about the Parthe-
non Marbles till last - Johnson

must have known this was com-
ing — and asks the former PM
how Mitsotakis’ question was
shaped at their last meeting.

“I fully understand why the
Prime Minister of Greece would
raise this issue. | had to tell him...
this is a difficult issue for us too”.

It doesn’t come across in print,
but to hear Johnson say it, | sud-
denly became aware (as many
have before) of something essen-
tial to his public life: to this man,
politics and diplomacy are an
extension of the school debating
society, an environment where
your argument needn’t reflect
your true feelings. Your job is to
argue the side you've been as-
signed, to win, and dispense
with any fervour you may have
displayed at the podium upon
leaving the room.

Johnson rolls out the flood-
gates argument like a frayed
carpet once more, moths and
all. This is despite it being one
of the easiest parts of the reten-

tionist cause to refute, especially
in light of recent, successful re-
patriations from collections
throughout the global north.

“There is a problem. [When |
was Mayor of London] we did a
tourism campaign, and the Brit-
ish Museum is the most-visited
attraction in the most-visited city
in the world.”

That may well be the case, but
we already know that the major-
ity of the Museum’s 5.8 million
visitors a year don’t visit Room
18 (which will be closed for an
indefinite period over the next
few years, as the west wing is
redeveloped to a design by Lina
Ghotmeh).

Once more, for those at the
back: the Parthenon Marbles are
an holistic case, uniquely rooted
in architecture and cultural iden-
tity. The broad dynamic of cultur-
al traffic between two colonial
powers at the expense of an oc-
cupied ethnic group with a con-
nection to the booty is not unique,

but we have considered the risk
of emptying the world’s museums
throughout our campaign and,
frankly, it would take more than
simply lack of resistance on cu-
rators’ parts to make that happen.
They would have to actively dis-
seminate the collection — and not
in the (alleged) fashion of former
curator Peter Higgs.

As pointed out, the British
Museum’s collection numbers
around 8 million items. The cata-
loguing system is haphazard. For
example, one trunk of diverse
objects of unknown provenance
may be listed as a single item
(it should be acknowledged that
the Museum is working on this,
with Director Nicholas Cullinan
pledging to digitise the 40% of
the collection currently not on-
line within the next five years).

We campaign for the return of
21 figures from the pediments,
15 metopes, and 75m of the
frieze, consisting of 56 blocks of
marble. Were the floodgates to

open, and the museum to lose
one item an hour, day and night,
bank holidays and all, it would
take over 650 years to empty the
museum.

Back to Johnson. He knows
any Greek politician meeting
their British counterpart is going
to ask about the Marbles, and
Johnson treats it as a classical
move (no pun intended) to be ex-
pected, dealt with, and forgot-
ten.

Towards the end of the inter-
view he affirms the continued
existence of the Conservative
Party as “the oldest and most
successful political party in Eu-
rope — even more than PASOK!”

That jab tells us this is just a
game to him, like the rest of life.
Supporting retention, pretending
you're still at school on the cusp
of retirement age, clinging to a
political party in its mortal hour...
perhaps the former PM is the one
who should be on display in the
British Museum.

rity to work for the liberation

and reunification of our home-
land, the President of the Repub-
lic, Nikos Christodoulides, said
on Saturday during the 45th anti-
occupation event of the people
of Morphou.

“Our efforts to resolve the Cyp-
rus problem are not limited to slo-
gans and wishful thinking. These
are very specific initiatives that
we began immediately after tak-
ing office,” he noted, adding that
“in these two and a half years, we
have been making steps methodi-
cally, with dedication and with the
deepest conviction that, despite
the difficulties and problems, the
solution to the Cyprus problem,
yes, 51 years later, is an absolutely
achievable goal.”

This optimism, he said, is based
on certain developments, which
are the decision of the UN Sec-

retary-General to proceed with
the appointment of his personal
envoy, the two multilateral meet-
ings on Cyprus convened within
a year, the recent trilateral meet-
ing in New York, and the UN Sec-
retary-General's commitment to
convene a new multilateral meet-
ing immediately after the elec-
tion of a Turkish Cypriot leader.

“All these are developments
that were not a given in 2023. And
| say all this to highlight the obsta-
cles, difficulties, and problems we
had to face,” he stressed, while
assuring that "we will make the
most of even the slightest oppor-
tunity for negotiation and do every-
thing humanly possible to resume
negotiations, with the aim of find-
ing a sustainable and workable
solution within the agreed frame-
work that respects the principles
and values of the European Union."

"It is important that, beyond the

commitment and political will of
the United Nations Secretary-Gen-
eral in this great effort, | am also
encouraged by the fact that our
efforts to resolve the Cyprus issue
are supported by the European
Union," he noted.

"The mobilization of the Euro-
pean Union, the utilization of the
broader European framework, the
reactivation of international inter-
est, maintaining open channels
with the United Nations, and our
pursuit of direct communication
with Turkey, which has yielded
some results, are steps in the stra-
tegy we have followed since the
first day | took office," said the
President of the Republic.

"Although | do not downplay
or underestimate the difficulties
and challenges, | believe that we
are on a path that can lead us to
the goal of resuming negotiations,”
he continued.

“Whoever the leader of the Tur-
kish Cypriots may be, | am ready
to meet with him immediately, |
am ready to negotiate, | am ready
to do whatever it takes to make
this great effort bear fruit, allowing
us to remove once and for all the
barbed wire that keeps our home-
land divided,” he stressed.

Morphou.”

Presidency of the Council of the
European Union in the first half of
2026, President Christodoulides

said that “this is a very important
milestone for our country, a natio-
nal mission, especially for a small
EU member state, which | am con-
fident we will camry out successfully.”

"The upcoming Presidency of
the Council of the European Union
by the Republic of Cyprus is also
an important opportunity for us to
highlight the active and substan-
tial role of our country, which, 65
years after its independence, is
present in the major challenges,
with confidence and credibility,
with a role and a voice. A respon-
sible country that is part of the
solution to the problems of the

region and not part of the prob-
lems," he stressed.

"The Presidency of the Council
will also give us the opportunity to
show thousands of visitors, gov-
ernment officials, heads of state
and government, the barbed wire
fence of the occupation. They will
see up close the flag that defiles
Pentadaktylos and reminds us of
our obligation to work for the libe-
ration and reunification of our
homeland. To hand it over united,
undivided, safe, and peaceful.
This is our supreme duty and our
highest priority," he concluded.

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The March of the
Ten Thousand

by Xenophon in his famous work, Anabasis -
was one of the most remarkable military re-
treats in ancient history.

Taking place in the early 4th century BC, it tells the
story of a group of Greek mercenaries who found
themselves stranded deep in Persian territory after
a failed campaign.

Against all odds, they fought their way back to
safety, traversing thousands of kilometres through
hostile lands. Their journey not only demonstrated
the resilience and discipline of Greek hoplites but
also served as a lasting example of leadership, unity,
and survival.

The March of the Ten Thousand - immortalised

Background: The Persian Civil War

The march began as a consequence of internal
Persian politics. In 401 BC, Cyrus the Younger, the
younger brother of Persian King Artaxerxes I, sought
to usurp the throne. Cyrus believed he had a stronger
claim and better leadership capabilities than his
brother, who had ascended the throne following the
death of their father, Darius II.

Cyrus, the satrap (governor) of Lydia, Phrygia, and
Cappadocia, amassed an army to challenge Artax-
erxes. Recognising the value of disciplined soldiers,
he hired a force of about 10,000 Greek mercenaries,
mostly hoplites, seasoned in battle and reliable in the
field. Their presence gave him an edge over Persian
levies, these were troops raised from conquered or
allied tribes within the Achaemenid Empire, who
were often less organized and less well-armed.

However, Cyrus did not reveal the true purpose
of the campaign to the Greek soldiers. He told them
they were fighting against rebellious tribes in the
eastern empire. Only when they had marched far into
Persian territory did the Greeks realise the actual
target was the Persian king himself.

Hoplites

Hoplites were citizen-soldiers of Ancient Greek
city-states who were primarily armed with spears
and shields. Hoplite soldiers used the phalanx for-
mation to be effective in war with fewer soldiers. Hop-
lites remained a significant part of Greek warfare
even after the Peloponnesian War (fought between
Athens and Sparta 431-404 BC). While the war high-
lighted the limitations of the hoplite phalanx and the
emergence of more flexible and lightly armed forma-
tions, the hoplite remained the backbone of many
Greek armies.

The Peloponnesian War marked a shift in Greek
warfare, with battle hardened hoplites turning to
mercenary work - hence their employment by the
Persians.

The Battle of Cunaxa

The pivotal moment came at the Battle of Cunaxa,
near the Euphrates River, not far from Babylon. Des-
pite initial success on the battlefield - particularly the
Greeks, who crushed the Persian left flank - the battle
ended in disaster for Cyrus. He was killed in the melee
while charging recklessly toward his brother Artax-
erxes. With his death, the purpose of the campaign
was nullified.

Suddenly, the 10,000 Greek mercenaries found
themselves without a cause, a leader, or support,
deep in enemy territory - surrounded by potentially
hostile forces, with no clear way home. Their Persian
allies disbanded, and they were left alone in the heart
of an empire that now saw them as invaders.

Betrayal and Crisis

In the aftermath of the battle, the Greek generals
attempted to negotiate a safe return with Tissa-
phernes, a Persian satrap. Tissaphernes initially ap-
peared conciliatory and offered to guide the Greeks

out of the empire. However, in a treacherous move,
he invited the senior Greek commanders, including
Clearchus, to a feast - only to arrest and execute them.

This betrayal threw the army into chaos. The loss
of experienced leadership left the troops vulnerable
and directionless. Morale plummeted. Many believed
their only options were surrender or death. But it
was at this lowest moment that Xenophon - a relati-
vely junior officer and an Athenian philosopher-
soldier - stepped forward.

Xenophon - Election of New Leaders

Xenophon, though not previously among the high
command, took a decisive role in rallying the troops.
According to his account in Anabasis, he had a dream
of Zeus encouraging him to take leadership. Inspired,
he gave a stirring speech to the soldiers, emphasis-
ing their strength, unity, and ability to return home by
their own means.

The army responded. New leaders were elected,
including Xenophon, who became one of the key
strategists and motivators of the retreat. Under this
new leadership, the army reorganised itself, forming
a tight phalanx and preparing for the arduous jour-
ney north toward the Black Sea, where Greek colo-
nies and potential rescue awaited.

The Long March Begins

The march that followed was gruelling and perilous.
The army had to traverse hostile territories, including
deserts, mountains, and the domains of unfriendly
tribes. They were constantly harassed by Persian
forces and local warlords, forced to fight running bat-
tles while seeking food and supplies.

One of the key aspects of the march was the adapt-
ability of the Greeks. Despite being trained as heavy
infantry, the hoplites adjusted to guerrilla-style tactics
when needed. Xenophon implemented flexible for-
mations and encouraged mobility, discipline, and unity.

The terrain itself was a formidable enemy. The
army faced the freezing cold of mountain passes in
Armenia and suffered from lack of provisions. Many
soldiers died of exposure, starvation, or skirmishes
along the way.

Key Battles Along the March

The night attack on the Karduchians was a critical
moment in Xenophon's Anabasis, showcasing Greek
adaptability in hostile mountain terrain. As the Ten
Thousand attempted to escape through the rugged
Armenian highlands, they were harassed by the
Karduchians, expert guerrilla fighters. Xenophon or-
ganized a surprise night assault on a key mountain
pass, catching the tribesmen off guard. The Greeks
overcame the defenders, secured the route, and re-
sumed their retreat. This daring operation highlighted
Xenophon'’s tactical creativity and the army’s resili-
ence under pressure, marking one of the most dan-
gerous and strategically vital moments in their journey
home.

The skirmish at the Zapatas River demonstrated
the challenges faced by the Ten Thousand during their
retreat. As the Greek army crossed the river, they
were attacked by Persian forces led by Tissaphemes,
employing cavalry and archers to harass the column.
Vulnerable during the crossing, the Greeks relied on
disciplined formations and a rotating rearguard of
peltasts and light infantry to repel the attackers. Xeno-
phon’s leadership and strategic positioning minimised
casualties and kept the army moving. This encounter
underscored the importance of flexibility and coordi-
nation in retreat, as the Greeks faced constant pres-
sure from more mobile enemy forces.

The battle near the Harpagus River was one of the
more organized engagements during the Ten Thou-
sand’s retreat. Facing a substantial Persian force,
Xenophon deployed his troops in staggered forma-

-tions, combining hoplites with supporting archers
and peltasts. When the Greeks launched a sudden
charge, their disciplined assault disrupted the Persian
lines, leading to a swift victory. Despite being deep in
enemy territory and outnumbered, the Greek forces
maintained cohesion and tactical superiority. This
battle highlighted the effectiveness of Greek military
training and leadership, particularly Xenophon'’s evol-
ving command skills, and demonstrated that the Ten
Thousand remained a formidable force despite their
circumstances.

The Cry of "Thalatta! Thalatta!"

After months of hardship, the turning point came
when the army reached Mount Theches in modern-
day northeastern Turkey. From the summit, they caught
sight of the Black Sea. The soldiers erupted with the
legendary cry, “Thalatta! Thalatta!” (“The seal The seal”).

This was more than just a geographical milestone
- itwas a symbol of hope. The sea represented a path
to home, a connection to friendly Greek cities along
the coast. The cry echoed the collective relief and
triumph of men who had survived against all odds.

The army eventually reached the Greek city of
Trapezus (modern Trabzon), where they were given
shelter. However, their journey was not over yet. Poli-
tical complications, infighting, and regional hostilities
continued to plague their movements. It would take
additional months and a change in command before
many of them finally returned to Greece.

Legacy and Impact

The Anabasis was more than just a survival story
- it had profound implications for both Greek and
Persian history. It exposed the vulnerability of the
Persian Empire: that a relatively small force of disci-
plined Greek soldiers could penetrate deep into its
heart and survive.

For the Greeks, it was a wake-up call and a source
of national pride. It reinforced the superiority of the
hoplite phalanx and the importance of discipline and
unity in warfare. The idea that Greeks, even when
isolated and leaderless, could outmanoeuvre a glo-
bal superpower was a powerful narrative that fuelled
future ambitions.

This event also had a major influence on later
campaigns. A young Macedonian prince named
Alexander would grow up hearing tales of the Ten
Thousand. When Alexander launched his own in-
vasion of Persia decades later, he followed a similar
route. Some scholars argue that Anabasis may have
served as a blueprint for Alexander’s conquest.

Philosophically, the journey highlighted themes of
leadership, resilience, and self-governance. Xeno-
phon's emphasis on democratic decision-making
within the army - where generals were elected and
soldiers debated strategy - mirrored the ideals of the
Greek polis. His account remains not only a military
narrative but a political and philosophical treatise.

Xenophon (c. 430 — c. 354 BC)

A Greek historian, philosopher, soldier, and student
of Socrates whose life bridged the intellectual, politi-
cal, and military realms of classical Greece.

Born into an aristocratic Athenian family, Xenophon
enjoyed the privileges of education and social status,
which led him to study under Socrates. This philoso-
phical foundation would deeply influence his later
writings, especially those defending and illustrating
Socratic thought.

Xenophon's life took a dramatic tum when he joined
the army of Cyrus the Younger, a Persian prince at-
tempting to overthrow his brother, Artaxerxes Il. Xeno-
phon fought as part of the Ten Thousand, a large group
of Greek mercenaries hired by Cyrus. After Cyrus’s
death in the Battle of Cunaxa in 401 BC, the Greek
army was stranded deep in Persian territory. Xeno-
phon emerged as a key leader during their gruelling
retreat to the Black Sea, a joumey he famously chron-
icled in his work Anabasis. This firsthand account not
only cemented his reputation as a capable military
leader but also showcased his literary skill and philo-
sophical outlook on leadership and endurance.

Following his return to Greece, Xenophon became
politically aligned with Sparta, Athens' long-time rival.
He fought alongside the Spartans and likely received
land in Scillus, near Olympia, where he lived in exile
after being banished from Athens due to his pro-
Spartan sympathies. During this time, he wrote pro-
lifically, producing historical, philosophical, and

poli-tical works. His Hellenica continues the history
of the Peloponnesian War from where Thucydides
left off, while Cyropaedia offers a partly fictionalised
account of Cyrus the Great's life, blending political
theory with idealised biography.

Xenophon also penned Memorabilia, Apology, and
Symposium, all of which defend and illustrate the
character and teachings of Socrates, serving as valu-
able counterpoints to the more abstract works of Plato.

The circumstances of Xenophon'’s death are un-
certain. He may have died in Corinth or returned to
Athens later in life after his exile was lifted. What is
clear, however, is his enduring impact.

Xenophon stands out as a rare figure who com-
bined action with thought - a soldier-philosopher
whose works remain vital for understanding classi-
cal Greece, leadership, and the legacy of Socratic
philosophy.

Emerging Leadership

One of the most famous and key paragraphs from
Xenophon’s Anabasis comes early in Book 3, when
Xenophon steps up to lead the Ten Thousand after
their generals have been betrayed and killed. This
moment highlights both the crisis and Xenophon'’s
emerging leadership:

“It was then that Xenophon, an Athenian, arose. He
had accompanied the expedition, not as a general,
nor as a captain, nor as a private soldier, but simply
to make the campaign and see the country. However,
when he saw the generals were betrayed and slain,
and the army in despair, he could not sleep for think-
ing of what might be done. He finally determined
that it was no longer time for delay, and rising in the
night, he gathered the officers and spoke: ‘The situ-
ation in which we find ourselves is perilous, but not
hopeless. If we lose courage, all is lost. But if we take
counsel and act together, we may yet be saved. Let
us be men, and the gods will help us.”

This passage is significant because it marks Xeno-
phon’s transformation from observer to leader. His
sense of duty, his appeal to unity and courage, and
his invocation of divine favour reflect key themes
throughout the Anabasis: resilience, piety, leader-
ship, and survival against the odds.

Conclusion

The March of the Ten Thousand remains one of the
most inspiring episodes in classical antiquity. It is a
story of endurance in the face of betrayal, survival
against the odds, and the triumph of leadership and
unity over chaos and despair. Through Anabasis,
Xenophon preserved this extraordinary saga for
posterity, offering not only a military chronicle but a
timeless lesson in resilience, leadership, and the in-
domitable human spirit.

Atits heart, the story is about what happens when
ordinary men are faced with extraordinary circum-
stances. Itis about the choices they make, the leaders
they follow, and the brotherhood they forge. It is a
story that has echoed through history and continues
to inspire readers, scholars, and soldiers alike - even
over two millennia later.

Frankenstein
in IMAX

There have been many adap-
tations of Mary Shelley’ s classic
gothic novel throughout the years
but Guillermo del Toro’s magnifi-
cent version is the most strikingly
beautiful of them all, but the fun-
niest is still Mel Brook's YOUNG
FRANKENSTEIN.

Del Toro’s operatic adaptation
of Shelley’s “Frankenstein or The
Modern Prometheus” boasts the
most stunning set designs, cos-
tumes, locations and music ever
witnessed on the giant IMAX
screen and is an experience to
be treasured. The story of Victor
Frankenstein is told from a young
age just before his mother’s death
during the birth of his younger
brother which has a major impact
on his life. Frankenstein (Oscar
Isaac) grows to be an obsessive
scientist and is determined to
conquer death, and he meticu-
lously creates his monster (Jacob
Elordi), but like a Greek tragedy
it inevitably leads to disaster...

Itis a long but a mesmerising
experience and it is worth seeing
on the largest screen possible.
Elordi, following impressive roles
in PRISCILLA and SALTBURN,
cements his reputation as one
of the most exciting young actors

working in cinema today. He is
a giant of a man, and his striking
looks are put to great effect here.
The eclectic cast also includes
the excellent Mia Goth who dou-
bles up as Victor's mother and as
Elizabeth the woman of Victor’s
dreams and his brother William’s
fiancée.

An epic of our times expertly
told by the Mexican master with
breathtaking sequences that also
echo his own Oscar winning THE
SHAPE OF WATER.

Roofman

Channing Tatum delivers his
best performance to date under
Derek Cianfrance’s flawless di-
rection. This delicious crime com-
edy is based on a true story where
Tatum plays Jeffrey Manchester,
a family man in North Carolina who
resorts to crime so he can provide
for his three young children.

The time is 2004 and Jeffrey be-
gins to rob fast food restaurants
by entering through their roofs
during the night and he soon be-
comes known by the media as
the ROOFMAN. But when the
police try to truck him down Jef-
frey hides out in a toy store...

Itis directed with sensitivity and
wit by Cianfrance, the celebrated
filmmaker behind THE SOUND
OF METAL, BLUE VALENTINE
and THE LIGHT BETWEEN
OCEANS, who elicits a tremen-
dous performance by Tatum, as
the loving father prepared to risk
everything for his children. He is
well supported by Kirsten Dunst
as Leigh, the deeply religious sin-
gle mother of two teenage girls,
who works at the store and finds
love in the most unexpected of
places. Peter Dinklage is also
terrific as Mitch, the humourlessly
blinkered toy store manager.
Hugely entertaining!

Ballad Of A
Small Player

Edward Berger, the award-
winning German director of ALL
QUIET ON THE WESTERN
FRONT and CONCLAVE, brings
to the screen another remark-
able adaptation. It is based on
Lawrence Osborne’s novel and
scripted by Rowan Joffe, who
follows the story of Lord Doyle
(Colin Farrell), a notorious gam-
bler in Macau. He spends his days
and nights in casinos drinking
heavily and gambling away his
last pennies while struggling to
pay his increasing debts. He is
followed by private investigator
Cynthia Blithe (Tilda Swinton), but
his life almost miraculously takes
an unexpected turn when he
meets the mysterious casino em-
ployee Dao Ming (Fala Chen)...

Farrell is excellent as the flawed
protagonist under Berger’s imma-
culate direction. It is slick and sty-
lish and is worth seeing just for
Farrel’'s remarkable portrayal alone.

Le Quai Des
Brumes (Port Of
Shadows)

Marcel Carne’s lyrical master-
piece is beautifully restored in a
sparkling new 4K restoration and
begs to be seen. It was made in
1938 and was one of the first film
noir productions to hit the screen
while its poetic realism paved
the way to the French New Wave.

Jean Gabin plays Jean, a deser-
ter from the Colonial Army, who
arrives at the port of Le Havre
hoping to get on a ship and travel
as far away as possible. But
before that he meets Nelly (Mi-
chelle Morgan), a young woman
also trapped in her own world. It
is love at first sight and they both
long to escape their own predi-
cament and run away from the
fog and the shadows...

Itis a hauntingly beautiful film
superbly directed by Carne and
expertly scripted by Jacques Pre-
vert. The chemistry between Gabin
and Morgan is unsurpassed while
the striking black and white cine-
matography of Eugene Schufftan
and Alexander Trauner’s elegant
set designs compliment perfectly
the mood of the piece. (Bly-Ray
and DVD from StudioCanal)

Tron: Ares
in IMAX

The original TRON made in
1982 was way ahead of its time
featuring groundbreaking CGl
and visual effects. It told the story
of Kevin Flynn (Jeff Bridges), the
creator of the grid who subsequen-
tly disappeared into the world of
computer programs. Now a new
sophisticated program named
Ares (Jared Leto) is sent from the
digital into the real world on a
dangerous mission...

Itis a sequel to TRON: LEGACY
which was made in 2010 and is
again directed by Joachim Ron-
ning, who has assembled a strong
ensemble cast that includes Greta
Lee as Eve Kim and Evan Peters
as Julian Sallinger the grandson
of Edward Dillinger - played by
David Warner in the original. Jared
Leto takes himself far too seriously
and makes his Ares unmemorable
while his feeble attempts on com-
edy falls flat. Still, it is a visual treat
especially if experienced on the
giant IMAX screen.

alixto Bieito’s vision of
‘ Carmen (London Coli-
seum) is one that vividly,
and amusingly, exposes the
weaknesses of the male ego,
which begins with a semi-naked
soldier carrying a rifle running
laps around the stage as pun-
ishment for a misdeed while his
comrades are put through their
paces by a commanding officer.
All that testosterone driven brio
and bravado like boys bragging
in a school playground is laughed
at by Bieito’s women who rule
the roost led by Niamh O’Sulli-
van’s ballsy Carmen, outwardly
a blonde bombshell, available
yet vulnerable and perpetually
playful and free-spirited. Her voice
is more mezzo than soprano, the
lower notes rich and honey-toned
with the upper register less as-
sured and occasionally lost in the
vast spaces of a set designed by
Alfons Flores that is deliberately
empty and dark allowing for im-
pressive set pieces featuring
vintage cars and a huge bull.
Revival director Jamie Man-
ton bravely decides to cast two
contrasting performers in the
lead roles with Niamh O’Sulli-
van playing a sultry and pred-
atory woman whose capricious
behaviour teases and torments
the smitten and obsessive Don
José played by John Findon,
not a natural romantic lead, who
makes up for what he lacks in
virility and passion with a fine
tenor voice. The relationship
between Ava Dodd'’s dutiful and
magnificent Micaéla, hers is the
standout voice, and Don José
is far more passionate than the
central couple, borne of emo-
tions she triggers in him for her
and those for his mother back
home on her death bed. Toge-
ther their voices fill the space with
a glorious sound, the soprano
and tenor in perfect harmony.
Freddie Tong’s Zuniga, Don
José’s commanding officer, also
impresses with a deep and vo-
luminous bass-baritone sound.
The ENO chorus once again
excel, as does conductor Clelia
Cafiero, who starts at a cracking
pace and then skilfully guides
the orchestra in giving the sing-
ers excellent support and mak-
ing Bizet's exquisite score sing.
When Carmen eventually suc-
cumbs to the ardent Escamillo,
played with great confidence by
Corey Mc Geg, it is because she
has never really wanted Don José
and that she has control of both

her destiny and legacy. That final
scene when Carmen dies at the
murderous hand of a confessing
and beaten Don José it remains
a moment of great pathos in ope-
ra, with the half lit empty space
adding gravitas and heartache
to the tragic denouement.

Meanwhile Susanna Roge-
riou is rapping it up...

Nima Taleghani’s new version
of the Euripides classic Bacchae
(National Theatre) is unlike any
other you will have seen. It's dar-
ing and modern and marks the
first production under the new
directorship of Indhu Rubasing-
ham at the National Theatre.
Like that famous brand of yeast
extract, you may either love it
or hate it — but it absolutely
demands an open mind.

| found myself firmly in the for-
mer camp. The production is bold,
irreverent, and unapologetically
a product of its time. The script
is crude and brash at times, and
occasionally gratuitous, but its
energy is irrefutable. Clare Per-
kins as Vida, leader of the Bac-
chae, sets the tone from the out-
set, shaking the dust off this an-
cient tragedy with rhythm, rhyme,
and rap. Her Bacchae are not
wild mythical maenads, but rather
defiant women freedom fighters
—fierce, political, and determined.

Dionysus, the god of wine,
appears here as a charismatic
rap star — all gold lamé and
swagger, in opposition to Pen-
theus’ initial military rigidity which
morphs into panto villain. While
in its original it is a tragedy, at
times this production veered to-
wards comedy, although | feel
some jokes didn’t hit the mark
- the move from “having a proper
gander” to “propaganda” (I felt
| was the only one laughing here).

But Vida’s line towards the
end — “Perhaps there was al-
ways a flaw in our plan; the libe-
ration of women being led by
a man” — landed well with the
audience. Overall, | found Tale-
ghani’s Bacchae vibrant, provo-
cative, sometimes chaotic but
entertaining. | went in with no
expectations and left impressed
- you may not love every aspect,
but you won't forget it!

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England qualify for next
summers World Cup

ngland confirmed their
Equalification for next

summer's World Cup by
overwhelming Latvia in Riga.

Thomas Tuchel's side needed
victory to assure their place in
the showpiece, the outcome
never in doubt as England out-
classed a Latvian side ranked
137th in the world.

Amid the celebrations, it was
at times an uncomfortable night
for Tuchel, who felt anger and
frustration from England's travel-

ling fans as they chanted sarcas-
tically, and loudly, in response
to the head coach's criticism of
"silent" supporters after the
friendly against Wales at Wem-
bley.

The bigger picture, however,
reveals that England qualified
with two games to spare after a
flawless first campaign for Tuchel,
who succeeded Sir Gareth South-
gate in January.

Anthony Gordon put England
ahead after 26 minutes with a low,
curling finish and captain Harry
Kane scored twice more before
the interval, first with a strike from
the edge of the area then from
the spot after his shirt was pulled.

England added a fourth just
before the hour when Latvia's
Andrejs Ciganiks bundled Djed
Spence's cross into his own net.

Substitute Eberechi Eze
further emphasised England's
dominance with a dribble and
low finish to make it 5-0 after
86 minutes.

In a previous game last week
England beat Wales in a friendly
match in aid of Alzheimers.

England delivered another
exciting attacking display to
outclass an out-of-sorts Wales
and stroll to victory in a friendly

at Wembley.

Head coach Thomas Tuchel
kept faith with the squad that
secured the best win of his reign
when beating Serbia 5-0 in the
World Cup qualifier in Belgrade
in September - and they deli-
vered in style once more.

England ran Wales ragged in
the opening stages, establishing
a three-goal lead inside only 20
minutes.

Aston Villa's Morgan Rogers
built on his excellent display in
Serbia by turning home the ope-
ning goal from Marc Guehi's
cross after three minutes, with
club team-mate Ollie Watkins
making the most of his chance to
deputise for injured captain Harry
Kane by doubling England's lead
from close range eight minutes
later.

Bukayo Saka then became
Arsenal's highest England goal-
scorer with a spectacular strike,
curled high past Wales keeper
Karl Darlow with his left foot. It
was his 13th goal for his coun-
try.

Rogers also hit the woodwork
after the break and, while Wales
improved as England's tempo
dropped, this was a routine and
impressive win for Tuchel's side.

Denmark ends Greece’s
World Cup hopes

reece’s national soccer team recently
G earned the Greek fans’ admiration and the

opponents’ respect with its attacking style,
that also saw it climb to the top level of the UEFA
Nations League.

However it appears it has lost its characteristic
defensive capabilities in the process, those that
saw it march to glory earlier this century.

This has led to conceding nine goals in the last
three games, as the Blue-and-Whites lost 3-1 at
Copenhagen to an unforgiving Denmark on Sunday
and have lost all hope of making the top two spots
of their 2026 World Cup qualifying group, with two

matches left to play.

After a productive but scoreless first 20 minutes,
Greece found itself trailing due to a mistake at the
back: Christos Zafeiris tried a backpass to keeper
Odysseas Vlachodimos, Rasmus Hojlund said
“thank you very much” and slotted the ball into the
Greek net, pretty much against the run of play.

Less than 20 minutes later, a Glasgow deja-vu
had a Mikkel Damsgaard corner kick from the left
picked Joachim Andersen who headed the ball
home for 2-0.

As if that hadn’t been enough, another error in
the Greek defense, this time by Konstantinos Kou-
lierakis, created mayhem in the box that Dams-
gaard capitalized on to make it 3-0 with a 15-meter
shot.

Just after the hour mark Greece pushed forward
and a diagonal shot by Tasos Bakasetas hit the
upright, a minute before Fotis loannidis slid the ball
into the box for Christos Tzolis to score Greece’s
consolation.

In the latter stages of the game the woodwork did
twice the job the Greek defense could not, keep-
ing the score at 3-1.

To their credit, the 2,000-2,300 Greece fans kept
singing for the Greeks throughout the game des-
pite its course. But they will know they will have
to watch another World Cup on TV.

In November, in its last two games for the group,
Greece will host Scotland and visit Belarus.

After retiring as a player in 2022,
Wilshere had a spell in charge
of Arsenal's under-18 team, and
spent much of last season as a
first-team coach at Champion-
ship club Norwich City.
