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Christodoulides ready for
talks with new T/c leader

resident of the Republic
P of Cyprus, Nikos Chris-

todoulides, has expres-
sed his anticipation for a meet-
ing with the new leader of the
Turkish Cypriot community,
Tufan Erhurman, “as soon as
possible” while congratulating
him following the announce-
ment of the “election” results in
the island’s Turkish-occupied
areas.

In a written statement, Presi-
dent Christodoulides congratu-
lated Erhurman, stating his res-
pect for the verdict of the Turkish
Cypriots.

“l extend my congratulations
to the new leader of the Turkish
Cypriot community, Tufan Erhur-
man, with respect for the verdict
of our Turkish Cypriot compatriots

based on the election results in
our occupied areas, and | look
forward to our meeting as soon
as possible,” he remarked.

Furthermore, President Chris-
todoulides reiterated his stead-
fast political will for the resump-
tion of substantive negotiations
for the resolution of the Cyprus
problem. He emphasized his de-
termination to contribute to this
effort “from the point where they
were interrupted in Crans Mon-
tana.”

He added that this would be
done within the framework of the
stated commitment of the United
Nations Secretary-General, An-
ténio Guterres.

Referring to upcoming devel-
opments, President Christodou-
lides described the forthcoming

informal, expanded meeting an-
nounced by the Secretary-Gen-
eral as “a critical opportunity to
restart the process.”

In conclusion, the President
of the Republic underlined the
framework upon which the solu-
tion to the Cyprus problem must
be based. This framework, he sta-
ted, is defined by “the resolu-
tions of the United Nations, the
decisions of the Security Council,
and the principles and values of
the European Union, of which the
Republic of Cyprus is and will
continue to be a member state.”

Meanwhile, House President
Annita Demetriou also congrat-
ulated Erhurman on his election
victory, saying that “the Turkish
Cypriots, with their vote, turned
their back on the two-state so-
lution.”

“We hope that his election as
leader of the Turkish Cypriot
community will open the way for
substantive negotiations for a
solution to the Cyprus problem
within the agreed framework,”
she said.

AKEL leader Stefanos Stefa-
nou said the Turkish Cypriots
have “decided in favour of a fed-
eral solution and reunification.”

“This is a positive and hopeful
message. Congratulations to
Tufan Erhurman. Let us all now
focus on efforts to continue the

negotiations from the point at
which they were interrupted, pre-
serving the basis for negotiations
and achieving a comprehensive
solution,” he said.

Former DISY leader Averof
Neophytou agreed with his cur-
rent party leader Annita Deme-
triou that the Turkish Cypriots have
“rejected the two-state solution
with their vote.”

“The path to a solution to the
Cyprus problem on the basis of
a bicommunal, bizonal federation
has opened again,” he added.

Meanwhile, fellow DISY MP
and House legal committee chair-
man Nicos Tornaritis described
Erhurman as a “friend”, and said,
“today may mark a new begin-
ning for liberation from occupa-
tion and the reunification of Cyp-
rus.”

Centre-left politician Tufan Er-
human won landslide victory on
Sunday, with 62.8% of the vote
and winning a total of 87,137
votes — a record for a Turkish
Cypriot leadership election can-
didate.

His soon-to-be predecessor
Ersin Tatar won just 35.8% of
the vote.

Erhuman, a lawyer, has
pledged to explore a federal
solution - long supported by the
United Nations - to end the
island’s nearly 50-year division.

security forces in Gaza as part
of a mission to oversee a U.S.-
backed ceasefire with Hamas.
Speaking in Jerusalem along-
side visiting U.S. Vice President
JD Vance, Netanyahu said they
discussed post-war plans for
Gaza - specifically, who might be
responsible for maintaining se-
curity in the war-torn territory.
Vance, who a day earlier said
U.S. President Donald Trump’s
ceasefire plan was progressing
better than expected, reiterated
his optimism. “I never said it was
easy. But I'm optimistic that the
ceasefire will hold and that we
can truly build a better future for
the entire Middle East,” he said.
With the fragile truce now in
its 12th day, attention has turned
to the second phase of Trump’s
Gaza plan. The proposal calls for
Hamas to disarm and envisions
an internationally supervised Pal-
estinian committee to administer
Gaza, supported by an interna-
tional security force working with

vetted Palestinian police.

When asked about the possi-
bility of Turkish security person-
nel being part of that force, Ne-
tanyahu responded, “I| have very
strong opinions about that. Want
to guess what they are?”

Vance said on Tuesday that
Turkey could play a “constructive
role,” but emphasized that Wash-
ington would not impose any
decisions on Israel regarding the
presence of foreign troops “on
their soil.”

Since the truce began, Hamas

has reasserted its control in
Gaza, deploying armed fighters
across the territory and suppress-
ing rival groups.

The Gaza government media
office said 54 unidentified bodies
handed over by Israel were bu-
ried, while medics reported that
30 additional bodies were deliv-
ered to Nasser Hospital in Khan
Younis after being released by
Israel.

Hamas has retumed the bodies
of 15 out of 28 deceased hosta-
ges seized in 2023.

Prince Andrew gives
up title of Duke of York

rince Andrew announ-
Pced on Friday that he

will no longer use his
title, the Duke of York, after
years of public criticism over
his conduct and ties to the
late U.S. sex offender Jeffrey
Epstein.

The reputation of Andrew,
the younger brother of King
Charles and the late Queen
Elizabeth II's second son, has
suffered greatly in recent years,
largely due to his association
with Epstein. A court ruling last
year also disclosed that the
British government believed
one of Andrew’s close business
associates was a Chinese spy.
At the time, Andrew said he
had ended all contact with the
individual.

In his statement, Andrew
said that “the continued accu-
sations about me” had become
a distraction from the work of
King Charles and the wider
royal family.

“I have decided, as | always
have, to put my duty to my family
and country first,” he said. “I
stand by my decision five years
ago to step back from public
life. With His Majesty’s agree-
ment, we feel | must now go a
step further. | will therefore no
longer use the title or the hon-
ours that have been conferred
upon me. As | have said pre-
viously, | vigorously deny the

accusations against me.”

The decision followed discus-
sions with senior members of
the royal family.

Once celebrated as a charis-
matic naval officer who served
in the Falklands War, 65-year-
old Andrew, eighth in line to the
throne, saw his public role dimi-
nish over time. He resigned as
a UK trade envoy in 2011, with-
drew from royal duties in 2019,
and was stripped of his military
affiliations and royal patronages
in 2022 amid allegations of
sexual misconduct, which he
has consistently denied.

That same year, Andrew
reached an out-of-court settle-
ment with Virginia Giuffre, who
accused him of sexually abus-
ing her as a teenager. Giuffre,
who died in April, had brought
the lawsuit in the U.S.

Although Andrew had al-
ready relinquished the title “His
Royal Highness,” he remains a
prince and will continue residing
at Royal Lodge on the Windsor
Castle estate. However, he will
no longer attend the royal fam-
ily’s traditional Christmas gath-
erings at Sandringham.

His daughters, Princess Bea-
trice and Princess Eugenie, will
not be affected by the change,
though his former wife, Sarah
Ferguson, will also cease to use
the title Duchess of York.

UK inflation holds at 3.8%

ood and drink prices in
F the UK are rising at their

slowest pace in over a
year, while overall inflation has
held steady for the third con-
secutive month.

According to official figures,
the overall UK inflation rate re-
mained unchanged at 3.8% in
the year to September - slightly
below expectations.

Meanwhile, the cost of food
and non-alcoholic drinks actually
dipped slightly month-on-month,
marking the first decline since
May 2024. The Office for National

Statistics (ONS) attributed the
drop to higher levels of discount-
ing and promotional activity by
retailers.

Chancellor Rachel Reeves
said she was “not satisfied with
the numbers” on inflation, while
Shadow Chancellor Mel Stride
warned that rising prices were
still “pushing up the cost of living.”

Annual food and drink infla-
tion eased to 4.5% in September,
down from 5.1% in August. This
means grocery prices are still
climbing - just at a slower rate
than before.
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Aristos Damianou main speaker at
an AKEL political meeting in Britain

Q KEL in Britain hosted an

event at the Cypriot Com-

munity Centre last week,

with main speaker Aristos Da-

mianou, member of the Political
Bureau of AKEL.

Below is an excerpt from Mr
Damianou’s speech:

“Itis a fact that there has been
movement registered on the
Cyprus problem recently. This is
because, as is well known, after
the failure at Crans-Montana, for
which the UN blamed the Greek

Cypriot side (which is tragic
because we are the victims of
occupation), there has been a
prolonged impasse.

“What is needed today is to
create the conditions for the start
of substantive negotiations on the
basis of the Guterres framework
and making full use of the nego-
tiating acquis. Without overlook-
ing the obvious, that the key to
the solution lies in Ankara, which
remains provocative, the upcom-
ing vote in the occupied territories,

which will elect the new leader of
the Turkish Cypriot community,
may create more positive pros-
pects. This is because the forces
of partition will be pitted against
the forces for the solution. This
is because the history of Cyprus
reminds us that whenever the
Turkish Cypriot community was
led by a leader who believed in
a federation, who believed in the
joint management of our bi-com-
munal state through the transfor-
mation of the de facto partitioned
state into a bi-communal, bi-zo-
nal federation with political equal-
ity, we recorded progress on the
Cyprus problem. The volume of
convergences agreed is the re-
sult of the Christofias-Talat talks,
| would remind you. Akinci acted
similarly to get us to Crans-Mon-
tana.

“Furthermore, it is tragic that
Mr. Anastasiades did not test Tur-
key to the end. That is precisely
why President Christodoulides,
who served alongside former
President Anastasiades, must say
and mean that he is ready to

negotiate on the basis of the UN
Secretary-General’s framework
and the negotiating acquis. If he
does so, we, AKEL, as a patriotic
party, as a responsible party, will
support the effort. If not, then he
will find us opposed to him. May
the President move in the right
direction on the Cyprus problem,
and AKEL will be there (offering
its support).”

Whilst in London, Mr Damia-
nou, as head of the Cypriot dele-
gation to the Commonwealth
Parliamentary Association, also
attended the Climate Change
Conference, organised by the UK
Branch of the British Parliament.

As a keynote speaker in the
discussion on parliamentary over-
sight of climate policy implemen-
tation, Mr Damianou stressed
that addressing the climate crisis
can no longer be limited to theo-
retical discussions, but requires
immediate action. He stressed
that passing legislation is only
the starting point, while the real
challenge lies in implementing
it and ensuring tangible results.

Mr. John Christodoulou ex-

We will
continue to support children’s
education in every possible way,
so that they feel their school is
a beloved place - one where they
can express themselves, learn,
exercise, and see it as a joyful
part of their lives.”

Mr Christodoulou was accom-
panied by popular TV presenter
Andri Karantoni.

The “Love Cyprus” competition
encouraged students from all

over Cyprus to express their love
for the island through creative
projects - dance videos in tradi-
tional costumes, performances,
and photographs highlighting
the island’s history and beauty.

From over 800 entries,
eight schools were selected as
winners, receiving a total of
€180,000 in funding to imple-
ment projects that enhance and
improve their school environ-
ments.

University tuition fees

in England set to
increase from next year

ridget Phillipson told MPs
B in a statement to the
House of Commons that
undergraduate tuition fees will
rise in line with forecast inflation
from as early as 2026 and will
remain at that level for the follow-
ing two academic years.

At present, universities can
charge up to £9,535 per year for
standard full-time undergraduate
courses, but the planned increase
will push annual fees closer to
£10,000.

However, institutions that do
not meet quality standards will
be barred from charging the
maximum amount.

“Charging full fees will be con-
ditional on high-quality teaching,”
Phillipson said.

She explained, “Today | can
confirm we will increase under-
graduate tuition fee caps for all
higher education providers in line
with forecast inflation for the next
two academic years. We will also
future-proof our maintenance
loan offer by ensuring mainten-
ance loans rise in line with fore-
cast inflation every academic
year.”

Phillipson added that in future,
the government intends to legis-
late for automatic tuition fee cap
increases linked to teaching qua-
lity, reinforcing that universities
offering poor-quality courses will
not be permitted to charge higher
fees.

“We will not allow institutions
that don’t take quality seriously
to make their students pay
more,” she said.

The Education Secretary said
the reforms aim to eliminate low-
quality provision, foster collabo-
ration, and “drive forward inno-
vation to deliver the research
breakthroughs that will revitalise
our economy and feed that ener-
gy back into our local commu-
nities.”

The announcement comes
ahead of the publication of the
Post-16 Education and Skills
White Paper, which will also un-
veil new vocational qualifica-
tions - called V Levels - to be in-
troduced alongside A Levels and
T Levels, replacing a number of
existing courses.

While school and college
leaders have broadly welcomed
the introduction of V Levels, the
Sixth Form Colleges Association
has expressed concern that they
will not adequately fill the gap left
by applied general qualifications
such as BTECs.

The government also revealed
plans for a new English and
Maths qualification designed for
students with lower attainment.
The new course will act as a
bridge to help learners better
prepare to re-sit their GCSEs in
these subjects - a rule that has
faced regular criticism from edu-
cation leaders.

Salamis: A Journey Through Memory

n October 15th, the
High Commission of the
Republic of Cyprus in

London hosted an evening of re-
flection and remembrance dedi-
cated to the enduring legacy of
Salamis and Famagusta.
Renowned archaeologist and
art historian Dr. Anna Marangou
presented her latest work, the tri-
logy “Walking through the King-

dom of Salamis”, accompanied
by the photographic projections
of Petros Fiakkas. The event also
featured remarks by Dr. Yiannis
Toumazis, Director of the Bank of
Cyprus Cultural Foundation and
former Deputy Minister of Culture.

The gathering brought together
members of the Cypriot diaspora,
friends of Cyprus and many Fa-
magustians, who, as Dr. Touma-

zis poignantly noted, “carry the
town of Famagusta within them.”

The evening opened with a
short film, a poetic visual journey
through Salamis that combined
aerial footage by Giorgos Kladis
with the evocative photography
of Petros Fiakkas. The imagery
and music transported the audi-
ence to a city that, although un-
inhabited for over fifty years,
continues to live through its ruins,
mosaics and memories.

In his address, Dr. Toumazis
described Dr. Marangou’s trilogy
as a testament to the resilience
and timeless spirit of the ancient
city. His words rekindled memo-
ries for those who once lived in
Salamis and Famagusta, and en-
couraged younger generations to
explore, learn and keep the mem-
ory of the city alive.

Dr. Marangou thanked the
High Commission for hosting the
event and for providing a home
in London for moments of shared
remembrance. Her lifelong dedi-

cation to preserving and narrat-
ing the story of Salamis has be-
come a cultural bridge uniting
Cypriots around the world.

Pizza Hut collapses into
administration putting
hundreds of jobs at risk

izza Hut has announced
Pthe confirmed closure of

68 of its restaurants fol-
lowing the collapse of the com-
pany responsible for managing
its UK branches into administra-
tion.

In addition, 11 delivery outlets
will also be shut down as part
of a restructuring plan, a move
that places 1,210 employees at
risk of losing their jobs.

DC London Pie, the company
operating Pizza Hut’s dine-in
restaurants across the UK, ap-
pointed administrators from the
corporate finance firm FTI on
Monday to oversee the process.
The list of restaurant locations
scheduled for closure has now
been released.

Meanwhile, Yum! Brands -
the American hospitality corpo-
ration that owns the global Pizza
Hut franchise - has stepped in
to purchase the UK restaurant
operations through a pre-pack
administration deal. This acqui-
sition has secured 64 restaurant
sites and preserved approxima-
tely 1,277 jobs.

Nicolas Burquier, Managing

Director of Pizza Hut Europe and
Canada, described the agree-
ment reached on Monday as a
“targeted acquisition.”

He stated that the deal “aims
to safeguard our guest experi-
ence and protect jobs where
possible.”

Burquier emphasized that
the company’s immediate focus
is on “maintaining operational

continuity at the acquired loca-
tions and supporting our col-
leagues through this transition.”
The administration process
followed a winding-up petition
filed by HMRC on Friday against
DC London Pie - an event occur-
ring less than a year after the
business had taken over Pizza
Hut's UK restaurant portfolio
from a previous insolvency.

“Our special outlook of being both Cypriot
and British deserve to have as much attention as
others who were part of the British Empire. But
most importantly we have some amazing talent
coming out of our community and it deserves to
shine.”

Theatro Technis was home for Cypriot artists
and theatre makers since the 70s, founded by
George Eugeniou who came to the UK in the late
50’s to go to drama school. The venue, in the
heart of Camden, is now led by Kerry Kyriacos
Michael MBE who is a director and producer,
having won two Oliviers and a number of other
awards and recognitions and whose work has
transferred to the West End and toured the US
and Europe.

The conference has announced a number of
speakers including:

Andy Charles is a UK born, north London,
Cypriot. He trained as an actor at Queen Mary &
Westfield College and the Royal Central School
of Speech & Drama. He is also a clinical psycho-
therapist and hypnotherapist. He runs his practice
alongside his work as an actors agent.

Athena Mandis is a second-generation Greek
Cypriot award-winning filmmaker and Senior
Lecturer in Film Practice at QMUL, whose journey
began in theatre with the David Glass Ensemble.
Her work has screened at festivals world-wide.

Cey Sesiguzel, a London-born Turkish Cypriot,
is best known as the producer and director of The
Divided Island, an award-winning feature-length
documentary that explores the Cyprus conflict.
He is the co-owner of Two Fresh Productions,
alongside his Greek Cypriot co-founder, Andreas
Tokkallos.

Cosh Omar is a playwright, actor, and published
writer, and he is former writer-in-Residence at
Theatre Royal Stratford East. His work includes:
The Battle of Green Lanes, The Great Extension,
both set within the London Greek and Turkish
speaking Cypriot community.

Elena Yianni is a Greek Cypriot multidisciplinary
artist working across theatre and film, with a focus
on directing new work. Her practice engages with
today’s world and its challenges, often reflecting
the lives of communities she knows well - working-
class families, Cypriots, women, young people,
and those from council estates.

Eve Polycarpou is a performer, singer and
writer, with a career spanning stage, music and
television. Eve has starred in major West End pro-

ductions including In the Heights, Strictly Ballroom,
and Captain Corelli’'s Mandolin. She is also one
half of the acclaimed music and cabaret duo
Donna & Kebab.

loannis Maltabes is a Greek-Cypriot actor
and filmmaker, with a Bachelor's degree in
Practical Filmmaking from MetFilm School and a
Master's degree in Actor and Performer Training
from Rose Bruford College. He also has experi-
ence in film editing, having edited the feature film
INC. (dir. Omri Dayan) and the short film adap-
tation of Caryl Churchill's 7 Jewish Children (dir.
Omri Dayan). He is currently writing a play about
a Taxidermist.

Maria Christodoulou is a British Cypriot audio
maker and sound artist based in London. Her
practice explores sound as a primary medium for
storytelling, particularly as a way of capturing
anthropological and cultural narratives. She is
the creator of From Root to Vine, the first podcast
dedicated to archiving Cypriot culture and heri-
tage in the diaspora.

Marilyn Panayi is Cypriot, born and educated
in the UK. She began her academic studies with
Zoological life science, comparative physiology
and later developed her PhD. research in the field
of cognitive science. Marilyn has worked in the
arenas of education, academic therapy, rehabili-
tation, cultural heritage and the arts in the UK,
USA and across Europe.

Sophia V is a transgender British-Greek Cypriot
writer, director, actor and producer. She trained at
The London Studio Centre and The International
School of Screen Acting. Her films have been
selected for over 30 Film Festivals, nationally and
internationally, qualifying her films for BAFTA
and BIFA consideration and earning numerous
awards.

Yeliz Zaifoglu is a London-born Cypriot artist
working in photography, film and archives explor-
ing identity, culture and human experience. Deeply
influenced by her Cypriot heritage, she uses visual
storytelling to challenge norms and highlight un-
derrepresented narratives, particularly those
surrounding intimate moments, queerness and
diaspora through an analogue lens.

On the agenda includes looking at the opportu-
nities and who are the gatekeepers? Where is
the funding - is it in the UK, EU, Cyprus or beyond?
There will be a debate on ‘is there a different set
of needs for the younger generation compared
to those who first came to the UK’, and pitching
opportunities for those in the audiences and the
chance to make connections.

There will also be a recap on what was said on
the first event that was held in February 2025.

The conference will end at 6pm with compli-
mentary refreshments and networking, but all
attendees are welcome to stay and attend what
the theatre is boasting as the very first of its
kind - a CYPRIOT OPEN MIC COMEDY NIGHT,
hosted by Olga Thompson, starting at 7:30pm.

FILM OF THE WEEK
Hedda

There have been many
interpretations of Henrik Ibsen’s
classic play “Hedda Gabler” both
on stage and screen, but Nia
DaCosta’s modern adaptation is
one of the most daring, sexy and
deeply sensual.

The action takes place in an
English country mansion in the
fifties and follows the story of
Hedda (Tessa Thompson), a free-
spirited woman now married to
George Tesman (Tom Bateman).
She is a complex woman who
likes to play with fire and despite
her previous love affairs and cur-
rent marriage she seems to be
incapable of loving anyone but
herself. Hedda tries to break the
boredom of living in the middle of
the countryside by organising a
lavish party despite her husband’s
current financial difficulties. Many
distinguished guests arrive but
Hedda is more eager to meet up
once again with her old friend - the
celebrated writer Eileen Lovborg
(Nina Hoss)...

Tess Thompson is terrific as the
eponymous heroine, but the real
revelation here is the remarkable
presence of the highly acclaimed
German actress Nina Hoss, well

known for playing leading roles
in Christian Petzold’s YELLA,
BARBARA and PHOENIX as well
as Cate Blanchett's lover in TAR.
She makes a grand entrance as
the volatile author proudly carry-
ing along her latest manuscript
before the wild party begins to
disintegrate and fall into pieces.

DaCosta’s fluidly elegant film
is superbly photographed by Sen
Bobbit and is brilliantly scored by
Hildur Gudnadottir. A sweeping
epic for our times!

Regretting You

Director Josh Boone had an
early success in his career with
THE FAULT IN THEIR STARS
but that was over ten years ago
and nothing much happened to
celebrate since then. And | don’t
think this lame and overlong
adaptation of Colleen Hoover’s
novel will improve things.

The action follows the story of
Morgan Grant (Allison Williams)
and her 17-year-old daughter
Clara (Mckenna Grace), whose
lives are shattered following a

tragic accident where two family
members die. It is a tough time,
but things get even worse when
family secrets are exposed fol-
lowing the accident...

G us off with a show that
beats it so Bad...

It's 1992 and the acclaimed
‘King of Pop’ is in rehearsal for
his Dangerous (album) world
tour. Welcome to MJ The Musi-
cal (Prince Edward Theatre),
two unforgettable days of him
pushing himself to the limit, both
creatively and physically. Many
people have said many things
about Michael Jackson and
whatever your view of his life
choices, | doubt anybody would
argue about him being one of
the all-time greats when it comes
to pop music entertainment.

This pulsating production
shows how he would push him-
self, and those around him, to
the very limit in trying to achieve
the unachievable - perfection. It
was brutal but the results were
incredible. | still remember the
first time | saw that unforgetta-
ble Thriller video and the impres-
sion it made. Pop videos since
have strived to achieve that bril-
liance. This show captures that
energy and inimitable talent with
a cast led by Jamaal Fields-Green
who plays the role of Michael as
though it were a paean to his idol.
The sparks fly when he dances
and the voice is MJ incarnate,
just close your eyes and imagine.
He captures the essence, so it
feels like there is an authenticity
in his performance rather than
an impersonation.

The set pieces are spectacu-
lar on Derek McLane’s set which
has the sole intention of making
every song a hit in sight and
sound. Chuck in Christopher
Wheeldon'’s scintillating choreo-
graphy and you get the impres-
sion that they too are trying to
achieve what Jackson was in
that rehearsal studio.

The novel is full of detail and

Lang revels in the role of wealthy
Aunt March, a woman who not
only rules the roost but has the
tongue of a venomous viper such
is her acerbic wit.

The imagination is ripe with
sights and sounds when reading
such period and place specific
books and designer Ruari Mur-
chison’s set, with swaying trees
and a simply furnished home,
immediately transports you to that
small town in Massachusetts.

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Kolokotes — traditional Cypriot Pumpkin Pies

Cypriot kolokotes are traditional pastries enjoyed usually as a
snack with a Cypriot coffee or even for breakfast. It is very common
to make this kolokotes recipe during the fasting period especially
before Christmas and Easter, since they are vegan. They are a
turnover style pastry filled with sweet and savoury ingredients that
include: pumpkin, bulgur and sultanas spiced with black pepper
and cinnamon.

The Filling

The ingredients, as listed above, really complement one another.
A sweet and savoury combination is always a winner in my books.
When you prepare the filling for the kolokotes, it is important to note
that it will need a minimum 3-4 hours to rest. During that time the
salt will help the pumpkin release some of its juices and together
with the extra virgin olive oil, the bulgur will be rehydrated. Once
baked, the pumpkin turns quite soft, so the cooked bulgur and sul-
tanas lend themselves well to the added texture in the filling.

The Dough

The Cypriot kolokotes recipe below explains the process of making
the dough by hand or by a stand mixer. Just one thing to note is
before you use your stand mixer, ensure you can fit all the ingre-
dients in the bowl, otherwise split the ingredients and create sepa-
rate doughs. Extra virgin olive oil is an important ingredient in this
dough to give it flavour and structure. The crispy texture comes
from the extra virgin olive as well as the lemon juice added, which
may be replaced by vinegar.

After you prepare the dough it needs a bit of time to rest so that
it can be easily rolled. A minimum 1.5 hours — 2 hours is how long
| usually leave it.

Assembly Method

To shape the kolokotes you need to form circles first, add the
filling, fold the dough over and seal them. There are a number of
different ways to seal them: from twisting the edges over all around,
using a fork to press the edges together or even a large dumpling
style cutter. After shaping the kolokotes, for a more even browning,
| tend to brush the pastry with some extra virgin olive oil. I've also
used the dough and pumpkin mixture to form a larger version of a
rectangular pie. Definitely more time efficient, however the filing is
not one that would bind well together. Hence the filling, of the pieces
without pastry around them, would fall out.

Ingredients:

For the filling:
* 1.4 kg butternut pumpkin, weight before peeling
* 1 % cups medium bulgur, 2759
* 1 % cups sultanas, 200g
+ 180g extra virgin olive oil
* 1 tsp pepper
* 2 tsp cinnamon
* 2 tbs sugar
* 1% tsp salt

For the dough:
* 1.5 kg plain flour
« 2 tsp sugar
2 tsp salt
« 180 g extra virgin olive oil, extra for brushing
* 1 % tbs lemon juice
« 750 g water

Method:

Filling:

1. Peel, remove the seeds and cut the butternut pumpkin in small
cubes, as similar in size as possible. Place the cut pumpkin with
the rest of the filling ingredients in a sealed container. Put the con-
tainer in the fridge overnight or for at least 3-4 hours. That will allow
the bulgur to rehydrate before baking. As often as you can stir the
ingredients during that time to ensure the juices are well distribu-
ted.

Dough:

1. If you make the dough by hand combine the flour, salt and
sugar in a large mixing bowl. Then drizzle the extra virgin olive oil
and rub it together with the flour in between your hands. That will
help distribute the olive oil in the dough. Combine the water with the
lemon juice and then pour it slowly in the flour while kneading it.
Once all the ingredients are mixed you may place the dough on a
clean bench to knead. Knead the dough for at least 10min or until
a smooth dough is achieved. The dough will be elastic and slightly
sticky but not wet. Form the dough into a ball, rub the surface with
some extra virgin olive oil and cover the bowl with a clean towel.
Allow the dough to rest for at least 1.5 hours.

2. If you make the dough using a stand mixer first make sure the
ingredients can fit in the size of your mixer bowl, otherwise halve
the ingredients and make two batches. Attach the hook accessory
and in the mixer bowl add the flour, sugar and salt. On a low speed
mix the dry ingredients together for 20 seconds. Then pour the
extra virgin olive oil slowly and increase the speed slightly to allow
the olive oil to combine well for 2min. Lastly pour the water and
lemon juice slowly until all is combined. Allow the mixer to knead
the dough for 2-3min on a medium speed, then increase the speed
for a further 3-4min. You know the dough is ready when it's smooth
and can easily come off the hook. The dough will be elastic and
slightly sticky but not wet. Form the dough into a ball, rub the surface
with some extra virgin olive oil and cover the bowl with a clean
towel. Allow the dough to rest for at least 1.5 hours.

Assembly:

1. Preheat the oven to 170°C fan forced. Cut the dough in 6
equal portions and work with one at a time, while the rest are well
covered in the bowl to avoid drying. Roll out the dough to a thick-
ness of about 2mm and use a round plate and a knife/pastry cutter
to cut out circles. The plate | used was 15cm in diameter and for
each of the six dough portion | got 5 circles cut out. Remove the
excess dough around the circles and cover them in the bowl with

the rest of the dough. Combine the extra dough cut outs together
with the rest of the dough, and in the end use them to form more
circles.

2. Before you place the filling, use the rolling pin to stretch out
the dough circle slightly. Place 2 heaped tablespoons of the filling
in each circle and fold over the dough to form a semicircle. Ensure
you keep the bench clean from any bulgur falling out so that it
doesn't pierce through the dough when you are rolling it out. To seal
each one, use a fork to press around the edges or twist the edges
over. The dough should be sticky enough to help you seal them.
Once the kolokotes are sealed use a fork to pierce the top of each
one, which will allow the moisture to escape during baking. Place
them on a lined tray, with some space between them and then brush
some extra virgin olive oil on them.

3. Bake the kolokotes for 35min or until they are evenly brown
in colour. Repeat the steps above until the dough and filling are
finished. About 35 kolokotes will be made. After baking place them
on a cooling rack and allow them to completely cool down before
storing them in an airtight container. The kolokotes are also freezer
friendly, sealed in a container or a freezer bag.

Keep calm

e all have that day
or two, when you en-
counter someone so

spectacularly clueless that your
brain actually reboots midway
conversation. You listen and
maybe stare at them, waiting
for some logic to appear, but it
never does. You try and explain
something, and you feel you are
just going round in circles, let
alone how do these people sur-
vive out there in the world and
everyday life, without any com-
mon sense.
