at London’s ExCeL (4-6 Nov-
ember). It is one of the largest
events in the global travel in-
dustry, featuring more than
5,000 exhibitors from 180 coun-
tries and attracting around
45,000 tourism professionals
from all over the world.

The first day brought optimis-
tic messages for Cyprus, accord-
ing to Deputy Minister of Tourism
Kostas Koumis, who emphasized
the goal of extending the tourism
season into the winter months.

Mr Koumis noted that his series
of meetings with tour operators
and airlines concluded with com-
plete satisfaction, and that pros-
pects for the next tourism season
are extremely positive.

We are also the
country with the highest revenue

growth among all Mediterranean
European nations,” the Deputy
Minister underlined.

Finally, he highlighted that
“our main goal now is to increase
visitor numbers during the winter
season - something we are work-
ing very intensively to achieve,”
Mr Koumis concluded.

Israeli strike kills one in
Gaza as sides trade blame
for truce violations

n Israeli airstrike killed
Aa Palestinian man in the
Gaza Strip on Sunday,
health officials said, as Israel
and Hamas exchanged accu-
sations of violating a fragile
truce that has largely paused
nearly two years of fighting.
The Israeli military said its air-
craft targeted a militant “posing
a threat” to its forces. Accord-
ing to Al-Ahli Hospital, one man
was killed in the strike near a
vegetable market in Gaza City’s
Shejaia neighbourhood.

“There are still Hamas pockets
in the areas under our control
in Gaza, and we are systema-
tically eliminating them,” Israeli
Prime Minister Benjamin Neta-
nyahu said in televised remarks
at the start of a cabinet meet-
ing in Jerusalem.

Hamas, meanwhile, published
what it called a list of Israeli
ceasefire violations. Ismail Al-
Thawabta, head of the Hamas-
run Gaza government media
office, denied that its fighters
had broken the truce by attack-
ing Israeli soldiers.

The ceasefire, in place since

October 10, has brought rela-
tive calm, enabling hundreds of
thousands of Palestinians to
retumn to the ruins of their homes.
Israel has pulled back forces
from urban areas, and humani-
tarian aid flows have increased.

Under the deal, militants re-
leased 20 hostages in exchange
for nearly 2,000 Palestinian
prisoners and wartime detain-
ees. Hamas has also agreed to
return the bodies of hostages,
a process it says is ongoing and
complicated, while Israel accu-
ses the group of delaying.

Despite the truce, sporadic
violence continues. Gaza health
authorities report that Israeli
strikes have killed 236 people
since the agreement began -
nearly half in one day last week,
when lIsrael retaliated for an
attack on its troops. Israel says
three of its soldiers have been
killed and that it has targeted
“scores of fighters.”

Mediated by the United
States, the ceasefire remains
fragile, with both sides appeal-
ing to Washington to step in
over alleged violations.

Bambos Charalambous MP re-elected Cyprus APPG Chair with Cross-Party Officer Team

he All-Party Parliamentary
Group (APPG) for Cyprus held
its 2025 Annual General Meet-
ing at the Houses of Parliament on

4th November 2025.

Bambos Charalambous MP was re-
elected Chair of the APPG for Cyprus,
following his initial election to the role
at last year’s Inaugural General Meeting

following the General Election. Along-
side Bambos, a cross-party team of
parliamentarians was also elected to
APPG for Cyprus officer team (full list
of results below).

Parliamentarians at the meeting also
received a briefing from High Commis-
sioner of Cyprus to the UK Kyriacos
Kouros.

The High Commissioner briefed the
meeting on recent developments on
the Cyprus issue and the wider Eastern
Mediterranean. He updated parliamen-
tarians on last month’s voting in of the
new Turkish Cypriot leader, Tufan Erhu-
rman, and its implications for the UN-
process for a solution.

The UK, he said, has a vital role in
the process as a Guarantor Power of
Cyprus and its UN Security Council Pen-
holder. He also highlighted Cyprus’ role
in providing humanitarian aid to Gaza
through the Cyprus Maritime Corridor,

known as the Amalthea Initiative.
Bambos Charalambous MP spoke
after his re-election, stating that “| am
honoured to be re-elected as Chair of
the APPG for Cyprus.” He added that
the “cross-party team and membership
of the APPG is a testament to the broad
support for Cyprus that is apparent
across the major parties in parliament.”
Parliamentarians who also attended
the AGM included Sir Roger Gale MP,
Fabian Hamilton MP, Wendy Morton
MP, Bob Blackman MP, Martin Vickers
MP, Navendu Mishra MP, Jeremy Cor-
byn MP and Jonathan Davies MP.
Christos Karaolis was also re-ap-
pointed as the Secretariat of the All-
Party Parliamentary Group for Cyprus.
He said, “It is a privilege to serve as the
APPG'’s Secretariat and support its vital
cross-party work for a solution to the
Cyprus issue and strengthen UK-Cyprus
bilateral relations,” adding that :we are

hopeful that the change in Turkish Cyp-
riot Leadership will bring new impetus
in the effort to resume negotiations for
a solution to the Cyprus issue.”

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British man charged with 10 counts of
attempted murder after train stabbings

British man accused of
Acarrying out a mass stab-
bing on board a train on
Saturday has been charged with
11 counts of attempted murder,
prosecutors said on Monday.
The charges also include an
alleged separate attack that
took place earlier the same day
at a train station in east London.
Police are investigating poten-
tial links between those incidents
and a stabbing in the suspect’s

hometown of Peterborough the
previous evening, along with
two other reported events in the
same area.

Eleven people were wounded
in the mass stabbing on the
London-bound train, among them
a member of the train crew who
was injured while attempting to
stop the assailant. That crew
member remained in hospital on
Monday in a critical but stable
condition.

The suspect, identified as
32-year-old Anthony Williams,
appeared before Peterborough
Magistrates’ Court on Monday
and was remanded in custody
pending his next hearing on
December 1.

In addition to the 11 attempted
murder charges, Williams faces
one count of assault occasion-
ing actual bodily harm and two
counts of possessing a bladed
article.

According to British Transport
Police, ten of the attempted mur-
der charges relate to the train
attack, while the eleventh stems
from the incident at the London
station.

Authorities have ruled out ter-
rorism as a motive and said the
suspect appeared to have acted
alone. They are also examining
whether other knife-related inci-
dents reported in Peterborough
- a city roughly 100 miles north
of London and along the train’s
route - could be connected.

“British Transport Police retain
primacy for the overall investiga-
tion, which will encompass all

three incidents,” Cambridgeshire
Police said in a statement.

Officers said they responded
to the stabbing of a 14-year-old
boy in Peterborough on Friday
night. The teenager sustained
minor injuries, but the suspect
fled before police arrived. Later
that night, a man was reported
to have appeared with a knife at
a barber’s shop in the south of
the city, prompting police to re-
turn to the same location again
on Saturday morning.

Scunthorpe United, a fifth-tier
English football club, confirmed
that one of their players, Jonathan
Gjoshe, was among the victims.
The team said he remained in
hospital with non-life-threatening
injuries.

Transport Minister Heidi
Alexander said on Monday that
the suspect was not known to
national security services, though
she declined to comment on
whether he had previous contact
with mental health services.

By late Sunday, five of the
injured victims had been dis-
charged from hospital.

AKEL visits the CMP on Cyprus Missing Persons Day

n the occasion of the Cyprus
Missing Persons Day, an AKEL dele-
gation, headed by General Secre-

tary Stefanos Stefanou, visited the premi-
ses of the Committee on Missing Persons

(CMP).

The General Secretary of AKEL congratu-

lated the CMP scientists for their excellent
work in determining the fate of missing per-
sons, emphasizing AKEL's long-standing and
consistent support for the Commission’s
work.

Stefanou pointed out that AKEL will con-
tinue to support the CMP both in Cyprus and
in the European Parliament in order to secure
the necessary means for the continuation
of its important humanitarian work.

At the same time, the General Secretary
of AKEL sent a message to the relatives of
the missing persons, assuring them that
AKEL will continue its efforts. He stressed that
it is the right of families to know the fate of
their loved ones and to have their remains
returned to them so that they can bury them

with the proper honours.

Finally, Stefanos Stefanou referred to a
letter from AKEL MEP Giorgos Georgiou to
the President of the European Parliament,
Roberta Metsola, regarding the proposal to
create a monument for the missing persons.
He stressed AKEL's long-standing position
that this monument should commemorate
all missing Cypriots, both Greek Cypriots
and Turkish Cypriots, who went missing as
a result of the intercommunal clashes of
1963-64 or the Turkish invasion of 1974.

As the General Secretary of AKEL char-
acteristically stated: “The pain is common,
the tragedy at this level is shared.”

The AKEL delegation also included the
Chairman and Deputy Chairman of the
Parliamentary Committee on Refugees and
Missing Persons, Nicos Kettros and Chris-
tos Christofides, respectively, the General
Secretary of POGO, Skevi Koukouma, and
the members of the Central Committee of
AKEL, Stavri Kalopsidiotou, Elias Dimitriou,
and Giorgos Vassiliou.

Government unveils plan

to cut GCSE exam time

The government has an-
nounced plans to reduce
the amount of time stu-
dents spend sitting GCSE exams
by between two-and-a-half and
three hours on average, follow-
ing a major curriculum review
which found that the current vol-
ume of testing was “excessive.”

The final report of the Curricu-
lum and Assessment Review,
commissioned by the Labour gov-
ernment last year, recommended
cutting overall exam time at key
stage 4 by 10%.

Alongside the reduction in
exam length, the review proposed
several reforms, including the
introduction of new maths and
English assessments in year 8
to help teachers identify learn-
ing gaps earlier, making citizen-
ship education mandatory in pri-
mary schools, and overhauling
the key stage 2 grammar, punc-
tuation and spelling (GPS) test.

In its official response, the
Department for Education (DfE)
confirmed that it would accept the
recommendation to abolish the
English Baccalaureate (EBacc)
performance measure - originally
introduced by Michael Gove -
and introduce a statutory en-
tittement for all GCSE pupils to
study triple science.

The department said it would
work with Ofqual and the exam
boards to ensure GCSE exam
times are reduced while main-
taining the validity and reliability
of qualifications.

The revised national curriculum
is expected to be published by
spring 2027 and implemented for

first teaching from September
2028.

The review also recommended
revising the key stage 2 GPS
test so that it focuses on pupils’
ability to apply grammar correctly
in their writing, rather than mem-
orising technical terms such as
“fronted adverbials.”

The DfE also confirmed plans
to reform the Progress 8 mea-
sure, which assesses how much
progress students make from the
end of key stage 2 to their GCSEs.

Citizenship will become a com-
pulsory subject in primary schools
to ensure pupils gain knowledge
of financial and media literacy,
democracy and government, and
climate education.

In addition, the DfE announced
it would replace the current com-
puter science GCSE, explore
options for a new 16-18 data
science and artificial intelligence
qualification, and develop a new
modern language qualification
to complement existing GCSE
and A-level courses.

The Government has already
committed to introducing a statu-
tory reading test in year 8 and will
also set out a national entitlement
to enrichment activities designed
to give all pupils access to the
arts, nature, sport, outdoor learn-
ing, and broader life skills.

The review further recommen-
ded new level 1 English and maths
qualifications for lower-attaining
16—19-year-olds to help prepare
them for resitting GCSEs - a mea-
sure already announced in the
Government's Post-16 and Skills
White Paper.
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Killer carer who knifed UK Cypriot
Effy Constantinou to death, sentenced

carer who stabbed a woman to death
Ain front of her elderly mother will be

held in a psychiatric hospital indefi-
nitely.

Zaneta Peto, 56, was employed by Efthyia
Constantinou, 62, (pictured above) when she
attacked her with a kitchen knife at the parents’
home in Westerham Avenue, Edmonton on
October 30 last year.

Her elderly father was in the next room
as she slashed at the victim.

CCTV installed in the home to monitor the
parents caught the sound of the elderly’s
mother’s screams as she saw Peto kill her
daughter.

Peto left the house and Mrs Constantinou
was found dead with stab wounds to her
neck.

Peto was charged with murder, but a
judge found that she was unfit to stand trial
last month as she suffers from paranoid
schizophrenia.

After a four-day trial of issue at Southwark
Crown Court, a jury found that she did the
act.

Efthyia’s husband John Constantinou
choked back tears as he read his victim
impact statement to the court.

“I now wake up every morning without
her by my side. Last month we had her
birthday, we had our anniversary. That made
the pain even greater.

“We had many plans for the future. Special
holidays, our daughter getting married, be-
coming grandparents. | now have to face all
this alone.”

Sentencing Peto, Judge Anupama Thomp-
son said: “On 29 September | found Ms Peto
unfit to stand trial. A jury was empanelled
on 6 October to determine whether Ms Peto
committed the act as charged.

“Today they returned a verdict that she
did the act as charged.

“I have heard very moving victim personal
statements from her younger daughter and
her husband John Constantinou. It is clear
from everything they said and from every-
thing | have seen during the trial that Ms
Constantinou was a warm and vibrant per-
son for whom family was everything.

“It was clearly a tragic loss, and the extreme
and unexpected circumstances of this case
left a huge void in the centre of her family.

“I am conscious that there is nothing that
the court can do to compensate her family
for the loss of Ms Constantinou.

“l understand that the distress and grief is
made worse by the random and unexpected
nature of the attack on Ms Constantinou by
Ms Peto.

“It was clear from all the reports at the time
of the offence that Ms Peto suffered from
paranoid schizophrenia and laboured under
the delusional belief that Ms Constantinou
was a threat to her.”

The judge ordered Peto’s indefinite deten-
tion in a psychiatric hospital under Section
37 and 41 of the Mental Health Act, 1983.

Earlier prosecutor Paul Casey said:
“Shortly before 5pm last Wednesday the
police received a call from the address on
Westfield Avenue, which led them to go to
the address at 5.18pm.

“Officers found Ms Constantinou lying on
the kitchen floor covered in blood. She had
sustained multiple laceration injuries pre-
dominantly to the area of her neck. Treat-
ment was commenced, and the London
ambulance arrived on the scene shortly after
but her life was pronounced extinct shortly
before 6pm that evening.”

Aknife, approximately 8cm and 2cm wide
was found in the kitchen sink. The top of the
blade was bent and the hilt was blood-
stained.

The CCTV footage installed by Ms Con-
stantinou captured sound and video, and
was motion activated.

Mr Casey said: “The cameras, one in the
lounge and one in the kitchen are motion-
activated and record footage as well as
sound.

“The kitchen footage ends at 20 minutes
past four and the Crown cannot say at this
stage why that recording stopped, the defen-
dant was asked during interview whether she
had interfered with it but she denied doing
SO.

“There is footage from the lounge of the
elderly man sitting on the sofa and voices
and screams can be heard, the Crown’s case
is that these voices were inside the home.

“From 4.20pm on the lounge footage,
the defendant can be seen coming in and
repeatedly encouraging the elderly man to
remain in the room.

“It is the Crown’s case that by this point
in time the deceased had sustained the
injuries that would Kill her.

“Accordingly the Crown’s case is that bet-
ween approximately 4.10pm to 4.20pm this
defendant attacked Ms Constantinou.”

In interview, Peto accepted that she was
present at the property, and said that Ms
Constantinou had been bullying her recently,
and encouraging other carers to do so.

She also believed that messages were
being sent about her about the BBC.

Peto, of Charles Street, Enfield, was
charged with murder, and was found to have
done the act.

Reeves signals potential tax rises
ahead of next budget

C hancellor Rachel Reeves
has opened the door to
broad tax increases to
prevent a return to “austerity,”
describing her upcoming second
annual budget as one of “hard
choices” aimed at protecting
public services while bringing
down Britain’s debt.

Speaking on Tuesday, just
three weeks before the budget
is due, Reeves outlined the dif-
ficult economic landscape she
faces, citing soaring debt fol-
lowing the COVID-19 pande-
mic, years of weak productivity
growth, and persistently high
inflation.

Her comments suggested she
may make the politically sensi-
tive decision to breach Labour’s
election pledge not to raise any
of the main taxes - income tax,
value-added tax (VAT), or na-
tional insurance - in an effort to
reassure investors of her com-
mitment to responsible borrow-
ing.

The UK currently faces the
highest borrowing costs among
major advanced economies,
though yields have eased slightly
in recent weeks. Reeves’ state-
ment that “we will all have to
contribute” helped steady gilt

markets, with 30-year yields -
which had reached their highest
level since 1998 in September
- falling to their lowest since
April.

Reeves reaffirmed her target
of balancing the government’s
budget, excluding investment
spending, by the 2029/30 fiscal
year.

“As | take decisions on both
tax and spending, | will do what
is necessary to protect families
from high inflation and interest
rates, and to shield our public
services from a return to auste-
rity,” she told reporters at a
press conference.

She criticised previous gov-
ernments for pursuing what she
called “short-term sticking plas-
ter solutions,” arguing that such
approaches were “irresponsible.”

Reeves’ remarks, which placed
blame for the current economic
challenges squarely on the for-
mer Conservative administra-
tions - indicated that the Labour
government could break its tax
pledge and raise one or more
of the major levies.

Pressed on whether tax rises
were being prepared, Reeves
declined to comment directly,
but acknowledged that the eco-

nomic outlook had worsened
since her first budget last Octo-
ber, when she raised taxes by
£40 billion - the largest single-
year increase since the 1990s.

That earlier rise largely targe-
ted businesses, and Reeves at
the time described it as a one-
off measure.

The chancellor also signalled
her intention to create greater
fiscal headroom between reve-
nues and expenditure. Econo-
mists estimate that Reeves has
since lost all of the £9.9 billion
buffer she had set aside to meet
her goal of balancing day-to-day
spending with tax income by
2029.

Tax rises, analysts believe,
will be necessary to restore that
margin. Reeves, however, said
that with the right decisions, she
could “build more resilient public
finances with the headroom to
withstand global turbulence, giv-
ing business the confidence to
invest.”

Although she ruled out a return
to Conservative-era austerity -
which involved deep cuts to pub-
lic services - Reeves empha-
sised that reducing government
debt remains a central objec-
tive.

The Marbles

David Nicholas Wilkinson’s
urgent documentary sets out to
examine the continuing debate
over the Parthenon Marbles,
which were uprooted by Lord
Elgin in the early 19th century
and have been in the British
Museum ever since.

One of Melina Mercouri’s first
job, when she entered the politi-
cal scene in Athens during the
early eighties, was to initiate a
passionate campaign for the
repatriation of these priceless
marbles to their birthplace, des-
pite harsh opposition from the
British Government.

The hypocrisy of political fig-
ures such as Boris Johnson is
unspeakable - he first met Mer-
couri when he was still a stu-
dent in Oxford and claimed at
the time that he supported the
campaign, but subsequently he
showed his ugly teeth when he
first became mayor of London.
In 2014, he compared George
Clooney to Hitler because the
actor/director showed his sup-
port for the return of the mar-
bles while he was promoting his
film THE MONUMENTS MEN.
Things got even worse when
Johnson became Prime Minis-
ter and categorically refused the
repatriation of these stolen arti-
facts.

Wilkison’s excellent and bril-
liantly researched film presents
both sides of the coin and ex-
plores the policies of other Mu-
seums across the country and
in Scotland, where they have
already returned many artifacts
to their original birthplaces.

The actor Brian Cox speaks
openly about this injustice and
says that if this was Scotland,
the Marbles would have been
returned decades ago. And ano-
ther Scottish woman shouts dur-
ing one of those meetings: “For

God'’s sake give them back”.

Do not miss this essential film
- it is not only your duty to see it
but also to spread the word to
everyone you know!

The premiere of The Marbles
took place at the opening of the
Central Scotland Documentary
Festival at Stirling’s Macrobert
Arts Centre on October 30.

You may not be aware of
Brechtian Punk Cabaret but
those who are will know that the
band seen as being the fore-
fathers of the genre are The
Tiger Lillies, a British musical
trio formed in 1989. And now
they are back in one of their
spiritual homes at Wilton’s with
their latest iteration, Serenade
from the Sewer. Band founder
Martyn Jacques writes and sings
all the songs and plays accor-
dion, piano, ukulele and Ham-
mond Organ. Adrian Stout - ina
beautifully tailored red and white
plaid suit, - plays double bass,
musical saw - really ethereal —
theremin (electronic musical in-
strument controlled without any
physical contact by the perfor-
mer), jaw harp and guitar, also
singing backing vocals; Budi
Butenop plays drums, percus-
sion, spoons and recorder. He
does an amazing solo towards
the end of the show. The entire
sound is thrilling and like noth-
ing else, heavily influenced by
Kurt Weill.

Their white faces and sunken
black eyes set the tone for the
sound of a show that emanates
from underground. The audience
are encouraged to join in, espe-
cially towards the end when
Budi holds up the word 'HAPPY'
and so we all sang along. 'But
Wished That You Were Here',
'Stabbed in the Back', 'Won't
Come Out' and 'Bar Italia’ are
all very lively and equally idio-
syncratic. They create an atmos-
phere that is almost immersive
and the musicianship is fantas-
tic, added to which is Jacques’
distinctive falsetto, which of it-
self evokes a unique ambience.
If you listen carefully to the lyrics
Jacques is singing, it is dark and
controversial stuff and it is deli-
vered in a style that suggests
sardonic wit and guttural hu-
mour. The band have a huge
repertoire but this is a creative
and colourful addition.

As we walked away from
the venue, a rat ran across the
street, not an escaped prop, but
appropriate for the evening.

Meanwhile | couldn’t resist the
chance, while on a short trip to
Vienna, to see once again a
show, which is the second long-
est running musical in London...
in German. The Andrew Lloyd
Webber composed The Phan-
tom of the Opera (Raimund
Theatre) or as it is known in
Austria, Das Phantom der Oper,
opened in 1986 and is better
described as an opera style
musical that features both ope-
ratic and pop elements. Classi-
cally trained voices are definitely
required when tackling this de-
manding score. This ebullient
cast were up to the challenge
and created an evening of dra-
matic and enthralling entertain-
ment which is greatly enhanced
by being sung in the language
of the Teutons. The passion and
pain take on a whole new level
of drama even to the untrained
ear (mine) — there were surtitles
—so when they sing “Das Phan-
tom der Oper ist hier” (“The
Phantom of the Opera is here”)
the intonation sounds as if Beel-
zebub has emerged from Hell
to taunt and torment all those
who inhabit this opulent Pari-
sian opera house.

This Cameron Macintosh pro-
duction, revamped into a “bigger
and better than ever” show cer-
tainly goes for broke with one or
two spectacular special effects
of which the stupendous chan-
delier plays a leading part cul-
minating in a mini-indoor fire-
work display. But the real stars
of the show are the cast led by
Lisanne Clémence Veenerman
who plays Christine, caught bet-
ween the devil and true love,
with great intensity and feeling,
her expressive singing voice
capturing the heartfelt dilemma
in which she is caught. And
Anton Zetterholm who sings The
Phantom with superb tonal quali-
ty and volcanic emotion know-
ing his disfigurement will beset
him for all time. Quite an even-
ing — herrlich!

The following day | saw Orson
Welles’s The Third Man in a
bohemian cinema with a hipster
crowd. Wien ist wunderbar.

Coping with bereavement

rief is one of the most
profound emotions we
experience as human

beings. The death of a loved one
can shake our sense of stability,
purpose and even identity. Be-
reavement is not a process that
can be rushed or neatly resolved,
it is a deeply personal journey
that unfolds in its own time. There
is no single right way to grieve;
people learn to cope and adjust
in their own unique way. Under-
standing the nature of loss and
learning healthy ways to cope can
make the path toward healing a
little more gentle.

Understanding grief

Grief is the natural response
to loss as it affects us emotionally,
mentally and physically. Experi-
encing mixed emotions of sad-
ness, anger, guilt, confusion or
even relief, depending on your
relationship with the person who
has passed. These emotions may
come and go in unpredictable
waves.

Many psychologists often
describe grief in stages - Denial,
Anger, Bargaining, Depression,
and Acceptance; in reality, these
stages do not always appear in
order. Itis normal to move back
and forth between them, or even
experience several at once.

One of the difficulties is that
grief is also cumulative, as when
we lose someone, it can stir me-
mories and emotions from past
losses we thought we had already
processed. Each bereavement
may seem to act as a mirror, re-
flecting earlier pain and reopen-
ing emotional wounds. This
doesn't mean we are going "back-
wards", it shows that grief is lay-
ered - each new loss can help
you better understand your older
ones and offer fresh opportuni-
ties for healing.

Allow all feelings

People may cope differently,
but one of the most important
things is to give yourself permis-
sion to just go with it and grieve.

Suppressing emotions, putting
on a show or pretending to be
strong for others can prolong the
healing process. Crying, journal-
ing, creating art, or simply talk-
ing about feelings are all healthy
ways to express the grief, and all
of it is okay. Feeling pain is not a
sign of weakness, it is a sign of
love and connection.

When grief feels especially
intense because it stirs memories
of earlier losses, it can be healing
to acknowledge those previous
bereavements. The passing of
one person can reawaken old
sorrow that still needs space to
be felt, and allowing oneself to
revisit those emotions can be a
powerful step toward integrating
the past with the present.

Be with gratitude, for any of the
time and good memories you
had and got to share with the
ones you have lost. Some people
may have had very limited time
compared to others, and have
very few, or no memories at all.

Isolation can intensify the grief

so connecting with others who
understand your pain can help
you feel less alone. Share times
with those who are present now,
reach out to supporting family,
friends, or a grief support group.
Sometimes professional help
from a counsellor or therapist can
also provide guidance tools to
navigate complex emotions, es-
pecially if older grief resurfaces,
considering discussing it with an
experienced person of wisdom
in the field of life itself can help
another to adjust once again by
helping you to recognise and
shape the current emotions, giv-
ing you greater clarity and resil-
ience.

Sharing your story, listening to
others and receiving compassion
can make immense difference
in the healing process.

Take care of you
Grief can take a physical toll;

one may feel exhausted, lose
appetite or have trouble sleep-
ing. Trying to maintain regular
routines as much as possible, eat
nourishing meals, rest, engage
in physical activity that will work
for you. Taking care of your body
helps support your emotional
recovery.

Practice meditation, mindful-
ness or prayer to provide mo-
ments of peace through the pain.
Use relaxing music and sound
that may help you switch off, whe-
ther you walk, stretch, do yoga,
tai chi or dance.

Honour their memory, light a
candle, plant a tree, create a
scrapbook or do something they
wanted you to do, or kept telling
you to do, and continue a tradi-
tion they loved. These small acts
can help transform the grief into
gratitude and help maintain a
sense of ongoing. Honour the
past loved ones whose memo-

ries resurface during this time.
Acknowledging their place in
your life story and journey, it can
be both healing as well as ground-
ing.

If you know someone has
passed, make that call to those
remaining who were close to
them; they are grieving, that call
may mean so much more perso-
nal than a text message, it shows
you really are there for them. Be
prepared to listen, that may be
all that is required. They may
really need you right now at his
time of sorrow.

Turkey suspends 149 referees
after betting probe

he Turkish Football Fed-
I eration (TFF) suspended
149 referees and assistant
referees on Friday after an inves-
tigation found the officials work-
ing in the country’s professional
leagues were allegedly betting
on football matches.

The federation’s disciplinary
board imposed bans ranging
from eight to 12 months on 149
officials for involvement in bet-

ting activity, while investigations
into three others are still ongo-
ing.

The TFF published the full list
of names on its website and
said penalties were determined
by considering the “severity of
the act.”

No additional details of the
ongoing investigations or the
cases were provided.

TFF President Ibrahim Hacios-

manoglu said the federation
probe — based on data from state
institutions — revealed that 371
of 571 active referees in Turkey’s
professional leagues had betting
accounts, and 152 of them were
actively gambling.

“There is a moral crisis in Tur-
kish football. There is no such
thing as structure. The funda-
mental problem at the core of
Turkish football is an ethical
one,” Haciosmanoglu told CNN
on Friday.

“Ask any referee, if there is
even one who has not received
his pay, | will resign as federa-
tion president. In fact, we im-
proved their salaries last year,
and again this year.”

Haciosmanoglu said that some
referees had placed a stagger-
ing number of bets, with one bet-
ting 18,227 times, and 42 refer-
ees having bet on more than
1,000 football matches each.

Others were found to have
placed bets only once.
