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Government announces new
proposals for asylum seekers

The UK Government has
set out new proposals for
handling asylum seekers
and people arriving illegally.

Home Secretary Shabana
Mahmood told MPs that, under
the changes, asylum seekers will
face longer waits before being
allowed to settle permanently in
the UK. They may also be re-
turned to their home countries if
those countries are deemed safe
during that period, and families
who have exhausted their ap-
peals could lose financial sup-
port.

Mahmood said the reforms are
aimed at reducing the number of
people arriving and staying in the
UK, easing pressure on the sys-
tem, and addressing public frus-
tration with the current arrange-
ments. While some politicians
have backed her plans, she has

faced criticism from opposition
parties, from within Labour, and
from charities supporting asylum
seekers.

Background

Arecord 111,000 asylum appli-
cations were made in the year
to June 2025, according to offi-
cial data. By 21 October, 36,734
people had crossed the Channel
in small boats without permis-
sion. Some are escaping conflict
or persecution and seek asylum
on arrival, while others come for
work or better living conditions
- reasons that do not qualify for
asylum.

Prime Minister Sir Keir Star-
mer has previously labelled the
small boat situation a “crisis” and
pledged to reduce crossings by
pursuing the criminal networks
behind them. Ministers say they

also want to make irregular
arrival routes less appealing by
tightening who can stay and
what support they receive.

Details of the new proposals

Mahmood described the mea-
sures as the most significant
overhaul of illegal migration poli-
cy "in modern times." Under the
plans:

* People granted asylum will
receive only temporary permis-
sion to stay, with their status re-
viewed every 30 months.

« If conditions in their home
country are judged safe, they
may be required to return.

» Refugees will need to live in
the UK for 20 years before apply-
ing for permanent residency, in-
stead of the current five.

* The government is conside-
ring blocking people from certain
countries from entering the UK
unless those countries agree to
take back offenders and irregu-
lar migrants.

* Legal changes will clarify
when the government must pro-
vide support. Housing and weekly
payments will no longer be guar-
anteed for asylum seekers who
can support themselves or have
the right to work but choose not
to, or for those who have com-
mitted crimes.

MPs will vote on parts of the

plan in the coming months.

Reaction

Mahmood said she hopes the
policies will deter dangerous
Channel crossings, warning that
failing to act risks fuelling public
anger. Some Labour MPs have
backed the plans, calling them
necessary for maintaining confi-
dence in the system, but others,
around 20 so far, have con-
demned them as “cruel” and
“morally wrong.”

Opposition leader Kemi Bade-
noch described the measures as
modest but welcome and urged
Mahmood to seek Conservative
backing. The Scottish govern-
ment and multiple charities have
voiced strong concerns. Refugee
Council chief executive Enver
Solomon argued the proposals
will not stop crossings and said
refugees who contribute should
be able to build stable lives.

Reform UK leader Nigel Far-
age praised Mahmood’s tough
tone but questioned whether
the measures could survive ob-
jections from Labour MPs or
legal challenges.

The Liberal Democrats said
they were uneasy about several
elements and called for faster,
more accurate processing of
claims. Green Party leader Zack
Polanski labelled the plans “ex-
treme” and “inhumane,” urging
Labour MPs to vote with their
conscience.

Netanyahu calls for Hamas’ expulsion from

ne day after the U.N.
Security Council ap-
proved President Don-

ald Trump’s proposal to end
the war - an initiative that offers
amnesty to Hamas members
- Israeli Prime Minister Ben-
jamin Netanyahu on Tuesday
called for Hamas to be removed
from the region entirely.
Netanyahu had publicly backed
the U.S. plan during a White

House visit in late September,
but his newest comments high-
light emerging differences bet-
ween Israel and the United States
over how to implement it. Hamas
has also voiced objections to
parts of the proposal.
Diplomats say that long-stand-
ing, inflexible positions on both
the Israeli and Hamas sides have
hindered progress on a plan that
contains no clear timeline or en-

forcement measures, despite its
broad international support.

In a series of posts on X res-
ponding to the U.N. vote, Neta-
nyahu praised Trump and insis-
ted the proposal could deliver
peace and prosperity because
it demands the “full demilitariza-
tion, disarmament, and deradi-
calization of Gaza.”

“Israel extends its hand in
peace and prosperity to all our
neighbours,” he wrote, calling
on countries in the region to join
Israel in “expelling Hamas and
its supporters.”

Asked to clarify what “expelling
Hamas” meant, a spokesperson
said it referred to eliminating
Hamas’ presence and govern-
ing power in Gaza, in line with
the 20-point plan.

Trump’s plan offers amnesty to
Hamas members who renounce
violence and give up their wea-
pons and promises safe passage
to those who choose to leave for

the region

third countries. It also states that
Hamas will have no role in gover-
ning Gaza, though it does not ex-
plicitly require the group to dis-
solve or depart the territory.

The proposal also suggests
that reforms to the Palestinian
Authority - based in the West Bank
- could eventually create condi-
tions for “a credible pathway” to-
ward Palestinian self-determina-
tion and statehood.

Before the U.N. vote, Netan-
yahu reiterated Israel’s opposi-
tion to Palestinian statehood after
far-right members of his coali-
tion protested a U.S.-supported
statement hinting at a path to-
ward Palestinian independence.
Netanyahu also opposes any
future role for the Palestinian
Authority in Gaza.

The Security Council resolution
approves a multinational force
that, under Trump’s plan, would
be temporarily deployed to sta-
bilize Gaza.

President expresses hope
for positive results from
meeting with Erhurman

first meeting between
APresident of the Re-

public of Cyprus Nikos
Christodoulides, and Turkish
Cypriot leader Tufan Erhurman,
takes place today, at the resi-
dence of the Special Repre-
sentative of the UN Secretary-
General, in the Nicosia airport
area in the buffer zone.

Asked to provide his assess-
ment ahead of the meeting, the
President said that it is certainly
not a social meeting, even if it
is their first meeting.

"I hope, and it is with this ex-
pectation that | am going to the
meeting, that there will be con-
crete positive results towards
resuming the talks from where
they were interrupted in Crans-
Montana. That is the only goal,
and | am going there hoping that
there will be a response so that
we can immediately begin this
great effort," he said.

"We are ready and, | repeat,
| hope there will be a response
from the other side so that ne-
gotiations can begin as soon as
possible," he added.

He also noted that this is the
framework that the UN Secre-
tary-General had set out in the
meetings that have taken place,
either at the trilateral or expan-
ded level, and reiterated his
hope for positive results after

the meeting.

Speaking on Sunday, Presi-
dent Christodoulides said that
many things would “become
clearer,” particularly regarding
how to move forward on the
Cyprus issue.

Asked to comment on the
Turkish Cypriot leader’s state-
ments on the Cyprus issue dur-
ing his visit to Turkey, the Presi-
dent said he had listened “very
carefully” to what was said, but
stressed that such a matter can-
not be exhausted or defined by
public statements.

He added, that within the
framework of the discussion, he
believes that many things will
become clearer, “especially re-
garding how we proceed, with
a single goal: the resumption
of negotiations from where they
were interrupted in the summer
of 2017, aiming at a solution to
the Cyprus issue on the basis
of the agreed framework.”

H noted that if the Turkish
Cypriot leader and Turkey gen-
uinely wish for a solution to the
Cyprus problem based on the
agreed framework, “then pro-
gress will be made. If they wish
otherwise or have other objec-
tives, developments will cer-
tainly not be positive.”

UK inflation rate dips for first
time since March to 3.6%

The UK’s inflation rate
eased to 3.6% in October,
delivering one of the final
significant economic indicators
before the government unveils
its Autumn Budget next week.

The decline - though slightly
smaller than economists had
forecast - was largely influenced
by a slower rise in energy costs.

However, food inflation picked
up, with grocery prices stand-
ing 4.9% higher on average

compared with October of last
year.

Ahead of the Budget, Chan-
cellor Rachel Reeves said more
action is needed to relieve pres-
sure on living costs, while the
Conservatives accused her pre-
vious Budget of having “fuelled”
inflation.

Inflation, which tracks how
quickly prices increase, continues
to sit well above the Bank of
England’s 2% target.
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Federation marks 42 years of the
illegal declaration of the pseudo-state

arking the 42nd dark
anniversary of the illegal
and unilateral declara-

tion of the pseudo-state in the
occupied areas of Cyprus, the
National Federation of Cypriots
in the UK delivered two resolu-
tions on Saturday 15th November
2025: one to the British Prime
Minister Sir Keir Starmer, and
one to the Turkish Ambassador
in London.

Led by its president, Christos
Karaolis, the Federation’s dele-
gation first went to the Prime
Minister’s residence on Downing

Street to deliver the first letter. In
it, among other things, the dele-
gation highlights “the illegality
and injustice of the Turkish inva-
sion of 1974, the unilateral decla-
ration of independence in 1983,
and the continuing occupation.”

It reminds that these events led
to the displacement of 200,000
Cypriots, as well as thousands
of missing persons and dead. At
the same time, it stresses that the
non-recognition of the pseudo-
state is consistent with interna-
tional law and reflects the clear
position of the UN Security Coun-

cil. For this reason, as the letter
notes, the non-recognition of the
pseudo-state has been a firm and
longstanding position of succes-
sive UK governments.

Finally, the Federation calls on
the United Kingdom, as a perma-
nent member of the Security
Council, a guarantor power, and
an ally of the Republic of Cyprus,
to actively encourage Turkey’s
return to negotiations.

“The United Kingdom has a
responsibility towards Cyprus to
support a peace process based
on the agreed UN framework,”
it states.

Later, the Federation’s officials
delivered a corresponding reso-
lution to the Turkish Embassy in
London, with a clear request to
Ankara to revoke the illegal dec-
laration of the pseudo-state and
return to the negotiating table.
The letter emphasizes that the
only viable solution is the reuni-
fication of Cyprus as a bizonal,
bicommunal federation with poli-
tical equality, with a single sove-
reignty, a single international
personality, and a single citizen-

ship, as provided for in UN reso-
lutions.

“History between Cyprus and
Turkey, and more broadly with
the international community, can
be written differently,” the letter
to the Turkish Ambassador notes.
It also reminds that the President
of the Republic of Cyprus, Nikos
Christodoulides, has already
expressed his intention to invite
Turkey to a summit during Cyp-
rus’ presidency of the European
Council in 2026, indicating that
there is room for a new dynamic
in relations between the two
sides. The resolution to the Turk-
ish side concludes by underlin-
ing that “the only way forward is
the reunification of Cyprus in line
with the UN framework.”

With these interventions, the
Cypriot community in the United
Kingdom seeks to keep the Cyp-
rus issue high on the political
agenda and to remind that, four
decades after the illegal decla-
ration of the pseudo-state, the
need for a just and sustainable
solution remains pressing.

Diaspora Cypriots contribute

to UN peace talks

n 3 November 2025, the
O PEACERETURN project

held a workshop with UN
officials in Cyprus, attended by
academics and members of the
Cyprus diaspora.

Participants included George

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Alexios Gennaris organises Christmas
fundraiser for Sierra Leone Zinc House Kids

ell-known photogra-
pher in our community,
Alexios Gennaris, is yet

again organising a fundraiser to
support the Zinc House Kids of
Sierra Leone and provide chil-
dren with a Christmas gift.

“Last year with your help, we
provided 242 children in Sierra
Leone with a Christmas envelope.
This was irrespective of their
religion. For most, if not all, this
was the only Christmas present
they received,” Alexios said.

“The children were from four
different groups in Freetown: our
own zinc house kids, the backa-
yard kids, children of Goderich
Village and children of the staff
at the mission. | would like us to
repeat this achievement, or even
better it this year.”

As well as a gift for Christmas,
Alexios’ ongoing fundraising ef-
forts have been paying for medi-
cines, hospital tests and treat-

ment, school fees, rent on zinc
houses, food, clothes and the
birth of babies. Donations have
also helped a baby recover from
malnutrition and saved a man's
life by paying for his surgery and
subsequent food and medicine.

Money is transferred using the
World Remit app. Once in Sierra
Leone, a trusted contact, Grace/
Georgia Adams, collects the
money, distributes it accordingly
and then provides photographs
and videos.

Alexios has visited Sierra
Leone several times, twice with
his wife Alexandra Piha.

During their last visit, on the
night before they left to return
to London, they witnessed zinc
houses burn down with the fire
brigade powerless to save them.
This left families homeless and
without clothes and money.

“In order to best see how to
support people there, we need

to be in the thick of it and we
really were that night,” Alexios
explained.

He continued, “Three years
ago, | started sending food,
clothes (including Islamic dresses
and head scarves), books, medi-
cine and other essential items.
These have been primarily for
the Zinc House Kids (pictured)
and their families, as well as the
mission’s clinics, schools and or-
phanages. More recently, we sent
10 desktop computers with moni-
tors, 4 large folding tables with
12 seats each, 11 large school
tables, playground and nursery
equipment and much more.

“During our 2023 visit to see
the zinc house kids, we met a
woman who after a severe stroke
in 2017 had lost the use of her
legs. She had spent six years
sleeping on the floor and unable
to leave her windowless zinc
house. On our return, we man-
aged to send her a new wheel-
chair, bed and commode. The tai-
lor at the zinc houses also asked
if we could send him a few cotton
reels for his sewing machine.
We managed to find around 50
industrial size cotton reels and
thousands of buttons. This dona-
tion allowed him to continue sup-
porting his family and friends.

“Financial support has paid for
school and university fees, exams,
school uniforms and equipment,
medicine, hospital tests, yearly
rent, food, mobile phones, setting
up businesses, Christmas and

birthday presents, weddings and
sadly funerals and a gravestone.

“The most difficult aspect of
helping the mission and Zinc
House Kids is locating the funds.
Here are examples of some of our
costs which are almost weekly:

£50 - £60 will treat malaria
and typhoid as well as other
diseases.

£10 is the equivalent of a
week's wages and will pay for
15 "square meals".

£10 will buy a party dress and
shoes.

£40 - £80 will pay for one term
at school.

£50 will pay the freight cost to
Sierra Leone of a large suitcase.

£60 - £80 will pay one year's
rent on a zinc house.

“We are also in desperate
need of all children’s ‘off-the-shelf’
medicines and vitamins, sanitary
towels, ibuprofen tablets and gels,
paracetamol, old suitcases and
large holdalls.

“Please help us to give hope
to the Zinc House Kids of Sierra
Leone.”

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What do insurers mean
by Tenant Type?

hen you apply for land-
lord insurance, the in-
surer will ask what kind

of tenants will occupy the pro-
perty. This isn’t about stereo-
typing; it's about risk.

Different tenant profiles carry
different levels of claims history,
stability and maintenance risk,
and insurers use this informa-
tion to calculate premiums and
conditions.

Common tenant types
include:

Professional working ten-
ants — Individuals in stable
employment.

Students — Often sharing
houses in multiple occupation
(HMOs).

DSS/benefits tenants — Te-
nants whose rent is paid partly
or fully via government bene-
fits.

HMO tenants — Houses in
Multiple Occupation where sev-
eral unrelated tenants share
facilities.

Local Authority tenants —
Tenants housed via the coun-
cil, sometimes on temporary
or emergency accommodation
contracts.

Why it matters

If your policy lists “profes-
sional tenants” but you actually
rent to students, benefits claim-
ants, or local authority place-
ments, you may find yourself
without cover when you need it
most.

Imagine a burst pipe causes
thousands of pounds of dam-
age. You make a claim, but the
insurer investigates and finds
your tenants aren't the type listed
on the policy.

In that case, the insurer could:
Refuse the claim entirely, Void
the policy back to inception, or

Pay a reduced settlement, leav-
ing you to cover the rest.

In some cases, this can also
impact mortgage compliance,
as lenders typically require valid
landlord insurance as a condi-
tion of the loan.

How to stay protected

Always be honest: Declare
the tenant type accurately when
applying or renewing.

Notify changes immedia-
tely: If a tenant moves out and
a new type moves in (e.g., from
professionals to Local Authority
placements), inform your insur-
er straight away.

Check policy wording: Some
policies exclude certain tenant
types entirely, while others will
accept them with adjusted pre-
miums.

HMO landlords: Make sure
your property complies with

licensing and safety rules -
some insurers often require
proof.

Tenant type is just one detail
in a landlord insurance policy,
but it’s a critical one. Landlords
who cut corners or fail to update

their insurer could face devas-
tating financial consequences.
As property is often the biggest
investment landlords will ever
make, protecting it properly is
non-negotiable.

Ultimately, landlord insurance
is there to provide peace of mind.

Wicked:
For Good

This is Part Two of the surprise
hit musical fantasy WICKED,
released in cinemas exactly a
year ago, with Jon M. Chu as
director. An adaptation of Ste-
phen Schwartz’s stage musical
which originally was meant to
be only one film, but Chu filmed
so much material that during the
middle of shooting, it became
obvious that the story needed
to be extended into two parts
and develop the characters into
their full potential.

Winnie Hozman and Dana Fox’s
screenplay takes place years
after the events of WICKED -
Elphada Thropp (Cynthia Erivo)
is now known as the Wicked
Witch of the West and finds her-
self a fugitive while still fighting
for animal rights.

She is now estranged from
her old friend Glinda (Ariana
Grande), who has become widely
known as Glinda the Good, a
popular and glamorous public
figure living a life of Goodness and
saccharine along with the won-
derful Wizard of Oz (Jeff Gold-
blum) and Madame Morrible
(Michelle Yeoh).

Meanwhile, a young girl called
Dorothy from Kansas finds her
way into the yellow brick road
and heads towards the Land of
Oz...

Even though the story is fami-
liar, there are many twists and
turns along the way. There are
plenty of new songs which are
not that memorable but are per-
formed impeccably by Erivo and
Grande, who again share a tre-
mendous chemistry.

Jonathan Bailey also returns
as Fiyero Tigelaar, the Winkie
prince now promoted as Captain
of the Wizard’s Guard. Fans of
the original will find plenty to
enjoy in this fascinating tale even
though it is still over produced,
over decorated and overlong.

Sisu: Road
To Revenge

(Clara Pacini), a 15-year-old
orphan, who runs away from her
care home and finds refuge on

a film set in a deserted ware-
house. She is hiding behind the
scenery and is fascinated with
the making of the film-an adap-
tation of Hans Christian Ander-
sen’s “The Snow Queen” and its
lead Cristina (Marion Cotillard).
When the crew finds her behind
the set, they think she is one of
the extras...

Hadjihalillovic’s expert direc-
tion draws an assured perform-
ance from newcomer Pacini and
another magnetic turn from the
luminous Cotillard.

Nurenberg

This powerful film is the perfect
companion piece to Stanley Kra-
mer’s 1961 classic JUDGEMENT
AT NUREMBERG. Writer/direc-
tor James Vandebitt has assem-
bled a remarkable ensemble
cast including Russell Crowe in
his best role in years as the mon-
strous Hermann Goring.

Hitler is dead and the survi-
ving top Nazi leaders are put
into prison awaiting trial for their
War Crimes. Itis based on Jack

El-Hai’s book “The Nazi and the
Psychiatrist” and the story follows
Douglas Kelley (Rami Malek), an
American psychiatrist assigned
to meet the Nazi criminals and
judge whether they are fit for
trial...

It is a film of two parts - the
prison scenes where Kelley gets
to know the snake like Goring
are truly fascinating before the
action explodes in the courtroom
sequences.

Crowe is mesmerising while
Malek delivers his best perfor-
mance since his Oscar glory in
BOHEMIAN RAPSODY.

An important story which is
surprisingly topical with modern
references about the abuse of
power.

Now You See Me:
Now You Don’t

The third in the series finds
the group of young illusionists
in another cleverly constructed
heist.

It is 12 years since Jesse
Eisenberg, Woody Harrelson,
Dave Franco, and Isla Fisher
first pulled off a bank heist while
performing their magical tricks
on stage in NOW YOU SEE ME.
This time their plan is to steal
“The Heart,” the largest diamond
in the world owned by the mega-
lomaniac South African head of
a diamond company Veronika
Vanderberg (Rosamund Pike)
inherited from her former Nazi
father.

The illusionists are on good
form, but it is newcomers Jus-
tice Smith, Dominic Sessa and
Ariana Greenblatt as the new
magicians in town that lead the
action. Pike has fun as the most
villainous South African, and her
enjoyment is highly infectious.
Ruben Fleischer directs efficiently
and compliments the action with
just the right touch of comedy.

Keeper

Osgood Perkins’ intriguing
horror follows the story of Liz
and Malcolm (Tatiana Maslany,
Rossif Sutherland), a couple on
a romantic getaway celebrating
their anniversary in Malcolm’s
family country retreat. But when
Malcolm is urgently called back
to the city for work, Liz is left

all alone in this secluded cabin
where she begins to experience
supernatural visions...

The actors deliver persuasive
performances while Perkins
makes skilful use of the claustro-
phobic location and keeps the
suspense going before the
shocking revelation.

Belén

Dolores Fonzi not only writes
and directs this powerful true
story, but also plays the leading
role of Soledad Deza, a lawyer
determined to prove Julieta’s in-
nocence against the odds.

22-year-old Julieta (Camila
Plaate) begins to experience
severe stomach pains but her
visit to the A&E turns into a living
nightmare when at the operating
table instead of receiving treat-
ment the police enter the oper-
ating theatre and arrest her
accused of infanticide. Years
later Julieta is still in a Tucuman
prison and her only hope for an
appeal is Soledad...

The early scenes in the hos-
pital are truly horrifying; Fonzi
directs with urgency and passion
a story of injustice, which man-
ages to unite women across
Argentina into a fight against a
corrupt and patriarchal legal
system. (Prime)

Brides

Theatre director Nadia Fall
makes an impressive feature film
debut with this engaging and
daring road movie. Suhayla EI-
Bushra’s sharp screenplay follows
the story of two teenage girls
Doe (Ebada Hassan) and Muna
(Safiyya Ingar), who leave their
homes and families behind for a
new life abroad. Doe arrived in
the UK as a Somali refugee
when she was three, while the
fearlessly independent Muna is
desperate to get away from her
Pakistani roots. They arrive all
alone in Istanbul, two strangers
in a foreign land in the hope of
reaching the border towards
Syria...

It is dealing with serious
themes, but the story is told in a
lighter tone which makes it even
more effective. Fall's assured
direction draws natural perform-
ances by its young protago-
nists.

Let the games begins

hristoforos Pastourma
{ begins the week in dys-
topia...

Conor McPherson’s adaption
of The Hunger Games on Stage
(from the original books of Su-
zanne Collins) at the purpose-
built Canary Wharf Theatre,
stays true to the dystopian es-
sence with a setting that sees the
District 12 dwellers struggling to
survive and feed themselves.
Despite the depressing aura that
permeates, the show explodes
into a fast paced, visual specta-
cular that makes you forget and
like a frenetic fairground ride
spins you round, both physically
(the vertiginous seating moves
around at various moments) and
psychologically as it conjures up
set piece moments that are gob-
smacking.

It is loyal to the books but
not slavishly so and McPherson
cleverly uses the changes to
move the story along.

Miriam Beuther’s set changes
our perspective throughout,
creating illusions that are like a
colossal magic trick and set
pieces that rise up from beneath
the stage, the train being an in-
credible highlight. Special effects
blending with stagecraft, live
performance and video in this
way is so much more exciting
than watching a film. Chris Fisher
is the man behind these illusions
and another effect that made me
and my young son gasp was
seeing arrows go pinging into
the bullseye of their intended
targets.

Equally impactful is the use of
the original music. Reusing the
Capital theme, the Mockingjay
tune, and for me, most pleas-
ingly Hanging Tree, the latter of
which has become more famous
because of its use in BBC show
‘The Traitors’. When it is played
at the end it is genuinely spine
tingling. All that combined with

Charlotte Broom’s hyper kinetic
choreography that this young
energetic cast perform with
spanking precision - led by Mia
Carragher as Katniss Everdeen,
the warrior who will not lie down
or be defeated — make for a
production that is a fantastical
experience.

To ensure we feel part of
the action each section of the
audience is split into Districts so
when a tribute is mentioned the
seats in your District light up.
One of those “wow wee” mo-
ments for young and old alike.
Cynicism conquered. The pro-
duction is spectacular and my
son is going to “strongly recom-
mend” it to all his mates. The
producers will be thrilled.

Meanwhile | caught up with a
fifties musical favourite...

Before the Beatles and before
the Rolling Stones there was
Peggy Sue. Never heard of her?
That is of course the song title of

one of the many hits recorded
by Buddy Holly and on Saturday
afternoon | sat among an au-
dience of mainly sexagenarians
and septuagenarians in the
spruced up Yvonne Arnaud
Theatre in Guildford all happily
tapping their feet and, in some
cases, ‘seat jiving' as they
watched Buddy, The Buddy
Holly Story, a jukebox musical
(on tour) of all his hits. And Oh
Boy! there are lots of them.

A little know fact is that his
very first national hit, That’ll Be
the Day was originally released
in 1957 by The Crickets, prior to
them becoming better known as
Buddy Holly and the Crickets.
It always worked better with a
lead singer and Buddy was that
man.

The show takes us on a jour-
ney of Buddy's life, the highs and
lows, studio sessions, how the
songs were written, or in some
cases evolved after a simple bit

of a Capella bantering between
the lads, but ultimately the songs
are their legacy and they are
what the audience have come
to hear.

As with all these musicals you
need a roll call of performers to
hit all the right notes. Leading
the way is AJ Jenks as Buddy,
who not only looks and sounds
the part but also captures the
charm and style of a man, born
and bred in Lubbock, Texas, in-
spired to go for a musical career
having seen Elvis Presley per-
form in his hometown.

In politics it may “be the eco-
nomy stupid”, well here its those

songs with standouts including
those already mentioned along
with Everyday, Why Do Fools
Fall in Love and Raining in My
Heart.

An exuberant cast with excel-
lent musical skills and songs
you want to sing along to.

Austria beats Cyprus 2-0
as national team wraps up
World Cup qualifying

Cyprus closed its run in the
2026 World Cup qualifiers with
a 2-0 defeat to Austria on Sat-
urday night at Alphamega Sta-
dium in Limassol.

Marko Arnautovi¢ for the
visitors opened the scoring from
the penalty spot in the 18th
minute and doubled the lead in

the 55th.

The result leaves Cyprus on
8 points at the end of the cam-
paign. Austria climbs to 18 points
and turns its attention to Tues-
day’s decisive meeting with Bos-
nia and Herzegovina.

The match was attended by
7,000 fans.

Cyprus suffered a 4-2 defeat
on Tuesday night in a friendly
game against Estonia at Alpha-
mega Stadium in Limassol.

Angelos Andreou opened the
scoring in the 16th minute for
Cyprus, but the Estonians equal-
ised in the 44th minute through
an own goal by Kyprianou.

With a close-range finish by
Kakoullis in the 49th minute,
Cyprus regained the lead. How-
ever, the players of Estonia
turned the game around with a
hat-trick from Sappinen in the
78th, 83rd and 86th minutes,
sealing a 4-2 final score.

Scotland will go to the men's
World Cup for the first time in
28 years after two stoppage-
time goals on an astonishing
night of drama sunk group favou-
rites Denmark at a bouncing
Hampden Park.

The Scots led twice inside
90 minutes, twice lost that lead,
then scored two fabulous goals
in injury time - one from their own
half - to ensure they will return to
the finals for the first time since
1998 in France.

Now they will be in the 5 Dec-
ember draw for the tournament
next summer in the United States,
Canada and Mexico, after a hap-
hazard but ultimately glorious
qualification campaign in which
they have overcome Greece,
Belarus and the Danes.

Needing a win to avoid the
anxiety of having to go through
March's play-offs, Scotland were
challenged by head coach Steve
Clarke to play with "the anticipa-
tion of success, not the fear of
failure".

And his players rose to the
occasion on this monumental
night as Clarke became the first
head coach to lead the Scots to

three major tournaments.

Harry Kane scored twice in the
second half as England beat
Albania to complete a flawless
World Cup qualifying campaign
with eight wins from eight.

The Three Lions were already
qualified as group winners and
Thomas Tuchel made seven
changes to the side that beat
Serbia at Wembley on Thursday.

England’s then goals came
from Bukayo Saka scoring after
28 minutes with a perfectly
placed left-foot volley beyond
Serbia keeper Predrag Rajkovic.
For the other goal came when
Phil Foden who came on as sub-
stitute combined with Bellingham
to set up another replacement,
Eberechi Eze, for a superb curl-
ing finish to wrap up England's
win in the last minute

Greece defeated Scotland 3-2,
The Greeks, who have now risen
to six points from five games but
have no chance of qualifying, led
3-0 early in the second half, yet
managed to take all three points
even though they were down to
10 men in the last few minutes.

In the first half-hour of the
game, Greece were particularly

dangerous and deservedly took
an early lead from the 7th minute,
as persistent Tasos Bakasetas
picked up a loose ball in the
Scotland box and thundered the
ball into the net.

The end of the first half sig-
naled the debut of Andreas Tet-
teh who came on to replace in-
jured Vangelis Pavlidis.

The introduction of Tetteh
made the difference from the
start of the second half, with a
Greek avalanche continued with
Konstantinos Koulierakis hitting
the upright three minutes later,
before Christos Tzolis made it
3-0 on the 63rd with an impres-
sive distance shot Gordon could
do nothing about.

Scotland pulled one back with
Ben Gannon-Doak on the 65th,
though the goal had started from
a foul on Giorgos Vagiannidis,
and Ryan Christie made it 3-2
with a header from the edge of the
six-yard box five minutes later.

Keeper Odysseas Vlachodi-
mos denied the Scots an equali-
zer several times in the last few
minutes, as the Greek defense
committed one error after ano-
ther.
