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C hancellor of the Exche-
quer Rachel Reeves
unveiled the long-anti-
cipated budget in parliament
on Wednesday after the de-
tails were released early by
mistake.

The Office for Budget Respon-
sibility accidentally revealed the
key details of Reeves' budget
around 40 minutes before she
stood up and apologised for the
“technical error.”

Here are the key points,
from tax changes to spending
announcements:

Taxes

Income tax thresholds will be
frozen until April 2031 - a year
longer than expected - meaning
more people will pay higher
rates.

Remote gaming duty will rise
to 40% from 21% while online
betting tax will rise from 15% to
25%.

The bingo tax is being abo-
lished from April.

Electric car drivers will be
subject to a 3p charge for every

mile they drive.

Capital gains tax relief on
business sales made to emplo-
yee ownership trusts will be re-
duced from 100% to 50%.

Childcare

The two-child cap on means-
tested benefits will be lifted. By
scrapping the cap, the govern-
ment hopes an estimated 450,000
children will be lifted out of pov-
erty.

Pensions

From April 2029, national insur-
ance will be charged on salary-
sacrificed pension contributions
above an annual £2,000 thres-
hold. This will raise £4.7bn and
will come into effect in 2029.

There'll be an increase of
£440 per year for the basic state
pension and an increase of
£575 per year for the new state
pension.

Savings

Savers will only be able to put
up to £12,000 into cash ISAs tax-
free each year. This is reduced
from £20,000 in the hopes that

Britons will instead put their
money into stocks and shares
ISAs.

Over 65s can retain the full
£20,000 allowance.

Fuel Duty

The duty, or tax, paid on diesel
and petrol has been frozen at
52.95p per litre until next Sep-
tember.

Housing

A Mansion tax introduced on
properties worth more than £2m
means the most expensive pro-
perties in the country will have to
pay extra. This will be £2,500 for
properties worth £2m to £2.5m
and up to £7,500 for homes val-
ued at £5m.

Energy Bills

The average annual energy bill
will be cut £150 from April by
reducing levies.

Benefits

Luxury cars removed from the
Motability scheme, which provides
subsidies for people with a disa-
bility to lease a vehicle.

Schools / Education

The student loan repayment
threshold will be maintained for
three years.

A new Youth Guarantee will
give £820m towards tyring to
guarantee every young person
a place in college, an apprentice-
ship or personalised job support.
After 18 months,18-to-21 year-olds
will be offered paid work instead
of benefits.

Transport
Journeys taken on ride-hailing

apps such as Uber and Bolt will
be subject to tax in a measure
being described as a taxi tax.

Rail fares will be frozen for
the first time in 30 years, with
passengers not paying any more
for season tickets, peak return
and off-peak return tickets bet-
ween major cities.

Business

Business rates will be re-
duced for 750,000 retail, hos-
pitality and leisure properties,
which will be funded by an in-
crease on premises worth more
than £500,000.

Stamp Duty

A stamp duty holiday for
companies newly listing on the
London Stock Exchange will be
in place for three years.

Economy

The OBR has downgraded
growth forecast by 0.3 percent-
age points.

The economy is expected to
grow 1.5% this year.

Inflation will be 3.5% this year
and 2.5% next.

NHS / Health

£300m will be invested in
NHS technology and 250 new
neighbourhood health centres.

Defence
The government will spend
2.6% of GDP on defence.

Other

The tax paid on dividends -
payments to shareholders - as
well as property and savings
income will rise 2 percentage
points, raising £2.1bn.

U.S. peace plan for Ukraine linked to Russian proposal

28-point U.S.-supported
peace plan aimed at end-
ing the war in Ukraine,

made public last week, was part-
ly informed by a document writ-

ten by Russia and submitted to
the Trump administration in
October.

The Russian-authored paper,
which laid out Moscow’s terms

for ending the conflict, was
shared with senior U.S. officials
in mid-October, shortly after a
meeting in Washington between
President Donald Trump and
Ukrainian President Volodymyr
Zelenskiy, according to sources.

Described in diplomatic terms
as a “non-paper,” the document
included language Russia had
previously advanced in negotia-
tions, such as demands that Uk-
raine surrender substantial por-
tions of eastern territory - condi-
tions Kyiv had already rejected.

This marks the first confirma-
tion that the Russian paper
served as a significant refer-
ence in drafting the 28-point

U.S. peace plan.

The White House declined
to comment specifically on the
document but pointed to Trump’s
public statements expressing
optimism about progress on the
proposal.

It remains unclear why or how
the Trump administration relied
on the Russian submission in
shaping its approach.

According to the sources,
several senior U.S. officials who
reviewed the document, includ-
ing Secretary of State Marco
Rubio, believed Moscow’s con-
ditions would likely be unaccep-
table to Ukraine and therefore
dismissed.

Deputy Shipping
Minister attends IMO
meeting in London

eputy Minister of Ship-
D ping, Marina Hadjima-
nolis was in London to
attend the 34th General As-
sembly of the International
Maritime Organisation (IMO).
Hadjimanolis addressed the
IMO General Assembly on
Tuesday 25 November.
According to a press release
by the Deputy Ministry, in the
framework of the IMO General
Assembly, elections will be held
on Friday to elect the new Coun-
cil of the organisation for the
two-year term 2026-2027 where
Cyprus will seek re-election.
Hadjimanolis, in her speech
at the IMO Plenary, among
other things, reaffirmed Cyprus'

firm and long-standing com-
mitment to actively contribute
both to the work and mission of
the IMO, together with all mem-
ber states, and to the collective
efforts that shape the future of
international shipping.

On the occasion of Cyprus’
candidacy, the Deputy Minister
hosted a reception for the dele-
gations of the countries that par-
ticipated in the IMO General
Assembly.

During her visit to London,
Hadjimanolis also hold a series
of bilateral meetings with her
counterparts, and met with the
IMO General Secretary.

Cyprus and Lebanon sign
landmark agreement

C yprus and Lebanon on
Wednesday signed an
agreement defining the
boundaries of their Exclusive
Economic Zones (EEZs) and
agreed to examine the poten-
tial for an electricity intercon-
nection between the two coun-
tries through the formation of
technical committees and a
feasibility study.

Speaking in Beirut, President
Nikos Christodoulides characte-
rized the agreement as “a mile-
stone of strategic importance,”
bringing to a close two decades
of negotiations.

Christodoulides arrived in
Lebanon on Wednesday mor-
ning and held a private meeting
with President Joseph Aoun,
followed by broader talks.

The agreement was formally
signed by Christodoulides and
Lebanon’s Minister of Transport
and Public Works, Fayez Ras-
samni.

The Cypriot president des-
cribed the signing as a “historic
and significant moment” that
clearly reflects the depth of bila-

teral relations.

“We are sending a strong po-
litical message that Cyprus and
Lebanon, grounded in internatio-
nal law, the United Nations Con-
vention on the Law of the Sea,
and good-neighbourly relations,
remain committed to strengthe-
ning trust and mutual respect,”
Christodoulides said.

The president expressed gra-
titude to his Lebanese counter-
part, noting that the agreement
would not have been possible
without the political will and de-
termination of Aoun, Prime Min-
ister Nawaf Salam, the govern-
ment, and Lebanon’s political
leadership.

President Aoun said the
agreement opens the door to ex-
ploring the two countries’ mari-
time resources and could serve
as a foundation for broader re-
gional and international cooper-
ation.

“This deal enables Lebanon
and Cyprus to begin developing
their respective offshore resour-
ces while deepening coopera-
tion at this level,” Aoun said.
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Famagusta Municipality Delegation
holds meetings in London

he Mayor of Famagusta, Simos loan-
I nou and members of the Turkish occu-
pied city’s Municipal Council visited
London last week where they held contacts
and meetings. The main purpose of their visit
was to provide first-hand information about
what is happening in the fenced-off area of
Famagusta, as well as about recent devel-
opments regarding the Cyprus issue.

“We are fighting to put an end to what be-
gan in 2020 with Erdogan’s blessing. They
have opened up the fenced-off area - a large
section of the beach along with some side
roads - and turned it into a tourist attraction.
Tourists go to see their ‘accomplishments’,
to see a city that has been abandoned for
51 years, so they can profit financially,” loan-
nou stressed during a press conference he

gave to journalists at the High Commission.

At the same time, he clarified that their
struggle concerns not only their city but all of
Cyprus. “l want to make clear that we are
not saying that if the fenced-off area is re-
turned, the territorial issue will be resolved,”
he said, noting that “some accuse us of work-
ing only for this. No - what we are saying is
that if the fenced-off area is built up, that will
be the tombstone of the Cyprus issue.”

He also referred to the municipality’s
diplomatic initiatives: missions to the United
Nations and Washington, contacts with the
White House, the State Department, and the
Security Council, as well as continuous in-
terventions in the European Union and the
European Parliament. The aim, he stressed,
is the constant “revitalization” of international

interest in Famagusta. In this context, the
Municipality is planning to declare the Presi-
dent of the European Parliament an honor-
ary citizen, and is organizing exhibitions with
photographs of the city “from yesterday and
today” to highlight the scale of the destruc-
tion.

He made special reference to the need
to keep the city’s social fabric alive. He des-
cribed the Municipality’s efforts to keep the
displaced legal habitants of Famagusta uni-
ted through sports and cultural associations
and youth-focused activities.

Asked by CNA to comment on the latest
political developments in the occupied areas
and reports of new momentum on the Cyprus
issue, the mayor appeared cautiously opti-
mistic, noting that Tatar’s non-re-election is
“a positive sign.” However, he warned that if
the current status quo persists for another
five years, “Famagusta will be settled” and the
situation will become even more difficult.

The delegation met, among others, with
representatives of the diaspora, with officials
from the UK Foreign Office working on the
Cyprus issue, and with MPs Sir Roger Gale
and Pambos Charalambous, both of whom
once again assured that they stand by Cyp-
rus and by Famagusta. They even offered to
help as much as they can to find a solution
as soon as possible.

Shares in
U.S. company StubHub, owner
of Viagogo, fell 14% last Monday
after reports the government
would proceed with a ban.
“We are committed to ending
the scandal of ticket touts,” Reed
told BBC News, saying full plans

days.

Resale sites routinely list
tickets for artists such as Taylor
Swift, Oasis and Radiohead at
several times their original cost,
often minutes after selling out,
as touts deploy bots to beat
online queues. For Radiohead’s
upcoming London tour, £85 stan-
ding tickets were listed on Via-
gogo for £682. The band joined
Coldplay, Dua Lipa and others
in supporting a Which? open
letter urging government action.

Viagogo argued that stricter
ticket verification, not price caps,
would more effectively curb ille-
gal bot activity. The company

said price caps abroad have
pushed fans to unregulated sites,
increasing fraud, and that broader
competition helps keep prices
down.

The government had consi-
dered allowing resale at up to
30% above face value but is now
expected to ban above-face-

value resales entirely and cap
platform fees, according to the
Guardian.

Separately, the Competition
and Markets Authority has
opened investigations into the
pricing practices of several on-
line platforms, including Stub-
Hub and Viagogo.

Finally, he thanked all the delegates for attending
the conference, noting that he hoped it provided

meaningful insights, productive discussions, and
valuable opportunities, and that they managed to
connect with fellow professionals.

In this article we concentrate on the Panel 2 dis-
cussion which involves investment in the UK.
George Constant was the panel moderator along-
side David Smith, Antony Antoniou and Nicho-
las Christofi.

David Smith an experienced litigator working pri-
marily in property law, that represented clients
across all levels of the UK court system, from
Magistrates and Tribunals to the Supreme Court
said the following:

“Although the courts in England and Wales are
slow, the Government has invested substantial
money in digitisation projects that should come to
fruition in the next year or two, speeding up the
court system. One of the problems is that people
think things are really bad, when in reality they're
broadly similar to most other places, and in many
ways quite good. A lot of problems arise because
landlords are nervous about leaving the sector.

What's particularly telling is that in the last three
quarters the number of possession cases has gone
down across the country, except in London, where
possession cases are rising. This suggests to me
that London landlords are summing up their situ-
ation and choosing to exit the market. There is
quite a lot of local evidence that landlords want to
leave, and that’s the reality the Government doesn’t
fully advertise. But the truth is that the sector has
flattened out. Many families have faced the market
pressures, and the Government is keen to encour-
age landlords who want to exit.

What the Government really wants is to remove
the “hobby landlord”, the person who owns just
one property they inherited from a grandparent or
acquired when they married and ended up with
two houses, one of which they rent out. The Gov-
ernment wants to shift these people out of the sec-
tor because it wants individuals to invest in shares
and financial instruments, including those in the
FTSE. And it also wants the capital gains tax re-
ceipts that would arise when these long-term land-
lords sell. Many of them have held properties for a

very long time, during which values have increased
significantly, and there are huge amounts of CGT
the Government currently can’t access.

But the Government also recognises a problem:
it can’t push too hard to make landlords sell, be-
cause if too many exit, the private rented sector,
housing about 5 million people in the UK, would
collapse, and all of those people would need some-
where to live. That's critical. So the Government is
trying to encourage landlords to change rather than
leave entirely.

What it really wants is more professional invest-
ment landlords who own multiple properties, ten or
more, not just one. The problem is that the Gov-
ernment hasn't fully thought through the implica-
tions. Professional investors are different from
casual landlords: they care more about income re-
turns, which means higher rents. And rents are al-
ready rising rapidly, which is part of what makes
property attractive as an investment.

Interestingly, rents in central London are begin-
ning to stall, as people simply can’t pay more. But
rents outside London are rising quite dramatically,
particularly in parts of the UK where lots of people
now live but can’t afford to buy, and where rental
demand supports further increases.

The Government is also proposing new rules
around discrimination - landlords will no longer be
allowed to refuse tenants because they claim state
benefits or have children. The idea that tenants
with children are undesirable is a misconception.
Most families make excellent tenants: they want
stability because their children are in school, and
they stay in a property for three to four years on
average. You might not get as much rent as from
three young professionals sharing, but you get sta-
bility.

There’s also a change landlords worry about: ten-
ants may have the right to keep pets. But again,
this is often exaggerated. Many tenants say they
“would like” a pet, but far fewer actually take on
the responsibility. And in any case, if a pet causes
damage, the tenant still has to pay for it, nothing
changes there. Most pets cause no serious issues,
and landlords’ fears are often overstated.

A lot of the Government’s planned changes are
far off. They want a national landlord database,
common in most European countries, but that won't
be in place until 2027. A new landlord complaints
system comes into force in 2028. The proposed
new property standards are aimed at 2035. So
major changes to property management are about
a decade away.

Most immediate changes concern increasing se-
curity and stability for tenants. And from an inves-
tor’s perspective, that’s exactly what you want:
stable, long-term occupancy. For investors based
abroad, using a local property manager helps en-
sure compliance with the evolving regulations and
makes regional investment practical.”

Antony Antoniou

Antony Antoniou a real estate investment pro-
fessional with over 25 years’ experience in orig-
inating, acquiring, structuring, and managing prime
commercial property and development projects
made the following statement.

“Having heard David and some of the other
speakers tonight, | think it highlights a lot of things
that are happening. In other words, we've been
driven very much by the media, so there is a lot of
catastrophizing around London and the UK - talking
about an exodus from the UK, whether that be to
Dubai or, as we've heard today, Cyprus.

| feel that | want to talk about the virtues of London
and the UK. What David said perfectly highlights
what’s happening in the media at the moment: talk
about how residential lettings have come to an
end. So it's becoming an institutional asset class,
which is a positive. Somebody in one of the earlier
talks said, “Follow the money and look at what'’s
happening.” And when we look at all the news
stories about an exodus from the UK, we forget
about what is actually happening when we do follow
the money. In accordance with that, London has
seen £5 billion of inward investment into UK prop-
erty from outside investors, including a lot of sov-
ereign wealth funds. That indicates substantial sup-
port for the UK.

London currently has 6 million jobs, and that is
forecast to rise to 7 million. All of those people
need places to live, places to shop, places to work
- and all of that supports London and the UK. Lon-
don in particular has a GDP higher than a number
of European countries - even Austria - and that is
phenomenal. And we shouldn’t forget what that
means. In the last two quarters, we have seen over
20 transactions in commercial office investment
north of £100 million per transaction.

So the idea that other countries are on the as-
cendancy - such as Dubai, which is one of the
places often in the media at the expense of London
- 1 don’t buy it. Whilst I'm very proud of my heritage
and would love to see Cyprus go from strength to
strength - and it will - that doesn’t mean that it is
the end of London, the UK, or UK investment.

Now, the only constant is change, and things are
changing. There are regulations that we’ve spoken
about in residential; there are new regulations
coming in on commercial property as well - the
ban, for example, on upward-only rent reviews.
That’s going to be quite a big one.

In terms of what is happening in the market, we
are seeing a divergence in quality. ESG is a big
driver in the UK at the moment, and in London.
And that’s why, when you hear about offices that
may not be renting or are vacant, a lot of that has
to do with their condition.

We have investors at the moment who are in-
vesting in these secondary buildings - whether it is
ESG-driven investment to create best-in-class -
and rentals at the moment are at their highest
levels, particularly for the best-in-class, well-located
properties. And that goes back to advice and being
properly represented in the market by firms that

can support inward investment.”

CONVERSATION

George Constant with over 25 years in real es-
tate and investment addressed the panel: Some-
body who had never invested in the UK before
raised their concerns about investing in London
due to all the bad things they heard about it.

Maybe because of the market | work in, | was in-
itially surprised. Maybe because of the type of Real
Estate Lawyer that | am in London | see the top
end of the market so | am seeing a lot of investment
activity in the UK on a continuous basis. We've
been incredibly busy - our landlord and tenant de-
partment have been very active with commercial
lettings and retail lettings in particular. It's never
been busier. That made me realise that there is a
real disconnect between the messages people hear
and what’s actually happening.

So, you're the experts - tell the audience: Is it ac-
tually a good time to invest?

Antony Antoniou: When people talk about “the
market,” it’'s too broad. There are markets within
markets, and locations within locations.

High-end residential in London is going through
a difficult patch, partly because of concerns about
what might happen in the upcoming budget - wealth
taxes and similar issues. And the media tends to
focus on the glamourous properties, the £15 million
homes. Those appear to be struggling a bit, al-
though transactions still happen. But that niche is
not the market.

The market includes everything - retail, offices,
hospitality. And in central London, especially the
areas we operate in, we've seen a very active com-
mercial market. Office occupancy is up. The debate
about working from home is effectively over. People
are returning to offices and workplaces.

That’s a good thing: it encourages collaboration,
helps new entrants to the workforce, and supports
learning. And that return is driving demand for office
space. Projections that everyone would work from
home simply haven’t materialised. As a result, we
now have a development lag - not enough high-
quality office space - and a polarisation between
best-in-class and second-tier buildings.

Rents for the best spaces are going up, and
there’s no sign of that changing soon. At the same
time, inflation is stabilising, interest rates seem to
have passed their peak, and projections show them
falling. Combine that with current finance options,
and | think it's a great time to invest.

Nicholas Christofi: To build on Anthony’s point:
before the Liz Truss period, in a rising market, you
didn’t need to be an expert to do well. The country
created quite a few “accidental millionaires.” But
the current market is different. You really need to
know what you are doing.

Many people, especially less professional land-
lords, have exited the market because rising inter-
est rates wiped out their margins. They had been
relying on surplus financing returns, and that dis-
posable income is gone. But that creates oppor-
tunities for those who understand the market and
can structure the right finance packages. There is
a huge amount of liquidity right now, from clearing
banks, private equity, and specialist lenders.
Specialist lenders, in particular, are taking a large
market share because traditional banks are losing
touch with what professional landlords need.

For example, one of the challenger banks we
work with is now the fifth largest bank in the UK.
Professional landlords don’t want to be capped at
50% LTV or constrained by overly restrictive income
calculations. They want the right leverage to grow
their business. Used properly, leverage can be very
positive.

That said, | think we will see casualties over the

next 6—12 months: people who didn’t know what
they were doing, bought in a rising market, and
are now exposed.

David Smith: / agree, especially with the budget
considerations. Many amateur or accidental land-
lords have been able to coast for years without in-
vesting on their properties, even with poor-perform-
ing assets, because the rising market made
everything look profitable. In reality, some of those
properties haven’t made any real income for a long
time and the owners just didn’t care because capital
values were increasing. But that only works until
you actually sell and face capital gains tax. A lot of
the current headlines about high-value property
owners “losing money” come from that group - the
ones who bought at the top of the bubble.

Meanwhile, the mid-tier market remains strong
because people still urgently need places to live,
and the UK has a serious housing shortage.

Even if the government built one and a half million
homes, which they claim, they still wouldn’t touch
the sides of the problem. That'’s been created over
multiple governments. So there’s huge opportunity
across general housing.

Nicholas Christofi: The individual buy-to-let pur-
chase is basically gone. Stamp duty is too high, fi-
nance costs have risen, and many investors, es-
pecially those seeking cash flow, can’t achieve the
returns they once did.

We’re seeing a huge amount of activity in the “liv-
ing” sectors: student accommodation, care homes,
supported living, anything where there’s an oper-
ational business underpinned by real estate. We
also do a lot of residential-led investment finance.

Residential development is returning. Developers
are rethinking exit strategies because they can’t
rely solely on sales. The seller’s market driven by
lack of supply isn’t there in the same way anymore.
And we still face issues with the Building Safety
Act and cladding.

The government wants 300,000 homes a year -
that is not happening.

We need major changes in:

*Planning — many applications take 3—4 years.

*Regulation — Gateway 2 for buildings over 18m
can take 9—12 months.

Without speeding this up, we’'ll never meet hous-
ing targets.

Antony Antoniou: You're absolutely right: resi-
dential is the flavour of the month for institutions.
Lloyds Bank recently bought around 2,500 homes
- everyone is moving into large-scale residential.

That means other asset classes, traditionally the
domain of professional investors, are now open to
retail investors: commercial real estate, hospitality,
retail, offices, mixed-use. With the right advice,
these are interesting sectors. Yields have gone up.
And occupancy demand for good-quality stock is
rising.

Commercial is now a very attractive asset class,
even more so than owning a few individual resi-
dential units. The occupancy demand for the right
kind of stock is up and that is across sectors.

George Constant: / want to focus on the office
sector. In London, we’re already seeing a shift back
toward four and even five days a week for many
firms.

There’s a public narrative that wealthy investors
are leaving the UK, yet office headquarters are one
of the strongest-performing categories.

Antony Antoniou: There’s a difference between
wealthy individuals adjusting tax positions and in-
stitutional investors moving capital, they're not the

same.

London remains a world-class city. Compared
with other European capitals or European econ-
omies, the UK stands alone. Rents for best-in-class
office space are now above previous peaks be-
cause that space is scarce.

People predicted the end of office work. It hasn’t
happened. We've also seen years of office-to-resi-
dential conversions, which reduced stock. Now
we’re seeing a reversal, strong office investment
and development demand.

Nicholas Christofi: In the last five years, devel-
opment activity wasn't really there. But are we now
seeing conversions from residential back to office?

Antony Antoniou: Financially, maybe. Planning-
wise, no chance. Once something becomes resi-
dential, local authorities will not permit a loss of
housing stock. However, we are seeing office build-
ings that have existing consents being refurbished
as offices rather than converted.

George Constant: This year we've seen every-
thing in terms of asset classes - industrial, retail,
residential, all types.

What are you seeing on a day-to-day basis and
where do you see it going in the next year.

Nicholas Christofi: All | can say is that investors
are now asset-class agnostic. They invest where
the numbers make sense. Big residential devel-
opers are leaning into student accommodation and
partnering with operators for yields. We're seeing
a number of opportunities and diversification.

Antony Antoniou: And with ultra-high-net-worth
investors, the same applies. Institutional allocation
models sometimes force sectors to be bought or
sold. That creates opportunities.

Right now we’re looking at data centres with the
backup of Al. We're identifying industrial land with
power capacity for data centre development.

George Constant: What's happening with real
estate financing and rates?

Nicholas Christofi: Refinancing has been our
biggest market. For a decade we had “free money,”
so borrowers stuck with their banks. Now rising
rates affect yields and valuations, so people are
moving from clearing banks to specialist lenders.

We can still get up to 75% LTV on residential
with a sub-6% five-year fix. Commercial is more
expensive due to risk weightings.

Liquidity remains strong. Pricing is improving.
Next year looks positive.

George Constant: We've got one of the most
anticipated budgets coming up. Many investors are
waiting. What impact do you expect?

Antony Antoniou: One of the worst things is
how much the budget has been talked about. Media
speculation creates emotional reactions. Histori-
cally, there was budget purdah, no leaks. Now
speculation is the narrative. | don't think it will be
as drastic as predicted. Wealth taxes would be da-
maging. Budget by media is not a good thing for
the market.

David Smith: Most budget predictions by media
are almost always wrong, often deliberately. It's
never as bad as feared. As we get closer, the fore-
casts soften, and by next Friday the headline will
be “not as bad as expected.”

Nicholas Christofi: A wealth tax would be politi-
cal suicide. You can’t tax someone simply because
they live in a house worth more than £1 million in
London, which they've already paid for.

vault bring a century of entertain-
ment to vivid life.

The history of Warner Bros. is
not just the tale of a legendary film
studio and its stars, but of classic
Hollywood itself, as well as a port-
rait of America in the last century.

Its a family story of Polish-
Jewish immigrants - the brothers
Warner - who took advantage of
new opportunities in the burgeon-
ing film industry at a time when
four mavericks could invent ways
of operating, of warding off govern-
ment regulation, and of keeping
audiences coming back for more
during some of the nation's dark-
est days.

Innovation was key to their
early success. Four years after its
founding, the studio revolution-
ised moviemaking by introducing
sound in The Jazz Singer (1927).

Stars and stories gave Warner
Bros its distinct identity as the stu-
dio where tough guys like Humph-
rey Bogart and strong women like
Bette Davis kept people on the
edge of their seats.

Over the years, these acclaimed
actors and countless others made
magic on WB'’s sound stages and
were responsible for such diverse
classics as Casablanca, A Street-
car Named Desire, A Star Is Born,
Bonnie & Clyde, Malcolm X, Cad-
dyshack, Purple Rain, and hun-
dreds more.

It's the studio that put noir in
film with The Maltese Falcon and
other classics of the genre, where
the iconic Looney Tunes were un-
leashed on animation, and the stu-
dio that took an unpopular stance
at the start of World War Il by pro-
ducing anti-Nazi films. Counter-cul-
ture hits like A Clockwork Orange
and The Exorcist carried the stu-
dio through the 1970s and '80s.
Franchise phenomena like Harry
Potter, the DC universe, and more
continue to shape a cinematic
vision and longevity that is unpar-
alleled in the annals of film his-
tory.

These stories and more are
chronicled in this comprehensive
and stunning volume.

I n this official centennial history

The Warner Bros Story

The company was founded
by four brothers: Harry Warner,
Albert Warner, Samuel Warner
and Jack Warner, who were the
sons of Benjamin Eichelbaum, an
immigrant Polish cobbler and ped-
dler. The brothers began their ca-
reers showing moving pictures in
Ohio and Pennsylvania on a travel-
ling basis. Beginning in 1903, they
started acquiring movie theatres,
and they then moved into film dis-
tribution. About 1913 they began
producing their own films, and in
1917 they shifted their production

headquarters to Hollywood, Cali-
fornia. They established Warner
Brothers Pictures, Inc.,in 1923. The
eldest of the brothers, Harry, was
the president of the company and
ran its headquarters in New York
City, while Albert was its treasurer
and head of sales and distribu-
tion. Sam and Jack managed the
studio in Hollywood.

Films of the 1920s and '30s

When the company ran into fi-
nancial difficulties in the mid-1920s,
Sam Warner persuaded his bro-
thers to collaborate in developing
a patent on a process (Vitaphone)
that made the “talkies” possible,
revolutionising the film industry. The
studio’s Don Juan (1926) opened
with a completely synchronised
musical sound track, and The Jazz
Singer (1927) was the first film
with synchronised dialogue. (Sam
died only 24 hours before the
latter’s premiere.)

Warner Brothers then made
Lights of New York (1928), the first
full-length all-talking film, and On
with the Show (1929), the first all-
talking colour movie.

The enormous financial suc-
cess of these early sound films
enabled Warner Brothers to be-
come a major motion-picture stu-
dio. By the 1930s Warner Brothers
was producing about 100 motion
pictures a year and controlled 360
theatres in the United States and
more than 400 abroad.

Warner Brothers became known
for its tightly budgeted, technically
competent entertainment films. In
the early 1930s the company start-
ed the craze for gangster films
with Little Caesar (1931), The Pub-
lic Enemy (1931), and Scarface
(1932), and throughout the '30s
it presented films featuring such
stars as James Cagney and Ed-
ward G. Robinson in gangster
roles. Warner Brothers also pres-
ented Busby Berkeley’s musical
extravaganzas, many swashbuck-
ling and adventure films starring
Errol Flynn, and dramas featuring
such stars as Paul Muni, Bette
Davis, Humphrey Bogart, and John
Garfield. The decade was also
notable for the debut of Looney
Tunes, an animated short film
series.

The 1940s and ’50s

Among the studio’s best-known
films of the 1940s and '50s were
such classics as The Maltese Fal-
con (1941), Casablanca (1942), A
Streetcar Named Desire (1951),
and Rebel Without a Cause (1955).

During this period WB also
expanded into television with the
premiere of the western series
Cheyenne in 1955. Other note-
worthy series to debut that decade
included Maverick and 77 Sunset
Strip. In 1956 Jack Warner, War-
ner’s longtime vice president in
charge of production, became the
company’s president, after the last

of his elder brothers had retired,;
Jack remained with Warner Bro-
thers until 1972, when he also re-
tired.

New ownership
and diversification

Although the studio had succes-
ses in the 1960s with such films
as My Fair Lady (1964) and Who's
Afraid of Virginia Woolf? (1966), its
offscreen efforts were also of par-
ticular note. In 1967 Elliot and Ken
Hyman acquired Warner Brothers
and renamed it Warner Bros.-
Seven Arts. Two years later, how-
ever, they sold it to the Kinney
Corporation, which was headed
by Steven J. Ross. He transformed
Kinney into the media and enter-
tainment empire Warner Commu-
nications, and Warner Bros., Inc.,
as it was renamed, became a
highly diversified subsidiary, ven-
turing into such areas as music,
video games, and comic books.

Despite such expansion, War-
ner Brothers remained focused
on films and television programs.
Over the next two decades it pro-
duced such noteworthy big-screen
movies as The Exorcist (1973),
Blazing Saddles (1974), Blade
Runner (1982), and The Color
Purple (1985) and introduced the
blockbuster series Dirty Harry,
Lethal Weapon, and Superman.

Its TV hits included Welcome
Back, Kotter; The Dukes of Haz-
zard; and Murphy Brown. It also
had success with the miniseries
Roots, The Thom Birds, and North
& South. In 1972 Warner entered
into cable television, and in 1989
it acquired Lorimar Telepictures,
which was known for such popu-
lar series as The Waltons, Dallas,
and Eight Is Enough.

Later developments

In 1990 Warner Communica-
tions merged with Time Inc. to
form Time Warner Inc., the largest
media and entertainment corpor-
ation in the world. Warner Brothers
became a division of the newly
formed venture. Subsequent fims
included GoodFellas (1990), The
Fugitive (1993), Inception (2010),
and Wonder Woman (2017) as well
as The Matrix, Harry Potter, and
Ocean'’s Eleven series.

On the small screen, Warners
was responsible for perhaps two
of the most popular shows of the
1990s and early 2000s: Friends,
ER and The Big Bang Theory.

The 5 Highest-Grossing
Warner Bros. Movies

Through the years, Wamer Bros.
has continued to deliver hits that
have gone on to become some of
the highest-grossing films in the
industry, most notably last year's
blockbuster hit, Barbie.

Out of all the major Hollywood
studios today, WB is known for
popular franchises like Harry Potter
and Peter Jackson's The Hobbit as

well as Christopher Nolan's Dark
Knight trilogy, which also reigns as
some of the studios' best-perform-
ing films at the box office. With
smash hits like Todd Phillips' stand-
alone Joker starring Joaquin Phoe-
nix and Harry Potter and the Deathly
Hallows: Part Il, these are the 5
highest-grossing Warner Bros.
movies of all time.

1: Barbie (2023) $1.45 Billion

In Barbieland, Barbie (Margot
Robbie) and her friend, Ken (Ryan
Gosling) live an ideal and happy
life with their other friends, un-
aware of the world beyond their
own. When they are faced with the
opportunity to leave the comfort
of their home to explore the human
world, they embark on an unforget-
table journey and learn about the
ups and downs that come with
living in our world.

Barbie earned overall positive
reviews from critics and audiences
and recently received a total of
eight Oscar nominations, includ-
ing Best Picture, Best Adapted
Screenplay, and Best Supporting
Actor for Gosling's epic perform-
ance as Ken.

2: Harry Potter and the Deathly
Hallows - Part 2 (2011) $1.342
Billion

While Harry and his friends con-
tinue to search for the Horcruxes
that keep Lord Voldemort strong
and immortal, their mission event-
ually leads them back to Hogwarts,
where the battle between good
and evil slowly approaches the
school's gates. As Harry prepares
to take on Voldemort, his friends
stand united with him, more than
willing to fight for their lives as well
as millions of others in the final duel
between The Boy Who Lived and
He Who Must Not Be Named.

Part 2 earned several Academy
Award nominations, including Best
Art Direction, Best Makeup, and
Best Visual Effects.

3: Aquaman (2018) $1.14 Billion

The underwater kingdom of At-
lantis was once a prosperous and
advanced civilization that has since
been taken over by the power-
hungry King Orm (Patrick Wilson).
With a massive army at his full
command, Orm executes his plans
to take over the rest of the seven
seas and intends on conquering
the people on land, but his plans are
jeopardised when his half-brother
and rightful heir to Atlantis, Aqua-
man (Jason Mamoa), takes a stand
against him and sets out to find
the legendary Trident of Atlantis.

Despite receiving mixed re-
views, Aquaman was a major suc-
cess at the box office, becoming
the highest-grossing DCEU film,
and the 20th highest-grossing
film of all time.

4: The Dark Knight Rises (2012)
$1.085 Billion
Set 8 years after the death of

Harvey Dent, Batman (Christian
Bale) continues to take the blame
for the promising district attorney's
death with the hope that Commis-
sioner Jim Gordon (Gary Oldman)
will be enough for the people of
Gotham. However, when an elusive
cat burglar emerges (Anne Hath-
away) and a new ruthless terror-
ist, Bane (Tom Hardy) takes control
of the city, Batman is forced out
of the shadows and into a strenu-
ous battle that he may or may not
survive.

The final chapter in Christopher
Nolan's epic Dark Knight trilogy,
went on to become the director's
highest-grossing film ever as well
as the third highest-grossing film
of 2012.

5: Joker (2019) $1.079 Billion

In the crime-ridden city of Goth-
am, Arthur Fleck (Joaquin Phoe-
nix) is a failed comedian who
wears two masks; one as a clown
for his job and the other as an at-
tempt to pretend that he fits in with
the world around him. After losing
his job, being bullied and constantly
knocked down, Fleck slowly des-
cends into madness and takes on
the alter-ego of the Joker, becom-
ing one of Gotham's most notori-
ous masterminds and high-profile
criminals.

Joker earned a total of eleven
Academy Award nominations, in-
cluding Best Picture and Best Adap-
ted Screenplay, and went on to
win for both Best Original Score
and Best Actor in a Leading Role
for Phoenix's performance.

Rian Johnson'’s deliciously ec-
centric whodunnit franchise that
introduced the unconventional
private detective Benoit Blanc
(Daniel Craig) to the screen, re-
turns for one more adventure.

thasha Lyonnais begins
A this week with an add-
iction...

Porn Play (Royal Court
Theatre) feels like a play de-
signed to make you blush when
recounting your evening to par-
ticularly stern relative. A young
lecturer, Ani (Ambika Mod) on
the verge of winning an award
for her book on Milton’s Para-
dise Lost, has a hopeless add-
iction to violent pornography
which threatens to derail her
career, her relationship and life!
It's an allusion to the fall of man
and surrender to temptation
that Milton captures in his “your
words fall on deaf ears.” Your
relative's monocle pops out of
her eye, and she bellows, Lady
Bracknell-like, for you to get out
of her house. Oh dear, looks
like you're off the Christmas list.
And so, she continues, is this
Milton chap, whoever he is.

It's a funny play, often very
well observed; scenes that take
place at a GP appointment and
outside a porn addiction sup-
port group stand out as being
particularly shocking, with the
crowd unsure whether to laugh
or avert their eyes, but | fre-
quently wondered what it was
all in service of. An early scene
where Ani's boyfriend tries to
interrogate her predilections
came across insidiously sexist
in the boyfriend's clear double
standards of who does and
doesn't get to consume porno-
graphy. A later scene where
Ani pushes back against scold-
ing from a decidedly cliché
'social justice warrior' student
seemed to be equally interes-
ted in presenting a nuanced,
complicated discussion of the
play's subject matter. However,
shortly after this, the play's focus
seemed to flatten, and more
than half of the runtime felt,
content-wise, indistinguishable
from a Victorian anti-mastur-
bation pamphlet, warning that
the path of the onanist will lead
to madness, unemployment, ill
health and ruin.

Still, the allusions to Milton
are reassuringly robust, and
performances are across the
board good. Upstairs at the
Royal Court is such a lovely

space, too. And not to say that
you couldn't write a great play
about the distressing preva-
lence of pornography consump-
tion, and the effect that it is
inarguably having on the people
that consume it. It's disappoint-
ing and feels clumsy coming
from someone who although
relatively young, has won one
scholarship, bursary & award
after another. In an interview
with Vogue she said that she'd
never seen a woman mastur-
bate on stage, and so thought
that'd be a great inclusion to
shock audiences. Maybe if she
had spent a bit more time look-
ing up in-yer-face theatre, and
less time googling... needless
to say, things you shouldn't look
at. Like Milton, you'll go blind.

Meanwhile, following on from
Athasha | have a little tease
(or preamble) for you...

Life begins, life ends. Rela-
tionships begin, they too end,
some sooner than planned.
Fifty something Alfie (Clive
Owens) is dying. He has termi-
nal cancer and decided not
to have any further treatment.
Partner Julie (Saskia Reeves),
a writer of crime novels is think-
ing of writing a book about him.
While he sorts out the playlist
for his funeral she decides now
is the time to reveal she knew
about the affair he had with
another woman. Life is never
simple and dying in many ways
is even more complicated.
Playwright David Eldridge has
a written a trilogy of plays about
relationships (different coupes
each time) and End (National
Theatre) is the last part in
which Alfie and Julie reflect on
what has been. Unfortunately, we
have not seen the other two,
Beginning and Middle, so this
is a denouement without the
foreplay. Every love story has
a closing chapter. Now go to
Facebook for the full review,
not written by Al...

BBC Radio 4 Kitchen Cabinet hosted a culinary
panel show at the Cypriot Community Centre in
Wood Green on Thursday 20th November 2025,
with UK Cypriot Chefs Georgina Hayden and Big
Has.

The show was packed full of tasty titbits that
might change the way we think about food, cooking
and eating. An expert panel included Tim Anderson,
Georgia Hayden, Melek Erdal and Big Has, answe-
ring audience questions.

Georgina Hayden is a cook, food writer and
stylist from north London. She writes for publications
such as The Telegraph, Delicious Magazine and
Observer Food Monthly, and in 2021 she won the
Fortnum & Mason Best Cookery Writer Award for
her work in Waitrose Food magazine. She has
appeared on Radio 4’'s Woman’s Hour, and regu-
larly appears on Channel 4’s Sunday Brunch and
BBC1’s Saturday Kitchen.

Growing up above her grandparents’ Greek Cyp-
riot taverna, Georgina developed a love of cooking
and storytelling through the recipes passed down to
her. She started her career as food assistant, work-
ing at various food magazines, and then went on to
join Jamie Oliver’s food team where she worked for

12 years. There she did everything from styling,
developing and writing recipes for books and TV,
magazines and campaigns. Her first book, Stirring
Slowly, was published in 2016, followed by the book
about the food of her Cypriot family, Taverna, in
2019. Her third book, Nistisima: The secret to deli-
cious Mediterranean vegan food was a Sunday
Times bestseller and was voted Best Cookbook at
the OFM and Fortnum & Mason Awards.

Look good, feel good.
Feel good, look good.

he idea of "if you look good,
I you feel good" and "if you
feel good, you look good"
has always been important to
me, in my teaching. It reflects a
two-way relationship between
appearance and emotional well-
being. It is not just a saying, there
is real psychological and physio-
logical grounding behind it.
The psychological self-percep-
tion theory may infer our internal
state by observing our behaviour.
When we invest effort into our
personal grooming or dressing
well, we subconsciously interpret
that as "l am worthy of care, love
or attention". This produces a
boost in confidence and positive
emotion, and this love and atten-
tion does not need to be by others,
but of self-love. This works in a
cycle of by loving oneself, it also
means it is acceptable that one
deserves to invest in oneself.

How we use and present out
body affects our emotional state.
Good posture, clean clothes, or
putting on an oultfit that you like,
can shift your mood by signal-
ling to your nervous system that
you are in control and prepared.
So, whether you want business
power dressing, fun, sassy, or
sexy occasions, create your mind
set to work most effectively and
at its best.

Studies have shown that clo-
thing influences cognitive pro-
cesses. As an example, wearing
something you associate with
confidence - a well fitted oultfit or
professional jacket - can increase
self-esteem and performance
with a feeling of power in the work
or socialising area. With social
feedback loops, looking 'put to-
gether', changes how others may
interact with you. Positive reac-
tions, be it smiles, compliments,

respect, all can reinforce self-
worth. This external validation
boosts mood and reinforces the
feeling that you feel good be-
cause you look good.

When You Feel Good, You
Look Good, it has an inside-out
effect. When people feel good,
content, happy and calm, the
facial muscles relax, facial ex-
pressions soften, eyes brighten.
All these micro changes create
what people often describe as
a "glow".

Feeling good reduces cortisol
(a stress hormone) and increa-
ses dopamine, serotonin, and
oxytocin.

berechi Eze scored his first sen-
E ior hat-trick as Arsenal thrashed

north London rivals Tottenham
Hotspur to move six points clear at the
top of the Premier League.

Spurs boss Thomas Frank picked a
five-man defence as he looked to keep
things tight at Emirates Stadium, but
his side could not contain the league
leaders.

Leandro Trossard opened the scoring
for an utterly dominant Arsenal in the
36th minute, finishing well after a lovely
through ball from Mikel Merino.

Then Eze, who almost joined Spurs
in the summer from Crystal Palace be-
fore a late swoop by Arsenal, doubled
the hosts' advantage before the break
- beating two players on the edge of the
box before drilling a strike past Guglielmo

Vicario.

Frank scrapped his back-five plan at
half-time and brought on Xavi Simons as
he looked to inject some more attack-
ing intent into his lacklustre side.

But Arsenal extended their advantage
just 35 seconds into the second half,
when Eze curled a left-footed strike into
the bottom corner from the edge of the
area.

Tottenham were pinned back for large
parts of the match, but Richarlison did
pull a goal back for the visitors by lifting
the ball over the stranded David Raya
from about 40 yards out.

However, Eze added gloss to the score-
line - and completed a brilliant hat-trick
- with another expert finish past Vicario
in the 76th minute.

Arsenal's six-point lead over Chelsea

at the top of the table is their biggest
advantage at this stage of any Premier
League campaign.

The Gunners are looking to win their
first title since 2004 - and after three
second-placed finishes in succession.

Raul Jimenez scored a deserved
late winner as Fulham beat Sunderland
in the Premier League amid driving rain
at Craven Cottage.

The Mexican's goal came from Ful-
ham's 18th shot of the game as their
dominance of chances and possession
looked set to go to waste.

However, a fine cross from substitute
winger Samuel Chukwueze - impressive
after replacing ineffective club record
signing Kevin in the second half - was
turned home from close range by Jime-
nez.

The quality of play was generally poor
throughout, but Fulham were rewarded
for their work-rate with only their second
win in seven league games.

Morgan Rogers scored twice as Aston
Villa came from behind to beat Leeds
United at Elland Road and pile more pres-
sure on home manager Daniel Farke.

Leeds took the lead in chaotic style
after just eight minutes. A Sean Long-
staff free-kick was played back across
goal by Gabriel Gudmundsson and Villa
keeper Emi Martinez was outjumped
by Anton Stach.

Ten-man Everton held on for a rare
and quite amazing Old Trafford victory
after Idrissa Gueye was sent off for strik-
ing team-mate Michael Keane after just
13 minutes against Manchester United.

Staggeringly, against a United side
who knew victory would take them fifth
in the table and on a ground where they
have won once since August 1992,
Everton then went in front when Kiernan
Dewsbury-Hall surged to the edge of the
area, then sent a curling effort past goal-
keeper Senne Lammens into the top
corner.

Liverpool's season of abject misery
worsened as they were beaten with
embarrassing ease by a hugely impres-
sive Nottingham Forest at Anfield.

Arne Slot's Premier League cham-
pions were looking to bounce back from
a heavy defeat at Manchester City, but
instead ran into a Forest side revita-
lised under new manager Sean Dyche
and looking back to their best.

Liverpool head coach Slot gave
£125m British record signing Alexander
Isak a start, but he was totally anony-
mous once more and only lasted 67
minutes.

Forest went ahead after 33 minutes
when defender Murillo shot powerfully
past fit-again Liverpool keeper Alisson
to subdue an already anxious Anfield.

Igor Jesus had a second ruled out

for handball, but Forest doubled their
advantage 39 seconds after the break
when former Liverpool defender Neco
Williams set up Nicola Savona for a
crisp finish in front of The Kop.

Liverpool could barely raise a res-
ponse in a desperate display, Forest
increasing their lead 12 minutes from
time when Morgan Gibbs-White scored
after Alisson saved from Omari Hutch-
inson.

Liverpool have now lost six of their
past seven Premier League games as
Slot's near £450m summer spending
spree comes under further scrutiny.

Harvey Barnes fired Newcastle
United to a memorable victory against
Manchester City in a rip-roaring Premier
League contest.

Barnes, who also opened the scoring,
prodded home from inside the box to
secure all three points at a raucous St
James' Park.

Ruben Dias earlier equalised for the
visitors when his effort took a deflection
off Fabian Schar after Newcastle failed
to clear their lines from a corner.

But Newcastle showed their own
powers of recovery to retake the lead

Jacob Murphy swung the ball into the
box and, although Bruno Guimaraes'
header cannoned off the bar, Barnes
was in the right place to hook the ball
into the net.
