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Trump threatens military
action in ¥enezuela

he United States and
TVenezueIa appear to be
edging toward armed
conflict, with Washington sig-
nificantly increasing its military
presence in the region.

The US has deployed its
largest aircraft carrier, the USS
Gerald R Ford, to the Caribbean,
leading a naval force of 11 war-
ships backed by around 15,000
personnel and roughly 100 air-
craft.

The show of force sends a
clear signal: if Washington opts
for a military approach to deal-
ing with Venezuela, it believes it
holds overwhelming superiority.

President Donald Trump rein-
forced that message on Tues-
day during a cabinet meeting
at the White House, indicating

that strikes on Venezuelan terri-
tory could begin soon, following
weeks of clashes at sea involv-
ing what he described as “narco-
terrorists.”

“The land is much easier,”
Trump said. “We know the routes
they take. We know where they
live - we know where the dange-
rous ones are - and we're going
to begin very soon.”

While Trump’s remarks sug-
gest targeted operations against
drug trafficking networks, ana-
lysts say such action could mark
the opening phase of a broader
campaign aimed at undermining
the government of President
Nicolas Maduro. That could in-
volve air strikes followed by spe-
cial forces operations designed
to remove senior figures and

bolster opposition leaders.

Although the military build-up
has been framed publicly as part
of a counter-narcotics campaign,
former officials suggest the
scale of the deployment points
to broader objectives.

“We would not have commit-
ted this level of military assets
solely for drug interdiction,” one
former administration official
said.

Over the weekend, reports
emerged that Trump had offered
Maduro and his family safe pas-
sage out of the country in ex-
change for an immediate resig-
nation, but negotiations report-
edly collapsed.

On Saturday, Trump further
escalated pressure by warning
airlines and pilots that Vene-
zuelan airspace was effectively
closed. He downplayed the sig-
nificance of the announcement,
even as speculation grew that it
signalled imminent military ac-
tion.

Adolfo Franco, a Republican
strategist who oversaw USAID’s
Latin America operations under
President George W. Bush, said
the build-up was intended to en-
courage internal change within
Venezuela’s leadership.

“Officially, the administration
avoids calling this regime
change,” Franco said.

“But we don’t deploy our

largest carriers and this level of
force unless we are seeking a
fundamental shift. The aim is to
apply so much pressure that key
figures in the regime act in their
own interests.”

So far, US military action has
remained offshore. At least 21
strikes have targeted suspected
drug trafficking vessels, killing
83 Venezuelans. However, an-
alysts believe direct strikes on
land are increasingly likely.

Such action would carry poli-
tical risks for Trump, whose sup-
porters backed him on promises
to limit foreign interventions. US
casualties could be politically
damaging, making air and long-
range strikes more likely than
deploying ground troops.

US officials are said to have
prepared a range of military op-
tions, from narrowly focused at-
tacks on drug labs, airstrips and
trafficking routes, to broader
strikes on Venezuelan military
units alleged to be involved in
the narcotics trade. More aggres-
sive scenarios could include tar-
geting forces loyal to Maduro or
even strategic infrastructure,
such as oil facilities.

Any military action could be
framed as self-defence or as part
of America First counter-nar-
cotics efforts, giving Trump poli-
tical cover while further weake-
ning Maduro’s grip on power.

Metsola praised over stance

ouse President Annita
H Demetriou and Presi-
dent of the Republic
Nikos Christodoulides praised
European Parliament Presi-
dent Roberta Metsola’s long-
standing interest in the Cyprus
issue during her visit to the
island, ahead of Cyprus assu-
ming the EU Presidency.
Welcoming Metsola to the
House of Representatives on
Tuesday, Demetriou thanked her
for consistently raising the Cyp-

rus problem in her public state-
ments. She noted that Metsola
regularly reminds European part-
ners that Cyprus remains divi-
ded and partially under occupa-
tion, stressing that this stance is
deeply appreciated by the Cyp-
riot people.

Describing Metsola as a
strong advocate of legality and
international law, Demetriou said
Cyprus stands firmly alongside
the European Parliament in de-
fending democracy and the Eu-

ropean project. She added that
the country is well prepared for
its forthcoming EU Presidency
and said unity and solidarity will
be essential in addressing the
challenges facing Europe.

For her part, Metsola said she
was pleased to be back in Cyp-
rus once again, describing the
island as “a second home,” and
noted that the visit would help
ensure a smooth start to Cyprus’
presidency on January 1.

She said Cyprus would as-
sume the EU Presidency at a
particularly demanding moment
and expressed confidence in its
leadership on issues such as
security, defence, climate policy,
digital reform and housing.

On Monday evening, President
Christodoulides hosted Metsola
and parliamentary party leaders
at a dinner near the divide in Nic-
osia. Addressing the gathering,
he said the location served as a
reminder that Europe’s promise
of reunification remains unfulfilled

in Cyprus and stressed that the
EU must help heal the wounds
of occupation and division.

Christodoulides said Cyprus
has been preparing for its EU
Presidency with ambition and
diligence for the past two years
and described the role as both
a responsibility and a source of
national pride. He said Cyprus
is determined to deliver tangible
results for the European Union,
acting with unity and urgency
as an honest broker.

Replying, Metsola said the
discussions reflected a genuine
willingness for cooperation and
provided a strong foundation for
the months ahead. She welcomed
the themes of Cyprus’ presiden-
cy programme, noting their align-
ment with the European Parlia-
ment’s priorities, and reaffirmed
the Parliament’'s support as a
partner and co-legislator through-
out Cyprus’ presidency.

Peace efforts stall as
Putin rejects key US
proposals over Ukraine

ussia and the United
RStates failed to bridge
their differences on a
possible peace settlement in
Ukraine following five hours of
talks at the Kremlin between
President Vladimir Putin and
senior envoys of US Presi-
dent Donald Trump, the Krem-
lin said on Wednesday.
Ending the Ukraine war - the
deadliest conflict in Europe
since the Second World War -
has been a central but elusive
foreign policy goal for Trump,
who has at times publicly criti-
cised both Putin and Ukrainian
President Volodymyr Zelenskiy.
The late-night discussions in
Moscow involved Trump’s spe-
cial envoy Steve Witkoff and his
son-in-law Jared Kushner and
continued past midnight. Speak-
ing afterwards, Putin’s senior
foreign policy adviser Yuri Usha-
kov said no agreement had been
reached.
“Compromises have not yet
been found. There is still a great
deal of work ahead,” Ushakov

told reporters at the Kremlin.

According to Ushakov, Putin
expressed objections to seve-
ral US proposals during the dis-
cussions. Witkoff later travelled
to the US embassy in Moscow
to brief the White House on the
outcome of the talks.

Ushakov said there were
currently no plans for a meet-
ing between Putin and Trump,
though he described the talks
as constructive and highlighted
what he said were significant
prospects for future US-Russian
economic cooperation. He add-
ed that Putin had conveyed a
number of important messages
and personal greetings to Trump,
though both sides agreed not
to make the details public.

Discussions included what
the Kremlin describes as the
“territorial issue” - its claim to the
entire Donbas region. Ukraine
continues to control at least
5,000 square kilometres of the
area, which remains interna-
tionally recognised as Ukrainian
territory.

Re-election of Greece and
Cyprus to the IMO Council

reece and Cyprus have
G been re-elected to the

Council of the Interna-
tional Maritime Organization
(IMO) for the next two-year term,
2026-2027. Both countries
achieved very strong results
in their respective categories.

More specifically, Greece,
which ran in Category A, was
voted for by 153 of the 169 coun-
tries that participated in the elec-
tion. It thus secured 4th place,
just two votes behind the top
position.

Cyprus, which competed in
Category C, placed 7th, improv-
ing on its 12th position in the pre-
vious election.

“This result demonstrates the
very good and systematic work
carried out by the Deputy Mini-

stry of Shipping, the Cyprus High
Commission in London, and all
those who contributed to Cyprus’
pre-election effort,” a diplomatic
source told CNA.

Meanwhile, a senior figure in
the international shipping indus-
try told CNA that “the re-elec-
tion of Cyprus to the Council of
the International Maritime Orga-
nization (IMO), and indeed in a
better position than in the pre-
vious election, is considered a
success within shipping circles
and once again confirms Cyprus’
steady and long-standing con-
tribution to the work and mission
of the IMO.”

Every two years, the IMO As-
sembly elects 40 member states,
which make up its Council.

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Accountant praises “surprisingly positive news for
taxpayers” in Autumn Budget that shunned speculation

ick Antoniou at Duncan
N & Toplis has lauded

the Autumn Budget as
“surprisingly positive news for
taxpayers” and SMEs, despite
a particularly chaotic build-up
rife with speculation.

A Partner at a leading group
of UK accountants and business
advisers representing around
13,000 businesses nationally,
Nick said that the measures were
more constructive than many
had expected, particularly when
set against last year’s more far-
reaching reforms.

Nick Antoniou, Partner at

Duncan & Toplis, said: “The
Autumn Budget was especially
clumsy and poorly teased this
year, with the government being
widely condemned for briefing
the press ahead of time. While
the Chancellor herself said that
the OBR leak was ‘deeply disap-
pointing’, the Budget itself man-
aged to shake off any such nega-
tivity, especially in relation to real-
terms spending power increases
for businesses and taxpayers.
“This is especially true when
compared to last year’s sweeping
changes to Inheritance Tax and
employers’ National Insurance

Contributions.

“Of course, property savings and
dividend rates all increasing by
2% from April 2027 will likely have
a rolling knock-on effect, particu-
larly for investors relying on these
income sources, meaning that
many could see a real-term loss
in their earnings - and increased
rent across the sector.”

Antoniou welcomed the deci-
sion not to reduce the overall ISA
limit and said reforms aimed at en-
couraging long-term investment
could improve household resili-
ence and support the wider econ-
omy.

“Keeping the £20,000 ISA allow-
ance, but ensuring that £8,000 is
secured in investments, is a bold
move to incentivise the public to
save,” he said. “This strikes a bal-
ance between maintaining choice
for savers and nudging more
money into productive parts of the
economy.”

However, he warned that
pension-related changes will be
felt by some employees and em-
ployers in the years ahead. The
government has confirmed that
National Insurance relief on salary
sacrifice pension contributions
will be capped at £2,000 per year
from April 2029, meaning contri-
butions above that level will attract
employer and employee National
Insurance.

“Capping the National Insurance
Contribution relief on Salary Sac-
rifice payments to pension pots at
£2k per year from 2029 will reduce
employees’ take-home pay and
employers’ profits,” Antoniou said.
“So, there will be less of an incen-
tive for employees to save for the
future. Employers with higher-
earning workforces will need to
plan now for the longer-term cost
impact.”

For business investment, Nick

said that the Budget showed
visibly increased support, with up-
grades and reassurance around
key growth and scale-up incen-
tives.

“It is definitely good news for
Britain’s SMEs and all busines-
ses with additional capital allow-
ances,” he said. “Promises to en-
hance Enterprise Management
Incentives, the Enterprise Invest-
ment Scheme and Venture Capit-
al Trusts bode well for businesses
as they will prompt more robust
capital in the years to come.”

The government has reiterated
support for EIS and VCT funding
as part of its approach to unlock-
ing private capital for high-growth
businesses, providing continuity
many investors and entrepreneurs
had been calling for.

Antoniou added that while
changes to capital allowances in-
clude helpful first-year support for
some, the overall shape of reliefs
should be read carefully.

“It should be said that lowering
the Writing Down Allowance for
businesses may not be offset
by the additional 40% First Year
Allowance, as this will only bene-
fit businesses in their first year,”
he said. “Businesses should model
what this means for their invest-
ment timelines and tax positions,

rather than assuming the head-
line first-year figure will compen-
sate across the board.”

Overall, he confirms that the
Budget has avoided the most da-
maging rumours and that the net
picture for mainstream taxpayers
and owner-managed businesses
was more stable than anticipa-
ted.

“By and large, the Budget was
surprisingly positive news for
businesses and taxpayers,” he
concluded. “There are clear areas
to watch, particularly around pen-
sions and ongoing allowance
structures, but the wider direction
of travel is supportive. The focus
now should be on how busines-
ses and individuals adapt early to
make the most of the opportuni-
ties on offer.”

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Rent Guarantee vs. Loss
of Rent Insurance: What’s

the Difference?

of the business. Mortgage payments, main-
tenance costs, and sometimes even day-
to-day living expenses all depend on tenants
paying rent on time. But what happens when that
income stops unexpectedly?
Two of the most common - and most confused
- types of protection are Rent Guarantee Insur-
ance and Loss of Rent Insurance. While they sound
similar, they cover very different risks. Failing to
understand the distinction can leave landlords
dangerously exposed.

For landlords, rental income is the lifeblood

What is Rent Guarantee Insurance?

Rent Guarantee Insurance, protects landlords
if a tenant stops paying rent. Whether due to
redundancy, illness, or simply refusal to pay,
missed rent can quickly add up to thousands of
pounds.

Rent guarantee cover steps in to replace that
income, usually until possession of the property
is regained through the courts.

Typical features include:

* Monthly rent payments (often up to a certain
maximum).

» Cover for legal expenses associated with
eviction.

* Payments for a set period, often 6 or 12
months.

What is Loss of Rent Insurance?

Loss of Rent Insurance is entirely different. It
applies when a property becomes uninhabitable
due to an insured event, such as fire, flood, or
storm damage.

In these cases, tenants usually have to move
out, leaving landlords without income during
repairs.

Typical features include:

» Compensation for lost rent until the property
can be re-let.

» Cover for costs of providing tenants with
alternative accommodation

* Indemnity periods (e.g. 12, 24, or 36 months),
reflecting how long major repairs may take.

» Usually included within the Buildings Insur-
ance policy.

Landlords often assume “rent is rent” when it
comes to insurance, but that assumption can be
costly.

Rent Guarantee Insurance protects against
tenant behaviour, while Loss of Rent Insurance
protects against property disasters.

Rachel Reeves’ Budget clearly shows
that the Labour Party really cares

n her Budget as Chancellor,

Rachel Reeves set out to do more

than balance the books. She set
out to signal a shift in political culture
- one grounded, she insisted, in care:
care for working families, care for
long-neglected public services, and
care for a British economy that has
spent more than a decade under-
performing.

While Budgets are by nature tech-
nical documents, Reeves’ debut con-
tained a clear political message: La-
bour intends to govern with
economic discipline, yes, but with
social purpose at the forefront. Over
half a million children will no longer
live in poverty.

From the outset, Reeves framed
her Budget around a simple premise:
“Britain deserves better - and Britain
deserves a government that listens.”
The headline measures certainly
speak to that ambition. Her decision
to increase investment in key public
services, particularly the NHS and
education, marks a decisive break
from years of what Labour describes
as “managed decline.”

At the same time, she avoided the
sort of flashy, short-term giveaways
that can often dominate Budget day
headlines. Instead, the Chancellor
focused on long-term growth, re-
building economic capacity, and eas-
ing the pressures felt by households.

The centrepiece of the Budget -
the new National Infrastructure and
Investment Programme - promises
sustained capital funding for trans-
port, clean energy, digital networks,
and housing. Reeves argued that
Britain’s economic stagnation is
rooted in a decade of underinvest-
ment. The Budget therefore outlines
a multi-year strategy: accelerate
housing construction through plan-
ning reforms, green-light stalled
infrastructure projects, and expand
renewable energy capacity. Her em-
phasis on “certainty” and “stability”
was deliberate. Investors, she said,

are not enticed by sudden tax
changes or erratic policy swings, but
by clear direction and competent
economic management.

But it is the social measures that
most clearly illuminate the Budget's
theme of care. Reeves announced
an expansion of free breakfast clubs
in primary schools, increased fund-
ing for children’s mental health serv-
ices, and targeted support for social
care. While none of these initiatives
are revolutionary on their own, to-
gether they form a strategic invest-
ment in the social fabric.

The Chancellor argued that
Britain’s productivity challenge can-
not be solved by economic policy
alone; it requires healthier families,
stronger communities, and an edu-
cation system that gives every child
a fair chance.

Perhaps the most politically signi-
ficant move was the targeted relief
for working families. The Budget in-
cludes changes to Universal Credit
taper rates to allow people to keep
more of their earnings. This is a pol-
icy long campaigned for by anti-pov-
erty groups, who say it reduces the
“poverty trap” and makes work pay.

Reeves also confirmed an expan-
sion of childcare support, including
additional funding for early-years
provision to stabilise the sector.
These policies are designed not
merely as cost-of-living measures,
but as structural reforms that support
workforce participation and improve
economic resilience.

Critics from the Conservative
benches were quick to argue that
Reeves is spending too much, too
quickly. They warn that increased in-
vestment risks pushing up borrowing
and inflation.

Reeves counters that Britain can-
not afford not to invest. She empha-
sised that all spending commitments
were fully costed, that departmental
budgets were “responsibly calibra-
ted,” and that the Office for Budget
Responsibility’s forecasts remain
within sustainable fiscal limits. The
Chancellor insisted that the Budget
is both “pro-growth and pro-stability,”
echoing her long-stated commitment
to fiscal responsibility.

It is also notable that Reeves

avoided major tax rises for ordinary
working people. Instead, she fo-
cused on closing loopholes, tight-
ening com- pliance, and ensuring
large corporations pay what she de-
scribed as a “fair and proportionate
contribu-tion.” Reforms to the taxa-
tion of non-doms, alongside in-
creased funding for HMRC enforce-
ment, are expected to raise billions
without touching  income tax, VAT,
or NI rates. By doing so, Reeves is
attempting to position Labour as the
party of both fairness and economic
moderation.

The Budget's reception among
economists has been cautiously op-
timistic. Many welcome the focus on
long-term investment, though some
warn of the challenges ahead: the
need to deliver projects efficiently,
the risk of global economic volatility,
and the ever-present pressure on
public finances. Still, few dispute the
Budget's overarching coherence. It
presents a narrative of rebuilding -
slowly, steadily, and with a clear
moral compass.

For Labour, this Budget was a de-
fining moment. After years of political
turbulence, the party is seeking to
convince the country that it can com-
bine compassion with competence.
Reeves’ approach contrasts sharply
with what she frequently calls “chaos
economics.” Instead, she is offering
a brand of technocratic pragmatism
infused with social conscience.

Whatever one’s political view,
the Budget makes one thing clear:
Labour is placing care - economic
care, social care and community
care - at the centre of its governing
philosophy. Reeves’ Budget is not
about overnight transformation. It is
about laying the foundations for a
fairer, stronger Britain built on invest-
ment, inclusion and responsibility.

In a political era often defined by
division and distrust, that message
alone marks a noteworthy change
in tone. Whether it succeeds will de-
pend not just on fiscal arithmetic but
on delivery. But for now, Reeves has
made her case: Labour cares, and
this Budget is her proof.
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Who Do You Think you Are? at Theatro Technis

n Friday 7th November, Theatro
O Technis brought together creatives,

artists, writers, actors and direc-
tors from the Cypriot community for the
second Who Do We Think We Are? con-
ference.

Hosted by Kerry Kyriacos Michael, the
theatre’s Creative Director, over 100 people
gathered to explore the themes of identity
and ambitions working in the UK.

The afternoon kicked off with Kerry set-
ting the scene, offering good and bad ex-
amples from the mainstream. His primary
concern was that there was not nearly
enough representation of our culture and
unique voice, risking the slow eradication
of who we are.

Contributions from agents Andy Charles
and Helen Stafford followed this. Then
Cey Sesiguzel talked about his work in

the film and distribution industry, and
Anthen Mandis gave an overview of how
she saw the successes and challenges
within the creative community of Cypriots
in the UK.

Lorna V, actor and academic, presented
her PhD, which is themed around solo
theatre artists who, like her, have a migrant
heritage and may have experienced dis-
placement. She also shared findings from
a survey on well-being and mental health
among UK residents, Greek Cypriots and
Greeks.

This was followed by an inspiring and
informative large panel discussion from a
diverse range of Cypriot creatives. They
included: Maria Christodoulou, a British
Cypriot audio maker and sound artist
based in London whose practice explores
sound as a primary medium for storytell-

ing; loannis Maltabes, a Greek Cypriot
actor and filmmaker with experience in
film editing; Eve Polycarpou, acclaimed
and boundary-breaking actor, singer and
one-half of the acclaimed music and
cabaret duo Donna & Kebab; Sophia Vi,
a Transgender British Cypriot writer, direc-
tor, actor and producer; Cosh Omar,
playwright, actor and published writer,
who was a former writer-in-Residence
at Theatre Royal Stratford East - work
includes The Battle of Green Lanes and
The Great Extension; Yeliz Zaifoglu, a
London-born Cypriot artist working in
photography, film and archives, exploring
identity, culture and human experience,
and who uses visual storytelling to chal-
lenge norms and highlight underre-
presented narratives, particularly those
surrounding intimate moments, queer-

ness and diaspora through an analogue
lens.

The panel was chaired by Elena Yianni,
a Greek Cypriot multidis- ciplinary artist
whose practice often reflects the lives of
communities she knows well — working-
class families, Cypriots, women, young
people, and those from council estates.

All this was transferred onto a large
mood board by Dr Marilyn Panayi.

The conference came to an end with
an ‘audience pitching session’ where we
heard of over 30 ideas that the audience
were in development with.

The evening ended with what the
organisers called the first of its kind — a
full line up of Cypriot comedy. Hosted by
the wacky Olga Thompson, also known as
the Big Fat Greek Mother, in the line-up
was Chris Mousicos, Georgia Thorp and
Christoforos Epaminondas. They all went
down a storm as they explored and
laughed, looking at their roots and fami-
lies.

There was also food and drink in the bar
throughout the day.

It was clear to see the importance
and appreciation for this event by the full
auditorium, and excitement and energy
throughout the day.

On the eve of the one-year anniversary
of the death of the founding director of
Theatro Technis, George Eugeniou, there
is no doubt he would be proud of the
renewed purpose of work that Theatro
Technis is now undertaking.

It Was Just
An Accident

The Iranian writer/director
Jafar Panahi has deservedly
won the Palm D’Or at Cannes
Film Festival earlier this year for
this truly remarkable and coura-
geous piece of filmmaking made
under the most difficult circum-
stances.

Panahi, the celebrated direc-
tor of such films as TAXI, NO
BEARS and 3 FACES, has been
banned and imprisoned by the
Iranian authorities on several
occasions but miraculously they
gave him the go ahead to shoot
this feature but unaware of the
film’s complex plot.

Most of the action of Panahi’s
films is centred around cars so
that he and his crew could make
a quick escape from the police
if needed. Here he tells the story
of a man who is driving at night
along with his heavily pregnant
wife and small daughter when
they suddenly hit something on
the road. Itis just a simple acci-
dent, but when Vahid, the car
mechanic is called to fix the car,
he immediately recognises the
driver as the man who tortured
him in prison. Vahid is thirsty for
vengeance but begins to have
his doubts whether this man’s
identity and has no alternative
but to find a group of other vic-
tims for confirmation...

Itis a terrific premise, you can
smell the fear and the urgency

and its development is totally
unpredictable before its chilling
climactic sequence. Vahid, like
the heroine in DEATH AND THE
MAIDEN is desperate for re-
venge despite an inner struggle
with his own conscience.

A film of immense humanity
destined for more glory at the
forthcoming awards season.
Highly recommended!

Michelle Walshe and Lindsay
Ultz" excellent documentary
paints a fine portrait on Jacinda
Ardern, New Zealand’s 40th
Prime Minister.

He has
become a bitter man and is drink-
ing heavily in Sardi’s bar while his
former partner Richard Rodgers
(Andrew Scott) is celebrating the
opening night of his new musical
“Oklahomal”. It is time for Hart to
exorcise the demons of his past
before he loses all his past glory...

The witty script by Robert Ka-
plow is based on Hart's letters
to Elizabeth Weiland (played by
the luminous Margaret Qualley)
and is a delight from start to fin-
ish. Hawke relishes the sophis-
ticated dialogue with suitable

acid and wit and has a go at
everyone and everything until
the lovely Qualley makes her
entrance. He delivers the per-
formance of his career and is a
frontrunner for the Oscar race.

Christy

Sydney Sweeney cements her
reputation as one of the most
exciting young actors working
in cinema today and delivers a
tremendous performance as the
eponymous heroine in this un-
settling true story.

David Michdéd, the acclaimed
Australian director of ANIMAL
KINGDOM and THE ROVER,
tells the story of Christy Martin,
from her teenage years when
she first discovers her boxing
skills. She is highly competitive
and is determined to reach the
top even if she must travel as far
away as possible from the small
town she grew up in West Virgi-
nia. She manages to impress
boxing trainer Jim (Ben Foster),
who agrees to take her under his
wing and becomes not only her
manager but also her husband.
But despite her success Christy’s
life begins to turn sour...

Sweeney, who made such an
impression in the verbatim drama
REALITY a couple of years

ago, delivers a highly committed
performance as the tough boxer
who puts her personal life on the
line to pursue her dreams and
gets solid support from an almost
unrecognisable Foster as her
volatile trainer.

L’Atalante

Jean Vigo’s 1934 classic is
back in cinemas in a sparkling
4k restoration and is an experi-
ence to be treasured. This is the
French auteur’s only full feature
film and his groundbreaking
work along with ZERO DE CON-
DUITE, TARIS and A PROPOS
makes him one of the most exci-
ting talents in the history of
cinema.

Jean (Jean Daste) is the cap-
tain of the canal barge L’ATA-
LANTE and after he marries
Juliette (Dita Parlo) in her village,
they choose to live aboard the
barge along with the crew. Juliette
manages to adjust in this new
way of life and looks forward to
spending her honeymoon when
they reach Paris, but things fail
to go according to plan...

Vigo’s poetic masterpiece is
superbly photographed in track-
ing shots and inventive set ups.
The two protagonists work bril-
liantly together even though they
are threatened to be eclipsed by
the eccentric presence of Michel
Simon as Pere Jules. Not to be
missed!

Primitive War

Luke Sparke’s jungle adven-
ture is based on the sci-fi mili-
tary novel series by Ethan Petus,
and the result is a cross bet-
ween APOCALYPSE NOW and
JURASSIC PARK.

The time is 1968 and the
place is Vietham; a rescue team
known as “Vulture Squad” is sent
to a remote part of the jungle to
find the whereabouts of a mis-
sing Green Beret platoon but
instead they discover a land in-
habited by Dinosaurs...

It takes a while to get going
with an overlong prologue before
the dinosaurs make their grand
entrance and cause havoc along
the way.

Sparke is a one-man band -
writing, directing, editing, art de-
sign and costumes. There are
some fun elements, but Sparke
doesn’t know when to stop with
at least four false endings and
the less said about Jeremy Pi-
ven’s ridiculously OTT perform-
ance the better.

Jay Kelly

Writer/director Noah Baum-
bach’s impressive filmography
includes THE SQUID AND THE
WHALE, GREENBERG and
MARRIAGE STORY as well as
co-writing the screenplay for
BARBIE. His early work had more
than a whiff of Woody Allen and
his latest, co-written with Emily
Mortimer, is his STARDUST
MEMORIES and that was in-
spired by Fellini’s 8 Y.

Jay Kelly (George Clooney) is
a famous movie actor who be-
gins a journey of reflection and
self-discovery when he is invi-
ted to ltaly for a life achieve-
ment award. He travels by train
through France and meets many
eccentric characters along the
way before he reaches his des-
tination but always with his loyal
agent Ron (Adam Sandler) by
his side...

Clooney is terrific - a solid
presence like those Hollywood
Greats particularly Cary Grant.
The strong supporting cast in-
cludes Billy Grudup as Kelly’s
old friend and rival in this cut-
throat business. It is an uneven
film, occasionally self-indulgent
particularly during the long train
sequence but still worth experi-
encing just for George Clooney’s
magnetic presence alone.

Halloumi breaks America

It is not often that culinary or cultural trends
—travel east to west across the Atlantic. For many
decades, from casual clothing to rock’n’roll to fast
food, the traffic has tended to run the other way
around. But now halloumi, the pride of Cyprus that
thanks to its high melting point (and ensuing grill-
ability) has been a staple on British barbecues for
years, is set to take Manhattan, with a new themed
bakery in Greenwich Village selling out every day
to queues winding around the block. New Yorkers
are making up for lost time.

Halloumi had never previously taken off in the
United States, in part because it was prohibitively
expensive. Cypriot communities in America total
a mere 10,000 people, compared with about
335,000 British Cypriots, Tracey Emin and Cele-
brity Traitors star Nick Mohammed numbering
among them, as once did the late great George
Michael.

The UK imports 18,000 tonnes of this rubbery
(and yet strangely appealing) product, while the
US, despite an overall population five times

greater, makes do with a paltry 5,000 tonnes.
That looks set to change.

Besides the imbalance in Cypriot immigrants,
it is not clear why it has taken supposedly cosmo-
politan New Yorkers so long to catch on to the
(traditionally sheep and goat’s milk, but now more
typically cow’s milk based) salty delicacy.

In the UK, where Delia Smith helped to popu-
larise halloumi over 30 years ago, it has long since
joined bagels, sushi and hummus as formerly niche
ethnic foods now in the culinary mainstream. This
versatile cheese is increasingly used as a meat
substitute in burgers - another way to the Ameri-
can heart.

Despite the prodigious appetites of our trans-
atlantic cousins, however, it is unlikely consump-
tion stateside will surpass that in halloumi’s home-
land: the average Cypriot eats 8kg of the stuff
each year. It's a wonder the entire island doesn’t
squeak.

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rling Haaland became the quick-
E est player to reach 100 goals in

Premier League history on a
night when Manchester City ramped up
pressure on leaders Arsenal by fending
off Fulham's impressive fightback.

Norway international Haaland got
his landmark goal in the 17th minute
of Tuesday's game at Craven Cottage,
firing in first time from Jeremy Doku's
Cross.

It meant he reached the century in
111 league games, 13 fewer than it took
previous record holder Alan Shearer.

The goal also ended a mini drought
for Haaland, having gone three conse-
cutive games without scoring. It was
his 15th goal in 14 league games this
season but was just a taste of what

was to come.

Haaland got the assist for Man-
chester City's second, slipping the ball
through for Tijjani Reijnders to coolly
lift the ball over Bernd Leno and into
the back of the net.

Leeds came back from 2-0 down to
level 2-2 against Pep Guardiola's side
at the weekend before Phil Foden got
a late winner, and the in-form forward
must have thought he had quashed
thoughts of a repeat of that when he
got City's third.

A fantastic header by Emile Smith
Rowe moments later gave Fulham
some hope at 3-1 down, but Foden got
his fourth goal in two games soon after
the break, smartly firing home at the
near post from Haaland's ball.

Doku's shot then deflected in off
Sander Berge to put City in a seemingly
unassailable 5-1 lead.

But Fulham would not give in and Alex
Iwobi curled in their second from 20
yards to signal a continuing threat to
City, before substitute Samuel Chuk-
wueze had the home side dreaming of
an incredible comeback.

First, he drove in from a cross, before
placing a neat finish into the back of
the net six minutes later.

Momentum was with Fulham as
home fans roared them on and City's
followers watched on nervously in the
away end, and Josh King had a shot
cleared off the line in the final seconds.
But City held on to secure a win.

The four they conceded in this match
means they have let in 16 goals in 14
matches, compared to just seven in 13
for Arsenal. That is an area that surely
needs to show improvement if City are
to secure a ninth Premier League title.

On Sunday, Makeshift striker Mikel
Merino scored a crucial equaliser
against 10-man Chelsea as leaders
Arsenal moved five points clear at the
top of the Premier League on Sunday
night.

The game's big moment came in the
38th minute, when Chelsea midfielder
Moises Caicedo was sent off following

a video assistant referee (VAR) review
for a late tackle that connected with
Merino's shin - his side's sixth red card
of the season.

But 10-man Chelsea took the lead
shortly after half-time when Trevoh
Chalobah's flicked header from a corner
looped over David Raya and into the
bottom corner.

Arsenal levelled 11 minutes later when
Spain international Merino headed in
Bukayo Saka's in-swinging cross at the
far post.

There were seven yellow cards to
add to Caicedo's red in a tense, feisty
contest as Chelsea dominated much
of the first half, with Estevao Willian
having two good chances.

Arsenal were without first-choice
centre-backs Gabriel and William Saliba
for only the second time since 2021
and their only real effort of the first half
fell to Saka, who fired at Robert San-
chez at the near post.

Chelsea continued to attack, however,
after introducing Alejandro Garnacho
at half-time, with Reece James first
setting up Joao Pedro's close-range
header - well saved - before delivering
the cross for Chalobah's deft headed
goal.

However, Saka got the better of
Marc Cucurella - who fouled him four

times and was booked - to cross for
Merino to equalise at the far post.

Despite being a man down, Chelsea
created the best chances to win it
through Pedro Neto, substitute Liam
Delap and Wesley Fofana.

Merino went closest to an Arsenal
winner with an edge-of-the-box strike,
while Saka's long-range effort was their
only other real threat in the second half.

The Gunners are now unbeaten in 17
games in in all competitions, stretching
back to 30 August.

Cristian Romero's superb 95th-min-
ute overhead kick secured a dramatic
point for Totten-ham Hotspur against
Newcastle United to ease the pressure
on manager Thomas Frank.

Spurs looked to be heading for a sixth
defeat in just eight games before their
captain stepped up when they needed
him most once again at St James'
Park.

Romero, who had earlier equalised
to cancel out Bruno Guimaraes' second-
half opener, caught the ball superbly
after Newcastle failed to deal with a
corner to send the travelling support
wild up in the gods.

Newcastle had been set for a third
successive league win when substitute
Anthony Gordon scored a late penalty
to make it 2-1.
