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Russian attack hits Ukraine's
energy infrastructure

ussian missile and
Rdrone attacks killed at

least three people in
Ukraine, including a child,
on Tuesday, leading to wide-
spread emergency power out-
ages and prompting neigh-
bouring Poland to scramble
fighter jets.

The strikes came just days
after another round of U.S.-led
negotiations aimed at ending
the nearly four-year war and hit
energy facilities particularly hard
in western parts of the country,
Prime Minister Yulia Svyrydenko
said.

Poland, a NATO member that
borders western Ukraine, said

it deployed Polish and allied air-
craft to secure its airspace after
Russian attacks struck areas
close to the border.

President Volodymyr Zelens-
kiy said Russia had attacked
at least 13 regions as Ukrainians
were preparing to celebrate
Christmas with their families,
describing the assault as evi-
dence that Russian President
Vladimir Putin was not genuinely
committed to peace talks.

“Putin still cannot accept that
he must stop killing,” Zelenskiy
wrote on X.

“That means the world is not
applying enough pressure on
Russia. Now is the moment to

respond.”

A four-year-old child was
killed in the central Zhytomyr
region, another person died in
the western Khmelnytskyi re-
gion, and a third was killed near
Kyiv, where local officials said
at least five others were injured.

Russia’s defence ministry said
its forces had struck Ukrainian
energy and military sites and
captured two villages along the
front line. Kyiv did not immedia-
tely comment, and often dis-
putes Russian claims of territo-
rial advances.

Moscow has intensified at-
tacks on Ukraine’s energy and
logistics infrastructure in an effort
to increase pressure on Kyiv as
it seeks to influence the terms
of a U.S.-backed peace initiative.
Ukraine, meanwhile, has carried
out strikes against Russian en-
ergy exports.

In response, a Ukrainian drone
attack overnight caused a fire
at an industrial facility in Russia’s
southern Stavropol region, Gov-
ernor Vladimir Vladimirov said.

Authorities also reported a
fire at a fuel oil pipeline supply-
ing the port of Taman in Russia’s
Krasnodar region, adding that
the blaze had been extinguish-

ed.

Ukraine’s air force said
Russia launched 635 drones
and 38 missiles, most of which
were intercepted.

The energy ministry said
emergency power cuts were in
effect across all regions, with
nearly all consumers in the west-
ern Rivne, Ternopil and Khmel-
nytskyi regions left without elec-
tricity early Tuesday.

Local officials said critical and
energy infrastructure was dam-
aged in the northern Chernihiv,
western Lviv and southern
Odesa regions. Private energy
company DTEK said one of its
thermal power plants had also
been damaged.

Peace talks held over the
weekend in Miami brought to-
gether U.S. officials, Ukrainian
and European delegations,
along with separate contacts
with Russian representatives,
as Washington assessed whe-
ther there was room for a nego-
tiated settlement.

Russia has demanded that
Ukraine give up its eastern Don-
bas region and sharply limit its
military capabilities as conditions
for ending the war, demands that
Zelenskiy has firmly rejected.

Israel, Greece and Cyprus pledge closer cooperation

reaffirmed their strong com-

mitment to deepening trila-
teral cooperation at the 10th
Trilateral Summit held in Jeru-
salem on December 22, 2025,
according to a joint declara-
tion issued after the meeting.
The leaders said their partner-
ship aims to enhance the long-
term security, resilience and
prosperity of their nations.

Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu, Greek Prime Minis-
ter Kyriakos Mitsotakis and Cyp-
riot President Nikos Christodou-
lides noted that the region is at a

I srael, Greece and Cyprus

historic turning point, with an op-
portunity to promote stability, co-
operation and economic growth
stretching from India through
the Middle East and the Eastern
Mediterranean to Europe. They
stressed that this shared vision
is rooted in common values,
mutual interests and respect for
the region’s historical heritage.

The leaders agreed to hold an-
nual summits and intensify minis-
terial and working-level meetings
to expand joint initiatives. They
reaffirmed the importance of the
3+1 framework with the United
States and expressed openness

to including other like-minded
partners.

On security, counterterrorism
and maritime cooperation, the
three countries pledged to
stren-gthen coordination on de-
fence and military matters, com-
bat terrorism and terrorist financ-
ing, and enhance maritime se-
curity to protect sea lanes and
critical infrastructure. They wel-
comed the establishment of the
Maritime Cybersecurity Center
of Excellence in Cyprus, sche-
duled to open in 2026.

The declaration acknowledged
the humanitarian contributions
of Cyprus and Greece to Gaza,
including through the Amalthea
maritime corridor coordinated
with Israel and international part-
ners. The leaders reiterated sup-
port for President Donald Trump’s
20-point Gaza Peace Plan, en-
dorsed by the UN Security Coun-
cil, and called for the release of
the remaining Israeli hostage and
the disarmament of Hamas. They
also praised the US-led Civil-
Military Coordination Center for
Gaza and reaffirmed Israel’s
right to self-defence under inter-

national law.

The three countries agreed to
boost cooperation on emergency
preparedness by creating a Tri-
lateral Working Group on Emer-
gency Response, as well as sup-
porting the Cyprus Regional
Aerial Firefighting Station. They
also committed to closer collabo-
ration on health, environmental
protection, climate change, water
management and maritime pol-
lution response.

On energy and connectivity, the
leaders reaffirmed support for joint
projects in natural gas, electricity
interconnectors and renewable
energy, in line with international
law and maritime rights. They un-
derlined their commitment to the
Great Sea Interconnector and
regional connectivity initiatives
linked to the India—Middle East—
Europe Economic Corridor.

The declaration also outlined
plans to enhance cooperation in
science, technology and innova-
tion, including artificial intelli-
gence, and welcomed the upcom-
ing Cypriot presidency of the EU
Council.

UK Health Secretary
pledges to prevent
further doctors’ strikes

ritain’s Health Secre-
B tary Wes Streeting has

pledged to do every-
thing possible to prevent fur-
ther strikes by hospital doc-
tors, who returned to work on
Monday after a five-day walk-
out.

The British Medical Asso-
ciation (BMA), representing
qualified doctors in England,
held another five-day strike
last week over pay and work-
ing conditions, coinciding with
one of the busiest periods for
the NHS.

Streeting has previously
criticised the industrial action,
describing the doctors as “self-
indulgent, irresponsible and
dangerous” as hospitals strug-
gled with rising admissions
amid a surge in flu cases. On
Monday, he reiterated that his
door remains open to end what
he called “these damaging
cycles of disruption.”

“I do not want to see a single
day of industrial action in the
NHS in 2026 and will do every-
thing | can to make this a reali-
ty,” he said, adding that talks
with the BMA will resume early
next year.

BMA chair Jack Fletcher

called for “less name-calling
and more deal-making,” urging
the government to create new
positions and outline a multi-
year plan to restore pay.

“Strikes were not inevitable
in 2025, and they are not in
2026 either,” he added.

The latest stoppage, which
began on December 17,
added pressure to an already
stretched health service. NHS
England had warned hospitals
were facing a “worst-case sce-
nario” due to a surge in cases
of a virulent flu strain.

Hospitalisations for flu in
early December rose by more
than 50%, reaching an average
of 2,660 patients per day -
the highest ever for this time
of year - with no peak yet in
sight.

Streeting praised NHS staff
for coping with the “double
whammy” of strikes and rising
flu cases but cautioned that
the toughest weeks of winter
were still ahead.

The BMA, representing
nearly half of the medical
workforce, has staged a series
of walkouts over a pay dispute
that began under the previous
Conservative government.

The Hall is alive...

Marty Supreme

Timothée Chalamet follows
his immaculate portrayal of Bob
Dylan in A COMPLETE UN-
KNOWN with another spellbind-
ing performance and excels as
the eponymous hero in Josh Saf-
die’s com- pelling new film.

The story is loosely inspired
by American table tennis player
Marty Reisman, and the action is
set in the fifties, at the time when
the American Dream was still
attainable and tangible for those
who worked hard and dreamed
big.

Marty Mauser is an ambitious
young man, who, even though
excels as a shoe assistant, wants
to leave his job behind and follow
his big dreams. “He is so good at
his job he can sell shoes even to
an amputee” says one of his cus-
tomers. Marty’s long and arduous
journey to success begins but
first he must sell his soul to the
devil...

It is an unpredictable trip and
Chalamet'’s remarkable perform-
ance matches the manic energy
of Safdie’s direction. It is a long
film, and even though he is in
practically every scene, he deli-
vers a tour de force performance
and it rates amongst the best of
the year.

He gets solid support from
Odessa Azion as Rachel Mizler,
the married woman who is having
an affair with Marty and from
Gwyneth Paltrow in her best role
in years as Kay Stone, the famous
actress who falls under Marty’s
spell. There will be awards!

The Housemaid

Paul Feig’s stylish psycholo-
gical thriller is based on the novel
by Freida McFadden, which fol-
lows the story of Millie (Sydney

Sweeney) a young woman who
agrees to work as a housemaid
to the filthy rich Nina Winchester
(Amanda Seyfried) in a desperate
attempt to escape her past. From
the start Millie’s instinct tells her
that there is something wrong
with her increasingly neurotic
boss and begins to feel sorry for
Nina’s long suffering husband
Andrew (Brandon Sklenar)...

It is an attractive film with a
strong cast that also includes Eli-
zabeth Perkins as the matriarch
of the Winchester family. Sydney
and Seyfried work brilliantly to-
gether in this enjoyable erotic
thriller which boasts more twists
and turns than a corkscrew.

Itis a fine addition to the genre
that also includes films like
GONE GIRL, SINGLE WHITE
FEMALE, DEEP WATER and
FATAL ATTRACTION. A guilty
pleasure!

Song Sung Blue

Hugh Jackman and Kate Hud-
son share a strong chemistry in
this musical drama which is based
on true events and on the 2008
documentary of the same name
by Greg Kohs. They play Mike and
Claire, two struggling musicians
who form a tribute band cele-
brating the music of Neil Diamond
under the names of Lighting and
Thunder. They both believe they

have finally found their soul
mates and is not too long before
they get married...

A real treat for Neil Diamond
fans where most of his songs are
performed impeccably by the two
actors but surprisingly it is Hud-
son’s rendition of Patsy Cline’s
“Sweet Dreams” that stays in
the memory.

It is decent film efficiently
written and directed by Craig Bre-
wer but curiously it fails to touch
the heart despite the strong per-
formances by the two protago-
nists.

The Spongebob
Movie: Search
For Squarepants

Another adventure for the ado-
rable SpongeBob SquarePants
in which he is desperate to be a
big guy but first, he must over-
come his fear of rollercoasters
and get a swashbuckling certifi-
cate. He wants to prove his bra-
very to Mr. Krabs so he joins The
Flying Dutchman-the enigmatic
swashbuckling ghost pirate to the
bottom of the sea...

Itis a colourful adventure with
great designs and some fun refe-
rences to THE PIRATES OF THE
CARRIBEAN and to Greek my-
thology where the Underworld is
under the sea and the harmoni-
ous singing fish suddenly become
the deadly sirens. And Cerberus,
the three headed dog that guards
the gates of Hades, is substituted
here with a three headed seagull
that devours anything that comes
in proximity. The children will love
this!

Riefenstahl

Andres Veiel's exceptional
documentary follows the life and
career of Leni Reifenstahl, the
controversial German filmmaker
who peaked during the Nazi re-
gime making propaganda films.

She started her career as an
actress before she turned her
attention to directing and her
documentary films TRIUMPH OF
THE WILL and OLYMPIA stand
out as monumental pieces of art
but also as pure Nazi propagan-
da. After the war Riefenstahl de-
nied heavily her association with
the Nazi ideology and any know-
ledge about the Holocaust.

This is a critical film about her
collaboration with the Nazis but
also a celebration of her ground-
breaking work as one of the first
female directors working in cine-
ma.

Veiel's essential film is perfectly
complimented with many inter-
views and with some rare archive
material.

Peter Hujar’s Day

Ira Sachs the director of PAS-
SENGERS is reunited with lead-
ing man Ben Wishaw, who plays
the eponymous hero.

The story is based on the con-
versation between photographer
Peter Hujar and Linda Rosenk-
rantz (Rebecca Hall) which took
place in New York in 1974.

It is shot like a documentary
and feels very authentic like a
home movie. Itis like reading one’s
diary and recalls those impro-
vised independent movies from
the seventies and early eighties
like SITTING DUCKS and CAN
SHE BAKE A CHERRY PIE?

Wishaw is as excellent as ever
as the unpretentious photogra-
pher talking candidly about art
and life to the equally spellbind-
ing Hall as his intelligent journa-
list friend.

Peters, pianists Tom Ward and Joe
Stilton who also sang and clarinetist
Jacqueline Smith, each one bringing
a different vibe and presence. There
were so many highlights and the
eclectic instrumental medley that got
it all going, which had several well-
known Carols and Christmas songs
had the audience humming along.
Particular favourites for me were Nao-
mi Banks who gave a teasing rendi-
tion of You're a Mean One Mr Grinch,
a song that requires character as well
as flexible vocals and Joe Stilgoe’s
Putting on the Ritz, was everything
you would expect from a song like that,
pizazz and razzmatazz in abundance.

Back in the festive groove Tommy
Blaise and Joe Stilgoe combined in
a sparkling “Bojangles” style inter-
pretation of Jingle Bells, and Clare
Teal gave us a an emotionally charged
There’s Gonna Be a Great Day. But
for me the icing on a delicious musi-
cal cake was how Peters, Ward and
Smith combined in a brilliant Hidey
Hidey Hidey Ho, playful and comedic
and musically superb, it received an
ecstatic response. But the final word
must go to Barker and the band, who
are great entertainers, and that all
came to fruition in the finale with every
performer now involved in producing
an unforgettable Ray Charles's What'd
| Say. Incredible vocals and dancers
in the aisles and on stage doing the
jive. A big high five to them all. Yes,
the Hall was alive with the sound of
big band entertainment. They'll be
back next year!

Meanwhile Sotira Kyriakides re-
joices in the Bard'’s sense of fun...

The Royal Shakespeare Compa-
ny’s acclaimed production of Twelfth
Night has been brought from Strat-
ford-upon-Avon to the Barbican. It's
a comedy with more serious possibi-

lities, which is appropriate for our
times when there is the hint of ‘mis-
rule’ and a confused social order, not
to mention the relationships result-
ing from cross-dressing....after all,
Shakespeare gave it an additional
name - 'What You Will'. In this produc-
tion, the comedy is uppermost.

The stage reflects the initial mood,
which is sombre, when Viola, the
steely young survivor of a shipwreck,
arrives. She is mourning her presu-
med-drowned twin brother and de-
cides to pretend to be a young man
to gain employment in the strange
Court of Count Orsino. Within the
Court circle, the aristocrat Olivia, also
in mourning, is surrounded by a
drunken group of wastrels.

The resulting attractions, rivalries
and disappointments upend the con-
ventions and drive the action. How
can Olivia's sudden passion for Viola,
the boy/girl, be safely resolved? How
can Viola, a new servant, pretending
to be a man, cope with the attraction
she feels for the aristocratic Count?
Feste, the clown-like jester, an anar-
chic presence, links the development
of the emotional relationships with
the verbal and sometimes slapstick
comedy provided by feisty servants,
drunks, and Olivia's pompous stew-
ard, Malvolio.

The sudden safe return of Viola's
lost twin, Sebastian, brings confusion
but also allows a happy resolution of
the awkward relationships. As usual
in Shakespeare's comedies, it ends
well for most, apart from the expulsion
of the sad old drunks and the degra-
dation of haughty Malvolio. Samuel
West as Malvolio, Gwyneth Keyworth
as Viola and Freema Ageyman as
Olivia, all perform brilliantly, whilst
Michael Grady-Hall as Feste provides
a joyous comedic link throughout,
sometimes whilst flying! This produc-
tion is not set in any particular period
of time, and delights in an eclectic
range of costumes.

Strangely, a large church organ
forms the dramatic stage set for
much of the action and contributes
to the occasional excellent songs (by
Matt Maltese). Overall, a marvellous
evening.

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The significance of loukoumades for Epiphany (Theofania)

Loukoumades are light, crispy, fried dough balls
soaked in fragrant syrup and are most commonly
associated with festivals and celebrations in
Greece and Cyprus.

The name loukoumades comes from the Arabic
word lugma, meaning a small bite or morsel.

Versions of this sweet exist in many countries,
with slight differences in ingredients - particularly
in the syrup. In recent years, modern toppings
have expanded far beyond tradition, ranging from
Nutella and Biscoff to ice cream and pistachio
cream.

On January 6, Theofania, or Epiphany, is
celebrated to mark the Baptism of Jesus Christ
by John the Baptist. Following the church service,
it is customary to enjoy loukoumades as part of
the day’s traditions.

Another element associated with Theofania is
the legend of the hobgoblins known as kallikant-
zari in Greek folklore. These mischievous, elf-like
creatures are believed to live beneath the earth
and emerge during the twelve-day period from
Christmas until Epiphany, causing mischief among
humans.

To protect their households, Greek housewives
traditionally prepared unsyruped loukoumades,
known as xerotigana, to appease the kallikantzari.
The women would throw the loukoumades onto
the roof of the house, believing this offering would
satisfy the creatures and send them back under-
ground.

Dough and syrup

Perfect loukoumades should be airy on the
inside, crisp on the outside, and thoroughly soaked
in syrup, without becoming heavy or bread-like.
The dough is made using simple ingredients such
as plain flour, yeast, sugar, warm water, and fine
semolina.

Traditionally, loukoumades are immersed in an

aromatic syrup, though in some variations they are
served without syrup and finished with a drizzle
of honey, cinnamon, and nuts.

For optimal absorption, the syrup should be cold
when the freshly fried loukoumades are added. It
is best prepared the night before or at least four
hours in advance and stored in the refrigerator.
Alternatively, room-temperature loukoumades can
be placed into hot syrup. As long as one element
is hot and the other is cold, the result will be per-
fectly sweet and delicious.

INGREDIENTS

For the syrup:
* 3259 caster sugar, 1 ¥z cup
* 400ml warm water, 1 % cup
* 5 cloves
* 1 tsp rosewater

For the dough:
« 270g plain flour, sifted, 1 % cups
* 659 fine semolina, %5 cup
« 3g dry yeast, V2 tsp
¥4 tbs caster sugar
* 450ml lukewarm water, 1 % cups
 Sunflower oil, for frying

METHOD

For the syrup:

1. Prepare the syrup overnight or at least four
hours before required.

2, Stir all the ingredients in a small pot besides
the rosewater.

3. Bring the syrup to a boil and then simmer
on a low heat for 20 minutes.

4. Take it off the heat, stir the rosewater in and
pour the syrup in a heatproof bowl.

5. Allow the syrup to cool, then place it in the
fridge to chill.

For the dough:

1. Whisk all the dry ingredients together in a
bowl and then slowly add the lukewarm water
while you continue whisking. You may whisk by
hand or use an electrical mixer.

2. Whisk only until a consistent smooth paste
has formed and make sure you don’t over whisk it.
Cover the bowl with a clean towel and allow the
dough to rest at room temperature for 1.5 hours,
or until it has doubled in size.

3. Fill a large pot about %5 of the way with sun-
flower oil and heat it on a medium to high heat.
Have all the necessary equipment ready in front
of you before you begin.

4. Grab the dough in your fist and allow some
of the dough to squeeze through your thumb and

index finger. With an oiled tablespoon cut the
dough and tip it in the heated oil. Repeat the pro-
cess until the surface of the pot is about % filled
to allow some space between the dough balls as
they will puff up. Move the loukoumades in a circu-
lar motion using the slotted spoon until they are
golden brown on both sides.

5. In a sieve on top of a bowl, remove the lou-
koumades and allow the excess oil to escape.

6. Then quickly place the loukoumades in the
cold syrup and mix them in for 10 seconds. Use a
slotted spoon to remove the loukoumades from the
syrup into your serving bowl. Repeat the whole
process until all the dough is finished. Enjoy warm
or at room temperature.

Dominic Calvert-Lewin extended
his scoring streak to five Premier

League games with a superb double
as Leeds United secured a comfort-
able win over Crystal Palace at EI-
land Road. The 28-year-old struck
twice late in the first half to give the
hosts a comfortable lead at the
break, before captain Ethan Ampadu
pounced to further increase their
advantage at the hour mark with his
first goal in the top flight.

Justin Devenny pulled one back for
Palace with a stoppage-time penalty,
but Anton Stach's free-kick in the 11th
minute of injury time wrapped up a
memorable victory for the home side.

Raul Jimenez's penalty was
enough for Fulham to get their Pre-
mier League season back on track with
a hard-fought win at home to Notting-
ham Forest. His spot-kick came deep
into first-half stoppage time after
Kevin was fouled by Douglas Luiz.

Forest threatened throughout the
second half but were unable to con-
tinue their impressive recent form
under Sean Dyche and move further
away from the relegation zone.

The hosts, meanwhile, move up
to 13th in the table.
