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Trump urges Iranians to
keep protesting

l | .S. President Donald
Trump on Tuesday called
on Iranians to continue

demonstrating and said that

assistance was forthcoming,
without offering specifics, as

Iran’s clerical leadership inten-

sified its crackdown on what

have become the largest pro-
tests the country has seen in
years.

“Iranian Patriots, KEEP PRO-
TESTING — TAKE OVER YOUR
INSTITUTIONS!!I... HELP IS ON
ITS WAY,” Trump wrote in a post
on Truth Social, adding that he
had cancelled all meetings with
Iranian officials until what he des-
cribed as the “senseless killing”
of protesters came to an end.

When reporters asked Trump
on Tuesday what he meant by
saying “help is on its way,” he
replied that they would have to
work that out themselves.

In an interview with CBS News
the same day, Trump promised
“very strong action” if Iran began

executing protesters, though he
did not provide details. “If they
hang them, you're going to see
some things,” he said.

The unrest, which started on
December 28 in response to
sharply rising inflation, has esca-
lated into one of the most serious
challenges to Iran’s clerical es-
tablishment since the 1979 Isla-
mic Revolution. It represents the
most significant internal test
facing Iran’s religious rulers in
at least three years and has un-
folded amid mounting interna-
tional pressure following Israeli
and U.S. strikes last year.

An Iranian official said that
roughly 2,600 people had been
killed during the protests, mark-
ing the first time authorities have
acknowledged such a high death
toll.

Reacting to Trump’s social
media message that “help is on
the way,” Iran’s ambassador to
the United Nations, Amir Saeid
Iravani, accused the U.S. president

of encouraging violence, under-
mining Iran’s sovereignty and
security, and attempting to de-
stabilize the government.

On Monday evening, Trump
announced a 25% tariff on im-
ports from any country that con-
ducts business with Iran, a major
oil producer. He has also said that
further military action is among
the options he is considering in
response to the crackdown.

Tehran has warned neighbour-
ing countries that host U.S. forces
that American bases would be
targeted if Washington were to
strike Iran, according to a senior
Iranian official.

Three diplomats said some
personnel had been advised to
leave the main U.S. air base in the
region by Wednesday evening,
describing the move as a “posture
change” rather than a formal
evacuation order. There were no
signs of a large-scale withdrawal
of troops to nearby locations such
as a soccer stadium or shopping
mall, as occurred last year in the
hours before Iran fired missiles
at the base in retaliation for U.S.
airstrikes on Iranian nuclear sites.

Iranian authorities have blamed
the unrest on the United States
and Israel, accusing them of in-
stigating the protests, which they
say were carried out by indivi-
duals they label as terrorists.

Arrests in Minneapolis

In a separate development,

eight people were arrested on
Tuesday during protests outside
a federal building in Minneapolis,
as the Trump administration es-
calated its warnings to demon-
strators as well as to city and
state officials who might attempt
to obstruct its mass deportation
agenda.

Throughout the afternoon,
groups protesting the continued
presence and aggressive tactics
of federal immigration officers in
the city were met with tear gas,
pepper balls, and flash-bang
devices. Demonstrations have
grown in Minneapolis and in other
parts of the country following the
killing of Minneapolis resident
Renee Nicole Good by a federal
immigration agent.

Administration officials respon-
ded to the protests with stark
warnings.

“The Department of Justice
has made clear that if officials
cross that line into obstruction,
into criminal conspiracy against
the United States, or against ICE
officers, they will face justice,”
Trump’s deputy chief of staff,
Stephen Miller, said on Fox News,
after reiterating the administra-
tion’s assertion that ICE officers
have federal immunity.

The confrontations occurred as
the Department of Homeland
Security prepared to deploy addi-
tional officers to the Minneapolis
area, amid what the administra-
tion described as “the largest
operation in DHS history.”

UN’s Diagne briefs Guterres on Cyprus developments

nited Nations special
l ' representative in Cyp-

rus Khassim Diagne on
Wednesday briefed Secretary-
General Antonio Guterres on
the latest situation regarding
the Cyprus problem.

The pair met in New York
ahead of Diagne’s planned pre-
sentation to the security council
on Thursday, with the security

council set to vote on January
29 on renewing the UN'’s peace-
keeping force in Cyprus (UNFI-
CYP)'s mandate for another
year.

UNFICYP has a rolling one-
year mandate which was most
recently extended on January 31
last year, with all 15 security coun-
cil members at the time, includ-
ing guarantor powers Greece

and the United Kingdom, voting
in favour of the motion, which
also took stock of the state of
the Cyprus problem.

Ahead of this year’s vote,
Abukar Dahir Osman, the per-
manent representative to the UN
of Somalia, which took over the
security council’s rotating presi-
dency at the beginning of this
month, said that no problems are
foreseen regarding the renewal
of UNFICYP’s mandate.

“I do not think there will be any
problem. The security council
continues to support the secre-
tary-general [Antonio Guterres]’
good offices and remains com-
mitted to an approach based on
dialogue and de-escalation,” he
told the Cyprus News Agency.

He stressed the importance of
“respecting the existing regime
in the buffer zone” which sepa-
rates Cyprus’ two sides and des-

cribed UNFICYP’s role to this
end as “stabilising.”

He also called for “de-escala-
tion initiatives” and “confidence-
building measures which reduce
tensions.”

Thursday’s briefing will be
Diagne’s first since taking office
last year, replacing retired Cana-
dian diplomat Colin Stewart, who
had six months ago told the se-
curity council of a “deep distrust”
between the island’s two sides,
which constituted “an obstacle
to any agreement”.

Last year, the security council
stressed its “full support” for
Guterres’ efforts to find common
ground, and said it “reiterates the
importance of openness, flexi-
bility and compromise in finding
common ground with the goal of
returning to formal negotiations.”

Former Cyprus
President George
Vassiliou dies at 94

ormer president of the

F Republic, George Vassi-

liou died Tuesday night

at the age of 94, his family said

in a social media post on Wed-
nesday.

Vassiliou had been hospita-
lised since January 6 in critical
condition with a chest infection.

“After two years of suffering,
my beloved George, my life
partner for 59 years, passed
away peacefully in our arms to-
night. It is difficult to say good-
bye to this man who was an ex-
ceptional husband and father,
a man full of kindness and love
for his place and people,” his
wife Androulla wrote on X.

President Nikos Christodou-
lides expressed his condolen-
ces. “It is with sadness that |
learned of the death of former
President of the Republic
George Vassiliou, whose name
was synonymous with the effort
for economic development of
our country, social progress of
our people, and modernisation
of the Cypriot state in all areas,”
he said.

Recognising Vassiliou’s pro-
found impact on the island, he
lauded his pivotal contributions
to the promotion of the Cypriot
economy, developing higher
education in the Republic by
founding the University of Cyp-
rus and emphasised his deci-
sive role in Cyprus’ accession
to the European Union.

“Until the end of his life he
was committed to the effort to
resolve the Cyprus problem and
reunify our country,” Christodou-
lides said, adding that Cyprus
had lost “a universal citizen, who
expanded our country’s inter-
national footprint.”

Vassiliou was born in Fama-
gusta on May 20, 1931, the son
of a doctor who was a member
of the AKEL central committee
and a volunteer with the com-
munists during the civil war in
Greece. During this time, the
rest of the family settled in Hun-
gary where Vassiliou went to
university.

He fled during the Soviet
invasion in 1956 and went on
to study at the University of
London. He gained a PhD in
Economics from the University
of Budapest and specialised
in marketing and market re-
search in London.

In 1963 he returned to Cyp-
rus and founded MEMRB
International, which developed
into a major market research,
marketing and economic con-

sultancy organisation.

Vassiliou was elected presi-
dent as an independent in
1988 with the backing of AKEL.
He initiated the resumption of
Cyprus negotiations with the
Turkish Cypriots, at the time
led by Rauf Denktash.

During his presidency, Vas-
siliou oversaw a burgeoning
economy, created the Univer-
sity of Cyprus, carried out major
tax reforms, achieved growth
rates above 6% and reduced
unemployment to 1.5%.

He was ousted however,
by Glafcos Clerides during the
elections in 1993 by only a small
number of votes and went on
to found a new political party,
the Free Democrats Movement,
which later merged with the
Adisok party and became the
United Democrats, of which
he was president.

From 1998 to 2003 Vassi-
liou also acted as coordinator
and chief negotiator for the
accession of Cyprus to the EU
and has long been credited
with steering the island on a
successful course to member-
ship of the bloc.

In 2001 he has lost his
seat in parliament, which he
had held since 1996. He also
stepped back from the United
Democrats following the 2004
failed referendum on the Annan
plan, of which he was a strong
supporter.

As a former president,
Vassiliou stayed engaged with
the Cyprus issue over the past
two decades as a member of
the National Council.

He has been awarded hono-
rary doctorates by several uni-
versities and received the high-
est decorations from Cyprus,
France, Greece, Italy, Austria,
Portugal, Hungary and others.

He is the author of several
books and hundreds of articles
and contributions in Cyprus
and international publications.

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Plans for mandatory digital ID for
workers dropped

ritain is poised to aban-

B don proposals that would

have made it compulsory

for workers to hold a digital iden-

tity document, according to re-

ports on Tuesday by The Times,

the BBC and other media outlets,

a move that could represent yet

another policy reversal for the
Labour government.

Prime Minister Keir Starmer
announced in September last
year that his administration plan-
ned to require every employee
to possess a digital ID, framing
the measure as a way to curb
illegal migration and limit the
electoral appeal of the populist
Reform UK party.

Under the proposal, the gov-

ernment said the digital identity
document would be stored on
individuals’ mobile phones and
would become a mandatory
component of the right-to-work
checks employers must carry
out when recruiting staff.

The plan prompted criticism
from opposition parties and civil
liberties advocates, with some
arguing it would do little to deter
illegal migration, while others
warned it could pose risks to
personal freedoms.

According to The Times, the
government shelved the propo-
sal amid concerns that making
digital IDs compulsory could
erode public confidence in the
system. Instead, when digital IDs
are introduced in 2029, their use
is expected to be voluntary rather
than mandatory.

The newspaper added that
alternative forms of identification,
including electronic visas or
passports, would continue to be
accepted.

A government spokesperson
said: “We remain committed to
mandatory digital right-to-work
checks. We have consistently
stated that the details of the digi-
tal ID scheme will be determined
following a full public consulta-
tion, which will begin shortly.”

The spokesperson added that
current right-to-work checks rely
on what was described as a
“hodgepodge” of paper-based
processes, with no clear record
of whether checks have been
carried out, leaving the system
vulnerable to fraud and misuse.

If the government ultimately
abandons plans for a compulsory
digital ID, it would mark another
policy retreat for Starmer’s admi-
nistration.

In December, the government
scaled back proposals to increase
taxes on farmers, months after
it had reversed planned welfare
spending cuts and watered down
a proposal to reduce energy bill
subsidies for elderly households.

2025 has been the best
year for Cyprus tourism

For
this reason, we seek continuous
communication not only with
local authorities but with every-
one involved in the tourism eco-
system," said the Deputy Minis-
ter.

For his part, the Mayor of
Paphos, Phedonas Phedonos,
described 2025 as a "very good
year," noting that this year's data
send optimistic messages for the
future planning of tourism in the
region. As he said during his
meeting with the Deputy Minis-
ter of Tourism, this progress must
continue with proper planning in
order to maintain and strengthen
the success of recent years.

Phedonos said he empha-
sized to the Deputy Minister of
Tourism the need to shift the
focus from 2026 onwards from
quantity to quality.

At the same time, the Mayor
of Paphos requested the contri-
bution and close monitoring by
the Deputy Minister of Tourism
in three projects of key impor-
tance, which, as he stressed,
should start in 2026 within the
district of Paphos. These are, he
continued, the Paphos marina,

the road connecting the tourist
area with the airport, and the
completion of the Paphos air-
port expansion.

In  conclusion, Phedonos
pointed out that the Deputy Min-
ister of Tourism must exert the
necessary pressure so that 2026
will be the year when projects
begin to be implemented and not
yet another year of maturation
and planning, as has been the
case, according to him, over the
last ten to twenty years.

Any leader with"clean
hands" should remain

calm, President says

ny leader with “clean
hands” should remain
calm, President of the

Republic Nikos Christodoulides
said on Monday in Limassol, res-
ponding to questions from jour-
nalists about a video that sur-
faced last week alleging illegal
financing of his 2023 presiden-
tial campaign and controversial
investments in Cyprus.

Asked to comment on the
resignation of the Director of his
Office, Charalambos Charalam-
bous, and whether it resulted
from pressure, the President said
it was “neither an act of pressure
nor an act of guilt, but an act of
self-confidence and trust.”

Regarding the Independent So-
cial Support Agency, from which
his wife announced on Sunday
she would step down, the Presi-
dent said his first thought was
the complete abolition of the
Agency, adding that the govern-
ment is working on solutions so
that the thousands of students
who have benefited from it will
continue to receive support.

When asked whether he would
publish the list of donors to the
Agency, President Christodouli-
des said there was “absolutely
no problem” with publication in
line with the relevant legislation.
“I am ready, cards on the table,
and above all, with clean hands,”
he said.

He stressed that he does not
underestimate the matter and
called on the competent state
authorities to use all available tools
to fully investigate the case, not-

ing that there is assistance from
foreign states and the European
Union. Acknowledging that this
is a moment of crisis, he said he
was not trying to present the
situation differently.

Asked who had warned the
government about hybrid war-
fare, the President said the infor-
mation came from the European
Union, while stressing that the
issue is handled by the compe-
tent services and that the execu-
tive does not intervene in ongoing
investigations. Asked whether he
expects further developments, he
referred to those responsible for
handling the matter.

Asked whether the issue has
harmed the government’s image
and public trust, President Chris-
todoulides said some may be aim-
ing in that direction, adding: “l am
here, | am publicly stating my posi-
tion, and | have nothing to fear.”

Earlier, Charalambous an-
nounced his resignation via social
media, saying he would not allow
his presence in government to be
used to harm the Republic of
Cyprus or the President. On Sun-
day, First Lady Philippa Karsera
Christodoulides also announced
her decision to step down from
the management committee of
the Independent Social Support
Agency, saying she would not
allow attacks on her ethics and
integrity.

She stressed that the Agency
is a state fund operating by law,
with all grants made through
bank deposits and no possibility
of misuse.

he local elections on 7th
I May 2026 will give people
across the country a clear

and important choice.

It's a chance to decide what
kind of communities we want to
live in, what kind of values we
think should shape our towns
and cities, and what kind of
country we hope to build for the
next generation. Some people
may see these local elections as
less important than a general
election, but in truth, they matter
deeply. Local councils decide
on key services that affect daily
life — housing, transport, social
care, rubbish collection, and lo-
cal schools. The decisions made
by councillors shape how we
live.

This time, there’s a real
contrast between the options
in front of voters. On one side,
there is Labour, a party that
stands for care, fairness, and
community. On the other, there
are the Conservatives (Tories),
who have been in power nation-
ally for many years, and figures
like Nigel Farage, whose politics

have often divided the country.

The record of the
Conservatives

After more than a decade of
Conservative government, many
people are tired of cuts and bro-
ken promises. Local councils
have seen their budgets reduced
over and over again. This has
meant fewer services for families,
less support for the elderly, and
crumbling local facilities. Youth
centres have closed, libraries
have been cut, and care workers
are stretched thin. Many coun-
cils, including Conservative-led
ones, have even reached the
brink of bankruptcy because of
central government policy.

The Tories have often spoken
about “levelling up” and helping
deprived areas. But in reality, the
gap between rich and poor parts
of the country has widened. While
some areas have seen small pro-
jects or short-term grants, many
communities still struggle to get
by. The cost-of-living crisis, rising
food bills, and sky-high rents
have left families feeling despe-
rate. Under the Conservatives,
the country has become more
unequal.

They have also encouraged
divisions rather than unity. Instead
of solving real problems, they’'ve

focused on culture wars — blam-
ing migrants, the unemployed,
or environmental protesters for
the country’s issues. But most peo-
ple see through this. They know
that public services haven't failed
because of migrants or activists.
They've failed because of years
of underfunding and poor lead-
ership from the top.

The Farage factor

In recent years, Nigel Farage
has continued to try to pull British
politics further to the right. He
presents himself as “anti-estab-
lishment,” but his policies are
often based on anger rather than
solutions. He has made a career
out of blaming outsiders and
stirring up resentment. Farage’s
approach may appeal to some
who feel ignored by mainstream
politics, but it does not offer real
answers to the problems facing
ordinary people.

Farage and his supporters
have attacked environmental
protections, pushed for harsher
immigration policies, and criti-
cised equality and inclusion. They
use strong words about “freedom”
and “British values,” but their
ideas often divide rather than
unite.

It is important to remember
that when politics becomes about

fear and hate, everyone loses.
Communities become isolated,
and trust fades. That is not the
kind of politics Britain needs.

Labour’s alternative —
a caring vision

Against this backdrop, Labour
offers a different future — one built
on care, fairness, and practical
solutions. Labour councillors
have shown, even in tough times,
that they can deliver improve-
ment locally when given the
chance. They believe in support-
ing people through fair wages,
quality public services, and safe
housing. Their focus is on rebuild-
ing local communities, not tear-
ing them apart.

When Labour controls councils,
we often see better support for
families, more affordable homes,
improved transport links, and
creative community programs.
For instance, some Labour-run
councils have insulated homes
to save energy, introduced free
school meals, or protected parks
and green spaces. They recog-
nise that a strong community is
built not through division but
through compassion and coope-
ration.

Labour also places importance

on social care and looking after
older people with dignity. They
believe that no one should be
left behind — whether it's some-
one struggling with rent, a young
person looking for work, or an
elderly neighbour needing care.
That's what is meant by a “Car-
ing Labour” approach: politics
that sees people not as numbers
or burdens but as human beings
who deserve respect.

Why Local Elections matter

Local elections might not
change the government imme-
diately, but they do change lives
locally. The councillors elected
in May 2026 will make daily
decisions about bin collections,
housing repairs, child services,
and local investment. A vote for
Labour is a vote for communities
that put fairness first, where no
one is left on their own, and
where everyone’s voice matters.

It's also a chance to send a
wider message about the direc-
tion the country should take. The
last few years have shown that
the politics of anger and division
do not solve real issues. Britain
needs hope, not hate. It needs
leadership that listens, cares, and
brings people together. That's

why supporting a caring, practi-
cal local Labour team is so
important.

ers across television, films,
music, and more last year. Read
on to remember the lives and
careers of the stars who have
died in 2025, including screen
legend Robert Redford, Diane
Keaton, Gene Hackman, and
more.

Brigitte Bardot (28 September
1934 — 28 December 2025)

The French film star whose sul-
try screen presence made her an
international icon of the 1950s and
60s, has died at the age of 91.

Born in Paris, Bardot rocketed
to fame with her breakout role in
And God Created Woman, em-
bodying a new, uninhibited spirit
that helped define a generation.
Over two decades she appeared
in dozens of films before retiring
from cinema in the early 1970s to
devote herself to animal welfare.

Her Brigitte Bardot Foundation
championed animal rights for
decades, a cause that became
her lifelong passion. Bardot’s
later years were marked by poli-
tical controversy, but her impact
on film, fashion, and activism re-
mains enduring.

Rob Reiner (March 6, 1947 —
December 14, 2025)

A filmmaker of uncommon
warmth and range, leaves behind
a body of work that quietly shaped
modern American cinema. First
known to audiences as the blun-
tly comic “Meathead” on All in the
Family, he went on to direct films
that trusted storytelling over spec-
tacle. Stand by Me captured the
ache of growing up; When Harry
Met Sally...redefined the roman-
tic comedy; The Princess Bride
proved sincerity could survive
irony; A Few Good Men showed
his command of tension and moral
clarity. Reiner’s direction favoured
actors, language, and emotional
truth. He believed movies should
be intelligible, humane and en-
tertaining.

Marianne Faithfull (29 Decem-
ber 1946 — 30 January 2025)
The British singer, songwriter
and actress whose life epitom-
ised the highs and lows of rock-
and-roll. Born in Hampstead,
Faithfull shot to fame in the
Swinging 60s with her haunting
hit As Tears Go By, written by
Mick Jagger and Keith Richards.
Her early success was en-
twined with her relationship with
Jagger and her status as a defi-
ning figure of London’s vibrant
cultural scene. Her career wea-
thered personal struggles - inclu-
ding addiction and health battles
- yet she re-emerged as an artist
of depth with seminal albums like
Broken English. Known for her
distinctive voice and fearless
spirit, Faithfull leaves a legacy

as one of rock’s most resilient,
influential voices.

Terence Stamp (22 July 1938
— 17 August 2025)

The distinguished British actor
whose career spanned more
than six decades.

Born in London’s East End,
Stamp rose from humble begin-
nings to become one of cinema’s
most compelling presences, earn-
ing early acclaim and an Oscar
nomination for his performance
in Billy Budd (1962). He became
a global figure with his unforget-
table portrayal of the menacing
General Zod in Superman and
Superman Il, delivering one of
the most quoted villain turns in
superhero film history.

Stamp’s work was marked by
versatility and intensity, from the
bold characters of Bernadette
in The Adventures of Priscilla,
Queen of the Desert, Far From
the Madding Crowd, The Limey,
to a host of stage and screen
roles.

Robert Redford (August 18,
1936 — September 16, 2025)

The quintessential Hollywood
icon whose work as an actor,
director and champion of inde-
pendent film reshaped American
cinema, passed away peacefully
at his home in the mountains of
Sundance, Utah.

Born Charles Robert Redford
Jr., he rose to stardom in classics
like Butch Cassidy and the Sun-
dance Kid, The Sting, All the Pre-
sident's Men and The Way We
Were, his charisma and presence
defining a generation of screen
heroes.

Redford won an Academy
Award for directing Ordinary Peo-
ple, but his most enduring legacy
may be founding the Sundance
Film Festival, a vital platform for
independent filmmakers.

Diane Keaton (January 5,
1946 — October 11, 2025)

The Oscar-winning actress
whose wit, warmth and fiercely
individual screen presence made
her one of Hollywood’s most be-
loved figures, died at 79. She
passed away in Los Angeles after
a bout of pneumonia.

Keaton rose to international
fame with her breakout roles in
The Godfather and her iconic,
award-winning performance in
Annie Hall, which helped redefine
the modern romantic comedy.

Over a remarkable five-decade
career she charmed audiences
in comedies and dramas alike,
from Father of the Bride to
Something’s Gotta Give.

Val Kilmer (December 31,
1959 — April 1, 2025)

Kilmer, the versatile American
actor whose magnetic perform-
ances helped define Hollywood

in the 1980s and 90s, died at 65.
He passed away on April 1, 2025,
in Los Angeles, with pneumonia
the cause of death.

Born in Los Angeles, Kilmer
trained at Juilliard before becom-
ing a breakout star as Lt. Tom
“lceman” Kazansky in Top Gun.
He went on to memorable roles
as Jim Morrison in The Doors,
Batman in Batman Forever, and
Doc Holliday in Tombstone.

After a long battle with throat
cancer that impacted his voice,
he made his final big-screen ap-
pearance in Top Gun: Maverick.

David Lynch (January 20,
1946 — January 16, 2025)

The visionary American film-
maker whose surreal imagination
reshaped cinema and television,
died at 78. Leaving behind a
legacy of work that blurred the
boundaries between dreams and
reality.

Lynch became one of the most
distinctive voices in modern art
and film. His early experimental
work led to Eraserhead (1977),
and he went on to direct classics
like Elephant Man (1980), Blue
Velvet (1986), Mulholland Drive
(2001) and the groundbreaking
TV series Twin Peaks (1990), each
distinguished by its eerie blend
of the mundane and the myste-
rious.

Honoured with an honorary
Academy Award and celebrated
worldwide for his singular vision,
Lynch also released music,
painted, and championed medi-
tation through the David Lynch
Foundation.

Gene Hackman (January 30,
1930 — c.February 18, 2025)

The towering American actor
renowned for his rugged inten-
sity and remarkable range, died
at 95, his body and that of his wife,
Betsy Arakawa, found in their
Santa Fe, New Mexico home on
26 February 2025. Local autho-
rities said there were no imme-
diate signs of foul play, and in-
vestigations into the circumstan-
ces continue.

Born in San Bernardino, Cali-
fornia, Hackman rose from a dis-
ciplined youth - including service
in the U.S. Marines - to become
one of Hollywood’s most respec-
ted character actors. He won two
Academy Awards, first as the re-
lentless detective in The French
Connection and later as the ruth-
less sheriff in Unforgiven.

His career spanned more than
four decades and encompassed
classics such as Bonnie and
Clyde, The Conversation, Missis-
sippi Burning, Superman and
The Royal Tenenbaums.

Beloved by colleagues and
audiences alike for his craft and
toughness, he leaves a legacy
as one of cinema’s most compel-
ling and complex performers.

Claudia Cardinale (15 April
1938 — 23 September 2025)

The luminous Italian cinema
icon whose presence defined
European film in the 1960s and
70s, died at 87 at her home in
Nemours, France.

Born in Tunis to Sicilian parents,
Cardinale’s career blossomed
after a beauty contest led her to
Rome’s film world. She delivered
unforgettable performances in
masterpieces including Federico
Fellini’s 8%, Luchino Visconti’'s
The Leopard and Sergio Leone’s
Once Upon a Time in the West.
Celebrated by peers and presi-
dents alike for her talent and ele-
gance, she appeared in more than
150 films and remained a sym-
bol of Italian cinematic artistry.

Michael Madsen (September
25, 1957 - July 3, 2025)

The rugged American actor
whose magnetic screen presence
made him one of Hollywood’s
most memorable character per-
formers, died at 67. He was found
unresponsive at his Malibu home
on 3 July 2025 and pronounced
dead from cardiac arrest, with
heart disease cited as a contribu-
ting factor.

Born in Chicago, Madsen’s
career spanned more than four
decades and nearly 330 credits,
from gritty indies to major studio
films. He became a defining voice
of modern cinema with iconic
roles in Reservoir Dogs, Kill Bill
and The Hateful Eight, often cast
as the cool-headed outlaw with
depth and menace.

Richard Chamberlain (March
31, 1934 — March 29, 2025)

The American actor whose
handsome presence and versa-
tile talent made him a television
icon, died at 90 from complications
following a stroke at his home
in Waimanalo, Hawaii.

Born George Richard Cham-
berlain in Beverly Hills, he be-
came a household name in the
1960s as the compassionate Dr.
James Kildare, earning teenage
heartthrob status and three con-
secutive popularity awards.

His career blossomed into the
1970s and 80s with landmark
miniseries such as Shogun and
The Thorn Birds, securing his

reputation as the “king of the
miniseries.”

Chamberlain publicly acknow-
ledged his sexuality later in life.

Tony Roberts (October 22,
1939 — February 7, 2025)

The American actor beloved
for his genial presence on stage
and screen, died at 85 from com-
plications of lung cancer at his
home in Manhattan, New York.

Born David Anthony Roberts,
he trained in theatre before mak-
ing his Broadway debut in 1962,
eventually eaming two Tony Award
nominations for his work in How
Now, Dow Jones and Play It
Again, Sam.

Roberts became a familiar face
in film through his frequent col-
laborations with Woody Allen,
appearing in six of his movies
including Annie Hall, Radio Days
and Hannah and Her Sisters.

A versatile performer who also
appeared in Serpico and The Tak-
ing of Pelham One Two Three.

Lalo Schifrin (June 21, 1932
— June 26, 2025)

The Argentinian-born compo-
ser whose music became syno-
nymous with action and intrigue,
died aged 93 from complications
of pneumonia in Los Angeles.

Born Boris Claudio Schifrin in
Buenos Aires, he trained in clas-
sical music and jazz before forg-
ing an extraordinary career in
Hollywood. Over six decades,
Schifrin wrote more than 100 film
and television scores, most fa-
mously crafting the unforgettable
Mission: Impossible theme with
its propulsive 5/4 rhythm. His work
spanned genres and eras, from
Cool Hand Luke and Bullitt to
Dirty Harry, Enter the Dragon and
TV classics like Mannix and
Starsky and Hutch.

A four-time Grammy winner
and six-time Oscar nominee who
received an honorary Academy
Award, Schifrin’s innovative fusion
of jazz, orchestral and popular
elements reshaped the sound
of cinema.

May Britt (22 March 1934 -
11 December 2025)

The Swedish actress whose
beauty and talent brought her
from Stockholm to the world’s

screens and whose life intersec-
ted with pivotal moments in Holly-
wood history, died at 91 of natural
causes in Tarzana, California.

Born Maybritt Wilkens, she was
discovered as a teenager and
began her film career in Italy be-
fore signing with 20th Century
Fox, notable for roles in The Blue
Angel, The Hunters and The Young
Lions. Her 1960 marriage to en-
tertainer Sammy Davis Jr. was a
flashpoint in an era of racial pre-
judice, garnering both intense
media attention and social back-
lash. After her divorce in 1968 she
continued acting sporadically
before retiring.

June Lockhart (June 25,
1925 — October 23, 2025)

The beloved American actress
whose warm presence made her
a cherished “TV mom,” died at 100
of natural causes at her home in
Santa Monica, California.

Born June Kathleen Lockhart
in New York City, she began per-
forming as a child and built a re-
markable career spanning nearly
nine decades. Lockhart became
a household name in the 1950s
and 60s as Ruth Martin on Lassie
and Maureen Robinson on Lost
in Space. Her versatility carried
her through roles in Petticoat
Junction, guest appearances on
shows like Grey’s Anatomy.

George Wendt (October 17,
1948 — May 20, 2025)

The warm-hearted American
actor and comedian best known
for creating one of television’s
most beloved characters, Norm
Peterson on the NBC sitcom
Cheers, died at 76, peacefully
in his sleep at his Los Angeles
home.

Born George Robert Wendt
Jr. in Chicago, he trained in im-
prov with Second City before
winning the role that would de-
fine his career. For 11 seasons,
Norm'’s barstool entrance and dry
wit made him an enduring sym-
bol of everyday charm and comic
timing, earning six consecutive
Emmy nominations.

Wendt also enjoyed stage work
on Broadway and appeared in
film and TV beyond Cheers.

Rental Family

Since his Oscar winning tri-
umph in THE WHALE, the revi-
val of Brendan Fraser’s career
continues even further with this
charming comedy written and
directed by Hikari. She sets the
action in modern-day Tokyo and
follows the story of Philip Vander-
ploeg, an American actor strug-
gling to make ends meetin a very
competitive field and in a foreign
country. In similar fashion to Dus-
tin Hoffman’s Michael Dorsey in
TOOTSIE, Philip is also prepared
to do any job on offer but his la-
test gig defies all expectations.
Philip is so desperate for a job that
he accepts to work for an agency
called “rental family” and play
stand-in roles for strangers - at
funerals, weddings even playing
a father at a school interview...

Itis a fun premise, not dissimi-
lar to Yorgos Lanthimos’ ALPS,
but that was a much darker affair.
Werner Herzog also exploited
similar themes in his 2019 docu-
mentary FAMILY, ROMANCE,
LLC. Still, the story feels fresh
and is performed with such gusto
by Fraser and the eclectic Japa-
nese cast that its charm is irresist-
ible. This intelligent project is well
balanced with fine touches of
dark comedy along with genui-
nely moving scenes where the
protagonist is forced by circum-
stances to revalue his whole ex-
istence and consider navigating
a different life plan. A likeable
film worth seeing!

The Voice Of
Hind Rajab

This is urgent filmmaking of
the best kind, written and direc-
ted by Kaouther Ben Hania, who
sets the action of her powerful film
on January 29th in 2024. Gaza

is under fire and Red Crescent
volunteers struggle to cope with
the increasing number of casual-
ties especially when they receive
a distressing emergency call
from a woman trapped in a car
along with a 6-year-old girl. But
suddenly the woman is shot dead
and the little girl, whose name is
Hind Rajab, picks up the phone
and pleads for help...

Hania uses the real voice of
Hind, while actors are playing the
Red Crescent volunteers who are
stuck in a room and struggle to
rescue as many civilians as pos-
sible. The whole action takes
place in one static location in simi-
lar fashion to the brilliant Danish
film THE GUILTY, which was re-
made by Hollywood with Jake
Gylenhaal. The only difference
is that this is all real and is truly
horrifying. It is your duty to see
this compelling and essential
film!

Giant

This engaging boxing drama
is based on true events and is
written and directed by Rowan
Athale, who opens the film in
Sheffield during the eighties. He
brings vividly to life the story of
Prince Naseem Hamed (Amir EI-
Mastry), a son of Yemeni immi-
grants, who, from a young age,
is taken under the wing of vete-
ran boxing trainer Brendan Ingle

(Pierce Brosnan). Nassem is a
confident young man and a gifted
boxer that reaches international
success in the boxing ring thanks
to his loyal coach...

Brosnan delivers his best per-
formance in ages while EI-Mas-
try makes a persuasive boxing
champion. It is an inspiring story
and is efficiently directed by
Athale despite the busy, over or-
chestrated score and by his bro-
ther Neil. Unsurprising, it is pro-
duced by Sylvester Stallone, even
though this is not an extension
to the ROCKY franchise.

State Of
Statelessness

This lyrical film is directed by
Tibetan filmmakers living in exile
in India, America and Vietnam. It
includes fours short segments:
“Where the River Ends” is a
charming film about a Tibetan
father in Vietnam, who is sharing
stories with his small daughter
about the Mekong River, which
starts its journey in his homeland.
“Bardo: In-between” is a touch-
ing story about two estranged
sisters who come together for
their mother’ cremation. “A Little
Cloud” follows the story of So-
nam, an easy-going man, who
welcomes an old school friend
from America despite his griev-
ing wife’s reluctance. In “At the
End, the Rain Stops” a young son
travels from America to his de-
ceased father’'s home in Dharam-
shala, but his trip unexpectedly
turns out to be a journey of self-
discovery.

These carefully thought-out
tales from the Tibetan Diaspora

celebrate most effectively the
undying spirit of its people.

Steve

Cillian Murphy delivers an
honourable performance as the
eponymous hero under Tim Mie-
lants’ sharp direction. The time is
the mid-90s and the action takes
place during one fateful day where
the future of a reform school and
its headteacher Steve are on the
brink of collapse. There are many
troubled teenagers in the school
including Shy (Jay Lycurgo), a
fragile young man struggling to
feel a sense of optimism for the
future while trying to exercise the
demons from his past...

Max Porter has adapted his
own novel “Shy” and creates a
very persuasive world perfectly
complimented by Mielants’ wise
decision to use handheld cam-
era movements which add to its
authenticity. The acting is excel-
lent - Murthy is as reliable as ever
and leads a promising ensem-
ble of young actors. (Netflix)

The Ballad Of
Wallis Island

This charming feel-good com-
edy follows the story of Charles
(Tim Key), an eccentric lottery
winner, who dreams of reuniting
his favourite musicians McGwyer
Mortimer (Tom Basden & Carey
Mulligan) for one more time.
Charles lives all alone on a re-
mote island, but the real problem
is that the celebrated music duo
hasn’t spoken to each other since
their breakup. Still, they miracu-
lously accept his offer...

It is brilliantly written by Bas-
den and Key, and it is genuinely
funny with endearing perform-
ances. It was originally made as
an award-winning short film with
only two characters back in 2007
under the title THE ONE AND
ONLY HERB MCGWYER PLAYS
WALLIS ISLAND. It works bril-
liantly as a feature, and the classy
presence of Mulligan pays divi-
dends.

mal for the person carrying it
out. A sad case of parochial
prurience perhaps but it fasci-
nates me. Set in the 1980’s
Woman in Mind (Duke of
Yorks) is both melancholic and
euphoric, because it is some-
times painfully funny while also
being painful looking at the life
of middle-aged Susan, a woman
struggling with poor mental
health and desperate to live a
life in which her dreams come
true. This is all brought about
by an accident that is classic
Ayckbourn, an unfortunate com-
ing together of her head and a
garden rake.

During her convalescence,
as often happens to those who
have too much time to think and
now existing in a hallucinatory
state, she realises that her family
are a mess, which deep down
she knew without ever acknow-
ledging it. There is her son Rick
(Taylor Uttley) who refuses to
communicate with his parents
since getting drawn in and
brainwashed by a sect in Hemel
Hempstead — perfectly plausi-
ble in the land of the twitching
curtains - and husband, Gerald
(Tim McMallan) the polar oppo-
site, as dull as dishwater, with
the icing on the familial cake,
humourless sister in law Muriel
(Louise Brealey), who is a pic-
ture of neurosis. While Susan
contemplates that melange and
dysfunction nerdy local doctor
Bill (Romesh Ranganathan) be-
gins to show an interest. How
will she cope? Not very well
realising both scenarios are a
travesty. This emotional dicho-
tomy is a yet another stroke of
the playwright's genius at once
stoking the fires of desire and
desolation. Borrowing from the
lexicon of Roman playwright
Plautus, the first to use the term,
this is a tragicomedy in every

sense, and Michael Longhurst's
production skilfully balances the
nuances of Ayckbourn’s dip into
fantasy and reality, satirical and
tragic every step along the way.

| cannot think of a better
actor to play the part of Susan
than Sheridan Smith, a woman
who has battled with her own
demons but also has the talent
and depth to eke out every con-
tradiction. It is a compelling por-
trayal drawing us in to being
sympathetic even though she
can also be a pain and not par-
ticularly nice individual herself.
When she smiles she has the
look of enjoyment bordering
madness so as she indulges
herself in the warm waters of
a life that could have been we
are split between her pleasure
and her unpleasantness, the
inevitable emotional fracture
showing Smith at her redolent
best. Meanwhile | must confess
to being both surprised and
delighted by Ranganathan’s
performance as Bill who I've
always associated with stand-
up comedy. He creates this
bumbling character, a man who
is both and nauseating. When
he laughs you cringe. A pain-
fully hilarious comedic nut job.

Andrzej Goulding’s video de-
sign adds to the trippy retro feel
of the piece with projections that
resemble rock album covers
from the 60’s and together with
designer Soutra Gilmour’s they
create a floral wonderland
suggestive of growth and mon-
key business. Her colourful cos-
tumes, pastel aplenty, look as
though the characters are atten-
ding a garden party at Henley.
Longhurst's decision to use Pat-
sy Cline’s Crazy as a constant
audio backdrop is a nice touch,
because though the subject
matter is underlyingly serious
they are also a collective of
everyday fruit loops who will
make you smile and wince.

Forty years after its premiere
the play remains diverting and
insightful and though it is slightly
overcooked, and some of the
other characters are surplus, the
production will resonate with a
society which has finally woken
up to the seriousness — and
sometimes very funny - mental
health epidemic.

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Churros: from Andalusia to the Americas

Churros are a type of fried dough the origins of which can be
traced to Spanish and Portuguese cuisine. Made from choux pastry
piped into hot oil through a star-shaped nozzle using a churrera,
the dough forms ridged, prism-like shapes that may be straight,
curled or spirally twisted. Fried until crisp, churros are often sprin-
kled with sugar, though regional recipes differ, and some incorpo-
rate potato, butter, milk or eggs.

In Spain and much of Latin America, they appear in cafés at
breakfast but are eaten throughout the day as snacks. Specialised
churrerias, operating as permanent shops or temporary trailers,
often emerge during holiday periods, while in Portugal, churros are
associated with carnivals, fairs and other public celebrations.

The name “churro” is onomatopoeic, imitating the sound of frying.
Its precise origin is uncertain. Food historian Michael Krond| notes
that modern churros resemble flour-and-water fritters recorded in
the Roman cookbook Apicius from the first century AD, with similar
recipes in Ancient Greece.

Some theories suggest they were created by Spanish shepherds
as a substitute for baked goods, although the oil required for frying
makes this unlikely. Another hypothesis, sometimes considered a
hoax, claims Portuguese sailors introduced a variant of Chinese
youtiao to Europe, which was later adapted in Spain with the star-
shaped nozzle.

During the Islamic rule of the Iberian Peninsula from 711 to 1492,
wheat-based fritters resembling churros were documented in
Andalusian cookbooks. The 13th-century Kitab al-Tabikh describes
zalabiyya, wheat dough extruded through a perforated tool into
hot oil, forming ridged fritters. In Seville, thicker variants known as
calientes or calentitos de rueda are fried in continuous spirals, while
thinner doughs in eastern Andalusia produce smooth churros with-
out sugar. The standard churro is sometimes called calentitos de
papas, reflecting a softer texture.

Churros have spread across the globe in diverse forms. Sweet
fillings appear in Cuba, Brazil, Argentina, Bolivia, Peru, Chile, Mexico,
Colombia and Venezuela, including guava, chocolate, dulce de leche,

cajeta, arequipe or sweetened condensed milk. In Uruguay, savoury
versions with melted cheese exist. In the Philippines, churros are
straight, U-shaped, or circular, often served at Christmas, while in
Thailand they are known as patonggo, derived from Chinese youtiao.
In the United States, they are common at theme parks and street
fairs, usually coated in cinnamon sugar or other flavours.

While Cyprus does not have churros in the traditional sense, the
island’s culinary heritage includes several fried dough pastries with
similar textures and sweet toppings. Pischies, thin strips of dough

fried in olive oil and brushed with honey or sprinkled with cinnamon
and sugar, provide a comparable crunch. Glydjista from Kilani village
features interwoven strands of fried pastry dipped in syrup, forming
a braided, elongated shape. Loukoumades, small honey-soaked
dough balls, and xerotiana, dusted with icing sugar and cinnamon,
offer further variations that echo the satisfaction of the fried-dough
tradition. Churros Amigos in Lakatamia, Nicosia offers a selection
of the traditional sweet.

The leaves are used as incense (in churches and
homes) and produce a wonderfully fragrant scent. The
fruit (the olive) is eaten and also pressed for its oil which
has been proven to have health benefits when con-
sumed regularly and, if stored properly, olive oil can be
kept and consumed for up to three years.

The oil is also processed into soaps, hair conditioners,
massage oils, and other therapeutic products. Unfor-
tunately, a tree’s production of fruit is unreliable from
season to season.

Bread sup-
ports and strengthens the heart; wine lightens the spirit
and olive oil relaxes the body. Olive oil is still used to
this day to anoint a baby during a baptism.

In Islam, the olive is the central tree, a symbol of
Universal Man and of the Prophet.

As a symbol of peace, the olive branch dates back to
the 5th century B.C.

An olive branch is prominently displayed on the Cyp-
riot flag, and this symbol can also be seen on numerous
police badges and patches across the world to signify

When we hear the phrase, “to offer someone an olive
branch” we are really saying, “to make peace with them.”

On The Great Seal of the United States, an eagle is
grasping an olive branch in its’ right talon, and a petition
adopted by the American Continental Congress in July
1775, was called the “Olive Branch Petition” in the hope
of avoiding a full-blown war with Great Britain.

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Midweek Premier League fixtures

Arsenal missed a chance to move
eight points clear at the top of the Pre-
mier League as they were held to a frus-
trating goalless draw by Liverpool.

This was a disappointing game that
ended on a notable sour note, with Ar-
senal substitute Gabriel Martinelli an-
gering Liverpool in stoppage time when
he crudely attempted to push Conor
Bradley off the pitch after the defender
went down close to the touchline with
a painful knee injury.

Martinelli was booked and Bradley
was taken away on a stretcher with
hands over his face.

Arsenal, who had won their five pre-
vious Premier League matches, came
into the match with a golden opportunity
after title rivals Manchester City and
Aston Villa both drew on Wednesday.

Last season's champions Liverpool,
who arrived in north London on a nine-

match unbeaten run in all competitions,
were without Hugo Ekitike which meant
Arne Slot was forced to name a starting
line-up without a recognised striker.

Erling Haaland returned to scoring
form with his 150th Manchester City
goal - but his side's Premier League title
challenge is falling apart, with Brighton
holding them to a third consecutive
draw.

Pep Guardiola's men have endured
an underwhelming start to the year, with
poor results and injuries to key players
handing the initiative to Arsenal, who
could go eight points clear at the top if
they beat Liverpool on Thursday.

Brighton were looking to capitalise on
City's makeshift backline and Pascal
Gross found room to thump a header at
goal which was clawed out by Gianluigi
Donnarumma, with the German unable
to convert the follow-up.

Georginio Rutter then released Ferdi
Kadioglu with a pass from the halfway

line, but the Turkey international could
only shoot straight at the towering
Italian goalkeeper Donnarumma.

The Seagulls were exploiting gaps
in the opposition defence - Rutter ran
clear himself to bear down on goal but
was denied by Abdukodir Khusanov's
brilliant, last-ditch challenge.

But Brighton failed the most of their
chances and paid for that as City took
a 41st-minute lead.

Star man Haaland converted a pen-
alty, and scored the Premier League
35,000th goal since its 1992 inception,
after Jeremy Doku was brought down
in the box by Diego Gomez — the refe-
ree only awarding the spot-kick after
reviewing it on the pitchside monitor.

Title challengers Aston Villa missed a
chance to close the gap on Arsenal as
Crystal Palace's injury-hit side earned
a goalless draw at Selhurst Park.

Palace have not won a league match
in front of their home supporters since
beating Brentford on 1 November, and
their overall winless run extended to six
Premier League games with this re-
sult.

But after a dull start to the game, they
looked the side more likely to find a
winner.

New Chelsea head coach Liam
Rosenior watched from the stands as
Harry Wilson's fine finish condemned
his team to defeat against west London
rivals Fulham at Craven Cottage.

Rosenior was not appointed in time
to take charge but took a watching brief
and may have feared the worst when
Marc Cucurella was sent off early on.

Chelsea fell behind to Raul Jimenez's
header after 55 minutes, but Liam Delap
levelled from four yards when the ball
bounced back to him off the left post
from a corner, after Antonee Robinson
almost headed into his own net.

With nine minutes remaining, Wilson
beat Jorrel Hato with a smart touch
just inside the penalty area before half-
volleying the ball into the left corner
beyond Robert Sanchez.

Under the direction of caretaker
manager Calum McFarlane, Chelsea
had been left with a mountain to climb
from the 22nd minute when Cucurella
pulled down Wilson and was red-carded
for what was judged to be a professional
foul.

It was Chelsea's eighth dismissal of
the season in all competitions, includ-
ing one for former boss Enzo Maresca
who was deemed to be over-celebrat-
ing in October after a last-minute winner
against Liverpool.

There were signs of anger in the
away end, with a 'BlueCo out' banner
displayed and chants against the own-
ership as they watched on alongside
their new appointment Rosenior.

Defeat means Chelsea fall to eighth
place in the Premier League, while
Fulham join them on 31 points from 21
games.

With the game poised at 2-2,
Semenyo, who is expected to join
Manchester City this week, fired home
from outside the box to beat Guglielmo
Vicario and end the Cherries' 11-game
winless run in style.

Mathys Tel had struck inside five

minutes to give Spurs the perfect start.

Picking up a backheel pass from the
returning Xavi Simons near the left
touchline, the French winger drove
past James Hill into the box and neatly
finished low past Djordje Petrovic into
the bottom corner to make it 1-0.

But their lead only lasted 17 minutes
as Evanilson headed home from a
Marcus Tavernier cross to lift the mood
at the Vitality.

Bournemouth turned the game on
its head when Tavernier was afforded
space again on the right to cross and
Marcos Senesi cut the ball back for Eli
Junior Kroupi to score his seventh goal
of the season in the 36th minute.

Second-half substitute Richarlison
saw his header strike the woodwork
following a corner, before referee Dar-
ren England pointed to the penalty spot
after Micky van de Ven's marauding
run from his own half.

However, the decision was over-
turned after a video assistant referee
(VAR) intervention, with Hill's contact
on the Spurs centre-back deemed not
enough to warrant a spot-kick.

The visitors then found the leveller in
the 78th minute when Senesi's defen-
sive header from a corner fell to Palhin-
ha to produce a stunning overhead kick
past Petrovic.

But Semenyo had the final say in his
farewell game with an emotional winner
in the 95th minute.

Bournemouth have 27 points after
21 games following their sixth Premier
League win of the season and one
point behind Spurs.

Boro, second in the Champion-
ship, opened the scoring through
Hayden Hackney but the Cotta-
gers turned to their strong bench
in the second half.

The visitors went 1-0 up at
Craven Cottage on the half-hour
mark after fantastic work from
Sam Silvera, who exchanged a
one-two with Aidan Morris in the
box and nutmegged both Ryan
Sessegnon and Jorge Cuenca
to square the ball for Hackney.

The Boro defence were rarely
troubled until the final five minutes
of the first half, but Luke Ayling
had to clear off the line after Spa-
nish centre-back Cuenca's first-
time shot from a Harrison Reed
corner in the 42nd minute.

Fulham, however, failed to
sustain their late first-half flourish
after the break, opting for a triple
change after 11 minutes of the
second half as regulars Wilson,
Raul Jimenez and Tom Cairney
were introduced.

And it produced an instant
impact as Wilson's delightful
curling shot from the edge of the
box - less than four minutes after
coming on - levelled the tie.

Tommy Conway almost res-
tored Boro's lead two minutes later
but was denied by the crossbar
- and it was the Premier League
side who struck next.

Cairney passed into the feet of
Smith Rowe, who was afforded
space inside the box and capi-
talised to bury past Boro goal-
keeper Sol Brynn.

There was still time for Kevin
to score his first goal for Fulham
as the Brazilian winger connec-
ted with Wilson's cross from close
range to send his side into the
fourth round for the seventh sea-
soN running.

Non-league Macclesfield pro-

Anthony
Pepe

duced the greatest shock in FA
Cup history with a stunning and
memorable performance to knock
out holders Crystal Palace.

The hosts are ranked 117 pla-
ces below Premier League side
Palace, meaning this was the
biggest upset in the competition
of all time in terms of league
places, but on the pitch that gap
was non-existent as this was a
deserved win for Macclesfield.

Paul Dawson's brilliant header
in the first half had the home fans
in dreamland, before Isaac Buck-
ley-Ricketts shocked Palace fur-
ther when he prodded in a sec-
ond after the break.

Yeremy Pino set up a nervous
finish for the hosts when he fired
home a free-kick in stoppage
time, but Macclesfield held on to
secure the famous win.

Palace, who had caused their
own shock by beating Manches-
ter City to win the FA Cup last
May, had dominated possession
from the outset but struggled to
create many meaningful chances
as their poor form continued.

They are now without a win in
nine games but this is by far their
most disappointing result in that
run.

They had fielded a mixture of
young players and experienced
first teamers for this game, and
the youngest player on the pitch
perhaps should have given them
the lead in the first half.

Joel Drakes-Thomas, 16, was
picked out by a brilliant cross from
Kaden Rodney but just failed to
connect with his head after peel-
ing away from the defence.

Christantus Uche sent a
thumping strike just over the bar,
but then came the moment that
Macclesfield fans will cherish
forever.

Luke Duffy sent a great ball
into the box and Macclesfield
captain Dawson rose highest to
send a great header into the far
corner.

Oliver Glasner sent on experi-

enced Premier League players
Tyrick Mitchell, Johnson and Will
Hughes for the start of the sec-
ond half, but Palace appeared
rattled and continued to struggle
against their National League
North opponents.

Instead, Macclesfield conti-
nued to play with a determina-
tion and belief that they could
upset Palace, and so it proved as
Buckley-Ricketts reacted superbly
to a deflected shot that fell into
his path to flick home a second.

Pino's fine free-kick, curled ex-
pertly over the wall and just under
the bar, gave Palace some hope
of rescuing the situation, but the
home side stood strong to win.

There have only been nine non-
league wins against top-flight
opponents in the past 100 years
of the FA Cup. This one was par-
ticularly significant given what
Macclesfield supporters have
gone through in recent times.

One hundred and forty six
years of history were consigned
to the history books when Mac-
clesfield Town ceased trading in
2020.

Local businessman Robert
Smethurst bought the club's
assets and, with former player
Robbie Savage joining the board,
they were reformed as a phoenix
club.

After joining the ninth-tier
North West Counties Premier
Division, three promotions in four
seasons have lifted them to the
sixth tier, where they are just a
handful of points outside the
play-off places despite being in
the bottom half of the table.

With Savage having left to join
Forest Green Rovers, they are
now managed by John Rooney
— younger brother of former
England captain Wayne - and he
has fashioned a side who play
with confidence and purpose, no
matter who they face.
