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ritish police have
B opened an investigation

into Peter Mandelson,
the UK’s former ambassador
to Washington, over allegations
that he shared confidential,
market-sensitive information
with the late financier and con-
victed sex offender Jeffrey Ep-
stein.

The Metropolitan Police said
the probe follows multiple com-
plaints of alleged misconduct in
public office, including a formal
referral from the government.
Prime Minister Keir Starmer’s ad-
ministration has provided mate-
rial to officers to examine whether
Mandelson improperly leaked
information during the 2008—-09
financial crisis.

Starmer described the alleged

disclosures as “disgraceful” during
a cabinet meeting on Tuesday.
Shortly afterwards, Mandelson
announced he would step down
from the House of Lords.
Police Commander Ella Mar-
riott said the Met would continue
reviewing all relevant evidence
but would not comment further
while the investigation is ongoing.
Separately, Thames Valley Police
said they were also assessing a
new allegation involving the for-
mer Prince Andrew.
Mandelson, a senior figure in
the Labour governments of Tony
Blair and Gordon Brown, now
faces potential criminal charges
after emails released by U.S.
authorities as part of the Epstein
case suggested he passed con-
fidential government documents

to Epstein.

The Times reported that detec-
tives are expected to interview
Mandelson and take statements
from senior Labour figures, in-
cluding former Prime Minister
Gordon Brown. The government
said it stands ready to assist
police with their inquiries.

The leaked emails indicate
that in 2009, Mandelson sent
Epstein a memo prepared for
Brown on possible asset sales
and tax changes, and in 2010
gave him advance notice of a
€500 billion EU bailout.

Mandelson was removed from
his ambassadorial post in Sep-
tember, just seven months after
his appointment, following reve-
lations that he had maintained
contact with Epstein for far longer
than he had previously admitted.
In one message, he appeared to
tell Epstein that his conviction for
procuring a child for prostitution
was unjust and that he should
seek early release.

Starmer said on Tuesday that
he was not convinced the full ex-
tent of Mandelson’s involvement
had yet come to light, describing
himself as “appalled” by recent
disclosures from the Epstein
files.

Over the weekend, Mandelson
resigned from the Labour Party
after a new trove of documents
detailed his close relationship

with Epstein, including claims
of payments to Mandelson and
his husband.

The affair has raised questions
about Starmer’s decision to ap-
point Mandelson as ambassa-
dor rather than a career diplo-
mat - a move reportedly backed
by his chief of staff, Morgan Mc-
Sweeney. Labour MP Clive Efford
told parliament the key issue
was “who advised the prime
minister?”

Mandelson has not directly
responded to the allegations. A
spokesperson said he had no
recollection of receiving $75,000
from Epstein, as suggested in
some emails and media reports.
In a recent interview, Mandelson
called Epstein a “master mani-
pulator” and acknowledged that
some of his own misjudgments
had contributed to his predica-
ment.

Starmer has ordered a sepa-
rate government review of Man-
delson’s links to Epstein during
Brown’s premiership. Brown said
he had already requested a de-
partmental check in September,
which found no relevant records,
but that he had now asked for a
broader inquiry following the
latest revelations.

Starmer has also urged Prince
Andrew to testify before a U.S.
congressional committee about
his own ties to Epstein.

Andreas & Sophia Lescou tragically die in

our fire engines and
Faround 25 firefighters

responded to a fire on
Albemarle Road, Barnet on
January 16th 2026.

The fire was located on the
ground floor, in a semi-detached
house of two floors. UK Cypriot
husband and wife Andreas and
Sophia Lescou were removed
from the property by firefighters.
Sadly, both were declared dead
at the scene by paramedics from

the London Ambulance Service.
The cause of death was deter-
mined to be smoke inhalation.

The Brigade was first called
about the incident at 0144, and
crews from Barnet, Southgate
and Finchley fire stations atten-
ded the scene. Firefighters had
the incident under control by
0314.

The Brigade’s Fire Investiga-
tors believe the fire was caused
by candles which ignited nearby

materials. The family have con-
firmed that Andreas and Sophia
would light a memorial candle
which was surrounded with reli-
gious imagery and photographs
of family passed.

A London Fire Brigade
spokesperson said: “Candles
are one of the most common
causes of fire. It's really impor-
tant that you never leave a can-
dle unattended and keep them
away from anything else that
can easily catch fire.

‘A London Fire Brigade
spokesperson said: Try replac-
ing wax candles with ‘flameless’
candles like LED and electric
candles. These candles can be
left unattended, even while you
are asleep. Your safety is the
most important matter at hand.”

Andreas was born in Fama-
gusta, Cyprus, on 9th November
1935 and Sophia was born 12
days later on 21st November
1935 in Pano Kivides, Cyprus.
They met in Vauxhall, London
in 1958 and married the follow-

ing year.

Together they ran Lescou’s
Delicatessen, with locations in
Swiss Cottage, Palmers Green,
Friern Barnet, and Hendon in
London, as well as one in Limas-
sol, Cyprus.

They leave behind their
daughters Despina and Chrys-
talla, and grandchildren Amelia,
Sophie, Gregory, Phytos and
Andreas.

Their joint funeral will be held
at 11am on Thursday 12th Feb-
ruary, at The Greek Orthodox
Church of St. Katherine, Barnet,
Friern Barnet Lane, London N20
ONL, with burial at New South-
gate Cemetery & Crematorium,
Brunswick Park Road, New
Southgate N11 1EZ, followed
by a wake at St Katherine’s
Church Hall.

Israeli strikes kill 20
in Gaza, hospitals say

Gaza have killed at least

20 Palestinians, including
several children and a para-
medic, with nearly 40 others
injured, according to local
hospitals.

The Israeli army said its
tanks and aircraft carried out
targeted strikes after fighters in
northern Gaza opened fire on
its troops, seriously wounding
one officer. It said the incident
occurred near the so-called
Yellow Line - the boundary be-
hind which Israeli forces are
positioned - and described the
shooting as a clear breach of the
ceasefire with Hamas that has
been in place for three months.

Hamas rejected this explana-
tion, accusing Israel of using the
clash as an excuse to continue

I sraeli military attacks in

its military campaign against
Palestinians.

Al-Shifa hospital in Gaza City
reported receiving the bodies
of 13 people, including five
children, after strikes hit tents
sheltering displaced families
and nearby homes in the east-
ern neighbourhoods of Zeitoun
and Tuffah.

In southern Gaza, Nasser
hospital in Khan Younis said
four people - including a child
- were killed when tents in the
Qizan Rashwan area were
struck.

Hospital officials later said
two sisters, Rahaf and Remas
Abu Jamea, along with para-
medic Hussein al-Samiri, were
killed in a separate attack in the
coastal al-Mawasi area west
of Khan Younis.

Holguin: Progress on Cyprus
issue depends on political will

rogress on the Cyprus
P issue depends on politi-
cal will, genuine dialogue,
and practical steps that show
cooperation is possible, UN en-
voy Maria Angela Holguin said
in an interview with Politis.
She stressed that leaders must
engage with the public to build
trust and reassure people that a
future settlement would not harm
their daily lives. Holguin said that
the minimum requirement for pro-
gress is a shared commitment to
negotiate in good faith, adding
that a new “5+1” meeting alone
cannot replace real political will.
She noted that decades of
failed attempts have created deep
mistrust, but said many Cypriots
still want a more stable and pre-
dictable future. Small, consistent
confidence-building measures,
she argued, could gradually re-
build trust.
Holguin said the UN is ready to
facilitate talks, but that progress
ultimately depends on the leaders’

readiness to compromise. She
welcomed plans for a new direct
meeting between the two sides,
saying continued communication
is essential.

She also highlighted the impor-
tance of civil society participation,
saying wider involvement can
strengthen the peace process.

Holguin emphasized that pro-
gress does not require agree-
ment on every issue at once. By
focusing on practical areas of
cooperation and building momen-
tum through tangible results, she
said, leaders can gradually re-
store confidence and create the
conditions for broader political
solutions.

She added that regional and
global dynamics inevitably in-
fluence Cyprus, but stressed
that the island’s leaders and
citizens ultimately control their
dialogue, decisions, and future,
and that constructive engage-
ment can overcome external
pressures.
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Stefanos Stefanou | A strong AKEL

Register of Property

in Occupied Cyprus
has been launched

he National Federation of
I Cypriots in the UK has
launched the Register of
Property owned by UK Cypriots
in Occupied Cyprus.This initia-
tive forms part of a broader cam-
paign to inform and raise aware-
ness among both the general
public and, even more important-
ly, the country’s political lead-
ers.

Initially, the aim is to clearly
record the number of British citi-
zens of Cypriot origin who lost
their properties following the
Turkish invasion. The ultimate
goal is to exert pressure on the
government and British Mem-
bers of Parliament to take spe-
cific actions.

As the Federation notes in its
letter, the losses suffered by the
Greek Cypriot community after
the invasion and the ongoing
occupation remain enormous.
Turkey continues to occupy 36%
of the island’s territory and 56%
of its coastline, while more than
200,000 Cypriots were violently
displaced from their homes,
among other points mentioned
by the Federation. At the same
time, it meaningfully notes that
“in UK terms, this would be the
equivalent to an occupation of
Scotland and a displacement of
the entire population, of Scotland,
Wales, Northern Ireland, and
London combined.”

“Too many Cypriots have
passed away without ever being
able to return to homes - we can-

not let this tragedy to continue,”
stresses the Eptakomi Associa-
tion of the United Kingdom, while
the Rizokarpaso Association
underlines that “These were not
just homes that were taken, they
were what connected us to our
families, friends and communi-
ties.”

Speaking to CNA, the Federa-
tion’s president, Christos Karo-
lis, highlighted the importance
of preserving historical memory
and maintaining the connection
of younger generations with their
occupied ancestral homes.

“As we move from generation
to generation, it becomes in-
creasingly important not to forget
our roots. We want to build this
Register now, before it is too late,
so that we can document the in-
justice suffered by our families,”
he emphasized.

He added that the new gene-
ration of the diaspora remains
committed to the struggle “for a
free and united Cyprus,” noting
that, despite the decades that
have passed since the invasion,
the demand for justice remains
alive.

Leone to support families and children

n 23rd February 2026,
well known photogra-
pher in our community,

Alexios Gennaris, is planning a
return trip to Sierra Leone.

This will be Alexios’ sixth visit,
whilst his wife Alexandra is
hoping to join him in the second
week for her third visit.

Alexios said, “During our last
trip we had highs and lows. We
arrived in the rainy season but
this did not stop us from holding
three kids parties, including a bar-
becue. We saw the naming cere-
monies and christenings of baby
Nikitas and baby Angeliki. There
were two outdoor movie nights
where our zinc house kids and
their parents enjoyed episodes
of Mr Bean.

“The night before we were due
to return to London, we witnessed

nine zinc houses, belonging to
our families, burn down. The fire
brigade was powerless to save
them. This left the families home-
less and without clothes and
money. In order to best see how
to support people there, we
wanted to be in the thick of it and
we really were that night.

“Our visit will coincide with
the delivery of around 100 pairs
of prescription glasses and 50
pairs of reading glasses. There
will also be seven walking frames,
a commode, several suitcases
of baby clothes; a baby bath filled
with baby wash, baby clothes,
cuddly toys, baby blankets and
items for the mum. Another new-
born baby will receive a travel
cot. There will over 30 bottles of
shampoo and shower gel and
loads of surprises for the zinc

house kids. The Orthodox church
there will also receive items for
use during the services plus
vestments for the bishop and
priests.”

Alexios added, “We will get to
meet three babies born after our
last visit; David, Alexios Samuel
and Ourania.

“On the cards are parties for
the zinc house kids and more
outdoor movie nights. Each party
costs between £200 and £350.
If we raise the funds, we will hold
a beach party for around 60 zinc
house kids and their parents.
This will mean booking a beach-
side hall and two buses, as well
as paying for all the food and
drinks. We will compile two re-
ports, one for a church in London
and one for a private school,
both of which would like to fund

raise over the coming months.
There will also be a trip to Tacu-
gama Chimpanzee Sanctuary
to see how donated items from
our last visit were used.

Whilst it was a run-
ning, it was an amateur commu-
nity football team, pre-dating and
actually representing Cyprus, and
then competing in K.O.P.A, the
Cypriot Football league in Eng-

land.

Most organisations, be it Cyp-
riot inspired or local in nature,
have benefited from the Cypriot
Community Centre and it is some-
thing all organisations should
respect, appreciate and get be-
hind and back this campaign to
restore and then elevate the Cyp-
riot centre to what it deserves to
be - a beacon representing the
entire Cypriot Community here
in the UK!

benefit from free, daily

The Chronology
Of Water

This daring film marks the
impressive directorial debut of
Kristen Stewart, who turns Lidia
Yuknavitch’s memoir into a po-
etic and visual exploration of
childhood trauma. Lidia (Imogen
Poots) is still haunted by her
childhood memories of violence
and abuse but manages to turn
her life around after she enters
competitive swimming. She loves
water and having sex with diffe-
rent partners and is also ready
to experiment with drugs and
alcohol which inevitably lead her
into a spiral descent into hell.
Still, she manages to get back
and find her cathartic moments
through her writing...

Stewart proves to be a great
visionary director and touches
many forbidden parts that many
filmmakers would run a mile away
from. Imogan Poots delivers a
fearlessly commanding perform-
ance and carries the entire film
almost singlehandedly. It is also
good to see Thora Birch playing
Lidia’s friend Claudia, in one of
her best roles since her glory
days in AMERICAN BEAUTY. Jim
Belushi offers solid support as
Ken Casey another horrid and
thinly sketched male in Lidia’s
life.

It may be too long, and it is
hard going at times, but overall,
it is a worthwhile experience and
Kirsten proves that she is as com-
pelling behind the camera as in
front of it.

100 Nights
Of Hero

Writer/director Julia Jackman'’s

imaginative tale was the Clos-
ing Night Film at last October’s
London Film Festival.

Her screenplay is based on
Isabel Greenberg’s graphic novel
and is inspired by the Arabian
Nights legendary tales of “One
Thousand and One Nights”.

Itis an inventive take on multi-
ple stories and its narrative is
focused on female friendship,
loyalty, seduction and the secret
League of Story Tellers. The ac-
tion follows the story of Cherry
(Maika Monroe), a newly wed
bride whose arrogant husband
Jerome (Amir EI-Masry) leaves
her alone for a hundred days to
test her fidelity. But during this
time she develops a loving rela-
tionship and an unbending bond
with her maid Hero (Emma Cor-
rin)...

The first half of the film with its
extraordinary designs and cos-
tumes recall the early work of
Derek Jarman, before the action
develops into a passionate erotic
fantasy in a strong patriarchal
society. Corrin and Monroe are
both excellent and share a seduc-
tive chemistry. The most original
film currently on release.

The Shepherd
And The Bear

Max Keegan'’s superbly photo-
graphed documentary is set in
the French Pyrenees and follows
the story of an old shepherd who
has been caring for his flock most
of his life until recent times when
brown bears have become an
increasing danger to his animals.

He is at his wits end and is now
struggling to find a successor.
Meanwhile, a teenage boy be-
comes obsessed with tracking
the bears...

Keegan spent a couple of
years following his subjects on
this magnificent landscape and
highlights the division amongst
a small community where tradi-
tions are on the brink of extinc-
tion.

It is enlightening and thought
provoking and is very much worth
seeing on the big screen not just
for its stunning cinematography.

The Lost Bus

Paul Greegrass brings ur-
gency and authenticity to this
intense story inspired by true
events.

Ghosts Of
Alderney:
Hitler’s Island
Slaves

Andrew Johnstone’s essen-
tial documentary follows the re-
search of visual artist Piers Se-
cunda, who recently spent five
years gathering stories from
slave labourers sent to Alderney
by Hitler after he invaded the tiny
Channel Island in 1941. Hitler’s
plan was to build a fortress by
slaves from all over Nazi Europe
and stand against an allied at-
tack...

Surprisingly this brutal story
of occupation and torture is little
known but thankfully Secunda’s
research and Johnstone’s illu-
minating film will bring it to light.

Or perhaps the
always at odds, odd couple, the
Lessiters, they being Trevor
(John Dougall) and Barbara
(Chandrika Chevli). Over to the
sardonic and punctilious Detec-
tive Chief Inspector Tom Barn-
aby (Daniel Casey) and his en-
thusiastic and impatient assis-
tant Detective Sergeant Gavin
Troy (James Bradley) to solve the
crimes. Welcome to the world
of Guy Unsworth’s witty adap-
tation of Caroline Graham’s —
original novel - Midsomer Mur-
ders, The Killings at Badger’s
Drift (Yvonne Arnaud, Guild-
ford). Also directed by Unsworth
it is a production that will delight
audiences with this motley crew
of aberrant characters.

It is a show of two halves,
Unsworth sets it up to deliver all
the comedic punchlines in Act
Two which makes the first half
slightly long drawn-out and pe-
destrian in setting up the pande-
monium that follows. It's worth
the wait because when the ec-
centricity and ‘normal’ go wrong,
as they inevitably do, it becomes
a hoot, and that’s not just the
cast. David Woodhead's design,
dominated by a large circular
sign in which sits a twee lit up
model village creating the im-
pression of a rural idyll, is regu-
larly interrupted, and upstaged
by scenery changes and props
that come on and off on hidden
wires and ‘techno magic’ as a
designer friend likes to call it.

While the bonking is happe-
ning in cahoots with the plan-
ning for fiendish crimes, Casey
and Bradwell do a fine job man-
aging to keep straight faces
delivering pseudo serious de-
tective speak. They work excel-
lently together. Meanwhile the
remainder of the cast double up
(some do more) with the cross-
gender performances being
very amusing and John Dougall
in particular is hilarious as a
crusty Trevor Lessiter, a doolally
Iris Rainbird who is a witty blend
of Hinge and Bracket and Alis-
tair Sim and the intractable Hen-
ry Trace. Without wanting to
introduce any spoilers there is
one particular gender bridging

scene that with the use of clever
lighting is a priceless couple of
minutes which they immediately
mock.

Meanwhile Sotira Kyriakides
is mesmerised by silence...

Fish Bowl (Peacock Theatre)
is a masterclass in the art of
mime.

The simple set shows a cut-
away top floor of a house, with
a scruffy man, a hoarder, in a
room full of boxes. Next to him
on one side is a glamorous
blonde, her flat filled with clothes
and feminine accoutrements;
on the other side, in a comple-
tely white minimal space lives
a motorcyclist, smartly dressed
and very organised, a 'karaoke-
loving gadget geek'. When he
wishes to go to the loo, he claps
his hands and a pristine white
toilet emerges from a white box.
He claps his hands twice and the
toilet re-boxes itself - yes, you
can see some mishaps likely
to occur! When he goes to bed,
he envelops himself in a black
sleeping bag. Scruffy man has
a hammock, and glamorous
blonde seems to have a box
bed. The set is tiny, but the flex-
ibility of both performers and the
scene design is remarkable.
Of course, the walls are paper-
thin so there is perpetual back-
ground noise. Each room has
windows and doors, not imme-
diately apparent but vital to the
action as it unfolds.

It's not classic slapstick, ra-
ther showing us what could and
does go wrong, with which we
empathise only too well. The
blonde attempts various careers,
all of which are disastrous. She
attempts physiotherapy and puts
the hoarder's back up. She also
tries hairdressing and makes
the hairy gadget geek bald. All
three characters interact with
each other in poignant attempts
to find happiness, with varying
results, some intensely heart-
breaking. Tribute must be paid
to the crew, who provide musi-
cal sound and wind effects fea-
turing, amongst other things,
underwear and a seagull. Over-
all, an unmissable combination
of hilarity, virtuosity, inventive-
ness and pathos.

Get through grief your way

aving heard of many sad
H family and friend losses

in the last few months,
and having to deal with these be-
reavements one after the other
in such a short space of time, |
found myself in a numb state of
mind. While trying to adjust to
and process the loss of one loved
one, | then had to face another,
and then another. It felt almost
endless and beyond belief.

Of course, most of us are used
to dealing with bereavement at
different points in our lives. For
many years, as a dancer and
performer, | would be booked for
shows under contract and had to
perform regardless of what was
happening personally. Inside |
would be crying, while still trying
to entertain others and make them
happy, forcing myself to smile
outwardly even while carrying
such sadness inside.

The last thing on anyone’s
mind after hearing of the loss of
aloved one is to get up, dance,
and be joyous. To many, this

would feel not only impossible
but disrespectful. Yet in some
cultures, dancing and celebration
are seen as appropriate, as they
bid farewell to their loved ones
and celebrate their life, believing
they have entered a new life King-
dom. For many of us, however,
this is difficult to accept or under-
stand while we are grieving.

Coping with grief is deeply per-
sonal, and we all experience it in
different ways. What feels normal
to one person may feel comple-
tely wrong to another. Grief often
brings a confusing mix of emotions
- denial, isolation, anger, heart-
break, bargaining, deep sadness,
acceptance, and guilt - not in a
neat order, but in an ongoing,
overwhelming cycle as we try to
adjust to life without those we
love.

The death of loved ones can
make you reflect on and re-eval-
uate your own sense of mortality,
your values, and what life truly
means in relation to others.

At the beginning, the reaction
is often, “This can’t be happen-
ing - this can’t be true.” Denial is
a common defence mechanism
that buffers the initial shock of loss
by numbing the emotions.

This
is usually a temporary response
that helps us survive the most
painful part of grief.

The stage of anger can feel ir-
rational. We may even feel angry
with the person who has died for
leaving us, even though we know
it was not their choice. It can feel
as if we are blaming them for the
pain we are now carrying. Along-
side this, we may feel guilty -
guilty for being angry, guilty for
things left unsaid, or for actions
we wish we had taken.

The bargaining stage is often
filled with “what if’ questions.
What if they had done something

different? What if they hadn’t
gone there? What if | had tried
harder to stop them - would the
outcome have changed? Ultima-
tely, we come to realize that things
happen as they are meant to,
not according to our own timing
or wishes.

Coping with loss is a deeply
personal experience, and every-
one has their own way of mana-
ging grief. Allowing yourself to
feel the pain as it comes is neces-
sary - resisting it only prolongs
the healing process.

If you feel angry and need to
release that rage through physi-
cal movement, then do so safely
- find something appropriate to
hit or kick, like a punching bag.
If you need to cry, then cry. If you
need to shout, then shout, even
if it is simply asking “why?”

If you are holding onto unre-
solved anger toward others, or
feel that someone has treated
you disrespectfully according to
your own morals and values, do
not be afraid to express your

truth. Once you have spoken
honestly, the responsibility is
then in their hands - you have
placed the ball in their court.

Above all, you must think of
yourself and continue living your
life with love and respect. This is
what your lost loved ones would
want for you. As said before: where
there is life, there is hope, and
where there is hope, there is life.

If you need to talk to others to
share your pain and hurt, then
do so. Be selective and choose
people who are empathetic,
calming, and comforting - those
who speak with thought, love,
and care. Spending time with
people who love you, and who
are willing to listen to your memo-
ries and stories about your loved
one, can be very healing.

If you feel you need solitude,
allow yourself that space. If you
can, go somewhere quiet where
you can be alone with your
thoughts. Going for a walk or bike
ride, doing garden chores, or
simply spending time outdoors

can be a healthy way to reflect.
Being in nature helps remind us
of life’s beauty and that much of
life is beyond our control. Our own
life path may not always unfold
as we originally planned.

Holding onto faith - believing
that we all have our own time,
purpose, and journey - can help
us stay grounded as we work
through our grief.

At the same time, if you know
someone who has lost a loved
one, make an effort to check in
on them. A regular phone call or
visit can mean more than you
realise, especially after the fune-
ral when everyone else has re-
turned to normal life. For the
person grieving, their life has
changed forever, and they are
still learning how to live without
that special person.

Above all — be kind to others.

But his replacement Noni Ma-
dueke stepped into the breach
to make a big impact. It was his
cross that Zubimendi met to put
Arsenal in front after 27 minutes
and his corner which was fumbled

into his own goal by Darlow.

The raucous Elland Road
crown tried to lift their side but
there was no way back after
Gyokeres met Gabriel Marti-
nelli’s cross and substitute Jesus
put the icing on the cake with a
superb individual effort in the
86th minute.

Manchester United’s Benja-
min Sesko struck deep into stop-
page time in a dramatic 3-2 Pre-
mier League victory over Fulham
on Sunday, as the home side
continued their resurgence under
interim boss Michael Carrick.

The win propelled United to
fourth place in the standings on
41 points and added another
statement result to Carrick’s reign,
coming after wins over Manches-
ter City and leaders Arsenal.
Fulham fell to eighth.

United led 2-0 after goals from
Brazilians Casemiro in the 19th
minute and Matheus Cunha in
the 56th. But Fulham battled
back with Raul Jimenez scoring
from the penalty spot in the 85th
and then Kevin celebrated what
he thought was the equaliser in

the 91st minute.

But Sesko had the Old Trafford
crowd roaring in the fourth min-
ute of stoppage time after Bruno
Fernandes touched the ball past
Fulham’s Calvin Bassey and
then picked out the Slovenian
striker in the box for him to smash
it into the top corner.

Abraham, who spent a period
on loan at Villa during the 2018/19
season and rejoined from Turk-
ish club Besiktas on January 26,
had a great chance to score in the
15th minute of his return, but
Brentford keeper Caoimhin Kel-
leher kept cool and averted the
danger.

Schade was sent off in the

42nd minute after engaging in
a tussle with Matty Cash and
digging his studs into the Villa
defender but Dango Outtara gave
the visitors the lead in stoppage
time, snapping up the rebound
from his initial attempt to put the
ball across the box and rifling it
into the top corner.

Abraham thought he had level-
led early in the second half but
a VAR review found that the ball
had gone out for a throw-in in
the build-up and the goal was
chalked off, condemning Villa to
a defeat that leaves them third
on 46 points, seven behind lead-
ers Arsenal. Brentford are sev-
enth on 36 points.

In Nottingham, Nottingham
Forest were reduced to 10 men
and conceded a penalty to
Crystal Palace, but the visitors
were still left frustrated after
Sunday’s 1-1 Premier League
draw that extended their winless
streak to 12 matches in all com-
petitions.

Relegation-threatened Forest,
17th in the standings, led after
five minutes as Morgan Gibbs-
White netted from close range
when Palace defenders failed
to clear Ola Aina’s long throw.

Palace pushed for the equali-
ser and their sustained pressure
paid off late in the first half,
when Jefferson Lerma’s header
beat the goalkeeper but Forest
defender Neco Williams used
his hand to keep it out, leading
to a straight red card.

Ismaila Sarr converted the
resulting penalty and Palace
looked to exploit their numerical
advantage after the break. How-

ever, they did not take their
chances as Will Hughes shot over
the bar early in the second half
and Brennan Johnson headed
wide from a cross after the hour
mark.

Christantus Uche also shot
wide in the 71st minute as Palace,
who had 66% of the possession
and more shots, had to settle
for a draw.

Forest, unbeaten in their last
four league games, moved six
points clear of the relegation
zone, staying three points below
Palace.

Manchester City blew a two-
goal lead to draw 2-2 at Totten-
ham Hotspur on Sunday with
Dominic Solanke’s double for the
hosts after the break handing
their north London rivals Arsenal
a huge Premier League title
boost.

Tottenham were comprehen-
sively outplayed in the first half
but everything changed after the
break and Solanke earned his
side a deserved point with an
acrobatic moment of magic.

First-half goals by Rayan
Cherki and Antoine Semenyo
had City cruising towards a win
that would have cut Arsenal’s
lead back to four points and a
listless Tottenham left the field
to boos at the interval.

But Solanke poked in from
close range in the 53rd minute
to revive home hopes and his
second in the 70th minute was
one that will be replayed over
and over as he dived forward to
meet Conor Gallagher’s cross
and conjured a flicked finish with
his heel that looped in over City
keeper Gianluigi Donnarumma.

Second-placed City’s fourth
draw in six league games left

them on 47 points from 24
games, six points behind Arse-
nal who won 4-0 at Leeds Uni-
ted on Saturday.

Sunderland claimed a comfor-
table victory against strugglers
Burnley, whose miserable run
without a Premier League win
extended to 15 matches.

Once Habib Diarra's shot de-
flected off visiting defender Axel
Tuanzebe to provide the hosts
with a ninth-minute opener, the
outcome appeared to be a fore-
gone conclusion.

And so it proved as Sunder-
land celebrated a 12th game
without a home defeat - the long-
est unbeaten start to a top-flight
campaign at home by a newly
promoted side since Notting-
ham Forest in 1977-78.

The hosts, who have excee-
ded expectations on their return
to the Premier League after a
nine-year absence, claimed their
second goal in the 32nd minute.

Diarra rounded off a sweeping
move down the right with a low
effort that Burnley goalkeeper
Martin Dubravka should have
done better with.

However, it was no more than
Regis le Bris' side deserved.

Sunderland played with an
intensity and purpose that Burn-
ley simply failed to match and
Moroccan Chemsdine Talbi put
the gloss on an excellent night's
work from the hosts with a stun-
ning third goal that flew into the
top corner from 20 yards.

The success lifted the Black
Cats up to eighth in the table -
five points off the top four - while
the second-bottom Clarets, who
have not taken three points since
26 October, remain 11 points
from safety.
