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The President of the Re-
public, Nikos Christo-
doulides, announced on
Tuesday a new meeting with
Turkish Cypriot leader Tufan
Erhiirman will take place, while
he will convene a National Coun-
cil meeting to discuss and ex-
change views on the situation
in Cyprus, following his meet-
ing with the Turkish Cypriot
leader.

He added that he has already
sent a written request to the
Secretary-General of the United
Nations, Anténio Guterres, regar-
ding the scheduling of a meet-
ing in March.

In his statements upon return-
ing to the Presidential Palace, the
President of the Republic spoke
of an open and honest discussion,
during which the two leaders re-
viewed progress on confidence-

building measures and agreed
to give some further guidelines
to the negotiators.

He also said that they ex-
changed views and discussed
substantive issues of the Cyprus
problem, which are related to
the chapters of the Cyprus prob-
lem, and agreed to meet again
soon, with the negotiators setting
the date.

"Beyond that, | have been
in written communication with
the Secretary-General since last
week, for several days now. |
have asked to meet with him in
March and | plan to convene a
meeting of the National Council
to provide information and ex-
change views on the state of
affairs," he added.

Asked about the atmosphere
of the meeting and whether there
had been any progress on con-

fidence-building measures, with
specific crossing points, Presi-
dent Christodoulides said that
the atmosphere was very good
and reiterated that all confidence-
building measures and the pro-
gress observed were reviewed,
including the roadblock on Lidini
Street and the four other cross-
ing points, and where there are
delays, guidelines will be given
to the negotiators to continue
the discussion.

Asked if there was any specific
reference to the proposals he
had submitted last time, either to
record the convergences or to
reaffirm the basis for a solution,
the President of the Republic said
that "of course there was, within
the framework of the discussion
on the substance, on the chap-
ters, on the desired goal, there
was an open and honest discus-
sion."

Asked to comment on a post
by the T/C leader shortly before
going to the meeting, in which he
expressed complaints and said
that he will not engage in blame
games, President Christodouli-
des said that he would not enter
into that discussion.

"As | told you when | left, | am
not distracted by anything, | have
a clear goal in mind, what | am
seeking, what the goal of these
meetings is, and | repeat, we will
meet again very soon, so that we
can see exactly what that basic
goal is, which is the resumption

of talks, substantive talks with full
safeguards for the acquis of the
negotiations, so that we can
achieve the goal of resolving the
Cyprus issue," he noted.

Asked if he sees the same will-
ingness on the other side to start
negotiations, the President of the
Republic replied in the affirma-
tive, repeating that the two lead-
ers have agreed to meet again
soon to see how the conditions
for resuming talks could be
created.

Asked whether there is an in-
tention to reaffirm the basis of a
bizonal, bicommunal federation
by the Turkish Cypriot leader,
the President of the Republic
said that "if my memory serves
me correctly, on December 11,
we reaffirmed political equality
on the basis of the United Nations
Security Council resolutions,
and the United Nations Security
Council resolutions speak very
specifically about the solution to
the Cyprus problem, about the
desired goal."

Furthermore, asked whether
he and the Turkish Cypriot
leader had discussed the issue
of foot-and-mouth disease, the
President of the Republic replied
in the negative.

Finally, asked whether a joint
communiqué would be issued
on Tuesday’s meeting, he also
replied in the negative.

British energy bills fall

ost households in the
United Kingdom are
set to see their energy

bills fall from April, after the re-
gulator Ofgem announced on
Wednesday that it is cutting its
price cap by 7% as part of gov-
ernment efforts to ease living
costs.

The reduction follows meas-
ures outlined in last year’s budget,
which proposed transferring cer-
tain renewable energy costs from
consumer bills to general taxa-
tion and abolishing a scheme that
required suppliers to finance im-
provements such as insulation for
low-income households.

“The main driver of today’s re-
duction is the change to policy
costs announced by the Chancel-
lor in the budget,” said Tim Jarvis,
Director General for Markets at
Ofgem.

Under the revised cap, a house-
hold with average gas and elec-
tricity usage will pay £1,641 per

year - £117 less than the level set
for the January-to-March period.
The government confirmed last
year that, starting in April, 75% of
the cost of the Renewables Obli-
gation would be moved from en-
ergy bills to general taxation.
Ministers also pledged to end
a policy requiring energy firms to
fund measures such as home in-
sulation and new heating systems
for lower-income households.
Together, the two changes are
expected to cut roughly £150 a
year from the average household
energy bill, according to the
government. However, the over-
all reduction has been partly off-
set by rising network expenses.
Wholesale gas and electricity
prices, which make up a signifi-
cant portion of the calculation
used by Ofgem to determine the
price cap, have declined in recent
months. At the same time, net-
work charges are accounting for
a growing share of bills as infras-

tructure upgrades continue.
Network costs increased by £66
compared with the previous price
cap period, as levies linked to a
£24 billion overhaul of the country’s
electricity transmission system be-
gan to be incorporated into bills.
Despite the decrease, consu-
mer advocacy groups warned
that energy costs remain unafford-
able for many households and
called for additional assistance
for those facing financial hardship.
Even with the latest cut, the

price cap is still about 30% higher
than it was during the winter of
2021/22, before Russia’s invasion
of Ukraine triggered a surge in
global energy prices.

The government said the April
reduction demonstrates that it
is taking action to bring down
household costs.

“l know there is more to do—and
my government is pulling every
lever to bear down on the cost
of living,” Prime Minister Keir
Starmer said in a statement.

New Schengen rules
will not affect Cyprus

yprus will not imple-
ment the European
Union’s new electronic

entry/exit system (EES) when
it comes into force across
most of Europe in April, as the
island remains outside the
passport-free Schengen area.

While British media have re-
ported long queues for travel-
lers heading to popular desti-
nations such as Spain and
France amid the early rollout of
the new system, no similar dis-
ruption is expected at Cyprus’
airports and ports of entry.

The EES, which replaces tra-
ditional passport stamping, be-
gan operating in October and
will be fully implemented on
April 10 across the Schengen
area’s 29 member states. Under
the system, most non-EU trav-
ellers - excluding citizens of
European Free Trade Associa-
tion countries such as Iceland,
Liechtenstein, Norway and
Switzerland, as well as micro-
states including Andorra, Mon-
aco, San Marino and Vatican
City - will have their photo-
graphs taken and fingerprints
recorded when entering the
Schengen zone.

Although Cyprus is not part
of Schengen, its citizens are
EU nationals and therefore ex-
empt from EES checks. Third-
country nationals legally resid-
ing in Cyprus will also avoid
fingerprinting and photography
when travelling to the Schengen
area, provided they present
their passport and Cypriot resi-
dence permit. As residents of
an EU member state, they are
treated as already being “in-
side” the bloc.

An important exception con-
cerns British nationals perma-
nently living in Cyprus who still
hold the so-called “yellow slip”
- a registration certificate pre-
viously issued to EU and EFTA
citizens residing on the island.
Britons were eligible to obtain
the document until the end of
the Brexit transition period on
December 31, 2020.

EU and EFTA citizens who
hold yellow slips will continue
to benefit from freedom of
movement and will not face

EES procedures at Schengen
borders. However, British na-
tionals who have not exchanged
their yellow slips for the new
biometric residence cards will
be subject to EES checks when
entering the Schengen area and
will be registered in the EES
database. Those affected are
advised to obtain the updated
biometric cards.

Looking ahead, a further
change is expected for coun-
tries listed under the EU’s
“Annex II” - whose citizens may
travel visa-free to the Schengen
area for up to 90 days within
any 180-day period. In addition
to the EES, the EU plans to
introduce the European Travel
Information and Authorisation
System (Etias). Travellers from
Annex |l countries, including
Australia, Canada, Georgia,
Moldova, Ukraine and, since
Brexit, the United Kingdom, will
need to complete an online
application and pay a €20 fee
before travelling.

Once approved, the Etias
authorisation will allow multiple
entries for up to three years, with
stays limited to 90 days in any
180-day period - amounting to
just over 540 days of travel in
total during its validity.

As with the EES, most third-
country nationals residing in
Cyprus will be exempt from
Etias requirements, apart from
British yellow slip holders who
have not updated their resi-
dency documents.

The Schengen area includes
major tourist destinations such
as Greece, France and Spain,
as well as its newest members,
Bulgaria and Romania, which
joined at the start of last year.

For now, Cyprus will continue
stamping passports for third-
country nationals. However, the
government is working toward
eventual accession to the
Schengen area. If and when
that happens, visitors to Cyprus
would then become subject to
EES biometric checks and, once
operational, Etias authorisa-
tion requirements.

ros Stavrou, Chris Lazaridis, Cos-
tas Zorpas, KEAN CEO Pambos
Panayiotou, Mike Spanos, Koullis
Nicolaou, Andri Karantoni, Kon-
stantinos Constantinou, and many
others.

The initiative, launched by the
Yianis Christodoulou Foundation
in collaboration with the Ministry
of Education, Sport and Youth
and the MHV Group, received a
warm welcome, confirming the
strong interest of society in pre-
venting and addressing school
bullying - an issue that affects
both children and parents.

The six best videos will receive
a total of €100,000 in monetary
awards, which will be allocated
to projects at their respective
schools.

March 31.

Important travel update

for dual British / Cypriot
passport holders

rom 25 February 2026,
Fthe UK Government fully

enforced the Electronic
Travel Authorisation (ETA) re-
quirement for visitors travelling
to the United Kingdom for stays
of up to six months.

Visitors from 85 nationalities,
including Cyprus and Greece,
who do not normally require a
visa, must obtain an ETA before
travelling to the UK, unless they
already hold a valid UK eVisa.
The requirement, introduced for
EU nationals on 2 April 2025,
was strictly enforced yesterday.

British and Irish citizens, inclu-
ding dual nationals, are exempt
from the ETA requirement. How-
ever, dual British citizens are
strongly advised to ensure they
hold a valid British passport or
a Certificate of Entitlement, as
failure to do so may result in
travel disruption, including refu-
sal to board flights to the UK.

How does this affect dual
British/Cypriot passport
holders?

British citizens cannot apply
for an ETA and must use a valid,
unexpired British passport to
enter the UK.

Dual British and Cypriot pass-
port holders who travel using
their Cypriot passport must be
able to present a valid British

passport when returning to the
UK. Failure to do so may result
in being denied boarding or
entry.

Dual nationals cannot apply
for an ETA using a Cypriot pass-
port. For entry to the UK, only their
British passport will qualify.

What action should
be taken?

Dual passport holders planning
to travel outside the UK with a
return date after 25 February
2026 should ensure their British
passport is valid and up to date,
renewing it before travel, if nec-
essary, even if another passport
is used for the outbound journey,
to avoid any complications upon
return to the UK.

British citizens who do not hold
a British passport should apply
for a Certificate of Entitlement,
which confirms the Right of
Abode in the UK. This is placed
inside a non-UK passport and
must be renewed when that
passport expires.

stories and singing my own songs
have been on at me to record
them, so as | said, it was now
or never.”

What will we expect from the
show on 1st March?

Eve says: “self-penned songs
coming out of various moments
in my life - in and out of relation-
ships, from loss to discovery
and its legacy, the freedom the
language of music has given

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Why it is important to vote at the local elections

ocal elections rarely gen-
Lerate the spectacle of a

general election, but they
are often far more consequen-
tial to our daily lives. They deter-
mine who runs our councils, who
sets council tax, who decides
the fate of local libraries, youth
services, planning applications,
social care provision and envi-
ronmental standards. These deci-
sions are not theoretical. They
shape the streets we walk, the
schools our children attend, and
the services our elderly relatives
rely upon. That is precisely why
voting in local elections is not
optional civic decoration - itis a
democratic obligation. Do not
let apathy be the winner.

For too long, voter turnout
in local elections has lagged
behind national contests. This
apathy has allowed entrenched
interests to tighten their grip on
town halls across the country.
When turnout is low, organised
and ideologically motivated blocs
wield disproportionate power. If
you care about the direction of
your community - about whether

it is inclusive or divided, inves-
ted in or hollowed out - then you
must show up.

The stakes could not be
clearer. The record of Conser-
vative-led councils mirrors the
broader record of the Conserva-
tive Party nationally: a decade
and more of austerity, shrinking
public services, and passing the
burden onto working families.
Services have closed. Sure Start
centres have disappeared. Local
authorities have been pushed to
the brink of bankruptcy. Essen-
tial services have been pared back
to the bone while residents are
told to “tighten their belts.” This
is not prudent management; it
is managed decline.

At the same time, we are wit-
nessing the resurgence of divi-
sive populism, spearheaded by
figures such as Nigel Farage.
His brand of politics thrives on
grievance, scapegoating and
simplistic solutions to complex
problems. It offers noise in place
of policy and anger in place of
answers. In local government,
such politics can be particularly
corrosive. Councils require prag-
matic governance - budgetary
discipline balanced with social
responsibility - not ideological
stunts designed to generate
headlines.

Local elections are therefore

a frontline defence. They are
where communities can draw a
line and say: we reject division,
we reject decline, and we de-
mand competent, compassion-
ate leadership.

Voting for the Labour Party in
these elections is not merely an
expression of party loyalty; it is
a strategic and moral choice.
Labour-led councils across the
country have demonstrated that,
even under severe financial
constraints imposed from West-
minster, it is possible to prioritise
social care, protect vital services,
and invest in regeneration that

benefits entire communities ra-
ther than a narrow few. They have
fought to shield the vulnerable
from the harshest edges of aus-
terity while pursuing economic
development rooted in fairness.

Critically, local Labour admin-
istrations have understood that
economic growth and social
justice are not opposing forces.
Investing in affordable housing
stimulates local construction and
addresses homelessness. Sup-
porting small businesses revita-
lises high streets and preserves
local character. Expanding green
initiatives reduces energy costs

and builds resilience for the fu-
ture. These are tangible, measu-
rable outcomes - not slogans.
Some argue that local elec-
tions are not the place for
“national politics.” This is naive.
Local councils operate within the
financial and legislative frame-
work set by central government.
When that framework is defined
by cuts and ideological rigidity,
local communities suffer. A strong
Labour presence in town halls
sends a message that the status
quo is unacceptable. It builds
organisational momentum, poli-
cy experience and political
pressure that reverberate far
beyond municipal boundaries.
Moreover, local elections
shape political narratives. When
progressive candidates win
council seats, they prove that
communities are not seduced by
fearmongering. They demonstrate
that voters prefer constructive
solutions to performative out-
rage. They show that practical
competence beats bombast.
Failure to vote carries conse-
quences. If moderate and pro-
gressive voters stay home, the
vacuum will be filled by those
energised by grievance politics.
Councils could fall into the hands
of representatives more interes-
ted in culture wars than potholes,
more focused on symbolic

motions than safeguarding chil-
dren. That is not hyperbole; it
is the logical outcome of disen-
gagement.

Democracy is not self-sus-
taining. It requires participation.
Casting a ballot is a minimal
investment for maximal impact.
In @ matter of minutes, you can
influence decisions that will
affect your council tax, your local
school funding, your housing
prospects and your neighbour-
hood’s future development.

The choice is stark. Continue
down a path of erosion under
Conservative stewardship and
risk amplifying the disruptive
theatrics associated with Far-
age’s brand of politics - or support
a party committed to rebuilding
local services, strengthening
communities and governing with
seriousness and empathy.

Local elections are about
power - who wields it, for whose
benefit, and to what end. If you
believe that public office should
serve the many rather than the
few, that communities deserve
investment rather than abandon-
ment, and that politics should
unite rather than divide, then
the action required is straight-
forward.

Register. Turn out. Vote
Labour. Register to Vote by
post. Vote Labour.

Venus and Adonis

love, beauty, and loss - and it was told in the
ancient world to explain why nature itself
seems to die and be reborn each year.

In Greek myth, Venus is known as Aphrodite, the
goddess of love, desire, and attraction. She was
powerful, glamorous, and immortal.

Adonis, by contrast, was a human - remarkably
handsome, brave, and young. When Aphrodite
saw him, she fell deeply in love, even though she
knew loving a mortal would end in heartbreak.

Aphrodite and Adonis spent their time hunting
and roaming the countryside together. But Adonis
loved danger. He enjoyed hunting wild animals,
especially boars, and Aphrodite constantly warned
him to avoid the most dangerous beasts. She under-
stood something Adonis did not: mortals cannot
escape fate.

One day, while Aphrodite was away, Adonis
ignored her warning. He went hunting and was
attacked by a wild boar. In some versions of the
myth, the boar is sent by Ares, who was jealous
of Aphrodite’s love for Adonis. The boar fatally
wounded him, and Adonis died alone in the forest.

When Aphrodite returned and found him, she
was devastated. Her grief was so powerful that it
affected the natural world. From Adonis’s blood,
beautiful red flowers - often said to be anemones
- sprang from the ground. These fragile flowers
symbolised how short and delicate human life
can be.

The gods eventually stepped in. Zeus ruled that
Adonis would not stay forever in the Underworld.
Instead, he would spend part of the year among
the dead and part of the year alive with Aphro-
dite. Each year when Adonis returns, the earth
becomes green and fertile; when he leaves, plants
wither and die.

For ancient audiences, this myth explained the
changing seasons - especially the cycle of growth
in spring and decay in winter. For young adults
today, the story still resonates. It reminds us that
love can be intense and transformative, but also
painful. It teaches that beauty and youth do not last
forever, and that loss is a natural part of life. Like
the flowers born from Adonis’s blood, something
meaningful can still grow from grief.

The myth of Venus and Adonis is a story about

Hidden in Plain Sight

In the heart of St Albans, a city layered with Roman
ruins, medieval streets, and Tudor timber-framed
buildings, a remarkable piece of Elizabethan his-
tory has quietly survived for over four centuries.

During renovation work in 1985 at the White
Hart Inn, a historic 16th-century building on Holy-
well Hill, workmen peeled back layers of plaster
- and uncovered a large, breathtaking mural de-
picting the Death of Adonis. The scene comes di-

rectly from William Shakespeare’s early narrative
poem, Venus and Adonis (1593), a tale of love,
beauty, and tragic loss.

The mural, painted directly onto the timber-frame
walls of what is now Pots of Art, a local arts and
craft studio, measures roughly 20 feet by 10 feet
(6 by 3 meters). It covers one entire interior wall,
and evidence suggests it would have continued
onto adjacent walls, hinting at a single, carefully
designed composition.

The painting shows Venus mourning the young
Adonis after a fatal boar attack - a moment of
heartbreak and classical drama brought vividly to
life. It is one of the only known contemporary visual
depictions of a Shakespearean work, making it an
extraordinarily rare artefact of Elizabethan literary
culture.

Attracting global attention, the mural has become
a magnet for documentary makers from the US,
UK, Germany, and Norway, each producing docu-
mentaries that reveal its hidden stories.

Experts date the mural to around 1600, just a few
years after Venus and Adonis was first printed,
suggesting that someone in St Albans was inspired
to visualise Shakespeare’s poetry almost imme-
diately after its release. Over the centuries, tastes
changed, renovations concealed the mural beneath
layers of plaster, and it was almost forgotten -
until chance revealed it again.

Scholars have long been fascinated not only by
its artistic quality but by its symbolic richness. Dr
Clive Rouse, a specialist in panel paintings, des-
cribed it as “a significant example of Elizabethan
art outside royal or noble collections.”

Some researchers have even suggested a
connection to Sir Francis Bacon, who lived nearby
at Gorhambury and was a leading intellectual of
the period. Bacon'’s fascination with classical alle-
gory, esoteric symbolism, and philosophical inquiry
may have influenced the commissioning of such
works, creating a bridge between Shakespearean
literature, classical myth, and early modern intel-
lectual culture in St Albans.

Modern stewardship of the mural has been just
as crucial as its historical significance. George
Georgiou, the owner of Pots of Art, has allowed the
mural to remain visible while using the space for
his arts and craft business. Local sources credit
him with safeguarding the painting from further
concealment or damage, making it accessible to
historians, visitors, and students alike.

Today, the mural’s fragility is a cause for concern.
Environmental conditions, flaking paint, and the
age of the timber threaten its survival. Conserva-
tionists, historians, and community groups have
called for urgent action to preserve it. For St Albans,
the mural is more than a decorative relic - itis a
tangible connection to Elizabethan creativity,
Shakespeare’s literary influence, and Baconian

intellectual life, all housed within a single historic
building.

As residents, visitors, and scholars peer at the
painting, they are reminded that history is often
hidden in plain sight, waiting for the right moment
- or the right renovation - to reveal its secrets. The
St Albans Venus and Adonis mural stands as a
rare and luminous window into the world of Shakes-
peare, Bacon, and the Elizabethan imagination,
preserved through centuries of chance, care, and
community pride.

Shakespeare, Bacon,
and the Enduring Mystery of Authorship

Venus and Adonis, first published in 1593, is one
of William Shakespeare’s earliest known works.
Written as a narrative poem, it tells the tragic story
of Venus, the goddess of love, who falls passiona-
tely in love with the handsome mortal Adonis.
Adonis, more interested in hunting than romance,
resists her advances, only to be fatally gored by
a wild boar - a moment of heartbreak that captures
themes of desire, loss, and mortality.

For centuries, the poem has been admired for
its rich language, classical allusions, and psycho-
logical depth, marking a crucial early point in
Shakespeare’s literary career.

Yet alongside its literary significance, Venus and
Adonis is central to one of the most enduring de-
bates in literary history: the question of Shake-
spearean authorship. While traditional scholarship
attributes the poem - and the rest of the Shakes-
peare canon - to William Shakespeare of Stratford-
upon-Avon, some alternative theories suggest that
Sir Francis Bacon, the philosopher, statesman, and
polymath from nearby Gorhambury, may have
authored some or all of the works attributed to
Shakespeare.

Proponents of the Baconian theory point to
several elements in Venus and Adonis that align
with Bacon’s known interests. The poem demon-
strates a sophisticated grasp of classical mythol-
ogy, philosophical reflection, and allegorical sym-
bolism - areas in which Bacon excelled. Its intri-
cate wordplay and moral undertones echo the in-
tellectual style of Bacon’s essays and writings.
Furthermore, Bacon’s position in Elizabethan so-
ciety, combined with his education and access to
elite literary circles, could have allowed him to com-
pose works under a pseudonym, avoiding the so-
cial stigma associated with publishing creative
literature while holding public office.

The connection between Bacon and St Albans
adds further intrigue. Historical records place
Bacon in the actual room where the mural is, and
some scholars suggest that cultural artifacts in
the city, such as the recently uncovered Venus and
Adonis mural at the White Hart Inn, reflect an

awareness of both the poem and the intellectual
currents associated with Bacon. The mural, dated
around 1600, depicts Venus mourning Adonis in
a style rich with symbolic detail, hinting at a world
in which literature, philosophy, and esoteric know-
ledge intersected - a world Bacon inhabited.

While mainstream scholarship continues to credit
Shakespeare, the Baconian theory remains a fas-
cinating lens through which to explore Venus and
Adonis. The poem’s combination of literary art-
istry, intellectual sophistication, and classical allu-
sion mirrors what we know of Bacon’s mind, leaving
open the possibility that he contributed to - or even
authored - the work, concealing his identity behind
the Stratford name.

Ultimately, Venus and Adonis endures not only
as a story of love and loss but as a testament to
the rich interplay between literature, history, and
mystery. Whether written by Shakespeare, Bacon,
or through some collaborative Elizabethan milieu,
the poem continues to inspire readers, scholars,
and historians, offering glimpses of genius in a
time of extraordinary intellectual ferment.

Condition Report and Conservation Work

The BBC recently reported and filmed conser-
vation specialist Dr Andrea Kirkham in the Pots of
Art studio. Kirkham, an expert in historic wall paint-
ings, has been commissioned — with the approval
of Historic England — to carry out a detailed inves-
tigation of the mural’s condition.

Dr Kirkham’s early assessments were stark:
“The quality of the painting is absolutely fantastic
and the condition of the painting is terrible.”

The mural’s plaster which is approximately 450
years, is detaching, cracked, and showing bulges
and holes, jeopardising the survival of the fragile
work.

The glass screen that has protected the mural has
temporarily been removed to allow close examina-
tion and documentation. Dr  Kirkham'’s findings will
form the basis of a conservation strategy, poten-
tially leading to full restoration — though costs could
run into hundreds of thousands of pounds.

The St Albans and Hertfordshire Architectural
and Archaeological Society (Arc & Arc) is campaign-
ing to preserve the mural for future generations,
arguing that confirming its age and quality could
cement St Albans’ continuous cultural importance.
The society has stressed that without intervention,
this rare piece of cultural heritage could be lost.

The Testament
Of Ann Lee

Norwegian filmmaker Mona
Fastvold has received interna-
tional acclaim for co-writing the
screenplay for the award win-
ning THE BRUTALIST and for
directing the visually impressive
THE WORLD TO COME. Now
she brings to the screen the ex-
traordinary true story of Ann Lee
(Amanda Seyfried), the founding
leader of the Shakers religious
sect in the 18th century.

Her ground-breaking work was
truly inspirational and she was
one of the first preachers to ad-
dress gender and social equal-
ity to ecstatic groups of loyal
followers. At the peak of her pow-
ers Ann Lee leaves England be-
hind and heads towards America
searching for a new life across
the seas...

It is an original piece of film-
making with strong visuals pho-
tographed with perfectly framed
compositions. These are mingled
with passionate renditions of tra-
ditional Shaker hymns along with
original songs and score by the
Oscar winning composer Daniel
Blumberg, which are powerfully
choreographed by Celia Rowl-
son-Hall. These are thrillingly
loud and thundering theatrical
moments unlike anything you've
seen on stage or screen.

Seyfried excels as the epony-
mous heroine - a tortured soul
leading her followers to cathartic
moments of redemption. This epic
historical musical drama is not
an easy watch and may not be to
everyone’s taste, but it is admi-
rable for its originality and strik-
ing vision.

Wuthering
Heights

Emerald Fennell's controver-
sial version of Emily Bronte’s
timeless classic may not be too
faithful to its origins but it least
it catches the book’s spirit. It is
a daring adaptation and like
“Romeo and Juliet” which is quo-
ted here, it is also one of the
greatest love stories of all time.

From a young age Cathy is
attracted to the fearless boy
her father Mr Earnshaw (Martin
Clunes) brings home one day.
She names him Heathcliff (Jacob
Elordi) and these two become
inseparable especially now that
Cathy (Margot Robbie) is a
young, attractive woman full of
sexual desires. They want to
taste the forbidden taste of love
but unexpected circumstances
lead Cathy to marry her rich
neighbour Edgar (Shazad Latif)
while Heathcliff leaves his be-
loved Heights behind for a new
life...

It is an attractive, passionate
film with a strong, sensual chem-
istry between its two protago-
nists, but curiously their doomed
love affair fails to touch. Alison
Oliver makes an excellent Isa-
bella and so does Clunes as
Cathy’s volatile father.

Ayios Paisios

The story of Ayios Paisios -
Apo ta Farasa ston Ourano was
originally made for Greek televi-
sion and now after two seasons
and 21 episodes, director Sta-
mos Tsamis brings Saint’s epic
life story to the big screen.

Paisios was born Arsenios
Eznepidis in 1924 in Farasa
Cappadocia — the last place in
Asia Minor still inhabited by the
Greeks. But following the Treaty
of Lausanne the whole Greek
population is sent by force to
Greece where they are met with
hostility and any lack of compas-
sion.

A loud policeman at Piraeus
shouts at the new arrivals “All
the refuges form a line and stand
there”. Arsenios’ older brother
wants to know who are these ref-
ugees to which his grandfather
replies “We are the refugees
my child”. Arsenios grows up in
a religious environment before
he chooses a life at Mount Athos
where he discovers his gift of
healing the sick and the needy.

It is a powerful story beauti-
fully photographed with a strong
central performance by Prokopis
Agathokleous in the title role.

Wilde’s The Picture of Dorian

Gray, adapted and directed
by Kip Williams, in which Sarah
Snook played all 26 roles with a
beguiling performance. Technolo-
gy played a major part with cam-
eras and previously shot footage
integral to how she engaged with
both the audience and her many
personas.

Wind forward to last week
and Williams has once again re-
cruited an award-winning perfor-
mer, Cynthia Erivo (most recently
seen playing Elphaba in the two
WICKED films opposite Ariana
Grande), interpreting 23 charac-
ters in another one woman un-
dertaking, this time Bram Stoker’s
1897 Gothic novel Dracula (Noél
Coward Theatre). Like Snook she
is followed every step of the way
by a posse of cameras (and ope-
rators) —which are fast becoming
a theatrical trope such is their ubi-
quity. Both subject matters feature
an egotistical narcissist with an in-
satiable lustful appetite but there
the comparison ends and the
challenge grows.

Erivo has huge charisma and
presence. She even has the look
of a would be twenty first century
vampire, with those large expres-
sive eyes capable of transforming
from loving to minacious and her
bony fingers recalling the threate-
ning gesticulations of the hideous
Nosferatu. Her passion and com-
mitment to the venture are to be
commended but Stoker’s themes
of the undead curse and connec-
tions to sexual desire juxtaposed
within the constraints of the dra-
conian Victorian era, are nigh on
impossible for any one individual
to convey. ltis a tale that leaves
a lot to the imagination as so
much of it is not, and cannot be
explained, so that as she swaps
accents, costumes and wigs to
depict different characters | found
myself unsure whether to be
amused or confused. As a result
what many have felt when first
encountering the Dracula legend,
the prototypical and archetypal
vampire capable of savage acts,
is dissipated and the show be-
comes something of a theatrical-
ised media event with a glorified
narrator.

Her narration is rapid and en-
gaging but lacks peril and there
is a distinct absence of the terri-
fying atmosphere expected while
all around her, on film, there is far
more interesting stuff to engage
with.

These distrac-
tions, and Williams’ insistence in
spinning it out for nigh on two hours
make this an unnecessary test
of endurance and concentration.
At the end of which the techno-
logical gimmickry had conquered
all leaving me with one abiding,
and amusing image, of Erivo play-
ing dullard doctor John Seward
surrounded by bunches of garlic.
Cliché or truth, Erivo had become
a sacrificial lamb for a bloodless
vanity project.
Meanwhile Sotira Kyriakides
enjoys classic musical satire...
Charles Court Opera have tri-
umphed again, binging Gilbert and
Sullivan’s lolanthe to Wilton’s
Music Hall, a very fitting venue,
as itis the best remaining exam-
ple of a Victorian music hall.
This production has been up-
dated, with Private Willis now a
librarian, as well as various refe-
rences to contemporary situa-
tions. Highlights include wonder-
ful renditions of Oh Foolish Fay
and the wit-packed Nightmare
Song. The trademark G and S
combination of absurdity and hi-
larity comes to the fore, ensuring
never a dull moment. At the same
time, the operetta is made topical
and full of sentiment, combining
humour and satire with empathy
and a fairy tale magic. In the end,
there is a sense that this strange
yet wonderful world has been put
to rights when the fairy queen
decides to change the rules so
that fairies and humans can now
mix and mingle as they wish.
One of the updates is to include
lady peers, with Catrine Kirkman,
a long-time favourite, once again
showing her range and versatility,
her obvious relishing of the role
rubbing off on the audience. Mat-
thew Palmer is equally effective
as Willis, the elderly librarian, and
lolanthe’s son, Strephon, conveys
his dilemma of being hallf fairy and
half human most charmingly.
Eleanor O’Driscoll’'s lolanthe is
enchanting, whilst Meriel Cunning-
ham’s Fairy Queen manages to
be powerful and imposing yet lyri-
cal and graceful —all the qualities
a good leading fairy should have.

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Loukoumades by any other name would taste as sweet

The star of every fair in Cyprus, and a childhood favourite
for many, Loukoumades are a dessert consisting of leavened,
deep-fried dough balls, typically soaked in syrup or honey
and sometimes dusted with cinnamon or other flavourings.

Loukoumades trace their origins to Abbasid Baghdad.
Etymologically, the term derives from the Arabic word lugma,
meaning morsel, mouthful or bite. In 13th-century Arabic
culinary texts, the dish was referred to as lugmat al-gadi, or
judge’s morsels, with lugma eventually coming to denote the
dessert itself.

Explorer and scholar Ibn Battuta, traveling in 14th-century
India, encountered a version called al-hashimi at a dinner in
Multan, in modern-day Pakistan, referring to the dessert he
knew as lugaymat al-gadi.

The recipe for lugmat al-qadi, yeast-leavened dough fried
in oil and drenched in honey or sugar syrup, often flavoured
with rosewater, dates back to at least the early medieval
period, and is well attested in 13th-century Abbasid cookbooks.
The dessert’s cultural significance is further evidenced by its
appearance in One Thousand and One Nights, notably in the
story The Porter and the Three Ladies of Baghdad, where it
is featured at a lavish feast.

According to food historian Gil Marks, the Arab and Ottoman
empires facilitated the diffusion of lokma from the Middle East
to the Maghreb, the Balkans, and India. Today, in Iraq, the
dessert is known as lokma or lugaymat, with variations in size
and flavour throughout the country. In the Persian Gulf, lugai-
mat, occasionally spiced with cardamom or saffron, retain a

preparation similar to that of the 13th century.

In Cyprus the dessert is called loukoumades or lokmades
in Cypriot Greek, typically served with cinnamon in honey
syrup and occasionally dusted with powdered sugar. In Greece,
loukoumades are a popular street food, often accompanied
by honey, cinnamon, walnuts or chocolate sauce.

Prior to the Middle Eastern accounts of loukoumades, evi-
dence suggests a Greek precursor called enkrides — fried
dough enjoyed with honey in Ancient Greece — which later
merged with other culinary traditions. References to these
appear in numerous Ancient Greek texts.

Loukoumades have also been likened to charisioi, which
were awarded as prizes at ancient drinking games. Aristo-
phanes and Eubulus describe charisioi as grace or joy cakes,
from the Greek word chara, enjoyed at nocturnal festivals
called pannichis. The precise recipe for charisioi has not
survived.

During the Byzantine period, enkrides remained popular,
especially during Lent. Made from flour, yeast and water and
sweetened only with honey, they complied with Orthodox fast-
ing rules and were favoured in monastic communities.

More broadly, loukoumades have long been associated with
religious observances across regions. In the Levant, they are
enjoyed by Muslims during Ramadan, by Jews at Hanukkah,
and by Christians at Epiphany, reflecting the dessert’s enduring
cultural and spiritual significance across traditions.

Orthodox fasting tips for Great Lent

Fasting is a fundamental
aspect of Orthodox Christian
life, providing both spiritual focus
and physical discipline as we
draw nearer to God.

Orthodox Christians generally
observe the same fasting guide-
lines, as established by the
Church. During fasting periods,
we abstain from meat, dairy pro-
ducts, fish with backbones, wine,
and oil. Saturdays and Sundays
are designated as wine and oil
days, meaning that on these
days the fast is relaxed to allow
the consumption of wine and
olive oil.

SIMPLIFYING THE FAST

« Standardize breakfast and
lunch — For example, have the
same breakfast daily and use
leftovers for lunch. This approach

reduces the need for excessive
variety and minimizes the men-
tal energy spent on meal plan-
ning.

* Choose 5-7 recipes that
everyone loves and rotate them
regularly. Constantly trying new
recipes can be exhausting. There
is comfort and efficiency in pre-
paring meals you know your
family enjoys and that you have
made many times before. This
way, you avoid continually re-
inventing the wheel, experimen-
ting with unfamiliar dishes, or
purchasing specialty ingredients.

* Double or triple recipes to
save portions for later — Your
future self will thank you. Store
extra servings in the refrigerator
or freezer for quick and conven-
ient meals. Portion meals into

individual glass containers so
they are ready to grab and go
whenever needed.

* Prepare rice or quinoa in
a rice cooker and keep it on
hand for easy meals. Having
a cooked grain readily available
makes assembling grain bowls
simple and efficient. Add vege-
tables, beans, and a protein
source such as lentils, shrimp,
or tofu over a base of quinoa or
rice for a balanced meal.

* Use a steamer or air fryer
for quick and easy cooking.
Simply season vegetables and
shrimp, for example, place them
in the air fryer or steamer, and
within about ten minutes you
have a complete meal ready to
serve.

* Chop vegetables using a

food processor. Save time and
energy by allowing the food pro-
cessor to quickly chop onions and
other vegetables. This makes
preparing soups and other dishes
remarkably easier.

MODIFIED FASTING

The Church provides fasting
guidelines as a general rule for
the faithful. However, if you find
that you require an adjustment
to these guidelines, accommo-
dations can be made. One of the
beauties of the Orthodox Church
is that we do not undertake the
spiritual journey alone - the
Church guides us, and we have
spiritual counsel available to
help us discern what is appro-
priate.

Typically, young children, indi-
viduals with medical conditions,
the elderly, and pregnant or nurs-
ing mothers follow a modified
fast or may not fast at all. If you
fall into one of these categories,
itis important to speak with your
physician, who can provide guid-
ance and recommend a modified
approach suitable for your health
and circumstances.

The power of trust

rust is the invisible archi-

I tecture of our lives; it holds
up friendships, families,
romances, workplaces, even en-
tire nations.

When trust is broken, every-
thing feels heavy, and without it
everything wobbles. Trust is the
glue that holds us together.

In friendships, it is the safe
place to land. A real friend is
someone you can be unfiltered
with, you don't have to rehearse
those sentences, and you don't
calculate every word. It means
your secrets are safe, your vul-
nerabilities won't be weaponised,
and your absence won't be filled
with suspicion.

Without trust, friendship be-
comes performance while with
trust, it becomes refuge. Think
about a friend you can call at 3am
and one you have to "schedule
emotional honesty" with. That

difference? Trust.

In family, it is probably the
first place we learn whether the
world feels safe. When trust ex-
ists in a family, children grow up
secure instead of guarded.

In society, we have to trust that
food is safe, that the laws are
applied fairly, and that institu-
tions function as promised. When
public trust collapses, societies
destabilize, fear sets in, cooper-
ation decreases, protests with
wild retaliation and reaction takes
place.

Trust is what allows millions of
strangers to coexist peacefully.
Trust is the glue that holds us
together.

Trust is something we hope we

are worthy of, and respectfully
also want from others.

Ask yourself this: Do people
feel safe in confiding in me? Am
| consistent, or only reliable when
it is convenient? Do my actions
match my words?

Trust takes time to build and
seconds to break.

It grows through: Honesty even
when its inconvenient. Transpa-
rency. Consistency. Accounta-
bility. Calling or turning up when
you said you would. Returning
what you borrowed.

It breaks through: Betrayal,
repeated lies, broken promises.
Emotional neglect. Breadcrumb-
ing love. Jealous competiveness
disguised as support. Only sho-
wing up when it benefits them-
self. Sharing private
conversations. Mocking vulner-
ability as a joke. Ghosting to
avoid confrontation when you

need them most.

Once trust is broken, rebuild-
ing requires more effort than
building it ever did in the first
place.

Being trustworthy rarely earns
applause, but it builds relation-
ships that lasts decades rather
than months.

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Premier League Arsenal still top

berechi Eze timed his re-
E turn to the Arsenal score-

sheet to perfection with
two goals in a 4-1 derby rout of
Tottenham Hotspur that calmed
his side’s Premier League title
nerves on Sunday.

The forward had not scored
since a hat-trick in the reverse
fixture in November but struck in
each half while Viktor Gyokeres
also netted twice as Arsenal
moved five points clear of second-
placed Manchester City.

Eze, who almost signed for
Tottenham last August, volleyed
in a 32nd-minute opener only for
Randal Kolo Muani to equalise
two minutes later after a mistake
by Declan Rice.

Gyokeres restored Arsenal’s
lead shortly after the interval
with a sublime curler and Eze’s
second, a tap-in, gave his side
breathing space. Gyokeres then
capped a fine display with his
second goal sealing the deal in
stoppage time.

Victory lifted Arsenal to 61
points from 28 games with City,
who have played one game fewer,
on 56. Tottenham, for whom new
manager Igor Tudor was in charge
for the first time, remain in 16th
place, only four points above the
relegation zone.

Lacklustre Liverpool snatch late
1-0 win at Nottingham Forest.

Liverpool midfielder Alexis Mac
Allister struck a winner deep

into stoppage-time as his side
snatched a scarcely-deserved
1-0 win at Nottingham Forest in
their Premier League clash on
Sunday, boosting the Mersey-
siders’ hopes of Champions
League football next season.

Liverpool, who lost forward
Florian Wirtz to an injury in the
warm-up, were poor throughout
and toothless going forward, and
the home side were not much
better in their first league game
under new boss Vitor Pereira,
creating few chances across a
drab 90 minutes.

Mac Allister sparked the game
into life in second-half stoppage
time, first having a goal ruled out
after a VAR review found the ball

had struck him on the arm before
rifling home a rebound in the 97th
minute to snatch the win.

Liverpool are sixth in the table
on 45 points, level with Chelsea
Forest are 17th on 27 points, two
above the relegation zone.

Manchester United’s Benjamin
Sesko came off the bench to score
a vital goal for the second game
in a row as he fired the winner
in a 1-0 Premier League win at
Everton on Monday.

Sesko sealed an uninspiring
clash at the Hill Dickinson Sta-
dium in the 71st minute as he
swept in a clinical first-time shot
from Bryan Mbeumo’s pass after
a flowing counter-attack started
by Matheus Cunha’s sublime
pass.

Victory sent Michael Carrick’s
United clear in fourth place in
the table, three points ahead of
Chelsea and Liverpool.

Burnley striker Zian Flemming
pounced in stoppage time to
snatch a 1-1 draw against 10-man
Chelsea at Stamford Bridge.

Flemming headed in from a
James Ward-Prowse corner in
the 93rd minute after Chelsea had
lost control of the match follow-
ing Wesley Fofana's dismissal.

The hosts had dominated until
the defender's 72nd-minute

second yellow card for a tackle
on Ward-Prowse, having taken
the lead through Joao Pedro in
the fourth minute.

But there will be an inquest,
as Chelsea have dropped a
league-high 17 points from win-
ning positions at home this sea-
son. They also have six red cards
- more than any other team in the
Premier League and eight in all
competitions.

It looked as though it would
be plain sailing for Chelsea after
Joao Pedro bundled in Pedro
Neto's cross from close range in
the fourth minute.

Manchester City moved to
within two points of Premier
League leaders Arsenal with a
tense victory against Newcastle
United at Etihad Stadium on
Saturday for one day only.

The Gunners opened the door
to City by squandering a two-goal
lead against doomed Wolver-
hampton Wanderers in midweek
- but Newcastle made Pep Guard-
iola's side fight all the way for a
vital three points.

Nico O'Reilly's two first-half
goals, either side of Lewis Hall's
equaliser, set the platform for
City's victory, putting pressure on
Arsenal before Sunday's north
London derby at Tottenham Hot-

spur. Newcastle, however, made
light of their 5,000-mile round trip
to Azerbaijan to face Qarabag in
a Champions League play-off,
giving City plenty of anxiety in
the second half before the win
was secured.

City, knowing victory would
push them on to Arsenal's shoul-
der, made a predictably fast start
and went ahead in the 14th min-
ute, O'Reilly's shot carrying too
much power for Newcastle goal-
keeper Nick Pope, who should
have done better having got a
hand to the effort.

Newcastle were posing threats
of their own and were quickly
level, Hall's shot deflecting past
Gianluigi Donnarumma off Rayan
Ait-Nouri after City failed to clear
a corner.

City were briefly set back, but
went ahead again after 27 min-
utes when Antoine Semenyo
showed more desire than Nick
Woltemade to play in Erling Haa-
land, who provided a perfect cross
for O'Reilly to head home at the
far post.

Nerves were frayed inside the
Etihad in the closing stages, and
it needed a huge save by Donna-
rumma from Harvey Barnes in the
dying seconds before City could
finally celebrate.
