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British warship HMS Dragon
leaves Portsmouth for Cyprus

he British destroyer
I Dragon departed from
Portsmouth in southern
England on Tuesday night
bound for Cyprus, in order to
reinforce the air defence of
the British bases on the island.
It is considered one of the
most advanced air and missile
defence ships in Europe. Its pri-
mary mission is to protect against
aerial threats such as fighter air-
craft, drones, ballistic missiles,
and others.
It is equipped with the Sea
Viper air defence system with

Aster 15 and Aster 30 missiles,
as well as the advanced SAMP-
SON radar, which allows the
simultaneous tracking and en-
gagement of multiple targets. It
is also fitted with a 114-mm naval
gun, close-in defence systems,
and the capability to carry a
Wildcat helicopter for surveil-
lance and anti-submarine war-
fare missions.

The vessel has repeatedly
been deployed in the Mediterra-
nean, the Black Sea and the
Persian Gulf, participating in both
British and NATO operations. It

is also frequently used to escort
aircraft carriers.

It is worth noting that it will take
approximately five to seven days
for the ship to reach Cyprus.

Starmer explains delays of
deployment of HMS Dragon

Prime Minister Keir Starmer
said the deployment of the war-
ship HMS Dragon to Cyprus was
not delayed, explaining the ves-
sel had been “carefully loaded”
with the anti-strike weapons and
equipment it needs.

Speaking in the House of
Commons on Wednesday, he
also dismissed reports that the
timeline was slowed because
port workers in Portsmouth only
worked between 9am and 5pm,
saying naval and civilian staff
had instead been working 22-
hour shifts to prepare the ship.

Starmer criticised opposition
leader Kemi Badenoch after she
said British forces in the Middle
East were “just hanging around.”
He responded that UK pilots had

been flying missions across
seven countries in the region, in-
tercepting incoming attacks and
protecting lives while risking their
own, adding that she should
apologise.

HMS Dragon left Portsmouth
on Tuesday evening and is
expected to reach Cyprus next
week. The UK is also planning
to send the landing ship RFA
Lyme Bay in the coming days.

Britain has already deployed
a Merlin Mk2 helicopter, engin-
eering teams and additional
AW159 Wildcat helicopters to
the island. Defence Secretary
John Healey visited Cyprus last
week and said experts were
helping coordinate air defences.

Starmer also confirmed that
missions from the UK’'s RAF
Akrotiri base in Cyprus have
been used to intercept drones
launched from lIran, with F-35
Lightning 1l fighter jets leading
the operations.

Federation officers meet Europe Minister
to discuss drone attack at RAF Akrotiri

he President of the Na-
I tional Federation of Cyp-
riots in the UK, Christos
Karaolis, and Vice President,
Michalis Ellinas, met the Minis-
ter for Europe, Stephen Doughty
MP, on Tuesday 10 March to dis-
cuss the recent drone attack on
the British Base at RAF Akro-
tiri on 1 March.

At the outset of the meeting,
the Federation’s Officers strongly
condemned the attack. They con-
veyed the concerns felt across
the Cypriot diaspora in the UK
about the security of the island,
as well as the need for continued
closer cooperation between the
Governments of the UK and Cyp-

rus. The Officers went on to say
that, in particular, the residents
of the Base Areas were under-
standably alarmed by the incident
and sought reassurances from
the Base Authorities are taking
all necessary precautions and
are in close cooperation with the
Government of Cyprus.

The Minister reaffirmed that
the safety and security of all Cy-
priots is a top priority for the UK
Government. He confirmed that
anti-missile and counter-drone
capabilities had been strength-
ened both prior to and following
the attack, including the recently
announced deployment of HMS
Dragon and additional Wildcat

and Merlin helicopters. The Min-
ister also said that steps are
being taken to improve real-time
information sharing with residents
in the Base Areas.

The Officers stressed to the
Minister the importance of further
strengthening and deepening
security coordination between
the United Kingdom and the Re-
public of Cyprus. They empha-
sised that stability in Cyprus and
the wider Eastern Mediterranean
region is of critical importance and
that close UK-Cyprus coopera-
tion remains essential both to
prevent and deter and future
threats.

The Minister reiterated that
enhanced defence and security
collaboration forms a central pillar
of the UK—Cyprus strategic dia-
logue. He confirmed that engage-
ment is ongoing at the highest
levels, including the recent visit
of the Defence Secretary, and
stressed the shared commitment
of both governments to safeguar-
ding Cyprus and maintaining re-
gional stability, including de-esca-
lating the current conflict in the
region.

The Minister further said that

at the moment the Foreign Office
does not advise against travel to
Cyprus. However, he urged British
nationals to continue following
Foreign Office advice for travel
to countries in the region.

Speaking after the meeting, the
Federation’s President, Christos
Karaolis, said:

“We strongly condemn the re-
cent attack on RAF Akrotiri. We
are grateful to the Europe Min-
ister, Stephen Doughty MP, for
his close engagement and for a
constructive and productive dis-
cussion. We discussed the recent
developments in Cyprus, raised
the concerns of our community
and exchanged views. We stres-
sed the need and importance of
close cooperation between the
Governments of the UK and Cy-
prus. We were reassured by the
Minister that the UK government
is taking all necessary measures
to safeguard Cyprus and all the
people on the island.

“The Federation will remain in
close contact with the UK Gov-
ernment and Minister Doughty
to ensure that the concerns of
our community continue to be
heard.”

London Tube strike dates
announced by union

ondon Underground dri-
Lvers who belong to the
National Union of Rail,
Maritime and Transport Work-
ers (RMT) have announced a
series of 24-hour strike actions
beginning later this month in
protest against plans to intro-
duce a “condensed” four-day
working week.

The first walkout is scheduled
for 24—25 March, with further
strikes planned over the follow-
ing weeks. Transport for London
(TfL) said the industrial action
is “completely unnecessary,”
adding that discussions with the
union are ongoing about intro-
ducing a voluntary four-day
working week for drivers on
the Bakerloo line only.

RMT members voted in favour

of the strikes last month. The
union said London Underground
management was “pressing
ahead with plans to compress
a standard working week into
four days,” even though most
train operators had rejected the
proposal.

Union representatives say
drivers are worried about longer
shifts, unsuitable working time
arrangements, and the risk that
fatigue could affect safety.

ATIfL spokesperson said the
organisation first shared its four-
day week proposal with unions
last year and has been in talks
since then about how best to
introduce the new working pat-
tern.

TfL wamed the planned strikes
could cause serious disruption
for commuters and businesses,
and urged the union to cancel
them. The organisation said
the changes would be optional,
would not reduce drivers’ con-
tracted hours, and staff could
continue working a traditional
five-day week if they preferred.

The most recent strike by
London Underground drivers
took place in September during
a dispute over pay and working
conditions.

Iran fires back despite war’s
most intensive strikes

on Israel and targets across

the Middle East on Wednes-
day, while several ships were
struck in the Gulf as fighting
intensified.

Despite the escalation, oil pri-
ces that briefly surged earlier this
week have eased and stock mar-
kets have recovered, with inves-
tors betting that U.S. President
Donald Trump will move quickly
to end the conflict he launched
alongside Israel nearly two weeks
ago.

On the ground, however, there
has been no slowdown in hosti-
lities. Shipping remains unsafe
through the Strait of Hormuz, a
key route for about a fifth of the
world’s oil, marking the worst dis-

ruption to energy supplies since
the oil shocks of the 1970s.

The United States Department
of Defense said Tuesday’s strikes
on Iran were the most intense of
the war so far. After a bank in
Tehran was hit overnight, Iran’s
military said it would target banks
doing business with the U.S. or
Israel and warned people across
the region to stay at least 1,000
metres away from them.

Iran’s military said it fired mis-
siles at a U.S. base in northern
Iraq, the U.S. Navy’s regional
headquarters in Bahrain, and
the Israeli city of Be’er Ya’akov.
Explosions were heard in Bahrain,
while two drones crashed near
the airport in Dubai, injuring four
people.
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Cyprus criticises UK’s response to drone attack

he Cypriot government
Texpressed criticism last
week regarding how the
UK responded after drone at-
tacks targeted an RAF base on
the island. Cypriot High Commis-
sioner to the UK, Dr Kyriacos
Kouros, told BBC Newsnight
that people in Cyprus were
“disap-pointed” with the level of
informa-tion shared with resi-
dents after RAF Akrotiri was
struck overnight last Sunday.
The attacks occurred just days
after the initial US-Israel strikes

on Iran early on Saturday morn-
ing, which subsequently promp-
ted retaliation from Iran.

Home Office Minister Alex
Norris stated that the UK re-
mained “resolute” in safeguard-
ing the nation’s interests, adding
that “significant” time had been
devoted to developing defensive
systems in the eastern Mediter-
ranean.

Last Tuesday, the government
announced that it would send
the British warship HMS Dragon,
which has air defence capabili-

ties, to Cyprus following the
drone strike on RAF Akrotiri.
However, the ship did not depart
until Tuesday evening, a week
later.

The criticism from the Cypriot
government represents the latest
concern raised about the UK’s
handling of the war in the Middle
East.

US President Donald Trump
described it as “shocking” that
Prime Minister Sir Keir Starmer
initially declined to allow the US
to use UK military bases for the
strikes. The UK has since autho-
rised the use of its military bases
for what it described as “defen-
sive” strikes on Iranian missile
sites.

Speaking in the House of
Commons last week, Sir Keir de-
fended the government’s stance
on the conflict, saying that pro-
tecting British nationals remained
his “number one priority.”

Conservative leader Kemi
Badenoch said the government
should pay attention to what the
UK'’s allies in the region are say-
ing.

“Cyprus feels that we have

not been helpful. It is extraordi-
nary that Bahrain and Kuwait and
the UAE are publicly criticising
us,” she told BBC Radio 4’s
Today programme.

Separately, Defence Secre-
tary John Healey travelled to
Cyprus for a meeting with Cyp-
riot Defence Minister Vasilis Pal-
mas.

Following their talks, Healey
said the “longstanding friend-
ship” between the UK and Cyp-
rus remained “strong in the face
of Iranian threats.”

Earlier this week, the defence
minister said the drone that struck
RAF Akrotiri caused only “mini-
mal damage” and resulted in no
casualties.

Western officials said the
Shahed-type drone had not been
launched from Iran. However,
they declined to disclose where
the missile had originated.

Additional drones heading
towards the base were intercep-
ted, and the UK’s Ministry of
Defence temporarily relocated
family members from the base
to alternative accommodation.

When asked by Newsnight

whether people in Cyprus felt
protected by the UK, Kouros
said: “Let’s say the people are
disappointed, the people are
scared, the people could expect
more.”

He added that he would “thank
[Starmer] for paying attention to
our worries and I'd love to see
more.”

Norris told BBC Breakfast
on Thursday that the defensive
systems established in the east-
ern Mediterranean had made a
“really significant impact in re-
cent days.”

“We are absolutely resolute in
protecting the nation’s interests
- and that’s exactly what we're
doing, while of course working
with our partners, of which Cyp-
rus is obviously a very close
one,” Norris said.

Some observers have ques-
tioned why the UK did not send
a British naval vessel to the re-
gion earlier, particularly given the
build-up of US military forces in
the area and President Donald
Trump’s public threats to attack
Iran.

At present, the UK’s Royal

Navy does not have a major
warship deployed in the Medi-
terranean.

The Ministry of Defence said
HMS Dragon would reinforce
“RAF Typhoons, F-35B jets,
ground-based counter-drone
teams, radar systems, and Voy-
ager refuelling aircraft already
deployed.”

The French Armed Forces
have stated that they currently
have a warship stationed off the
coast of Cyprus after President
Emmanuel Macron ordered it to
sail to the Mediterranean last
Tuesday.

Badenoch called for stronger
action from the government, tell-
ing the Today programme: “Once
our bases had been attacked
we became part of this.”

While emphasising that she
does not want the conflict to es-
calate, Badenoch added: “We
need to do what we can to stop
the ability for these attacks to
take place.

“Simply sitting back and
hoping the opponents will be
nice and leave us alone is not a
strategy.”

The Guardian | UK faces growing calls from
locals to remove Cyprus military bases

rowing reactions are emerging in Cyprus
G over the presence of British military bases

on the island following the drone attack on
the RAF Akrotiri base.

This is highlighted, among other points, in an
extensive report by The Guardian, written by
correspondent Helena Smith. The development,
the report notes, has heightened fears that the
country could become involved in the crisis un-
folding in the Middle East.

The report also refers to the hundreds of dem-
onstrators who gathered on Saturday in Nicosia,
chanting slogans against the British bases and
calling for their removal from the island. Protesters
marched towards the presidential palace carrying
banners with slogans such as “out with the bases
of death” and “Cyprus is not a launchpad.”

It is noted that the protests intensified after the
drone attack that took place at the RAF facilities
in Akrotiri. According to Cyprus’s Foreign Minister
Konstantinos Kombos, the Iranian-made un-
manned aircraft was launched from Lebanon. As
he stated, this development confirms Nicosia’s
concerns that military installations on the island

could become targets in a broader regional con-
flict.

A few hours after the incident, two additional
drones were detected and intercepted in the sea
area off Cyprus, while according to the Cypriot
authorities they also appear to have been launched
from Lebanon, the Guardian notes.

At the same time, the report refers to state-
ments by Cypriot government officials who have
repeatedly stressed that Cyprus is not involved in
military operations and seeks to maintain its role
as a stabilising and humanitarian actor in the re-
gion.

They also underline that the British bases -
and not the Cypriot state - constitute the primary
target of potential attacks, given that they are used
for operations in the Middle East.

Finally, the report notes that the recent crisis
is considered by many officials to be the most
serious security challenge for Cyprus since 1974,
when the Turkish military intervention led to the
division of the island.

Two new books aim to bring to-

gether all those that fit this des-

cription but live abroad. Alix Nor-

man from the Cyprus Mail finds
out more...

There’s a Who’s Who of Aus-
tralians, of Canadians, of Brits.
There’s a Who's Who of people
in American art, in British history,
and even in the CIA. And now,
we’re about to get our very own
iteration, dedicated to the dias-
pora: a Who’s Who of Cypriots
Worldwide.

It won’t be the first publication
dedicated to the great and good
among Cypriots abroad. A
decade ago, authors Michael
Yiakoumi, Dimitri Yiakoumi and
Kyriacos Tsioupras, launched a
similar tome; two in fact — the first
featuring notable Greek Cypriots
in the UK; its companion a list
of distinguished Greek Cypriots
around the world. Ten years on,
the authors are repeating their
success. The difference, says
Michael, is that this time, it's not
just Greek Cypriots. Now, all eth-
nicities are being included.

“Our very first editions were
published in 2004,” Michael ex-
plains. “One day, | sat down and
realised just how many prominent
Cypriots there were, out in the
world, doing amazing things. And
yet nobody was collating this in-
formation in one place; nobody
was celebrating my compatriots’
achievements across such a
variety of fields.”

As a well-known member of the
London Cypriot community, and

a sports journalist and radio pre-
senter with an extensive network,
Michael decided to give the pro-
ject a go himself. And the very first
two Who's Whos of Greek Cyp-
riots were born.

“Back then, we quickly recog-
nised that there were just so
many Cypriots in the UK that they
merited a separate book to them-
selves,” Michael explains. “We're
doing the same thing this time
round — collating biographies
from all the notable Cypriots in
Britain and creating a separate
book for those in other countries.
And both upcoming editions will
now feature Cypriots of all back-
grounds: to me, we're all the
same nationality, whether we're
Greek, Turkish, Armenian, or
Maronite Cypriot; we're all under
the same umbrella.”

Set for release in 2026, the
books are currently being re-
searched, and information colla-
ted. “Every time we hear or see a
Cypriot name in the news or the
media, we follow it up,” Michael
reveals. “And thanks to the pre-
vious books, we often have peo-
ple contacting us directly: ‘My
cousin did this’ or ‘my father did
that, can you include him?”

The digital age has also facili-
tated the process, Michael adds.
“When we produced the first
two books, | personally travelled
from country to country collect-
ing names and entries. | attended
community festivals in Toronto, in
Sydney and Melbourne, in South
Africa, and New York — anywhere
| might be able to source notable
Cypriots. | had a wonderful time,”
he laughs. “But it was pretty ex-

hausting. Now I'm 70; I'm not get-
ting any younger. And of course
travel is harder these days, when
you factor in the Covid pandemic.”
Thankfully, he acknowledges,
everyone, everywhere is now on
the internet, making notable Cyp-
riots far easier to find than pre-
viously. And digital progress over
the last decade has been a great
boon: the authors are now able
to accept online submissions. “If
you, or anyone you know, is
worthy of inclusion, we’d be very
happy to hear from you,” says
Michael. “Just contact us through
the ‘Cypriot Whos Who website,
or upload your information directly
to the page, and your submission
will be personally reviewed.”
Each bio will include the
entrant’s name, date of birth,
current location, family anteced-
ents, familial relationships, qual-
ifications, affiliations and mem-
berships, hobbies, and achieve-
ments, along with a clear photo-
graph of the person in question.
The team are expecting in
excess of 3,500 submissions
before the deadline. “Last time
the Who's Who of Cypriots in the
UK merited 1,000 entries, and the
Worldwide Cypriots had over
2,000,” says Michael. “In the up-
coming editions, we expect to
have far more. We'll obviously in-
clude all those who appeared in
the last books, as well as all the
new submissions; actually, though
we only launched the new pro-
cess in June, we've already had
more than 2,500 submissions!”
The criteria for inclusion are
fairly broad. “We’ll be including
Cypriots who have contributed

socially or professionally to their
communities,” Michael discloses.
“There will be Cypriots involved
in politics, media, business, sports
theatre, music and the arts, as
well as those who have carried
out invaluable social and chari-
table work.

“Basically, it's those who have
contributed in some way to their
fields, or to society,” he explains.
“So along with well-known figures
— such as Sir Stelios Haji-loan-
nou, Lord Adonis, Andros Town-
send, Dame Tracy Emin and Baro-
ness Meral Ece — we'll also be
including lesser-known Cypriots
who have positively impacted
their communities.

“I'll give you an example,” he
continues. “There’s a Turkish
Cypriot fish and chip shop owner

in Palmers Green who donated
hundreds of free meals to the
NHS during the worst of the pan-
demic. He warrants an entry. And
then there’s Myroulla Hadjitheo-
phanous, an 84-year-old Londo-
ner who raised over £150,000 for
cancer research in the UK. She
certainly merits inclusion.”
“Researching, collating, and cre-
ating two books on distinguished
Cypriots abroad is already a full-
time project, without working on
the hundreds of thousands of
notables living on the island. Per-
haps one day,” he acknowledges.
“But for the moment, we’re look-
ing at those of Cypriot origin (or
those able to trace their genea-
logy to a recent Cypriot ancestor)
who are currently based abroad
or have lived abroad for a signi-

ficant portion of their lives.”

While the criteria may seem a
little imprecise in places, there’s
nothing to stop anyone from sub-
mitting an entry, Michael con-
cludes. “At the end of the day,
both Who’s Who books will be
a repository of useful information
as well as an homage to Cypriots
abroad,” he explains. “There’s
simply so much Cypriot talent
worldwide, across so many fields.
Now that’s worth celebrating.
And recording!”

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£200 million investment in Enfield by Labour

marks turning point after years of cuts

The announcement of £200
million in funding for Enfield
by the Labour government
represents a decisive break from
the era of austerity that has de-
fined local government finances
for more than a decade. For the
first time in many years, Enfield
will not be forced to implement
further cutbacks to essential public
services. Instead, the borough is
set to receive significant invest-
ment aimed at rebuilding commu-
nity infrastructure, strengthening
local services and restoring con-
fidence in public administration.

For residents and local autho-
rities alike, this moment carries

substantial political significance.
Since the early 2010s, councils
across the country have been
compelled to reduce services,
close community facilities and
scale back vital programmes as
central government grants de-
clined. Enfield was no exception.
Libraries, youth services and so-
cial programmes were stretched
to their limits while demand for
services continued to rise. Local
leaders were repeatedly placed
in the impossible position of
choosing which services could
survive and which had to be
sacrificed.

This is the result of continued

lobbying by the Leader of Enfield
Council Ergin Erbil who has tire-
lessly worked and continues to
do so for the benefit of all the
residents in Enfield.

Thanks should also go to
Feryal Clarke MP for Enfield North
and Bambos Charalambous MP
for Southgate and Wood Green
for their support in lobbying the
Governments.

The new funding package
fundamentally alters that trajec-
tory. The £200 million allocation
will allow Enfield Council to sta-
bilise its finances while investing
in key priorities including housing,
public infrastructure, community
safety and social care. Rather
than managing decline, the bo-
rough can now begin rebuilding.

Politically, the funding signals
Labour’s commitment to revers-
ing the damage caused by aus-
terity policies. Throughout the re-
cent election campaign, Labour
leaders argued that local councils
had been systematically weak-
ened by years of Conservative-
led spending reductions. They
pledged to restore partnerships
with local government and pro-
vide the resources necessary for
councils to meet the needs of
their communities. The Enfield

investment is one of the clearest
examples yet of that pledge being
translated into action.

The significance of the an-
nouncement extends beyond the
borough itself. Enfield represents
many urban communities across
Britain that have struggled under
prolonged financial pressure. Ris-
ing housing demand, increased
need for social care, and growing
youth populations have placed
enormous strain on local servi-
ces. Yet councils were expected
to manage these challenges with
shrinking budgets. For many res-
idents, the result was visible in
deteriorating infrastructure, fewer
community programmes, and
overstretched frontline services.

The new investment offers the
possibility of a different future.
With stable funding, the council
can focus on improving neigh-
bourhoods rather than merely pre-
venting collapse. Projects to up-
grade housing, modernise public
facilities, and strengthen local
services can move forward. Com-
munity organisations that have
struggled for survival may now
receive the support they need
to expand their work.

Equally important is the psy-
chological shift this funding rep-

resents. For years, local govern-
ment has operated under a cli-
mate of financial fear. Councils
often approached each budget
cycle anticipating further reduc-
tions from central government.
That uncertainty made long-term
planning nearly impossible. The
new funding commitment offers
something that has been absent
for years: stability.

Critics of previous policies
have long argued that austerity
did not simply reduce spending
but weakened the social fabric
of communities. Youth clubs dis-
appeared, preventative health
programmes were cut, and social
support networks were reduced.
The consequences were often
felt most sharply in working-class
neighbourhoods where public
services play a crucial role in
daily life.

Labour’'s investment in
Enfield therefore carries sym-
bolic weight. It signals that re-
building public services is once
again a national priority. The
message from the government
is clear: strong communities re-
quire strong local institutions,
and those institutions must be
properly funded.

Of course, challenges remain.

Years of underinvestment can-
not be reversed overnight.
Housing shortages, social care
pressures, and infrastructure de-
mands will continue to require
careful planning and sustained
financial support. However, the
£200 million commitment pro-
vides a foundation from which
progress can begin.

For the people of Enfield, the
announcement represents more
than a financial allocation. It marks
the end of a prolonged period in
which local leaders were forced
to defend cuts they never wanted
to make. Instead, they can now
focus on improving services and
rebuilding the borough’s future.

In political terms, the funding
also demonstrates the difference
that national leadership can make
at the local level. When central
government chooses to invest
rather than withdraw, communi-
ties gain the tools they need to
thrive.

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Antigoni Buxton | Flying the Flag for Cyprus at Eurovision

Antigoni is living out a childhood
dream by representing Cyprus at the
Eurovision Song Contest, with her
song Jalla becoming the first 2026
entry to surpass one million streams
on Spotify.

Jalla, which means “more” in the Cypriot dialect,
is an up-tempo track that blends traditional sounds
with big-scale beats. She sings about dancing on
tables - and it may be hard for Europe to resist
joining her in May!

Parikiaki’'s Andrea Georgiou caught up with
Antigoni to talk about her journey to the 70th
Eurovision Song Contest and the importance of
honouring her Cypriot roots.

Eurovision has always been a dream of
yours. What was your very first reaction when
you found out you would be representing
Cyprus this year?

| was in the middle of Soho, at Aimé Leon Dore
café, getting a Freddo cappuccino - and | just
cried. Honestly, | just cried. | was so happy, | was
overjoyed. It was an amazing feeling.

My mum was on a plane to Cyprus and | was
like, “Oh my God, my mum doesn’t know.” So | was
watching to see when my messages were delivered
so | could tell her straight away. It was the best
news. And | think it was really special that my mum
was actually in Cyprus when the news came out,
so she could experience it there.

What does it mean to you personally to
carry the Cypriot flag on such an international
stage?

I’'m just so proud to represent my country and
the Cypriot people. It's a huge honour, and one |
don’t take lightly. I'm going to do everything | can
to get that win for Cyprus.

Why do you feel this is the right moment in
your career to take part in Eurovision?

Honestly, God decided it was the right moment.
It's something I've wanted for many years, but
truly, now I’'m more ready than ever. And this is
the song. I've probably been writing songs for
the last four years with Eurovision in mind, but
nothing came close to Jalla. | think everything
happens when it's meant to.

Tell us about your entry, “Jalla.” Who wrote
it and what is the message you want to get
across?

Jalla actually started as an idea with my team
a year and a half ago. It evolved, it changed - we
added things, took things away. | ended up work-
ing with Claydee, who is an amazing producer in

Greece, and his producer-partner, Paris Kalpos,
as well as Connor Mullally-Knight and Trey Qua,
who are my in-house team. Connor is my mana-
ger, and Trey and | make most of my music toge-
ther, so it really was a full team effort.

For the Cypriot lyrics, | called my cousin,
Charalambos Kallona, who gave me some ideas,
as well as Demetris Nikolaou, a friend of mine
who runs the Eurobeat Cyprus page. He actually
gave me the word ‘Jalla’, so | credited them both
as writers too.

The feeling | want to get across is Cyprus - it’s
kefi, it's joy. It's a fun song. It's not a love song,
it's a party song, and it’s for all generations. That's
what | really wanted to achieve - a cross-genera-
tional song. It's so nice seeing kids singing it, and
then Yiayiades and Bapoudes singing it too.

And I'm pretty sure it's the first Eurovision
song to use the Cypriot dialect.
Itis, yes, which I'm really proud of.

How important was it for you to include
well-known UK Cypriots in the music video?

| loved that idea because | wanted to show the
Cyprus that | know. As someone from the dias-
pora - you grew up in north London too - you'll re-
member when that moment with Stavros Flatley
happened on Britain’s Got Talent. We all lost our
heads. It was such a funny Cypriot moment, so it
was important to me to include that.

Then you've got Sophia Hadjipanteli, Cypriot

Smurf, my mum (Tonia Buxton) - all key Cypriot
icons.

You’ve handled criticism with grace - is it
difficult hearing negative comments and what
do you have to say to your critics?

“As’tous na laloun!” - the response is in the song!
It's not always nice, but at the end of the day, | gen-
uinely believe that people who sit on their phones
writing negative comments about others aren’t
happy people. | try to remember that. It's not a re-
flection of me; it's a reflection of them.

Everyone’s entitled to their opinion, but I'm over-
whelmed with love and I’'m really grateful for that.
That’s what I’'m focusing on.

How are you preparing mentally and physi-
cally for your Eurovision experience?

Mentally, | want to make sure I'm fully prepared.
We've already started rehearsals, we’ve learned
a lot of the choreography and staging, and we've
still got nearly three months to go. I'm trying to be
over-prepared and stay calm. | also need to give
myself some mental space because right now |
barely have a second to breathe. It's important to
take time for myself.

Physically, | always train, so I'm staying in the
gym, singing the song on the treadmill and pro-
tecting my voice. I'm a talker, as you can tell - | want
to chat to everyone - but | have to be disciplined
about protecting my voice so | can be A1 on that
stage.

Can you say anything about the staging and
what will make Cyprus stand out this year?

| can’t say anything yet, but | can promise it's
going to be something strong. It will represent
Cyprus in a really positive way, and it's going to
feel very modern.

Who has been your biggest support system
throughout this journey?

My family - my parents, my siblings. I'm really,
really blessed to have a family that has supported
and pushed me. None of this would have happened
without them. We’re very close.

Finally, which past Eurovision performance
is your all-time favourite?

Elena Paparizou’s My Number One. It has to be.
I've been obsessed with it since | was a kid - so
yes, that’s my favourite.

Fingers crossed, Antigoni will be bringing Jalla
- and Eurovision 2027 - to Cyprus! We wish her
the best of luck!

Antigoni will perform “Jalla” for Cyprus in the
second half of the second semi-final at the 70th
Eurovision Song Contest on Thursday 14 May
in Vienna, Austria.

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John Wayne: A film career and an American icon

man who made Westerns, or even as one of
Hollywood’s most bankable leading men; he
is shorthand for an idea of America.

To say “John Wayne” is to conjure not only the
actor, but the entire cultural vocabulary of tough-
ness, independence, swagger, and a kind of mus-
cular optimism that could seem either inspiring or
overbearing, depending on the mood of the nation.

Wayne's career, stretching across five decades
and more than 170 films, is too sprawling to be re-
duced to a single arc. He was not born a star. He
was not even born “John Wayne.” Marion Morrison
was the name on his lowa birth certificate in 1907.

The transformation into John Wayne was itself
a Hollywood invention, dreamed up by studio pub-
licists who knew that Marion Morrison was un-
likely to sell tickets in the Great Depression. Yet it
would be unfair to call Wayne entirely a manu-
factured product.

Unlike some actors who became famous for a
lucky role or a face that fit the times, Wayne built
his stardom the hard way: through years of bit parts,
B-pictures, and endless hours in the saddle until
he moved like a man who had spent his life on
horseback.

l ohn Wayne is not merely remembered as a

The breakthrough

The defining moment came in 1939, when John
Ford cast Wayne in Stagecoach. As the Ringo
Kid, Wayne swung into the frame with a camera
move that is still taught in film schools: a push-in
that seems to announce, this is the man you've
been waiting for. And he was. Wayne’s earlier work
had been mired in forgettable low-budget West-
erns-movies with titles like Ride Him, Cowboy or
Texas Cyclone. In Stagecoach, he found a direc-
tor who knew how to frame his physical presence,
his gait, his deep voice, and most importantly, the
odd mixture of gentleness and menace that de-
fined his screen persona.

From there, Wayne’s career became a collabo-
ration with Ford and other directors who understood
him. Fort Apache(1948), She Wore a Yellow Ribbon
(1949), Rio Grande (1950) - these cavalry West-
erns are more than action films. They are moral-
ity plays about duty and honour, in which Wayne
often plays the man who understands that autho-
rity comes with costs. In Red River (1948), under
Howard Hawks, Wayne played a darker, more
obsessive role: a cattleman driven nearly mad by
his quest for control. This was not the benign cow-
boy of Saturday matinées, but a man as ruthless
as he was commanding.

An icon in uniform

The war years and their aftermath gave Wayne
another stage. Although he did not serve in World
War Il - a fact that would shadow his reputation
later - he played soldiers, pilots, and admirals with
the conviction of a man convinced he was embo-
dying the American fighting spirit.

Films like Sands of Iwo Jima (1949) and Flying
Leathernecks (1951) presented Wayne not as a
soldier among soldiers, but as the embodiment of
leadership itself. In Sands of lwo Jima, his portrayal
of Sergeant Stryker earned him an Academy
Award nomination, not least because it tapped into
the grief of a nation remembering its dead and
honouring its survivors.

This dual role—never a veteran, yet forever the
soldier - helped Wayne’s status as a symbol but
complicated his reality. Critics, especially in later
decades, would remind audiences that Wayne's
patriotism was more cinematic than personal. Yet
audiences accepted him.

The persona
Wayne’s acting has been both underestimated
and overpraised. He was not a chameleon like

Laurence Olivier or a craftsman like Spencer Tracy.
He was always recognisably Wayne. But to say that
is not to say he could not act. His technique was
rooted in presence, in subtlety. He had a way of
pausing before speaking, as though weighing
every word. He moved slowly, deliberately, with
that rolling walk that seemed half swagger, half
limp. He didn’t need elaborate gestures; a tilt of his
head, a squint, or the drawl of a single word could
tell you everything you needed to know about the
character.

One of the enduring myths about Wayne is that
he was “always the same.” In fact, his best roles
reveal surprising range. Consider The Searchers
(1956), where his Ethan Edwards is both heroic and
deeply disturbing. A Civil War veteran obsessed
with racial hatred, Edwards searches for his kid-
napped niece with a vengeance that borders on
genocidal mania. Wayne never softens the char-
acter; he leans into Edwards’ darkness. Yet by the
film’s end, his lonely, iconic silhouette framed in
the doorway, we sense both the nobility and tragedy
of the man. Wayne never played a more complex
role, and Ford never directed him better.

Politics and the man offscreen

It is impossible to discuss John Wayne as an
icon without confronting his politics. Wayne was
a staunch conservative, a vocal supporter of the
Vietnam War, a critic of student protests, and in
later years the face of an older America suspicious
of social change.

And yet, this too is part of the Wayne mythos.
He was never shy about embodying a version of
America that was unapologetically tough, individ-
ualistic, and resistant to change. For his admirers,
this made him authentic. For his critics, it made him
reactionary. What cannot be denied is that Wayne
blurred the line between persona and personality
more than almost any other actor. His political
speeches sounded like lines from his movies; his
movies sounded like his political speeches.

The later years

By the 1960s and '70s, Wayne had become not
only a star but an institution. Films like The Alamo
(1960), which he directed, were monuments to
his vision of American history. The project nearly
bankrupted him, but it also cemented his reputa-
tion as more than just a hired actor - he was a man
on a mission to tell America’s story as he under-
stood it.

He won his only Oscar for True Grit (1969), play-
ing the boozy, one-eyed Rooster Cogburn. It was
not his greatest performance, but perhaps the
Academy was rewarding the career rather than the
role. Still, the part allowed Wayne to play with his
own legend-aging, shambling, funny, yet still com-
manding when it mattered. In The Shootist (1976),
his final film, Wayne played an aging gunfighter
dying of cancer. By then, Wayne himself was batt-
ling cancer, and the film has an elegiac tone, as
though the man and the myth were preparing to
ride off together into the sunset.

The American icon

So why John Wayne? Why has his name endured
while so many other Western stars - Randolph
Scott, Joel McCrea, Alan Ladd - have faded into
the background of film history? The answer lies
partly in his timing. Wayne came of age in the
golden era of Hollywood, when movies were the
dominant cultural force. He was the right man for
the Western, a genre that defined American cinema
for decades. And he had a gift for embodying
qualities Americans wanted to see in themselves:
independence, courage, decisiveness.

But there is more. Wayne’s iconography endures
because it represents both aspiration and contra-
diction. He was the strong man who could also be

tender, the loner who nevertheless defended the
community, the man of violence who longed for
peace. He was also the embodiment of America’s
blind spots - its arrogance, its unwillingness to
question its own righteousness. Watching Wayne
is to watch America in dialogue with itself. His in-
fluence can be felt in Clint Eastwood, who began
as a Wayne disciple before deconstructing the
cowboy myth in films like Unforgiven. It can be seen
in politicians who invoke “John Wayne toughness,”
and in the way every actor who picks up a six-
shooter seems to measure themselves against
him. Even his detractors define him by opposition:
to say you reject the “John Wayne America” is to
acknowledge that such a thing exists.

A closing shot

When John Wayne died in 1979, President
Jimmy Carter called him “an American hero,” and
the phrase seemed less like a cliché than a state-
ment of fact. Wayne was buried with a simple grave
marker that read, “Feo, Fuerte y Formal” - ugly,
strong, and dignified. It is a phrase that captures the
paradox of his career. He was not conventionally
handsome, he was not always graceful, but he was
unmistakably dignified in his way, a giant who
loomed over the 20th century not only in movies
but in the American imagination.

If cinema is the great American art form, then
John Wayne is one of its essential brushstrokes.
He is the cowboy, the soldier, the frontier, the battle,
the victory, the cost. To revisit his films is to revisit
the myths of America itself, myths that still shape
the way we see ourselves and the way the world
sees us. Love him or argue with him, admire him
or deconstruct him 0 John Wayne remains, and
will remain, an icon.

TOP 10 FILMS:

The Searchers (1956) - John Ford’s The
Searchers is not only one of the greatest Western
ever made; it is also one of the darkest. It begins
with the familiar iconography - wide skies, Monu-
ment Valley, John Wayne framed in the doorway
- but almost immediately we sense that some-
thing is off. The hero here is Ethan Edwards, a
Civil War veteran who rides out of the desert like
an avenging ghost. He has the Wayne walk, the
Wayne squint, the Wayne presence. But look
closely: the qualities that once made Wayne re-
assuring now seem dangerous.

The story is simple on its surface. Ethan’s niece
is kidnapped by Comanches, and he sets out on
a years-long quest to bring her back. But what
drives him? Is it love for family, or a hatred so deep
that it poisons his every gesture? Wayne’s perfor-
mance is chilling because he never lets us be sure.
Ethan is capable, relentless, even noble in his en-
durance. Yet he is also consumed by racial hatred,
ready to kill the very girl he is searching for if she
has become “tainted” by life with the Comanche
tribe.

Ford frames the film as both epic and intimate.
Monument Valley becomes less a backdrop than
a mirror of Ethan’s desolation - majestic, yes, but
barren, empty, endless. In one unforgettable shot,
Ethan fires at the eyes of a dead Comanche, so
the soul cannot travel to the afterlife. In another,
he lifts Natalie Wood into his arms with a gesture
that could be murder or salvation. The ambiguity
is the point.

For Wayne, the role was the summit of his career.
He had played heroes and leaders before, but
never someone so haunted. By the fim’s end, when
he delivers the girl home and stands framed in that
doorway, unable to enter the house, we under-
stand why. Ethan is a man who belongs outside,
not within. Civilization has no place for him.

The Searchers lingers because it dismantles

its own myth. It is a Western about the cost of being
a Western hero, about the violence that underlies
the frontier dream. Wayne lets us see both the
hero America wanted and the darker truth America
avoided.

That final closing door is not only on Ethan
Edwards. It is on the America he represents.

Stagecoach (1939, dir. John Ford) — The
breakthrough role that made Wayne a star, as the
Ringo Kid.

Red River (1948, dir. Howard Hawks) — A
darker, complex role as a ruthless cattle baron
locked in a power struggle with his adopted son
(Clift Montgomery).

Sands of Iwo Jima (1949, dir. Allan Dwan) —
Wayne as Sergeant Stryker, earning him an Oscar
nomination for embodying the toughness and
sacrifice of the American soldier.

She Wore a Yellow Ribbon (1949, dir. John
Ford) — Wayne as aging cavalry officer Nathan
Brittles, a surprisingly tender, elegiac role.

Rio Bravo (1959, dir. Howard Hawks) — A
classic ensemble Western starring Dean Martin,
Angie Dickinson, Ricky Nelson, with Wayne as
the laid-back but firm sheriff.

The Man Who Shot Liberty Valance (1962,
dir. John Ford) — A film about myth and reality
in the Old West, with Wayne embodying the man
of action overshadowed by progress. With James
Stewart and Lee Marvin.

True Grit (1969, dir. Henry Hathaway) — The
performance that won him his only Oscar, playing
the grizzled, one-eyed Rooster Cogburn.

The Quiet Man (1952, dir. John Ford) — Aroman-
tic, humorous turn in Ireland, showing Wayne’s
versatility beyond the Western and war film.

The Shootist (1976, dir. Don Siegel) — His final
film, playing an aging gunfighter dying of cancer;
both a role and a farewell to his career.

Marion Robert Morrison (May 26, 1907 — June
11, 1979), born in Winterset, lowa, but grew up in
Southern California. Known professionally as
John Wayne - nicknamed “Duke".

How To Make
A Killing

KIND HEARTS AND CORO-
NETS remains one of the most
enjoyable comedies in the his-
tory of British cinema and the
idea of remaking it is simply a
sacrilege. So, to be fair to writer/
director John Patton Ford, who
now claims that the classic Ea-
ling comedy which was made in
1949 was only an inspiration for
his updated action comedy even
though the basic plot is almost
identical.

The action moves from Eng-
land to modern day America and
Glen Powell steps into Denis
Price’s elegant shoes playing
Beckett Redfellow, a man deter-
mined to reclaim his mother’s
inheritance with any means pos-
sible but first he needs to start
eliminating a long line of relatives
who stand along his way...

Powell is a charming perfor-
mer and makes a credible hero
but the presence of Alec Guin-
ess from the original where he
played all the relatives, includ-
ing male as well as female, is
greatly missed.

Itis a likable and very watch-
able film with decent perform-
ances including Margaret Qual-
ley’s enigmatic femme fatale as
Beckett’s childhood friend and
first love Julia and from Ed Harris
as the powerful patriarch of the
Redfellow family.

Overall, this is an OK film but
not that memorable and com-
pared to Robert Hamer’s time-

less classic it lacks wit, thrills and
laughs. See it if must but first
search to find the original.

The Tasters

This brilliant Italian film by
Silvio Soldini is based on Rosella
Postorino’s novel “At the Wolf's
Table” and is made in the Ger-
man language.

Itis a powerful true story which
is inspired by the testimony of
Margot Wolk, who decades after
the war she broke her silence
and spoke about her experi-
ences when she was a young
woman and forced to taste Adolf
Hitler’s meals at his hiding place
known as the Wolf’s Lair.

The film focuses on a group of
young, healthy German women
who are forced against their will

Of Hills

This elegant film from Kei Ishi-
kawa is adapted from the novel
by Kazuo Ishiguro which follows

the story of Etsuko (Suzu Hirose),
a young woman in 1952 Nagasaki
who abandons a promising ca-
reer in music to become a house-
wife and who begins to feel even
more isolated after she becomes
pregnant with her first child. And
then the action moves to England
during the 80’s where Etsuko
(Yoh Yoshida) is now a married
woman for the second time and
with a grown up daughter called
Nikki (Camilla Aiko), an aspiring
journalist who needs to know
more details about her mother’s
tragic past...

The story paints a fine portrait
of a woman at different stages in
her life and the action switches
effortlessly between two coun-
tries and at different times.

he Middle Ground Theatre
I Company production of
The Signalman (Yvonne
Arnaud, Guildford), this being
a ghost story by Charles Dick-
ens (adapted for the stage by
Francis Evelyn), is storytelling of
yesteryear. Imagine the scene
— a small gathering around an
open fire and a shanakee, sip-
ping a pint of stout, begins to tell
the tale of a railway signalman,
who notices a mysterious travel-
ler passing by his box. It is dark
and tenebrous and the two men
engage in conversation, mainly
stories about the railways which
then turn to tales of the super-
natural. Another sip of stout and
the shanakee is in full flow. Ex-
cept in this case these two men
do exist and the mystery man
returns the following evening,
at which point the signalman,
now in a heightened state,
begins to confess his fears for
what the future holds. Simple
enough and this being Dickens
itis told in such a way as to fas-
cinate and captivate. Simple,
atmospheric and compelling.
However, from the audience
perspective, and me not want-
ing to reveal any spoilers, | shall
be circumspect about what more
detail | give you.

It twists and turns with the
ending being particularly surpri-
sing and at one point my com-
panion was so spooked she
jumped out of her seat. | gently
accused her of being a drama
queen but there is no doubt she
was shaken. The video projec-
tions add to the drama and for
the most part are very effective
— although the railway line
through the tunnel was more
ladder than rail track - evoking
the gloom and grime of a grubby
environment where all sorts of
untoward things might happen.
And when the set completely
blacks out it is deliciously unner-
ving causing a deal of conster-
nation in the audience. Such
simplicity in the theatre, as with
moments of complete silence
where the characters refrain
from any verbal communica-
tion and allow their face and
bodies to convey their thoughts
and feelings, are enthralling.

The two lead performances,
Chris Walker (The Signalman)
and John Burton (The Traveller)
create natural and believable
characters, the kind of chaps you
can imagine meeting by a rail-
way station on a gloomy night
in Victorian England. Their por-
trayals are understated and
neatly directed by Michael Lun-
ney (who also designed the evo-
cative Dickensian set). Walker
is a tormented soul who slowly
but surely disintegrates into a
mess, battered by episodic con-
fusion and upset. In sharp con-

trast Burton is full of bravado
and begins with assurance and
confidence but he too spirals
downwards into a malaise of
despondency. Together they are
two very fine shanakees.

Evelyn’s adaptation, which
has been slightly extended, cap-
tures the essence and psycho-
logical impact inherent in Dickens’
work and now this little-known
story can be added to what is
an extraordinary bibliography,
this being another ghostly story.

Meanwhile Susanna Tenbriou
is also wary of a femme fatale...

Allie is a recently divorced
mum. She has just launched a
tech start up and is trying to do
that while being a single parent
to a restless teenager. She needs
cash so takes on Hedy, a colour-
ful character, as a lodger. From
that moment on life will never be
the same. Single White Female
(New Victoria Theatre, Woking)
is described as a ‘psychological
erotic thriller’. Gordon Green-
berg’s production, adapted for
the stage by Rebecca Reid is
cleverly updated with all the con-
temporary stuff, unsurprisingly
dominated by stress and social
media, smartly interwoven into
John Lutz’s original novel, mak-
ing it very relatable to modern
life.

Lisa Faulkner, who is retumning
to the stage after twenty years,
is compelling as Allie, the per-
fect foil for Kim Marsh as Hedy,
a woman whose smile could
charm birds from the trees with
utterly ruthless motives. Integral
to making the show so believ-
able and real to modern life is
the role of Bella, Allie’s teenage
daughter, specifically written for
this adaptation. Amy Snudden’s
performance is brilliant and per-
fectly captures the teen world —
the good, the bad and the an-
noying.

Greenberg gets a nice balance
in his direction; it ebbs and flows
skilfully. Once it was over you
could still sense the frisson of
excitement, a sure-fire sign this
is a show that will continue to
thrill audiences as the Uk tour
moves on around the country.

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Orthodox Lent fasting recipes

The purpose of Orthodox Lent, a 40-day period
of fasting before Easter, is to cleanse the body
and the spirit in preparation for accepting the
Resurrection at Easter, which is the most sacred
of all observances in the Greek Orthodox faith.

One can see the health benefits of this type of
fasting, the Lenten dishes consisting of delicious
combinations of herb flavoured rice, black eyed
peas, beans or lentils baked or as salads, pies with
greens, pickles, spring onions, lettuce leaves, dips
made with eggplant, chickpeas, fava (split yellow
pea puree) and all vegetables.

Here are a couple of Lenten recipes for you to
enjoy.

STUFFED TOMATOES

Stuffed tomatoes are another in the delicious
line of traditional Greek stuffed vegetables, or
gemistes.

Ingredients:
8 large tomatoes
1 cup chopped onion
1 cup (uncooked) rice
2 cup olive oil
a cup currants
4 cup pine nuts
a cup fresh mint
Ya cup fresh dill
2 cups water
17 tsp salt and pepper
1 cup of tomato insides, mashed
% cup warm water (in addition to 2 cups above)

Method:

1. Slice off top of each tomato to make small
lids.

2. Scoop out insides of tomatoes and save 1
cup. Mash tomato insides well and set aside.

3.T oast pine nuts in pan over medium heat for
2-3 minutes until very lightly brown. Finely chop
and combine fresh herbs. Set aside.

4. Sauté onions until soft then stir in rice and
cook on low for 5 minutes. Add pine nuts, currants,
herbs, tomato insides, rice and 2 cups water.

Bring to simmer, cover and cook for 10 minutes.

5. Allow filling to cool for approximately 10 min-
utes before filling tomatoes. You can make filling
up to 5 days ahead of time and keep covered in
refrigerator until ready to fill/bake. Remember to
bring to room temperature before using.

6. When ready to bake, fit tomatoes into a pan
which holds them snuggly and fill each tomato to
the top with rice filling. Cover filled tomatoes with
lids and brush tops and sides with olive oil. Add
% cup warm water to the bottom of the pan in
between stuffed tomatoes and bake for 1 2 hours
in 375° oven.

GREEK STYLE FRIED ZUCCHINI

When your garden is overflowing with zucchini
this fried zucchini recipe is a simple and easy
vegetable dish that is great for parties and get-
together.

Ingredients:
2 Ibs Zucchini
Pepper / Salt
Flour (Use gluten-free if following a gluten-free

diet)
Olive oil for frying

Method:

1. Mix salt and pepper into flour. Dip each into
the seasoned flour and shake off any excess.

2. Heat olive oil in a large frying pan.

3. Fry a few zucchini slices at a time in the hot
oil until golden brown.

4. Serve with skordalia or tzatziki dipping
sauces.

SKORDALIA (TRADITIONAL GREEK
POTATO AND GARLIC DIP)

If you love garlic, then you have to try this amaz-
ing traditional Greek skordalia recipe. Skordalia
is a rich and hearty Greek potato dip, which takes
its name by the basic ingredient used to prepare
it and it is of course skordo (garlic).

Ingredients:
5-6 medium potatoes
5-7 cloves of garlic (according to preference)

2 tbsps red wine vinegar

2 a cup extra virgin olive oil

/2 a cup water (from the boiled potatoes)
1 tbsp salt

Method:

1. Wash and peel the potatoes and place them
in a large saucepan. Cover with cold water and
bring to the boil. Lower the heat to a gentle simmer
and cook for about 30 minutes until tender. Drain
them in a colander and keep %2 a cup of the boiling
water.

2. In a food processor add 2 a cup of the boil-
ing water, the garlic, red wine vinegar and season
with salt. Blend until the garlic is diluted. Cut the
potatoes in pieces, add them in the food proces-
sor and blend to combine. Pour in the olive oil a
little bit at a time, whilst blending, like making
mayonnaise. Blend until the oil is incorporated
and the mixture is smooth and creamy.

3. When making a skordalia recipe, it is
essential, that the potatoes are hot. If the pota-
toes are cold, then it will be difficult to combine
the ingredients and the skordalia will become
lumpy.

FA Cup Round Up

Third-tier strugglers Port
Vale pulled off the shock
of the FA Cup fifth round
to beat Premier League Sunder-
land 1-0 and reach the quarter-
finals for the first time since 1954
on Sunday.

Ben Waine’s 28th-minute
goal proved enough to clinch a
famous victory for the Vale Park
club who are in danger of being
relegated from League One this
season.

There was another surprise,
albeit a milder one, earlier on
Sunday as Premier League Ful-
ham were beaten 1-0 at home
by second-tier Southampton.

Leeds United avoided a
Sunday wipe-out for Premier
League clubs, though, as they
dispatched Championship side
Norwich City 3-0 with goals by
Sean Longstaff, Gabriel Gud-
mundsson and Joel Piroe at
Elland Road.

Southampton became the
first non-Premier League club
to reach the quarter-finals of this
season’s competition thanks to
a late penalty by substitute Ross
Stewart after Finn Azaz was
brought down in the area by

Joachim Andersen.

Sunderland, mid-table in the
Premier League and 57 places
higher than League One bottom
club Port Vale, were pedestrian
against their fired-up hosts and
paid the penalty. Waine headed
in after Sunderland failed to
clear a corner and the hosts de-
servedly held on despite some
late pressure.

The 24-year-old New Zealand
international, who also scored the
winner against second-tier Bris-
tol City in midweek in a delayed
fourth-round tie, celebrated in
the fashion of former Newcastle
United striker Alan Shearer, one
arm aloft.

“The Premier League is our
first objective, 100%. We tried
to go strong with the players we
had. We trained properly before.
If you don’t show enough you
get punished and that’'s what
happened today,” manager Regis
Le Bris, said.

Former winners Southampton
are back in the quarter-finals
having reached that stage in
2020-21 and 2021-22 and they
thoroughly deserved to see off
a lacklustre Fulham.

Arsenal survived a genuine
scare in the FA Cup fifth round
on Saturday as they edged past
spirited third-tier Mansfield Town
2-1, with Eberechi Eze’s thunder-
bolt sending the Premier League
leaders into the quarter-finals.

Noni Madueke gave Arsenal
the lead going into halftime at
Field Mill but Will Evans equal-
ised for Nigel Clough’s Mansfield
before Eze scored in the 66th
minute to ensure the top-flight
side progressed to the last eight.

Mikel Arteta named a much-
changed side, starting teen-
agers Max Dowman and Marli
Salmon, as Arsenal became the
first Premier League side to start
a competitive game with two
players aged 16 or under in any
competition.

Dowman, Arsenal’s youngest-
ever FA Cup player at 16, emer-
ged as a lively attacking threat
as the top-flight side gradually
found their rhythm before Ma-
dueke broke the deadlock in the
41st minute.

Madueke, who had an initial
shot saved, curled a powerful
finish into the far corner to give
Arsenal their 100th goal of the
season in all competitions.

Clough brought on Evans for
the second half and the Welsh
striker made an instant impact,
netting five minutes after com-
ing on.

The 28-year-old wrong-footed
a second-guessing Cristhian
Mosquera before finishing past
Kepa Arrizabalaga in Arsenal’s
goal.

Liverpool cruised into the FA
Cup quarter-finals with a domi-
nant second-half display against
Wolves to keep alive their hopes
of salvaging the season.

The Reds had suffered a
last-gasp defeat in the Premier
League at Molineux on Tuesday
but gained revenge to reach the

last eight.

After a forgettable first half,
where they struggled for creati-
vity and energy, the visitors then
raced to a 2-0 lead within 10
minutes of the restart.

Andy Robertson collected
Curtis Jones' pass and rifled into
the bottom corner from 25 yards
for his first goal since Septem-
ber, before Mohamed Salah
struck 95 seconds later.

The Scotland international has
only started five league games
this season - and almost joined
Tottenham in January - but un-
derlined why he has been so
crucial to Liverpool's success
since joining from Hull in 2017.

Moments later, he crossed for
Salah to find the roof of the net,
with the goal given after a video
assistant referee (VAR) check
for offside.

Midfielder Jones netted a third
when he curled in from the edge
of the area with 16 minutes left,
before Hee-Chan Hwang pulled
a goal back for Wolves in injury
time.

West Ham United put their re-
legation worries to one side to
reach the quarter-finals of the
FA Cup for the first time in 10
years by defeating London rivals
Brentford 5-3 on penalties.

Dango Ouattara was guilty of
a terrible miss while attempting
a Panenka before Konstantinos
Mavropanos struck the winning
kick to book the Hammers a
last-eight home tie with Leeds
United.

In a dramatic game, Jarrod
Bowen's 19th-minute close-range
finish - after Brentford failed to
deal properly with a corner - put
the Hammers ahead before Igor
Thiago equalised eight minutes
later with his 20th goal of the
season.

Captain Bowen restored West
Ham's lead by sending Caoimhin

Kelleher the wrong way from
the penalty spot in the 34th min-
ute following Michael Kayode's
foul on Adama Traore.

It looked like the Hammers
were closing in on victory until
in-form Brazilian forward Thiago
forced extra time from the spot
after Crysencio Summerville's
80th-minute foul on Kayode.

There were no further goals in
extra time, with Kelleher produc-
ing an outstanding one-handed
save to keep out substitute Cal-
lum Wilson.

But West Ham, coupled with
Ouattara's poor attempt, held
their nerve during the spot-kicks
to go through.

Chelsea twice came from be-
hind to scupper 10-man Wrex-
ham's hopes of a giant-killing in
a thrilling FA Cup fifth-round tie
in Wales.

The eight-time winners were
set on their way to the quarter-
finals thanks to Alejandro Gar-
nacho's extra-time volley that put
them ahead for the first time,
with substitute Joao Pedro wrap-
ping up the win late on.

Victory came after the Premier
League side had struggled for
much of the contest when 11
versus 11, in front of the Welsh
club's Hollywood owners Ryan
Reynolds and Rob McElhenney.
It was a dramatic tie, with Sam
Smith squeezing a shot in at the
near post after exploiting Chel-
sea's high line to open the scor-
ing for Wrexham.

But winger Garnacho forced
an unfortunate own goal before
half-time when his effort was
cleared by George Thomason
onto Wrexham goalkeeper Ar-
thur Okonkwo's back and re-
bounded into the net

Newcastle who started this
fifth-round tie with real intent
and Nick Woltemade saw a
header cleared off the line by

Nico Gonzalez before the hosts
found a way through.

Barnes beat the offside trap
to latch on to Sandro Tonali's
through ball before taking a
touch inside on to his favoured
right foot and unleashing a clini-
cal curling effort into the far cor-
ner to take the roof off the sta-
dium.

The goal merely awakened
Manchester City, though, as the
visitors pinned Newcastle back
and Guardiola's team drew level
following a sustained period of
pressure.

Jeremy Doku's drilled cross
from the left went all the way
through to the unmarked Savin-
ho at the back post, and the ball
ended up striking the knee of the
Manchester City forward and
bobbling over the line.

Stunned Newcastle sorely
needed to regroup at half-time,
but Manchester City merely
picked up from where they left
off after the break and took the
lead in familiar fashion.

This time Matheus Nunes cut
the ball across from the right and
there was Marmoush at the far
post to lash home after taking a
cool touch.

Marmoush grabbed another
just a few minutes later after un-
leashing a rocket from just out-
side the box, which left Newcas-
tle goalkeeper Aaron Ramsdale
with no chance.

Manchester City,, reached the
FA Cup quarter-finals for an
eighth successive season.
