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Top US counterterrorism
official resigns over Iran war

onald Trump’s leading counter-
Dterrorism official has resigned in
protest over the war with Iran, cal-
ling on the president to “reverse course.”

In a letter shared on X, National Counter-
terrorism Center Director Joe Kent stated
that Iran posed “no imminent threat” to the
United States and argued that the admin-
istration had “started this war due to pres-
sure from Israel and its powerful American
lobby.”

The White House rejected the claims,
insisting the president had “compelling evi-
dence” that Iran was preparing to strike the
US. A monitoring group that tracks hate

speech also accused Kent of using “antise-
mitic tropes.”

With his departure, Kent becomes the
most senior figure within Trump’s adminis-
tration to publicly oppose the US-Israeli mili-
tary action against Iran.

Speaking from the Oval Office on Tuesday,
Trump described Kent as a “nice guy” but
said he was “weak on security.” He added
that the resignation letter made him realise
“it was a good thing that he’s out.”

In his letter to Trump, Kent alleged that
“high-ranking Israeli officials” and influential
American journalists had spread “misinfor-
mation” that led the president to abandon
his “America First” agenda.

“This echo chamber was used to deceive
you into believing that Iran posed an immi-
nent threat to the United States,” the letter
said. “This was a lie.”

Kent, a long-time supporter of Trump who
unsuccessfully ran for Congress twice, was
nominated early in the administration and
narrowly confirmed. During his confirmation
hearings, he declined to reject claims that
federal agents had incited the January 2021
riot at the US Capitol, or that Trump had lost
the 2020 election.

Democrats had also criticised his decision
to hire a member of the far-right Proud Boys
group as a consultant during his 2022 cam-
paign.

The Anti-Defamation League said in a
statement that Kent's resignation letter drew
on “age-old antisemitic tropes.”

“So it's no surprise that he would blame
Israel and the media for pushing the Presi-
dent into war against the Iranian regime,”

the group said.

llan Goldenberg, a senior figure at the lib-
eral pro-Israel advocacy group J Street, des-
cribed the letter as “ugly stuff that plays on
the worst antisemitic tropes.”

Kent, 45, is a U.S. special forces and CIA
veteran whose wife, Navy cryptologic tech-
nician Shannon Kent, was killed in a suicide
bombing in Syria in 2019. A father of two, he
served on 11 overseas deployments with the
U.S. military, including missions with Army
special forces in Iraq.

He later worked as a paramilitary officer
at the CIA before leaving government ser-
vice following his wife’s death.

In his resignation letter, Kent cited both
his military experience and personal loss,
saying he “cannot support sending the next
generation off to fight and die in a war that
serves no benefit to the American people
nor justifies the cost of American lives.”

At the National Counterterrorism Center,
Kent reported to Director of National Intelli-
gence Tulsi Gabbard and was responsible
for overseeing the analysis and identifica-
tion of potential terrorist threats worldwide.

Kent’s resignation follows a number of de-
partures by senior officials in Trump’s admin-
istration, including Securities and Exchange
Commission enforcement director Margaret
Ryan and Kennedy Center head Richard
Grenell.

Despite this, Trump’s second term has
seen significantly less turnover compared
with his first period in office from 2017 to
2021.

Cyprus security highlighted in Greece — UK defence talks

yprus featured promi-
‘ nently in talks between
Greek Defence Minister
Nikos Dendias and his British
counterpart John Healey in
London, amid growing geopo-
litical tensions in the region.
According to statements by
Dendias, he underlined Greece’s
increased interest in the security
of the Republic of Cyprus, as well
as the corresponding interest of
the United Kingdom.
He also briefed Healey on

Athens’ initiatives in the field of
security, both in relation to Cyprus
and within Greece’s obligations
to the European Union and Nato,
including cooperation with Bul-
garia.

Discussions focused on the
importance of Greek-British co-
operation in addressing modern
geopolitical challenges, particu-
larly developments in the eastern
Mediterranean linked to the war
in Iran.

Dendias said the meeting took

place at a time of heightened
global instability, which he des-
cribed as one of the most critical
periods since the World War II.

The two sides also discussed
bilateral defence cooperation,
with emphasis on innovation
and new technologies. Efforts
are underway to bring the Greek
and British defence innovation
ecosystems closer together, with
the Hellenic Centre for Defence
Innovation expected to play a
key role.

Both ministers also stressed
the importance of safeguarding
maritime routes, with Greece
highlighting its role as a leading
maritime power and placing par-
ticular emphasis on maintaining
freedom of navigation — a posi-
tion shared by the UK.

The two agreed to remain in
close contact to coordinate res-
ponses to evolving challenges.

In a post on X, Dendias said
the meeting focused on stability
and security challenges in the
eastern Mediterranean, as well
as developments in Iran, the Mid-

dle East, Lebanon and Ukraine.

He added that discussions
also covered strengthening de-
fence cooperation between the
Greek and British armed forces,
particularly in the fields of inno-
vation and unmanned systems,
within the framework of Greece’s
Agenda 2030.

Asked whether Greece would
send a ship to the Strait of Hor-
muz, Dendias said there was
currently no such prospect. “The
situation in the wider region is
such that | do not think there is
any such possibility at the mo-
ment,” he said.

Dendias also met UK national
security adviser Jonathan Pow-
ell, with discussions focusing on
security threats and geopolitical
developments in the Middle East,
Iran and Ukraine.

The visit forms part of ongoing
efforts to strengthen bilateral re-
lations in defence, security and
innovation, as well as to enhance
the exchange of expertise on
issues of common interest, the
Greek defence ministry said.

Starmer rules out
joining wider Iran war

rime Minister Keir Star-
P mer stated on Monday
that Britain would not
become involved in a wider
war with Iran, but would in-
stead collaborate with allies
on a “viable collective plan”
to reopen the strategically
crucial Strait of Hormuz, while
acknowledging the complexi-
ty of such an effort.

U.S. President Donald Trump
has sharply criticised Starmer
for initially withholding support
for the U.S.-Israeli strikes on
Tehran, and over the weekend
suggested that Britain, China,
France, Japan, and South Korea
should deploy warships to the
region to help reopen the wa-
terway.

Speaking at a press confer-
ence, Starmer emphasised that
restoring access through the
strait was essential to stabilis-
ing global energy markets. He
said he was in discussions with
allies across Europe, the Gulf,
and the United States about a
coordinated approach to ensure
freedom of navigation, noting
that any such mission would not
be led by NATO.

He also announced the first
tranche of financial assistance
for British households affected
by the crisis, outlining a £53
million support package aimed
at the most vulnerable, particu-
larly those reliant on heating oil,
whose costs have surged due
to the conflict.

“Ultimately, we have to reopen
the Strait of Hormuz to ensure
stability in the oil market. That

is not a simple task,” Starmer
told reporters.

“So we’re working with all of
our allies, including our Euro-
pean partners, to bring together
a viable collective plan that can
restore freedom of navigation
in the region as quickly as pos-
sible and ease the economic
impact.”

Roughly one-fifth of the world’s
oil and liquefied natural gas
typically passes through the
narrow channel between Iran
and Oman. Iran’s effective clo-
sure of the strait has driven oil
prices above $100 per barrel.

Starmer reiterated that while
Britain was “taking the neces-
sary action to defend ourselves
and our allies,” it would not be
drawn further into the broader
conflict.

When asked what the UK
could contribute after withdraw-
ing its last minehunter from the
region earlier this month, he
pointed out that Britain still has
autonomous mine-hunting sys-
tems deployed in the area.

He added that the UK and its
partners were assessing what
resources they could jointly
provide, with the aim of involv-
ing as many countries as pos-
sible in the effort.

Starmer also confirmed that
he had spoken with Trump
about the situation in the strait
on Sunday evening, dismissing
suggestions that tensions over
the conflict had strained rela-
tions between the two allies.

UK Minister of State in
Cyprus for contacts

The UK’s Minister of
State for Europe, North
America, and Overseas
Territories Stephen Doughty
is currently in Cyprus.

Doughty arrived at Paphos
airport in the afternoon and was
expected to visit the British
Base in Akrotiri.

On Thursday, the UK Minister
will meet with Cyprus Foreign
Minister Constantinos Kombos
in Nicosia to be followed by press
statements. He will also have
separate meetings with the Pre-
sident of DISY and the Secre-
tary General of AKEL before his
departure the same day.
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Federation Officers host working dinner
with EU Commissioner Costas Kadis

n 13 March 2026, the
Officers of the National
Federation of Cypriots in

the UK hosted a working dinner
with the European Commissioner
for Fisheries and Oceans, Cos-
tas Kadis.

The dinner provided an op-
portunity for the Federation’s
Officers to discuss the Commis-
sioner’s priorities, his recent
meetings in London, the work of
the European Commission, and
the EU’s response to the recent
drone attack at RAF Akrotiri.

Commissioner Kadis thanked
the Federation for its hospitality
and outlined the European Com-
mission’s work to protect fish
stocks, support maritime sustain-
ability and preserve maritime
heritage. He also discussed the
ongoing negotiations between
the European Union and the Uni-
ted Kingdom on fisheries.

During the discussion, Com-
missioner Kadis highlighted the
regulatory framework governing
fisheries and noted that a signifi-
cant proportion of seafood con-

sumed within the EU is imported
from outside the Union. He also
emphasised the scale of illegal
fishing globally, noting that “20%
of seafood worldwide originates
from illegal fishing, representing
over €10 billion in value.”

The Commissioner further
addressed the impact of regional
instability on maritime activity,
including disruptions to shipping
routes caused by the ongoing
conflict in the Middle East, parti-
cularly affecting vessels travel-
ling through the Strait of Hormuz.

Given Commissioner Kadis’
previous role as Cyprus’ Minister
of Agriculture, the discussion
also covered the recent foot-and-
mouth disease outbreak affect-
ing livestock in Cyprus and the
European Union’s response to
the situation.

Speaking after the dinner,
Federation President Christos
Karaolis said: “It was an honour
to host Commissioner Costas
Kadis and to discuss the impor-
tant work being undertaken by
the European Commission. We
particularly appreciated the Com-
missioner’s insights on the chal-
lenges facing global fisheries, the
fight against illegal fishing, re-
gional instability affecting mari-
time routes, and the ongoing
discussions between the Euro-
pean Union and the United
Kingdom.”

Also in attendance was Dep-
uty High Commissioner of the
Republic of Cyprus, Mr Spyros
Miltiades.

Dubai airport resumes some
flights after drone attack

ubai International Airport
Dbegan a gradual return
to operations on Monday;,
officials confirmed, after a fire trig-
gered by a drone strike led to a
temporary halt in flights - adding
further disruption to one of the
world’s busiest aviation hubs.

The ongoing U.S.-Israel con-
flict with Iran has severely unset-
tled global air travel, with wide-
spread cancellations, delays,
and rerouted flights. Much of the
Middle East’s airspace remains
closed due to concerns over
missile and drone threats, while
escalating tensions have also
driven up fuel prices.

The latest incident underscores
the difficulties facing UAE carriers
and the broader aviation sector
as they attempt to restore capa-

city and resume normal opera-
tions.

This marks the third attack on
Dubai International Airport (DXB)
since Iran began launching
strikes on Gulf countries on Feb-
ruary 28. Tehran has stated that
these attacks are aimed at U.S.
interests in the region.

Although the United Arab
Emirates and other Gulf nations
host U.S. military bases, Iranian
strikes have extended to civilian
infrastructure, including airports,
hotels, and ports, using both
missiles and drones.

In a post on X, the Dubai Civil
Aviation Authority announced a
“gradual resumption” of selected
flights to certain destinations,
according to the Dubai Media
Office.

Emirates airline said it antici-
pated partially restarting opera-
tions at 06:00 GMT following the
attack, which struck a fuel tank
near the airport but did not result
in any injuries.

The airline confirmed that some
services had been cancelled,
while its sister carrier, flydubai,
also temporarily suspended
flights. Several flights were redi-
rected to Al Maktoum Interna-
tional Airport.

Since February 28, Gulf Arab

countries have endured more
than 2,000 missile and drone
strikes. Targets have included
U.S. diplomatic and military sites,
as well as vital oil infrastructure,
residential areas, and commer-
cial buildings.

The UAE - despite normalis-
ing relations with Iran’s regional
rival Israel in 2020 - has been
among the hardest hit. However,
all Gulf states have been affec-
ted by the attacks and have pub-
licly condemned Iran.

Meningitis cases in
Kent rise to 20

following outbreak

ive additional meningitis
Fcases have been identi-

fied in Kent in southeast
England, Britain reported on
Wednesday, bringing the total to
20 in what has been described
as an “unprecedented” outbreak
that has already resulted in the
deaths of two young people.

According to the UK Health
Security Agency (UKHSA), all
individuals currently associated
with the outbreak are young
adults. Among those who have
died are a 21-year-old student
from the University of Kent and
a teenage student attending a
school in the town of Faversham.

The agency also noted that
it is aware of a baby who has a
confirmed infection with Mening-
ococcal group B, although this
case is not presently linked to
the wider outbreak.

Health Secretary Wes Street-
ing characterized the outbreak
as “unprecedented” in terms of
how widely it has spread.

The UKHSA explained that
symptoms of meningococcal
meningitis and septicaemia may
include fever, headache, rapid
breathing, drowsiness, shivering,
vomiting, and cold hands and feet.
Septicaemia may also produce
a distinctive rash that does not
fade when pressed with a glass.

Young people entering univer-
sity or college for the first time are
considered particularly vulner-
able to meningitis, as they come
into close contact with other stu-

dents, some of whom may un-
knowingly carry the bacteria in
the back of their nose and throat.

Most of the reported cases
have been linked to the Club
Chemistry nightclub in Canter-
bury between 5 and 7 March,
Streeting said.

The UKHSA added that
approximately 2,500 doses of
antibiotics have been distributed
across various sites in Kent.

“As an additional precaution,
and in collaboration with the
NHS, we are starting to imple-
ment a targeted MenB vaccina-
tion programme,” said Trish
Mannes on Wednesday.

“This will initially be offered to
5,000 University of Kent students
living on the Canterbury campus,
with the possibility that it could be
expanded, as the situation con-
tinues to be closely monitored.”

The UKHSA confirmed that
the strain responsible for the out-
break is group B, the most com-
mon cause of meningococcal
meningitis in the UK.

Those at greatest risk include
babies, young children, teena-
gers, and young adults, as well
as people in crowded environ-
ments and individuals with weak-
ened immune systems, inclu-
ding smokers.

The teenagers and students
currently affected had not routi-
nely received vaccination against
MenB, having instead been im-
munised against other strains
at ages 13 or 14.

Newbie parents Jenny (Shvome
Marks) and Sam (James Bye)
are having a dinner party, so they
invite old friend Lauren (Natalie
Casey) and Ben (Grant Kilburn),
her new partner, to join the fun.
A perfect opportunity for the four
of them to chill and connect over
a few glasses of the finest. As the
wine flows and the conversation
flickers from small talk to a boil-
ing pot of life’s more serious stuff
Jenny drops the ghost grenade.
“There’s something in our house.
| hear it every night at the same
time,” she exclaims. She is sure
they live in a haunted house. Sam
on the other hand is a spectral
sceptic and is having none of it.
After all everything has a logical
explanation, n’est ce pas? Any
conversation about ghosts in-
evitably leads to a debate about
the meaning of life and the poten-
tial existence of an omnipotent
being. Jenny however is fixated
on 2:22am, this being the time
when she is certain the goings
on in their haunted house reach
their climax.

The set, designed by Anna
Fleischle, is a picture of middle-
class comfort, an advert for Habi-
tatet al and in turn Robins’ script
is both zippy and terse as each
of the characters bring some-
thing fresh to the party, a lesson
in subtle passive aggressive
conversation. This makes for

some lovely observational
humour as each personality is
slowly revealed, the surface
niceties a fagcade. Unfortunately
however the scary moments, as
such, are few and far between,
and when they do occur it is all
about imagination rather than
anything to make you jump out
of your seat.

It's the main compo-
nent of connective tissues that make up
several body parts, including tendons,
ligaments, skin, and muscles. It has many
important functions, including providing
your skin with structure and strength-
ening your bones.

You can get collagen from foods like
pork skin and bone broth, but collagen
supplements have also become popu-
lar. Most are hydrolysed, which means
the collagen has been broken down to
make it easier to absorb.

These supplements come primarily
in powder form but are also available in
capsules. The types of collagen found
in supplements vary - some contain one
or two types, while others contain up
to five.

Collagen supplementation provides
a variety of health benefits.

1. May improve skin health

Collagen is a major component of
your skin. It plays a role in strengthen-
ing skin, as well as in elasticity and hy-
dration. As you age, your body produces
less collagen, leading to dry skin and
the formation of wrinkles.

Several studies have shown that
collagen peptides or supplements con-
taining collagen may help slow the aging
of your skin by reducing wrinkles and
dryness.

2. May relieve joint pain

As you age, the amount of collagen
in your body decreases, and your risk
increases for joint disorders such as
osteoarthritis. Some studies suggest
that collagen supplements may help
improve symptoms of osteoarthritis

and reduce overall joint pain.

Researchers suggest supplemental
collagen may accumulate in cartilage
and stimulate your tissues to make col-
lagen which may lead to lower inflam-
mation, better joint support, and reduced
pain. But evidence is needed to recom-
mend collagen as a treatment for osteo-
arthritis.

3. May prevent bone loss

Your bones are made mostly of colla-
gen. As you age, collagen deteriorates,
and your bone mass decreases. This
may lead to conditions such as osteo-
porosis, which is characterized by low
bone density and a higher risk of bone
fractures.

Research suggests collagen supple-
ments may help inhibit the bone break-
down that leads to osteoporosis.

4. May boost muscle mass

As the most abundant protein in the
body, collagen is an important compo-
nent of skeletal muscle.

However, more research is necessary
to prove collagen’s potential to boost
muscle mass.

5. May promote heart health

Researchers have theorized that
collagen supplements may help reduce
the risk of heart conditions.

Collagen provides structure to your
arteries, the blood vessels that carry
blood from your heart to the rest of your
body.

Without enough collagen, arteries
may become less flexible and elastic,
which may lead to atherosclerosis, a
disease characterized by the narrowing
of your arteries. This condition may

cause heart attack and stroke.

6. May improve gut health

Although no randomized controlled
trials support this claim, some health
professionals report that collagen sup-
plements can treat leaky gut syndrome,
also called intestinal permeability. Indi-
viduals report collagen helps, but re-
search is needed.

7. May strengthen your hair and nails

Taking collagen may increase the
strength of your nails. While more re-
search is needed to support collagen’s
effect on hair, people report that taking
collagen may help your hair avoid break-
ing as easily.

8. May help maintain brain health

While no studies have examined the
role of collagen supplements in brain
health, some people claim that they im-
prove mood and reduce anxiety symp-
toms.

9. May help support weight loss

Proponents believe that collagen sup-
plements may promote weight loss and
faster metabolism. However, no studies
support these claims. Although these
potential effects are promising, more
research is needed before formal con-
clusions can be made.

What are the side effects of taking
collagen?

While collagen supplements are gen-
erally well tolerated with few reported
side effects, many are made from com-
mon food allergens, such as fish, shell-
fish, and eggs. People with allergies to
these foods should avoid collagen sup-

plements made with these ingredients.

Some people report nausea, bloating,
and heartburn when taking collagen
supplements, but research has not con-
sistently shown these as side effects.

What foods are rich in collagen?

Collagen may be found in or derived
from animal products. Foods that con-
tain collagen include:

* gelatin

* bone broth

* connective tissues of animals

« chicken skin

* pork skin

* beef

« fish

Vitamin C is crucial for collagen syn-
thesis. There are many foods that are
high in Vitamin C, like citrus fruits, broc-
coli, strawberries, and many others.

How long does it take to see results
from collagen supplements?

Collagen turnover is a slow process.
Most studies use a minimum of 8
weeks to assess collagen’s effects on
skin health and joint pain relief, but other
studies use longer periods, such as 12
months, for bone health.

The courage to be seen

t the heart of human con-
Anection lies vulnerability,
a raw philosophical act of
revealing our true selves despite
the risk of rejection. To be really
seen is to affirm our own existence
in a world that often feels indiffe-
rent. Psychologically vulnerability
is the fertile soil from which trust
grows, without it, we remain distant
islands, never letting others see
the full depth of who we are. How
can love and closeness grow to
form a true bond without the
vulnerability to trust in another.
Communication is the key, itis
the bridge that lets us cross bet-
ween self and other. Philosophi-
cally, communication embodies
our quest for truth, through dia-
logue we refine our understand-
ing, we learn from others, as we
also teach and guide them in dif-
ferent ways. Psychologically, it
may be a dance of perception, we
send signals, but we can never
fully control their reception, as
we all think differently.
Silence is often mistaken for

peace, but in relationships, it can
be just as powerful and damaging
as words. Silence rarely exists in
a neutral state. When something
important goes unspoken, the
mind doesn't leave the gap empty,
it fills it, often with doubt, fear or
insecurity. One person's silence
might feel like safety or self-pro-
tection, while they experience it
as distance, rejection, ridicule,
disrespect or even punishment.
Over some time, these interpre-
tations harden into beliefs "they
don't care" or "l am not worth ex-
plaining to". That is how silence
quietly erodes trust.

In the context of trust, silence be-
comes destabilizing. Trust thrives
on clarity, consistency, and emo-
tional availability. When communi-
cation disappears, even tempora-
rily, it disrupts the rhythm. The other
person is left guessing where
they stand, and uncertainty is the
quickest way to weaken the bond.

Relationships don't just depend
on what is said, they depend on
the willingness to say something

at all. Even imperfect words can
build bridges, but prolonged
silence, especially when some-
thing meaningful is at stake, often
builds walls instead.

The challenge is to speak hon-
estly and to recognize that some-
times, saying something difficult
is far kinder than saying nothing
at all.

Listening verses waiting to
speak, noting there is a difference
between hearing, listening and
understanding. Hearing is physi-
cal and can be just noise being
registered, listening is focusing
on the words and trying to follow
what is being said, understand-
ing requires the deepest level of
empathy to step out of your own
emotions. It is empathy plus in-
terpretation done well. It is step-
ping outside your own perspec-
tive long enough, recognizing
emotion, context, and intention
to see it from theirs.

Misunderstandings arise not
from malice, but from the subtle
gaps between intent and percep-

tion. Misunderstandings are the
cracks where trust can falter due
to different intention, be it of be-
liefs, morals, or just lack of thought
and empathy of another. Misun-
derstandings, those fractures in
trust that, if left unchecked, can
create deep rifts. Philosophically,
the misunderstandings confront
us with the limits of language and
no matter how sincere, we inter-
pret each other imperfectly. Psy-
chologically, these moments of
gap can trigger old wounds, a
fear of abandonment, a sense of
being misunderstood since child-
hood. Without conscious care,
misunderstanding erodes trust.

Then comes betrayal, the sud-
den rupture that leaves us ques-
tioning not just the other person,
but reality itself. When trust is
broken, we question all future
claims, as betrayal taps into our
attachment fears, sometimes re-
awakening childhood vulnerabili-
ties. Yet, as forgiveness emerges
not as forgetting, but as a con-
scious act. It is a decision to re-

lease ourselves from endless
replays - psychologically, it frees
us from being tethered to the past,
and allows the possibility of a
future.

Boundaries follow but not as
full walls, but more so as anchors
to preserve our self-trust and res-
pect for ourselves. They let us
know where we end and begin,
reminding ourselves that self-
respect is a precondition of love.

While time may be a great
healer, self-love, identity, and the
inner ground of trust in oneself
may become prominent. To zoom
inward is not to abandon the re-
lationship world, but to deepen it,
as every connection we form is,
in some way, filtered how we see
ourselves. If we can love ourselves,
have faith and trust in ourselves,
it leaves less room for others to
drag us down, dull our shine and
ruin our confidence. We need to
love ourselves to know what we
are worthy of, as we have faith,
believe in ourselves, and recog-
nise what our needs, requirements,

mier League history as his late
goal helped Arsenal edge past
Everton.

Arsenal substitute Viktor Gyo-
keres tapped home in the 89th
minute after Jordan Pickford mis-
judged Dowman's cross.

The visitors then threw every-
one forward as they hunted an
equaliser with a stoppage-time
corner. However, with Pickford
stranded upfield, Dowman beat
two defenders before racing
away to roll the ball into the empty
net.

With his goal Dowman (16
years and 73 days) broke the
record for the Premier League's
youngest scorer. The Toffees
played well and twice went close
to opening the scoring in the
first half, with Dwight McNeil
denied by an acrobatic block by
Riccardo Calafiori before the
winger hit the post with a curling
effort from the edge of the area.

Liverpool missed the chance
to return to the Premier League’s
top four as Tottenham Hotspur
striker Richarlison struck a late
equaliser in a 1-1 draw at Anfield
on Sunday.

Dominik Szoboszlai’'s 18th-
minute free kick had looked like
securing the points for Liverpool
but the hosts were unconvincing
and could have no complaints as
Tottenham ended a five-match
losing streak in the league.

Manchester United’s Matheus
Cunha buried a second-half
strike off a pinpoint through ball
from Bruno Fernandes for a
club-record 16th Premier League
assist in a season to lift the
hosts to a 3-1 victory over Aston
Villa on Sunday.

Casemiro and substitute
Benjamin Sesko scored United’s
other goals in a result that tight-
ened United’s grip on third place
in the standings on 54 points
after 30 games, while fourth-
placed Villa have 51 points.

United, who were playing

their first game in 11 days, were
keen for a victory after interim
boss Michael Carrick’s seven-
game unbeaten run ended in a
2-1 loss to 10-man Newcastle
United on March 4.

With 22 points from a possi-
ble 27 under Carrick’s leader-
ship, Sunday’s win will invariably
lead to more questions about his
chances of becoming United’s
permanent manager.

Manchester City were left
nine points behind Arsenal in
the Premier League title race
after being held by battling West
Ham, 1-1 draw who moved out
of the relegation zone for the
first time since December.

In a match largely low on
quality, the flashpoint came with
two goals in the space of four
minutes.

First, City captain Bernardo
Silva four minutes later a Jarrod
Bowen corner was met with a
towering header by Konstantinos
Mavropanos.

Paris St-Germain at Stamford
Bridge.

Khvicha Kvaratskhelia opened
the scoring after just six minutes,
with Bradley Barcola doubling
PSG's lead with their second
shot of the game in the 4th min-
ute.

It effectively ended the tie as
a contest, and substitute Senny
Mayulu piled further misery on
Chelsea in this last-16 meeting.

Captain Bernardo Silva's first-
half red card proved critical as

C rystal Palace were left
frustrated by Cypriot side
AEK Larnaca at Selhurst
Park, dominating the UEFA Con-
ference League Round of 16
first leg — but the game finishing
goalless.

For the first leg of their UEFA
Conference League Round of 16
tie, the Eagles made two chan-
ges to the side which defeated
Tottenham Hotspur so convinc-
ingly a week prior, with Maxence
Lacroix returning from suspen-
sion, replacing Chadi Riad in
defence, and Brennan Johnson
brought in at right wing-back for
the suspended Daniel Mufioz.

Elsewhere, Jean-Philippe
Mateta — injured since late Janu-
ary — returned to the matchday
squad after resuming training
on Monday, beginning the game
on the bench.

Frustrated against the Cypriot
side on matchday two of the

league phase — when Larnaca
snatched a 1-0 victory with only
four shots to the Eagles’ 15 at
Selhurst Park — Palace set about
this knockout round rematch
with renewed purpose.

With plenty of attacking
resource on the pitch, the early
passing was slick — and Palace
maybe ought to have taken the
lead after just eight minutes.

Adam Wharton, instrumental
in that aforementioned win in
North London, sprayed the ball
out to Jgrgen Strand Larsen,
whose lovely dummy left Angel
Garcia slipping on the floor.

The Norwegian lifted his head
and squared a brilliant low ball
across the six-yard box. Evann
Guessand needed to stretch to
meet it ahead of his marker —
and meet it he did, poking goal-
wards, only for goalkeeper Zla-
tan Alomerovi¢ to block with his
body at point-blank range.

The early attacks — and shots
— kept on coming. Strand Lar-
sen was next to test the Serbian
‘keeper with a clever turn and
sharp shot, well claimed.

That was moments before
the striker’s clever run allowed
Ismaila Sarr — so instrumental
for Palace in attack this season
— to wriggle between three tack-
les, only to curl over the bar from
the edge of the box on his left
foot.

Six minutes later, Guessand
threatened again — a clever
improvised flick, after Alome-
rovi¢ could only palm away
Sarr’s cross — but one which the
forward could not control within
the posts.

The flurry of chances paved
way at that point for a flatter
contest, Palace dominating pos-
session — and all the attacking
statistics, in truth — but unable to
find a consistent way through

the Yellow-Greens’ steely low
block, which had only conceded
one goal in the entirety of the
league phase this season.

Johnson and Wharton both
threatened the Larnaca goal-
mouth with in-swinging corners
— granted extra power by the
blustery conditions in SE25 —
but the visitors, to the credit of
their persistence, held firm.

Then, on 43 minutes, Palace’s
best chance of the whole of the
first-half: Daichi Kamada found
a pocket of space just inside the
box and struck across goal, with
a deflection carrying the ball
invitingly into the path of the on-
rushing Tyrick Mitchell.

The No. 3 had already scored
in the UEFA Conference League
this season and seemed odds-
on for another, sprinting onto
the ball six yards out. But with
Alomerovic rushing to meet him,
the ‘keeper — spreading himself

—once again made a spectacu-
lar save to deny Palace a break-
through.

That was as good as it got
for the hosts before half-time,
and the second-half picked up
with Larnaca’s defensive by-
and-large holding firm from open
play.

It was set-pieces where the
Eagles looked most likely to
open the scoring, with Jaydee
Canvot sneaking in behind to
meet Johnson’s arching free-
kick from deep. The French
teenager, perhaps unsure of his
position, headed back across
goal rather than towards it, and
the visitors were able to clear.

Nearly moments kept on flow-
ing for Palace, with Sarr next to
come close after getting onto
the end of Johnson’s well-struck
first-time delivery — but his
header glanced wide.

With frustrations mounting,

Johnson was next to come
close, getting onto the end of
an inventive short corner routine
— and firing over first-time just
outside the area.

There were further chances
— Chris Richards planting a
header over from Johnson’s
hanging delivery, and plenty
more threatening crosses Mate-
ta made his return from injury —
his first appearance since Janu-
ary and nearly got onto the end
of a deflected Sarr cross sec-
onds later.

But there was also a moment
of danger in the final seconds of
regulation time, with Enzo Cab-
rera flashing a header wide in
the 89th minute from a corner
AEK’s’ only shot in the match.

But with no breakthrough
made, despite Palace’s general
dominance, the Eagles will need
to win the second leg in Cyprus
in order to progress.
