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starmer wins vote to avert
prohe into Mandelson scandal

ritish MPs voted on
B Tuesday against open-
ing an investigation
into whether Prime Minister

Keir Starmer misled parliament
over his statements about ap-
pointing Peter Mandelson as
ambassador to the United

States.

Starmer had selected the
senior Labour figure for the
role in December 2024, but dis-
missed him last September after
it emerged that his connections
to the late U.S. sex offender
Jeffrey Epstein were more ex-
tensive than had initially been
disclosed.

The prime minister has faced
ongoing calls to resign over the
issue, but has defended his
position, arguing that Mandelson
had misrepresented the nature
of his relationship with Epstein.

Starmer also maintained that
officials failed to provide him
with key details during the vet-
ting process that might have
prevented the appointment.

In Tuesday'’s vote, lawmakers
rejected by 335 to 223 a motion
to refer the matter to the Commit-
tee of Privileges, which would

have examined whether Starmer
misled the House of Commons,
including through his assertion
that “full due process” had been
followed in the appointment.

Had such an inquiry con-
cluded that Starmer knowingly
misled parliament, convention
would have required him to step
down.

Starmer had previously criti-
cised the push for an investiga-
tion - led by Conservative Party
leader Kemi Badenoch - arguing
that it was a politically motivated
move aimed at influencing voters
ahead of the local and regional
elections scheduled for May 7.

He instructed MPs from his
Labour Party to vote against the
proposal, contributing to its deci-
sive defeat, while Badenoch res-
ponded by claiming the move
demonstrated weakness on the
prime minister’s part.

King Charles in U.S. for state visit

ing Charles and Queen
KCamiIIa arrived in the
United States on Mon-

day for a four-day visit, where
they were received by self-
described royal admirer Donald
Trump, even as divisions per-
sist between the U.S. president
and the British government
over the ongoing war in Iran.
The state visit, the most pro-
minent of Charles’ reign so far,
also marks the 250th anniver-
sary of the U.S. Declaration of
Independence from Britain and
is the first visit by a British mon-
arch to the country in 20 years.
Following their landing at Joint
Base Andrews, where a brief

welcoming ceremony was held,
the royal couple travelled to the
White House. There, they were
greeted by Trump and First Lady
Melania Trump, with the First
Lady exchanging cheek kisses
with both the king and queen,
while the president shook their
hands. The four posed briefly
for photographs before moving
inside for a private tea.

Later, Charles and Camilla
attended a garden reception at
the recently refurbished resi-
dence of the British ambassador,
where a choir performed both the
British and American national
anthems.

During the event, the couple

mingled with guests including
media executives, Washington
social figures, and officials such
as U.S. Senator Ted Cruz, Treas-
ury Secretary Scott Bessent,
and ambassadors from various
countries.

The itinerary for the week also
included an address by the king
to Congress on Tuesday, an offi-
cial state dinner at the White
House, and a visit to New York
City.

The Washington programme
took place against a backdrop of
heightened tension in the capital
following the White House Cor-
respondents’ Association dinner
shooting on Saturday.

In his roughly 20-minute
speech to Congress, written on
the advice of the British govern-
ment but shaped significantly by
Charles himself, the king reflec-
ted on the long history of UK-U.S.
relations. He noted that although
the two countries have not always
agreed over the past 250 years,
they have repeatedly found ways
to come together. He emphasised
that by upholding shared demo-
cratic values, both nations can
help promote global security and
prosperity, describing the partner-
ship as “one of the greatest al-
liances in human history.”

Although Trump is known to be

an enthusiastic supporter of the
British royal family and frequently
refers to Charles as a “great man,”
differences have emerged bet-
ween him and the British gover-
nment led by Prime Minister
Keir Starmer.

Starmer is hoping the visit
will help reinforce what has his-
torically been described as the
“special relationship” between
the two countries, which some
observers suggest is currently at
its weakest point since the Suez
Crisis in 1956.

The visit, long in preparation,
has also become entangled in
diplomatic friction over the U.S.-
Israeli war in Iran, with Trump re-
portedly expressing strong dis-
satisfaction that the British gov-
ernment has not backed the
military campaign.

After their engagements in
Washington, the royal couple
travelled to New York City, where
they took part in commemora-
tions for victims of the Septem-
ber 11, 2001 attacks ahead of
the 25th anniversary of the tra-
gedy.

The trip is scheduled to con-
clude in Virginia, where the king
will meet conservation groups,
reflecting his decades-long
commitment to environmental
causes.

President Trump urges
Iran to sign a deal

.S. President Donald

U Trump on Wednesday

urged Iran to “get smart

soon” and agree to a deal, amid

ongoing deadlock in efforts
to end the conflict.

In a post on Truth Social,
Trump - who has repeatedly said
Iran must not obtain a nuclear
weapon and has claimed Tehran
can contact him if it wants to
negotiate - said the country
“couldn’t get its act together.”

The Wall Street Journal
reported that U.S. officials say
Trump has directed aides to
prepare for an extended block-
ade of Iranian ports, aimed at
increasing pressure on Tehran
to concede.

According to the report, offi-
cials believe Trump is leaning
toward sustained economic and
oil-export restrictions, as alter-
natives such as renewed bomb-
ing or disengagement from the

conflict carry greater risks.

“They don’t know how to sign
anonnuclear deal. They'd better
get smart soon!” Trump wrote,
without detailing what such an
agreement would involve.

Iran is reportedly seeking
U.S. recognition of its right to
enrich uranium for what it des-
cribes as peaceful civilian pur-
poses.

It currently holds about 440
kilograms (970 pounds) of ura-
nium enriched to 60%, a level
that could be further refined for
weapons use.

Iranian officials said on Tues-
day that the country could with-
stand the blockade by relying on
alternative trade routes, adding
that it does not consider the con-
flict over.

The war has already killed
thousands, disrupted global
energy markets, and unsettled
international trade routes.

G/c and T/c parties call on
leaders to take trust-building
steps to revive Cyprus talks

reek Cypriot and Tur-
G kish Cypriot parties

have called on their
leaders to take trust-building
initiatives to help break the
deadlock in Cyprus talks.

In a joint statement after a
meeting in Nicosia under the
auspices of the Slovak Embassy,
the parties said the prolonged ab-
sence of negotiations is reinfor-
cing the “divisive status quo” and
increasing risks on the island.

They argued the impasse
could be overcome if both leaders
commit to measures that build
trust and help revive a meaning-
ful negotiation process, including

safeguarding previous areas
of agreement and considering
additional incentives.

The parties stressed that all
stakeholders have a role to play,
while warning that trust-building
efforts should not replace or delay
the resumption of substantive
talks aimed at a federal solution
based on UN parameters and
international law.

They also highlighted the need
to strengthen dialogue within
Cypriot society and promote in-
itiatives encouraging cooperation,
empathy, and coexistence, not-
ing the important role of political
parties in supporting this effort.
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Cyprus ‘will continue to sign
agreements’ despite Turkish rhetoric

resident Nikos Christodoulides said
Pon Tuesday that Cyprus will continue
to sign international agreements re-
gardless of external criticism, stressing that
the Republic acts both as a member of the
EU and the UN, with full sovereign rights.
He said it was important to recognise that
Cyprus is “an EU member state and a UN
member state” and will continue to conclude
agreements that both reflect its international
status and address current challenges.
Christodoulides added that Cyprus parti-

cipates in negotiations in a “dual capacity”:
as the de facto representative of the Greek
Cypriot community and as the internationally
recognised government, including on matters
related to security guarantees.

His remarks come amid renewed criticism
from the north over Cyprus’ expanding de-
fence and diplomatic cooperation, including
a planned Status of Forces Agreement
(SOFA) with France. The agreement would
allow French military personnel to be
stationed on the island for operational and

humanitarian purposes.

Turkish Cypriot leader Tufan Erhurman
criticised recent agreements, questioning
whether a settlement can be achieved while
Turkish Cypriots are excluded from key
decision-making. “Does anyone really think
a solution is possible on this island by ignor-
ing the Turkish Cypriots?” he asked.

Meanwhile, the north’s “prime minister”
Unal Ustel described the arrangement as
“extremely dangerous” and “unacceptable,”
warning it could damage the island’s stabi-
lity. He also argued that French involvement
reflects a wider disregard for Turkish Cypriot
consent in security matters.

The Cypriot government maintains that all
agreements fall within the sovereign rights
of the Republic and its international obliga-
tions.

Christodoulides also said preparatory
work on the Cyprus issue is continuing at
multiple levels, with the government ready
to respond quickly to developments.

“We are ready,” he said, adding that Cyp-
rus would respond without delay if invited
to negotiations even within days.

He rejected suggestions that domestic
political timelines, including the end of Cyprus’
EU Council presidency, affect diplomatic
progress, calling such claims unfounded.

He also said that if talks move beyond
June, it would be due to Turkish delays rather
than Cypriot inaction, while reiterating that
Cyprus remains prepared to proceed at any
time.

Risk of jet fuel shortages
in Europe is easing

yanair CEO Michael
RO’Leary has said the
threat of a jet fuel short-
age in Europe, linked to tensions
in the Middle East, is beginning
to ease. He noted that fuel sup-
pliers have reassured the airline
there is currently no expectation
of disruption before the end of
June.

Earlier in April, O’Leary had
warned that supplies could be
affected from early June if the
conflict continued. However, he
said confidence among fuel com-
panies has improved significantly

in recent weeks.

He had previously highlighted
the UK as particularly vulnerable
due to its reliance on oil imports
from Kuwait. That concern has
now diminished, with major oil
suppliers indicating they would
step in if shortages were to arise.

Despite stronger-than-expec-
ted last-minute bookings in April
and May, O’Leary said demand
for travel between June and Sep-
tember appears slightly weaker.
In response, Ryanair is lowering
some fares to encourage book-
ings.

He added that the airline would
continue to keep prices compe-
titive, using its strong fuel hedg-
ing position to put pressure on
rival carriers with higher fuel

costs. As a result, average fares
are now expected to remain flat
in the financial year ending March
2027, rather than increasing by
the previously forecast 4—5%.

Man charged in Trump

assassination attempt

man accused of opening
fire at a Washington
event attended by Donald

Trump has been charged with
attempting to assassinate the
US president.

The suspect, 31-year-old
Cole Tomas Allen from Torrance,
California, could face life impri-
sonment if convicted.

Allen appeared in a Washing-
ton federal court wearing a blue
jail-issued uniform, two days after
authorities said they had foiled
an attack at the White House
Correspondents’ Association
Dinner, a high-profile gathering
of journalists and political figures.
He was escorted into and out of
the courtroom in handcuffs by
US Marshals.

Prosecutor Jocelyn Ballantine
told the court that Allen had
brought multiple weapons to
Washington, including a 12-
gauge pump-action shotgun and
three knives. “He attempted to
assassinate the president of the
United States,” she said.

In addition to the assassination

charge, Allen faces counts of ille-
gally transporting a firearm across
state lines and discharging a
weapon during a violent crime,
according to US Magistrate Judge
Matthew Sharbaugh.

Allen did not respond to the
allegations during the brief
hearing but stated that he holds
a master’s degree in computer
science. His defence lawyer,
Tezira Abe, said he has no prior
criminal record.

The judge ordered Allen to
remain in custody until at least
Thursday, when a further hearing
will determine whether he should
be detained pending trial.

The incident highlights grow-
ing concerns about political vio-
lence in the United States. In re-
cent months, conservative activist
Charlie Kirk was shot dead at a
rally, following the 2025 killing of
Melissa Hortman, a Democratic
state representative, and her hus-
band. Trump himself faced two
previous assassination attempts
during the 2024 presidential
campaign.

Five injured in two
shootings in Athens

olice have arrested an
P 89-year-old man suspec-

ted of injuring five people
in two separate shooting inci-
dents in Athens, according to
Greece’s citizens’ protection
ministry.

Authorities said the suspect
first opened fire with a shotgun
at a branch of the EFKA, wound-
ing an employee in the leg. He
then took a taxi to a nearby court
building, where he fired several
shots inside, lightly injuring four
female court clerks, according

to police, court officials, and the
judiciary employees’ union.

The attacker reportedly left the
shotgun at the scene along with
letters addressed to newspapers
before fleeing on foot. A second
weapon was later recovered dur-
ing his arrest, local media said.

The suspect, identified by
media as a garbage collector
from the Athens area, was ap-
prehended at a hotel in Patras,
around 200 km from Athens.

Police have not yet confirmed
a motive for the attacks.

Car finance scandal: Are you
eligible for compensation?

illions of drivers who were mis-sold car
M finance deals could receive compensation
averaging £829.

Compensation may apply to car finance agree-
ments taken out between 6 April 2007 and 1 Nov-
ember 2024 where a broker received commission
from the lender.

These are divided into two periods:

* 6 April 2007 to 31 March 2014

* 1 April 2014 to 1 November 2024

You may qualify if you were not informed about
at least one of the following:

* A discretionary commission arrangement
(where brokers could adjust interest rates)

» A high commission arrangement (commission
of at least 39% of total credit cost and 10% of the
loan)

« Contractual ties between lender and broker
(such as exclusivity agreements)

Some exceptions apply. Cases may be consid-
ered fair if:

« Commission was low (£120 or less before April
2014, £150 or less after)

* No interest was charged

* A DCA existed but wasn’t used to increase
commission

* The lender can prove non-disclosure caused
no financial harm

How to claim

If you had a car finance agreement during this
period, you should complain directly to your lender.
The FCA provides a free template letter on its web-
site and advises against using claims companies,
which may take over 30% of any payout.

Those who have already complained - or do so
by 31 August - are likely to be among the first to
receive compensation. Even if you don’t complain,
lenders are expected to contact eligible customers.

When will you hear back?

Lenders have been given time to prepare:

* From 30 June (for newer loans) or 31 August
(for older ones), they have three months to inform
customers if they are owed money.

» Most people who have already complained
should hear by the end of this year.

« Firms must contact eligible customers (who
haven’'t complained) by the end of 2026 for newer
loans, and by February 2027 for older ones.

If contacted, you'll have six months to respond.
Anyone not contacted can still make a claim until
31 August 2027.

When will compensation be paid?

Payments are expected to begin this year. Those
who have already complained - or do so early -
should receive compensation by January 2027.
Most claims are expected to be settled by January
2028.

FILM OF THE WEEK

Hokum

Irish writer/director Damian
McCarthy showed an early pro-
mise a couple of years ago with
his deeply atmospheric CAVEAT
and now cements his reputation
as a major new voice in superior
horror. He tells the story of Ohm
Bauman (Adam Scott), an Ame-
rican novelist who travels to a
remote Irish inn to scatter his
parent’s ashes. This is the place
where his parents spent their
honeymoon, and now the solitary
writer wants to scatter the ashes
in the woods before he goes back
into his old routine. But when
the hotel’s staff begin to tell him
stories about an ancient witch
still inhabiting the honeymoon
suite, he is reluctantly drawn into
the haunting mystery where there
is no turning back...

It is original, intriguing and
unpredictable with a terrific cast.
Adam Scott delivers the best
performance of his career as the
deeply pessimistic Stephen King
kind of writer who is like a fish out
of water in a foreign land. His per-
formance is perfectly complimen-
ted by a strong supporting cast
that includes Peter Coonan as
Mal the hotel's manager, Florence
Ordesh as Fiona the classy bar
maid and David Wilmot as the
homeless Jerry.

McCarthy’s eloquent screen-
play provides his actors fully
fleshed characters with the tiniest
of details. It is still early days but
probably the creepiest horror
movie of the year!

Primavera

This unexpected delight marks
Damiano Michieletto’s impres-

sive directorial debut. It is based
on the 2009 novel “Stabat Mater”
by Tiziano Scarpa which takes
place in the early 18th century in
Ospedale della Pieta, the biggest
orphanage in Venice.

Many orphans are studying
music including 20-year-old
Cecilia (Tecla Insolia), who soon
develops into an extraordinary
violin player especially when a
new music teacher arrives on
the scene called Antonio Vivaldi
(Michele Riondino)...

This intelligent film boasts su-
perb production values and ele-
gant period designs that highlight
the claustrophobic world of the
orphanage. The casting is spot on
and Insolia and Riondino share
an incredible chemistry not only
during the magical music sequen-
ces but also during more intimate
moments.

Itis an illuminating story worth
discovering not just for Vivaldi’'s
enchanting instrumental concer-
tos.

Wild Foxes

This beautifully observed
coming of age story marks the

assured feature film debut of
Belgian director Valéry Carnoy,
who follows the story of Camille
(Samuel Kircher) a promising
young boxer at a sports board-
ing school for boys. But after a
nearly fatal accident where he
is saved by his best friend Mat-
teo (Faycal Anaflous), Camille
begins to feel an inexplicable
pain which forces him to lose
his dedication during training
and his ability to compete in the
ring...

Rising star Kircher is terrific
as the talented boxer and carries
the film almost singlehandedly.

This is not just a film about
friendship but also about self-
discovery in the most unexpec-
ted places.

Hitpig!

This enjoyable animated fea-
ture follows the story of Hitpig
(voice by Jason Sudeikis), a
bounty hunting pig who tracks
down escaped animals and re-
turns them to their owners. But
Hitpig finds his match when a
megalomaniac Las Vegas circus
showman (Rainn Wilson) hires
him to find his missing dancing
elephant called Pickles (Lilly
Singh)...

Itis a colourful adventure that's
doesn’t outstay its welcome with
many endearing characters. It
is a bit short on laughs despite
the strong voice cast but it still
provides decent entertainment
for the whole family particularly
to younger children.

I’'ve Seen All |
Need To See

The title of this bleak film comes
35 minutes in as if inviting its
audience to head for the exit.
Writer/director Zeshaan Younus
tells the story of Parker (Renne
Gagner), an actor in Los Angeles
who returns to her hometown
following her estranged sister’s
sudden death...

Younus’ moody drama is heavy
on atmosphere but thin on narra-
tive. Itis well shot but it is difficult
to care much about the fate of its
characters. There is an early scene
where Parker is auditioning for
a film - her monologue feels long
and uninspired and that basically
sums up the whole movie. File
under pretentious!

Melania

It is a mystery why Brett Rat-
ner, the director of RUSH HOUR
and X-MEN - THE LAST STND
agreed to make this dull docu-
mentary - apart from a fat fee of
course.

His camera follows Melania
Trump around the White House
as she prepares for her husband’s
inauguration. She is facing a
great dilemma; she has only 20
days to choose what to wear and
she spends hours in correcting
her designers about her demands.
Still, she comes across as an
affable woman despite her bad
taste in choosing a moronic hus-
band, but money again speaks
volumes.

The only good deed she man-
ages to do is to initiate the re-
lease of an Israeli hostage, but
the last half hour of this redun-
dant film where she walks end-
lessly through corridors around
the White House defies anyone’s
patience. Avoid! (Prime Video)

he writer who keeps on
I giving is how | would des-
cribe Arthur Miller. His
plays include A View from the
Bridge, Death of A Salesman and
The Crucible. Much of his work is
a fearless and critical challenge
of family life, the political universe
and the difficulties of navigating
one’s way through life in a com-
plex and messy world. Itis impos-
sible to sit through one of his plays
and not feel moved, knowing full
well there are no easy answers
and he does not intend to give
simple solutions.

The Price (Marylebone The-
atre) written in 1967, is a two-act
play which Miller says he wrote
as aresponse to the Vietnam War,
which is not immediately obvious,
but watch and listen carefully and
you'll find yet another brilliant
analogy of global events and the
ubiquitous “American Dream.”

Two estranged brothers, Victor
Franz (Elliot Cowan) and Walter
Franz (John Hopkins) meet again
in a New York attic, full of their
late father’s possessions. There
is ‘stuff everywhere and Victor is
struggling with both the practica-
lity of the task and the disappoint-
ment of having given up his ambi-
tions as a young man to care for
the old man. Conversely Walter
followed his dream becoming a
successful doctor working out of
Manhattan. What appears to be
a simple transactional process
turns into a searing portrait of
family relationships, conflicting
memories and truths crackling
with resentment.

Victor's wife Esther mean-
while, dismayed by the brothers
and their disagreements is think-
ing what a difference the money
could make to their lives. Such
discord requires mediation but
instead Miller throws in antique
dealer, Gregory Solomon (Henry
Goodman), an eighty something
fox, masquerading as a man.
Awheeler dealer he has the gift
of the gab, an opportunist who
craftily gets into, and manipu-
lates the psyche of the conflic-
ted siblings. This is Goodman
territory; he inhabits these roles.
Watching him put the character
through his paces it reminded
me of those infamous adjectives
used by Dickens to describe
Scrooge. But instead of being a
‘squeezing, wrenching, grasping,
scraping, clutching, covetous,
old sinner’ Goodman’s Solomon

is a witty, wily, playful, theatrical,
charmer and sophist. A snake oil
salesman and archetypal love-
able rogue.

Brilliant, penetrative writing
needs performances to match
and aside from Goodman’s su-
perlative portrayal the other cast
members tum in top drawer work.
Hopkins is the living dichotomy
of a therapy onion. The Walter
arrogant fagade oozes self belief
and work success labelled “made
it” but as the layers are gradually
peeled away, he begins to reveal
his true self as an insecure and
unhappy man unable to come to
terms with the family turmoil.
Cowan meanwhile brings heart
wrenching pathos to Victor, aman
riddled with a welter of resent-
ment that has been simmering
for many years. When he breaks
down you feel the pain coursing
through his veins. A proud and
honest man reduced to a lost soul,
his face crumpled in disappoint-
ment. Castelow’s Esther is dis-
mayed and disillusioned by the
feuding brothers and slowly but
surely she too sinks into a des-
perate state knowing only too well
that families in conflict are no
place for the ‘outsider.’

Jon Bausor’s claustrophobic
set full of beautiful dark furniture,
gorgeous lamps and a magnifi-
cent harp which becomes a bone
of contention, is a work of superb
craftsmanship. Designed to cap-
ture the oppressive, the inner hurt
and the desire for capital gain.
Jonathan Mumby’s skilful direc-
tion allows the tension to build
from a tense and simmering first
act into an explosion of recrimi-
nations and visceral emotions. As
the play comes to an unresolved
ending, both brothers having paid
the price for not reconciling, we
are left with Solomon alone, the
eerie sound of unfunny laughter
filling the air and an overwhelm-
ing feeling of human fragility and
complexity once again exposed
by a phenomenal playwright for
whom this is meat, drink and plea-
sure.

The next day while listening to
the radio | heard a contributor talk
about the death of the “American
Dream.” Miller saw it as an elusive
illusion. | hope The Price no longer
remains an elusive production.

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Traditional Cypriot sweets and pies

Cyprus, as a crossroads of three continents, has been shaped
culturally and linguistically by neighbouring countries, as well as by
the many civilisations that passed through the island over the cen-
turies. This cultural blend also extends to its sweet gastronomic tradi-
tions: the traditional sweets of Cyprus, known as ‘glitzista’, which
trace their roots back to ancient times and the Byzantine era.

TSIPOPITA

In some regions of Cyprus, tsipopita is also known as kattimeri.
Its name derives from tsipa, the main ingredient in the filling, which
is collected from the froth that forms when fresh milk is boiled. As
a traditional dessert, it is very popular among Cypriots, who typically
consume it in small portions due to its richness.

BOUREKIA ANARIS

Bourekia are commonly served at buffets and birthday parties,
and are also traditionally prepared before periods of fasting, particu-
larly during the week of Tyrini - the week leading up to Green Monday,
when dairy products are permitted but meat is not. The word boureki
derives from the Arabic buraq or the Turkish bérek, meaning ‘turned’.
It refers to a sheet of dough filled with a variety of ingredients such as
cream, unsalted anari cheese, minced meat, halloumi, or mushrooms,
and often sprinkled with sugar, cinnamon or rosewater.

COOKIES WITH CAROB HONEY

Carob honey cookies are also known as tziertzelouthkia or gritzie-
lia. In Pontus, similar treats are called kerkelia, a name derived from
the word krikelos - from the ancient Greek kyrkos/krikos, meaning
‘ring or circular object’, which reflects their characteristic shape.

The distinctive flavour of carob honey - often referred to as ‘black
gold’, both historically and in medical contexts - is accompanied by
a range of beneficial properties. Carobs have traditionally been used
as soothing agents for chest infections and were recommended for
patients with chronic bronchitis. Rich in fibre, they are also considered
helpful in the prevention and treatment of digestive issues such as
dysentery, supporting healthy intestinal function.

TAHINOPITTES

Tahinopittes are made using traditional tahini, with the distinction
that the tahini is prepared from roasted sesame seeds. In Cyprus,
tahinopitta is especially popular during Lent and is considered a
favourite fasting dish.

The nutritional value of tahinopitta is significant, as tahini is re-
garded as a highly nutritious food. It is rich in ‘good’ fats, including
omega-6 and omega-3 fatty acids, and provides essential trace ele-

ments such as copper, manganese, calcium, magnesium, iron, phos-
phorus, zinc, and dietary fibre.

FLAOUNES

According to various interpretations, the word flaouna may derive
from the ancient Greek word palathi, referring to a preparation made
with dried fruits, or from the similar Latin term fladonis. Another theory
links it to the ancient Greek verb flao, meaning ‘to swell’ or, in some
interpretations, ‘grief’. In the Karavas region, flaounes were known
as fesoudkia, while in Karpasia they were called aflaounes.

Flaounes are believed to have first appeared in the 19th century
and, according to tradition, were prepared on Holy Saturday morning
before the night of the Resurrection (the Kalos Logos).

Although ready-made flaounes are now widely available in local
bakeries, many people still prefer to prepare their own, with the
whole family taking part in the process.

SPOON SWEETS

Spoon sweets are enjoyed throughout the year, although their pre-
paration takes place during the period just before fruits reach full
ripeness. Walnut spoon sweet, for example, is typically prepared
from early to mid-June.

Varieties such as walnut, watermelon, and zucchini spoon sweets
require pickling lime to achieve their characteristic crisp texture.

Spoon sweets are considered one of the lighter and healthier
options for satisfying a sweet craving, as they contain no butter or
animal fats - only sugar. Made primarily from fruit, they are also a
source of vitamins and antioxidants, such as vitamin C and carote-
noids, which help protect heart health, support the immune system,
and aid digestion.

POMPES

Several years ago, pompes were sold by street vendors, particu-
larly at football matches, in stadiums, and on beaches during the
summer. If you are lucky when visiting Cyprus, you may still come
across them while sunbathing.

Pompes are syrupy sweets made from semolina and flavoured
with mastic. There are different explanations for their name. One sug-
gests it comes from their shape, which resembles a stick of dynamite.
Another links it to their taste, as in Cypriot slang something extremely
delicious is described as ‘en pompa’, meaning ‘it's the bomb’.

SAMALI
Samali, also known in Cyprus as Kalon Prama (good thing), is a
sweet that originates from Damascus, typically served with vanilla

or mastic-flavoured ice cream. A fasting version of samali can also
be made by substituting eggs and yogurt with orange juice.

PALOUZES

Near the end of summer, the grape harvest begins. At the begin-
ning of September, the well-known traditional Wine Festival takes
place in Limassol, where visitors can enjoy palouzes alongside a
wide variety of Cypriot wines.

Palouzes, known in Greek as moustalevria (from moustos mean-
ing grape must and alevri meaning flour), is one of the first sweet
puddings made in Cyprus. The word palouzes is believed to derive
from the Turkish paluze, possibly meaning ‘white-eater’, a reference
that may be linked to the historical practice of adding white soil to
grape must.

KOLOKOTES

Kolokotes, kolokopites (butternut squash pastries) or skepastes
contain butternut squash, bulgur wheat and raisins. They are tradi-
tionally baked in a wood oven and stored in a cool place.

PITTES SATZIS
Pittes tis Satzis, also known as sakopites or kattimerka, take their
name from the utensil in which they are prepared - the satzi (or satzin),
a shallow, curved metal pan, similar in shape to a shallow wok.
The filling is typically sweet, made with sugar and cinnamon or
honey and cinnamon. A savoury version also exists, filled with gra-
ted traditional halloumi, fresh mint, and olive oil.

HALLOUMOPITA

Halloumopites or halloumotes are savoury pastries commonly
enjoyed as a breakfast item or afternoon snack.

Halloumi is a traditional Cypriot white cheese, which can be either
hard when aged in brine for around 40 days, or soft when freshly
made and consumed. The name is believed to derive from the an-
cient Greek word alas (salt), through the evolution halas to halloumi.
Traditionally, halloumi was made from sheep’s or goat’'s milk and
produced in a firmer form.

Summer loving

ere we go, the clocks
H change, the trees start to
blossom, and the spring
flowers are blooming - a sure
sign summer is looming! A great
sign for us to spring into action
and get fit for summer; whether
itis that holiday vacation, to get
beach ready, or just want to gen-
erally look and feel fabulous, now
is the time to start if you haven't
already.

Exercise is not only good for
the body, but also for the mind
as it aids good clear thinking. |
have made some of my best
decisions while weight training.
The repetitive movement and in-
termittent breaks still allows the
mind to think things over and
compartmentalise, come up with
ideas, and figure out solutions.

Exercise also aids sleep - as
the body gets fatigued, it requires
sleep. The more muscle the body
has, the more calories one can
eat, as it requires food in order
to maintain it, which is a bonus in
itself, as one can then eat more.

Obviously eating healthy
wholesome food is a plus, and if
one eats as natural as possible,
without all the processed food,
or at least keeping it very mini-
mal, it can assist in maintaining
weight naturally as well as hav-
ing a good fat burning metabolic
rate. If you are trying to gain mus-
cle size and burning too much
energy, then consider taking a
protein supplement - this is also
good straight after a high inten-
sity energetic workout, when the
body is burning calories at a much
faster rate, known as the after-
burn effect (EPOC) - initially the
first 15 minutes at an accelerated
rate, post workout, which can last
12-24 hours, gradually declining.

Getting fit is not hard work if
you do the active things that you
enjoy. Find activities you love, be
it swimming, running, cycling, cir-
cuit training, dancing, kickbox-
ing, badminton, tennis, football,
hockey, these are just some ex-
ample of some vigorous active
sports that involve using a lot of

energy, get the heart rate going
and will burn those calories.

Combine the active exercise
and also do some strength train-
ing exercise: Pilates, weight train-
ing, heavy gardening like digging,
climbing stairs or hill climbing.
Working with resistance bands,
body workout circuits that include
strength training such as push
ups, squats, using dumbbells,
kettlebell exercises. For an acti-
vity to be muscle strength training,
it needs to work your muscles
harder than usual, to the point
where you may need a short rest
before continuing and it would
be difficult to do another repeti-
tion without help. A repetition is
one complete movement of an
activity, like lifting a weight or one
sit up. Aim for 8-12 repetitions for
each activity, this will be one set.
Do two sets for muscle toning
and three sets to gain even more
benefits. Start slowly with lower
weights and gradually build up
over a few weeks.

A strength training exercise

will increase muscle mass. Main-
taining strength helps in later
years, avoiding falls as people
get older. Include flexibility acti-
vity exercises such as stretching,
yoga, tai chi - this will improve the
ability for the joints to maintain
the movements necessary for
carrying out daily tasks and phy-
sical activities without discom-
fort, especially in mature years.

Doing all the different types
of training regularly throughout
a week is essential for all over
strength and fitness.

Active Vigorous Training -

Whatever active exercise train-
ing you choose to do, it should
be done a minimum of twice a
week; it can be varied, like run-
ning once a week, as well as
another like kickboxing. The point
is to do what you love to do, go
along and do it with some friends,
or use the opportunity to go by
yourself and meet new people.

Strength Training - You should
aim to work each body part in
weight training at least once a
week, with a few different types
of exercises for that body part.
The training can be split into a

few different sessions over the
week.

Flexibility Training - Daily
stretching is considered to be the
most effective, however even
5-10 minutes of stretching 2-3
times a week can be good.

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Premier League and FA Cup Semi Finals

ottingham Forest took a
N huge step towards Pre-

mier League survival with
a big win at Sunderland to go
eight points clear of the bottom
three.

The visitors opened the scor-
ing in the 17th minute when Igor
Jesus' back-post header deflec-
ted in off Sunderland defender
Trai Hume.

They doubled their lead in the
31st minute after Sunderland
goalkeeper Robin Roefs' pass
was intercepted and Chris Wood
was able to finish.

Three minutes later Morgan
Gibbs-White powerfully found the
bottom corner after being teed
up by Igor Jesus' header.

In the 37th minute the Brazil
striker smashed a loose ball into
the net following a corner.

And Forest netted a fifth in
second-half stoppage time
through Elliot Anderson's low
strike on the counter-attack.

Ryan Sessegnon scored the
only goal as Fulham boosted
their hopes of finishing in the
European places by beating
Aston Villa at Craven Cottage.

Alexander Isak scored in the

Premier League at Anfield for
the first time since joining Liver-
pool as the Reds strengthened
their grip on a Champions League
spot with victory over Crystal
Palace.

Sweden forward Isak has
endured a bitterly frustrating
spell since completing a British
record £125m move from New-
castle.

But he set Liverpool on their
way to a third straight top-flight
win when his shot into the ground
from 12 yards looped over the
head of Palace goalkeeper Dean
Henderson and into the net.

Liverpool's third-choice keeper
Freddie Woodman made his first
Premier League appearance for
the Reds as Alisson and Giorgi
Mamardashvili were both injured.

Woodman made a diving
save to keep out Jean-Philippe
Mateta's header moments before
Liverpool made it 2-0 through
Andy Robertson.

The Scotland full-back finished
off a fine counter-attack with a
precise finish following a lightning
attack involving Curtis Jones.

Palace set up a grandstand
finish when Daniel Munoz scored

from outside the box with
Woodman down injured, before
Eagles substitute Jorgen Strand
Larsen hit the post in the 84th
minute.

But the Reds sealed victory
through Florian Wirtz deep into
stoppage time, a right-foot finish
from inside the box.

Callum Wilson scored a dra-
matic-stoppage time winner as
West Ham boosted their survi-
val hopes with victory against
Everton.

The Hammers had looked set
to drop back into the relegation
zone after Kiernan Dewsbury-
Hall cancelled out Tomas Sou-
cek's opener with just two min-
utes of normal time remaining.

By that time, relegation rivals
Tottenham were winning at
Wolverhampton Wanderers - a
result that, coupled with a West
Ham draw, would see Spurs
move out of the bottom three.

But Wilson - who had been
introduced as an 81st-minute
substitute - sent the London
Stadium wild when he coolly
slotted in.

With Spurs also winning their
game, West Ham remain two

points above the relegation
zone. The win felt significant as
the Hammers showed the bat-
tling qualities they will need in
their fight against the drop.

Joao Palhinha's late strike
earned Tottenham their first Pre-
mier League win since Decem-
ber but failed to ease their rele-
gation fears.

Arsenal regained their
place at the top of the Premier
League as Eberechi Eze's first-
half strike was enough for the
Gunners to beat Newcastle in a
hard-fought match at Emirates
Stadium.

Mikel Arteta's side had
dropped to second place for
the first time since October after
Manchester City's win against
Burnley in midweek had seen
them go top of the table on goal
difference.

Arsenal started the game
well and took the lead in the
ninth minute through Eze after
a well-worked short corner.

The England international
was passed the ball on the edge
of the box by Kai Havertz and
curled an excellent strike into the
top corner.

FA Cup Semi Finals

Manchester City survived a
shock by coming from behind to
edge past Southampton and
reach a record fourth consecu-
tive FA Cup final to keep alive
their hopes of claiming a domes-
tic treble.

The semi-final came alive
11 minutes from time when Finn
Azaz curled home an unstoppa-
ble strike into the top corner from
20 yards out to spark joyous
scenes in the Saints end, but they
were silenced just two minutes
later when Jeremy Doku's de-
flected shot crept into the far
corner.

And with extra-time looming,
Nico Gonzalez stepped up to
power home a thumping strike
past the reach of Peretz to turn
the game around for City in their
search for a third FA Cup triumph
under Guardiola.

Enzo Fernandez's first-half
header settled a scrappy FA Cup
semi-final against Leeds United
at Wembley as Chelsea made
a winning start after Liam Rose-
nior's sacking.

Calum McFarlane was put in

interim charge until the end of
the season and will now lead
Chelsea out against Manchester
City on Saturday, 16 May.

Leeds' hopes of reaching a
first FA Cup final since they lost
to Sunderland in 1973 were
dashed as they were left to re-
gret missed chances that might
have turned a tight game in
their favour.

Daniel Farke's side had the
game's first big opportunity when
Brenden Aaronson raced clear
from Dominic Calvert-Lewin's
touch but Chelsea keeper Rob-
ert Sanchez made a crucial
save with his legs.

It proved to be an expensive
miss as Chelsea went ahead
after 23 minutes, Fernandez
meeting Pedro Neto's cross with
a firm header to give Lucas
Perri no chance.

The closing stages were
tense as Chelsea closed out the
win, a response to Rosenior's
dismissal after only 106 days,
and they will now attempt to end
a run of losing their past three
FA Cup finals.

They will now play Manches-
ter City in the Wembley Final.
