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Burnham on mission to
‘change Labour’ after Starmer’'s
party lost voters' trust

Andy Burnham has officially
been selected as Labour’s can-
didate for the upcoming Maker-
field byelection after being ap-
proved by the party’s national
executive committee.

His main opponent is ex-
pected to be Reform UK’s Ro-
bert Kenyon, a local plumber
and former general election
candidate for the constituency.
Reform announced his can-
didacy shortly after Burnham’s
confirmation.

Labour stated that no other
applicants were shortlisted for
the seat vacated by Josh

Simons, with the byelection
likely to take place on 18 June
pending official confirmation.

Following his selection, Burn-
ham said he was honoured to
stand for Makerfield and argued
that the area had been over-
looked by national politicians for
too long. He praised the consti-
tuency’s working-class commu-
nities and said many residents
felt disconnected from West-
minster.

Burnham said his priority
would be to improve affordabil-
ity for local people, pointing to
policies he introduced as

Greater Manchester mayor, in-
cluding measures to reduce
transport costs.

If elected, Burnham is widely
expected to become a potential
challenger to Keir Starmer for
the Labour leadership. Allies
say he plans to outline his econ-
omic agenda while distancing
himself from policies that could
damage his return to West-
minster, including ruling out an
immediate return to the Euro-
pean Union and supporting La-
bour’s fiscal rules.

Kenyon, who was born in
Makerfield, previously worked
for the NHS in Lancashire as a
specialist technician and also
serves as an army reservist. He
finished second in the 2024
general election, trailing Simons
by 5,399 votes.

Reform UK leader Nigel Far-
age described the byelection as
a “David versus Goliath” con-
test, portraying Kenyon as an
ordinary local candidate taking
on an established political fig-
ure.

In a campaign video, Kenyon
accused Burnham of using
Makerfield as a stepping stone
back into national politics. He
also criticised what he de-
scribed as “career politicians”
who move into constituencies
with little local connection, al-
though Burnham himself grew
up in the area.

The race is expected to be
closely contested. While Labour
and Reform are considered the
leading parties, Reform could
lose support to the right-wing
Restore Britain party, which has
selected local businesswoman
Rebecca Shepherd as its can-
didate.

Labour recently suffered
major losses in Wigan’s local
elections, where Reform won
24 out of 25 council seats.ng,
while the Conservatives are ex-
pected to reveal their represen-
tative within the next day.

Defence Ministers Palmas & Healey meet in London

The need to find political sol-
utions to the conflicts in the
Middle East and Ukraine was
emphasized by Cyprus’ Minister
of Defence, Vasilis Palmas, fol-
lowing his meeting in London
with his British counterpart,
John Healey.

In his statement, Mr. Palmas
spoke of a “very constructive at-
mosphere” and “mutual under-
standing” regarding the issues
discussed.

As he explained, the two

sides reviewed the situation in
the Middle East and the conflict
involving Iran, Israel, and the
United States, noting that they
share a common approach re-
garding the need for a definitive
political settlement.

“This war has gone on for too
long, with many collateral
losses — economic losses, loss
of human lives, and, more
broadly, because of the insta-
bility that has been created in
the Middle East region,” the Cy-

priot minister stated.

At the same time, he stressed
that he and his British counter-
part also shared common views
regarding the war in Ukraine,
with Mr. Palmas noting that “a
solution must finally be found”
after so many years of conflict
between Russia and Ukraine.

Referring to bilateral relations
between Cyprus and the United
Kingdom, the Minister of De-
fence of the Republic of Cyprus
described the relations as “good

on a general level,” despite oc-
casional disagreements on in-
dividual issues.

He also made special refer-
ence to the status of the British
bases in Cyprus, noting that
they discussed the need to
adopt additional  security
measures to protect citizens liv-
ing in surrounding areas during
periods of regional crises.

“This is a constant concern
for us whenever difficult situ-
ations arise in the volatile region
of the Eastern Mediterranean
and the Middle East,” he said.

Finally, the two ministers dis-
cussed prospects for
strengthening bilateral cooper-
ation in the field of the defence
industry, with Mr. Palmas stating
that there is room for cooper-
ation, exchange of ideas, and
the development of innovative
products.

Von der Leyen's phone
conversation with
Erdogan reflects

EU interest on Cyprus

The phone conversation
that European Commission
President, Ursula von der
Leyen, held, on Tuesday, with
Turkish President, Recep
Tayyip Erdogan reflects EU's
interest in developments on
the Cyprus issue, based on
the relevant conclusions of the
European Council and the in-
terconnection of EU-Turkey
relations with the Cyprus prob-
lem, according to the Cyprus
News Agency.

The telephone conversation
took place at the request of
President Erdogan. The topics
covered exclusively the con-
flict in the Middle East, the Cy-
prus issue and the importance
of reaching an agreement on
a solution, as well as EU-Tur-
key relations.

The same source said that
the Cyprus Government is in
constant contact with the
Commission's Head awaiting
developments regarding Jo-
hannes Hahn' successor.
Hahn, who had taken over as
the EU special envoy for the
Cyprus issue, resigned last
March due to other obliga-
tions.

Regarding the arrival of the

UNSG's Personal Envoy,
Maria Angela Holguin, in Cy-
prus, it is expected that she
will be on the island early
June, barring unforeseen cir-
cumstances.

Meanwhile, no other meet-
ing between Cyprus Presi-
dent, Nikos Christodoulides,
and Turkish Cypriot leader
Tufan Erhurman has been
scheduled so far. Their last
meeting took place on May
8th.

Cyprus has been divided
since the 1974 illegal Turkish
invasion. Numerous talks
under UN-aegis to reunite the
island under a federal roof,
have not yet yielded any re-
sults.

Cyprus Heads to Crucial 2026
Parliamentary Elections Amid
Political Uncertainty

The parliamentary elections
of 24 May 2026 in Cyprus are
taking place during a period of
intense political fluidity, social
unrest, and geopolitical uncer-
tainty, with the political system
facing one of its most critical
tests in recent years. The pre-
vailing climate in Cypriot society
is marked by growing fatigue
with the traditional ruling
parties, increasing public dis-
trust toward institutions, and a
strong demand for political sta-
bility amid constant inter-
national developments.

As electoral analyst Yiannis
Mavris points out, “these are

crucial elections for transition
and change in the party sys-
tem,” while noting that the new
Parliament “will differ consider-
ably from the outgoing one,” re-
ferring to “the consolidation of
a new multi-party system in Cy-
prus.”

The outcome of the elections
will determine which parties
gain greater influence in deci-
sion-making, what political al-
liances may emerge, and
whether the government will be
able to pass crucial legislation
more easily.

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Federation Hosts Working Dinner
with Defence Minister Vasilis Palmas

The National Federation of
Cypriots in the UK hosted a
working dinner in honour of the
Defence Minister of the Repub-
lic of Cyprus, Mr Vasilis Palmas
on Monday 18th May at the
Federation’s offices. Minister
Palmas was joined by members
of the Federation's Secretariat
and the High Commissioner of
Cyprus in the UK, Dr Kyriacos
Kouros for the working dinner.

In his opening remarks, Min-
ister Palmas said this was his
first time being hosted by the
UK Cypriot community and that
he was deeply moved to be

joined by its representatives. He
added that the Cypriot Govern-
ment is grateful for the Feder-
ation’s continued impactful con-
tribution on matters  of
importance to the island, includ-
ing the Cyprus issue.

Minister Palmas stated that a
goal of the Republic of Cyprus
is to maintain a high level of de-
fence and security. He added
that, given the current geopolit-
ical situation and Cyprus’ loca-
tion, the island must upgrade its
security infrastructure and that
is what the Ministry of Defence
is currently working toward.

The Minister said that Cyprus
already plays an important geo-
political role in the Eastern Med-
iterranean. Cyprus, he con-
tinued, remains a reliable and
stable state and that it maintains
excellent relations with neigh-
bouring countries in the region.

Minister Palmas closed his
speech on the Cyprus issue,
saying that the Cyprus is look-
ing towards conditions for the
resumption of talks for a Free,
United Cyprus. He also dis-
cussed the latest developments
in the UN-led process for a so-
lution.

Federation President Chris-
tos Karaolis welcomed the De-
fence Minister and began his
speech by discussing the value
of UK-Cyprus ties. He said that
“At a time of increasing insta-
bility in the Eastern Mediterra-
nean, the importance of close
coordination on defence and
security between trusted part-
ners such as Cyprus and the
UK cannot be overstated.”

Mr Karaolis stressed that the
“drone attack on RAF Akrotiri
was a moment of real concern
for all of us, not least because
of the potential risks it posed to
the island of Cyprus and its
people.” “Yet,” he continued,”

“we also saw something deeply
reassuring, a collective and co-
ordinated response from across
Europe.”

Speaking about the Feder-
ation’s work on defence and se-
curity, Mr Karaolis mentioned a
recent meeting with Europe
Minister, Stephen Doughty. In
the meeting, they exchanged
views on “the attack at RAF Ak-
rotiri and stressed the impor-
tance of further strengthening
and deepening security coordi-
nation between the United King-
dom and the Republic of Cy-
prus.”

In closing, Mr Karaolis said
“Cyprus continues to play a vital
and constructive role as a pillar
of stability in the Eastern Med-
iterranean, not only in terms of
security by building military part-
nerships with allies, but also in
its humanitarian mission.”

Minister Vasilis Palmas was
born in Limassol in 1964. He
has previously served as Direc-
tor of the Press Office of the
President of the Republic and
as Government Spokesman in
the Government of Tassos Pa-
padopoulos as well as Deputy
Minister to the President in the
Government of Nicos Anastasi-
ades.

Pontic Genocide is one of most
heinous crimes in modern
history, says President

Hellenism continues to fight
for freedom and dignity and his-
torical memory is the foundation
of national self-awareness,
President Nikos Christodou-
lides said on Tuesday evening,
during the unveiling ceremony
of the Genocide Monument of
the Pontic Greeks in Paralimni.

The President said that we
honor the memory of our Pon-
tian Greek brothers and we
condemn one of the most hei-
nous crimes committed in the
modern history of Hellenism
and of the whole humanity.

President Christodoulides
said that today, together with
Greeks everywhere and every
free person who resists crime
and injustice, we participate in
the commemoration events for
the victims of the Pontic Geno-
cide on May 19th.

He said that Cypriots are also
victims of violent uprooting and
a prolonged crime that has con-
tinued for more than half a cen-
tury, with thousands of dead,
hundreds missing, three gener-
ations of refugees, and the on-
going violation of fundamental
human rights.

He also recalled that it was
his government that took the
decision to establish May 19 as
a day during which the Pontic
Genocide will be taught in Cy-

prus schools.

Cyprus President went on to
say that we fight for the rec-
ognition of the Genocide by
Turkey, which to this day denies
the commission of this heinous
crime.

The monument is the work of
renowned sculptor George Ki-
kotis and as the President said,
itis a living bond between Pon-
tus and Cyprus, between the
homelands we never forget of.

The President also said that
the monument is reminiscent of
the EOKA struggle, adding that
the town of Paralimni is is the
birthplace of several EOKA
fighters, as well as many fallen
in 1974, during the illegal Turk-
ish invasion but also of Tassos
Isaak and Solomos Solomou
who were killed by the Turks in
1996.

Cyprus has been divided
since 1974, when Turkey in-
vaded and occupied its north-
ern third. Repeated rounds of
UN-led peace talks have so far
failed to yield results. The latest
round of negotiations, in July
2017 at the Swiss resort of
Crans-Montana ended incon-
clusively.
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Hybrid threats and disinformation at the centre of Cyprus Forum London

The need to strengthen cooperation between the
European Union and the United Kingdom in ad-
dressing hybrid threats, disinformation, and cyber-
attacks was at the centre of the Cyprus Forum
London, held yesterday at the High Commission
of Cyprus in the British capital. Once again, the
event brought together ministers, senior officials,
diplomats, academics, and other key stakeholders.

The event, held for the third consecutive year,
was organised by Oxygen for Democracy in co-
operation with the High Commission of Cyprus,
with the support of the Delegation of the Euro-
pean Union to the United Kingdom. Discussions
focused on the growing threat of hybrid warfare,
its impact on democratic institutions, the security
of critical infrastructure, and the cohesion of West-
ern societies.

Opening the forum, the High Commissioner of
Cyprus to the United Kingdom, Dr. Kyriacos Kou-
ros, referred to Cyprus’ long experience with hybrid
threats, stressing that Nicosia has a strong interest
in enhancing European solidarity and EU-UK co-
operation in the face of modern threats. As he
noted, Cyprus has been actively participating in
European hybrid threat response mechanisms
since 2017.

For his part, the European Union Ambassador
to the United Kingdom, Pedro Serrano, said that
hybrid threats have now evolved into “hybrid at-
tacks.” He stressed that these malicious operations
target state institutions in an effort to undermine
public trust and weaken democratic structures.
Among the measures the EU is taking to address
the phenomenon, he said, are continuous public
awareness efforts, the strengthening of critical in-
frastructure, operational responses, and the impo-
sition of strict sanctions on offenders. He also un-

derlined the importance of the EU-UK Security
and Defence Partnership.

In his address, Cyprus’ Minister of Defence, Va-
silis Palmas, described hybrid warfare as a
strategy of gradual attrition, aimed not at delivering
an immediate blow, but at eroding trust in institu-
tions, social cohesion, and ultimately democratic
governance itself. Describing Cyprus as a charac-
teristic example of a small democratic state under
constant pressure, he referred to the occupied
northern part of the island as a platform from which
such pressures are projected across the wider re-
gion, raising the question of whether the European
response is sufficient.

The thematic discussions focused on cyberse-
curity, state interference in critical infrastructure,
disinformation, and the financing of hybrid opera-
tions.

In the first panel, featuring Jonathan Allen, Di-
rector General for Defence and Security at the UK
Foreign Office, Daniel Marki¢, Director of the EU

Intelligence and Situation Centre (EU INTCEN),
and other experts, participants underlined the need
for a comprehensive government-wide approach
to tackling hybrid threats. Notably, MI5 investiga-
tions related to state threats in the UK have in-
creased by 35%.

The second panel focused on the role of the pri-
vate sector in countering hybrid operations, with
experts from Chatham House, the Royal United
Services Institute (RUSI), and the International
Institute for Strategic Studies (IISS) stressing
that governments cannot tackle complex financial
and information operations on their own. Particular
reference was made to China’s growing activity
and the need to strengthen European expertise.

The third session focused on the ways in which
disinformation undermines democratic societies.
Former EU Commissioner for Health Stella Kyria-
kides, referring to the experience of the COVID-
19 pandemic, stressed that combating disinfor-
mation is not merely a matter of content regulation,

but above all an issue of protecting democratic re-
silience.

In his afternoon keynote address, UK Minister
for Europe Stephen Doughty described the current
environment as “information warfare on an indus-
trial scale,” noting that cyberattacks alone cost the
British economy more than £14.5 billion over the
past year, while investigations into state threats
have risen significantly. He also reiterated that ad-
dressing hybrid threats is a central pillar of EU-UK
cooperation.

Closing the forum, Cyprus Forum Executive
President Nicolas Kyriakides spoke of transform-
ing the event into a permanent policy dialogue plat-
form, arguing that in a period of heightened geo-
political tensions, “clarity between allies is not a
luxury, but a necessity.”

This year’s event will continue with a second
session in London on 3 June.

The Genuine and Honest Cannot Be Bought Off

In every generation, society
is tested by one important ques-
tion: can honesty survive in a
world filled with money, power,

by Councillor influence, and temptation?
George A. Many people believe that every-
thing has a price. They think that

Savva MBE if enough money is offered,
Cabinet Member €nough pressure is applied, or
of Enfield Council €nough promises are made,

anyone can be persuaded to

change their principles. Yet his-
tory and everyday life continue to prove something
different. Genuine and honest people cannot be
bought off.

Honesty is one of the rarest and most valuable
qualities a person can possess. A genuine person
stands firm even when it is difficult. They do not
change their beliefs for personal gain. They do not
betray others for rewards, positions, or favours.
Their character is stronger than temptation. That is
why honest people earn respect, even from those
who disagree with them.

Today, many people feel disappointed with pol-
itics, business, and public life because they see
too much greed and too little integrity. Corruption
scandals appear regularly in newspapers around
the world. Some leaders say one thing and do
another. Others place profit above people. In such
an environment, genuine individuals stand out like
a light in darkness.

A genuine person does not need to pretend.

They are the same in public as they are in private.
They do not wear masks to impress others. Their
words match their actions. When they make a
promise, people trust them because they know that
promise means something. Trust is not built through
speeches or slogans. It is built slowly through ho-
nesty, consistency, and decency.

Money can buy many things, but it cannot buy
integrity. A wealthy person may purchase luxury,
influence, or attention, but they cannot purchase a
clean conscience or true respect. Respect must
be earned. Honest people understand this deeply.
They know that character is more important than
status.

Many ordinary people show extraordinary ho-
nesty every day. A worker who refuses to steal,
even when nobody is watching, shows integrity. A
journalist who tells the truth despite pressure shows
courage. A public servant who puts the public in-
terest before personal gain shows honour. A friend
who remains loyal during difficult times shows gen-
uine character. These people may never become
famous, but they are the foundation of a healthy
society.

There is also a personal cost to honesty. Genuine
people are not always rewarded immediately.
Sometimes they are ignored, mocked, or even pun-
ished because they refuse to compromise their
principles. In workplaces, honest employees may
face pressure to remain silent about wrongdoing.
In politics, principled individuals may be attacked
because they refuse to follow dishonest practices.

In business, ethical people may lose opportunities
because they refuse corruption.

Yet despite these difficulties, honesty brings inner
peace. A person who lives truthfully sleeps better
at night. They do not live in fear of exposure or
shame. They do not constantly worry about lies
collapsing around them. Genuine people carry dig-
nity within themselves, and that dignity cannot be
purchased.

Families also play an important role in teaching
honesty. Children learn by watching adults. If they
see parents cheating, lying, or acting dishonestly,
they may believe such behaviour is normal. But if
they see fairness, kindness, and truthfulness, those
values become part of their character. Society be-
comes stronger when honesty is passed from one
generation to another.

Social media and modern culture sometimes
send the wrong message. Too often, success is
measured only by money, fame, or popularity.
Some people are admired simply because they
are rich, regardless of how they gained their wealth.
Young people can easily become confused and
believe that integrity does not matter anymore. But
deep down, most people still admire honesty more
than wealth. Genuine people inspire trust because
they remain true to themselves.

Throughout history, many respected figures re-
fused to sell their principles. Some stood against
injustice even when it endangered their careers or
lives. Others defended truth despite enormous
pressure. Their legacy continues because people

remember courage and integrity long after money
and power disappear.

The world does not need more selfishness or
greed. It needs more decent people who cannot
be bought off. Communities become healthier when
honesty is valued. Businesses become stronger
when ethics matter. Politics becomes cleaner when
leaders serve with integrity instead of self-interest.

Being genuine does not mean being perfect. Ho-
nest people make mistakes like everyone else. The
difference is that they admit errors instead of hiding
them. They take responsibility instead of blaming
others. That humility is another sign of true char-
acter.

In difficult times, genuine people become even
more important. When trust in institutions declines,
honest individuals help restore faith in society. They
remind us that morality still exists and that principles
still matter.

At the end of life, people are not remembered
mainly for their wealth or possessions. They are
remembered for how they treated others, whether
they were trustworthy, and whether they lived with
integrity. A person who remains honest in a dis-
honest world leaves behind something far more
valuable than money — they leave behind honour.

The genuine and honest cannot be bought off
because their values are not for sale. Their con-
science is worth more than any reward. In a world
where too many people chase power and profit,
those who remain truthful and principled are not
weak. They are among the strongest people of all.

Bulgaria Claims Historic Victory in Eurovision 2026

The 70th Eurovision Song
Contest delivered one of the most
dramatic finals in recent memory, as
Bulgaria secured its first-ever victory
in Vienna with DARA’s explosive an-

them “Bangaranga”. The singer’s ener-
getic performance captivated both juries and tele-
voters, earning an impressive 516 points and
ending Bulgaria’s long wait for Eurovision glory.
Held at Vienna’s Wiener Stadthalle, this year’s
competition celebrated seven decades of Euro-
vision under the slogan “United by Music”.

Greece entered the contest with high hopes
following months of strong fan support online and
an ambitious national selection campaign. Aky-
las with his song “Ferto” connected particularly
well with audiences in southern Europe and
among diaspora communities, earning strong
televote support and managed to secure the 10th
position.

Cyprus, meanwhile, once again demonstrated
why it remains one of Eurovision’s most unpre-
dictable competitors. The Cypriot delegation
opted for a contemporary pop production featur-
ing elaborate choreography and a radio-friendly
chorus while blending elements of Cypriot cul-
ture.

Although Antigoni and “Jalla” impressed dur-
ing rehearsals and generated significant buzz on
social media, the final scoreboard ultimately
proved unforgiving. Eurovision analysts pointed
to the exceptionally competitive field this year,
where several standout performances divided
the televote more dramatically than expected.

Antigoni Buxton had quite an emotional
and eventful Eurovision journey this year, and
her reactions became a major talking point both
during and after the contest.

Before Eurovision even began, Antigoni re-
sponded defiantly to criticism surrounding her
song “Jalla” and its music video, which some
viewers in Cyprus had called “too provocative”
and unrepresentative of the country. Her re-
sponse was essentially: “Let them talk.” She em-
braced the controversy rather than backing away
from it.

During Eurovision week in Vienna, Antigoni ap-
peared extremely upbeat and confident. After
qualifying Cyprus for the Grand Final, she de-
scribed the experience as overwhelming and
thanked both Cypriot and Greek fans for their
support. Cypriot media reported that she was
visibly emotional backstage and deeply touched
by the audience reaction.

Her actual Grand Final performance of “Jalla”
received very mixed reactions online. Many fans
praised the energy, proudly displayed mediterra-
nean identity and staging, while others criticised
her vocals and questioned how well the perform-
ance translated live, particularly after Cyprus fin-
ished 19th.

What stood out most, however, was Antigoni’s
reaction after the results. Upon returning to Cy-
prus, she was reportedly tearfull at Larnaca Air-
port due to the warm welcome she received from
fans carrying flags and flowers. In interviews, she
admitted that she was grateful for the journey,
but she really hoped for a better position for her
beloved island and “felt it a little as a failure,” de-
spite giving everything she had on stage.

At the same time, she also expressed pride in

representing Cyprus and said
she was grateful simply to have
reached the final in such a com-
petitive year. Throughout the
season she repeatedly empha-
sised how important it was for
her to showcase Cypriot culture
through modern pop music.

Even though the competition
may not have ended with victory,
Cyprus’s entry proved once
again that Eurovision is a stage
to showcase culture and iden-
tity.

A naughty,
naughty hoot

FILM OF THE WEEK
Hen (Kota)

The remarkable Hungarian
director Gyorgy Palfi is well known
for his highly original films
HUKKLE and TAXIDERMIA. Now
he goes Greek and gives a hen,
or chicken or even a “chickeness”
as Aristophanes calls her in his
comedic masterpiece “Clouds”
the leading role. Except for CITY
OF GOD, where a hen stole the
opening sequence, this large bird
has been underrepresented in
cinema until now where the story
of a runaway chicken will touch
even the coldest of hearts.

The eponymous black hen is
an outsider even from the day
she is born in the farmhouse and
after she escapes from a big lorry
and the jaws of a starving fox,
she ends up in a fish taverna by
the coast. The whole action of
the movie is seen through the
hen’s eyes — she observes si-
lently the arrival of asylum seekers
from the sea, the incredible vio-
lence that surrounds her in this
idyllic location but most of all, it
is her ability to survive against
the odds.

It is funny and touching in
equal measure and Palfi’s in-
credible filming style and Giorgos
Karvelas’ amazing cinemato-
graphy demand attention from
the very first sequence where
the baby chick enters the world
through a cracked egg. It is a
deceptively simple film, but its
richness and deep meaning is
immensurable. Do not miss this
modern masterpiece!

Eagles Of The
Republic

The Swedish born Egyptian
director Tarik Saleh continues

his provocative work with another
daring film and completes his
Cairo trilogy that also includes
THE NILE HILTON INCIDENT
and THE CAIRO CONSPIRACY.
His political thriller follows the
story of George Fahmy (Fares
Fares), one of Egypt’s most pop-
ular actors who is approached by
its tyrannical government to ap-
pear in a propaganda film about
the country’s dictator. Fahmy is
reluctant to tell the story of the
president’s rise to power, but the
authorities refuse to take no for
an answer...

It is a gripping tale about the
increasing power of a totalitarian
state told with a touch of political
satire which is very relevant to
current international events. The
production values are superb
even though Saleh was not al-
lowed to film in Egypt but with
Turkey standing in for Cairo.

A mesmerising film about the
state of the film industry and im-
mense hunger for political power
which verges on the insane.

The Balloonists

John Dower, the award-win-
ning director of LOCKERBIE and
MY SCIENTOLOGY MOVIE,
brings to the screen another com-
pelling documentary. He follows

the story of Swiss explorer Ber-
trand Piccard who has inherited
his family’s footsteps by becom-
ing a groundbreaking world ad-
venturer. His grandfather Auguste
Piccard was a balloonist and un-
dersea explorer, and his father
Jacques was also an undersea
explorer. Bertrand joins forces
with British flying instructor Brian
Jones and makes history when
their balloon named Breitling
Orbiter 3 flies nonstop around
the world.

Dower has unearthed some
amazing archive material of the
journey for this incredible, nail-
biting adventure which is superb-
ly filmed and edited. It is still early
days but probably one of the best
documentaries of the year!

Orphan

Laszlo Nemes, the great visio-
nary director of SON OF SAUL
and SUNSET, tells the deeply
personal and moving coming-
of-age story of Andor (Boltorjan
Barabas), a 12-year-old boy who
grows up in post war Hungary.

The story is based on Nemes’
own father’s childhood in 1950’s
Budapest. Andor is raised by his
Jewish mother (Andrea Wasko-
vics) but without a father until an
unpleasant man arrives on the
scene and claims to be his true
parent...

Nemes re-creates Budapest
after the uprising of 1956 to per-
fection - superb production values
and striking period designs. A
compelling film about an angelic

boy forced by circumstances and
a hostile environment to become
a defiant force of nature. Highly
recommended!

Northern Soul:
Still Burning

Alan Byron’s enjoyable docu-
mentary celebrates Northern Soul,
the underground club movement
that put Wigan on the must visit
destinations during the seventies.
The Casino club was an oasis
for music and dance lovers, and
many broadcasters talk about
their own experiences when they
were teenagers.

Paul Mason highlights the ho-
moerotic nature of these young
male dancers and praises Wigan’s
Casino as a unique and monu-
mental place in British music
scene. Byron uses priceless ar-
chive material where you can
smell the thrill and sweat of the
youngsters that are dancing until
the dawn of the following day.
Exhilarating stuff!

Big Mistakes

This brilliant 8-part television
series created by Dan Levy and
Rachel Sennott follows the story
of two siblings Nicky (Dan Levy)
and Morgan (Taylor Ortega), who
find themselves being black-
mailed by a violent gang of orga-
nised crime...

Itis a brilliant premise - Nicky
is a priest and his irresponsible
sister Morgan leads them into the
dangerous world of East Euro-
pean criminals after she steals
a necklace from a shop. Their
mother Linda is played by the
incomparable Laurie Metcalf, a
free-spirited individual with poli-
tical aspirations.

It is genuinely funny, unpredict-
able with terrific performances.

What inspired this? Emily Lim’s
production of A Midsummer
Night’s Dream. This is an in-
spired communal celebration
where the performers and au-
dience are almost equals with
the action taking place here,
there and everywhere. As a re-
sult, people like my companion
— a Shakespeare cynic — was
won over by how much fun she
had and is determined to see
more. | warned her they are not
all like this.

For those who know little
about the Bard’s work, the story
involves four runaway Athenian
lovers, and a troupe of amateur
performers in an enchanted for-
est, in which live mischievous
fairies who play all sorts of games
on humans with love potions.
This results in chaos and comi-
cal mix-ups, love that goes as-
tray and a whole load of other
mayhem before all is well again
for a grand wedding. As the man
himself would say, “All's well
that ends well.” Well kind of and
that’s very much the approach
here because even as the show
comes to a euphoric end you
are left wondering whether what
you are watching is reality or
another fairy trick and just an
illusion.

Designer Aldo Vazquez
creates a space that is like a
post-modern entry at Chelsea,
a picture of of floral abundance
with blooms that have a life of
their own. The costumes (a Fly
Davis concept) too are a glorious
mix of ostentatious shabby chic
extravagance, as if recently
purchased from a charity shop
in Kensington. Imagine a Zan-
dra Rhodes fashion show set
in Heaven nightclub with Boy
George as DJ, replaced here

by nice folk music. Just wearing
those outfits would make you
behave playfully and the cast
do just that, having a ball, play-
ing out their roles with the bliss-
ful abandon of a young child
which means they walk an act-
ing tightrope between panto and
Shakespearean comedy perfor-
mance which they do with great
skill.

The “Rude Mechanicals” —
Bottom, Flute, Quince, Starve-
ling, Snout and Snug — are the
sextet who hilariously attempt
to stage Pyramus and Thisbe
for the big wedding and what
they create is a pigs ear and
karkashaliki of a production that
works a treat because they are
serious in their endeavours
making it that much more amus-
ing. Adrian Richards is a crack-
ing Bottom, mannerisms and
facial expressions to cry for, but
in truth, each and every one is
terrific. Then there is Michael
Grady-Hall's Puck, who is a fairy,
but Lim makes him more of a
stand-up comedian cum court
jester who treats the audience
like an adoring crowd whom he
is free to muck around with. So
much so that one lucky punter
is invited on stage to for a bit
of rope fun. This naughty Puck
loves to mock and muck.

This is a minted cast every-
where you look and Lim makes
sure their respective talents are
utilised in a variety of ways,
both comically and in the more
poignant moments. Naturally
immersive in word and deed,
nothing contrived or fake, and
the audience behave and res-
pond as if they were at Glaston-
bury enjoying a headline act.
Now there’s a thought, maybe
they should take the production
there. | have seen many ‘Dream
interpretations and this is right
up there with the very best, one
that ages 9 to 90 would enjoy,
apart from the naughty, naughty
bits.

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Cyprus’ wine revival takes centre stage at CyWineFest 2026

Cypriot wine, one of the oldest
traditions in the world, is enjoying
a modern renaissance as show-
cased in the CyWineFest 2026 Wine
Collection. From historic producers to
boutique wineries, with over 50 differ-
ent wines available as part of CyWine-
Fest’s unlimited wine tasting, the festi-
val highlights a diverse range of wines
rooted in indigenous grape varieties
and increasingly recognised on the in-
ternational stage.

Wine production on the island dates
back more than 5,000 years, with evi-
dence of early winemaking and trade
reaching as far as ancient Egypt. Today,
Cyprus blends that deep heritage with
innovation, as a new generation of
winemakers elevates quality and cele-
brates local grapes such as Xynisteri,
Maratheftiko, Mavro and Promara.

Established producers
lead the charge

Among the most prominent names at
the festival is KEO, one of Cyprus’ old-
est wineries, founded in 1927. Operat-
ing from the Limassol region, KEO con-
tinues to play a major role in preserving
indigenous varieties while producing

wines for global export.

Its portfolio demonstrates both diver-
sity and heritage. Standouts include the
Heritage Maratheftiko, a rich red show-
casing forest fruit and oak notes, and
the crisp Xynisteri, a refreshing white
well suited to Mediterranean cuisine. The
range also includes rosé wines such as
Coeur de Lion, with its strawberry and
cherry profile, and the historic St John
Commandaria, a sweet fortified wine
made from sun-dried grapes.

KEO has also earned recognition in
international competitions. Its Cabernet
Sauvignon & Lefkada (2018 vintage)
received a Bronze award at the Thes-
saloniki International Wine & Spirits
Competition in 2023 and 2019, high-
lighting growing acclaim for Cypriot
blends on the global stage.

Another key contributor is SODAP
Kamanterena, a cooperative winery
established in 1947 in the Paphos region.
Known for supporting local growers, it
produces approachable and versatile
wines across a range of styles.

Popular offerings include the Kaman-
terena Dry White, a crisp Xynisteri-
based wine with citrus notes, and the
Afames Dry Red, a Carignan and Mavro
blend delivering earthy spice and soft

fruit. Meanwhile, the Kamanterena
Maratheftiko Dry Red reflects the in-
creasing prominence of indigenous
grapes, with its elegant structure and
red fruit aroma.

Boutique wineries
gain recognition

Cyprus’ wine revival is also driven by
smaller, quality-focused estates. Makkas
Winery, founded in 2007 in the Troodos
foothills, is rapidly building a name for its
award-winning wines and dedication
to indigenous varieties.

Its Maratheftiko is noted for its depth
and complexity, while blends such as
Rodostafylo (Lefkada & Maratheftiko)
rosé wine offer vibrant fruit and balance.
Makkas also produces international
varietals like Merlot and Cabernet
Sauvignon, demonstrating the island’s
adaptability.

Similarly, Aes Ambelis Winery, located
in the Pitsilia mountains, has garnered
significant international recognition. The
winery has achieved multiple Decanter
World Wine Awards distinctions, in-
cluding:

* Promara — Silver (91 points, 2020)

* Sauvignon Blanc Fumé — Silver

(91 points, 2020)

¢ Aias Cabernet Sauvignon — Silver
(91 points, 2020)

» Several Bronze awards for Xynis-
teri, Morokanella and Omiros (2020)

These awards underline the quality
potential of both indigenous and inter-
national varieties grown in Cyprus’
unique terroir.

Tradition meets
innovation

Other historic producers also contri-
bute to the festival’'s diversity. LOEL,
established in 1943, continues to pro-
duce classic Cypriot wines such as
Alasia Commandaria, aged for at least
three years and offering complex notes
of honey, caramel and dried fruit. Its
fortified wine Ayia Nektaria and spirit
Zivania reflect traditional production
methods that remain popular today.

Across all featured wineries, the
importance of Cyprus’ terroir is evident.
The island’s varied topography and
climate - combined with the absence of
phylloxera vine disease - allow for the
cultivation of ancient grape varieties on
original rootstocks, a rarity in modern
viticulture.

A growing
global reputation

The CyWineFest collection reflects
a broader shift in Cyprus’ wine industry.
Once focused on mass production, the
sector has pivoted towards quality, sus-
tainability and tourism. Around 50 inde-
pendent wineries now contribute to a
growing reputation for distinctive, high-
quality wines.

From crisp whites and structured reds
to sweet Commandaria and innovative
blends, the 2026 showcase highlights
the island’s ability to balance heritage
with modern winemaking standards.
International awards and expanding
export markets suggest that Cypriot
wines are no longer a hidden gem, but
an emerging force in the global wine
landscape.

Cleopatra Bath - Add some
milk in the bath. For practicality,
keep some powdered milk in a
tub near the bath and add when
you get the chance for a luxury
bathe. For dry itchy skin, add
some apple cider vinegar. Add
a tsp of honey for a silky smooth

satin skin. Drop some rose petals
for that exotic prodigious feel.

Exfoliating Face Scrub - Mix
1 tablespoon rice flour, 1 table-
spoon honey, 1 tablespoon milk
or rose water and massage very
lightly, and then wash off with
water on a soft face flannel.

Turmeric Glow Face Scrub
- Mix 1 tablespoon gram flour or
oat flour, a tiny pinch of turmeric
(to avoid yellow staining) 1tea-
spoon yoghurt and a few drops
of honey. Gently massage over
face lightly and then wash off with
warm water on a soft flannel.

Coconut Shower Scrub Blend
- Mix 100g/40z shredded or des-
iccated coconut, 50g/20z oatmeal,
and 2 tablespoons runny honey.
Add some distilled water or rose
water and mix to a smooth paste.
Apply over body and massage
in circular motions for a stimula-

ting, vigorous, moisturising show-
er scrub. Shower off and feel
fabulously fresh and soft.

Sea Salt Body Scrub - In a
sterile jar, put 2 tablespoons fine
Sea Salt, cover with 1-2 table-
spoons sunflower oil, and add 2
drops of an essential oil of your
choice - mint is good for tired feet,
orange or lemon is stimulating
for the body, rose or lavender is
relaxing for the body. Double up
for more quantity.

Brown Sugar Body Scrub -
In a sterile jar mix %2 cup brown
sugar, ¥ cup coconut oil and %2
teaspoon vanilla extract. This is
good for dry elbows, arms, knees.
Massage gently onto skin and
then wash off with warm water.

Moisturising Cream - Mix 2
tablespoons Aloe Vera gel, and
tablespoons jojoba oil or sweet
almond oil, stir until it becomes

creamy. Add vitamin E and op-
tional essential oil. If skin is extra
dry, add half teaspoon melted
Shea butter and you can store
in a small sterile cleaned jar.

Coconut Oil Body Cream - Melt
6 tablespoons of grated Bees-
wax, half a cup of almond oil and
half a cup of coconut oil in a bowl
standing over hot water pan.
When it warms, add a ¥4 cup of
Glycerine slowly. When warm
and mixed in, remove from heat
and beat vigorously till thickened
and cool. Add 3-5 drops of essen-
tial oil (no more) of your choice.
Put into a small sterile jar.

Conditioning Shampoo - Stir
and mix together V4 cup of un-
wanted liquid castle soap or Pure
Canola oil as an alternative, 72
teaspoon grapeseed oil, 1 tea-
spoon Glycerine and a few drops
of essential oil of your choice. Add
a V4 cup of distilled water or coco-

nut milk for extra conditioning.
Store in a bottle. Shake before
use. Massage into scalp and hair
and rinse off.

Luscious Lip Balm - Melt 6
tablespoons grated Beeswax, 6
tablespoons sesame oil, 2 table-
spoons honey in a bowl over a pan
of hot water. Remove from heat,
add 2 drops of essential oil and
for a little colour, you can add a
drop or two of some pink or red
food colouring. Stir until thickened
and pot into a small sterile jar.
This should last 2-3 months.

Essential oils often used:
Cedarwood - for dandruff, skin
infections, acne and anxiety.
Neroli - for mature skin.
Orange - for tension, head-
aches, tiredness, used to invigo-
rate.
Lemon - for cleansing, refresh-
ing, circulatory tonic, insect re-
pellent.

Rose - for anti-depressant,
pleasant relaxing scent, aphro-
disiac, anti-inflammatory.

Jasmine - for uplifting, pleasant
scent, aphrodisiac, dry skin.

Bergamot - for cooling and
refreshing, stress irritability.

Carrier Oils:

Coconut oil - a solid oil melted
for its conditioning and moistur-
ising for dry skin or hair.

Grapeseed oil - good for its
massaging properties with it
containing and some linolic acid.

Almond oil - soothing light oil,
pleasant scent and easily absor-
bing by the skin, so great for easy
moisturising.

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Arsenal crowned 2025/26 Premier League champions

Arsenal have been crowned 2025/26 Premier
League champions with a game to spare, after an
incredible campaign in N5 has ended claiming their
14th top-flight championship.

Following their 1-0 success against Burnley their
nearest challengers Manchester City had to beat
Bournemouth to force them into a final-day show-
down for the title. However, a 1-1 draw at the Vitality
Stadium saw Arsenal crowned champions.

The silverware sees Mikel Arteta become the
first Gunners boss to land English football's top
prize in 22 years, following in the footsteps of Ar-
sene Wenger’s Invincibles who were the last side
to win the Premier League after going unbeaten
during the 2003/04 campaign.

Arsenal says: “This belongs to all of us”

We have won 25 of our 37 league games so far,
drawing seven and losing just five times to top the
pile, having finished runners-up in each of the pre-
vious three seasons.

But a solid defensive platform, which has seen
us keep 19 clean sheets and David Raya claim
the Golden Glove for the third successive season,
has led us to the best defensive record this term,
while only City can better our tally of 69 goals
scored to this point.

The 10 moments that won us the 2025/26 title:

We began our English league record 100th con-
secutive campaign with a 1-0 success at Man-

chester United, and won nine of our first 10 games
to hit top spot for the first time at the start of Oc-
tober.

We led the league for 200 days before Man-
chester City nudged us off on goals scored late
last month. However, we won four successive
matches without conceding to reclaim top spot and
pave our way to the championship.

Itis the 14th time we have been crowned cham-
pions of England, only behind Manchester United
and Liverpool in the all-time rankings, and the 32nd
major trophy we’ve claimed.

We now have the chance to cap one of the great-
est seasons in our 140-year history by adding one
more to that total when we head to Budapest next
week to contest our second-ever Champions
League final.

We will face holders Paris Saint-Germain on Sat-
urday, May 30 as we aim to claim our first European
Cup triumph in our 139-year history.

Kai Havertz was our hero of the hour as he
headed home what could prove to be a priceless
goal in our championship chase to beat Burnley.

The German met Bukayo Saka’s 36th-minute
corner to give us a fourth successive league victory
whenthey needed them most, but despite us going
close on numerous occasions and hitting the wood-
work twice, we were unable to find the second goal
that would have made for a more comfortable fi-
nale.

However, one was all it took to claim the victory
they craved, and put them five points clear of Man-
chester City who had to beat Bournemouth on
Tuesday night.

The opening half went the way of a game in
which a title-chasing side at home was facing
another winless their previous 27 league en-
counters, and as expected we dominated through-

out. Despite that, there was plenty of tension in
the crowd, knowing what was at stake with just
seven days left in the season.

They went close to easing that tension on 14
minutes. Still buzzing from his massive goal at
West Ham United eight days previously, Leandro
Trossard began brightly and brilliantly plucked the
ball out of the sky, played one-two with Ebere Eze,
skipped past a defender and let fly from the edge
of the box, but the Belgian was unlucky to see that
endeavour end with the ball thumping the base of
the post.

Arsenal opportunity to take the lead came, and
they seized it. After Martin Odegaard saw a shot
from a cutback into his path deflect wide off Lesley
Ugochukwu, Saka swung the resulting corner into
the box, and there was Havertz to leap highest
and nod the ball into the net to see Emirates Sta-
dium explode with relief.

The result gave Arsenal a lot of hope for the
Premier league championship.

FACTS AND STATS

Arsenal have now won 25+ Premier League
games in three of the last four seasons, with Mikel
Arteta achieving this feat as often as Arsene
Wenger did.

They have won eight Premier League matches
1-0 this season, their second-most in a season be-
hind their nine 1-0 wins in 1998/99.

Bukayo Saka became the second youngest
player (24 years, 255 days) to reach both 50+
goals and 50+ assists in Premier League history
(60 goals, 50 assists), behind only Wayne Rooney
who was 24 years and 84 days when he did so.

Saka is the fourth youngest player to reach 50
Premier League assists, behind Cesc Fabregas
(22 years, 145 days), Wayne Rooney (24 years,
84 days) and Trent Alexander-Arnold (24 years,
192 days).

Arsenal have kept 32 clean sheets this season,
six more than any other side in Europe’s big-five
leagues in all competitions. David Raya registered
his 19th Premier League clean sheet of 2025/26,
equalling the record by an Arsenal goalkeeper in a
season; David Seaman kept 19 in both 1993/94
and 1998/99.

Kai Havertz has scored more Premier League
goals against Burnley than any other opponent (5).

Will this be the begining of a successful era for
Arsenal staring the Premiership title and maybe
the UEFA Champions league title which they have
never won before.

Arteta said after the Burnley seeing them secure
another 1-0 win to bring them to the brink of the
Premier League title, Mikel Arteta laughed that the
