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Gyprus officially proclaims 96 new MPs
following Sunday’s parliamentary elections

C yprus officially pro-
claimed on Monday the
56 new Members of
Parliament elected in the May
24 parliamentary elections,
formally shaping the composi-
tion of the new House of Rep-
resentatives, which is expected
to convene for the first time
on June 4.

In the Nicosia district, the
Democratic Rally (DISY) and the
Progressive Party of Working
People (AKEL) each secured
five seats, the Democratic Party
(DIKO) and National Peoples’
Front (ELAM) three each, while
ALMA won two seats and Direct
Democracy one.

From DISY, the elected can-
didates are Dimitris Demetriou
with 13,157 votes, Giorgos Pam-
boridis with 12,040, Savia Orpha-
nidou with 11,371, Andreas Con-
stantinou with 10,238, and Chara-
lambos Petrides with 8,252
votes.

From AKEL, the party’s Gen-
eral Secretary Stefanos Stefa-
nou secures a seat without pre-
ferential votes. Also elected are
Christos Christofides with 10,911
votes, Aristos Damianou with
10,673, George Loucaides with
10,523, and Constantinos Con-
stantinou with 9,986 votes.

From ELAM, party president
Christos Christou takes a seat

without preferential votes. Also
elected are Marios Pelekanos
with 6,681 votes and Andreas
Papacharalambous with 2,966
votes.

From DIKO, its leader Nikolas
Papadopoulos secures a seat
without preferential votes, while
the other two seats go to Chris-
tiana Erotokritou with 5,844 votes
and Chrysis Pantelides with
4,541 votes.

From ALMA one seat is taken
by party president Odysseas
Michaelides, while the second
goes to Irene Charalambidou
with 5,943 votes.

Finally, the Direct Democracy
seat in Nicosia goes to MEP

Fidias Panayiotou with 5,108
votes but as he declined the
seat, it passes to Yiannis Laou-
ris, who came second with
1,700 votes.

In the Limassol district, DISY
secured four seats, AKEL three,
ELAM two, while DIKO, Direct
Democracy, and ALMA each
won one seat.

From DISY, the elected can-
didates are Fotini Tsiridou with
6,956 votes, Giorgos Karaiska-
kis with 5,504, Michalis Fellas with
4,856, and Michalis Kounounis
with 3,473 votes.

From AKEL, elected are Efraim
Christou with 4,966 votes, Marina
Nikolaou with 4,294, and Argen-
toula loannou with 3,803 votes.

From ELAM, elected are Polys
Anogyriatis with 2,970 votes and
Evgenios Chamboullas with
2,710 votes.

From DIKO, Panikos Leonidou
is elected with 3,352 votes, while
from Direct Democracy, Dimitris
Souglis is elected with 2,766
votes.

From ALMA the single seat is
won by Michalis Paraskeva with
1,408 votes.

In the Famagusta district,
DISY’s three seats went to Gior-
gos Karoullas with 9,540 votes,

Nikos Georgiou with 7,723, and
Georgios Lysandridis with 6,827
votes.

AKEL's three seats were won
by Nikos Kettiros with 11,510
votes, Giorgos Koukoumas with
9,292, and Giannakis Gauvriel
with 4,120 votes.

In addition, ELAM’s two seats
went to Linos Papagiannis with
7,003 votes and Linos loannis
Hadzigeorgiou with 4,869, while
DIKO'’s single seat was won by
Zacharias Koulias with 2,700
votes.

Finally, from Direct Democra-
cy, Diana Lucia Constantinidou
is elected with 1,657 votes, while
from ALMA — Citizens for Cyprus,
Theodoulitsa (Litsa) Drousiotou
is elected with 511 votes.

In the Kyrenia district, AKEL's
one seat was won by Anastasia
Hasikou with 2,240 votes, DISY’s
one seat by Demos Georgiades
with 1,935 votes, and DIKO’s one
seat by Adamos Aspris with 776
votes.

In the Larnaca district, DISY
and AKEL each secured two
seats, while DIKO and ELAM
won one each.

From AKEL, Andreas Pasiour-
tides is re-elected with 7,698
votes, while Panikos Xiouroup-

pas is elected with 5,090 votes.

From DISY, one seat is taken
by Annita Demetriou as party
president (without preferential
votes), while the second seat
goes to Prodromos Alambritis
with 7,297 votes.

From DIKO, Andreas Aposto-
lou is elected with 3,679 votes,
while from ELAM, Sotiris loannou
is re-elected with 3,158 votes.

In the Paphos district, DISY’s
two seats went to Charalambos
Pazaros with 4,609 votes and
Nicoletta Constantinou with 3,608
votes.

AKEL's one seat was won by
Valentinos Fakontis with 3,943
votes, DIKO’s one seat by Chrys-
anthos Savvides with 4,778 votes,
and Direct Democracy’s one seat
by Dimitris Baros with 280 votes.

For the first time in the history
of the Cypriot House of Repre-
sentatives, the number of women
who take a set in the parliament
reached 11, thus recording a slight
increase compared to the pre-
vious composition of the House
when their number stood at eight.

Despite this development
however, women's representa-
tion is still below 20% of the total
number of seats in the Cyprus
Parliament.

Tony Blair launches attack on government

ormer prime minister
FTony Blair launched a
fierce critique of the La-
bour government on Wednes-
day, warning that the party is
“playing with fire” and risking
Britain’s status among the
world’s leading nations.
In a sharply critical 5,700-word
essay published by the Tony Blair
Institute for Global Change, Blair

accused Labour of possessing
an “almost infinite capacity for self-
delusion,” less than two years after
Keir Starmer led the party to a
landslide election victory and end-
ed 14 years of Conservative rule.

The intervention comes ahead
of a crucial by-election that could
pave the way for Andy Burnham
to return to Parliament and poten-
tially emerge as a future challen-
ger to Starmer’s leadership.

Blair argued that Labour’s core
problem is not Starmer’s leader-
ship style or communication skills,
but the lack of a “clear, coherent
plan” for governing the country.
Pointing to his own three election
victories, he urged the party to
resist drifting further left and in-
stead embrace a “radical centre”
agenda focused on long-term
reform.

His proposals included devel-
oping a stronger artificial intelli-

gence strategy, limiting pension
spending growth, and relaxing re-
strictions on oil and gas drilling.

“Trying to remove the prime
minister before deciding what
direction the party should take
is not a serious way to govern,”
Blair wrote.

The former Labour leader also
criticised several flagship govern-
ment policies and senior minis-
ters. He targeted Energy Secre-
tary Ed Miliband over net-zero
ambitions, Chancellor Rachel
Reeves over business taxation,
and former deputy prime minister
Angela Rayner over workers’
rights reforms.

Blair accused Burnham of
moving too far left on taxation
and public spending, while also
criticising Health Secretary Wes
Streeting over his stance on
capital gains tax and relations
with the EU.

Tsipras makes comeback

has returned to politics with the launch
of a new party, pledging to tackle cor-
ruption and promote broader economic pros-

F ormer Greek prime minister Alexis Tsipras

perity.

Tsipras, 51, led Greece during the peak of its
2015 debt crisis, was voted out of office in 2019
by Prime Minister Kyriakos Mitsotakis and his

his new movement, the Greek Left Alliance
(ELAS), promising to strengthen the rule of law
and restore institutional independence. He aims
to capitalise on growing public dissatisfaction with
the Mitsotakis administration following a series
of corruption allegations, including the misuse
of European Union agricultural funds and the
surveillance of a political opponent.
Addressing supporters gathered near the
Acropolis in Athens, Tsipras warned that Greece
was drifting away from core European demo-

cratic values.

“Corruption, profiteering and collusion have
become standard practices for gaining wealth

and power in today’s Greece,” he said.

“This new political force is being created not
just to bring political change, but to transform
policy as well.”

Tsipras resigned as leader of the left-wing

centre-right New Democracy party.
Speaking on Tuesday night, Tsipras introduced

Syriza party in 2023 after it suffered a second
major electoral defeat to New Democracy. He
later stepped down from parliament last year.

United Kingdom, taking 38.2 per
cent of votes cast at the two pol-
ling stations set up in the coun-
try.
Atotal of 997 votes were cast,
with AKEL winning 381 of them,
while DISY was the second most
popular party among voters in
the UK, taking 223 votes, 22.4
per cent of the total.

Despite a disappointing result
at home, which saw the party fail
to win a single seat, Volt proved
the third most popular party
among UK-based voters, taking
13.7 per cent of the vote — a pro-

portion four times higher than
their nationwide total. Among
voters in the UK, they won 137
votes.

In fourth place among voters
in the UK was DIKO, with 6.4 per
cent, while Alma placed in fifth,
with 5.4 per cent, and Elam
placed in sixth, with 3.9 per cent.

Dipa placed in seventh, with
3.3 per cent of the vote, while Di-
rect Democracy Cyprus placed
in eighth, with 2.3 per cent, and
EDEK, facing a chastening elec-
tion night nationwide, placed in
ninth among UK-based voters,
winning just 1.6 per cent, or 16,
of their votes.

Further down the list of parties,

the Ecologists’ Movement also
faced a tough night both overall
and among UK voters, winning
just 1.4 per cent of votes — 14
votes — among the latter, while
Sikou Pano! won seven votes,
the Democratic National Move-

ment (DEK) and the Lacedae-
monians won two votes each.

Independent candidate Ifigenia
Katchie and the Green Party won
a vote each.

CMP identifies five

more missing persons

ive more individuals are
F currently undergoing iden-

tification at the Committee
on Missing Persons (CMP) labo-
ratory, while officials confirmed
on Tuesday that 26 excavation
missions have been completed
since the beginning of the year.

According to the Greek Cypriot
member’s office of the CMP, the
remains of two individuals un-
covered in late 2025 in Lefkoniko,
two others recovered in Lapithos
and one individual found in Kara-
vas on the final day of last year
have now been transferred to the
anthropological laboratory for
DNA analysis.

The CMP’s eight excavation
teams are expected to resume
work in June following the Kata-
klysmos holiday.

One team is set to begin ex-
cavations in a military area once
approval procedures with the
Turkish military are finalised.

This year’s excavations have
already led to the discovery of
remains believed to belong to two
individuals in Lapithos, where
operations will continue next
month.

Excavation work is also conti-
nuing in Exometochi and Gala-
teia, while new searches are
planned in the village of Chou-
lou in the Paphos district.

Further excavation missions
are scheduled to begin on June
3 in Assia and Kythrea, followed
by work inside the buffer zone
in Yerolakko on June 5.

The CMP has additionally sub-
mitted proposals for 10 excava-
tion sites located within military
zones in the north.

So far, excavations have been
carried out at three such sites,
including a military area in the
Turkish-controlled part of Dhe-
rynia, Petra in Famagusta district
and the village of Sychari near
Bellapais.

Barring any unforeseen devel-
opments, another excavation in-
side a military zone is expected
to begin after June 2 in Kyra,
near Morphou, where the CMP’s
eighth excavation team will be
deployed.

Officials also confirmed that
previous CMP excavations had
taken place near the Tekke gar-
dens behind Kyrenia Avenue in
the northern part of Nicosia,
though not at the exact location
where Turkish Cypriots are cur-
rently carrying out separate ex-
cavation work.

Turkish Cypriot CMP member
Haki Muftuzade said “A total of
205 remains have been discov-
ered during excavations in mili-
tary areas,” adding that 127 ex-
cavations had so far been con-
ducted in restricted military zones.

Muftuzade also said the
CMP’s annual budget stands at
€3.9 million, funded mainly by
the European Union and interna-
tional donors, adding that there
were “no funding shortages”
affecting DNA analysis or labo-
ratory operations.

Still sweet
and dandy

FILM OF THE WEEK
Moss & Freud

Writer/director James Lucas
makes an assured feature film
debut with this enjoyable film,
which is based on true events,
and although it is a very British
affair, it was mostly shot in New
Zealand.

The year is 2001 and Kate
Moss (Ellie Bamber), the striking
supermodel and Croydon’s best
export, is at the height of her
powers but lives a self-destruc-
tive existence. She is totally self-
obsessed, she drives while heavi-
ly inebriated, arrives late at
photoshoots, takes drugs and
doesn’t give a damn about her
co-workers until she meets the
world-renowned painter Lucien
Freud (Derek Jakobi). He offers
to paint her portrait but demands
“discipline” and “commitment”
from this free-spirited woman...

It is a fascinating story well
played by its two protagonists.
Ellie Bamber captures the spirit
of the supermodel and is very
effective particularly in the early
scenes at photo shoots or at
heavy bondage night clubs.

Derek Jacobi played another
painter in LOVE IS THE DEVIL,
the celebrated Francis Bacon
and that was a much more suc-
cessful interpretation than Freud,
who was a notorious womaniser
and fathered at least 14 children.

The dialogue especially during
the painting sessions is strong
and rich and both actors deliver.
The score by Karl Solve Steven
is memorable but it is overused
and ultimately loses its impact.
Still, there is still plenty to enjoy
here!

The Mandalorian
& Grogu in IMAX

THE STAR WARS saga con-
tinues with this thunderous big
screen adaptation of the popular
television series. Personally, I've
never seen the 3-season series,

so it took me a while to familiar-
ise myself with the premise and
its characters.

The action takes place after
the Empire’s fall; Colonel Ward
(Sigourney Weaver) of the new
Republic assigns Din Djarin
(Pedro Pascal), the travelling
bounty hunter also known as
the Mandalorian and Grogu, his
cute little green friend to hunt
down dangerous Warlords inclu-
ding Lord Janu (Jonny Coyne)...

Director Jon Favreau delivers
the goods but without any tension
or suspense. It looks spectacu-
lar on the glorious IMAX screen
but most of the action is heavily
relied on CGI special effects
rather that the acting skills of its
strong cast. Pascal provides the
voice, but a stand-in probably
does most of the action, Sigour-
ney looks bemused and as if she
telegraphed her performance,
while Coyne makes a suitably
nasty warlord.

An undemanding summer
blockbuster and a treat for fans
of the television series. See it if
you must on the biggest screen
possible!

Looking For
Emily

This utterly charming rom com
marks the impressive directorial
debut of Alicia MacDonald, who
against the current trend man-
ages to deliver a genuinely funny
and full of romance comedy.

Rachel Hirons’ brilliant script
takes place in Manchester and

follows the story of Owen (Spike
Fern), a musician, who falls head
over heels with a girl he meets in
a night club. But when he tries
to call her the next day, he finds
that one of her mobile’s digits is
missing and in desperation to
track her down he goes up to the
University where Emily (Angou-
rie Rice), a psychologist student
who offers to help him...

It is quite refreshing to see a
British comedy which takes place
out of London, with well-drawn
characters and with endearing
performances. Fern delivers a
star making performance as the
hopeless romantic like the hero
in the classic Scottish comedy
GREGORY’s GIRL.

Leonora In The
Morning Light

The true story of surrealist
artist Leonora Carrington (Olivia
Vinall) is brought vividly to life
by directors Thor Klein and Lena
Vurma. It is a truly European
project based on Elena Ponia-
towska’s novel and boasting
superb production values and
striking locations that stand in
for France, Spain and Mexico.

The story begins in 1930’s
France, where Leonora’ life and
work is taken over by a passion-
ate affair with fellow artist Max
Ernst (Alexander Scheer) until
the war tears them apart. He is
arrested for being German while
she is forced to confront her
demons before she travels to
Mexico for a new beginning...

It is an elegant film, but it is
thinly scripted and tries to cover
too much material. The story
never gets the chance to breathe,
it needs more time to develop,
and it is better suited as a tele-
vision mini-series.

Tom & Jerry:
Forbidden
Compass

This is a strange adventure for
the most famous cat and mouse
rivals originally created for a
series of short films by William
Hanna and Joseph Barbera in
1940. Now Tom and Jerry are
transported back in time after
they hit a forbidden compass
during their chase through a
New York museum. The extraor-
dinary power of the compass
takes them back to ancient China
where they are confronted with
a dangerous crime lord and an
army of warriors...

The charm and subtle perso-
nas of Tom & Jerry is totally lost
here in this loud execution of
a preposterous plot. Even the
designs fail to capture the spirit
of these lovable creations in the
repetitive action sequences. A
real disappointment!

Fairyland

Itis good to see that this pow-
erful film, which | saw at Sundance
Film Festival London back in
2023, is finally getting a cinema
release. It is sensitively directed
by first time writer/director An-
drew Durham.

It is based on Alysia Abbot’s
2013 memoir and begins in 1974
when Alysia’s mother suddenly
dies in a tragic accident. She is
five at the time and reluctantly
moves to San Francisco with her
free-spirited father Steve (Scoot
McNairy). They settle into a com-
mune along many artists and
soon after Steve begins to openly
date men - itis the time of Harvey
Milk and just before the AIDS
epidemic hits the world...

It is a graceful and deeply
moving film with first rate perfor-
mances from McNairy, in a rare
leading role, and from Emilia
Jones as the grown-up Alysia.
The strong supporting cast also
includes a lovely cameo from
Maria Bakalova, (BORAT SUB-
SEQUENT MOVIEFILM and THE

tenant of the commune.

Dauvit Bratliou kicks us off with
a reggae classic...

Reggae legend Jimmy Cliff
died in November. As a young
Black man growing up in Britain
during the 1970’s, | remember
only too well the first time | saw
the film, The Harder They Come
(Stratford East), in which he
starred and wrote some of the
songs, including the title track.
And now playwright Suzan-Lori
Parks’ stage adaptation of Perry
Henzell's 1972 film is back after
another sell out run last year. This
is the story of lvanhoe “lvan” Mar-
tin (inspired by real-life outlaw
Rhyging) - arriving in Kingston
from rural Jamaica determined
to become a star, getting up to all
sorts of rude bwoy business along
the way, ending up as fugitive. It
is a tale of determination, protest
and violence.

Let's get my minor criticism out
of the way, the storytelling some-
times meanders in a way that |
know only too well from home life,
but trust me all is forgiven when
those tunes get going, with a few
old-time reggae greats. These
include Pressure Drop (Toots and
the Maytals), Rivers of Babylon,
original version, (The Melodians),
| Can See Clearly (Johnny Nash)
and my personal favourite Shanty
Town (Desmond Dekker).

The focus is on Natey Jones
as lvan and the man is rough and
tough with a voice full of quality,
character and charm and a
proper bad man attitude. He is
matched by Chanice Alexander-
Burnett with her poignant por-
trayal of Elsa and the mellifluous
voice that is sweet as honey and
pulsing with emotion. Yet the mo-
ment that had me close to tears
and my body filling up with goose-
bumps was when Rachel John,
who plays aggrieved mother
Daisy, give her rendition of Many
Rivers to Cross.

Choreographer Shelley Max-
well mixes up some moves that
will have you wanting to leap out
of your seat, be that a euphoric
church scene or some bump and
grind dancehall. Even when not
dancing the cast are moving in
ways that is street life Jamaica
as though you were there, full of
bravado and swagger. And then
of course there is that Jimmy Cliff
titte song that brought reggae
music to a whole new audience
and Matthew Xia - who directs
stylishly throughout - deftly intro-
duces it and then builds into a

crescendo that tears the place
down. It's a party show and all
are welcome.

From reggae legend to circus
legend...

American Phineas Taylor Bar-
num was borm on 5 July 1810. He
was a businessman, politician,
author, publisher and philanthro-
pist. Most of us remember him as
a showman and for the Barnum
Circus. He is also remembered
for celebrating hoaxes. That tra-
dition continues today with hoaxes
now a part of everyday life so
while watching a very entertain-
ing production of Barnum (Wok-
ing Theatre) last night, | pondered
candidates from our current crop
of celebrities and politicians who
could be considered as twenty
first century hoaxers.

Jonathan O’'Boyle’s eye-catch-
ing musical show designed by
Lee Newby — gaudy nineteenth
century Americana, brash and
colourful - features a large cast of
actor-musicians and acrobats,
which ironically begins and ends
with the song There is a Sucker
Born Ev'ry Minute. Lee Mead
revels in the lead role, charisma
in abundance, and a fine singing
voice which captures the highs
and lows of a complicated man.
Monique Young plays his wife
Charity, ebullient and argumen-
tative, in a sweet and loving way,
and they have a lovely rapport.
He knows who wears the trou-
sers. She too impresses with
excellent, passionate vocals.

Talking of which the undoubted
‘voice of the show’ so to speak,
is Penny Ashmore who plays
Jenny Lind, a Swedish opera
singer, known as the ‘Swedish
Nightingale’. This quality of sing-
ing voice makes you sit up and
take notice filling the auditorium
as it does with a magnificent
sound. Meanwhile the ensemble
of multi-skilled performers are a
talented bunch who play a variety
of instruments, sing, dance and
execute acrobatics, sometimes
simultaneously. It's wonderful stuff
and though at times you would
like a pause for breath it certainly
evokes the big-top atmosphere.

Hokum, humbug and hoaxes,
there really is no business like
show business.

Premier League Finale

Champions Arsenal
finish Premier League
season on high with win
at Palace

Arsenal celebrated their coro-
nation as Premier League
champions with a 2-1 win over
Crystal Palace on Sunday at a
sun-drenched Selhurst Park,
capping a remarkable season
that saw them finish with 85
points.

Goals from Gabriel Jesus and
Noni Madueke gave Arsenal their
26th win of the season while
Jean-Philippe Mateta headed
home for Palace as Mikel Arte-
ta’s side finished seven points
clear of second-placed Man-
chester City, who lost 2-1 to
Aston Villa.

With the Premier League title
already secured earlier in the
week, manager Arteta fielded a
heavily-rotated squad ahead of
Saturday’s Champions League
final clash with Paris St Germain,
resting key players.

Prior to kickoff, Palace
players also formed a guard of
honour for the newly crowned
champions, applauding them
onto the pitch.

Departing Manchester City
manager Pep Guardiola said
he hoped his successor can be
true to themselves, warning that
any attempt to find a carbon
copy of him would likely back-
fire.

Guardiola, who led City to six
Premier League titles, a Cham-
pions League triumph and the
Club World Cup, will leave at the
end of the season after a decade
in charge.

“The moment it starts to be a
copy of another one... Every-
one is everyone. It has to be like
that. And that's why everything
is going to be good.”

Guardiola leaves City with the

spectre of the 115 charges of
alleged breaches of the Premier
League’s financial rules still loom-
ing large over his tenure, but he
said he was confident there was
no cause for concern.

Tottenham Hotspur salvaged
their Premier League status
in the nick of time as Joao Pal-
hinha’s first-half goal earned a
priceless 1-0 home victory over
Everton on Sunday.

Only an 11th home league
defeat of a miserable season
could have sent Tottenham down
for the first time since 1977, but
Palhinha’s 43rd-minute effort
erased that nightmare scenario.

It meant West Ham United’s
3-0 win over Leeds United was
in vain as Tottenham finished
17th on 41 points, two points
ahead of their London rivals who
were relegated.

Tottenham’s victory comple-
ted an escape mission led by
Roberto de Zerbi who has re-
juvenated the team since taking
charge little more than a month
ago with Spurs deep in trouble.

After an afternoon of nerves
and 10 agonising minutes of stop-
page time in which every Totten-
ham clearance was cheered,
the final whistle was met by
huge relief and celebrations.

It was all smiles as the players
took the customary end-of-sea-
son lap of honour, but once the
dust settles Tottenham will realise
just how close they came to
calamity.

The twice English champions
have only spent one season
outside the top flight since 1950
- the last occasion being 1977 -
78.

For much of this year they
have been in a spiral towards
relegation that would have re-
sulted in a financial hit in the
region of 150 million pounds
(%201 million).

Italian De Zerbi has taken 11

points from his seven games
in charge, although defeat at
Chelsea in the penultimate
game of the season meant the
relegation battle went to the
wire.

As the sun blazed down, the
tension ratcheted up as kickoff
neared with the spectre of Ever-
ton boss David Moyes saving
his old club West Ham a dark
thought in the back of fans’
minds.

A sea of white filled the
stadium and a loud rendition
of the club’s anthem “When the
Spurs go marching in” was
belted out as the teams made
their way out and even injured
club captain Christian Romero,
whose decision to go back to
Argentina for treatment had
caused outrage, in position in
the stands.

Desperate for an early goal
to calm the nerves, Tottenham
began strongly with Conor
Gallagher smashing a shot into
the side netting and Palhinha
scooping a chance over.

Tottenham’s initial burst of
energy dissipated as the 31
degrees heat began to take a
toll.

But there was an explosion
of joy as the hosts took the
lead as the halftime whistle ap-
proached.

The ball was swung in by
Mathys Tel from the corner and
Palhinha, a key figure since join-
ing on loan from Bayern Munich,
headed against the upright but
reacted well to prod the rebound
over the line.

With West Ham drawing 0-0
it meant Tottenham were four
points clear of the trap door at
the interval.

It was never going to be a
straightforward final day, though,
and word of West Ham scoring
twice against Leeds prompted
an outbreak of nail biting, espe-

cially with Everton finally show-
ing ambition.

Tension was suffocating as
the minutes ticked down and
Spurs had a huge scare when
keeper Antonin Kinsky was
forced into a stunning save to
keep out a stinging shot from
Tyrique George.

But Tottenham held firm and
will now need to put in a plan to
avoid any repeat of back-to-back
17th-placed finishes.

Sunderland became only the
fifth side in Premier League his-
tory to qualify for Europe in their
first season following promotion
after beating Chelsea 2-1 on
Sunday.

A 25th-minute volley from
Trai Hume and a second-half
own goal from Malo Gusto lifted
Sunderland into seventh place
in the table. Cole Palmer pulled
one back for a Chelsea side
who had Wesley Fofana sent
off.

Sunderland will join Bourne-
mouth, who drew 1-1 at Notting-
ham Forest, in the Europa League
next season with Chelsea mis-
sing out on Europe entirely.

The Conference League spot
went to Brighton & Hove Albion
in eighth despite a 3-0 home de-
feat by Manchester United.

United, whose talisman Bruno
Fernandes scored a goal and
supplied a record-breaking 21st
assist of the season, had Cham-
pions League qualification wrap-
ped up as did champions Arse-
nal, Manchester City and Aston
Villa.

Liverpool picked up the point
they needed to make mathe-
matically certain with a 1-1 draw
at home to Brentford.

Crystal Palace can also quali-
fy for next season’s Europa
League if they beat Rayo Valle-
cano in the Conference League
inal in Leipzig on Wednesday.
