Triantafyllos

Triantafyllos is a Greek pop
and laiko singer/songwriter
and performer, born on 20
June 1977 in Rhodes. Rising
rapidly through the Athens
nightclub and recording scene,
he became one of the most
recognisable voices of
Greek commercial

music during the

late 1990s and

early 2000s.

He began studying music and piano from a
young age, and moved to Athens at age 19
to pursue a professional music career. His
debut album, Viepo Kati Oneira (1997),
reportedly sold nearly 50,000 copies within
its first few months, helping establish him as
a major new voice in modern Greek laiko-
pop.

His second album, Grammata Kai
Afieroseis, achieved platinum status, while /
Agapi Den Pernaei went gold. Throughout
the 2000s and 2010s, Triantafyllos
maintained a strong nightclub and live-
performance presence in Greece, releasing
albums and singles blending laiko, dance-
pop and contemporary Greek ballad styles.

Some of his hits include Se Perno Gia Na
Sou Po, Spao Ta Rologia, Argouses, and
Adrenalini.

He has collaborated with artists including
Natassa Theodoridou, Tus, and Petros
Imvrios.

Beyond music, Triantafyllos became widely
known to younger audiences through Greek
television appearances, including
participation in the reality competition shows
Dancing with the Stars, Just the 2 of Us, and
especially Survivor Greece in 2021, where
his outspoken personality and humour made
him one of the season’s most talked-about
contestants.

As of 2026, Triantafyllos remains active in
the Greek music scene through live
performances, television appearances and
new releases such as Tora Teleftea,
continuing to appeal to audiences nostalgic
for the golden era of late-1990s Greek pop-
laiko music.

Stephanos Pelekanis

Stephanos Pelekanis is a Cypriot performer and
researcher of traditional and Byzantine music, with a
long-standing and active presence in the cultural field.
His work focuses on the study, interpretation and
promotion of Cyprus’s musical heritage, emphasizing
the close relationship between music, language,
historical memory and cultural identity.

With an academic background in Byzantine and Modern Greek Studies,
he combines scholarly knowledge with an experiential approach to
tradition. Through concerts, recordings, and radio and television productions,
he presents carefully curated programmes rooted in Cypriot folk and
ecclesiastical musical traditions, offering audiences an authentic connection
to the island’s cultural past.
Beyond performance, his work extends to the
artistic curation of cultural projects aimed
at safeguarding and transmitting
Cyprus’s intangible cultural heritage
to younger generations. He has
collaborated with cultural institutions
and public bodies in Cyprus and
abroad, contributing significantly to
the international visibility of Cypriot
traditional music.
Stephanos approaches tradition as a
living and evolving entity, consistently
advocating the role of music, language
and collective memory as fundamental

Titled “Medieval Women of Cyprus,” an exhi-
bition of paintings by Semra Bayhanli, will be held
at the Cypriot Wine Festival this week. The artist's
works reflect phases from the history of the Lusig-
nans to the end of Venetian rule.

The exhibition is dedicated to the women of Cy-
prus who left their indelible mark on the island and
the wider history of Europe. These remarkable indi-
viduals overcame the restrictive gendered depictions
imposed by male contemporaries, forging a legacy
that endures to this day.

The Medieval women of Cyprus exhibition stands
as a homage to these courageous figures. Though
the chronicles of history are often silent regarding
their voices, the impact of their actions is unmistak-

able. Their deeds challenged a male-centric society
and shook the very foundations of established social
structures.

The painter gives voice to the women of the ruling
class, with a context of the social and historical con-
ditions that prevailed in the above period and which
were sterilized of all political and social power.

The historical theme of each painting has been
researched by historian Ahmet Kemal Hilmi, and
together with Semra Bayhanli, they studied the de-
tails that make up a work - the costumes of the his-
torical period, as well as other relevant symbols re-
lated to life in Cyprus and the battles of war.

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ensions across the Gulf
I escalated once again on
Wednesday after an Ira-
nian missile attack caused
damage to Kuwait’s airport and
the U.S. military launched
strikes near the Strait of Hor-
muz, while diplomatic efforts
between Washington and Teh-
ran continued to show little
meaningful progress.

The latest exchanges have
further strained an already fra-
gile ceasefire and contributed to
a rise of more than 2% in oil
prices, as the strategic strait re-
mains largely closed more than
three months after the first U.S.
and Israeli attacks against Iran.

Operations at Kuwait Interna-
tional Airport were suspended

following an Iranian drone and
missile assault that damaged
airport infrastructure and diplo-
matic compounds, resulting in
one fatality and several injuries,
according to Kuwaiti officials and
state media reports.

Kuwait’s civil aviation authority
later announced that Kuwait Air-
ways had resumed services from
Terminal 4 after inspections were
completed and necessary safety
precautions had been implemen-
ted.

Meanwhile, Bahrain’s military
reported intercepting three mis-
siles and multiple drones. Iran
stated that it had targeted the
headquarters of the U.S. Fifth
Fleet in Bahrain, along with an
airbase and military helicopters

in another unnamed country
within the region.

The U.S. military said that two
Iranian missiles directed at Ku-
wait either fell short of their in-
tended targets or disintegrated
during flight, while several other
ballistic missiles failed to reach
designated targets elsewhere
in the Guilf.

Since the conflict erupted on
February 28, Iran has repeatedly
launched attacks against loca-
tions in Gulf states that host U.S.
military facilities, striking both
civilian and military sites.

Although a ceasefire was
reached in early April, sporadic
outbreaks of violence have con-
tinued as the United States has
sought to restore navigation
through the Strait of Hormuz, a
key maritime route that handled
around 20% of global oil and
liquefied natural gas exports be-
fore the outbreak of war.

Last week, both Iran and the
United States indicated that they
had made progress toward a
preliminary agreement aimed at
ending the conflict and reopen-
ing the strait. However, the pro-
posed arrangement has yet to
receive formal approval from
either side, leaving more difficult
negotiations to be addressed at
a later stage.

Since mid-March, Trump has
repeatedly expressed confidence
that a deal to end the conflict is
within reach and could pave the
way for broader negotiations on
contentious issues, including
the future of Iran’s nuclear pro-
gramme.

In a podcast interview re-
leased on Wednesday, Trump
said Iran had agreed not to pur-
sue nuclear weapons and stated
that Khamenei was directly in-
volved in the negotiations.

“They’'ve already agreed
they’re not going to have a nu-
clear weapon,” he said.

Trump has consistently main-
tained that preventing Iran from
obtaining nuclear weapons re-
mains his foremost objective.
Iran, for its part, continues to re-
ject accusations that it is deve-
loping a nuclear bomb, insisting
that its nuclear activities are in-
tended solely for peaceful civilian
purposes.

As part of any future agree-
ment, Tehran is seeking an end
to fighting in Lebanon, access to
billions of dollars in oil revenues,
exemptions for crude oil exports,
the removal of a U.S. blockade
affecting its ports, and the pres-
ervation of its strategic influence
over the Strait of Hormuz.

AKEL backs Stefanou
for house presidency

KEL’s central commit-
Atee has unanimously

approved party general
secretary Stefanos Stefanou
as its official candidate for the
presidency of the House of
Representatives.

Following a plenary meeting
on Wednesday focused on the
forthcoming parliamentary vote,
the committee announced that
Stefanou’s candidacy has al-
ready received the support of
ALMA.

The committee endorsed the
consultations and political ap-
proach formulated by the party’s
political bureau, while reaffirm-
ing AKEL'’s longstanding posi-
tion against cooperation with
right-wing political forces.

Party leaders stressed that
AKEL will not engage in discus-
sions or maintain contacts with
the far right under any circum-
stances and made clear that
collaboration with the Democra-
tic Rally (DISY) remains funda-
mentally excluded.

In its statement, the central
committee said Stefanou pos-
sesses the political experience,

parliamentary expertise, insti-
tutional stature and democratic
credentials considered necess-
ary to serve effectively as House
president.

The political bureau has been
tasked with continuing discu-
ssions with other parliamentary
parties in an effort to strengthen
support for Stefanou’s candi-
dacy and identify opportunities
for broader political consensus.

At the same time, the bureau
has been granted the authority
to evaluate any new political
developments and make the
final decisions regarding the vot-
ing position of the AKEL-Left-
Social Alliance parliamentary
group when the House convenes
to elect its president through
a secret ballot.

Looking beyond the immedi-
ate parliamentary contest, the
central committee said the party
aims to build on the momentum
generated by its performance in
the 24 May elections and use it
as a foundation for creating a
wider progressive majority in
preparation for the 2028 presi-
dential election.

demonstrations that erupted following
revelations surrounding the case of an
18-year-old student who was handcuffed
while dying after his attacker falsely ac-
cused him of carrying out a racist assault.

The killing of student Henry Nowak last
year has remained at the centre of public
debate in Britain since the sentencing of his
Sikh murderer on Monday. Footage show-
ing police officers focusing on the dying vic-
tim while accepting the killer’s account has
fuelled a major political controversy over the
way law enforcement treats people from dif-
ferent ethnic backgrounds.

The government welcomed a decision by
senior police leaders to review existing ope-
rational guidelines, which had originally been
introduced in response to a number of widely
documented cases of racism within policing.
However, ministers rejected claims that a so-
called “two-tier” policing system exists, an
issue that has attracted extensive discussion
across social media platforms.

“There can be no justification for hijacking
this tragedy to stir up violence and disorder,”
Mahmood said after protesters clashed with
police on Tuesday night in the southern port
city of Southampton, not far from the loca-
tion where Nowak was killed.

Another demonstration was scheduled to
take place outside parliament in London on
Wednesday.

Nowak’s family described the way police
treated him as “inhumane and degrading”.
Nevertheless, speaking outside the court,
his father urged the public not to allow his
son’s death to be “used to create further
division, hatred or tension.”

Medical experts who examined the case
concluded that Nowak’s injuries were so
severe that he would have died at the scene
regardless of the emergency response pro-
vided. Officers placed him in handcuffs while
he was lying fatally injured. They later re-
quested an ambulance and attempted resus-
citation by performing CPR.

Three Royal Navy personnel
killed in helicopter crash

Emergency services were
called to Sourton Down at around
3:45am following the incident.
The Royal Navy confirmed the
deaths and said the families of
those involved had been informed
and requested privacy before
further details are released.

Prime Minister Sir Keir Starmer
described the crash as “utterly

tragic”, while First Sea Lord Gen-
eral Sir Gwyn Jenkins and De-
fence Secretary John Healey ex-
pressed their condolences to the
families, friends and colleagues
of the victims.

The helicopter was based at
RNAS Yeovilton in Somerset.
Police, rescue teams, the Royal
Navy and the Civil Aviation Auth-
ority attended the scene and an
investigation into the cause of
the crash is ongoing.

Witnesses reported hearing
unusual mechanical noises from
the aircraft shortly before it
came down.
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United States puts Cyprus
safest travel category

he United States has re-
I turned Cyprus to Level 1in
its travel advisory frame-
work, placing the island once
again among the destinations
considered safest for American
travellers and signalling a return
to normality following months of
elevated concern over regional
security developments.
According to the updated
advisory issued on June 1, U.S.
citizens travelling to Cyprus are
advised to "exercise normal pre-
cautions" during their visit. Level
1 is the lowest advisory level
issued by the U.S. State Depart-
ment and is reserved for coun-

tries where no unusual safety or
security risks have been identi-
fied.

The decision marks a reversal
of the State Department's earlier
move to raise Cyprus to Level 3,
or "Reconsider Travel," amid
concerns that growing tensions
involving the United States and
Iran could have wider implica-
tions for the Eastern Mediterra-
nean. At the time, U.S. authori-
ties warned that the risk of armed
conflict, potential disruptions to
regional air travel and limitations
on embassy services justified a
higher level of caution for travel-
lers.

Cyprus was among a number
of countries affected by the un-
certainty that swept across the
region. Security concerns in-
creased following a drone strike
on a facility within the British
Sovereign Base Areas, while
fears of possible retaliatory ac-
tions targeting Western interests
led several governments to
adopt precautionary measures.
During this period, the U.S. Em-
bassy in Nicosia authorised the
departure of non-essential per-
sonnel and eligible family mem-
bers as a protective step amid
the evolving situation.

The restoration of Cyprus to
Level 1 is expected to be wel-
comed by the country's tourism
industry, which closely follows
travel advisories issued by major
international partners. Such advi-
sories can significantly influence
travellers' perceptions of safety
and often play a role in determin-
ing holiday bookings and tourism
demand.

Although these travel advisories
are primarily intended to provide
guidance for American citizens
travelling abroad, they are fre-
quently viewed by the interna-

back in

tional community as an important
indicator of a country's broader
security and stability. Under the
State Department's four-level
advisory system, Level 1 repre-
sents the lowest level of risk and
recommends normal precautions,
while Level 4 is the highest warn-
ing category and advises Ameri-
cans not to travel to a destination.

The latest assessment sug-
gests that Washington no longer
believes Cyprus presents any un-
usual safety or security concerns
for American visitors, despite
continuing instability in certain
parts of the wider region.

For Cyprus, the return to the
lowest advisory category repre-
sents more than a routine admin-
istrative adjustment. It serves as
a strong endorsement of the is-
land's security environment and
reinforces its standing as a safe
and reliable destination for tour-
ists, business travellers and ex-
patriates. The decision also re-
flects renewed confidence from
one of Cyprus' most important in-
ternational partners and is likely
to further strengthen the country's
appeal as a secure destination
in the Eastern Mediterranean.

UK travellers to Europe warned of 10 year passport rule

K travellers heading to Europe are
being reminded to check their pass-

ports carefully before travelling, as

strict post-Brexit entry requirements could
result in being denied boarding or entry.

To enter EU and Schengen countries
(excluding Ireland), a UK passport must:

*Have been issued less than 10 years
before the date of arrival.

* Have at least three months remaining
before its expiry date.

Many travellers with passports issued
before 2018 may be caught out by the so-
called "10-year passport rule". Before 2018,
the UK Passport Office could add up to nine
months of unused validity from an old pass-
port onto a new one. As a result, some pass-
ports remain technically valid for more than
10 years.

However, EU and Schengen countries
only recognise passports that are less than
10 years old, regardless of the printed expiry
date. This means some older passports may
be rejected even if they have not yet expired.

The warning comes as Europe prepares

for further border changes following the
introduction of the EU's Entry/Exit System
(EES), which has already caused lengthy
queues and disruption for some UK travel-
lers. The next phase will see the launch of
the European Travel Information and Autho-
risation System (ETIAS), requiring non-EU
visitors to obtain online travel authorisation
before visiting Schengen countries for short
stays.

The passport rule applies across all EU
and Schengen countries except Ireland, in-
cluding popular destinations such as France,
Spain, Italy, Portugal, Cyprus, Greece, Ger-
many, Switzerland and the Netherlands.

Travellers are advised to check their pass-
port's issue and expiry dates well in advance
of departure. Those who need a replacement
urgently can apply for an emergency pass-
port through the UK Government's passport
service.

What attracted you to bringing Kapodistrias
to UK audiences?

When we first saw Kapodistrias,
it was clear that this wasn't just another historical
drama. It tells the story of one of the most impor-
tant figures in modern Greek history through a cine-
matic and emotionally engaging lens.

We were also encouraged by the response to
our previous release, Stelios. The film demonstra-
ted that there is a real appetite for Greek-language
cinema in the UK, not only amongst Greek and Cyp-
riot audiences, but also amongst wider cinema-
goers who are interested in discovering stories

from different cultures. We see Kapodistrias as an
opportunity to continue building on that momen-
tum and further establish a place for Greek
cinema in the UK market.

We've been fortunate to secure a strong release
footprint, including 7 cities and towns not includ-
ing the multiple sites in London, but cinemas ulti-
mately respond to audience demand. If audiences
don't book tickets in advance, cinemas can and will
replace screenings with Hollywood blockbusters
that are expected to generate larger box office
returns, after just one showing. It is that cutthroat.

That's why community support is so important.
Every ticket purchased sends a message to exhi-
bitors that there is demand for Greek cinema in
the UK. The more people support films like Kapo-
distrias, the easier it becomes for future Greek
productions to secure screens and reach wider
audiences.

Which audiences are you hoping to reach
beyond the Greek and Cypriot communities
and do you see growing interest in Greek and
Cypriot cinema in the UK?

Absolutely. Whilst the Greek and Cypriot com-
munities form an important foundation for the
release, we're also targeting audiences who enjoy
historical dramas, world cinema, political biogra-
phies and European history.

The Misfits

Marilyn Monroe’s last film,

It is a terrific film about copy-
right, loyalty and friendship -
superbly written and beautifully
acted. It is Paul Rudd’s best film
in years and shares a strong
connection with pop star Nick
Jonas, who also makes an impres-
sive contribution to this brilliantly
crafted movie.

My Mother’s
Wedding

Kristin Scott Thomas’ directo-
rial debut was made three years
ago, and it finally gets a cinema
release.

Three sisters Katherine
(Scarlett Johansson), Victoria

This year’s shark
movie is written and directed by
Tommy Wirkola, the Norwegian
filmmaker of VIOLENT NIGHT
and DEAD SNOW.

The action takes place in the
coastal town of Annieville, South
Carolina which is hit by a catas-
trophic hurricane and whose
floods brings in sharks hungry for
blood. Just when you thought it
was safe to make a cup of tea in
your kitchen, here comes a pack
of bull sharks followed closely
by a deadly great white...

It is an enjoyable adventure
that doesn’t outstay its welcome.
Whitney Peak is strong as Dako-
ta, the agoraphobic but resource-
ful heroine who puts her life on
the line to rescue the heavily preg-
nant Lisa (Phoebe Dynevor) trap-
ped in her car. But the real star of
the movie apart from the sharks
is the flooded town and Melbourne
stands in for South Carolina most
effectively. (Netflix)

Half Man

Richard Gaad follows his
amazing BABY REINDEER with
another compelling piece of tele-
vision drama.

This 6-part series is again
created by Gaad who also plays
the role of Ruben, the fierce
“brother” of Niall (Jamie Bell) who
spends a lifetime bulling and chal-
lenging his “sibling’s” masculini-
ty.
The ingenious screenplay plays
with time from when Niall and
Ruben were teenagers. Ruben’s
extreme explosions of toxic mas-
culinity traumatise Niall from an
early age, and it takes him almost
40 years to come to terms with
his sexuality.

The acting is of the highest
order and is already a strong con-
tender for next year’s awards. It
is intense, unpredictable and
unmissable!

B 1988 film, Beetlejuice

the Musical (Prince Ed-
ward Theatre) is one of those
West End spectacle shows that
will simultaneously thrill and non-
plus audiences. It tells the tale
of Lydia Deetz, a strange and un-
usual teenager — aren’t they all
— sharing her home with a pair
of freshly deceased folk and the
titular demonic ghost who comes
to devilish life if you say his name
three times.

This is very much an Ameri-
can tale, (book by Scott Brown
and Anthony King), zany, crazy
and full of obvious visual humour
that has David Fynn’s Beetlejuice,
the masterful lunatic of ceremo-
nies, playing with the script and
feeding his adoring fans in the
audience with the kind of silli-
ness which has them scream-
ing for more. The problem with
that is for those of us not in the
fan zone, the self-indulgence
crash lands and from the open-
ing moments right up until the
bonkers ending, it swings bet-
ween colourful craze pot fun and
dull as dishwater obviousness.
But just as we begin our next
hellish yawn, there is another
special effect to distract and
excite on David Korins’s flashy
and fantastical set. They are
spookily fabulous with the magi-
cally appearing doors to Hell being
a particular favourite. How in
heaven’s name do they do that?

If some of that sounds death-
drippingly depressing, there is
one performance which had me
feeling the pain that lay behind all
the exterior extravagance. Han-
nah Nordberg’s gothic Lydia is
a beautiful portrayal of a grieving
gal - following the recent death
of her mother — a woman who
outwardly is vehemently volatile
but below the bellicosity is a hat-
ful of hurt. Slushy and sentimen-
tal perhaps, but Nordberg is the
one character who comes clo-
sest to the Burton original. But
even she gets subsumed by all
the razzle dazzle going on
around her. This is colourful sur-
face entertainment without any
emotional connection.

That disconnect is summed up
in the portrayals of couple Adam
Maitland (David Hunter) and
Barbara (Chelsea Halfpenny).
They are the perfect candy floss
duo, who were they in a David

Lynch series be hideously funny
but the slush puppy nature of
how they present is so bizarre
that one questions the intent
of director Alex Timber. Maybe
| just don’t understand his post-
modern ironic intent. If you can
get into a mindset of pure esca-
pism you'll have lots of fun, like
being in a sugar coma with a va-
riety songs for accompaniment.
If not imagine a ghost moaning
and wailing...Oooh.

Meanwhile lasonas Goode-
nough guffaws his way through
a classic...

Caroline Jay Rangers’s direc-
tion of Fawlty Towers the Play
(Woking Theatre) is crisp and
brisk with an energy that keeps
everything fresh and yet true to
the original, meaning when it gets
bonkers it is taken to another
level which on stage is almost
funnier than on a TV screen. Not
difficult to do when you consider
the three episodes on which this
production is based are ‘Com-
munication Problems’, ‘The Hotel
Inspectors’and ‘The Germans'.
And yes, Basil does goose step.
This is as close as you can get
to Fawlty’s greatest hits.

The script is writing brilliance,
physical and observational hu-
mour coupled with a bounty of
witticisms which are so funny
that our laughter is incessant,
almost to the extent that we miss
the next quip. The humour leans
into slapstick, basic silliness with
stuff falling off the wall and a
welter of things going wrong due
to misunderstandings. Disaster
awaits around every corner.

Making huge contributions to
all of this is the motley crew of
characters who manage and in-
habit the hotel. They are all bang
on the money with their perfor-
mances and the design by Liz
Ashcroft, both costumes and set,
are authentic and evocative with
an upstairs (bedrooms) down-
stairs (reception and dining room)
scenario and an ideal set up for
the farcical goings on and shena-
nigans. The best of Fawlty equals
the best of times.

Olympiakos the new Euroleague

Basketball champions

lympiakos is the new
Euroleague champion,
after beating surprisingly

strong Real Madrid 92-85 in the
trophy game of the Final Four
in Athens on Sunday.

It has now got a collection of
four Euroleague trophies in its
cabinet.

This was the first European
cup for Olympiakos since 2013,
when it also had coach Giorgos
Bartzokas and captain Kostas
Papanikolaou in its roster.

The Spanish were not expec-
ted to pose such a stiff challenge
to the Greeks, having entered
not just the final but the entire
Final Four as underdogs, given

ries. However, that club’s history
— crowned European champion
a record 11 times — drove them
very close to yet another tri-
umph.

Olympiakos, on the other hand,
bore the burden of the favourite,
having also finished the regular
season at the top of the table, as
well as the huge boost from the
18,000 or so fans who turned
Telekom Center Athens red.

Real Madrid dominated the
first 17 minutes of the final, lead-
ing by up to 12 at the start (15-3),
as the Reds appeared to be ner-
vous from the outset.

Gradually the Greeks reduced
their arrears and led on the 18th

game, to close the first half with
a two-point advantage (44-42),
boosted by the huge support at
the stands and their supremacy
in rebounds.

They even went up by five
(49-44) early in Q3, only for the
Spaniards to recover and swing
the game back in their favour,
leading by six (60-54 and 65-59).

The Piraeus giant responded
from the start of Q4 and edged
ahead (67-65), and the lead kept
changing hands until 80-80, with
the final stretch belonging to
what was to all intents and pur-
poses the home team on the
night.

Evan Fournier led the scoring
for the new European champion
with 20 points, followed by Alec
Peters with 16 and Sasha Vezen-
kov with 12. Trey Lyles scored 24
and Mario Hezonja 19 for Real
Madrid.

Among the fans at the stands
was also “Greek Freak” Giannis
Antetokounmpo.

There were some ugly scenes
before the start of the final, with
hundreds of ticketless Olympia-
kos fans trying to muscle their
way into Telekom Center Athens,
and police in riot gear pushing
them away and chasing them in
the surrounding areas.

A number of those fans were
apprehended, as well as at least
nine others for offenses such as
possession of drugs or flares.
There was also a number of se-
curity officials who were arrested
for waiving in fans without
tickets.

Fenerbahce, that lost Friday’s
first semifinal to Olympiakos,
protested at the Euroleague for
the chaos generated by the
ticket allocation and inspection

Referring to the tensions that erupted after the
final whistle, the President said that “what hap-

Cypriots galore at the UEFA Champions League Cup final in Hungary
Arsenal v Paris St. Germain

K Cypriots decended on
U Budapest in Hungary

from all over the UK,
from Manchester to London to
see Arsenal.

Gabriel Magalhaes skied the
decisive spot-kick as Arsenal
were denied a first Champions
League triumph in a penalty
shootout defeat by Paris St-Ger-
main, who won the competition
for a second successive year.

Mikel Arteta's side lifted the
Premier League title for the first

time in 22 years last weekend,
but missed out on a league and
European double in the most
heartbreaking of fashions in a
hot and humid Puskas Arena.

But in a heartwarming mo-
ment, while PSG's players cele-
brated wildly on the pitch, the
French side's captain Marquin-
hos immediately went to console
his Brazilian team-mate Gabriel.

The Gunners had made a
dream start to the final in
Budapest when Kai Havertz,

who scored the winning goal in
the Champions League final for
Chelsea against Manchester
City in 2021, burst away from
the PSG backline and rifled the
ball into the roof of the net after
only six minutes.

But from then on it was PSG's
final, as they took control, domi-
nating large chunks of the game,
with Gabriel and William Saliba
making a number of vital inter-
ventions as the Arsenal defence
dealt with waves of attacks from

Luis Enrique's side.

Arteta had a number of big
calls to make for this game and
opted to continue with 19-year-
old Myles Lewis-Skelly in mid-
field, while he stuck with Cris-
thian Mosquera, who was filling
in at right-back for the injured
Ben White and the not fully fit
Jurrien Timber.

And it was a clumsy Mosquera
tackle that led to PSG's second-
half equaliser. The Spaniard was
caught out by a clever Khvicha

Kvaratskhelia run and brought
the winger down in the area, with
Ousmane Dembele rolling in the
resulting penalty.

Arsenal were forced to defend
inside their own half for most of
the game as PSG enjoyed 75%
of possession and the French
side almost won it in normal time
with Kvaratskhelia hitting the post
and Vitinha going close from the
edge of the area.

Arteta completely changed
his frontline as his side tired and

the renewed energy led to a huge
penalty shout when substitute
Noni Madueke tangled with Nuno
Mendes but referee Daniel Sie-
bert waved away vociferous
Arsenal protests that led to both
Declan Rice and the manager
being booked.

And after tense extra time it
was centre-back Gabriel who
missed the decisive penalty as
PSG won the shootout 4-3 to
retain the champions League
title.
